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Is there a feature of presence of life on a macro-level?
Could we say something about life on Neptune or on Halley’s Comet or on an exoplanet?
Let’s consider that sign of life is an atmosphere. Let's consider crustal planet. 
Whether planet has an atmosphere we may say that it is alive in geological sense
What is a reason of an atmosphere? We may suppose that volcano activity is the reason, in case of
Jovian icy satellites  their 'atmospere' - for ice and liquid below are responsible underwater volcanoes.
This assumption need a proof.
In case of ending of volcano activity an atmosphere have to disappear - during the time compared to finishing of volcanoes activity. A measure of this process may serve mass  of an atmosphere. 

First of all one may weght the Earth's atmosphere then - Moon, Mercury, Venus, Mars.
Simple question - do comets have an atmosphere is unknown, especcially after Stardust mission - hundrends jets attack unit board.
We know that Mercury has an atmosphere  - how it changes?
In visinity of every underwater volcano there's life dispite any our theoretical risctrictions  - under any conditions, so Jovian satellites are seen attractive for the astrobiology mission  - whether we could see under ice.
