2) In the clip of river 1, which processes are at work? What evidence supports your answer?

Now look at the Ordnance Survey maps showing the location of clip 1 and 2. Discuss as a class your responses to question 1 and 2.

You are now going to consider the effect of the surrounding landscape on likely discharge levels during a storm. Think about the shape of the river basin, the vegetation etc

3) For both clips, describe and explain the impact of river basin features on river discharge levels throughout the duration of a storm event.
4) Both clips feature rural areas. What other features are likely to affect discharge levels in urban areas?

The class will use the animation showing sea level pressure and surface winds. We should be able to identify the impact of the three major circulation cells, and will annotate surface winds and direction. We will also track the movement of the Inter Tropical Convergence Zone (ITCZ) throughout the year

Q. Describe the origin and weather characteristics of the Tropical Maritime and Tropical Continental air masses                             4 marks

1. It does not blow over much water, and is therefore dry

2. It is very moist and warm

5. The Tropical Maritime air mass brings warm and wet weather conditions

6. The Tropical Continental air mass originates over the Atlantic Ocean

8. The Tropical Continental air mass brings hot, dry weather conditions
9. This makes it a very dry and warm air mass

A recurring theme of the questions found in this part of the examination is the requirement for you to discuss why some ELDC countries are more developed than others. It is usually preceded by a question about development indicators
