These prices are with three machine rollers complete, extra set of roller cores, two chases
ink-plate, hand-roller, wrench, treadle and brake. By using steel screw-chases, forms of type'
larger than the above sizes can be printed on these presses.

No. 8 has a folding delivery board for convenience in reaching the form and making ready.
No. 10 has the delivery board on the left-hand side, so that the operator can stand close to

the platen. It has a double treadle by which it can be run easily by foot power.
These presses require less power and can be run faster than those of other manufacturers,

as all the movements are positive.— No. 6, 2500; No. 7, 2000; No. 8, 1600; No. 10, 1200 impressions
an hour.

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GOLDING JOBBER.

A Distinctive Feature in the design of this

pi-ess is that the gearing and working parts

are below the bed and platen, in the body of

the press, and all the movements are positive,

without cams, eccentrics or slides, making the

press much firmer, stronger, and easier to

operate, and, therefore, more durable, with-

out a possibility of airy back-lash or slur.

This mode of constructing the press affords

the use of a compound power movement, by
which the impression is obtained with com-

parative ease. It is therefore unequaled for

the ease and rapidity of its movement, and

the firmness and power of the impression.

A Solid Iron Frame keeps all the working

centers in line. An uneven floor does not

affect it. It has been found that a press built

in the old manner, with sides, bed and braces

in separate parts, will sag sufficiently to twist

tire bed if it does not rest perfectly true on all

four feet, so that the impression will bo light,

or heavy, at opposite corners, causing a great

waste of time in making ready. The bearings

also will twist out of line, causing considera-

ble waste of power in operating. By the

new method of construction is obtained a

positively true and unyielding impression surface,

and all the bearings are kept in line.

The Bed and Frame are one casting, from

refined iron, and are so designed that the bed

is centrally supported by the frame. The con-

struction of the press is such that the power

or strain is compression, and the bed is so sup-

ported by cross braces, that it is impossible to

spring it under any pressure that is supporta-

ble by iron.

Hie Platen does not rest on impression

screws, as is usual in other presses, but lias

solid bearings tliat can never wear out, and a

positive movement, so that it is impossible to

slur, and it is firmly braced and centrally

supported by a heavy yoke connecting with

the draw bars. These features, together with

its solid build and thorough construction,

make the press unequaled for durability. The

platen rests at an angle of thirty degrees,

which is the most desirable position for ease,

rapidity, and accuracy in feeding. It is ad-

justed and tested with steel gages that are

exactly type high, to see that its entire surface

i 5 perfectly true to the bed.

The Power, which is sufficient to give on a

full form of type a pressure of 150 pounds to

the square inch, is obtained by a compound
toggle movement below the platen, which

forces up the draw bars, locking the bed and

platen together.

Impression Regulators. By two hand
screws the impression is regulated for print-

ing a single line or a full form of type, or for

the various thicknesses of paper and card

board. By these improved impression regu-

lators a perfectly true impression can lie ob-

tained, which is impossible with any one

eccentric movement. The impression can be

lessened or increased while the press is run-

ning, if desired. Owing to the solid and
thorough build of the press, and the solid

bearings for the platen, and its positive move-
ments, a beautifully clear and sharp impres-

sion is produced.
Impression Throw-Off. A new and simple

invention for throwing off the impression is

applied to every press. A lever, in a con-

venient position, operates it quickly and
easily, during either movement of the platen.

By it the form may be given any number of

rollings at the pleasure of the operator, with -

out taking an impression ; and in feeding, if

the sheet is not placed correctly, the impres-

sion may bo instantly thrown off.

The Dwell on the Impression is sufficient

for doing the finest of work in colored inks.

Mest for Feeding is obtainedby a new move -

ment, giving ample time for feeding.

The Distribution is obtained by three ink-

ing rollers, which have a full movement over

an extra large rotating disk, distributing the

ink in a thorough manner. The rollers are

carried twice completely over the form, be-

fore every impression. The disk can be lifted

out, for cleaning, without detaching any other

part of the press.

Duplex Ink Distributor. This is a new
and simple invention attached below the bed
of the press, when specially ordered. By it is

secured a thorough distribution of the ink

and a more even application to the form to be

printed than can be obtained on any other

press. It has both a vibrating and a trans-

verse movement. The vibrating movement
occurs when the rollers are on the distributor

:

they are thereby changed so that when re-

turning they present a new surface to the

type. Without this change, the rollers on all

presses run up over the type, presenting the

same surface from which the type took the

ink on their downward movement. This extra

distributor is for doing the veiy best of work
in either black or colored inks.

Pearl Ink Fountain. Every press is made
so that this ink fountain can oe attached when
desired. The disk and rollers on the presses

are two to three inches larger than the length

of the chase inside. The fountain being placed

so as to supply the ink to the extreme end of

the upper roller on the right hand, and the

disk revolving to the left, the small quantity

of ink required for each inrpression is well

distributed before reaching the roller surface

which passes over the type. The depth of
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color is regulated by a single thumb-screw
which can be operated while the press is in

motion. By turning a single thumb-screw
the fountain can be taken apart, and, as it is

polished inside, it can be easily and quickly
cleaned for colored inks. It is the simplest,

most convenient and economical ink fountain
ever in use.

