@eme) or hepatitis. The juice of
the young branches mixed with honey
is used for aphthac of the mouth
in children. Manufactured indigo itself
is applied to reduce the swellings
of the body and pounded indigo is
employed in colic, swoon, epilepsy
and erysipelas. It is also sprinkled
on foul ulcers to cleanse them.

It is very common in
ti.e forests of SIndia and is rarely
foumagrown in gardens, canals, ponds
ete. Tt i§ abundantly grown in Malabar,
Komad (Coromandal coast) Assam
etc. and also in other rocky places.

Leaves from 3’ to 5' long and

from 1 to 1Y/2 inches broad, aliernate;

they are narrow and oblong shaped;
branches have bark and the filaments
are hairy at the base. The flowers
are solitary or aggregate in the axils
of the leaves. They are whitish yellow
and fragrant. The tree flowers in
April May. The fruit has only one
seed and it resembles the soap-nut

or the area-nut in size and it is '

red in colour and is eatable, though
somewhat astringent. It is eaten by
the poor. It looks like a ripe Bengal
currant or a jambo fruit.

This is also called ‘Eralinjil' or
Ancola fruit plant. The leaves
resemble thosé of the custard-apple
tree and the shrub that of the hemp
plant. .The root-bark which is very
bitter, is pulverised and is used for
venereal complaints, cutaneous
affections, cold, leprosy etc, and it
appears to be valuable in this respect.
It is medicinally an emetic, nauseant,
alterative, tonic and antiphyretic. It
is also an antidote to snake:bites
and a remedy for bites of mad-dogs.
It is also used in dropsy. The leaves
boiled in oil are used as a vulnerary
ointment. The parasite of this tree
will bring about maddness and it
is invariably used in black magic.
The root is a laxative and is useful
in worms, colic, inflammations and
poisonous bites. The nutritive fruit
is said to be cooling, a tonic, and
a useful article in consumption and

haemorrhage.

These methods are enumerated
'so as to employ the required medium
or vehicle only with a view to
administer strong and unpalatable
medicines without any difficulty, but
not for any other medicinal purpose.

So, these vehicles do not appear
to bear any significant relation to
the principle medicines.

But in Siddha or Tamil system
of Medicine, such methods of
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adoption do not apply for the simple
reason that vehicle plays an important
role in administering medicines as
there exists a close affinity between
the one and the other.

The vehicle and the medicine
taken together cannot be construed
as a mere mechanical mixture but
on the contrary a true chemical
compound in which the vehicle
employed goes to modify the quality
or the active principle of the medicine
itself, thus rendering the potency and
the curative power consistent with
the nature of the disease for which
it is administered.

So on this principle, a medicine
prepared or -intended to be used
for a particular disease can be used
with equal advantage for different
disease according to the different
vehicle (media) employed as per rules
of prescription contemplated in the
Siddhar's works.

Therefore, it cannot be regarded
only as a medium in which strong
and unpalatable medicines are
administered, as is done in the
practice of other systems of
Medicines.

In Tamil medicine, Bhaspams,
Sindurams and Sunnams are employed
only in this way, as for example,
a copper Bhaspam intended for
leprosy, syphilis, and other cutaneous
affections can be employed with same

success for curing diabetes, asthuma,
nervous affections, dropsy etc, if only
given in proper vehicles. So a close
study of the different vehicles for
different discase with reference to
a particular medicine is very essential
for practice in Tamil Medicine.

. Without a knowledge of the
secrets of different vehicles, success
in the treatment of disease is
considered impossible, however great
the potency and the curative power
of the medicine employed for the
purpose may be. On the. other hand,
great many complications are likely
to ensue by the adoption of such
irregular and unauthorised methods.

Sometimes, vehicles are
considered more important and more
efficacious than the medicine itself.

So, a conclusion can be safely
arrived at that the present day failure
in the practice of Tamil medicine
is chiefly due to a want of knowledge
in the selection and application of
the proper vehicles.

It is very much doubted if such
rules on vehicles are in vogue in
any other system of Medicine for
the reason that there does not seem
to be any such methods dealt with
even in the books of those systems
of Medicine. Annotator’s of Ayurveda
such as Nagarjuna and Vakpatachary
of the Siddhar's School, who
translated in Sanscrit, the ‘Siddhar’s