Feed Gages. These can be quickly and ac-

curately adjusted in any position, without
tearing or soiling the platen sheet, and are
not In the way of the gripping fingers.

Three Gripping Fingers are applied to

every press. The center finger is used when
two or more pages are printed at a time, and
is very convenient on all work having space
to allow its use. It can be removed without
detaching any other part. The fingers can
easily be moved up to the form or down on
the platen for ready adjustment. The grip-

ping Angers have two sharp bearing surfaces

a quarter of an inch apart, with a concave
space between them, and thereby hold the

sheet firmly. They are held by thumb-screws,
thus avoiding the use of screw driver or
wrench, and saving time in adjustment.
The Main Shafts are of steel and so sup-

ported in the center that it is impossible for

them to spring, as is common in other presses.

The Draw Bars, which are of steel in the
largest size press, are capable of holding a
pressure of 150 pounds to the square inch of

platen surface. By placing the gearing below
the bed the draw bars are brought nearer the
bed than is possible on other presses, and a
shear draft obtained close to the bearings,
preventing any possibility of springing. The
construction of the press is such that the draw
bars drop below the bottom line of the platen
after giving the impression, so that they are
not in the way when feeding or delivering the
sheets.

The Chases are carefully squared and fitted

to the press. They can be inserted either side

up and secured or released instantly.

Fasy Hunning, All the bearings are kept
in line by the solid frame and are very care-

fully finished, and the platen is balanced,
therefore requiring but very little power to

run the press, which is almost noiseless in its

movements. The largest sizes can be run
easily by foot power.
Speed. The positive movement of the platen

allows the press to be run at a higher speed
than is practical on other presses. A peculiar
movement of the platen to economize time,
enables the operator to feed rapidly and
accurately. The movement of the treadle
required for each impression is about five-

sixths as much as that of other presses of

equal size. These advantages, together with
its ease of operation, enable the pressman to

accomplish about one-fourth more work with
it than can be done on presses from other
manufacturers. When run by steam power,

we speed them by cone pulleys with four
steps, as follows ; No. 6, 1,200 to 2,400 ; No. 7,

1,000 to 2,000; No. 8, 800 to 1,600 impressions an
hour.

Wheel-Brake, or quick-stop, is applied to

every press. It enables the operator to stop
the press almost instantly.

Steam Fixtures or Treadle. The steam
fixtures can be applied, when desired, by any
one. The treadle is balanced, and it is held to

the pinion shaft by a spring clamp. It can
be instantly detached for running by power.

Size. The size of the paper to be printed is

not limited by the size of the chase. Sheets
with large margins, or double sheets, may be
worked without soiling them. Sheets 22X28
can be printed by two impressions on the

12X18 size.

Durability. The press being solid, simple
and strong in every particular, and positive
in its movement, it is almost impossible to get
it out of order.

The Construction. No pains are spared in

the construction of these presses to have them
thorough in all their parts. They are made
in our own workshops, under our personal
supervision, where we have every facility

for the production of superior printing ma-
chinery and tools. All the parts are made to

duplicate. The best materials are used in

their construction,— steel impression shafts,

studs and pinions,— and they are fitted and
finished throughout in a superior manner.
Every part that is not finished by machinery
is enameled, giving it a bright black, polished
surface, almost as hard and durable as iron
itself, rendering it proof against injury by
inks, alkalies, or oils.

Conveniences for Making Heady have been
especially considered in the construction of

this press. The position of the bed, platen,

impression regulators, grippers, inking rollers

and distributor are the most desirable for

rapidity of operation and accurate feeding.

The chase can be instantly secured in posi-

tion, or released ; and it can be tipped forward
for underlays without removing it from the

press. The impression may bo lessened or in-

creased instantly, while the press is in motion
if desired. The oil holes are on the outside. A
shelf inside the press holds tools, oil, and
waste. This press has no equal for doing the

best of work in the shortest possible time.

Quality of Work. The solidity of construc-

tion, the unequaled inking apparatus, and
positive movements, preventing any possi-

bility of sluring, peculiarly adapt this press,

not only to all ordinary printing, but also to

the finest cut, colored, and vignette work.

1st. The Inking is clone by two Inking roll-

ers, which are carried past the center of the

rotating ink distributor and twice completely
over the type before every impression, inking
the type in a thorough manner.

DELIVERY AND PAYMENTS.
Goods Delivered by Mail.

Orders to be delivered bv mail must be accompanied by tbe full amount of the pur-

chase, and sufficient to pav the postage, which is one cent for every ounce. When the weight
is not known, twenty per cent, extra should be added, and if there is any surplus after paying
the postage, it will be returned with the goods. The weight of a single parcel by mail is limited

to four pounds. Type weighing over four pounds can be divided as required to send by mail,

but it is. safer and generally cheaper to forward over two pounds by express, and over titty

pounds by freight. Goods cannot be sent to Canada by mail.

Goods by Express, C. O. D.
We will forward goods to the value of four dollars, or more, by express-, " Collect on

Delivery," when so ordered. A remittance of one-fourth of the amount of the purchase

must accompany the order. This is required as a guarantee of good faith, for if the goods
were not taken, we should have to pav the express charges for forwarding and returning,

as well as for the expense of packing the goods. A cash remittance in full saves the pur-

chaser the expense of express charges for returning the money.
