IT was not till within a few Tears before the

Author'J Deceafe, that he entertain d a,

Defign to leave behind him a Memorial of this

Nature: But being requefted, about the Tear

1742, to turn his Thoughts this Way, by one of his

Sons who had been much lefs under his immediate

Tuition, than the reft of his Children, and con-

fequently lefs acquainted with many Particulars

of his Life, replied, that tho' he had been moftly

eafy, in relation to writing any. thing by way
of Journal of his Labours, as fome other Friends

had done -, yet it had not wholly parTed unat-

tended to, nor without Thoughts often darting

into his Mind concerning it, and fo frequently

of late, as to have fomewhat turned his In-

clinations that Way. From this Time it fixed

more clofely upon him, and he employed great part

of his leifure Time, when Health permitted, in

drawing up the firft Part oftheehfuing Memoirs,

which extends only to the Time of his Return

from hisfirft Vifit to America, and was fni/Ifd

but a few Weeks before his Deceafe under great

Weaknefs of Body. But the plain^ fmfible, and

lively
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lively manner, in which this Account is drawn

up, occajions the deeper Regret, that he had not

earlier engaged herein, and that the many inte-

rejling and inftructive Obfervations, that muft

have occurrd during the remaining part of his

Life, are now lojl irretrieveably.

tfhefucceedingPart of this Collection has been

compiledfrom the Jhort Notes he kept of ' hisfive-

ral Viftts, and' fome other Papers and Letters,

as it were providentially preferved: And as this

Part required fome Care in digefling, as welt as

Labour in transcribing, the. Work has been re-

tarded longer than was agreeable to the Editors,

or the Publick, for whofe Satisfaction, as well as

Benefit, they were not unconcerned.

It was not without Htfitation, thatfome Parts

of the following Collection were committed to the

Prefs ; fuch as the fummary Journals of feveral

of his Vifits. Neverthelefs, as even thefe fiort

Hints may poffibly occapon, in the Minds of di-

vers who remember thofe Vifits, and his Labours

therein, fome ufefnl Conpderations, it was thought

moji proper to retain them.
'

A painful, deep,fearching, laborious Miniflry

was oftentimes the AuthorV Portion ; accom-

panied with a zealous Concern, that all might

come to the certain Knowledge, and iftward Ex-

perience of an holy, living Principle operating

in the Hearts of Mankind-, in order to lead them

from
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from Error and Unrighteoufnefs, into all Truth,

and into the Practice of every Chriftian Virtue :

And to thofe 'who read with a View to profit\ not

barely Amufement ; and in order that they may

both be informed of and animated by Example,

to come up in their refpeclive Duties, the Perujal,

we hope, will be beneficial,

'This was the general Tendency of his La-
bours in the Miniftry, as many now living can

tejlify y and in the following Sheets the fame im-

portant DocJrine is flrongly and frequently in-

culcated, and is now earneftly recommended to the

Reader, with De/ires, that the many Truths

of Parents not only convinced of the blefTed

Gofpel Difpenfation of God to Mankind,
in fending the Spirit of Chrift to enlighten and
reprove tor Sin, and to lead the Believers in it

into Truth and Righteoufnefs, as teflified unto

by the People called Quakers 5 but alfo^ who
endeavoured carefully to feel after, and live up
to the powerful Principle of Truth, whereby
they were both inftructed and enabled to be
exemplary in Life, and in a religious Concern
to attend Meetings for the Worfhip of God ;

and in an humble, fleady, diligent waiting

upon him for the Appearance of his enliven-

ing Prefence and Power, to enable them to

worfhip acceptably. This alfo led them into

B a godly
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a godly Care to train up their Children in the

Fear of the Lord, and to take them to reli-

gious Meetings frequently, both on Firft-days

and other Days of the Week, which they

feldom failed in attending : efpecially my
Mother, whofe Care herein, and her fpiritual,

reverent Travel of Soul in Meetings, often in

Silence, for the Sacrifice of a broken Heart to

be prepared in her by the Lord, had, very

early, a deeply affecting Impreflion in my
Confideration : So that I was convinced fully,

when very young, both of the Exiftence of

an all-mighty, holy, all-knowing Being ; and

that there is a Part in Man that is immortal

;

and from hence arofe a Fear to offend him in

Word or Deed.

I have made this mention of my Parents,

and the Benefit accruing to me through

their religious Life, as well as of fome other

Friends, manifeftly exercifed in Spirit towards

the Lord, and feeling after his humbling Love

and Life to renew their Strength from Time
to Time, for this End chiefly ; to inftruct our

Youth, who have religious Parents or Tutors,

to prize fuch Privileges, and to confider, that

if fiich Advantages be difregarded and made
light of, thofe who fo do have much more to

anfwer for, and will have heavier Condemna-
tion to bear, than thofe who have not had

fuch convincing Opportunities. And Secondly

\

To flir up Parents and oth'ers profefling the

holy and bleffed Truth, to labour carefully to

feel
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feel after and obey it for their own Advantage ;

and alfo to be good Examples and certain

Way-marks before their Offspring and the

Youth, who may fee them both in Meetings

and out of Meetings.

For as I have had to remember divers of the

Elders, and the Inftruction which their Con-
duct afforded me in my very young Years ; fo

it hath often brought a frefh Care, and inward

Concern of Soul upon me, that I might be fuch

a Light, and fuch an Inftance of Diligence, as

might carry fome true Demonftration with it

to my Children and others : And in this

Concern of Mind we are often renewed in a

Capacity to pray, or defire for others, with

fome Accefs.

And I am not eafy without leaving this

Teftimony behind me, that I fully believe one

great Hindrance to the Growth of our Youth
in true Godlinels, is the Want of that true

fpiritual Mindednefs which ought to be re-

garded by all, but in an efpecial manner by
the elder and more knowing.

From this Fear to offend the Lord, which I

mentioned above, to be early raifed in my
Heart, I loved religious Meetings and true

Minifters ; and as many fuch Minifters, who
travelled in the Service of Truth, often lodged

at my Father's Houfe, I greatly loved to be

near them, and to remark their Conduct and

Converfation, which hath often been beneficial

to me, both then and in the after Part of my
B 2 Life :
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Life : It hath likewife made me glad to fee the

like Inclination in Youth, and taught me to

be careful to converfe with, and behave before

them with godly Prudence.

But although inward Fear and Care, with

fome heavenly Touches of the Life of Truth,

enabled me to live more felf-denyingly and
gravely than fome others of like Years, which
my Mother particularly noted to herfelf with

fome comfortable Hope, and mentioned it to

fome in private j yet me was removed by

Death when I was about eleven or twelve-

Years old, which was a great Lofs to me :

For though my Father's Care continued, yet

being more from under his pye, and he being

obliged to have other Houfe-keepers, who were

not duly feafoned with the Truth ; fome of

them, with other Servants, proved Inciters to

Airinefs and a loofer Conduct, inftead of being

Examples of a religious and godly Sobriety :

And fo the evil Power took Advantage of my
natural Activenefs and Propenfity to Sports and
Play, and often flifled the heavenly Defire and

Care towards God, which I ought to have re-

tained. And fo I became more thoughtlefs

about my Soul's Intereft, and fubject to be led

into Folly ; which yet was often made a

Burthen to me, and an Occafion of Sorrow

fecretly, which caufed me to beg Mercy for

my Negligence, and to make Covenants to

be more watchful againft Temptations -, but

alas ! I often failed in performing them.

Yet
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Yet divine Mercy, by renewed Convictions

and awakening Vifitations, gave me to fee and
confider my Unfaithfulnefs and Weaknefs in

fiich a manner, that I often with fecret La-
mentation bemoan'd myfelf under his Judg-
ment, much fearing that I mould not be

regarded in Mercy any more j nor durft I make
any more Promifes, as I had done, left I mould
by failing increafe my Soul's Bondage.

Yet as I was kept for a Time thus low and

watchful to this heavenly Principle of Truth,

which let me fee my Sin, and the Danger of

it, I was favoured with Springings of Hope for

Mercy and Salvation j and then my Cry was
frequent and ftrong to be purged throughly,

whatever I had to bear, if the Almighty would
but enable me. Thus I wreftled feveral Years,

and durft not believe that I gained any ef-

fectual Victory j and as the Baptifm of Chrift

by his Spirit had begun to operate in me,
to bring a Death to Sin, and the Lufts of the

Flefh, that thro' Faith, and a diligent Attend-

ance to his Power, I might live to him in

Newnefs of Life, I had fome Hope that the

Fan in his Hand would throughly purge me,

which was the very earneft Cry and Longing
of my Soul. But the winnowing, refining

Work of the Spirit of Judgment, and of Burn-

ing, now kindled to take away my Drofs,

was fo heavy upon me, that I was often

tempted to conclude I was forfaken of Mercy,

and that Judgment and Darknefs were to be

my
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my Portion. Under fuch Apprehenfions the

Enemy of Souls would have turned my Heart

againft the righteous Almighty, or prevailed

upon me to give myfelf a Loofe into prefent

flefhly Pleafure ; but oh ! bleffed Regard from

on high was near, to manifeft the wicked

Defign of the evil Spirit, and the Tendency of

his Suggeftions. A Refolution, in a Degree of

living Faith, was firmly fixed in my Heart,

to endeavour to lie and to wait as at the Al-

mighty's Footftool, if haply he might regard

me in Mercy to Salvation, and if not, but that

I muft perifh, I would perifh as near it as I

could get.

And as this Delire after divine Favour and

Mercy, and Devotednefs of Heart to lean to-

wards, and wait for his Arifing for my Salva-

tion, was of his own begetting ; fo he was

gracioufly pleafed to ftay my Mind in humble
Refignation, until he brought forth Judgment
into Victory by degrees, and caufed the Sun

of Righteoufnefs at Times to arife upon me,

with Healing in his Wings : Yet he often faw

meet to hide his Face from me again, and to

{trip me, not only of any Senfe of his Favour,

but even ofHope of obtaining a Place among the

Redeemed. At this Time the Scripture which

faith, It is good to hope, and quietly wait, to fee

the Salvation of God in the Land of the Living

;

and fome other like Sentences was brought to

my Remembrance, accompanied with Glimpfes

of heavenly Goodnefs, which gracioufly helped

to
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to ftay me in fome patient Hope under the

heavenly refining Hand, which fometimes, as

it were, fet me upon my Feet a little, and

withdrew again : And fo I was left in a

Senfe of Wesknefs, Fear and Sorrow. But the

bleffed Prefence of the Saviour of the World,

which at Times filled and overfhadowed my
Soul, in my thus following him, though

mourning, is never to be forgot by my Soul

:

This was about the feventeenth Year of my
Age.

But I am not eafy to proceed much farther

in this Account, without making mention of

fome few Cafes refpecting my younger Time -,

and though they may feem little in fome

Readers Thoughts, yet I cannot but think

they may be of Service to others, and at lead

ftand as a Tefiimony to the Purity, and Spi-

rituality of the bleffed and glorious Gofpel

Difpenfation of God, in pouring of his Spirit

upon all Flefh, and writing his Law in Men's
Hearts.

When I was between fix and feven Years old,

as near as I can collect, being at fome little

Play with another Boy, through the Force of

a fuddain Temptation, I fwore an Oath, which
notwithstanding it was to a Truth, yet fuch

fecret Conviction of the Evil of fo doing in

the Sight of the almighty God, fo affected

my Mind with Sorrow and Remcrfe, as made
a lafiing Impreffion on my Judgment ; and
alfo imprinted that Warning and Fear in my

Heart
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Heart in this Refpect, that I never did the like

fince on any Occafion.

Wherefore as I cannot but believe that the

pure Law of God, which is Light, makes its

Appearance againft Evil in all, and often in

tender Years j fo i£ a careful Regard were

yielded in Youth to this Infhining of the Day
of God in fecret, many evil Practices and de-

filing Liberties would be prevented, and would

never get that room in the Mind, and in Ufe,

which with Sorrow we too often obferve

they do.

Another Thing I am inclined to mention is,

when I was about twelve or thirteen Years

old, which was after my Mother's Deceafe, a

flrong Inclination took Place in me to have a

Coat made with fome more Refemblance of

the Mode or Faihion of the Time, than in

the plain manner which I had, with other

Friends, ufed, and prevailed upon my Father

to grant it ; but I was made fo uneafy in it,

almoft at the firft wearing it, and the more

fo in ufing it, feeling the certain Reproofs

of the Spirit of Truth, for my fo leaning

to, and joining with the vain and reftiefs,

fiefh-pleafing Spirit of the World, and turning

from the fteady Plainnefs of the unchangeable

Truth ; that I was indifputably fatisfied, both

that the Enemy of all Good work'd in the

earthly Affections of thofe wherein he could get

place, to draw out the Mind at times, of the

Youth efpecially, after the unfteady Corruptions

of
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of the depraved World, in its changeable and

vain Fafhions in Drefs and Cloathing, in order

to lead into the broad Way, and by degrees

into the wide World, one Step making way
for another. And on the other hand, I was

in meafure then, and have been fince more

immoveably allured, that the Light of theGof-

pel-day, the Spirit of Truth doth appear

againfl, and reprove the very Conception of

fuch vain Defires and Inclinations ; and would

lead and preferve out of them, if People did

but attend thereto, and labour honeftly to bear

the Crofs of Chrift in this reiped: : Which as

it hath done before our Age, hath alfo in our

Time, bleffed be the Name of the Lord there-

fore, faith my Soul, crucified many to the

World's Spirit and Ways, in thefe enticing and

adulterating Fafhions, as well as to others of its

Evils. And oh ! well would it be (and for

this End hath it been with me to mention it)

if Youth would duly confider thefe Things, and

learn to bear the Yoke of Chrift in their tender

Age, while they are teachable and innocent;

before many wrong Liberties harden the Mind,

and darken the Underftanding, and embolden

in a Difregard to that one ever bleffed Spirit in

the Heart, which only doth, and muft lead

Man to God and true Godlinefs.

Another Thing ii frefh in my Remembrance,
which I am not eafy without mentioning

:

There was in our Meeting an ancient and truly

valuable Minifter; and when I was about fix-

C teen
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teen or feventeen I was often affected with

difcouraging Reafonings in my felf 5 How we
JJoould do f and what would become of us when he

died f Under this anxious Thoughtfulnefs I

was induced to confider, how and by what
Means he was made fo valuable and fervice-

able : That it was through his Faithfulnefs,

his waiting to feel after, and adhering to that

Manifeflation of divine Power and Life from

almighty God, whereof he declared ; that

this Principle, to which he laboured to turn and

gather Peoples Minds, appeared in all : And
as hereby he was made truly ferviceable, fo

that heavenly, living Principle was well able

to help, feed, fit, and preferve all who truly

fought to know and be fubject to it, and make
them truly ferviceable alfo. Which Confede-

ration both inftrucled and encouraged me to

look to the Lord, and beyond outward Inftru-

ments: And I have reafon to believe, the like

Thoughts affected fome others of our Youth in

that Meeting alfo to Advantage.

For as the faid Minifter was taken away by

Death in about a Year after, the heavenly and

merciful Springings of divine Life, fo owned

and relieved many of us, in our humble Hun-
gerings after it, though much filent in our

Meetings, that there foon appeared,a lively and

truly religious Growth among us ; and in little

more than two Years after the aforefaid Friend's

Deceafe, there were Five of us engaged by the

Truth to open our Mouths in the Miniftry of

the
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the Gofpel, to the Satisfaction and Comfort of

the Meeting. So that inftead of a Decay and

a Declenfion, about which I had been diftreifed

with fear, our Meeting increafed in Number
and in true Godlinefs.

Now as difcouraging Thoughts, from feve-

ral Sorts of Profpects, may at times attend

even fome well difpofed Minds, and which the

evil Spirit may be bufy in making Ufe of to

their Hurt, and weakening their Faith j fo

it is neceiTary to endeavour to watch againfl

him, and call to mind with fincere Devoted-

nefs, wherein the alone Sufficiency of God's

People is : And by duly feeking to witnefs

divine Help and Succour from .Chrift the good

Shepherd, even one Perfon, tho' poor and often

dejected, may become inftrumental to excite

and encourage others in a rightly religious Ap-
plication, drawing down more of divine and

truly itrengthning Help ; by which Means
many People and Meetings have been revived

and helped, and have become more fruitful, to

the Praife of God.

For as I have fometimes heard Complaints, or

a Bemoaning of the State of fome Places, for the

Fewneis of Minifters and truly religious Help-

ers in the Churches, and I believe not without

Caufe
; yet it hath long been my Judgmer*",

that this is principally owing to too many Ox

our Brethren (in Profeffion) indulging them-

felves, in neglecting a proper Labour to im-

prove the Gift or Manifellation of the Spirit of

C 2 Truth,
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Truth, given to every Man to profit with ; and
fo hold their Profeffion of the Doctrines of

Truth, in a barely rational Apprehenfion and
carnal Underftanding ; which as our Saviour

Jefus Chrift taught in the Parable of the un^

profitable Servant, was attended with takingaway
that which he had, and fo came on a dark,

reiflefs Condition : While thofe who diligently

regarded the Giver's Direction, to attend upon
the Gift, improved it, and more was given :

And it is promifed to the faithful in the little,

that more fhall be entrufted to them ; which
often hath been, and yet will, I believe, be

fulfilled to the honeft, diligent and fpiritual-

minded. Thus as many Perfons and Meetings,

by labouring to be found in their Duty, feeking

their Souls Intereft, have been regarded j and

by degrees, thro' the humbling Operation of

the Power of Chrift, the blefied and everlaft-

ing high Prieft, fitted for, and engaged in the

Service of the Lord in his Wifdom ; fome in

one Station and fome in others, to the Edifica-

tion of the Body, and the building up and

beautifying his City Zion in the Sight of Na-
tions. And oh ! that this right Thoughtfulnefs

and Application of Heart, which is both the

Duty and ceriain Intereft of Mankind, may
more and more prevail when I am no longer

here ; and be a Means of fuch Fruitfulnefs in

Righteoufnefs and heavenly Qualifications, to

{hew forth the Praife of God in the Earth, that

Multitudes may fee and flock to Zion with

everlafting
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everlafting Joy upon their Heads. Amen>
Amen.
When I was about the eighteenth Year of

my Age, a nearly affecting Exercife befel me ;

my Father being profecuted on Account of his

Chriftian Teflimony againft- Tithes, and car-

ried to Prifon at York, forty Miles from our

Dwelling ; and I being the eldeft he then had

living, both the Care of three other younger

Children, and our Bulinefs and Servants fell

upon me ; this with my Father's Imprifonment

at fuch a diftance, and he in a poor State of

Health, brought a deep and heavy Concern

upon me, that Things might be well outwardly

;

and I well remember a Kinfman (not of our

Society) came to fee me, labouring to improve

the Thought of our prefent Difficulties, and
urged me ftrongly to give him Liberty to agree

with my Father's Profecutor, and that I would
reimburfe him the Money ; which when I con-

iidered a little, my Underftanding was of a

fuddain fully fatisfied, that it was the Mind
and Caufe of God that this Teflimony againft

Tithes in this Difpenfation mould be borne,

and that what Suffering foever might attend our

Faithfulnefs to him, he could readily make up,

and I then believed he would ; as on the other

hand, that he could foon blaft and confume
any feeming Advantages that might be hoped
for, by giving way to felfiih Reafoning; or

fbrinking from the faithful and reverent bear-

ing of that Teflimony. Thus Truth itfelf, as

it
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it were in a Moment, both cleared my Judg-
ment, and brought a holy Boldnefs, with hea-

venly Comfort over my Soul ; in which I an-,

fwered the Man fo, that he went no farther in

the Cafe.

I am the more ftrongly induced to mention

this, in order to leave an additional and expe-

rimental Teftimony to the Nearnefs and Clear-

nefs of the Infhining of the Light of the Gofpel,

the true Light that enlightens every Man, to

convince the Underffanding of what is evil,

and to lead into the Practice of Truth; and I

fully believe, that as a truly innocent and honeil:

Deiire hath due Place in the Mind and Soul

to know, and be enabled to do the Will ofthe

Lord our God, the ProfeiTors of the bleffed

Truth efpecially, would have their Judgments

rightly open'd and cleared, refpecting this Chri-

ftian Teftimony againfl paying Tithes in any

Shape; and would find it to be their Duty,

and be encouraged in themfelves, in feeling the

Arifing of divine Life and heavenly Power, to

ftand firmly and act chearfully with their

faithful Friends, in confemng Chrift. before

Men in this refpect, in Actions as well as

Words. That as it is an everlafting Truth that

God is One, and his Way is One ; fo the Peo-

ple profeffing the One Truth, may walk and

act confidently with that One Way in all

Things.

During my Father's Imprifonment, for want

of his ftaying, guarding Eye, and prefent Help
to
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to watch againft and refill: Temptations to hurt-

ful and deadning Liberties, I fuffered fomeLofs

inwardly 5 and as it was chiefly by regarding

Company too loofe and airily difpofed, parti-

cularly fome of our Servants, I again earneftly

defire, that all poffible Care may be exercifed

by Parents who have at heart their Children!

Growth in Godlinefs, to keep them from cor-

rupting Company, and the Dangers they are

expofed to from irreligious Servants. The want
of which hearty, zealous Care, having certainly

been an Inlet to many ruinous Temptations,

often deftructive both to Religion and Morality

;

the Senfe of my own Lofs, and the Danger I

was in of furTering more, induceth me to leave

this Remark j both as a Caution to others, and
with deep and awful Reverence to acknowledge
the merciful Goodnefs of God, in lecretly dii-

quieting and bringing a Dread over my Heart,

to deter me from Liberties, which though not

generally condemned, yet the Lord wcuid not

allow me in, mercifully following me at

times with heavy and fevere Reproofs -, and
as I endeavoured to lit down underhis cha-

ftiling Hand and Power, revealing itfel'f a-

gainfl: the Remains of the Lufls of the Flefb,

he was piealed to deal gently with me, »mix-
ing Mercy with Judgment, and filling my
Soul again and again with reverent Hope, as

well as humble Supplication, that he would
throughly purge me, and fpare nothing alive in

me that was offeniive to him. Thus was my
Heart
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Heart often exercifed both by Night and by

Day, in the Fields alone and in Company,
often likewife when about my Bufinefs ; and

fometimes the Brightnefs of the Salvation of

God, and Enlargings of his Love were fo abun-

dant in my Soul, that I could fcarce (nor did

I always) keep from falling down upon the

Ground to adore and worfhip his glorious Pre^

fence. And at fome Times I apprehended it

might be required of me, to open my Mouth
for the Lord in the Congregation, which was

an exceedingly humbling matter to me to think

of.

My Father being releafed from Prifon after

about fix Months Confinement, I had fome

outward Eafe, though I had a deep mournful

Travail inwardly, often feeling little living

Comfort, but a heavy humbling Weight, which

at times I ftill feared was in Difpleafure : But

as nothing but divine Favour could give me
any real Satisfaction, fo a fteady Submiflion to

bear his purging Hand.was my Defire and fe-

cret Hope.

When I was about the Age of nineteen my
Father was removed from us by Death, which

again increafed my Exercife in divers refpects

;

but as I endeavoured to feek the Favour and

Counfel of the mod high God, he was pleafed

to remember me with merciful Help many
Ways : And I believe he open'd my Way to

have lefs temporal Bufinefs, which was not only

fome Eafe to my Mind, but more fafe in feveral

refpects,
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refpects, it giving Opportunity for more un-

difturbed Retirement of mind to feel after the

Salvation of God.

And now in my twentieth Year I was often

more apprehenfive, that fomething of the Mi-
niftry of the Gofpel would be laid upon me ;

and fome Words and Matter would often come
before me, in waiting attentively upon the Lord

in oui Meetings : But I was very much afraid

of being miftaken, as well as backward

about fo weighty a Work, and put it off one

time after another j but I was often exceedingly

diftreffed after Meetings, under a Thought
that I had refufed to anfwer the Requiring of

God, and had thereby incurred his Difpleafure

fo as not to be forgiven. Under thefe Toffings

and Fears I often concluded in my Heart, that

if I was but certain that it was the Requiring

of the Lord, I would endeavour to obey, what-

ever was the Event. Thus I often concluded

both out of Meetings and in Meetings ; and

fome Matter would often be before me, but

in a more tranfient manner, or lefs certainly

diftincl and pofitive, than what I reverently

and fincerely begged for.

.. And after this poor, diftrefling, fiftingman-

ner, I waded near about a Year ; but when
the Time came indeed, that I was to open my
Mouth in a few Words for the Lord among
his People, it was fo indifputably clear, that I

had no Scruple of its being certainly the holy

Requiring : And yet in fear I reafon'd it away
D one
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one Meeting, to my deep Sorrow. But the

all-feeing One knew it was from an innocent

Fear, and not a rebellious contemning his fmall

Appearance, and therefore he graciouily owned
me again ; and in another Meeting fhortly af-

ter, a frefh, ftrong Motion, or Concern, came
upon me, and I broke forth in a few Words,

but fcarcely durft ftand up upon my Feet: And
after the Meeting I got quietly away, with

fome Eafe and an holy Peace of mind, but

thought I (hould perhaps never be farther con-

cerned that Way : Yet now and then a Ne-
ceflity came upon me to fpeak a little again,

which I moftly endeavoured to anfwer, but

with great Fear and Care not to enlarge be-

yond the Requiring ; which Fear often pre-

vailed upon me, fo as haftily to deliver a fmall

Part only of what was fet before me, by which

many times I got but litcle Eafe and Satis-

faction ; fo that I was ftill .ready to fear, and

fometimes to conclude I was wrong fome way,

but knew not wherein : And under thefe Ap-
prehenlions I was often much deje&ed, and

humbled in deep travail to be, and to do what

Truth would have me, be the Event as to my
felf what it might ; which hearty Care and

Fear I was made fenlible, was favourably re-

garded by the all-wife Being, by the humbling

Senfe of his awful Prefence being near, not-

withftanding the threatning Danger of being

overfet by fore Toffings fecretly, and various

Temptations which the evil Spirit was per-

mitted
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mitted to afTault me with ; fo that for fome

Months I could not either eat or ileep much,

but was often alone in the Fields both Day and

Night, mourning under a Load of inward Sor-

row and deep Fear, left I fhould yet become

a Caftaway ; but by degrees I was brought to

a Defire after Stillnefs, and a patient waiting

for the faving Help of God to appear ; that if

happily the bleffed Saviour might arife and re-

buke thole diftreiting Waves which lay heavy

upon my Soul, occafioning a vifible Declenfion

in my Health.

But in thus labouring after Stillnefs, and thro*

Submiffion to the Day burning as an Oven,

one Difficulty after another, and the difturbing,

afflicting Uncertainties and Imaginations where-

with I was befet during this dark Time, gra-

dually vanifhed, and more powerful and living

Light, with an humbling yet joyful Hope
fpread in and over my Soul -, which, as on one

hand the fenfe of the Mercy, and a feeling in

degree of the Salvation of God, was made the

more unutterably glorious and precious to my
Soul ; fo I was, on the other, more preffingly

and clearly inftructed and warned to be fearful,

arid watchful both againft unrighteous vain Self,

and againft Self creeping in, and acting in the

fhape or (hew of Religion. Thus it was given me
to lee and coniider, that the holy One was not

only fetting up his Judgments in the Earth for

condemning Sin and obvious Evils in theFlefh,

that the Righteoufnels of the Law might be

D 2 fulfilled
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fulfilled in me j but that he would overturn,

overturn all Refts or Dependencies meerly

human refpe&ing Religion, that he the Lord
in whom alone is Sufficiency, might rule and
have the Pre-eminence in all things; and in a

fpecial and particular manner, in the Minifters

of the Gofpel.

And I am concerned to obferve this farther,

in relation to the uncertain manner in which
fome Matter and Expreffions were before me
in Meetings, as is hinted above, at times for

near a Year : When the clear and evident Time
and Requiring came, I then faw diflinctly

(and I have often confidered it fince) it was a

Trial futiered to attend me, whether I would
venture to act in the Uncertainty, (though a

meafure of the Prefence of Truth was about me
for my own Help to worfhip) and by bringing

forth untimely and unripe Fruit, fuon fall to

Decay, and become rather hurtful than ftrength-

ning to others. But tho' the Lord our high

Prieft fuffered this exercifing Trial to attend

me, he did not leave me to fall and mifcarry

here, but he renewed Fear and Refolution to

do my beft, to wait for diftincl AfTurance of

his Injunction, if I muft be fo concerned:

Which as it was and is my Duty, fo I believe

it to be the Duty of others alfo, and acceptable

to the Lord, who fails not, nor ever will fail

to manifeft his Mind, as he is duly fought unto,

for Underflanding to do what he requires.

But
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But I am not without fear, that fuch a due

Attention for diftind: Certainty of the imme-
diate Call or Requirings of the Word of Life,

hath not always been fuitably practifed ; and

for want hereof, fome have appeared as Mi-
nifters before ripe, and have brought forth

Fruit of very little Service, if not detrimental ;

becaufe none can give what they themfelves have

not : Whereas if thefe had waited with proper

Diligence for the living Word to open and en-

gage, in the entire Subjection of Self, they

might have been great and good Inftruments,

as Clouds filled by the Lord with heavenly

Rain. And as the divine and certain Requir-

ing of Truth, is the only right Entrance into

the Miniftry, becaufe the Lord faid, Some run

and Ifent them not, therefore they (hall not pro-

fit the People j fo it is only his frem and renewed

Requiring, not only opening Matter to fpeak,

but engaging to fpeak it at this Time, whereby

the Church or Particulars are edify'd, as our

Father would have his Children edify'd. Thefe

Obfervations refpecting the Entrance into, and

proceeding in the Miniftry of the Gofpel, I

could not be eafy without leaving behind me,

believing they will afford Inftruction and En-
couragement to fome low and careful Travellers ;

and likewife afford fome necelfary Caution to

fuch as may be in mere danger of being too

active,

I may now proceed farther to mention, that

tho' I wa§ nearly try'd, and! had many hidden

Sorrows
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Sorrows under the weight of the heavenly re-

fining Hand ; yet a degree of living Hope was

often revived that I might in time, through

humble Attention and godly Care, be fet more
at liberty in the Freedom of a Son ; and thro*

a true Labour to wait carefully for the diftinct

Openings of the Light of Life, and being faith-

ful thereto, I fhould gather Strength to difcharge

myfelf to more Eafe and Satisfaction, in the

little Appearance in publick I was engaged in

:

But I had fo many difcouraging Views, and

was often almoft wholly caft down after fome

little Spring of Eafe and Comfort in the Love

and Peaee of God, that I often thought, I had

furely more Drofs and Refufe in my Nature

than other Men, and therefore I mull: go oftner

into the Fu>nace, and be melted down again

and again : But I often begged the Lord not

to fpare any thing in me that was ofFenfive to

him, how low foever I was brought, fo that he

would but deal with me in Mercy and not for-

fake me : And gracious Goodnefs was pleafed

to vouchfafe regard, and flaying Help, as a

tender and wife Father, knowing me better

than I did myfelf, and acquainting me feelingly

with my Nothingnefs, and with the abfolute

Neceffity of his own Power to enable me both

to live, and efpecially to act in Religion, on

any account truly to his Praife.

About this time I found my Mind drawn to

vifit fometimes one neighbouring Meeting,

fometimes another, tho' much afraid to go

becaufe

becaufe of the Expectation that would be to-

wards me, thro' a fenfe of my own Weaknefs,

and a fear left I mould do more hurt than good :

But as I thus endeavoured to anfwer fuch

Drawing, I was, beyond my Expectation often

owned, and ftrengthned by and irt the Word
of Life to fpeak a little with that Demonft rati-

on, which was edifying to others and eafy to my
Spirit ; begetting humble and living Reverence

in my Soul, with fecret worfhip and praifes to

the almighty Helper : Yet it was exceedingly-

awful to me, and what I could not readily get

to obey the Truth in, to open my Mouth in

Supplication to the infinite holy One in pub-

lick AfTemblies, tho' I was often full of Praifes

to his mighty and glorious Name : But as he

faw the reafon of my putting off fome ftrong

Motions to call verbally upon the Lord, fo he
dealt tenderly with me, and renewed Strength

to comply with the Motions of Life in this

refpect, but with inexpreffible Fear and Awe-
fulnefs : Which holy Dread and due caution I

beg may ever be properly renewed upon all

Hearts from time to time, in the Exercife of

this folemn Duty.

A Concern at this Time (being then about

the twenty fecond Year of my Age) came upon
me to vifit Friends in Scotland, and I acquainted

fome of our Friends, the Elders efpecially,

therewith, who chearfully encouraged me in

it ; and I hearing of fome other Friends like-

wife fo concern'd, I gave up to go along with

them.
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them, with their free Confent ; and the monthly

Meeting approving my Propofal, gave me a

Certificate according to good Order : And kt-

ting forward in much fear and lownefs of

mind, I met the other Friends at Carlijle, and

travelled with them into the Weft of Scotland,

to Glafgow and fome other Places, where we
had fatisfactory Meetings, and came to Edin-

burgh : From thence we went into the North,

vifiting the Meetings of Friends to Aberdeen,

and where any Meetings were fettled : Friends

every where appearing glad of our Vifit ; and

being eafy thereaway, we return'd by Edinburgh,

and fo by i&^i? into Cumberland. We travelled

together in true Unity and Comfort, divine

Regard, and freili heavenly Help being graci-

oufly afforded us, from place to place, en-

abling us to perform the Service for which we
were drawn thither : And tho' we met with

abulive Treatment in feveral Places, efpecially

at Glafgow and Edinburgh, by the mobbiih

part of the People difturbing Friends Meetings,

by cafting Stones or any other matter at hand

amongft them; which was a very frequent prac-

tice and continued many Years, yet we were

preferved from any material Hurt : And for my
own part, as I had nothing to depend upon,

but as it might pleafe the Lord our God to

open and fupply with his own Hand ; fo at-

tending patiently upon him, that his Will

might be done, he failed not to afford both daily

Bread to live upon, and often Help and En-
gagement
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gagement to labour in the Miniftry, which
leemed much to Friends Satisfaction, and very

much more to my own than I dared to hope

for, fo that I returned with Peace and En-
couragement humbly to trait in God, and to

follow the Drawings of his divine Love.

I had given up Houfe-keeping fome time

before this Journey, yet kept a little Ground
in my own hands for fome necefTary Employ,
which I loved and believed was good for me,

both for the Body, and a beneficial Stay to the

Mind. Yet being much alone, I had often

comfortable Retirements, through the mer-

ciful regard of divine Goodnefs, opening hea-

venly Instruction, and increafing clear Difcern-

ment betwixt the transform'd and betraying

Suggeftions of the evil Spirit, and the fteady,

pure, heavenly Openings and Motions of the

Word and Spirit of Truth.

But fome farther Concern and Drawings to

leave home coming upon me, I thought it belt

to difpofe of that Land and Bufinefs alfo
j yet

for Employment I work'd often for fome

others, both for a living, and that my Mind
might not be too much difengaged from fome

temporal Concerns ; wherein there appeared to

me then, and more fo fince, a danger of being

tempted to be eafily drawn abroad (after having

been fomewhat engaged to travel) even before

or without that diftinct Requiring of Truth,

both to go and retnrn
y

in which only the Mi-
nifters of Chrift move in true Safety, and to

E right
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right Edification : And by indulging fuch an
Inclination, may be in danger of miffing or

lofing the clear Knowledge of the pure Re-
quirings of the everlafting high Prieft ; and fo

make way for Formality, a barren Miniftry

and unprofitable Labour, whereby fome have

hurt themfelves, with fefpect to real Service in

the Church, and true Efteem among the living

and fenfible part of the People.

And yet on the other hand I was afraid (and

fo mould all Ministers) of being involved in

temporal Concerns fo much, as to hinder me
from true inward retiring often to feel the

Life of Truth, for the daily Supply of my
Soul, and where I might underftand when he

called to Service abroad ; and made willing and

ready to leave any thing to follow the Lord's

Drawings.

Some Months after the aforefaid little Jour-

ney, I found it my Concern to vifit more of

our own County, and the County of Durham,
and afterwards feveral other northern Counties :

And it pleafed the Lord, the bleffed Fountain

of Wifdom and all truly fufficient Help, not

only to engage me in that Service, but to fur-

niih with Supply for inward Life and publick

Labour, to my humbling Admiration before

him, I being altogether poor and empty, but

as he renewed Help afrefh in my careful wait-

ing upon him for it. And indeed his goings

forth in my Miniftry in that Vifit, were often

wonderful to me, both becaufe of the humbling
and
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and encouraging Effect that my Labour had

upon the better minded, the younger efpecially,

and which was not forgot by many while

they lived ; and likewife the terrible and

awakening Calls to fome bold Libertines, and

thofe who were fitting down in the deadnefs

of Formality. Though this Labour was like

a Fire to the houfe of Efau y
and therefore

unpleafant to fome ; yet the inward and

living among the People were relieved and

made glad in the Lord, whofe Favour and

Peace often filled my Heart with awful Reve-

rence toward him, with ftrong Defires purely

to know, and be helped to do his Will faith-

fully.

About this time feveral were convinced in

the Northern parts where I was drawn to vifit,

and were gathered into the Knowledge of

Truth j of whom fome became valuable Mini-

fters of the Gofpel.

But Iffcill loved to be as much at home with

our own Friends as I could with eafe, and to

labour with my hands in the Creation, though

fome Concern was growing upon me towards

part of the South ; which as I kept flill in my
mind, defiring to fee my Duty clearly, both

Places and Time were fet plainly before me,

and a haftning to go forward. So with the

Approbation of our Friends at home, I let out

in a poor low frame of Spirit, full of fear, and

reverent defire after heavenly Help, and went

through mod of the Meetings in the Weftern

E 2 fide
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fide of the Nation, and to London : And after

fome Weeks flay and Labour there as Truth
gave Ability, I travelled Weftwards, through

the feveral Counties to the Land's-end in Corn-

wall ; then back by Briflol to their Yearly-

meeting, and fhortly after that turned into

Wales, vifiting (as I remember) all the Meet-
ings of Friends there, alfo in Chefoire and part

of Lancajhire ; and fo home again with Glad-

nefs and Thankfulnefs of Heart for many Rea-

fons, having been about nine Months on that

Journey, though I travelled diligently : My
Health being preferved almofl to me wonder-

fully, though as I came through Somerfetfhire,

I was for fome days very ill, but preffed for-

ward in the Service to Briflol, and the day I

got thither after the Meeting, the MeaJIes ap-

peared upon me, on which occafion I kept

houfe only two Days ; and being clear of the

Place, in a few days more I fet forward again.

For an earneft Defire and Care was very early

imprinted upon me, and hath continued to

this Time, to occafion as little Trouble and

Charge to Friends, in my Travel as could be,

which I believe is but mine and every other

Minifter's Duty.

This Journey afforded various Occafions of

profitable Inftruction to me : Sometimes divine

Goodnefs and heavenly Life was gracioufly and

plentifully opened in my Soul, both for my
own feeding and renewing of Strength to wor-

fhip 3 and furnifhing me with Matter and

Power

Power to minifter prevalently to others, that

the Name of the Lord our God might be felt

and glorified : Yet at fome other times Accefs

to Food was much more reftricted, and with

Patience as well as Diligence to be wreftled

for : Sometimes it was longer before any thing

was given to minifter to others, and the Open-
ings were with lefs Clearnefs for a time, and
not fo ftrong, nor Engagements fo lively or

fenfibly to myfelf as I much loved : But often

as I attended upon the Lord in due Stillnefs and

Resignation of Mind, at fuch Times hath he

opened a Supply of Food, though lefs plenti-

ful, and fomething, though fmall in appear-

ance, to offer to the People -

3 which I found

my Duty to feek for fatisfa&ory Evidence, that

it was a degree of the Word of Truth, before

I durft open my Mouth, and then contentedly

to labour according to the meafure of prefent

Ability : Yet fome fuch Seafons, through the

merciful, though gradual Ariiings of heavenly

Greatnefs and Wifdom, were made both com-
fortable and ftrengthning to me, reverently to

truft in the Lord ; and fignally beneficial and
memorable to the Congregation. And thus I

was made a Witnefs, what it was to abound,

and how to fuffer want ; and taught to be re-

signedly content with the various Difpenfations,

and Operations of the heavenly Power : Nei-

ther in more plentiful Seafons to forget Gcd
the bleffed Author and Giver thereof j nor in

times of Poverty to put forth a hand to fteal :

And
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And oh ! good and gracious was that divine

Arm cf Power, which engaged my Spirit in

that Travel, in many refpects mewing me
plainly many Dangers and By-ways, which
Youth efpecially are liable to fall into ; and
that our Safety only confifted in keeping in

watchful Fear, and in carefully feeling after,

from day to day, the Influences of divine Life in

the eternal Word, wherein is the Light of Men
for all Stations and religious Services through-

out all Generations. And as it was made,

through divine Mercy and Help, a teaching,

ffcrengthning, encouraging Time to myfelf;

fo the Lord of Mercies, by the Attendance of

this Power renewedly, made the Labour I was

engaged in, profitably awakening and relieving

to many : Several were convinced and gathered

to the Truth, in this Journey ; fome of whom,
in time, were made zealous and uleful Mini-

sters in the Church.

I was now eafy, and comfortably glad of

being at home among my Friends, as they were

alfo therewith : and here I continued moftly

vifiting adjacent Meetings, as I found Draw-
ings thereto, and attending our Monthly and

Quarterly-meetings, which for fome Years I

had had an honourable Efteem for; being often

indifputably fatisfied, that the Lord God in his

Wifdom and Power had directed to, and

eftablimed them in Love and Mercy to his

Church ; inafmuch as I was livingly fenfible,

in fitting reverently behind the Elders in

Meetings
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Meetings for the good Order and Difcipline of

the Church ; that the divine Wifdom and Pre-

fence of the Higheil was often with Friends

for Counfel and Strength, enabling them to

lift up a Standard againft the Enemy of all

Godlinefs, when likely to prevail through the

various evil Liberties of the Flefh.

In about a Year after I found a frefh Con-
cern growing weightily upon me, to vifit

Friends in Scotland again, and likewife in Ire-

land ; with the Approbation of my Friends,

and (having a Certificate from our monthly
Meeting) I let forward in the fixth Month 1701
with humble defires of Soul before the Lord
for his Prefence and Wifdom to guide and en-

able me : I went thro' Cumberland, to Edin-

burgh, and fo to the north of Scotland, viiiting

the Meetings of Friends every where in thole

parts, and return'd by Edinburgh to Gl/Jgow,

and the Meetings thereaway : Being in many
Places truly comforted with Friends, and they

encouraged and glad in a living Senfe of the

continued fatherly Regard, and Extendings of

the Love of God toward them in that Nation ;

amongft a hard, felf-conceited, and in fome
Places an envious People : And ft ill a wicked
Spirit prevailed with the mobbifh People both

in Edinburgh and Glajgow, to delight in dis-

turbing Friends in almoff. all their Meetings

;

fometimes throwing Stones, &c. whiifl others

with all the Noife and vain Sport they could

invent, efpecially endeavoured to drown the

Voice
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Voice of any who were concern'd to minifter

publickly among them : Yet at times the Power
and Authority of Truth arofe over thofe wicked

Endeavours, and the evil Spirit was overborne

and fo weighed down, that fome of the worft

would go away, and others lend fome Atten-

tion to the Teftimony of Truth ; and Friends

were the more edified, and their Faith and

Hope in God ftrengthned. This disturbing,

envious, perfecuting Spirit, was furTered to ex-

ercife the Faith and Patience of Friends there,

in that manner, during many Years: But a

Cafe happen'd at Glafgow, when I was there,

fomewhat remarkable ; on a Firft-day of the

Week, the People had very much difturbed

us, in the afternoon Meeting efpecially, in

their ufual wicked and vain manner, and fol-

lowed Friends after Meeting along a large open

Street, where their Number increafed, fome
fhouting and fcorning, others throwing Stones

and Dirt j one Stone of fome pounds weight

palfed with great force very near one of my
Legs, which if it had been hit, mutt, I be-

lieve have been broke by it j yet we were pre-

ferred from much harm : Whilfr. the People

who were gather'd in great Numbers about

their Doors, and faw what palTed, feemed ra-

ther to be pleafed with the abuiive Behaviour of

the Mob towards us, than to offer any Dif-

couragement to them : Whereupon a Soldier,

an Englif/jman, began to cry aloud three times,

as if he had fome publick Proclamation to

make,
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make ; and when he had thereby drawn the

Peoples Attention to him, he called aloud

again, Behold the godly Town of Glafgow, how

they entertain Strangers I and repeated it three

feveral times. Which Reproof made the Peo^

pie fo afhamed, that they moftly took to their

Houfes and got out of fight; and the more
grown People drawing away, the reft loon left

us and made off likewife, fo that we had no
farther Difquiet that Day; and I heard, when
I was at this Place fome Years after, that the

People had never offer'd the like Disturbance

again, either in their Meetings or in the Streets.

From hence I went down the River Clyde for

Ireland, and landed near Belfaft, and thence

went to Lijburn where feveral Friends lived,

who received me lovingly. I began to labour dili-

gently amongft Friends, hoping to get clear of

the north part of that Nation before the Half-

year's Meeting in Dublin in the ninth Month,
which I was enabled to anfwer, in a good
meafure to my Satisfaction. At Dublin there

was gather'd a large body of Friends, not only

in a very confiftent and grave Appearance; but

a living and truly religious Concern and Zeal

for the Truth was upon many of them, and
great Harmony amongft them. Here I met
with our antient and honourable Friend William

Edmund/on, whom I had a great defire to fee,

having a deep and reverent Value for him from
feeing him before in England, tho* he knew
little or nothing of me. For I believed, if I

F was
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obferve wherein, but would deal plainly with

me : I went with fome other Friends to fee

him at his Lodgings, where he looked fternly

and earneftly upon me, and faid little ; I fat

down, and little was fpoke amongft us, but I

obferved he often caft his Eye upon me : But

when we parted from him, he feemed more
free and chearful to me ; and in feveral of the

publick Meetings I was concerned to teftify for

the Truth among them, which both he and

other Friends gave free way and time for, and
fo openly manifefted his Regard to, and Satis-

faction with me, as made my way eafy among
Friends through the reft of the Nation j and

had a deeply humbling, and yet encouraging

Effect: upon my Heart, to feel carefully after

divine Help and Wifdom, which alone can

Sufficiently qualify for real Service, and preferve

in the Way and Work of the Lord.

I then vifited the Meetings of Friends thro*

the other parts of the Nation with diligence.

;

but forgetting natural Ability too much, I fell

into a dangerous Illnefs from a violent Cold,

which forced me to ftop about ten Days at

Mountmelick ; I fet forward again in the Work
I was engaged in, though before fome Friends

thought it was fit for me, but got well along

till T was clear of the Nation at that Time :

My Labour in the Gofpel power and Word of

Life being chearfully received, and made
profitably awakening to fome, reviving to the

Living j
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Living 5 and a means of divers of the Youth
amongft Friends being inwardly affected with

the Power of Truth, to their lafting advantage,

and the Churches comfort. And fo with the

Love of my Friends, and an humble and

thankful heart before the Lord of all true

Help, I took leave of Friends at Cork, and went

over to Minehead in Somerfetjloire\ having fome-

thing remaining upon me to a few places

there-away, and about Brijiol -, and from hence

came pretty directly home again, with reverent

Awe towards the ever bleffed Helper.

And now I ftaid moftly about and near

home with my Friends, in true comfort, (for

we were made and preferved truly dear one

unto another in the Love and Life of Truth)

employing myfelf in bodily Labour with dili-

gence, which I itill loved, for the reafons

above-mentioned : But in lefs than a Year after,

a Concern came upon me to vifit the Eaft-part

of the Nation ; I fet forward through Lincoln-

Jhire, Norfolk, Suffolk, E/fex, and went over

the Thames, and through Kent and Sujfex, re-

turning through Surry to London, and through

the middle part of the Nation home, as I re<-

member, in about five Months, the fupplying

Prefence and Power of Chrift being mercifully

renewed for Affiftance from time to time.

Yet a deeply exercifing Trial for about two
Weeks was fuffered to attend me, by a heavy

weight of Trouble and diftreffing Doubts lying

almoft continually upon me day and night,

F 2 efpecially
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efpecially out of Meetings, which brought very

narrow Searching of heart, and much fear of

being forfaken of all-faving Help, and left I

fhould thereby become a Reproach to the glori-

ous Name I had made mention of : Yet I was
not left void of fome hope in his Mercy, who
is all-knowing. This fo far affe&ed my Beha-

viour, that 1 could not conceal my Sorrow in

mourning alone, and converting little, though

unexpected Relief aid Supply moftly attended

In Meetings. Bu as I was brought to endea-

vourand defire after a thorough Search, to know
the caufe wherein I had offended, or miffed the

right way in any cafe, and to double a watchful

waiting and walking j fo I was ftrengrhned in

a Refolution, or defire at leaft, to labour to be

duly devoted to follow the Almighty's requir-

ing, if he would but give a clear understand-

ing thereof, wich neceffary Help, whatever it

was to do : And by degrees Life fprang up in

my Soul through death j and a peaceful De-
votednefs, with a chearful, yet awful Truft in.

the almighty Searcher of hearts, overfpreading

my whole inward man, imprinting Instruction

upon me not to be forgotten.

And not long after this, a Concern, which

had been at times moving in my mind, but at

fome diftance, to vifit the Churches in Ame-
rica, now grew more conftant and weighty

upon me ; and my late exercifing time had

contributed to bring me into the more quiet

and ready yielding to follow the Truth any

way,

way, if it was but cafl up to me clear 5 fo

that when the matter was frefh before me, I

endeavoured to be duly Itill and devoted 5 and
when it feemed almoft out of fight, or gone

away, I was pleafantly eafy therewith 3 which
Refignation and Quietnefs I have found to be

my duty, and the fafeft way to attain a clear

difccrning of the Motions of Truth in thofe

cafes, and alfo of the Time ; for I am very

fenfible the Lord directs as to Time, as well

as the Thing in this refpect.

This was in the fore part of Summer, and
the next iecond Month feemed to fix with me
to be the Time, though I yet kept the thing

moftly to myfelf 5 but as it feemed to remain

fettled with me, I grew inclined to acquaint

fome particular Friends, fome especially who
had been engaged in that Travail, with the

Concern I was under, who encouraged me to

be given up properly in that refpect ; and a

young man of our County, viz. William Ar-
mi/lead, finding his Mind likewife drawn that

way, gave up to go along with me. And I

having fome acquaintance with a Friend, who
was Matter of a Ship, who ufed to go to Ma-
ryland, I had a thought of going with him,
and wrote to know when he expected to fail,

and had Anfwer, he intended to go about the

twelfth Month, (1705) which account put me
out of expectation of that Opportunity, becaufe

I durft not move before the Time that ap-

peared to me the right one. But as the matter

remained
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remained with me I continued to make myfelf

ready, and having the Approbation of, and a

Certificate from our Monthly-meeting, and the

Meeting of Minifters and Elders at the Quar-

terly-meeting, we fet out in the fecond Month
towards London-, when we came thither we
foon heard that the above-mention'd Ship and
Mafter were not failed, and tho' near ready,

yet we had a feafonable Opportunity of more
than two Weeks to vifit Friends in the City

before we departed.

This Circumftance I mention becaufe it af-

forded me matter of fecret Encouragement, both

in confirming me that it was the Lord's requir-

ing, alfo that it was his Time j and likewife that

this was the VefTel order'd for us to go in : I

had therefore the ftronger hope we might bo
preferved. All which Confiderations humbled
my Heart before, and revived my hope in the

Lord ; and the more relievingly, as it was at

that time War between England and Frame,

and the French had abundance of Privateers out

at Sea. This occafioned us to be longer in the

Channel than ufual, that the large Fleet might

get together, being three Weeks e're we parted

from the Lands-end, and we were ten Weeks
more in getting to our Port in Fatuxen River

in Maryland; yet we had a fafe and goodPaf-

fage tho' long : And the exceeding Difficulty

ariling to me from fo long a Confinement with

little bufinefs (having been much accuftomed to

be ftirring) was abundantly eafed, and render'd

often
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often joyful to me, by the gracious Regard and

comforting nearnefs of the heavenly Prefence

to my Soul, never I hope to be forgot.

After we had ftaid a few Meetings with

Friends thereabouts, who receiv'd us with great

Chearfulriefs, finding our Minds drawn towards

Philadelphia, and fo northward to New-Eng-

land, we croffed Chefapeak Bay and had fome

Meetings with Friends on the Eaftern-fhore of

Maryland, and fo into the lower Counties of

Penjihania -, we got to Philadelphia before the

Yearly-meeting there, which was large and

comfortable to us
1 and Friends, by the gracious

and powerful Influences of the Love of God,

whofe glorious Name was worfhipped and

praifed for his Mercy and Salvation.

We fet out for Long- IJland with, fome Friends

who came from thence to this Yearly-meeting,

and tho' I had an intermitting Fever upon me,

which diftreffed and weaken'd me very much,

yet being defirous to be forward in the Work
we were -there upon, 1 was not willing to be

hinder'd by it, wnilft I could any way avoid it.

After flaying a few Meetings on Long-IJland

we fet out for New-England, having- near two
hundred Miles to travel by land through the

Colony of Connecticut -, in which Space there

were few or no Friends, and the People

generally very fhy of us, and partly by reafon

of fome fevere Laws then in force there, they

were afraid to converfe with Friends ; though

I was enabled to bear the Journey, yet it was

not
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not without difficulty and being much weak-
ened •, having almoft no Appetite to any Food:
But getting to Rhode-IJland, we were gladly

received by our Friends there to our Encour-

agement ; after a Week's reft, and the trial of

fome Medicines, tho' to little effecl:, I refolved

to go forward in the Service, in the Ability

that Truth would be pleafed to afford j we vi-

fited the Meetings down to Sandwich, and

thence through Plimouth Colony to Boflon, be-

ing favour'd with the Prefence and Help of

Truth, often to our own and Friends Comfort

and Encouragement in the Lord. We went

forward by Salem, and to the fartheft Meetings

of Friends that way, and had feveral Meetings

about Dover. It was then a very exercifing

and trying time with Friends here, by rcafon

of the bloody Incurfions that the Indians then

frequently made upon the Engli/h, being hired

by the French about Quebeck, which lies behind

New-England to the North-weft ; fo that many
of the Englifh Inhabitants were frequently mur-
der'd in their Houfes, or fhot, or knock'd

down on the Road or in the Fields ; fome

were carried away Captives j and thofe whom
they killed, they cut with their great Knives

round the Head about the Skirt of the Hair,

and then pulled the Skin off the Head ; and

for every fuch Skin, which they call a Scalp,

they were to have a Sum of Money. Thefe

Barbarities caufed many People to leave their

Habitations with their Families, and retire into

Garrifons,
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Garrifons, which the People built in many
places for their greater Security. Yet that which

was forrowful to me to obferve, was that few

of them feemed to be affected with due Confi-

deration, fo as to be awakened to think rightly

of the Caufe of this heavy Chaftifement, and

be induced to feek the Almighty's Favour, as

they ought. But it was a profitable, humbling

time to many of our Friends, who generally

flood in the Faith, and kept at their ufual

places of Abode, tho' at the daily hazard of

their Lives : And it was very remarkable, that

fcarce any who thus kept their Habitations in

the Faith, were fuffer'd to fall by the Indians,

tho* few Days paffed but we heard of fome of

their cruel Murders, and deftroying Vengeance.

We were in thefe parts, backwards and for-

wards a confiderable time, having many Meet-

ings, before we could be clear to leave them ;

which thro' the merciful Regard and fuccouring

Nearnefs of the almighty Power and Prefence,

was fatisfactory to us, and very ftrengthning

and comfortable to Friends ; we and they be-

ing all gracioufly preferved though in the open

Country, and we lodged feveral times at one

Friend's Houfe, at fome diftance from the

Garrifon ; and we had reafon to believe a Party

of Indians was for fome time about it, the

Marks of their Feet being plainly to be fecn

next Morning, but they went away without

doing any Damage, tho* it was but a mean
little timber Houfe, and eafy to break into.

Q We
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We alfo got a few Meetings in fome Towns
where few Friends lived ; but not many
People durft come to them, becaufe of the

Laws of the Country then unrepealed, which
had been made to prevent the Spreading of

Truth, and alfo becaufe of the dark and envi-

ous Induftry of their Preachers to hinder them,

by monftrous Mifreprefentations of Friends :

Yet fbme did come, and behaved with Atten-

tion, and the Love and Power of Truth being

meafurably with us, they carried fuch fatis-

fadtory Accounts to their Neighbours, as tended

much to beget more favourable Sentiments

with regard to Friends and the Doctrines of

Truth. Yet I often thought that a thick Cloud

feemed to be over the Country, and efpecially

about Boftojt and Parts near it ; tho' Light

feemed to me to be breaking through in feveral

Places, and I fully believed would more prevail

after the Remains of that wicked and perfe-

cting Generation was gone off the ftage* We
had neverthelefs in Bofton fome blerTed Meet-

ings with a few innocent Friends there, and

fome others, who would often come, in the

Evenings efpecially.

From Bifion we travelled back up the more
Weftern - parts, towards Providence^ having

Meetings with Friends j and I was not eafy

without going up to fome of the later fettled

Towns, to fee if we could have fome Meet-

ings among them ; the People there-away be-

ing little acquainted with Friends, or their

Principles.
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Principles. We accordingly went to feveral

Towns, being accompanied with two Friends,

and fought for Liberty to have fome Meetings

among them, buc the People were afraid either

to grant Room, or to come to a Meeting ; yet

we found feveral willing to converfe with us,

(afking Queftions, and receiving Anfwers) and

who ieemed pleafed to be better informed.

Several grofs Mifreprefentations concerning

Friends and Truth, which had been fpread

amongft them, were confuted and cleared

away ; with which many feemed well pleafed

in feveral places ; fo that we returned in

Peace and Satisfaction, believing we were in

our Duty, and that our Labour there-away

was of fome Service.

We came back to Rhode-ljland, and after

having a few Meetings on that Ifland and near

it, (where there is a good and valuable body of

Friends, with whom we were comforted in

the heavenly Father's Love and Regard) we
came back to Lottg-lfland and New-York, and
had fome large and heavenly Meetings there-

away; where fome were convinced of the

Truth, and joined honeftly with Friends. We
alfo had Drawings to vifit fome Towns to-

wards the Eaft-end of that Ifland, being fome
days Journey from the Places where almoft

any Friends dwelt : We accordingly went to

feveral Towns, and procured Liberty to have

fome Meetings, though there was a rigid Pref-

byterian People there-away ; and at one Town
G 2 the
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the Preacher and the Juftice confulted together

while we were at a Meeting in the Evening,

and contrived to give us fome Trouble : And
next Morning the Juftice (whofe Name was
Hubberi) fern forth a Warrant to bring us be-

fore him : We went, and many of the Town's
People hearing of it, gathered about us, and
went in. He began to examine us of our

Names, Places of abode, and our Bufinefs

there, to which we gave him Anfwers, fo that

he feemed to be at a lofs what farther to fay

to us j but he bethought him to examine us

about taking the Oaths ; we delired to know
what Oaths he meaned, but he was as much at

a ftand to tell us, nor could he find them in his

Book, which he turned over carefully, but

met with nothing to his purpofe ; whilft the

People who were there, feemed pleafed to

fee him fo faft, and in a manner confounded.

Then another Juftice of the peace came in i

The firft being behind a Table, flood up and
faid, Come Mr. Wheeler

,
pleafe to come here

?

this is a Part of your Bufinefs : To which he

replied fternly, I know not that it is, or yours

either ; and fo they fell to argue the cafe one

with another with fome heat, we ftanding ftill

with an innocent Chearfulnefs ; for the Love
and Prefence of Chrift was meafurably with

us, and much beyond our Expectation com-
forted us ; the People were pleafed to fee the

poor, dark, envious Man, who gave us this

Trouble, confounded. Then the other Juftice

who
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who came in, faid ; I have been at our own
Meeting three Sabbath days one after another,

and did not hear Chrift named from the Pul-

pit 3 and I confefs I was at the Meeting with

thefe People yefternight, and heard Chrift

preached truly. A pretty deal more paffed be-

twixt theJuftices, and fome of the other People

alio began to (hew their Diflike ofhim and his

Proceedings with us, fo that he feemed much
to want to have the Difcourfe over, and us gone,

though we were then in no hafte : But after a

little he difcharged us, and fet us at liberty,

though he had threatned us with a Prifon be-

fore. So after fome time fpent fatisfactorily,

among the more friendly difpofed People in

the Town, we being eafy in our minds, left

that part and returned up the Ifland, having

fome Service, and feveral Meetings in other

places, till we came again to where Friends were

fettled.

But we could not findourfelves clear without

returning again toRhode-I/Iand, tho' a long Jour-

ney, in order to be at the Yearly- meeting held

there for that Government and New-England,

which we got to, through fome Hardfhips in

travelling ; there we faw Friends from moft

Parts of thole Provinces, it being an exceeding

large Meeting, and very eminently comfortable

to many, through the ftrong and lively fpread-

ing of the Love and Power of God therein

for feveral days ; and the edifying Accounts

brought from the feveral Parts belonging to

this
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this Meeting : Friends generally keeping their

Places and Habitations in the Faith, and were

eminently preferved in that diftreffing, bloody-

Time, when the Sword, like a Scourge, afflicted

the Country. We then were free to go from
thofe Parts, and return toward New-York, we
took our Leave of Friends in much Nearnefs of

heart, under a Senfe of the Lord's blerTed Pre-

fence and fatherly Care, and with holy and

hearty Returns of Thankfulnefs, and Praife to

the almighty Deliverer.

As we paffed through the Colony of Con-

netficut, we found fome Concern upon us, to

endeavour to have a Meeting in New-hayeny

the chief Town in the Government: We en-

quired at the Inn if we could have a Room, or

where we could procure one to have a Meeting

in ; but were told, that none in the Town
durft allow fuch a thing, and that but very

few would dare to come to one of our Meet-

ings, except the Minifter (as they call their

Teachers) firfl gave leave: One Man in the

houfe feem'd defirous that we fhould have a

Meeting, and faid he hoped the Minifter would

not deny it, if he were fought to for it ; and

ofiei'd himfelf to go with us> if we defired to

ipeak with him, which I found my mind in-

clined to : We went accordingly to the Prieft's

Houfe (his Name was— Pierpoint) he fpoke

to us civilly and invited us in ; I told him,

that as we as a People, and our Doctrine had in

many places been very much mifreprefented,

and

and unjuftly reproached ; we were often de-

firous of Opportunities that People might hear

us, and fo be the better able to judge for them-

felves j and that we defired to have fuch an

Opportunity in that Town, but did not find

the People durft allow it, unlefs he would con-

fent thereto, and the Occafion of our coming
to him was to make that reafonable Requeft

:

But he fmoothly excufed himfelf from giving

fuch Liberty, with divers Allegations, but af-

ter a feeming civil manner ; for by this time

a pretty many of the Upper-fort of the Towns-
people were gather'd in : Then he was told,

that we had nothing in our Hearts towards

them, or any elfe, but the univerfal Love of

God : On which Expreffion he began to ob-

ferve, that he fuppofed they did not underftand

the Love of God to be univerfal in the manner
that we did ; to which I return 'd, That feeing

the Scripture is politive that Chrift our Saviour

gave himfelf a Ranfom for all Men, and by the

Grace of God tafted death for every Man ; and

that he became a Propitiation not only for their

Sins (viz* the Believers at that time) but for
the Sins of the whole World \ and alfo, that he

Spiritually enlightened every Man coming into the

World j that a Manifeflation of the Spirit was
given to every Man to profit ivithal, and that

the Grace of God which bringeth Salvation^ hah
appeared to all Men : From hence we had good

reafon to believe the Love of God in Chrifl to

be univerfal j and defired him if he thought

fit,
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fit, and could, to (hew from Scripture the con-

trary : He anfwered, they underftood that Sal-

vation was extended to Mankind, as the Gofpel

was outwardly preached : Proof of which Opi-

nion from Scripture was then defired : He men-
tion^ that of the Law coming to Ifrael, and the

Statutes to Jacob, and that God had not dealt fo

with any other Nation : He alfo mention'd

Gallilee of the Gentiles, the People that fat in

Darknefs faw a great Light, &c. which was,

he laid, the Gofpel was preached verbally a-

mongft them : We anfwer'd that we fcrupled

not to allow, that the Almighty manifested a

particular Regard to the Houfe or Family of

Ifrael ; and alfo favour'd the People of Gallilee

of the Gentiles, in caufing the Gofpel to be

inflrumentally preached unto them early : Yet
that did not prove, to our Underftandings, that

others had not Offers offaving Help from God 5

becaufe the Apoflle Paul had anerted, that the

Gentiles who had not the Law, yet did thofe things

contained in the Law ; thereby mewing forth

the Law ofGod written in their Hearts. Then
he began to fay, he fuppofed we were come
prepared for difputing matters, and that he was

not apprifed of any fuch thing j or to this

effect : We told him we were but newly alighted

from our Horfes, and came to him to afk hi«

Confent to have a Meeting for the Peoples Sa-

tisfaction ; that this Difcourfe was altogether

unexpected by us, and that we conlidered we
were in his Houfe, and would not impofe upon
him. By
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By this time the Houfe was almoft full of

foberly behaved People, which occafion'd both

more fear and care upon the Prieft ; and I be-

lieve the Truth both fupply'd and feafon'd our

Spirits for their good : I think we might have

about an hour's Conference at leaft, moftly in

a commendable Calmnefs and Civility; we
parted, and with an holy Comfort and Thank-
ful nefs of heart before the Lord for his merci-

ful Affiftance.

We were then eafy to go forward, and came
to Flujhing in Long-IJland, and having fome

few more Meetings there-away, we came thro*

part of the Jerfep into Penfihania ; in which
Provinces we travelled, vifiting Meetings moft

of the Summer, having many large and hea-

venly Seafons : Which very much fpent my
bodily Strength, (and fo far that I think, I ne-

ver recover'd it.) But the Lord added a Ble£-

fing to our Labours in thefe parts ; fome were

convinced and gathered to the Truth ; and one

young Woman who after fome time became

engaged in the Miniftry of theGofpel, wherein

(he was made a very eminent Inftrument to

the help and comfort of many, in divers parts

of the World.

We were alfo at the Yearly-meeting in the

feventh Month at Burlington , for Friends of

Penfihania and the Jerfeys, which was exceed-

ing large, and to good Satisfaction in the do-

minion of Truth.

II We
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We then turn'd towards Maryland, and vi-

fited Friends and ibme others in feveral places

down the Eaflern-fhore, into Virginia, to

pretty good fatisfaction, though the Affairs of

Truth among Friends there-away, were at that

time but low, partly thro' a Neglect of Disci-

pline.

We got over the great Bay of Chefapeakt

fo thro' the lower part of Virginia, and into

North-Carolina, and had many ftrengthning

and comfortable Meetings in thofe parts, thro'

the gracious Extendings of the Love and Power
of God towards a well-difpofed People, both

ProfefTors of Truth, and iome others ; among
whom we had fome good Service.

We then came up into Maryland again, up-

on the Weftern-fhore, but got over fome large

Rivers with great difficulty and hazard, in the

feverity of the Winter ; we then vifited fome

few places in Penjihania and the jferfeys, which

we were not clear of, greatly to our comfort

;

and fo prepared to take leave of thofe parts in

order to vifit Barbadoes. But I hope never to

forget the heavenly Nearnefs and Opennefs of

heart, wherein we had to take leave of our

Friends there-away, with the Offers ofThankf-

giving and Praife to the almighty Helper and

Protector.

And as particular Marks of the Interpolation

of divine Providence, mould be had in remem-
brance, I think it fit, to mention here fome-

thing that I efteemed fuch. There were two
Veffels
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Veflels both near ready to fail for Barbadoes,

and many were inclinable to our going in one

of them rather than the other, believing the

Mailer would behave refpectfully to us : The
other was accounted a morofe four-temp-cr'd

Man, yet we could not be eaiv but in conclu-

ding to 20 with him : The other Veffel went

out rirfl, buc quickly loll her Mafr, and lay

many weeks tumbling at Sea ; we went well,

and were near fix weeks before the other, which

was owing to the providential Care over us.

We were kindly received by Friends at Barba-

does, andenter'd upon our Service amongft them,

labouring therein near two Months to pretty

good fatisfaction : But thro' the Heat of the

Climate, and my diligent Labour, I was feized

with a violent Fever, which, moft of thofe

who faw me, expected would have taken me
offj but it pleafed the Lord of all Mercies to

reftore my Health again, in about a Month's

time ; and mortly after, being clear of the

Ifland, took leave of Friends in much nearnefs

in the Love of the Gofpel.

We failed to Antigua, but in our Panage

were attacked by a French Privateer, which
after firing a few Guns, without doing the Ship

or Men any damage, made fail and left us :

We were fome of us very thankful for the mer-

ciful Prote&ion ; and that Evening we landed

in Antigua, where we had fome good Service

in divers refpe&s among Friends j feveral of

whom had been out of good Order, but we
H 2 were



(50
were helped to leave things better, and were
clear to depart in about three Weeks, and
failed for Jamaica, where we arrived in the

eighth Month.
There were at this time four Meetings of

Friends in Jamaica moftly kept up ; tho' they

were feveral of them remote from each other

;

we vifited them frequently, and had fome
Meetings at times amongfl the People, fo that

our Labour became of good Service for the

Truth. There was a Prieft toward the farther

part of the Ifland who grew very angry about

us, calling us Deceivers and Deluders 5 and *

gave out that he would difpute with us : We
thereupon let him know, that tho' we were

not much in love with fuch Opportunities, they

often proving more noify than really edifying

;

yet as he had frequently taken the liberty to

.calumniate and afperfe us as a People, and the

Doctrine of Truth which we. had to publiih, in

a publick manner behind our backs, we were

willing to meet him in a publick Place, when
and where he would appoint, that we might
make our Defence : He then fent us word by

Letter, that he would only have a private Con-
ference before fix of our People, and he would
bring as many with him : But we chofe that

the Meeting might be fo publick as that all

might come and hear who defired it j which
as it was his own Propofal at firfl, he could not

fairly refufe.

Time
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Time and Place being agreed upon, he and

many People came j he had fixed upon four

Things to difcufs, in order to prove us errone-

ous, viz. the Difafe of the two Sacraments^ as

they call them -, our holding Perfection ; and

allowing Women to preach ; and to keep to Scrip-

ture for proof. He firft enter'd upon Water-

baptifm, in order to prove it a ftanding Ordi-

nance in the Church of Chrift, which he en-

deavour'd to do by a chain of Arguments,

artfully link'd together j but when thefe came
to be taken afunder, and their Inconfiftency

difcovered in much Calmnefs of mind ; he fell

into a furious Paffion, ufing angry Threats in-

flead of Arguments ; afterwards becoming
fomewhat more cool, he wanted to proceed to

another Article: I told him, I would allow

him to proceed to the next as foon as he pleafed,

if he firft yielded up that, or could advance

fome more convincing Proofs of his Affertions,

but not till then. He was fo unealy and a-

fhamed with his Management of the Debate,

that he foon left the Houfe and Company

:

We and many of the People flay'd, and had a

good and edifying Meeting, and parted com-
fortably. The Prieft in a little time after left

the Ifland, and got a Place, as I heard, aboard

a Man of War.
We labour'd near three Months in this Ifland

among the few Friends in it, and fometimes
among the neighbouring People ; but Grandeur
and vain Liberties very much obftrucl:ed the

Growth
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Growth of true Religion at that time, and more
fo afterwards : But we were favour'd with hea-

venly Help, and much holy Comfort and Peace

in our Labours amongft them.

When we became clear in our Spirits, and
eafy to leave the Place, we prepared for our

Departure for England; and a Ship bound for

London being almoil ready to fail, we had fome
Thoughts of coming in her: My Companion
being indifpofed, defired that I would go on
board the faid Ship to take our Paflage ; I went
accordingly to fpeak with the Mailer, but quite

unexpectedly to me, I found myfelf fo difqui-

eted and uneafy in mind, that I durft not fay

much to the Mailer, tho' the VeiTel had the

Character of the beil failing Ship in the Trade.

I learn'd that there was another VeiTel almoil

ready to fail for Briftol ; I went on board her

to fee how things were, and here I found my
Mind eafy and quiet : 1 let my Companion
and Friends know what I had met with, and

the Occaiion of altering my Intention : My
Companion readily agreed with me, to come
in the Briftol Ship, and we embarked for

England the 18th of the eleventh Month 1707,
but were eighteen Days in beating thro' the

Windward - paffage to Crooked-ljland, from

whence it is called thirteen hundred Leagues

to England, which diflance we run in twenty

fix Days. The Mailer and Mariners agreed

they had never had fo expeditious a Voyage

;

and through heavenly Protection it was fafe.

I mention
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I mention heavenly Proteftion at this time, I

think from very evident reafon: The Ship

which we firft thought of coming in, had we
not been reftrain'd by a fupernatural heavenly

Hand, founder'd fomewhere at Sea, and was

never heard of more, which was a very teach-

ing thing to me : And fecondly, when we were

got within the Irijh Channel, the Mafter in-

tending to keep as near the Irijh Shore as he

could, one of the Seamen on a fuddain called

out Land ; the Mafter afk'd where % and was

anfwer'd on the Larboard ; the Mafter reply'd

Codforbid that Land (hould appear there ; then

almoft all running to look at the Land, I walk'd

upon the Forecaftle, and looking into the Sea,

faw a Rock a-head of us, not above fix feet

under Water ; of which I gave notice to the

Mafter, who immediately faw it, and called

out to the Man at the Helm, with the moft

lamentable Cry I ever heard, Helm a-lee, Helm
a-lee, for Gods Sake, or we every Man of us

perijh'y which he quickly did, and fo the Ship

ileer'd by it, but within half the length of the

Veffel: A dark Fog with drizling Rain had
occafion'd the Mafter's miftake ; it clear'd up
a little before this Danger occur'd, and en-

abled us todifcover it, but it foon return'd again

thicker than before. We got a good way up
the Channel, but our Wind failing us, we
drop'd Anchor, and early next Morning got

into the Port of Minehead^ with deep and hum-
ble Thankfulnefs before the Lord of Heaven

and
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and Earth, who had his guardian Angel ma-
nifeftly regardful of us. It was now a time of

hot War betwixt England and France
y
and

great Numbers of Privateers were out, yet

we were preferved out of their Hands, as well

as from the Perils of the Sea, which was
owing to divine Mercy, and to no Merit of
ours.

TO this Period of time our dear and ho-

nourable Father had brought down the

Account of his Life and Labours in the Service

of Truth ; and finiih'd it only a few Weeks
before his deceafe: The remaining Part chiefly

confifts of Chriftian Epiflles to the Churches

and fome particular Friends in divers Places,

together with fuch an Account of his Travels,

as could be collected from the fhort Journals

he kept, and in which he feldom put down
more than the Times when, and the Places

where he had Meetings, with fome general

Obfervations upon them; as thefe might in

fome refpects affift him to give a particular

Account of his Travels, and the State of the

Churches, to his Brethren at home ; to whom
at his Return he was won't to communicate it,

with a peculiar warmth of Gratitude and re-

verent Thankfulnefs to him who had called

him to labour in his Vineyard, and accompanied

it with fuch inftructive Obfervations, as made
thefe Opportunities often very precious and

edifying. But
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But as thefe LefTons were too deeply fixed in

his Mind ever to be forgot, fo as he had not,

at leaft, during great part of his Life an Inten-

tion of writing any thing by way of Journal,

he omitted inferting them ; we are therefore

deprived of many valuable Obfervations, and
Chriftian Experiences, and are obliged to pre-

fent the Reader with fuch an Account of iome
of his Vifits, as, tho' worthy of notice, yet

will be the lefs fatisfactory, as it appears from
the preceding Sheets, that the remaining part

of a Life, fo ufefully employ'd, mull have
afforded much important Inftruction.

Yet lean, as fome parts of the following Ac-
counts may appear, it was thought proper not

to fupprefs them. They may ferve to revive

in the Minds of many now living, a ufefut

Recollection, of the Seafons they have fpent

with him; to renew a Remembrance of the

Doctrines he has had occafion to deliver ; and
to excite them to a Conlideration, how far

they have fince profited by them and by his

Example.

We have inferted here the Copies of fuch

Epiftles, wrote by him during this Vint to

America^ as we could find among his Papers,

or in the hands of his Friends, and were
thought proper to be added to this Collection,

referving to the Conclufion fome pathetical Ex-
hortations, which tho' wrote very early, may
be till then poilpon'd, without prejudice to

Order or Utility.

c And dear Friends, both male and female,

I cannot ealily forbear fignifying to you, that

I have been under deep Exercife of Soul on

your behalf many days, and for fome time

wanted to fee my way opened to fpeak to

you : But in my inward and fecret Attention

upon the Lord, my Heart was opened, my
Life fet at liberty, and my Spirit engaged to

remind you all, of the inexpreflible Love and

Mercy of the God of Heaven, in manifefting

his faving Truth to our Underftandings,

whilft many as worthy as we were, do not yet

know it. And now, a Consideration of the

end of fo great a Favour from on high mould
engage us all, and be always before us j furely

it is for no lefs a purpofe, than that we by

the Power of it, mould be redeemed from

all Iniquity, and be purified as unto himfelf,

a peculiar People. Oh ! this Word Redemp-

tion is often in my mind, and lives clofely

with me at this time, and I intreat you all to

take notice of it ; it is a Word foon fpoken,

but requires deep Travail to experience it to

be fulfilled j and without this Experience, all

other Enjoyments can never make us truly

happy : This is the Word of Life that is in

my heart at this time to all ; that you may
be redeemed from the Power of all fuch Hu-
mours and Inclinations as are carnal and

I 2 ' flefhly,
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' ftefhly, and confequently oppofite to the pure

Nature and Will of the Lord God j that fo,

anfwerable to primitive Doctrine, every

Thought may be brought into Subjection,

and Obedience to Chrift. This is the State

into which the Lord is gathering his faithful,

tho' often mournful Followers. For though

prejudicial and hindering Thoughts and In-

clinations may fometimes appear and arile $

yet they being brought to the Light, the

Spirit of Chrift, the Spirit of Truth we make
profeflion of, to be tried and proved, he

(hews the Nature and Danger of them, and

alfo makes way for the Deliverance of fuch

inward Chriftian Travellers -> and as they

yield Obedience to his leading, they go on

from Strength to Strength : Thefe are they

who experience what Redemption is, and dare

live no longer unto theinfelves, but to him
who has called them. Thus the blefled end

of the Lord's mercy in viiiting us will be

anfwered, to the Glory of his great Name,
and our Souls will have the Comfort and

Enjoyment of his Love. But I do again fay,

and it is an everlafting Truth, that tho' we
fubmit in our Judgments, and give up to

profefs the blefled faving Truth, yet if we lit

down fhort of witneffing "Redemption, by the

humbling Power and Virtue of it, we can

never reap the Benefit of God's Salvation,

which is indeed therein j nor be brought into

Covenant with God, nor partake of the fweet

and
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and holy Communion of Saints, and the true

fpiritual Union which is among the living

Members of the true Church. Oh ! the

want of right Devotednefs of heart and Di-
ligence in this momentous Concern, is the

reafon why many fall fhort of the Enjoy-

ment of that engaging Life which doth de-

fcend into many bowed Souls, and fills them
with holy Zeal ; and on the other hand, not

feeling this, is the caufe of fo much Coolnefs

and Indifference in many, about the Lord's

bufinefs, fo that the neceffary Care and Con-
cerns of the Church, for its Prefervation and
Growth in Righteoufnefs and Holinefs, in

order that Sion may become the Beauty

of Nations, according to God's determination,

is almoft become a wearifomnefs to them :

I fay this Concern, I am afraid, is become
like a Burthen and Uneafinefs to fome among
us, and I have often borne a part with the

living, of the weight of fuch carelefs eafy

Spirits ; my Soul cries, that the almighty

and powerful God may awaken fuch by his

eternal Word of Truth, which, tho' People

may change, and become lefs fervent and
zealous for his Caufe, is the fame that ever

it was, and remains fo for ever.

my Soul intreatsyou, as tho' I was prefent

neither to ferve your felves ; but that with

your Abilities and Qualifications, you mould
above all, and in every Undertaking, labour

to exalt and fhew forth the Glory and Ex-

cellency of the everlafting, undented, glorious

Truth ; which God in his Mercy has given

you to believe in, which mull be over all,

and fhine to the very Ends of the Earth ;

and thofe who are faithful livers to it, lhall

be dignified with Riches and Honour that

fhall never fade away.
' My Friends, my Heart is open in the Ex-

tendings of eternal Life towards you, and for

the difcharge of my Duty I am plain with

you : And further ; I cannot but defire you

to confider, how induftrioufly careful, and

earneftly concerned fome, both Men and

Women, are about temporal Things, fome in

one fort, fome in another, in their Trades

and dealing, and about the very Cattle, and

by fuch Induftry attain to great Skill and

Acutenefs in their divers Profeffions and Em-
ployments ; tho' mod of this is to gratify

human defires and Inclinations, and to make
them and their Pofterity appear great in this

World. If fuch did but employ the Capaci-

ties and Qualifications which God has given

them, with the like Earneftnefs, about hea-

venly things (proportionably to the weighti-

nefs of matters) and to be great in favour

with the Almighty, rich in Faith and good
1 Works,
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Works, and to endeavour to bring up their

Children in the Nurture of the Lord ; and

as much as in them lies, to prepare their

Minds to receive the Power of Truth, with-

out which they can never be happy : Oh

!

then we mould foon have many, both Men
and Women, excellently qualified with clear

Understandings, found in Judgment, not

wanting Zeal for the Lord (which at prefent

is too much wanting) becaufe the engaging

Love of God would be fried plentifully in

their Hearts, drawing them to lerve the Lord

heartily : And may we not juftly fay, if

fome were as zealous for the Lord and his

Truth, as they are for themfelves and their

own Concerns, they would foon be mighty

Men and Women for the Lord, and great

would be their Comfort and Reward both

here and hereafter.

* Dear Friends, my Heart is reverently

bowed, that the Lord has opened my way,

to eafe my Spirit a little to you, from the

Concern I am under for all your good ; and

I beg earnestly of you who are more elderly,

to let what I have here writ, have a place in

your folid Consideration ; knowing there is

no reafon for the truly living to be offended :

And you who are young, lay things to heart,
; for now is your time, and as you wim to be

c Bear with my plainnefs, dear Friends, I

mufl be fo, if I be right •, think on thefe

things, and look to the full Difcharge of that

Trult. and Service, which the living and holy

God has repofed in you, and fitted you for,

many of you in divers Places, both Male
; and Female; and he would fit many more,
:

if they would but Hand loofer from the load-

! ing, clogging, reafoning World, and the
1 Hindrances that attend thofe who earneftly

purfue it. Arife, arife, you who know that

the Almighty would make Ufe of you in his

' Houfe, his Church, if you would but call

* your Care upon him ; mind heavenly things

* more than earthly, and make off your rea-

* fonings and entangling enjoyments, and the

' Lord will then make Ufe of you, and you
* mall not want your Reward, but mall have
' what he, who is wifer than Man, fees con-

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* But this is not all the Damage which has

enfued, by giving way in this manner ; the

Spirit of the World, and its corrupt Fruits,

which Truth has to make war againft, here-

by have been fpared and got Strength, and

were the harder to encounter by fuch as God
raifed up, and who muft ftand for the Truth

in good earnefl j their Work was harder,

their Burthen heavier, and the Warfare in

fome refpects made longer through fuch

Unfaithfulnefs ; but the Lord is on his way
in good earnefl, and is and will be mindful

of all who truly wait for his Counicl, both

old and young, and who give up their All in

true Dependancy upon him : He has been

the God and Helper of his People in all their

Straits and Befetments, and he will never for-

fake his little Ones, as they confide in him.

My Heart is filled and overcome with the

living Senfe of immediate Extending of his

Love and fatherly Care over all his Family ;

efpecially the faithful Warriors for his Righ-

teoufnefs, and holy Teftimony againfl the

Corruption of the World : Whether they are

fuch as are immediately engaged in perfon, or

are fuch as have been valiant in their day,

and have done their day's Work truly ; or

are true in Faith, and fufferers in Spirit, and

right in heart with thofe who are fo en-

gaged, though not required to be much
perfonally concerned ; fuch are all the

Lamb's Followers and Warriors -, and the

< Lord
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Lord of heaven and earth has a careful Eye
over them for good ; and in keeping true to

him, he will be with them, and they fhall

have the Victory.

' Thus my Heart is open to all my faithful

Brethren and Sifters, in a pure ftream of Love,

which fprung up, and a little drew me from

another matter; and from Perfons under fome

other circumftances, who for age might have

been more ferviceable, and more worthy of

true Honour, than now they are. Some of

thefe have had a Service in their Time, and I

know, Kindnefsfrom a tender Father has often

reached towards them for their good, and in

order to ftir them up clofely to confider where

they had (looped, and given way to the

wrong thing ; and altho' I am led to treat

after an unpleafant manner, I doubt, to fome,

and I am fure, as a Man, it is fo to me, yet

Heart was engaged on this wife, iometime

fince, to treat with fuch ; and my Spirit,

tho' at firft attended with Sorrow on their

account, yet was prefently full of the Reach-

ings of immortal Love to them, with an In-

vitation from the God of Mercy to fuch

holders back, and rather hinderers of the

Work of the Lord ; for fuch you may foon

find yourfelves to have been, hot only by
: your giving way yourfelves, but when any
: thing has been to be difcourfed of as a

Branch of our holy Teftimony, have you
not generally rather oppofed it, and been

Pleaders
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Pleaders for eafe and liberty, and with-

holding of right Judgment from, being placed

upon things that were inconfiftent with

Truth ? Oh ! that you may fee yourfelves,

and lay hold of that fearching, purifying

Power of the living God, which is extended

towards you, which though it would lay

hold in Judgment, yet Mercy follows very

near : Let a Time of fearching and humbling

have its way, I befeech you in that Love,

which I know comes from the holy One :

For he will bring Men to Account when he

pleafeth, and in Judgment will not regard

their ftations in this World : The faithful,

upright Walkers, the Lovers of God's Tefti-

mony, more than life or liberty, or eftate,

or any other enjoyment, thefe will be ad-

mitted into the Lord's Reft j when fome

more knowing, (in their own eyes) or older,

or richer, and of more account amongft

Men, will be difowned by him, if they do

not come up in more Faithfulnefs.

' I am earneft with you upon this head, be-

caufe a Concern faftned clofe upon me, well-

' And as I have been drawn to intreat, and

and that you muft give Account to a righte-

ous God, who has long waited over and in-

vited you in mercy, and who will be juft in

his Rewards according to the Deeds you have

done. Look into yourfelves in coolnefs, I

befcech you, and fee whofe Will you are

doing, and whether you live to the pure

Word of Truth, the Spirit of holy Jefus j

or to the Flefh, and the vain corrupt Spirit of

this perifhing World. You have had many
Reproofs, by the grace ofGod ; you have alfo

had many Opportunities of hearing the ever-

That you may be brought forwards in true

Faithfulnefs, while Time for it is continued,

I am thus engaged to treat with you in the

Father's love, which I heartily defire you

may embrace, and be fitted to enjoy it both

here and hereafter.

' There yet remains upon my mind, a near

Concern for fuch as have been moftly edu-

cated and brought up in the Profeflion of

Truth, and are Children of believing Parents,

whofe care it has been, both to advife their

Off-fpring faithfully, and to fet before them
good Examples. Tho* you might be inclu-

ded in what is above written, yet I have to

treat with you in particular, in hopes that

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' the Cautions may be more prevalent. There
* are feveral, I fear, if not many, who take
' more delight to be like the vain World in

' their Conduct and Converfation, than to
c grow up in Obedience to Truth which
' worketh in you, and in a Gravity and Com-
\ linefs anfwerable to the care, the labour, and
c
the Example of your honefl Parents : But

' remember, that both thefe inward Convicti-
* ons, the Care and Advice of Parents and
' others, are merciful Vifitations to you from

]
your great Creator ; in order to gather you

' in your young Years into Righteoufnefs,
c without which none can enter the Kingdom
* of God : And be aflbred, the Time will

' come, and it may be unawares, when you
' muft be accountable for them all to the Judge
* of Heaven and Earth. Therefore be intreated

* to feek after acquaintance with, and Sub-

{ yourfelves, which you make profefHon of

* that by the power and virtue of it, you may
* come to be WitnefTes of its faving you from

j Vanity, and delivering from corrupt Incli-

l nations j and fo you may be brought into
4 Communion with the living God, and be-
1 come faithful Teftimony-bearers for him in

' your Generations, in the room of your Pa-
c rents and ochers who are pafTing away : The

I Bleffing of the Lord fhall then be upon you
' while here, and at laft an Inheritance among
' the fanclined will be your Portion.

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1 And tho' fome young People among you

may not have had thofe Advantages of due

care over them, nor the benefit of Examples

in Sobriety and Faithfulnefs, from their Pa-

rents, which fome others have ; yet I believe

thefe can fee that it has been their Parents

Fault, and that if they had been true to

their Principles, or rather to the Principle

of Truth they profefTed, it would have

taught them, both to have been better Ex-
amples, and to have advifed and reftrained

you more, from vain ways and Company,
and youthful Pleafures, which we know war
againft the Soul. Wherefore be perfuaded,

I Defeech you, as you are I believe convinced

concerning the Truth, to learn of it, and.

fuffer it to lead you, tho' it be from your

Pleafures ; and inftead of taking liberty ei-

from your Parents Indulgence and Neglect,

or their loofnefs and mifconducl:, rather let

them ferve as Caution and Inftruction to you

not to do the like ; feeing you know or believe

that they mould have done otherwife. My
Heart is engaged for your good and happi-

nefs every way, oh you young People ! who
have been brought up in fome profeffion of

the bleffed Truth of God, in particular at

this time -, and I am fenlible as I treat in

plainnefs with you to cleave to Truth, that

you may be broken off from Vanity, and

vain and idle Company, which its impomble
to ufe frequently and unnecefTarily without

* damage
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' damage and hurt, if People look with 3

< right Eye : Therefore be warned and fhun
« it in time, before you be like it, as I fear

c fbme are already too much. Let the extend-
c ing of divine Love, both fecretly in your
c Hearts, and inftrumentally win upon you,
e and humble and foften your Spirits before the

« Lord of Mercy, who is gracious abundantly,

' and waits to {hed his Love abroad in many
' Hearts, if they would but make room for it

:

< In the ifluing forth thereof towards many of
' the Youth, who have been lovers of their

' own ways, more than the ways of Gofpel
' Truth, I thus difcharge myfelf to you; with
4 Prayers that this renewed Vifitation from our

' heavenly Father, who would make you his

* Children indeed, and Heirs of the Kingdom,
1 may have its due weight with you all.

1 And to you dear and tender ipirited Ones

among the Youth, Male and Female, up-
* on whom the fweet Influence of the Love
' of God hath made fome ImprelTion, and

« as God would have you to be -, tho' you are

' often befet with the ftrength of your own
Inclinations, and the fecret allurements of

* ous circumftances and tempers, and pleading

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the Harmlefsnefs of it too : Beware of fuch

things I intreat you, and as your Faces are

turned from them, when your Hearts are

mod tender, and your Spirits the mod fweet-

en'd with divine Love ; be careful not to

tamper with them when that may be a little

withdrawn ; for then is the time of the

Enemy's working : And love, I befeech you,

and as much as poflible keep to folid Com-
pany, there you will find Help -, and fhun

the Company that love idle, jangling, and

airy Difcourfe, for this draws back and
hardens.

* Thus, dear young Friends, be careful that

the Work which the Lord has begun in you,

in order to fit you for himfelf, and to enjoy

his holy living Prefence, may not be hin-

dred : If you cleave clofe to him, and regard

him diligently, he will be with you, and you

know not what Ufe he may make of you in

his Family, or to bear his glorious Name to

other People.

' And you, my Brethren, and tender Sifters ,

who have fomething of this Work commit-
ted to your Charge, to appear in publick in

and for the great Name ; fome of whom are

fitting for more and more Service, yet are

attended, as I know fome of you are, with

many Fears, and know Times of far with-

drawing, as it feems to you, (o that you

think you are emptier and leaner than other

People ; and fometimes the great Dhlurber
' feems
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feems almoft to be let loofe upon you -, thefe

are indeed diftreffing, humbling, proving-

times, yet they are times of learning great

Experience, and of fitting for divers Services,

as well as plunging thoroughly down, that

we may fee what we are, when the Power
of Truth hides itfelf from us, and to exer-

cife our careful Dependance upon the Arm
and Power of the Lord. I know there are

among you, who are WitnerTes that this hath

been the way, in which God hath led them,

and fitted them for his Work ; and in lean-

ing upon the divine Hand that {huts and

opens as it fees good, they have been preferved

living and fweet to this time. And I wifh

that all who take the mighty Name in their

Mouths in this refpecl:, were rightly prepared

for it, and had come in at* the right Door,

and kept a due Dependancy upon renewed,

divine Opening, and would open and ihut

with it : But I fear with fome it is other-

wile, tho' thofe who fland mod in need of

Caution, are often the moft backward to re-

ceive it ; and thofe who want rather taking

by the hand, are the moft fubject to fearch

and get under undue Difcouragements.
' Dear Friends, 1 am led fomewhat farther

than I was inclined to go in this refpedt ; but

I fee not how to eafe my Spirit otherwife,

and (hall add this Intreaty to you my dear

and truly efteemed Brethren and Sifters, whofe

Hearts and Souls are engaged in care for God's
* Honour,
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Honour, and the Churches growth in Righ-

teoufnefs, and Soundnefs in every refpect : Let

this laft mention'd Obfervation be under your

Notice ; and let all unfavoury and unfeafon'd

Spirits, who do, or would bring forth their

dry, dead and killing Offerings in publick,

be difcouraged, let their Words be as fmoothly

compofed as they may ; for this, you know,

may be done by the Wit of Man, but they

can never beget rightly to God. And as this

ought to be difcouraged, being a Diftemper,

as I may call it, that hath attended your

Country, and is a very great hindrance to

Peoples Growth ; fo the tender and fimple

who are living in the Truth, tho' little, mull:

be encouraged : And I pray God, that he may
ftir you up whom he has qualified for his

Work, and help you with his powerful Pre-

fence to labour in his Vineyard ; that People

may have the Opportunity of feeling and
tailing the Difference, betwixt that which is

but the Words ofMan y
and the Miniftry of

Jesus Christ, which quickens the Soul.
c Thus, my truly near and efteemed Friends,

Brethren and Sifters, in the Covenant ofLife,

and Fellowfhip of the everlafting Gofpel, I

open myfelf unto you j as I know Truth has

many times open'd my Heart, in fecret hope,

that tho' there is fomething of Advice and
flirring up herein, from a younger Brother

to many of you ; yet you will not fet it wholy
afide, but give it room in your Minds. In

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• immortal Love from the Father and Foun-
' tain of all our Mercies, I tenderly embrace

the truly living among you ; being brought

' under an Engagement of Spirit, for many
1 Days and Weeks, to vifit you with this Ge-

to leave with you now before I take my

' Leave of America. I remain your Friend in

* the Truth, and a Traveller for Zion's Prof-

Not long after he returned from this his

nrft Vifit to America, he married Margaret

the Daughter of "Thomas Hough, of Sutton in

Chejlnre, a Family of good Efteem in the world,

and walking anfwerable to our holy Profeffion

:

She was a Perfon of an exemplary Piety and

Prudence from her tender Years, and eminently

diftinguifhed by that mod valuable Ornament,

a meek and quiet Spirit.

From this Time we meet not with any

Account of his being engaged in much publick

Service abroad, till the Year 1709, when he

found himfelf engaged in Spirit to vifit Friends

in the South-weft Parts of England, of which

Journey the following fhort Account is pre-

ferved. The
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THE i2thofthefeventhMonth 1709, I fet

forward on my Journey, to vifit the South-

welt parts of England, having been under fome
Concern of Spirit, engaging me thereto, fome
time before : I left my dear Wife and Friends

at home, in a Senfe of our heavenly Father's

Love and Care ; and met my Uncle Gilbert
c
l'.?ompfon i

who had been under the like Con-
cern, at Middlewich in Che/Jure-, where we joined

together in the Service, and had a good edify-

ing Seafon with Friends there, in the at-

tendance of the Virtue of Truth, to our Com-
fort ; and went to Namptwicb, where we had

a Meeting the 15th, to which came feveral of

the People ; with whom we had a pretty open

Time. From hence we went to Wolverhampton,

and to Stourbridge, where we had Meetings ;

and fo to Worcefter, where on the 18th, being

the Firft-day of the Week, we were at two
Meetings ; that in the Afternoon efpecially, was

a good Seafon, through the free extending of

Truth, both towards Friends and others.

After this we had Meetings at Tewkfhury,

Gloucejler, and Painfwick, where we had a

pretty fatisfaclory Meeting, through fome deep

Labour of Spirit ; and fo to Nailfivorth, and
had a large Meeting ; in which the Love of

God engaged us in a deep Labour, and fup-

plied with Strength to diicharge our Spints,

tho' in a roufmg, making manner, and Truth
prevailed much to our Comfort, and to the

Help of the Faithful. From hence we went

M 2 to
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to 'fhornbury, where we had a feafonable Op-
portunity in the Meeting there ; and to to

Brijlol, and were at both their Meetings on the

25th, being Firft-day ; wherein Truth owned
us freely, both in giving its Teftimony forth,

and in coming up in a good degree of Domi-
nion. On the Third-day following, we had

another good folid Meeting, through the La-

bour of both, tending to bend fome too lofty,

and to ftir up fome who embraced this World
more than the Life of Truth, to more Care in

their Duty to God, and for their own Good.

From hence we went to Glaftonbury, where we
had a Meeting, attended with fome heavy La-

bour in the Extendings of the Love of Truth,

in order to itir up fome dull-fpirited ProfefTors,

as well as to ftrengthen the Faithful j and fo

to Grinton, where we had a pretty edifying

Seafon with Friends in their Meeting ; and

alfo the next Day at Long-Sutton
t

which
Truth owned with its Prefence, much to ours

and Friends Comfort.

The 2d of the eighth Month, being the

firft of the Week, we were at a Meeting at Wel-

lington, which was pretty large, but very ex-

crcifing, by reafon of a dull, earthly Spirit hav-

ing prevailed upon the minds of fome of the

Profeflbrs of Truth : But the divine Power in

Mercy, worked ftrongly in a roufing manner ;

tho' attended with much Tendernefs towards

the Faithful, who were glad, and praifed God
in Reverence. And that Evening we had a

good
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good open Meeting, both among Friends and

many fober People, and the Power and Tefti-

mony of Truth was exalted.

We had alfo a Meeting at Minehead, (where

there was a Marriage) and the Teftimony of

Truth went freely forth amongft the People,

there being of divers Profeffions, and our Spi-

rits were comforted with Friends. We then

went to the Quarterly-meeting for Devonfoire

at Collumptonr
which began that Day for

Wormip, and was folidly comfortable. The
next day was their Meeting for Bulinefs, and
a feafonable edifying Time. From hence we
went to a Meeting at Spiceland, where Truth
accompanied us mercifully, to the ftirring up
of thofe who were at eafe, and to the En-
couragement and Help of the Upright j and
fo to Exeter, and were at Friends Meeting,

which was pretty large, and Truth opened

freely towards them, engaging us to declare,

that in becoming lubject to the Power of God's

Spirit, we only can become his People indeed ;

and that to live under the Senfe thereof, was
our Prefervation : At Stickle-Path we likewife

had a Meeting with Friends and many other

People ; amongft whom we were favoured

with a pretty open Time. From this Place we
went to Launcejion, Perfiore, Falmouth, and
the Lands-end^ and had a Meeting at each

Place ; as alfo at Marazton, where feveral

other People came in, and through the attend-

ing of Truth, we had a good edifying Seafon.

We
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We then went to Falmouth\ and had a Meet-

ing there that Evening, which Truth owned
very eminently, to our, and Friends folid

Comfort > as alfo at Key the next Day, to

which Place many Friends from Falmouth ac-

companied us j from whom we parted in great

fweetnefs, and fet out for Trigany and Lejkard,

to a General-meeting, which was large, and a

bleffed Opportunity we had, through the gra-

cious attendance of Truth, and the Lord's holy

Name was magnified. From hence we went to

Plymouth, and had a Meeting there, and the next

Day at King(bridge, where a considerable num-
ber of other People came in, and the Power
and Teftimony of Truth was exalted. From
hence we went to TopJJjam, Chard, Thorncomb,

Bridport, and to Dorchefter ; in all which

Places we had Meetings, and at the laft Place

many of the Town's People came in, together

with a confiderable number of Friends, and the

Lord's Power and Teftimony prevailed to our

Satisfaction in a good degree, and the Lord was

praifed.

On the 4th of the ninth Month we went to

Pool, from thence to Ringwood, Fordingbridge,

Southampton, Alesford, and fo through^/to/zand

Guildford, to London the 12th; in all which

Places we had Meetings, and in moft to the

help and comfort of Friends, and the Honour
of the great Name.
The 13 th, being the firft of the Week, we

were at the Bull and Mouth Meeting in the

Morning 5
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Morning ; wherein the ancient Power of Chrift

our heavenly Head, came over Friends Spirits,

much to our Comfort and Strength : In the

Afternoon we were at the Peel Meeting, which
was very large, and many fober People came
into it ; and the Lord's Power was over all

in a great and folemn manner, and his holy

Name was magnified. We vifited the Week-
day-meetings, and on the 20th, being Firfi-day,

were at Savoy in the Morning, which was a

very large Meeting of Friends and others, and
an open good Time, through the blefled Pre-

valency of the Power of Truth ; and alfo in

the Afternoon at Wejlminfter, to our great com-
fort and fatisfaction. We continued to vifit the

Meetings in courfe through the Week, and on
the 27th were at Devonjhire-houfe in the Morn-
ing, which was a very great Meeting, and
were very bowingly opened by the Power and
Virtue of God's bleiTed Truth $ in the After-

noon at Grace-church-Jlreet^ which was very

large of Friends and others, and was, through
divine Goodnefs, a truly edifying and ftrength-

ning Time to the Upright, of whom I took
leave in great fweetnefs.

On the 28th we fet out on our way home-
wards, and had a Meeting in the Evening at

Watford^ and the next Day another at Jordans,
where feveral Friends met us from fome other

Meetings; and it was an edifying, ftrengthning

Time in the Prevalency of God's Power. We
had a good open Meeting the day following at

Aile/buty
i
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Ailejbury, where there were fome newly con-

vinced of Truth, and fome other fober People,

to whom the power of Truth reached freely,

and came into good dominion, bleffed be the

Name of the Lord God. We had a Meeting

at Banbury, which was pretty large, and a good

comfortable time, through much deep labour

with divers forts of Spirits, and Circumftances

of People. From hence we went homewards

by Warwick and Birmingham, where we had

Meetings; on the ninth we parted, and on
the 10th I got home, and found my dear Wife
well ; and we were humbly and truly comforted

together, in the consideration of the Lord's

Providence to us, and in a fenfe of his great

and unfpeakable Goodnefs, in affording us his

bleffed Prefence, both abroad and at home.

From the time of his returning from this

Vifit in 1709, to his fecond Voyage to Ame-
rican i^ii) it does not appear from any

Memoirs in our poffeffion, that our Father
was engaged in much publick Service abroad

:

It feems moft probable that he was now at li-

berty to difcharge the neceffary care over an

encreafing Family : In this Interval however,

he vifited Friends in feveral of the neighbour-

ing Counties frequently, attended the Quarterly-

meetings at Tork pretty constantly, and the

Yearly-meeting at London, as he found him-

felf engaged for that Service : For tho' few

were more diligent in Bufineis, more carefully

affectionate
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affectionate to every part of his Family, or

loved more to be at home, yet whenever he

perceived it was his Duty to leave them, he

could chearfully caft his care upon One that

was able to fupply all wants, and on whom he

fecretly and fteadily relied, not with prefumptu-

ous boldnefs, but with humble, reverent trull ;

and often, yea very often, would he take occa-

fion to recite to his Family the fignal Interpola-

tions of divine Providence in many Trials, and
Exercifes of various kinds.

In the Year 1.7 19, he met with a very clofely

affecting Difpenfation, in being deprived of a

faithful and affectionate Companion ; as were
feven ycung Children, the Elded not Ten
Years old, of a religious and moft tender\ careful

Parent;

, before they were capable of knowing
their Lofs. This he bore with holy Refigna-

tion, and Acquiefcence to the divine Difpofal,

as appears from his Anfwer to a Friend, who
was fympathizing with him on this mournful

Occafion ; The Lord gives, and he takes away %

his Will he done, he is worthy. But, what if I

mufl he called from my little-ones alfo f For at

this time he was apprehenfive, that it would
e're long be required of him, once more to vifit

America-. Which muff render the Trial fr.il!

the harder, as few, or perhaps none, ever ex-

ceeded him in paternal Care and Affection for

his Children. Yet when he became fully fa-

tisfied that it was the Lord's requiring, he gave

up freely, faying to his Children, as fome of

N them
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them could remember, that the? he had all the

anxious Concern of a Fatherfor them, yet he mufl

obey the holy Call of the Lord, who he believed

would carefor them in his Abfence*

Tho' an Account ofour Mother's religious

and exemplary Life, hath already been publifh-

ed in the Dying Sayings of Friends, * yet we
think it may not be without its Ufe to infert it

in this place, viz.

MARGARET FOTHERGILL, late

Wife ofJohn Fothergill in Wenjleydale,

lorkjhire, was carefully educated (when a

Child) by her Parents, amongft the People

called Quakers ; and while fhe was but very

young, did not only delight to go to Friends

Meetings, but came under a Concern ofheart

that fhe might become acquainted with the

Lord for herfelf, and be made a Partaker of
his quickning Power and Virtue in her own
Soul : Which Concern the Lord was pleafed

to regard, and gracioufly came in upon her

heart by his Power and Love, and thereby

helped her to draw near him, and worfhip

him knowingly, while {he was but very

young. And as fhe grew up, fhe continued

to delight in waiting upon God, and feeling

after his Goodnefs fecretly, thro' the pure In-

fluence whereof, fhe came to be cloathed

with a meek and quiet Spirit, and alfo helped

to ihew it forth in a grave, modeft and ex-
c emplary

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emplary Behaviour; becaufe whereof, fhe

was much beloved by moft that knew her

:

And fome time before ihe was married (be-

ing likely to leave her own Country) fhe came
under fome Exercife to exhort Friends, in

feveral of their Meetings, to a clofe walking

with, and a true depending upon God ; and

to beware of an unconcern'd Mind when
they appear'd before him in Meetings j which
Exercife fhe made mention of (being frefh in

her mind) on her Dying-bed.
* After (he was married, fhe continued a

true lover of Meetings, and an humble waiter

for the Refurrection of the Life of Truth,

right-well knowing, therein is all Ability for

the Performance of Worfhip acceptable to

the Lord. And as fhe was often attended

with Fear and Care, left any thing mould
divert her Mind from the fervent Search after

the Truth itfelf, which is abfolutely neceflary ;

fo would (he often exprefs her Sorrow of heart

concerning a Dulnefs and IndifTerency fhe

apprehended to be growing upon fome Peo-

ples Minds, who had profeffed the Truth
long.

' And notwithstanding her being often unfit

for attending Meetings, as fhe had a good
Will to do, efpecially Monthly and Quarter-

ly-meetings, by reafon of having feveral young
Children, and fometimes being very tender

and weakly as to her Confutation of body ;

yet would ihe often exprefs her Care, that

N a. 'the
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the Affairs of Truth in thofe Meetings might
' be managed with fuitable zeal and care for

the Glory of God ; fometimes faying, She-

could be glad, and was not without Hopes of
living, to be a little more at liberty to attend

thofe Services, and to dijcharge herfelf more
* fully amongjl Friends for Righteoufnefs-fake.-

Whereof me was a Pattern in her Converfa-

tion, being humbly careful, that the Lord's

holy Name might be glorified. And when
c

fhe was delivered of her laft Child, and got
c
to Bed, fhe exprefs'd much Thankfulnefs to

* the Lord, faying in a reverent Mind, How
* /ball we be thankful enough for all his Help,

and wonderful Goodnefs I And altho' fhe was
1

as hopefully got fo far as at any other time,

j (that being her eighth Child) yet did fhe

1 grow fufpicious of herfelf, and the third Day

after did difcover her Apprehenfions of being

taken away in thefe Words : 1 wonder that I
f cannot be troubled that I am like to leave my

I little-ones, and my dear, Hufband \ which Ex-

And with great weight farther faid, It is

greats or abfolute Mockery', to go to fit down

before the Lord in Meetings in a carelefs

Mind : And after fome little Stillnefs, in the.

Strength of the Word of Life, fhe faid, There

was a terrible Day of ^Judgment comings or

haflening upon the Backfliders in Sion. And
after that me feemed to be ealier in her Spirit,

and lying fome Time more dill, her Hufband
foftly afked her, How me was ? She reply'd,

Welly or pretty well

my Love , I find nothing

but Eafe and Peace. And tho' her Weaknefs

had then prevailed much upon her, and me
lay pretty flill for fome Time, yet her

Strength was renewed in the Power of Truth,

wherein me brake forth in Supplication, in a

very humble and fervent manner, for the

Church in general ; and alfo mentioned her

little-ones. And farther faid, Let me be

bowed down before the Lord, that the Fruit of
my Body may be enriched with thefame Favour,

Love, and Goodnefs , and fo went on in

praifing and glorifying God, in the Abound-
ings of his Love, and merciful Goodnefs, to

the
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the tendring the Hearts of moil about her.

And after fome Time, flie being intreated to

endeavour after Reft, or Sleep, me anfwered,

/ had a fine or eafy Day, Tefterday, but this

will be a hard Day ; for I think 1 Jhall reft

little more, till I rejl for altogether ; that be-

ing about or before the Middle of the Day ;

and fo (lie continued in humble Acknow-
ledgments to the Lord for his Goodnefs and
Mercy, and in Praifes to him, who me often

faid, was worthy, worthy of it for evermore^

fo long as her Words were intelligible.

c And tho' fhe had a hard Struggle with

Death, yet the Sting of it being taken away,

me feemed not to regard it, or complain, her

Spirit being borne over it, by the Senfe of

Joy and lafting Pleafure me was near to

launch into the full Fruition of ; and that

Evening me departed, being the fifth Day of

her lying in Child-bed, and the 16th day

of the fecond Month 17 19, in the forty

fecond Year of her Age, and was buried the

1 8th day in Friends Burying-place, accom-
panied with a great Concourfe of People,

amongft whom the Teftimony of Truth was
borne, in the Power and Goodnefs of the

Lord Almighty, to the Comfort and ftrength-

* ning of many.'

Not long after this, it came before him to

pay another Vilit to America : For which

Journey he began to make the neceflary

Preparations,
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Preparations, committing his Children to the

Care of Relations and proper Perfons. But a

dangerous Accident which befel him about this

time, feemed likely to have retarded his Jour-

ney : By a Fall in the dark, upon an Inftrument

made ufe of for cutting Hay, he received a

deep and large Wound in the flefhy part of his

Thigh ; as he lived in a part of the Country

where no proper Affiftance could fpeedily be

had, he directed his Servant to few up the

Wound, whilft he held the lips of it together

himfelf. Of this Accident he recover'd io fall,

as to get Abroad in lefs than two Weeks, to

the Admiration and Surprize of many of his

Neighbours, who being little acquainted with

any other Calls than thofe of temporal Intereft;

or any Duties where this is not the Object, ig-

norantly interpreted it as a Judgment inflicted

upon him by divine Providence, for leaving his

Family and outward Concerns.

Being hinder'd by this Accident from at-

tending the Quarterly-meeting at Tork, as he

had deiigned, he acquainted his much efteemed

Friend Benjamin Hornor with the Occafion of

his Abfence, in the following Letter, addrefTed

partly to him, and partly to the Quarterly-'

meeting at Torn.

1 Dear Friend, B. Hornor ;

' T T has happened that I have been ftaid

' JL about home, fomewhat longer than I ex-

' peeled when I was laft with thee, partly in

' that
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that my own Affairs have not feemed to rid

out of my way, fo much to my Satisfaction,

as I have defired to leave things j and alfo

having been enlarged beyond what I then

law, to vifit divers Places in my own Coun-
try, in the Movings of the bleffed Truth,

which has been gracioufly fanctified and

made truly profitable ; all which gives me
Satisfaction. I have hitherto been order'd in

the Will of the all-wife Difpofer, which to

me is enough, being all I defire on my part

;

and it was pleafant to me, to fee a like-

lihood to have the Comfort of being with

my near Friends in the Quarterly-meeting at

York again, before I leave my native Land ;

but now I am like to be prevented, by reafon

of an Accident, whereby I am like to be un-

fitted for travel, a Week or two at leaft : Yet

my Friends may know, that tho' I have been

befet with fome Straits and frefh Difficulties in

this pinching Time, altogether unlooked for

;

having been plunged in Expectation of hav-

ing to wade through a narrow paffage to the

Service before me; yet I am not dejected, or

unfettled in my Spirit, under the Siftings

which are fuffered to attend me j becaufe my
Mind is preferved intirely quiet under re-

newed Sweetnefs, believing the Lord al-

mighty is near, and will go before in his due

Time.
\ And, dear Friends^ altho' I defire not to

magnify mvfelf among my Brethren, yet is

O « my
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my Heart engaged in travail to be more and
more known among the Lord's Family of

all ages, in the hidden root of immortal

Goodnefs ; which is the only true Engager of

Hearts for the Lord's Caufe and Teftimony,

and which rightly fits, and maintains ftrong

for the work of our Day : And as my Heart

is made often to itoop in awful Reverence

before him, for Help to live fo as Accefs to

the pure Spring of Sufficiency may be re-

newed j fo my Bowels, in true Brotherhood,

move within me for my Brethren's Sake, that

a fuitable Watchfulnefs and Fervency of Spi-

rit, in feeling after immortal Goodnefs, may
grow and be maintained, through all De-
grees in the Lord's Family ; and if we flack

not in attending upon the pure Spring, I am
well afTured, the Lord our gracious and
mighty Helper will be near to fupply with

Life and Favour, Wifdom and Ability, to

ferve him acceptably ; and to mew forth his

Mercy and Salvation, to the Enlargement of

the Borders of his Sanctuary, fo that his

Name may be more and more known and

renowned in the Earth ; fo be it, faith my
Soul.

' Tho' I am like to be difappointed of the

Opportunity of being prefent with you at

this Time, yet I am thankfully glad, and

ftrengthned in my Hope, both on your

and my own Account, if I mould not meet

with you here any more; in that I find my
* Soul
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1 Soul enlarged, and flowing in a current to-
c wards you, in that pure Love wherein new
* Jerufaletris Children have their true Confo-
c

lation ; and wherein, my dear Friends, \
c tenderly falute you, hoping to be better'd

* for your tender Remembrance, when we
* may be far feparated ; and thus I fhall con-
c elude, remaining your loving and near
' Brother in pure Fellowship.

At the Time propofed he fet out for

London, in order to take Shipping for America

;

of which Voyage, and of his Labours in the

Work of the Miniftry in that Country, he
kept the following Journal, which tho' fhort,

was judged worthy to be preferved, viz.

IN the Year 172 1, an Exercife of Spirit, in

the moving of the Word of Life, came
upon me to vifit Friends in America again ;

and tho' the matter feemed fomewhat ftrait at

the firft, becaufe my Wife being taken from
me, I was left with a pretty many young Chil-

dren j yet the moving of the Word in my
Heart was fo powerful, and fweet, that I was
foon made perfectly willing to give up all and
to follow the Lord freely : I laid the Concern
before the Brethren at our Monthly-meeting,

and then at the Quarterly-meeting, where

Friends readily fignified their Unity with me
O 2 in
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in the Exercife. I then fettled my Affairs,

and placed my Children under proper Care,

and in the latter-end of the firft Month 1 72

1

took leave of Friends in our own County, in

the Love of God, and fet out for London^ hav^

ing Laurence King as a Companion in the •

Service; We had fome Meetings among Friends-

in the way, in which the Lord owned us^

and ftrengthned us by his holy and living Pre-*

fence j greatly confirming us, that we were on
the way in his Counfel and Requiring. We
came up to London in the fecond Month, and
ilaid there about three Weeks, vifiting the

Meetings, the Lord opening a door for our

Service among Friends in the City, and merci-

fully attended with his blefTed Prefence, much
to ours and Friends comfort, and the Name of

the Lord was glorified.

Then finding our Minds fet at liberty to go

forward, and a Veffel bound to Virginia being

ready to fail, we took leave of Friends in the

Love of Chrift, and left London the 6th of the

third Month. We were favour'd with a fafe

Paflage, and arrived in Tork-river the 6th of

the fifth Month 172 1. The Lord's Counte-

nance was often gracioufly manifefted, to my
great Humiliation and Comfort, often filling

my Soul with Praifes to him.

We got up to Skimina, and the 9th of the

Month, being Firft-day of the Week, we had

a Meeting there, where there are but a few

Friends, tho' ieveral fober People came in and
were
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were very attentive to hear the Teftimony of

Truth ; and it was made a good Seafon to us,

thro' the Prefence of Truth. On the nth we
had a Meeting at Warwick, where a pretty

many fober People came in with Friends, and
we were favoured with the free Extendings of

the Love and Goodnefs of God to our comfort,

and the Satisfaction and Encouragement of the

Meeting in general. On the 13 th we went to

a Monthly-meeting at Chuckatuck, where was
a fine appearance of Friends, and the Lord's

good Prefence, and the opening of his Word
and Counfel was with us ; and his holy Name
was magnified. The 1 6th we were at Friends

Meeting at Perquimons in Carolina. The 18th

we had a Meeting at Jofeph Barrow's, to

which many fober People came, and the Lord's

Power and Goodnefs was gracioufly prefent

with and amongft us, to our great Comfort,

the Peoples Satisfaction, and the mighty Name
of the Lord was glorified. We came back
from thence to a Meeting at Little-river, where
we were favoured with facred Help, and the

Teftimony of Truth prevailed amongft the

People.

On the 20th we were at the Monthly-meet-
ing of Friends at Pafpitank, whither came
many Friend? ; and we had an edifying Seafon

together, thro' the abounding of gofpel Life

and Wifdom, bleffed be the holy and great

Name. We had a Meeting amongft fome ten-

der Friends the 2 2d, at Jofeph Henley s, and

went
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went from thence to the other fide Pajpitank,

to a Meeting we had appointed, and where
fome hundreds of other People were gathered ;

the Meeting was held under the Shade of a

large Tree, it being extremely hot. My heart

was much enlarged in the Power and Teftimo-

ny of the Gofpel of Salvation towards the

People, to the Glory of the Lord of Mercies.

We came over the River to Mary Glaijlers,

and on the 24th vifited fome Friends Families

there-away. The 25th we came to Little-

river Meeting again, which was very large of

Friends and others; and the Teftimony of

Truth opened freely and plentifully towards

the Meeting, and prevailed fweetly over many
Hearts ; and I fo far forgot my bodily Strength,

as to be very much fpent, the Weather being

very hot ; but the Life and Goodnefs of the

Lord God was magnified, and the Might of

his holy Arm fupported me beyond reafonable

Expectation.

The 26th we came to the lower Meeting-

houfe upon Perquimons-river again : The Meet-

ing was very large, and very folid and edify-

ing. The 27th we came over the River again

to a Meeting not far from Gabriel Newbfs ;

but fo great a number of Friends and others

were gathered, that the Houfe could not con-

tain them ; the Meeting was therefore held

under a large Mulberry-tree, and we were

greatly favoured with the glorious Prefence and

Power of the Lord God, to our great help and

Comfort

;
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Comfort ; the Teftimony of the Gofpel pre-

vailed in an eftablifhing, ftrengthning manner
over many Souls ; and the Name of the Lord
was magnified.

On the 28th, being accompanied by many
Friends, we went among fome new Plantati-

ons, where we had appointed a Meeting, which
confidering the Place, was very large, (it be-

ing towards Virginia) and the Lord was pleafed

to blefs the Time unto us, by opening his Life

and Teftimony to the Edification of Friends

and the Satisfaction of the People, who were
very attentive. We took leave of moll: of the

Friends of Carolina here, in a fenfe of the

Love and tendering Power of Truth, and in

much nearnefs one to another. From thence

we came to Nathan Newby's in Virginia, where
we had a large Meeting the 30th, moftly of
other People, who were, as in many other

Places there-away, attentive to the Teftimony
of Truth, which in the Openings of the Power
of Chrift, went freely forth among them that

Day, to the Glory of God. We went the 3 ift

to Robert 'Jordan's, and on the iftof the fixth

Month we had a large and folid Meeting near

Nancemund-river, and on the 2d at the Weft-
em-branch Meeting-hcufe, which was large,

and mercifully favoured with divine Attend-
ance, to the Help of fome tender Friends there

;

tho' there were many other People, with whom
Truth itfelf had but very little place.

The
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The 4th we went to a Meeting at Rajco-

neck, which is a fmall Meeting, but the Name
of the Lord was with us to declare its Excel-

lency, and Safety for Refuge. The 6th, being

Firft-day, we were at Friends Meeting in Le~

vy-neck, which was large, as many Friends

and others came to it many Miles : It was a

fearching, exercifing Time, but through the

Lord's Goodnefs, it proved a good and Service-

able Meeting. On the 8th we went towards

the head of Elizabeth-river, where there were

a few Friends, and had a Meeting at Sarah

Whitehoufe^, to which came fome pretty inno-

cent People, with whom I had a good open

Time. From thence we went to a place called

the Great-bridge, and had a Meeting at a

friendly Man's houfe, to which likewife came
many fober People, and fome of the more
Considerable there-abouts, and we had a fatis-

factory Seafon amongft them : And there being

one Henry Woodward at the Meeting, he in-

vited us to go with him to lodge, which I was
very eafy to accept of, and three other Friends

who were with me, accompanied us. Both he,

his Wife and Children, were exceeding friend-

ly and loving ; and both the former went with

us to another Perfon's houfe, where we had a

Meeting amongft feverai fober and tender Peo-

ple ; and it was made a profitable Time to

many of them, through the Lord's Goodnefs.

We then went to vifit one Robert Stewart (a

loving friendly Man) and his Family, and had

a good
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a good Opportunity with them, and lodged

there that Night, as he would not willingly

part with us.

The i ith, being clear of that part of the

Country, we came back to John Ho/liweli's,

near Nancemund-river, and had a Meeting that

Evening with a few Friends who lived near

him, much to my Satisfaction. The 13th we
were at Friends Meeting near Nancemund, to

which came many Friends from feveral other

Meetings j and though I was but weak in

Body, and much indifpofed, yet the Lord's

Goodnefs and Life ilrengthned me, and we
had a folid, fettling Meeting, to the Lord's

Glory, and the Comfort of many. The 14th

we vifited a Widow Woman, whofe Name was

Baker, and her Children ; where our gracious

God was mindful of us, and by the fpringing

up of his Love among us, made glad our Souls

together.

The 15th we had a Meeting in a Barn at

James Copeland's, whither came a coniiderable

number, both of Friends and others, from among
the Woods ; and the Power and Dread of the

Lord of Hofts, mercifully owned us, and pre-

vailed over many ; the Teftimony of Truth be-

ing over all. The 16th we parTed over a River

called Black-water, to a Place newly fettled, and
had a pretty large Meeting among fome Friends

and People there-abouts. The 17 th we rode

thro' the Wildernefs to another new Settlement,

where on the 18th we had a Meeting with

P fome
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fome People who lived difperfed among the

Woods, and tho' many of them feem'd to

know very little about Religion, yet the Lord
was good to us, in owning us with his Pre-

fence, and enabled us to preach the Gofpel of

Chrift in the Power of it, among them, where-

with divers of them feemed much affected.

The 20th, being the firft of the Week, we
were at Friends Meeting, in their Meeting-

,

houfe in Surry County, which was pretty

large j but too many of the ProfefTors of

Truth there, as in fome other Places, for want
of living to the Truth, flood in the Way of

the Gofpel-life, and hinder'd its Prevalency

among the People ; yet the Lord helped to de-

clare the Truth in the Power thereof, and filled

my Heart with Praifes to him.

The 23d we had a Meeting at the Widow
Butlers Houfe, to which came feveral foberly-

behaved People ; and through the Lord's

Goodnefs and Help, we had a good Opportu-

nity among them. We came back from thence

to Robert Hunnicut\ and had a Meeting near

his Houfe, among the few Friends who live

there-abouts, and a pretty many other People,

wherein the Lord's Power, and the Teftimony

of Truth, made fome Impreffion on them, to

the Glory of the Lord of all our Mercies.

From hence we went with a Friend called

James Benfordy
in whofe Family we had a

good little Meeting that Evening. The next

Day we crolled James-river to William

Lead\
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Leads, where a fmall Meeting is ufually kept}

and we had one that Day, in which the Lord
mercifully owned us with his living Power, and

furnifhed with Ability to preach the glorious

Gofpel of Chrift in a good degree of Domi-
nion, to the Praile of our gracious God. The
27th we had a pretty large Meeting at Curies,

and lodged at Thomas Pleafa?2t'$ ; and on the

28th, with fome other Friends, we rode up the

Woods to a place called Dover, where few
Friends live j we lodged two Nights with one

Jofeph Parfon, who with his Wife entertained

us chearfully, tho' not profemng with us. On
the 29th they went with us about four Miles,

where a pretty large Meeting gathered ; in

which the Power and Teftimony of the blefTed

Truth reached freely to the People, to their

general Satisfaction, and the Comfort of many.
The 30th we had another Meeting, kven.

Miles higher up in the Woods. The 3 1 ft we
crofTed over James-river, and had a Meeting

amongft fome People who requefted it ; to

which many came out of the Woods, and the

Lord favoured us with his Prefence and Help,

fo that Truth prevailed. That Evening we
came down to a French Settlement called Ma-
nikin Town, and on the ill of the feventh

Month we had a Meeting; there : to which di-

vers of the French People, with others, came -,

and the Lord was gracioufty mindful of us,

his Gofpel Teftimony freely reaching forth in

his free Love towards the People, and Truth

P 2 was
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was magnified amongft them. We lodged with

one Daniel Groom, a Man upon whom the

Truth had made an Impreffion in a Vifitation

of Mercy, and we left him tender and loving.

After the Meeting we took leave of that part

of the Country, in much eafe of Spirit, and

came to Thomas Pleafa?ifs that Night.

On the 2d we went to the Monthly-meet-

ing at Edward Mc/bys, where many religious

People, befides Friends, were gathered j and

the Power and Goodnefs of the Lord appeared

among us, to the Satisfaction, Comfort, and

Eflablifhment of many ; as alfo in faithful

Warning to Backfliders and lukewarm ProfelTors

of the Truth : Friends went through the Bufi-

nefs of their Monthly-meeting in a peaceable

tender manner. We lodged that Night with

John yohnfon at the Swamp, and on the 3d,

being Firft- day, had a large Meeting of Friends

and many others, where divine Mercy and

Goodnefs owned us, and helped to declare the

way of Life and Salvation, in the Demonftra-

tion of the holy Spirit; many were comforted,

and the Name of the Lord magnified in the

tnidft of his People.

The 4th we went to Black-creek
y
where we

had alfo a large Meeting, and many People not

of our Society (tho' generally very fober) were

prefent. But thro' the Backfliding, or Indiffe-

rency of fome, who had been convinced of

Truth in that part, the Way of the Testimony

of the Gofpel feemed very ftrait ; yet the bleffed

Power
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Power of Chrift did by degrees prevail, to the

Praife and Honour of Truth, the Encourage-

ment and Comfort of many. We lodged at

Garrart Ellfyon's, and on the 5th, we had a

Meeting over the Monky-river, where few or

no Friends had ever been, or had a Meeting

before ; the People who came were generally

fober, and attentive to hear the Truth declared,

and we had a fatisfactory Time among them :

Several were very loving. We came back to G.

Ellyfons, and had another Meeting the 6th at

Black-creek, more felecl to Friends or friendly

People, where the Lord appeared mercifully

mindful of them, opening both Counfel and
Warning to the Loofe, Encouragement to the

Honeft, and in the Riches of his ancient Love,

made the time very comfortable to us.

The 7th we went to the Meeting at William

Lead's again, where the Lord gracioufly owned
us with his Prefence, and opened Counfef for

the Eftablifhment of the Well-minded. We
lodged at John Crew's, and went again to a

Meeting at Curies, where we had a mercifully

open time in the Love of Truth, to exhort

Friends to Faithfulnefs to the Lord j we took

our leave of them in his Love, and lodged at

y. Pleafanfs, where the next Morning we had
a truly edifying Opportunity, in the Openings
of the Power of Chrift, with fome Friends

who came to take leave of us.

The 9th we went over James's and Apa-
mattock Rivers, lodged at the Widow Butler's,

and
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and went to Jofeph Pater/on s
y a friendly Man,

who lived on the Bank of this laft River, up
in the Woods, his Wife being a Friend ; we
had a pretty large Meeting on the roth among
a tender People, being almoft at the outfide of

the Inhabitants that way j and the Lord was

pleafed to open my Heart and Mouth to preach

the Gofpel of Life, in mach Opennefs of Spirit,

tohisPraife: The People appeared fatisfied,

and feem'd very defirous of another Meeting,

which I gladly fiibmitted to, and appointed it

to be at Timothy Harrifons ; it was held on

the nth accordingly, among a larger number
than before, of fober People, and the Lord of

Mercies was tenderly mindful of us, and gra-

cious in extending of his Love and Goodnefs

to the People. I left that part of the Country

with much peace and comfort of Spirit, and

came back again to the Widow Butlers that

Night. The 12th we had a little Opportunity

with her, her Children and Family, wherein

Truth opening my Heart in Counfel and En-
couragement to them, to our Comfort, blerTed

be the Lord for his Help and Goodnefs.

Taking leave of them, we came down to James
Benford's, where we had appointed a Meeting,

which was held there accordingly the 13th ;

a confiderable number of Friends and others

came thither, and Truth was pleafed to own
us, in its Power and Wifdom, to the eftablifh-

ing of many in the way of Life.

The
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The 14th we took our Journey towards the

Yearly-meeting, and came to Matthew Jor-
dan's at Pagan-creek. The 1 5th to Chuckatuck,

where the Yearly-meeting was held, which
continued three Days : Part of the firft being

for the Bufinefs of the Church ; wherein divers

Things were inquired into, and offer'd to

Friends Consideration, relating to the building

up and preferving Friends from the Corruption

of the World ; and maintaining the Teftimony

of Truth amongii them in that Country; which
was done and received in a Spirit of Love.

The publick Meetings were very large, both

of Friends and many foberly-behaved People :

And thro' the merciful Help of the Lord's

Power, the glorious Gofpel, both in its Tefti-

mony and holy Life, was exalted over all; and

Friends had to part under the Senfe of the Love

and Goodneis of God, whofe holy Name was
magnified, as it is worthy to be for ever.

The 17th, being Firft-day, and the Con-
clufion of the Yearly-meeting, we came back

again to Matthew Jordan's. The 1 8th we took

our Journey Northward, and came to James
Bate's at Skimina. The 19th to William Trot-

ters, a Friend who lives remote from any

Meeting, and had a Meeting in his Houfe next

Day, to which divers of his Neighbours came,

and we had a good open Time in the Love of

Truth. We went that Evening to Thomas

Tricklows. The 2 ift to Warwick, where we
had a Meeting with the Friends who live

there-abouts,
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there-abouts, and lodged at Miles Careys. The
22d we went to Skimina again, where we had

appointed a Meeting to be that Day, and tho'

it is a low, decay'd place refpecting Religion,

yet the Lord was good to us, and helped us to

declare the unchangeable Truth, and way of

Life ; and to exalt its holy Teftimony over all

Unrighteoufnefs. We lodged with James Bates,

and on the 23d took our leave of him and his

Wife, and went to Black-creek to Garrart Ro-

bert Ellyfon's. The 24th, being the firfl of

the Week, we had a large Meeting, Friends

coming thither to meet us from many places

there-abouts ; we had a good edifying Seafon

in the Love of God ; and took leave of one

another in much Tendernefs of Spirit, as Chil-

dren of one Father. We went to a place call'd

the Swamp that Night, and the 25th, being

accompanied with a pretty many Friends, we
went up the Country to fee fome friendly People,

newly fettled at a place called Cedar-creek.

The 26th we lodged at Thomas Stanleys,

and had a Meeting there, wherein divine Good-
nefs favoured us with a fatisfaclory Opportu-

nity. A few there were, who made fome

Profemon of Truth, and many foberly inclined

People, towards whom the Love and Tefti-

mony of Truth extended freely, which was

greatly comfortable to us.

The 27th we took our Tourney thro* the

Country towards Potomack-river, and came at

Night to William Duff's in.

County. The 29th we had a Meeting among

a few Friends, and fome other fober People, at

Peter Skinner's, where we had a good and

feafonable Opportunity.

The 30th we went to a Meeting held at Mat-

tocks, at Juftice Wafoingtoris, a friendly Man,
where the Love of God opened my Heart to-

wards the People much to my Comfort, and

their Satisfaction ; and the holy Name of the

Lord was glorified. We came back to William

The 17th we had a Meeting in the Baptifts

Meeting-houfe near Skippolk, at the Requeft

of fome of them, where the Lord owned us

in his Wifdom and Power, and gave us a com-
fortable time to general fatisfaction.

We went to Philadelphia that night,

and the 20th into Jerfey to a General-meet-

ing, which was very large both of Friends and

others ; and tho' I met with fome Affliction

and Suffering of Spirit, becaufe of the prevail-

ing of a carelefs and libertine Difpofition a-

mongft many profeiiing the Truth ; yet the

Lord mewed himfelf gracious, in extending

Help to many Conditions -, and many Souls

were
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were comforted in the Love of Truth, the

Power whereof was exalted. We came back
to Philadelphia that Night, and went the 2 ill

to Nijbaminny, to the Meeting of miniftring

Friends and Elders, where we were comforted

together in the Love and Power of Truth.

The 2 2d we were at Friends Quarterly-

meeting for the County, wherein the Lord's

Power greatly prevailed, in humbling and
ftrengthning many Souls. We lodged at y.

The 12th
we took our Journey thro' the Wildernefs and
a great boggy Marfh, and fwimming our Horfes
over Mornce-river, we came to Cobanfey, and
on the 13th had a Meeting at Greenwich with
a few Friends and feveral other ProfeiTors; and
had a good opening, confirming time in the

Love of God, which was gracioufly extended
to us.

The 14th we went to a Meeting ac Salem,

which through the Lord's Goodnels was made
an edifying feafon ; and on the 15th we had a
Meeting at Pile/grove again, where pretty many
People were gathered ; and the Doctrine and
Power of the Gofpel of Chrift reached freely

towards them, to the Satisfaction of many.

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The 1 6th we came up to a Meeting at

fuffering of Spirit for Truth's fake) and has

profpered the Work in feveral Places ; both

in awakening fome of the forgetful and

lukewarm ; in reaching to manv amongil

T * the
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tizing Power j alfo in gathering fome from

without in divers Places : And the living and
concerned Hearts for Sion's Profperity, are

ftrengthned and encouraged.

* And tho' a forgetfulnefs of the Lord's

Goodnefs, and merciful Vilitation, in fome,

and of the Duty of living near the Truth,

and an Unwillingnefs to walk within, and a

flight of the Bounds of Truth in others, have

forrowfully prevailed in too many Places ;

yet bleffed be the Lord God for ever, he is

at work, and arifmg to turn the Stream of

divers hurtful Things which have crept in ;

and I am ftrong in Faith, that the Power
and Life of Righteoufnefs is prevailing, and
will fpread in the Earth, and in thefe Coun-
tries, even in this Generation, to the Glory

and firiving too earneftly after them, both

with refpect to the Gain, and the Great-

nefs of this enticing World, either for ycur-

felves or your Pofterity ; the grafping after

which, has hindered divers amongft us from

being fo ferviceable in their day, as they

might have been -, and not only fo, but a

Way hath been opened thereby to greater

Damage, in their becoming Snares and Hurts

to their Off-fp ring.

And you who are Mothers, keep in a dili-

gent watchful Labour, that the Youth, who
generally are more immediately under your

Eye, and fometimes your ordering too, in

feveral refpects, may grow up, and be pre-

ferved in fuch Society and Converfation ; as is

moft likely to influence them to love the

Truth, Purity, and the Adorning, and Be-

haviour agreeable to it ; which is the mofl

beautiful of all : And Fathers likewife mould
carefully unite together in this Concern.-

Suffer, dear Friends, this Word of Ex-

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Arm j which tho' it may fometimes lead thro*

exercifing Siftings, yet will it carry forward

that blerted Work, and Way to Blefling,

which is begun in many amongft you : For I

am well aflured, that the Love and Favour of

the God of Bleffings, is mercifully extended

towards the younger Generation, to make
you ferviceable in his Houfe, both Males and

Females, and truly honourable in your Day

:

And I have ftrong Hopes, that the Lord will

raife up many among you, who often walk
with heavy, and doubtful Hearts j and

make you as poliihed Shafts in his mighty

Hand, and Inftruments of honourable Ser-

vice in the Church ; to the Comfort of many
Souls, and the lpreading the Fame of Wif-

dom in the Earth, if you patiently wait and

depend upon the Sufficiency of his holy

Power.

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The 17th of the ift Month we came over

Delaware to Philadelphia to the Meeting of

Minifters, it being their Halfyear's-meeting,

principally for Worfhip, for the Provinces of

Penfihania and Jerfey ; to which came a great

number of Friends, and our gracious God was
pleafed to favour the Meetings with his holy

Prefence, and opened many things thro' us, to

their Comfort and Help j tending to ftir up
and engage many Hearts to Diligence in fol-

lowing and ferving the Lord. Friends parted

in thankfulnefs towards him, and true nearnefs

one towards another.

After fome other Service among Friends in

the City, and preparing for our Journey to-

wards New-England, we fet forward, having

many Friends with us, the 22d to a Meeting

at Briflol -, where a Man and his Wife, from
among the Seventh-day Bapti/ls, had been con-

vinced when we were there before : The Wo-
man was there now, and in a folid, tender

frame : The Meeting was, in the main, com-
fortable and edifying, tho' under fome Ex-
ercife with a dull unfaithful People.

Peace and Sweetnefs in the Love of God.

The 30th we had a Meeting at Scituatey to

which came many fober People, and the Gof-

pel-power and Teftimony rofe and went forth

amongft them freely, to the great Satisfaction

and Comfort of divers. We took our Leave

of Friends there, and came up to Pembroke

again, and from thence to Jofeph Eddy's near

Taunton, where on the 2d of the third Month
we had a blefTed and open Meeting with the

few Friends there j many People not profeffing

with us came in, who feem'd much fatisfied

with the Teftimonies delivered. The 3d we
had a Meeting with Friends at William Chafes

at Swanzey, wherein the Lord's Goodnefs was
manifefted, much to our Comfort j and the

next Day we had a Meeting over a great River,

in a Place called Fair-town, where few Friends

live, but a confiderable number of other Peo-

ple came, and heard the Truth declared at-

tentively ; but in general they are a hard dark

People. We came over the River again, and

went towards Providence Woods, where on the

6th, being Firft-day, we were at a large Meeting

in
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in Friends Meeting-houfe near this Place, and

Truth helped us to declare the way of Life and

Salvation, among a wild raw People who came
in, and the religioufly-minded were comforted

and encouraged, the Life of Truth feeming

low among them. The next Day we went to-

People wonderfully. And it was made an

alarming Seafon to the carelefs and forgetful -,

a tender Vifitation to many of the Youth, and

a timje of ftrengthmng of the Hearts of the

true Seekers of Zion's Profperity, to the Glory

and Praife of the Lord God, who is worthy

for ever.

The 15th we went up into the Woods to

Jfhmael Spink's to a Meeting, where feveral

friendly People were met,* and we had a good

Opportunity with them. The 16th we went
farther back into the Wildernefs, to a new
fettled Place called Volintown, having fent to

have a Meeting appointed there for that Day ;

The next Day we came to William Robinfazs

at King/forty and on the 20th, being Firft-

day, we were at Friends Meeting there, and
notice having been given fome time before,

feveral Friends from other Places, and many
of the Country-people came in ; fo that it was

a very large Meeting, and the Teftimony of

of Truth went forth among them in great

dread ; tending to awaken them out of a floth-

ful eafe, which many in that Country had

long fat down in ; feveral of them having been

convinced fome Years, but fhunned the Crofs

of Chrift : And a Meeting of good Service it

was made, in the Love and Mercy of God,
and much to our Satisfaction.

Being clear of thefe Parts at prefent, we
went along with Friends over a Water to Can-

nanicot, to David Greens, and on the 21ft we
croffed another Ferry to Newport ; and there a

Paffage offering, we fet out directly for Nan-
tucket-IJland, whither we then inclined, and
got there, thro' the Care of divine Providence,

the next day in good time, but wearied with

hard travelling, and poor lodging ; but all was
well, Truth being with us, and fweeten'd all.

We lodged at Nathanael Starbuck's, and ilaid

a Week upon the Ifland, having feveral large

publick
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publick Meetings, and many others in feveral

Families 5 and the Lord almighty was pleafed

to own and attend us with his living, ftrength-

ning Power, and holy Counfel, for the feveral

Services, to the Glory of his own Name ; and

bleffed our Labour, to the great Comfort and

Help of Friends, and the Satisfaction of many
of the People, who came freely and pretty ge-

nerally to our Meetings, efpecially on the Firft-

day of the Week : And we took our Leave of

Friends in much fweetnefs and nearnefs of Spi-

rit in the Love of God, with true Thankful-

nefs of Heart to him, for the Help and Com-
fort of his living and glorious Prefence.

The 29th we fet out for the main Land
again, accompanied by feveral Friends in a

Sloop, and got well afhore, and were the 30th

at Friends Week-day Meeting at Penniganjet.

The 31ft we went to Thomas Hathaway 's at

Cujhanet, and on the next Day, which was the

1 ft of the fourth Month, we had a pretty large

Meeting there of Friends and others ; with

whom we had a profitable, informing Seafon

in the Power of Truth, but very heavy and

ftrait amongft fuch as might have been a

Comfort. The 3d we were at the Meeting at

Penniganfet again, where moil of thofe in that

part of the Country, and fome Friends from a

great diftance, met together ; and it pleafed

the Lord of Mercies fo to help us with Power

and Wifdom, that the Doctrine of the King-

dom, in the Life of Truth went freely forth,

and
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and prevailed in a good meafure over many
Hearts, and the Lord's Name was magnified,

being worthy for ever.

The 4th we went to Swanzey, thro' the

Woods and bad way, to Jofeph Chafes, and
were the next Day at a large Meeting, where

a Marriage of two young People was folem-

nized j a confiderable number of People of dif-

ferent Profeffions came to it, and the Lord
was pleafed to magnify his own Name and
Testimony to our Comfort.

The 6th we went towards Rhode-I/land, and

the next Day were at the Yearly-meeting at

Port/mouthy wherein the Father of all Mercies

greatly owned us with his Power, encouraging

to hope for his Help for the Service of the

other Part of the Meeting, which was held at

Newport, to which Place we went that Night.

On the 8th the Meeting gather'd at Newport,

and continued four Days ; it was fuppofed to

be the largeft that was ever held there, it be-

ing computed, that near two thoufand People

were prefent ; and the Lord almighty, the

never-failing Helper of his depending Chil-

dren, gracioufly opened his glorious Gofpei

Teftimony to the People freely and plentifully,

in the Demonstration of his eternal Power and
Wifdom, greatly to the Comfort and Confir-

mation of many Souls : There appeared to be
a general Satisfaction, and awful Reverence on
the Minds of People ; divers Matters came
under the Confideration of Friends, relating to

the
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the Propagation of Truth and Righteoufnefs,

and the comely Order of the Gofpel, in the

Meetings for Bufinefs ; all which were carried

on in Peace and Amity, and the great and mofl

worthy Name of the Lord was magnified over

all. After this Meeting was over, we fet for-

ward towards Bofion, and the Eafl, and came

to Swanzey the 12th, vifiting feveral Friends in

the way.

The 13 th we went to Taunton, where we
had appointed a Meeting at Jofeph Eddy's, to

which many Friends accompanied us, and a

pretty many People likewife came in ; fo that

we kept our Meeting in a Barn, and had a

good open Seafon, and the Word of Life went

freely forth to the People, who feemed to

hearken with Gladnefs, and the Life of Truth

affected many Hearts with folid Comfort. Af-

ter Meeting we went about feven Miles, and

got the 14th to Bojlon, where we had a Meet-

ing that Day, to which a confiderable Number
of People came, and Truth favoured us with

a pretty open Time.

The 15th we went to Ly?i, where we had

a large Meeting, in which the Power of the

Lord God, and the holy Teftimony of Truth

went forth eminently againft a dull, carnal

Mind, and worldly libertine Inclination, which
prevailed too much ; and for the Purity and

faving Nature of the Gofpel ; and many Hearts

were comforted. We went to Salem the Day
following, and on the 17th, being Firft-day,

we
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berly-inclined People came in, and thro' the'

Goodnefs and Love of God, Truth's Teftimony
and Power was exalted, to the refrefhing of

many Hearts, and the awakening of others to

more religious Confiderations ; fo that the

Lord's Caufe gained ground over worldly Eale

and Darknefs in fome good degree, blefled be

his powerful Name for ever.

The 1 8th we went to Newberry, and on the

19th we had a Meeting near the middle of the

Town, in a Warehoufe belonging to Captain

Brown (fo called) who offer'd it freely, and was
very loving to us : Many of the Towns-people
came in and about the Houfe, fome appearing

afraid to come in ; yet the Word of Life, and
Teftimony of Jefus, was evidently manifeft

among us in the Love of God, and had a fatis-

factory Reach and ImpreiTion upon many :

We parted with much Chearfulnefs, and our

Hearts were made truly glad, in that the Word
of Truth prevailed among them.

On the 20th we had a Meeting at Haveril
at Robert Pea/ley's, to which a pretty many
People came, and we had a good feafon among
them, Truth in part prevailing. The 21ft we
were at a Meeting at Elmjbury, which was
pretty large, it being Friends Monthly-meeting
for the Affairs of the Church 5 and it was a
profitable, awakening and edifying time ; the

living Power of Truth being manifeftly among
Friends to our Comfort.

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The 22d we had a Meeting at Hampton,

which, tho' much Dullnefs and Flatnefs of Spirit

had prevailed upon divers, yet thro* the bleiTed

attendance of the Lord's Counfel and Power, we
had a profitable feafon. We went the next

Day to Dover to Friends Monthly-meeting,

and on the 24th, being Firfl-day, were at the

Meeting again, where fome fober People were

gathered with Friends, and the Power and

Teftimony of Truth was fweetly manifeft a-

mong us thro' divine Favour.

The 2^th we travelled thro' a long difmal

Wildernefs to aTown called Wells, being defirous

of having a Meeting there, which was held the

26th. But the People were very fhy of Friends,

thro' the crafty and falfe Infinuations of the

Prieft, who neverthelefs did not appear while we
were there. We lodged at an Inn that Night, in

our way to Tork
y

at which place we alfo incli-

ned to have a Meeting ; and the 27th, with

pretty much endeavouring, we got liberty, and

had a little Meeting : Several People came in

and fat quietly, others came about the Houfe,

but feem'd afraid to come in
;
yet it pleafed the

Lord to own us, and to open in the Word of

Life, fo that divers appeared much fatisfied,

and were loving to us : We came that Evening

to J. Morrilh at Kittery, and the 28th went

down by water, near the Mouth of Pifcataway,

and had a Meeting, at a place called the Point,

with a confiderable number of People, no

Friends living there-away ; and the glorious

Gofpel,
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Gofpel, both in Doctrine and living Power,

went over all ; many were affected with Truth,

and the Name of the Lord was magnified.

The 29th we had a Meeting at the Town
called Portfmouth, in an Inn, where abundance

of People gathered, and were in general very

attentive and fober ; and the Lord's Glory and

heavenly Teftimony arofe and prevailed over

the Hearts ofmoft prefent, many of them freely

confefling, it was the Truth which was decla-

red ; and we were truly comforted in the God
of Strength.

The 2d I was at the

Meeting for Bulinefs, where I ftaid a part of

the Meeting, and was opened in divers weighty

Exhortations, and to recommend to Friends

more particular Care, fome hindring things

which were creeping in among them, that

they might watch in their refpective Places

againfh the Corruptions of the World j and
took my leave of the Meeting, and rode to the

X 2 Burial
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Burial of a Friend's Wife, whither a great

number of People came who had never been

at a Friends Meeting before ; with whom the

Lord gave me a blefled Time, to their great Sa-

tisfaction, and our Comfort. And then went
to the Grove about five Miles farther, where
many more People came, and there alfo the

Word and Way of Life was livingly fet forth,

and they ftaid with great Attention.

The 3d we got up early, and rode thirty

four Miles to a Meeting beyond Pifcataway-

river, where we had a blerTed Seafon in the

Life and Power of God, to preach the Truth ;

and feveral of the People were deeply affected

with it. We went that Night to Francis Al-

len's in Kittery, and the 4th had a Meeting

in Newichawanack, at a Friend's Houfe j to

which came feveral other People, tho' greatly

afraid on account of the Priefts j yet the Tefti-

mony of Truth in the Love of God, went

freely forth among them, and divers were ten-

derly affected.

The 5th we were at Friends Meeting at

Dover, where we had a good Opportunity, the

Life of Truth, and divine Part of Religion was

earneftly recommended, and prevailed 5 and

the flothful, idle and remifs were warn'd and

admonifhed. The 6th we had a Meeting at

Quochecha, at Ebenezer Famey's, where many
of the neighbouring People came in, and flaid

with great and folemn Attention, to hear the

everlafling Gofpel declared, whereunto the Lord
furnifhed
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furnifhed us in his living Power j and Truth
was exalted to general Satisfaction; bleffed be

the Lord God for ever. The next Day we
vifited feveral Friends Families, and on the

8 th, being Firft-day, were at Friends Meeting

again, where abundance of the Country-people

were gathered from all Parts there-about, and
the Lord was pleafed to own us with his living

Prefence, and open'd our Hearts in the Things

of Salvation in many refpects, which went
forth freely to the Meeting in much plainnefs,

and living demonstration, to the Eftabliihment

and Information of many Souls ; fome were

convinced of the Truth, and brought to tafle

of its Goodnefs, who I hope will continue to

walk in it : It was a Day of good Service for

the Lord, thro' his gracious Help, who has the

Glory of all. The 9th, being about to depart

from this Place, many Friends came to fee

and take leave of us, with whom we had a

heavenly bowing Time, in the Life of Truth,

which was plentifully with us, greatly to our

Comfort, and uniting our Hearts in the Fel-

lowfhip of Truth. We parted with many
Friends there, and others accompanied us to

Stretham, where a Meeting was appointed at a

Friend's Houfe ; to which divers of the neigh-

bouring People came, who were much Stran-

gers to Truth 5 we had fome Service among
them, and came away with true Satisfaction,

in the Peace of the Lord our God.

The
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The ioth we had a large Meeting at Elmf-

bury again, which greatly tended to our Com-
fort, to encourage the Living, and to awaken

fome fluggifh, unfaithful ProfefTors, and to the

winning upon the Hearts of many of the

Youth : Some of the neighbouring People

feem'd much fatisfied, and it was a Time of

good Service for the Truth, in the Lord's

Power, and thro' his Help : We lodged that

Night at Henry Dowe's, where in the Evening

the Lord gave us a blefTed edifying Seafon,

in his humbling Love and Power, to the Help

of the Family, and our Comfort.

The i ith we had a Meeting at Newberry,

wherein the Lord greatly owned us in his Love

and Counfel, for the fpreading of Truth, and

to the folid Comfort of Friends in general. On
the 1 2th we had a Meeting at Ipfwicb, with a

fober, innocent Woman Friend, her Children,

and fome of the Neighbours, together with

feveral Friends who accompanied and met us

here, and had a fatisfactory Seafon among them.

The 13I1 we were at a large Meeting at Salem,

where the Lord opened many clofe and weighty

Things to Friends, in the Senfe of the Life of

Truth, tending to their Growth in Righteouf-

nefs, and Prefervation in the Life and Sub-

ftance of Religion, and helped me to difcharge

my Spirit faithfully, and to a great degree of

inward Liberty and Comfort, blefTed be his

holy Name for ever.

Finding
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Finding fome Engagement remain, and re-

vive upon my Spirit towards Dover again, I

could not be eafy without returning back ;

therefore leaving my Companion, and hav-

ing another Friend with me, we rode to

Dover the Seventh-day, tho' it was extreme

hot Weather, and we had feveral large Ferries

to crofs, and got to jfobn Kenny's in good time.

And on the 15th, being Firfl-day, met with
Friends who were abundantly glad of my Re-
turn, divers fignifying their Expectations of
my coming again ; and the Lord was pleafed to

give us a good and confirming Meeting, much
to the Help of many, efpecially of fome tender-

fpirited People, who had been reached by the

Love and Power of Truth when we were there

before.

The 1 6th I had a large and prevailing Meet-
ing at Qy/icr-river, in the Power and Good-
nefs of the Lord, wherein many Hearts were
affected with Reverence and Worfhip to the

Almighty j but I believe the evil Spirit was dif-

turbed, and itirred up a Woman to make a

jangle and clamour againfl the Truth and
Friends, but not being able to mew any thing

from the Scripture, either againfl what was de-

livered there that Day, or agamft us in any
thing, which I defired her to make appear if

fhe could ; the People generally blamed her,

and would have had her been quiet, for Truth
prevailed that Day in many Minds. The 17th

I went to a Meeting I had appointed at Spruce-

creek,
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creek, where divers foberly-inclined People

came in, much Strangers to the Truth, and its

Doctrine ; and the Lord gave us a good Seafon,

in the Ability of his Power : Several of the

People were very tender, and I believe fome

will be gathered, e're it be long, to the Know-
ledge of Truth.

The 1 8th I vifited fome Friends Families,

and on the 19th had a Meeting at Andrew
Neal's in Newichawanack, which was made in

the Extendings of divine Favour, a good Sea-

fon, to the Help and Comfort ^f many, both

Friends and fome Strangers. The 20th I had a

Meeting in Quochecha, at Jofeph Eftis's, near

the Prieft's Houfe ; many of whofe Hearers

came in, and feveral were much affected with

the Life and Doctrine of the Gofpel, which I

had to bear Teftimony of, and the Truth

gained Ground to our Comfort, and the Glory

of God. We went up to Thomas Hanforis that

Night, to be fome Encouragement to the Fa-

mily to keep their Places, and their Truft in

the Arm of the Lord, the fure Defence of his

People, it being at that time itrongly reported,

that the Indians were on the point of com-
mencing Hoftilities againlt che Englifh, and the

People were generally gathering to Garrifons,

this Country being almoft a Frontier that way.

We had a good Seafon that Evening in his

Houfe ; there were two young Women prefent

who had been convinced where I was, fome

few Meetings before, and they were very tender

and
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and humble, with fome other young People

who came in ; fo that it was a profitable edi-

fying Seafon, in the Senfe of ftrengthning Life

from the Lord God. The 21ft I was at Friends

Monthly-meeting, where many Friends ga-

thered, and it was a good confirming time ;

the Love and Goodnefs of Truth being very

near, both to help the truly needy, and the

ftirring up of the unfaithful and negligent.

The 2 2d, being Firil-day, I was at Friends

Meeting at Dover, where gathered abundance

of People of many forts, and our bleffed and

never-failing Helper was graciouily regardful of

his own Work, and owned us with his Power,

both to inform the unlearned, to warn the

rebellious and negligent, to ftrengthen the

Travellers, the Babes, and the tender j very

much humbling Impreffion having been made
upon many young People there-away : We
had fome precious fweet Seafons, in the Ex-
tendings of the Life of Truth that Evening

among Friends in fome Families.

The 23d I came to Hampton, accompanied

with many Friends, and had a good fettling

and reviving Meeting, in the Senfe of divine

Love, and parted well, and near one another.

The 24th I had a large and bleffed Meeting at

Haveril, at Robert PeaJIefs, and took leave of

Friends there-away, under a weighty and ten-

dring degree of the Love and Life of Chrift

our Lord. The 25th, after fome time of

weighty Exhortation, and tender Salutation to

Y the
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the Family and Children, which was a com-
fortable Seafon, blerTed be the Lord our God
for ever, I fet out toward Salem, and had fome
Service at an Inn by the way, to declare the

Truth and the Way of its working ; of which
the People had never heard fo much before,

and feem'd glad of the Opportunity, and I was
comforted in the Love of God, which was
with us fweetly.

The 26th I was at Friends Meeting at Salem

again, not finding I could pafs eafy by it, tho'

I thought I had been clear before, and the

Lord gave us a good time, to the Refreihing of

many, and his great Name was glorified. The
27th I had a Meeting in Lyn, at a Friend's

Houfe, at the Requeft of fome of his Neigh-
bours ; it was a good open Time, in the Love
of Truth, which flow'd towards fome, in clear

Doctrine and Sweetnefs, but clofe and hum-
bling Warning to fome deceitful ProfefTors 5

fome good Impreffions were made on feveral

that Day.
The 28th I came to Bo[io?t y and here met

with my Companion again. And on the 29th,

being Firft-day, we had two Meetings ; like-

wife another on the Second-day, and again on

the Third, in Friends Meeting-houfe there ;

to all which there came a confiderable number
of foberly-behaved People, efpecially to the two

latter ; and Truth's Teftimony went forth

freely, and feem'd to have confiderable Influ-

ence upon feveral of the younger People par-

ticularly,
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ticularly, and on fome of the young Prieft-

hood -, tho' there were but a few Friends in the

place, and fome of thofe few, not what they

ought to be in their Converfations ; we la-

boured to have them together felect or diftindl

from other People, in order to advife them to

be more wife, and to have more Regard to the

Truth and their own Good ; and we hope it

may be of fome Service to them, and to the

Truth, and the Comfort and Strength of fuch

poor Hearts among them who love the Truth,

and feek the Honour of God ; but abominable

Pride, Envy and Hypocrify prevails (till higher

in that Place, more and more incurring the

Lord's Difpleafure, which will certainly come
upon them as an armed Man, fooner or

later, except they feek a place of Repentance

in time.

The i ft of the fixth Month we left the

Town, and came to William Chafes jun. at

Swanzey, and had a Meeting there the Day fol-

lowing ; which the Lord was pleafed to own,

and blefs with his Prefence and Counfel, to our

great eafe, and Friends comfort, and the Lord's

Name was magnified. The 3d we had a

Meeting over the River at Nefamiett, to which
feveral People not of our Profeffion came, and

we had a profitable Seafon, the People appearing

much fatisfied. The 4th we had a Meeting at

fome diftance from hence, where the People

were much Strangers to Friends and Truth, yet

they feem'd fatisfied with the Doctrine and

Y 2 the
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the Teftimony of it. The 5th, being Firft-day,

we came to Port/mouth on Rhode- IJland, where

the Meeting was very large, and thro* the Lord's

Goodnefs was made a helpful Seafon, the Life

of Truth prevailing over all. The 6th we came
to Newport, and fpent fome Days among
Friends there, and went to the Week-day
Meeting at Port/mouth again, which proved a

time of much eafe to us, thro' the free open-

ing of Life, and ability of Truth, which
greatly prevailed, and revived many Hearts to

the Praife of the Lord almighty. The Fifth-

day of the Week we had a great and humbling

Meeting at Newport, under the merciful At-

tendance of divine Power, which opened us

both in warning the loofe and Self-lovers, and

extended Relief and Help to the upright and

tender ; and Information to others not of us,

pretty many being prefent that Day on account

of a Marriage. The Sixth and Seventh-days

were partly fpent in vifiting Friends, fome Wi-
dows, and fome Sick, and went to Cannanicot

in the Evening.

The 1 2th we went to King/Ion in Narragan-

fet to a Yearly-meeting, which continued Firft

and Second-days, where many Friends, and

abundance of wildifh, airy, and infenfible Peo-

ple were gathered from divers places, tho' many
of them have long been willing to hear Truth

declared; and certainly the Lord's Goodnefs

and Mercy abounded towards them, and raifed

his own Teftimony among us into great Do-
minion,

ning upon many ; and to build up the honeft

Travellers in the holy Faith ; fo that the Lord
God of Mercies bleffed the Opportunity, and

his holy Teftimony gained ground in the

Judgments, and in the Hearts of the People to

his Glory and Praife, who is worthy for ever.

We lodged one Night at William Robinfo?ist

and the other at Thomas Rodman 's, where we
had a precious time with feveral Friends.

The 14th we returned to Cannanicot, and

the 15th had a Meeting, to which many of

the People of the Ifland came, among whom
the Lord opened our Hearts and Mouths in

dread and terror to the loofe, and the Rejectors

of the Crofs of Chrift ; they, many of them,

having been a convinced People ; yet healing

Goodnefs and fatherly Love ran fweetly to-

wards fuch as were in want of Help j and it

was made a gracioufly, edifying Seafon. That
Evening we came over to Newport, and on the

1 6th were at the Week-day Meeting there ;

for my Heart remained under a deep travail

and fuffering for the Seed's-fake, fome hurtful

Things having crept in among Friends on this

Ifland refpecting vain, worldly Liberty, which
was a great Obftru&ion to the Current of divine

Love, that gathers into, and maintains in

Unity : In this Meeting the Life and Wis-
dom of Truth greatly prevailed, many Hearts

were bettered, and holy Strength, I believe,

was gained by feveral, to watch and war more
diligently
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diligently againft that Spirit which leads to-

wards the World, and the death and darknefs

of it.

The 17th we went to a Meeting I wanted
to have at Tiverton on the main Land, where
abundance of Friends and others were ga-

thered ; and the Lord bleffed the time with his

Prefence and holy Help j and divers not of our

Profeffion, feem'd much fatisfied with the Doc-
trines declared ; we parted under the blefled

We now being at liberty

in Spirit to leave thefe Parts, we fet forwards

the 20th early in the Morning towards Long-

I/Iand, accompanied by many Friends, and

came over the two Ferries to Narraganfet

Country, and came to Weflerly to John Rich-

mond's, where we had appointed a Meeeting

fome time before ; which was made a time of

great Comfort and Dominion in the goings-

forth of the Life and Teflimony of Truth.

The 2 1 ft we came to New-London Ferry,

and meeting with a Perfon who was willing to

carry us over the Sound the next Day, we
lodged at an Inn, and on the 22d took Boat,

and had a fine eafy PafTage, and got afhore

early in the Afternoon, and rode up to South-

wold. The 23d we came to John HoIIock's at

Scatanakit, and the next Day had a Meeting

there with a few Friends and others who came
in, amongft whom the Lord's Goodnefs and
Counlel reached forth, to our Comfort, and

their Help. We came away that Evening to

Bethpkage, and to Wejlbury the 25th, to Friends

Quarterly-meeting which began that Day, and

continued the 26th, which was Firft-day, and

the Meeting very large, it being fuppofed there

were prefent near a thoufand People; and the

Power and Teftimony of the Gofpel of Salva-

tion extended freely towards them, and pre-

vail'd over many Hearts to the Glory of God.

People,

came back to Bethphage to Thomas Powel's, and

both Friends and others, were humblingly

affected therewith, and praifed the God of all

our Mercies. The 29th we were at Friends

Monthly-meeting at IVefibury^ and had fome

good Service among them, in the going forth

of the Love and Counfel of Truth.

States, and we were made truly near to the

living. The next Day we vifited fome Friends

Families, I hope to profit, in the good-will

of Truth ; and on the 4th we had a large and
precious Meeting at Oyfler-bay, in a Barn

;

there were moft of the Chief of the place, and
feveral Juftices of the Peace prefent, and the

Lord's powerful Teftimony prevailed in the

Hearts of many of the People, and I believe

the Truth will again be exalted in that Place.

The 7th we came
to New-Tork, and had a Meeting the fame
Evening : There are but few Friends, but a

pretty innocent People j with whom, andfome
others who came in, we had a good and

ftrengthning Opportunity, in the Love of God.
The 8th we came over a part of Long-IJIand,

and Staten-IJland, to Woodbridge in Eaft-Jerfey,

and on the 9th, being Firft-day, we had one

Meeting at Friends Meeting-houfe, and ano-

ther at Row-way-river, at John Shadwel/'s ;

both which were favourably owned by the

Lord of Mercies, and his Power and bleffed

Teftimony extended in a comfortable manner
to us, and the Help of many, bleffed be his

glorious Name for ever.

The 10th we had a Meeting back in the

Woods at John Lane's, where a confiderable

Number of People came in, and we had a

good Opportunity to declare the Truth among
them to Satisfaction, and came down to John
Kinfej% at Woodbridge. The 1 ith we went over

the Ferry at Amboy, and the 12th had a very

large Meeting at Shrewjbury, wherein the Lord

was pleafed to open many Things thro* us, to

the People in many States, tending to gather

the Strangers, and to build up the Convinced

in
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in the Power and Counfel of the holy Truth,

much to our eafe, and the Confirmation of

fome in the way of Righteoufnefs, and the

holy Name was magnified.

The 13 th we went to Ma?mafquan y
where a

few Friends live, and had a Meeting with

them, to which feveral other People alfo came ;

and thro' the merciful Help of the Power of

Truth, we had a feafonable open Meeting.

The next Day we fet out for Burlington

order to be at the Yearly-meeting there, being

accompanied by many Friends, and were the

15th at the Meeting for Ministers and Elders,

which was the beginning of the Yearly-meet-

ing for the Province of Penfylvania and the

Jerfeys. The Publick-meeting began on the

1 6th, and continued by adjournment three

Days, and the fourth for the Affairs of Truth

among Friends ; all which were not only very

large and orderly, but were greatly favoured

with the weighty and glorious Power, and

humbling Prefence of the Lord our God, much
to the Comfort of Friends, and a heavenly Vi-

fitation to many others : The Bufinefs of the

Meeting was managed in the Peace and Wif-

dom of our heavenly Head, to Friends great

Encouragement, and renewing of true Zeal :

We parted under a Senfe of the Love and Fa-
vour of our gracious God, whofe glorious

Name was praifed and magnified, who is wor-

thy for ever.

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The 20th we came to Philadelphia, to the

Week-day Meeting, which was large, there be-

ing a Marriage folemnized that Day ; and on

the 2 2d went down to Chejier, in our way to-

wards Maryland, we being not yet clear of

that Province. The 23d, being Firft-day, we
were at Concord, where Friends from many
parts gathered ; the Meeting was very large,

and the Lord's Power and holy Teflimony, in

many weighty refpects, extended freely and

largely in a prevailing manner. The next Day
we viiited feveral Friends Families, and the

25th had a Meeting at Kennet, which was
large, and thro' the Lord's Goodnefs was made
an edifying Seafon. We had a large Meeting

alfo at John Smith's, at Marlbrd the 26th,

where thro' the blefTed Favour and Help of

divine Power and Wifdom, we had a precious

and profitable Meeting.

The 27th we had a Meeting at New-garden,

which was large, and alfo mercifully favoured

with the Prefence and Power of the Lord al-

mighty, whofe holy Word of Wifdom and
Counfel was freely opened among us, to the

great Comfort and Help of many Hearts. And
here we took our leave of many Friends from

feveral Parts, in the living fenfe and true near-

nefs of the Love of Chrifl: our holy Head,

with Praifes to God for his Goodnefs and Mercy.

The 28 th we had a Meeting at 'Nottingham,

which was likewife large, and was made a

bleffed, flrengthning, and edifying Time, and

the Teftimony of Truth prevailed amongft

thofe who were not of our Society. The Day
following we crofled over Sufquehannah into

Maryland, and the 30th, being Firft-day, we
were at a Meeting at Bufh-river, where there

are but a few Friends, but many of the neigh-

good Service amongft them.

The 1 ft of the eighth Month we came down
near Patapfco, to Jonathan Hanforis, and on
the 2d had a Meeting with iome Friends

who live there-about, and feveral other People

;

and thro' the merciful Attendance of the Help
of Truth, we had a good time ; tho' we found

great want of Zeal and Faithfulnefs to the

Truth among the ProfefTors of it there-away ;

yet fome are honeffly concerned, and the Lord
is mindful of his own work, and the good of

his Heritage.

On the 3d we had a Meeting up the River

at Charles Pierpoint's, a pretty tender Man,
under fome Convincement, and his Wife alfo,

with fome friendly People there-away ; we had

a good Opportunity among them, in the reach-

ing forth of Gofpel-love ; and I hope the Lord
will prevail in his Vifitation, to gather in and
build up a People to bear Teftimony to the

Truth there-away. The 4th we came down-
wards to Henry Hill's, near South-river, and
on the 5th had a Meeting there, where feveral

Impreffion upon fome -> and we were comforted

in the Lord our gracious Helper. We got over

the River that Night, and came to Weft-river,

to Anne Galloways. The 7th, being Firft-day,

we were at Friends Meeting there, where pretty

many People gather'd from divers places, and

the Lord our God was pleafed to open our

Hearts, in his Power and holy Counfel, to

their Help ; and we were concerned to ftir up

and warn againft feveral hurtful Practices which
were creeping in among them, and in difcharg-

ing ourfelves we were filled with the Peace of

God.

The 8th we had a full and pretty open

Meeting at Herring-creek, to our Satisfaction,

and were helped to deal plainly, in the love of

Truth, with Friends there, and we parted in

a comfortable degree of nearnefs of Spirit, thro*

the merciful Extending of divine regard. The
9th we had a Meeting at the Cliffs, where

there is a good body of honeft, religioufly-

minded Friends, with whom we had an open,

and a folid comfortable time to our Satisfacti-

on, and their Encouragement in the way and

Service of Truth. The nth we took Boat,

with many Friends in company, and went over

the Bay of Cbefapeak> in our way to the ap-

proaching Yearly-meeting on the Eaftern-fhore,

which began at
<Tredhaven the 13th, being Se-

venth-day, and held till the fourth of the fol-

lowing Week for publick Worihip, and the

Affairs of Truth among Friends. Great num-
bers
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bers of almoft all forts of People came thither,

and the Lord God was pleafed to open the

glorious Teftimony of Truth, and the way of

Life, in his mighty Power ; and the Word of

Wifdom prevailed in a good meafure, both

upon the Hearts of many of the People, and
to the great Encouragement of the tender ; and

alfo to the alarming and rouzing up the indif-

ferent and negligent. Their Bufinefs was
managed in much Peace and Amity : They
were alfo flirred up to more diligence in Plain-

dealing, and Care in divers refpects, which was
gladly received by many, and the Lord's Power
and Love crowned our Meeting to our mutual

Joy and Comfort, and his glorious Name was

From hence he wrote the following Letter

(which is worthy the Perufal and Confideration

of thofe who would indeed be religious) to a Friend

wIjo was at times underfome Concern of mind on

account of Religion, tho' then profeffing among the

Prefbyterians, viz.

€ Near and Loving Friend,

AS true Brotherly-love and tender well-

wifhing, has been often renewed in my
Heart towards thee, thy Wife and Children,

fince I left vou ; fo of late I have been mind-

ful of you fo often, that I wanted much to

write a few Lines to you, and am glad of

the prefent Opportunity of fending to let thee

and thy Wife know, that I retain an affecti-

onate Remembrance of you, in a meafure of

divine Loves wherein I falute you. And the

tender Defire of my Heart and brotherly

Advice to you, according to the Apoffle's

Exhortation, is, that it may be your Care and

hearty labour to draw near, and feel after,

fenfible Accefs to the living God, the Foun-
tain of living Water, and I may be pofitive

he will draw nigh to you, to your inward

Comfort and relieving Satisfaction ; to the

Enlargement of your Underftandings in

things appertaining to Life and Peace, and to

build you up, by degrees, in the Experience

of his Salvation, and of that Redemption

which the Father, in and thro' the Power

and Spirit of his dear Son Chrift Jefus, hath

offer'd to the Children of Men.

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c For as the great Mifchief brought upon
Mankind, and upon Chriftia?is, fo called,

in particular, by the Adverfary, has been by
drawing into a Difregard to the pure God,

who is a Spirit, and from the feeling fenfe

of divine Favour, and into a Separation from

his living Prefence and inward Confolation

to the Soul ; fo the great and blefled Advan-
tage which is offer'd to Mankind, and of

which the Lord almighty would make them
Partakers, thro' his Son, is to draw them
nigh to God again ; that thro' Faith in his

invifible Power, they may become WitnefTes

of Help in themfelves to war againft and
gain victory over the Lufts of the Flefh, and
the World, and by degrees, over all that unfits

for inward Accefs and fenfe of Acceptance, in

meafure, in his Sight, for which many Souls

are in travail j and that the Way may be

open'd which leads to the holy Mountain
and Table of the Lord indeed j which tho'

it is thro' a Baptifm into death to Corruption,

and an Exercifing and Refining which is un-
pleafant to the Creature ; yet the End is, to

prepare the Hearts of People to draw near

feelingly, and to have to approach him that

is invifible with Acceptance : And while this

Accefs and Acceptance in the Father's light

is not in a certain meafure attained to, the

very life and marrow ofReligion and Wormip
is wanting, both in regard to pleafing God,
and to our own true Solace and Edification.

c Wherefore,
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c Wherefore, my' Friends, my Heart cries

for you, and begs of you, that your chief

Concern from time to time, may be to feek

the Lord God, and draw nigh to him thro'

the Spirit of his Son, given in meafure to all

to profit with ; and he will certainly be mind-
ful of you, and draw near to you to your fure

Help and Comfort, and will by degrees rent

the Veil, and take away the Covering which
hath been over every Heart. The departing

from the divine Appearance or Manifefta-

tion of God in the Heart, thro' his Spirit,

whereunto the Lord Jefus and his Apoftles

directed and gathered the true Believers, in

order that they might be born again, and pre-

ferved to his Praife, who called them ; I fay,

the going from this has been the Caufe of

lofing the Senfe of his pure Love, and Life,

and Comfort there-through to the Soul, and

of departing into Forms and Modes, of fplit-

ting into various Seels, contending and flriv-

ing one with another about Names and Sha-

dows of things : Mens human Apprehenfions

and Interefts having become too much the

rule and bottom of many People, and a feed-

ing upon Words and Performances without

Life, which both occafions great Barrennefs

of Heart, and want of godly Converfation.

' And it is a certain Truth, that if ever

Men return aright to God, they muft return

thro' the Spirit, and to feel after his quick-

ning Power, to give the Soul Light, and Life,

' and
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and Ability to fight the good Fight of Faith,

and to war againft the Enemies of their own
Hearts, as well as to perform the Duty of

Worfhip and obedient Service, which we owe
to the great and living God, acceptably.
c And bleffed be his Name for ever, he is

nearer to hear the Bemoanings of our needy

Souls, and to afford them Relief and Accefs

to his holy Life-giving Prefence, than many
are aware of; who yet are feeking abroad,

and would gladly have the Privilege of Dif-

ciples of Chrift without Self-denial, or com-
ing under the Reftriclions or Difcipline of

that crucifying Power, and Crofs of Chrift

the Lord : This has been the cafe of many
of us, who having tafted of the Terrors, and

in part, of the Mercy of the merciful Father,

we cannot but wifh well for others.

* My Friends , I am unexpectedly opened to

fpread thefe Things before you, for your fe-

rious Coniideration, in a meafure of the Love
of Chrift, defiring your prefent and eternal

Welfare ; and I pray call to mind that en-

couraging Expreffion of our Lord, that thofe

who denfd themfelves of any thingfor his Name
and the Gofpel-Jake, mould have in this Life,

many fold, and hereafter, Life everla/ting :

And of the fulfilling thereof, he has in mea-
fure made many WitnefTes, bleffed be his

Name for ever more. And I hope and be-

lieve, that he hath alfo given you fome

Earneft hereof already, and will yet make
A a 2 ' you
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you experimental Witneffes more largely,

as you give up to follow him faithfully, to

your inward Joy and Comfort ; tho', as the

Followers of the Lamb in the Regeneration,

you may alfo have to wade thro' near and

pinching Strippings and Tribulations of va-

rious kinds : Yet again I cannot but invite

and encourage you to draw near to the Lord,

and he will alTuredly draw nigh to you, and

become your Shepherd, and you fhall not

lack. The Arm of the Lord of Hofls be

your Leader and Feeder, your Shield, your

Buckler, and may he cover your Head in

the day of Battle : For great is the Wrath of

the Dragon againft the Return of the Church,

and her coming up out of the Wildernefs,

or bewildered State, that me may again en-

joy her ancient Beloved, her Redeemer, her

Head and Hufband : Thus under a folid de-

gree of divine Love, which furely extends

freely towards you, I tenderly take my leave

of you, and remain, if I never fee you more,

your truly loving Friend,

Maryland, the 2cth of the

Eighth Nlo?ith 1723.

From Cecil {continues the Journal) we went
the 2 1 ft to Duck-creek, to a Half-year's Meet-
ing, to which many Friends accompanied us

from Maryland, and divers came from other

places, with fome other People ; fo that it was
a large Meeting, and continued two Days.
— The Lord was pleafed to own us with

his
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his living Prefence, and the Opening of the

Treafury of his Wifdom and Counfel, both to

other People and to Friends ; tending to rouze

up the negligent, and to encourage the honeft-

minded. This Meeting helped much towards

our Difcharge there-away, and the great Name
of the Lord was glorified, who is worthy for

ever. That day I was feized with an Ague-fit,

which continued upon me violently till Night,

neverthelefs I was enabled to go thro' my Ser-

vice and Travel.

The 23d we came down toward Lewiftown,

to vifit fome poor Friends there-away, and the

next Day had a Meeting at Coldfpring, feven

Miles from the Town aforefaid, and a fatis-

factory time with the few Friends in that part 5

tho' the Return of my Ague render'd travelling

unpleafant and difficult, being very weak and

ill. The 26th we had a Meeting at Mother-

kill, which we had given notice of as we went
down -, wherein the Lord of Mercies mightily

favoured us with Help to declare the Way of

Life, to warn the indifferent, and to encour-

age the honeft-minded : And it was a particu-

lar time of Mercy to that People, whereof we
were humbly glad, and the Lord, who fa-

voured us with Help thro' all our Exercifes,

and enabled to go on faithfully in his Service,

was praifed. We came to Timothy Hanfons at

Little-creek after the Meeting that Night, and
the 27th, being Firft-day, were at Friends

Meeting there, and tho' I was much indifpofed,

yet
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yet divine Goodnefs owned us, and we were

helped to bear teftimony to the bleffed Truth,

which prevailed amongft us to our Comfort,

and the Glory of God.

The 30th we had a Meeting near George's-

creek at Friends Meeting-houfe, where many
Friends met us from feveral places, and divine

Goodnefs was pleafed to favour us with a pro-

fitable time, to the ftirring up of the Loiterers,

and giving Relief to the honeft-hearted Tra-

vellers. The 31ft we vifited a lick Friend to

mutual Comfort, and went back to John Mac-
cool's, at George's-creek, at Night.

The 1 ft of the ninth Month we rode to

Newcajlle, and had a Meeting with Friends

there, wherein the Lord was pleafed to mani-

feft his Power and Wifdom, much to our eafe,

and the Help and Comfort of many. The 3d

we were at the Monthly-meeting at Center•,

wherein Truth opened a door for fome Service

in feveral refpects ; and the 4th, being Firft-

day, we were at Chichefter Meeting, which was

large, and a good awakening time, to the

Honour of the holy Name. The 5th we got

to Philadelphia, the Quarterly-meeting for the

County being then to be held there ; wherein

we had fome good Service among Friends, to

mutual Satisfaction and Help in the Caufe of

the Lord almighty.

Being now pretty clear in our Spirits of that

part of the Country, fave fome Weight which

remained upon me relating to this Place, we
ftaid
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ftaid about two Weeks here ; and thro' hard

travelling before, and a deep Exercife of Spirit

attending me in this place, I was much weaken'd,

yet the Lord was pleafed to open in his holy-

Power and Wifdom, and to fupport with Abi-

lity of Body ; fo that we had many open and

relieving Meetings with Friends in the City,

(and others who came from divers places to

take Leave of us) whom I was moved both to

warn in the Word of Life againfl many hin-

dering things growing among them ; and to

exhort the Elders to be diligent in Example and

true Zeal for the Lord ; whofe merciful Hand
likewife extended freely towards, and prevailed

among the Youth j and the honefl Travellers

for the Pi ofperity of Truth and Righteoufnefs,

were much encouraged and flrengthned.

The 19th, having a good and feafoning Op-
portunity in the Evening before with many
Friends at our Lodging, and a bleffed open

time in Supplication with the Family and fome

others, we took our Leave in the Love of God,

and went down by Land to Cbe/kr, accompanied

by many Friends ; the next Morning we took

Leave of them and Friends there, and went on
board the Ship called the Globe, bound for South-

Carolina, which Place had been before me moll

of the Journey; we failed down the River,

and next Morning wentafhore vlNewcaftle, and
had a precious open Meeting with Friends there

in the Love of Truth. The 2 2d we went on

board again, and fet fail for Gbarles-tpmn, to

which
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which Place we had a fafe, tho' fomewhat flow

PafTage, and got well thither the 16th of the

tenth Month, being the feventh of the Week,
and were at Meeting on Firfr-day, with the

few Friends in the Place, fome moderate Peo-

ple coming in, and the Lord mercifully owned
us, and gave us a good Time among them ;

tho' the main part of the People in that Coun-

try feem'd a carelefs, dark People, in matter*

of Religion. We likewife had feveral Meet-

ings in other parts of the Country, wherein the

Lord opened freely in his Power and Wifdom,
to declare the Way of Life and Salvation to

the People. We had alfo divers Meetings in

Charles-town ; and tho' there are but a few

Friends there-away, yet there were fome with

whom we were comforted, and to whom our

Vifit was of fervice. Divers of the People, and

fome of thefe the chief in the Place, were alfo

fomewhat reached by the Truth, and were

very loving ; but many feemed much above

the true Cbriftian Simplicity. When we had

laboured there about two Weeks, and had

many Meetings during that Time, and finding

our Spirits clear to leave the Place, we took

our PafTage for Barbadoes, and taking our Leave

of Friends in much nearnefs and tendernefs of

Spirit, went on board the 28th, and fet fail for

Barbadoes, and were favoured greatly with the

Lord's Prefence and Peace. We had a good

PafTage, and landed well at Bridge-town in four

Weeks, and were gladly received by Friends

there,
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there, and lodged at 'John Oxley's. We had
many Meetings at Bridge-town, and in feveral

parts of the Illand, both among Friends, and

others not of our Profeffion, who feemed glad

of our Vifits : But the Decay among Friends

in this Place, thro' giving way to the Spirit and
Friendfhip of the World, and going from the

Oofs of Chrift, feem'd to make the Way more
narrow for the Teftimony of the Gofpel of

Salvation to go forth with the defired Succefs

among other People ; yet the Lord God of

Mercies was near to us in his Love and Power
for our Comfort and Help ; and extended very

largely and mercifully towards all People, the

PrbferTors of Truth particularly, in order to

awaken and repair the Decaying, as alfo to

feed and itrengthen the few honeftly religious-

minded : So that we often admired the Lord's

Goodnefs, and magnified his holy Name.
When we had laboured upon the Illand in

the Love of God about two Months, both in

Meetings for Worfhip, and in divers Meetings

for the Care and Difcipiine of the Church, in

that Counfel and Ability of Truth where-with

the Lord favoured us, and bore up our Spirits

under and thro' much Affliction of Soul, for

the fake of the Caufe of Chrift, about which
many were grown carelefs ; I fay, having thus

laboured, and now finding our Spirits eafy and
clear of that Service, and feeing the way open'd

for our Return to England, by that holy Hand
which drew us from our Habitations, we took

B b leave
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leave of Friends in much Love and holy Com-
fort, recommending them to the Name of the

Lord : And on the 29th of the firft Month
1724, we fet fail for England\ and the 31ft

of the third Month we came a-breaft of Port-

land^ the firft Land we made, and on the ift

of the fourth Month meeting with a Boat at

Sea, we hired her to carry us to the Ifie of
Wight j the next Day we got to Portfmoutb,

and took Poft-horfes for London, where we
came the 3d in the Morning, being Second-

day, and got to the Meeting of Minifters, the

beginning of the Yearly-meeting 1724.

Of this Vifit to America, he gave the faid
Yearly-meeting thefollowing Relation

i viz.

* \"\7"E * firft acknowledge in humble Re-
c W verence to the Lord almighty, that

he mercifully favoured us, with his Love and
Countenance, very often upon the Sea, and
guarded us thereon from unreafonable and
wicked Men, into whofe hands fome fell

very near us, and brought us fafe to Virginia

after a moderate Paflage : We then entered

upon our Service in vifiting Friends, and went
towards North- Carolina, having many large

and open Meetings, among Friends and
others alfo.

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* We came back again from hence into Vir-

ginia, and had Meetings in many parts of it 5

and in feveral where there are few or no
Friends : In both thefe Provinces we found

freat Willingnefs in many People to hear the

ruth declared, divers ofwhom appeared very

loving and tenderly affected. There feem'd

likewifeto be a comfortable Opennefs among
the Youth, the Offspring of Friends, in fe-

veral places, and rather a Growth among
fomeof the Elder, in a religious Care: Yet
not fo much among either as might have

been hoped for and expected from the La-
bour, which in the Love of God hath been

many ways extended towards them ; yet di-

vine Mercy ftill reaches freely to them, and
in fome places there is an Increafe in Righte-

oufnefs, and Truth is in good Efteem : But
in others, the Love and Friendfhip of the

World occafions a Decay.
c In Maryland we found there had been

great Lofs, by the Deceafe of many of the

Elders, and of the more zealous and con-

cerned Friends ; yet there are in feveral parts,

fome who are hopeful and religioufly difpofed

among the Younger, and others who are left,

tho' too few there are of thefe : A love of
hurtful Eafe and vain Liberties having pre-

vailed to the Prejudice of fome, and hinder-

ing the Work and Honour of Truth. There
appears neverthelefs, fome Opennefs among

* feveral of the neighbouring People, and a

B b 2 * gracious
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gracious Extending of divine Love to them

;

as well as of an helpful hand in heavenly Wif-

domtowards Friends infeveral refpeds, greatly

to our mutual Comfort and Satisfaction.

' In Pen/ihania we found an enquiring Open-
nefs in divers parts among People of feveral

Profeffions j fome were convinced of, and

we hope received the Truth in the Love of

it : There is a large body of religioufly-

minded People among Friends, who are

growing up in a true Care for the Honour of

Truth ; tho' thefe are mixed with many
earthly-minded, and fome loofe, libertine

People, who occafion much Exercife to the

Right-minded : Yet the Lord's Goodnefs and

Care is near and over that Country, and his

Truth profpets in it.

! In the jferfeys, Long-IJland^ and New-Tor

k

Governments, there are a confiderable num-
ber of Friends, and in fome places an hopeful

Opennefs among other People. We travelled

diligently thro' thefe Parts, and tho' vain Li-

berties in fome, and too great Carelefnefs

and Indulgence in others, have flamed or

obftructed the Progrefs and Dominion of the

Work and Beauty of Truth j yet the Vifita-

tion of heavenly good-will and tender Love,

with Defires to help, is very evidently and

freely extended, in order to repair and build

up in Righteoufnefs : There are, however,

fome honeftly concerned Friends there-away,

among whom we had a fatisfactory Labour,
e

in
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in the frefh Vifitation of divine Power and

Love.
4 In Rhode-ljland and the Government be-

longing to it, and New-England, we had

many Meetings, and clofe Labour, but in

the whole, much to our Satisfaction : There

is a considerable body of Friends in feveral

parts of that Country, and we believe in

many places, they are rather increasing in the

Knowledge of the Power of Truth, and in

Stability in Righteoufnefs and Faithfulnefs to

it ; and altho' fome hindering and wounding
Circumftances have attended in divers places,

yet there is a tenderly-concerned, valuable

People there-away, both elder and younger.

We had many Meetings amongft the neigh-

bouring profeffing People ; in fome places

but few were willing, or dared to come in,

but in others we had very large ones amongft

them, efpecially towards the Eaft of New-
England, and feveral, we hope, were effectu-

ally reached by the Power of Truth, and

received and joined with it in Humility and

Gladnefs : And in fome parts a very com-
fortable, tendring Vifitation' prevailed upon

many of the Youth among Friends. We la-

boured very diligently, thro' the Ability re-

ceived, in moft parts of this Country, and

took Leave of Friends in iblid Hope, on ac-

count of the Lord's Work, and much Love

and heavenly peace in ourfelves, with holy
' Thankfulnefs
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Thankfulnefs to the Lord almighty, the

great Helper of his devoted Servants.

' Then returning back towards Penjihania,

&c. we had fome comfortable Service there-

away, and Friends were encouraged and
ftrengthned in the Lord : We failed from
hence to South-Carolina, and laboured there

fome time in the Service of the Gofpel, hav-

ing Meetings with the few Friends there,

and among other People : The Lord our

God was with us to our Comfort and Help,

tho' the generality of the People feemed but

cold and very indifferent about true Religion,

There are but few Friends in thefe parts, and

but very few who feem to love Truth in Up-
rightnefs -, yet fome there are who thus love

it, and retain the Simplicity thereof in a

good degree : Thefe were very glad of our

Viiit, and we were much comforted together

in the Lord : The People were alfo, gene-

rally, very loving and chearful towards us.
c Finding our Spirits eafy and clear of thefe

parts, we failed to Barbadoes, having the fa-

vour of a fafe and ready PafTage, and thro*

the nearnefs of merciful Regard and divine

Life and Goodnefs to our Spirits, a Seafon

never to be forgot, bleffed be the Lord for

ever. Friends received us with gladnefs, it

having been l6ng fince any Friends from

England had vifited them : We had many
Meetings, both among the ProfefTors ofTruth

and others in this Ifland, which were to the

' Comfort
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Comfort of the living amongft them ; many
other People feem'd glad of the Vifit, and
behaved foberly and refpectfully : But a loofe,

lofty, and irreligious Spirit or Difpofition,

hath too generally prevailed upon the Inhabi-

tants of that Place, and to a forrowful de-

gree hath obftrudted the fpreading of Truth,

and has even brought on a Decay or Dimi-
nution of the number of Friends : Yet there

are a few in feveral parts of the Ifland, who
retain their Integrity to God, and love, and
are concern'd for his Honour. The Lord
was pleafed to own us with his Help and
Wifdom, to divide the Word aright, in warn-
ing and ftirring up the Unfaithful, and with
Encouragement and Comfort to the Lovers

of Truth; and indeed alfo to publifh the

Gofpel-doctrine by way of Information to

all: So that we were fenfible the Day of love

and mercy from God, was yet freely extend-

ed to many in that unworthy place. And
now growing eafy and clear in our Spirits, of

our Service in thofe parts, and our way be-

ing open for England, we took our leave of

Friends in the Love and Peace of our hea-

venly Father, and had the renewed favour

of a fafe and good PafTage to England.
c And one thing I think good to add, hav-

ing often remark'd it ; that tho' it fell in our

way, rather in an uncommon degree, to lay

open and teftify againft the corrupt grounds,

ways and Practices of the hireling and Men-
* made,
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€ made, pretended Min liters of Chrift of our
c time, in feveral Countries, and Societies ; yet
c the People heard with unufual Patience and
e Thoughtful nefs, in general, and we alfo

* palled quietly thro' all our Journey without
' any of them appearing, or offering any Di-
c fturbance or Difputation : Which we were
1 thankful for, believing it to be of the Lord's

' Goodnefs and Wifdom, and his invisible

' Dread which prevailed, and will prevail in
c the Earth : To him, the Support, Defence
c and rich Rewarder of his People and Servants,

c in Awfulnefs of Soul be afcribed all Glory

5 and Pre-eminence, with Fear and Praife,
c

for ever/

From Barbadoes he wrote the followi?ig

Epiftle to Friends of Dover Meeting in New-
England, viz,

' Dear Friends,

' OINCE I was with you, my Spirit has

« ^) often turned towards you, in the mov^
* ings of true and near Love, and in tender,
e fervent breathing, for your being inwardly

often have Caufe to fay, their Lot isfallen in

a good Land.
1 And oh that none who have tafted of pure

Love and divine Sweetnefs in their own Souls,

as a Spring in a dry place, may ever give way
to the difcouraging Enemy again, who is

bufily waiting to hinder, and turn whom he

furely be a Spring of Bleffing to you, and a

fure hiding place, whatever comes upon the

fefts to be difagreeable to his holy Will ; to

learn to come up in doing well : All fuch are

and will be regarded in merciful Companion
from on high, and the mighty Arm will be

ftretched forth both to feed and help on,

thro' all the Difadvantages that may attend

them.
* And it is alfo certain, that whatever Pri-

vileges any may outwardly enjoy, none can

grow rightly, or be preferved in the way of

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bouring to improve the divine Gift commit-
ted to you for that end ; fo that none of you
through neglect thereof, tho' you may have

the Denomination of Servants, be at the con-

clufion caft into everlafting weeping and
Sorrow, with the flothful Servant. And alfo

remember the Pleaders of Excufes, mentioned

in the Parable of Chrift, who having been

invited to the Marriage, and called to the

Supper, made their ieveral Allegations for

not coming ; which tho' they related to things

lawful, yet drew upon them the wofulDeter-

mination, that not one of them fhould tajie of
the Supper. For although the great Lord be

long-fuffering, and bears long with the car-

nal Reafoning of the Children of Men, in

feveral refpects ; yet he will be found to be

a God of Juftice and Judgment, as well as

Mercy, and will recompence thofe who will

not be prevailed upon to obey the Truth, but

continue in Unrighteoufnefs, and the vain

fenfual Lufts of the Flefh, with Tribulation,

Anxiety and Wrath -

y while Glory, Honour
and Peace will be the Portion and Enjoy-

ment in eternal Life, of all the fincere Fol-

lowers of the Lamb of God, tho* through

many Sorrows and humbling Fears.

* Wherefore lift up your Hearts, you honefl-

mmded, in reverent Hope for the renewed

Appearance of divine Life to your travelling

Souls, for it is truly reviving, and is the one

Fountain of true Joy, Encouragement and
c Strength
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Strength to all the Children of God, in every

Part of the Earth. And walk circumfpectly ;

be diligent and careful in meeting together,

fuch as conveniently may, or fit down toge-

ther in the Name of the Lord, to wait upon

him, if but two or three in a place j it being

the Promife of Chrift himfelf, and will for

ever be fulfilled, that fuch he willfavour with

hisPrefence, in all places, whether in greater or

in lefs Congregations ; and this is the Life and

fubftantial Edification of living Souls, which
truly qualifies to worfhip acceptably : And
wherever Coolnefs or Neglect herein is given

way to, or continued in by any who are con-

vinced of the Truth, and the Way of wor-

fhipping the Father in Spirit, by inwardly

waiting for divine and fpiritual Food and Re-
lief ; where this Indifferency and Neglect

prevails, there Weaknefs in religious Con-
cerns, and Dulnefs refpecting Duty towards

God, always follow -, and the Way and Pre-

cepts of Truth become wearifom, and the

Enemy of Souls furnifhes with one Excufe

or another for fuch Indifferency and Declen-

fion from neceffary Care ; and fo Darknefs

gradually creeps into the Heart, and a Dan-
ger of {tumbling, fome on one thing, fome
on another, increafes from lefs to more, till

great and lamentable falls fometimes hap-

pen, which may prove utterly deftructive

in their confequences : Yet the Deftruction

of fuch, is altogether of themfelves

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Lord almighty hath offered fufficient Help

for all ftates and circumftances, however dis-

advantageous, through his Grace and Truth ;

yet will he be enquired for, and waited

upon by all, that they may be made Ex-
periences of his Salvation. Oh ! good is the

Lord, worthy to be feared, waited upon, and

obeyed faithfully for ever, faith my Soul this,

this time, in the immediate fenfe and view of

the free reachings forth of his powerful Arm
of Salvation, healing and nurfing Goodnefs ;

efpecially towards humbly concerned Hearts,

that are fincerely defirous to be helped to

grow up obedient Children to the everlaiting

Father, which I humbly beg may become,

and continue all your and the whole Family's

care, in true Sincerity to the end.

' And here I would have concluded thefe

lines, having already exceeded my expecta-

tion when I began them in the Love of

Truth, and that Plainnefs and Sincerity

wherein is the trued: Friendfhip -, but one

thing yet bears weight with me to propofe to

your ferious Consideration, viz. What is the

chief caufe or end ofyour fettling, and continu-

ance , where I am very fenfible many Difadvan-
tages attend you in refpecl to Religion? If it be

under an Apprehenfion of fome inward Re-
ftrictions to bear testimony to, and for the

Truth amongft that People -, then I pray

confider, and be careful to live fo near the

Truth, and a truly religious Zeal, in faith-

< fully
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fully following the heavenly Light and In-

structions thereof, that you may be Lights

indeed ; and keep in due Moderation and Juf-

tice in managing your Affairs, and be careful

to order yourfelves, and yourYouth, who have

any, fo as to walk according to the fimplici-

ty and plainnefs of Truth ; thus will you
keep out of, and bear teftimony againfl: the

vain Ways, Words, Fafhions, and corrupting

Friendfhips of this World : How elfe are you
like to be really of Service, or Examples to

others in the way of Truth, or capable of

{hewing forth that Redemption, which there-

thro' is offered from God to the degenerate

World j or juftly hope for his Countenance

inwardly, or his Bleffing to attend your Af-

fairs. Yet if this be your Inducement, and is

from time to time accompanied with this

godly Care, whatever be the effect or event

refpecting others, the Lord's care will be over

you, his gracious Ear will be open to the cry

of your needy Souls, and he will mew him-
felf to be your Shepherd, and you will not

lack.
c But if the chief Motive be a Regard to

prefent or temporal Intereft, it is not reafon-

able to hope for, or expect the Privilege of

his holy Countenance upon your Souls, , or

fuccefs other ways ; and it happens too often,

that thofe who are chiefly under the Influence

of prefent Views, become indifferent with

refpect to a true Concern of Heart, and fo

' give
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give way to a halting and mixing with

worldly Liberties in Converfation, and be-

come rather a Reproach and Caufe of {tum-

bling to others, who may be awakened to

fome religious Thoughtfulnefs, and look to-

wards thofe for Encouragement ; but I hope

better concerning fome of you in particular,

tho' I thus write. Neverthelefs there is great

danger of coming to lofs in the beft Refpect,

and more efpecially concerning your OrT-

fpring, who have their Education and Con-

verfe with and among thofe who too gene-

rally are not only Strangers to the Truth and

its Simplicity, but many of them wholly

over-run with vain, wicked, and corrupting

Converfation ; fo that what you gain for

yourfelves, and for them, may be an occafion

of ftrong Temptations to thofe who follow

the fight of their own eyes, into wicked and

finful Practices, which lead (no condition of

Mankind who give up to them excepted) to

a woful and miferable end at laft ; and whe-

ther Parents be clear of their Blood, may be

queftioned.

' Thefe things have flood much in my way,

in my deepeft Thoughts refpecting Friends,

particularly on thefe Illands ; and I am in-

clined to recommend them thus to your

Confideration, tho' far from defigning to put

an unneceflary Confirmation upon any ho-

neflly concerned travailing Soul, that is wait-

ing in fear and care to know the Lord's

< Counfel
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Counfel and ordering in fuch weighty things..

But I would have all ftirred up to fuch a ne-

ceflary Concern of Spirit, that you may be

helped to live, and to do whatever you do,

to the Glory of God -, and fo may have the

Comfort and Bleffing of his divine Favour,

and that he may be your Ruler and King ;

and in becoming fo, he will affuredly fave,

preferve, and gather his humble Subjects to

his heavenly Kingdom in eternal Life, where
all Sorrow is at an End, and the wicked ceafe

from troubling any more ; which my Spirit

is renewedly engaged to travail for on your

Behalf, and the whole Heritage of God, as

for my own Soul ; that his great and glorious

Name may be renowned thro' the Earth, as

he is worthy, worthy, for ever.

* Thus having difcharged my Spirit of the

Exercife which hath grown upon me towards

you, and according to my Understanding, in

the Way which Truth hath opened, in true

Sincerity j I take my leave in the Extendings

of the Love of Chrift, wherein I remain your

true and real Friend,

Barbadoes, the 23d of the < John FoTHERGILL.'

Soon
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Soon after his Return from America, in the

fame Year, he vifited Friends in Ireland; of

which Journey he left the following Account.
*

HAVING been under a weighty Concern

for fome time to vifit Friends in Ireland,

and perceiving my way to be open'd for that

Service, about the 27th of the fifth Month
1724, 1 fet forward and went by Sedbergh, and

was at Friends Monthly-meeting there, and
the next day at Pre/Ion near Kendal, at the

Burial of an ancient Friend ; from thence pret-

ty ftreight to Whitehaven, flaying one Night
with James Dickenfon : On the Firft-day we
had a Meeting within the Walls of the new
Meeting-houfe which was building there ; and

the Lord's Power and Teftimony prevailed a-

mong a very large AfTembly, greatly to our

Satisfaction and Encouragement.

I got well over to Dublin the Seventh-day

following, being the 8th of the fixth Month,

all Ages. So will Hearts be dilintangled from
the hurtful, weakning Affections towards Vi-

fibles of all kinds, and will be gradually

brought into more Dominion in feveral re-

fpects, and fo will you grow both in the

Knowledge of heavenly Favour, and in quiet

Truil: in that inviiible, living Power, which
is the fure Comfort of the Righteous, in

and through their unpleafant, heavy Places,

and which leads to fure Bleiiing every way.

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And I pray mind the Work and Bufinefs of

the Lord's Houfe and Family, in the Lord's

Time, with due Diligence and Faithfulnefs,

in your feveral places : So may, and I believe

will, both Ability and Peace, and holy, en-

gaging Comfort from the living Rock of all

the righteous Generations, be often with

you ; and you will often fare well, and be

nearer and favourily helpful one to another.

And thus with thefe few poor Lines, freely

and very nearly reacheth my dear Salutation

to all the Living amongft you, I remain your

near Friend and engaged Brother for the help

and building up of all the Lord's Children

and People, to the Glory and Praife of the

Lord God of Mercy and Salvation , worthy to

be trufted in and followed fully for ever.

' John Fothergill.'

Towards the end of this Year (as a fiort

Journal informs as) he vifited fome of the South

parts of England, travelling with great diligence

through Lancashire, Che/hire, Stafford/hire, to

Birmingham, having Meetings in his way, as

alfo at this Place, to his folid Satisfaction.

From hence he went thro' Worcefier, into Glo-

ceflerfhire, and to Brijiol, where he was at

feveral Meetings, and of the two laft, being

Firft-day, he notes that * they were large, and
' the Seafons weighty, in the Attendance of
8 the Gofpel - power ; the holy Testimony

' whereof
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c whereof was exalted, and prevailed over Cor-
' ruption and Vanity, to the Comfort of the
' Upright, and the Difcharge of his Spirit in a

- great degree, and the Name of the Lord
* God was humbly praifed and worfhiped.'

He went from hence thro' Bath into Wilt-

Jhire, having Meetings in his way ; and at La-
vington an Evening-meeting, to which came
many fober People of the Town, among whom
the Lord opened his Heart and Mouth, in the

Gofpel-teftimony, which went forth freely to-

wards them, and the Encouragement of the few
Friends in that Place. At Broomham Meeting,

where he was on a Firft-day, many of the

neighbouring People came in, as well as many
Friends, and the Lord favoured the Time with

his Power and holy Prefence, and exalted his

righteous Teftimony over all. From hence he

went to the Devizes, where he had a large

Meeting that Night, to which feveral of the

more conliderable People of the Town came,

and behaved foberly ; and the Doctrine of the

Gofpel lpread over all with weight, to general

Satisfaction, and the Glory of God, who alone

is worthy, and whofe Power, he adds, * fuf-

* tained my bodily Ability, thro' much ex-
' tremely fpending Labour there-away, in a
c wonderful manner.'

After this he had a Meeting at Melkfoam,

which he mentions as
c a clofe or plain-dealing

' Seafon j alfo at Calne, Charlcot, Chippenham,
c and Corjham > which laft, he obferves, was

1 very
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- very large, Friends from many other Meet-
* ings being there ; and I was opened, fays he

y

c and helped to preach the Gofpel in its own
c Power and Counfel, which through divine

' Goodnefs prevailed, to the Help and reviving

* of many, and to my great Eafe of Spirit in

* that part of the Country, having been much
1 exercifed under a weighty Senfe of a luke-
* warm, earthly Spirit among many ProfefTors

' of Truth there-away ; yet the Lord rofe

* againft it, to the awakening of feveral to more
c

religious Fervency.'

He went from hence to Marfifieldt
Dead-

marthi, Hullington and Tedbury, at which
Places he had Meeings which were pretty pro-

fitable and fatisfactory. At Nailfworth he was
at two Meetings, which were large, confifting

both of Friends and other People of different

Profemons, and the Power and Teftimony of

the Gofpel arofe amongft them, to a good de-

gree of Satisfaction. From this Place he went

to, and had Meetings at Penfwick, where he

had a blefled ftrengthning Time, thro' heavenly

Goodnefs and Mercy ; and fo to Cirencejier^

Slow, Cambden, Bridgenorth, and Shrewjbury.

At Nambtwich in Chejlrire he had a Meeting

at an Inn, which was an open time, in the

free fpreading of the Gofpel, among many
fober People, in the Love of God. After this

he had Meetings at Newton and Franley in the

fame County ; from thence to Wooldale and

Hightown, at both which Places he had fatis-

factory
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factory Meetings, and got to Tork the 24th of

the firft Month, ' where, Jays he, Friends were
c

truly comforted together, in the Power and
f Love of God, which attended the Meeting
1 for our Help in his Service. From hence, he

* adds, I returned home, with Peace and true

' Satisfaction thro' the Lord's Favour, whofe
c holy and great Name had, and hath the

' Praife, who is worthy to be feared, ferved
c and magnified for ever.'

Whilft he was upon his late Vifit in Ireland, he

received an Account of the dangerous Indifpofi-

tion of one of his * Sons, in whom, tho' he was

not then twelve Years of age, fuch Indications of

folid Piety and Prudence above his years, had ap-

peared, as to render his Life very defirable, and

this Account the more afflicting to his Father •,

who neverthelefs was enabled to reply by Let-

ter, that * tho' he had all the Tendernefs and
c Affection of a Parent for his Child, yet being
1 fatisfied he was from him in the Counfel and

c
Service

* William Fothergill. He died not long after of

a tedious and painful lllnefs, which a peculiar Evennefs

of Temper, often tendered and encouraged by a Senfe of
divine Regard and heavenly Support, enabled him to

hear zvith exemplary Patience and Refignation. Many
of his offering Exprejfions are fill remember*d by thofe

who were then with him ; as well as ?nany Inflames of

his Care and Fear, during the lime of his Health, not

to offend the Almighty \ the fweet Influence of whofe

awful Vrefence, feeia'd often to be upon him.
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1 Service of the Lord, he mull: fubmit all to

* divine Difpofal.'

In the Year 1726, having performed the

feveral Services then before him, and finding

himfelf at liberty to engage in his temporal

Concerns, he began Houfe-keeping again, and

apply'd himfelf with diligence and alacrity in

the care of his Family and Bufinefs : Yet not

fo as to neglect a due Attendance of Meetings,

both for Worfhip and Difcipline, being feldom

abfent, whilft difengag'd from other publick

Service, from the Monthly and Quarterly-

meetings for his own County ; often attending

thofe of the neighbouring Counties likewife, as

well as the Yearly-meetings in London.

In the Year 1727 he married Elizabeth Buck

of Netherdale, a Perfon of a grave, becoming

Deportment, and fuitable Age j with her he

lived in great Affection and Tendernefs the re-

maining part of his Life, fhe furviving him
not much more than a Year.

The next Account that we have of any pub-

lick Service, was a Vifit to Friends in Wales

and the South of England, of which we have

the following Relation.

BEING drawn in Spirit to vifit Wales, and

fome other parts Southwards j in the fore

part of the fecond Month 1732 I began my
Journey for that end, and went by Manchefter

and Chefter, and fo to Bala in Wales, where

the Yearly-meeting for that Dominion was

held
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held this Year ; and great was the Concourfe of*

People, who in general behaved civilly, and

were very attentive to the Teftimony of Truth,

which was livingly declared by many Friends,

in the free movings of the Power of Truth that

mercifully attended and affifted Friends in the

feveral Services of that Meeting.

From thence I went with "John Goodwin to

his Houfe at EJkergaugha, and was at the Meet-

ing there the Day following, being Firft-day,

wherein Truth prevailed to Friends Comfort,

and the Help of fome; divers of the neigh-

bouring People, then prefent, being under

fome Convincement at that Time.
From this place we travelled thro' a moun-

tainous Country and difficult Roads to %MH-
dewy in Cardiganflnre, to 'Thomas Evan's, and

had a little Meeting with a few Friends there-

abouts the next Day, and went after Meeting

to John Reefe's in Caermartbenfoire ; but a Fair

happening to be near the place, we could not

have the Meeting before the Day following,

when we had a good little Meeting with Friends

there-away in the Morning, and then rode

pretty faft to John Bowens, to a Meeting which

had been appointed there before. The Day
following I travelled into Pembroke[hire, and

came to James Lewis's Houfe, not far from

Redjlone, from whence we went the next Day
to Haverfordwe/i : Here I flaid till the Fifth-

day following, and had feveral Meetings with

Friends, wherein, thro' the Help of Truth,

H h Friends
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Friends feem'd fomewhat rouzed up in th«

way of their Duty, to their profit. From thence

I came to Jamfion^ and had a pretty good

Meeting there, and took my leave of Friends

of that County.

On the Sixth-day I came to Laghorn, where

there are but few Friends, yet had a good

Opportunity amongft them, and feveral others

who came in and heard the Teftimony of

Truth with appearance of Gladnefs.

The next Day I came to Paul Bevaris at

Swanzey, and the Day following, being Firft-

day, was at two Meetings there, wherein the

Power of Truth prevailed and gained Domi-
nion, to the Help of many, and the Almighty
was glorified.

From thence I came to Trivereeg to John
Bevari's, and next Morning had a little Meet-
ing there, and went that Night to Eli/ha Bid-

die's at Pontipool, where I had feveral Meetings

to our Help, thro' the Lord's owning of us,

blefled be his Name.
The next Firfi-day I was at She-newton,

where there was a pretty large Meeting, which,

thro' the Help of Truth, feemed to be of fer-

vice. The Day following we crolled the Se-

vern and got to Briftol^ where their Yearly-

meeting was begun, and it pleafed the Lord of

all our Mercies eminently to own and help his

People, greatly to our Comfort, and the Ex-
altation- of his own Teftimony, which feem'd

to make Impremon on many Hearts, and the

glorious
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glorious Name of the Lord our God was mag-
nified.

I ftaid feveral Meetings after this in the City,

much to my fatisfaction, and from thence went
to the Quarterly-meeting for Glocejlerflrire held

at Thortibury, which was large, and the Power
and Goodnefs of the Lord was gracioufly ex-

tended among Friends, to the Comfort of the

honeft-hearted, and for the ftirring up of the

negligent amongft them -, for divine Counfel

and Virtue was ftrongly with us, in the Love
of God.

I went that Night to Sudbury, an,d next Day
to a Meeting at Melkjham in JViltflrire, where
the blefTed Truth, and its own Teftimony, a-

rofe and prevailed to our Encouragement.

The next Day I had a large Meeting at

Cbarlcotfy and another that Evening at Cain,

which the Lord manifeflly owned, and made
truly helpful to the upright in heart, as well as

awakening to the dull and earthly-minded.

The next Day I had a Meeting at the De-
vizes, where the Prefence and Help of the

Lord was truly comfortable, and confirming in

a dependance upon him, to the Praife of his

own Name. That Evening I rode to Marlbo-

rough to a Meeting appointed there. The
number of Friends there is but fmall, and are

weakly in Religion '; yet Help reached towards

them in the Love of God.
From hence I went to Newbury

y
and the

Day following, being Firft-day, had* two

H h 2 Meetings
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Meetings pretty much to fatisfaction, and there

Teemed reafon to hope, that Friends there, who
had formerly been hurt, may yet recover in a

religious Mind, and become a good Meeting.

—

The Account of this journey breaking offhere,

and no other mention of it occurring in any of the

Papers he has left, makes it probable', that he

wentfrom hence to the Yearly-meeting at London
pretty direfily, and was prevented by other Oc-

currences therefrom continuing it to his Return

home.

He attended the Quarterly-meeting at York,

as was ufual with him, when difengaged from
other Services, and went from thence to Scarbo-

rough, where he ftaid fome time, it being the

Spaw-feafon, and many People ofNote thenfre-

quenting it.

'The Tear following he was engaged to vifit

fome of the Southern parts of'England again, and
has left thefollowing Account of it, viz.

IN the Year 1733, a frefh Concern came upon
me to vifit fome of the South and Wefl parts

ofEngland, and the Time to fet forward feem'd

to be in the latter part of the ninth Month

:

I accordingly left my Family the 20th, and

was at Leeds, Wakefield and Hightown, and to

Bradford, where my Friend Benjamin Martlet,

being under a Concern to go with me, was

making ready for the Journey, and on the

* 30th
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30th we fet out for Sheffield\ where we ftaid

Firft-day, and then went pretty diredtly into

Warwick/hire, where we had Meetings at

Badgley and Wigginfal, and on the Seventh-day

got to Birmingham -, where on the Day fol-

lowing we had two large Meetings, which
were precioufly attended by heavenly Power,

much to the Comfort of the living, and tend-

ing to rouze up the negligent, to our great

Gladnefs in the Lord.

The 2d of the tenth Month we went to

Wolverhampton, and that Evening had a Meet-
ing with the few Friends in that Place, to

which came many foberly-behaved People,

towards whom the Love of God extended,

much to our Comfort.

The 3d we had a Meeting at Dudley
t where-

in Truth owned us, to the Help of Friends ;

and the 4th we went back to Birmingham, to

a Burial, which was attended by a large num-
ber of People j and thro' divine Favour, it was
made a time of profit to many.
The 5th we went to Sturbridge, and the 6th

to Broom/grove ; at both which places we had
Meetings ; and on the 7th to Worcefter, where
on Firft-day we were at two Meetings, to

pretty good fatisfaction ; as alfo a comfortable

Seafon in the Evening, with a pretty many
Friends who came to fee us, at John Corbyns.

On Second-day we went to Eve/loam, where
on the Day following we had a Meeting with

Friends, and rode that Night to Tewkjbury, and

had
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had a Meeting with Friends there that Even-

ing, which the Lord was pleafed to attend

with his Power, to our great Encouragement.

On Fourth-day we went to Gloceftery
and had

a comfortable little Meeting with the few Friends

there that Evening ; and another at Nailfworth

on Fifth-day. The next Day we had a Meet-

ing at Slattenford, where Friends from divers

other Places met us, and the Lord was pleafed

to comfort and encourage our Hearts together,

in the bleflfed fenfe of his living Power.

On Seventh-day we came to Bath, and had

two Meetings there next Day, and rode to Bri-

ftol the Third -day Morning, to the Meeting held

there that Day, wherein we were favoured

with the fenfe of ancient and divine Help to

our Comfort. We ftaid at Brtftol a. Week,
and had feveral Meetings there, one of which

was very large on account of a Burial ; thro'

all which Opportunities the ancient Power and

Prefence of the Lord owned and flrengthned

us, and the Lord God was magnified.

The 2d of the eleventh Month we went to

Portfied, and had a pretty large and profitable

Meeting. On Fifth and Sixth-day we had

Meetings at Sittcot and Bridgwater ; and from

hence to Taunton, Minehead, Milverton, Wel-

lington, Spiceland, and Columpton j in all which

places we had Meetings, and fome profitable

Seafons in them.

On Firfl-day we were at a pretty large

Meeting at Exeter, and the next Day had a

good
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good time, and fome good Service with Friends

there in their Monthly-meeting for the Affairs

of the Church. On Third-day we had a

Meeting with Friends, and fome Neighbours

that came in at Abbot-Cafwel, and another next

Day in the Evening at Totnefs. On Fifth-day

we went to Kingjbridge, and had a comfortable

Meeting with Friends there j and another on
Sixth-day in the Evening at Hulyton, to which
came feveral fober People, with whom we had

a good Opportunity. On Seventh-day we went

to Plymouth, and on Firft-day had two re-

markable Meetings there, thro' the powerful

working of Truth. On Second-day we went
to Ger?na?is in Cornwall and had a bleifed

Meeting with Friends there that Evening. On
Third-day we went to a Meeting at Lijkard,

to which many Friends came from diftant

places, and the Lord helped us gracioufly to

our Comfort. On Fourth-day we had a Meet-
ing at Loo, where the Lord's Power and Wif-
dom plentifully owned and relieved our Souls,

and much encouraged Friends.

On Fifth-day we went to Aiiftil, and had a

large and helpful Meeting there, through the

Arifings of divine Power, tending to eftablifh

in the Faith, and in the Practice of the Gofpel.

We lodged that Night at Samuel Hopwood\
who went with us on Sixth-day towards the

Land y

s-e?id j near which Place, at Sennan, we
had a large and open Meeting on the Firft-day

following, and then came back to Penzance to

a Meeting
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a Meeting that Evening, to which came many
of the Towns-people. On Second-day wc
had a Meeting with Friends there-abouts, at

Market-Jew, and came that Night to Fal-

mouth', where on Third-day we had a Meeting

with Friends, which the Lord our God greatly

favoured in the powerful Extendings of his

Gofpel-life and Wifdom for Friends Help, in a

faving manner. On Fourth-day we had a

Meeting at 'Key, where fome other People came
in, and Truth was pleafed to own us, and open

us towards them, for their true Information,

and the Comfort of Friends.

On Fifth-day we went a-crofs the Country

to Warebridge, on Sixth-day to Port-Ifaac,

and had a good Meeting with Friends, and a

pretty many foberly-behaved People, thro' the

free Extendings of the Virtue of the Gofpel.

We lodged at John Scantleburys, who went

with us on Firft-day Morning to a place called

Dennis, where we had a glorious and precious

Meeting in a Field, with many hundreds of

People who were met there, and behaved with

remarkable Sobriety. We afterwards rode to

Auftil to Samuel Hopwood's, where we had a

good Opportunity with feveral Friends who
came to fee us that Evening.

On Second-day we came to Milton, and had

a good little Meeting with Friends who live

there-about ; another on Third-day at Colling-

ton, and went on Fourth-day to Oakhampton,

where on Fifth-day we had a Meeting, in

which
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which the Lord favoured us with his living

Prefence, and enabled us to publifh the Tefti-

mony of the Gofpel among fome fober People

of the Town, who came in ; and for the Help
of Friends, who had been exercifed by a

wrong and dividing Spirit, which had enfnared

fome of them, and particularly a Man and

his Wife, with whom, and fome others, we
had much labour after Meeting.

On Sixth-day we came to Exeter, and on

Firft-day we had a large and helpful Meeting,

in the Love of Truth, to the humbling and true

Benefit of many. On Second-day we were at

their Monthly-meeting for the Affairs of the

Church, where we had fome Service, in the

continued merciful Helpings of Truth. On
Fourth-day we had a Meeting at Chard, of

which previous Notice having been given, fe-

veral Friends met us there from divers Places j

and that Night we had a large and weighty

Meeting at Ilminjler. On Fifth-day we had-

a large and baptizing Meeting at Long-Sutton,

thro' the merciful prevailing of the Gofpel-

power 5 and another in the Evening with Friends

at Somerton. On Sixth-day we went to a

Meeting at Glajlenbury, which was pretty large,

and an edifying Seafon, in the prevailing of the

Power of Truth, and the almighty Helper had

the Glory.

On Firft-day we were at a General-meeting

at Puddimore, to which fome fober People

came, as well as pretty many Friends, and

I i Truth
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Truth extended comfortably towards them.

On Second-day we had a pretty large Meeting

at Shipton-mallet, of divers fober People befides

Friends, and the Love and Power of the Lord
our God were amongft us.

On Third-day we came to Froome, and had

a Meeting there in the Evening, which was very

large, and of various Profeffions, many of

whom attended to the Testimony of Truth,

which ran freely forth amongft them ; and we
were much eafed in that Meeting, and com-
forted in the Lord.

On Fourth-day we came to Bradford m
Wiltflrire, and had a Meeting with Friends

there, and lodged at Jofeph Hull's, where fe-

veral Friends came to lee us, and the Lord gave

us a good Seafon together that Evening.

On Fifth-day we came to Tedbury, and had

a Meeting there with Friends, and fome others

who came in, to our Comfort, in the fenfe of

divine Mercy and Regard extended to us.

On Sixth-day we had a Meeting at Ciren-

cejier in the Evening, which was to our fatis-

faction ; as were likewife two Meetings which

we were at on the Firfl-day following at

Shipton.

On Second-day we went to Benjamin Ktdd's

at Banbury, and the next Day to a Meeting at

South-newton, where Friends from feveral o-

ther Meetings came, and the Lord our God
mercifully favoured us, and gave us a blefTed

Opportunity together.

On
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On Fourth-day we went to Warwick, where
we had a Meeting among Friends, truly to our

Comfort, in the prevailing of the Lord's Power

:

We came to William Gulfon's at Coventry that

Night, and the next Day had a large Meeting
there, wherein the Love and Power of Chrift

glorioufly prevailed, and the Lord our bleiTed

Helper had the Honour, who is worthy for

ever. On Sixth-day we had a Meeting at

Nuneaton, where many fober People came, and
the Gofpel of Salvation extended freely towards

the Meeting, and had a comfortable Im-
preffion on many Hearts 3 we came back to

Nathanael Newton's at Hartfiill to a Meeting
on the Firft-day, where many People from
diftant parts were gathered, both Friends and
others, and the Lord opened the Teftimony of

the Gofpel of Salvation, through Faith in his

Name, in a precious manner ; and we parted

with Friends in a near fenfe of the Love and
Power of God, and to his Praife.

On Second-day we fet out for the North,

viiiting feveral Friends by the way, and came
that Night to Derby.

On Third-day we vifited fome who were

lately convinced in that hard Town, with whom
we were comforted, and left them in hope.

We came that Night to Breech, expecting to

have had a Meeting there that Evening, but

the intended Notice had failed ; fo came to

Chejierfield, where we had a Meeting on Fourth-

day, wherein the Arm of the Lord our God
I i 2 reached
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reached mercifully for the help and building up
in the molt, precious Faith, to our Gladnefs

and Comfort ; tho' we were very feniible of. a

lofs to the Meeting, by reafon of feveral Friends

being abfent.

On Fifth-day, being the 6th of the firft

Month, we came to Bradford, being both

well, and in true Love and Nearnefs one to

another.

Among the Tapers containing an Account of
this Vifit, was thefollowing Epijlle to a Quar-

terly-meeting which they were prevented from
attending in Perfon, viz.

* But you may remember, fome of the

ancient profehed Believers were fo negligent

and unhappy, as tu continue in the carnal

Mind ; and fo Divilions were amongft them,

and various, felfiuh, and pernicious Practices

fome efteeming Perfons more than Chrift the

Truth, which, though they were luch as

were, or had been rightly prepared, and fent

in his Name for their Gathering, was highly

offeniive to God : And as the fame Caufe

will produce the fame hurtful Effects, we in-

treat you, our Friends, even thro' the Coun-

Shepherd and his Voice, from the alluring,

enticing, feducing Stranger's, both refpecting

the Gain, and the Liberties of the Spirit

of the World , and concerning that crafty,

felf-feeking, contentious Spirit, which hath

captivated fome in divers places, to their hurt

and Shame already, as well as in a forrowful

degree in fome other parts, to the fcandal

of Religion : And of which Spirit, and de-

ceiving Endeavours to fow Difcord, and fcat-

ter into by-ways for its own Honour and Ad-
vantage, without any true Regard to the

Honour of God, be you all 'warned arid ftand
clear, left anv fhould become Instruments

thereby of more Hurt and Confufion, than

yet hath been amongil you.

' Thus have we endeavoured to difcharge

ourfelves towards you, in the certain Senfe of

the Love and Good-will of God, which hath
: not only opened our Underftan dings and
1 Hearts on your Account in divers refpecls,

but feemed to point out this Way to difcharge
: ourfelves towards Friends of your County,

that it may be more generally feen, if you

In a Letter to a Friend^ dated from Port-

Ifaac, upon this Journey, he gives the following

Account.

c My Health is fuflained mercifully,

and holy Help afforded to live, and labour

in the Service for which I am drawn here-

away ; in a manner which occafions reve-

rent bowing of Soul before the Lord, and

revives my Faith in his Name, who hath, as it

is his due, the Praife of all : And tho' it is a

Time of great Lownefs here-away, refpecl-

ing that Dominion, which Chrift mould have

in the Hearts of his People 5 yet the Father's

Love in Mercy often ftrongly runs, and in

part prevails, to the Comfort and Joy of the

truly inward : And the fearching, piercing

Labour, at times, makes fome Impremon,

giving to hope, that it will not be quite in

vain. However, the Arm of the Lord is

working, and helps the truly Honeft, where-

of we have a mare of Rejoicing in him, and

holy Thankfulnefs for his humbling Help

from day to day j and my Heart is deeply

reverent at this Time in mentioning divine

About the Year 1733 his fecond Son, Thomas

Fothergill, died in the twenty-fecond Year of

his Age j of whom, our Father has been often

heard to fay, that he never once difpkafed him :

And as he had feared God, and honoured his

Parents from his youth upwards, fo he felt his

DifTolution approaching without Terror, and

departed in Innocency and Peace. And fo

manifeft was the religious Awe that was upon

him, both in Meetings, and in his general

Converfation, as often to imprefs the Beholders

with a fenfe thereof, and to excite fome that

were lefs regardful of their Duty in this refpect,

to more diligence.

After he returned from this laft Vifit, he was

not any long time together abfent from home

:

He vifited nevertheless many of the neighbour-

ing Meetings, and was often concerned, by-

Letters to advife, both fuch of his Children

as were not under his immediate Tuition,

alfo many particular Perfons, as well as fome

Monthly and Quarterly-meetings, to mind the

Day of their Vifitation, and humblv, fteadily

Kk to
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to feek the Lord and his Truth ; and fo was he

often the inftrumenral means of AiTiftance and

Encouragement to many in their religious Du-
ties. As fome fuch Letters have been preferved,

that were wrote about this time, we thought

it not improper to infert fome Extracts from

them in this place, viz.

c Dear Son,

IT is not unpleafant to have neceflary Occa-

fions of writing to thee given me, becaufe

I doubt not but to hear from me is very ac-

ceptable : And as a degree of divine Love, I

believe, tinctures my Spirit, both in remem-
bring and in writing to thee j I hope there

may fome helping Encouragement attend it,

and profitably affect thee in the beft Senfe ;

which, as a Longing or Defire hath been be-

got, and fome Taftes afforded thee in the

Father's Good- will, he will not neglect, tho'

he fuffers a plunging into Sorrow, and Doubt
of getting rightly along, to attend j in order

to keep beft Care and Purfuit neceflarily vi-

gorous, and fecondary things in their places ;

which is the Safety, Beauty and true Riches

of Men. For heavenly Care leads to a quiet

and ballanced fort of living and walking

here on Earth ; a Favour and Privilege of

unfpeakable Advantage, and which Multi-

tudes deprive themfelves of, by bending their

chief, and many almoft their whole Appli-

cation to feek Terreftrials j and fo want the

* Stay
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Stay of all Stays in needful times. Thus
near Love and Care in my Heart, ceafeth not

to prompt me to deiire and long for thy

right Improvement, which I am ftill given

renewedly to hope will be granted.' .

—

c My true Salutation attends thee, un-

der a continued Deiire that thou may ft often

reverently and duly keep in mind, from whom
all lafting Good comes, and whofe Addition

to our Endeavours, gives the valuable Im-
provement ; and that labouring to walk and
act in fteady Regard to, and Hope in God,
will bring the molt, holy Quiet, and Serenity

of Mind at home, and gain the moll truly

honourable Regard abroad j and at the fame

rime help to walk fafely on this Sea of Glafs,

to which this World may be well compared
;

wherefore look carefully to Truth, and the

Beauty of its Simplicity, and thou will have to

behold the reeling, chaffy Spirit, and Ways of

this World, rather with an eye of fcorn than

love, and be thankful that thou art in mea-
fure already gather'd and fet above it. And
it will be good to confider alio, that though

Diligence is a great and neceilary thing, and
in feeking divine Favour the moil profitable,

becaufe therein is all Treafure, both for Time
and Eternity, and there is certainly a Bleffing

from God on the truly diligent ; yet it may
likewife be necefTary to remember, that the

Race is not always to the Swift, but Patience,

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with the Exercife of Faith in the hidden

Arm of Power, brings to fee great things

many ways : And thus, dear Child, may the

Hand of the God of the Living be with thee,

and guide thee in his Counfel, and to his

Praife ; and this is my earneft Longing for

thee/

c Thy lownefs and doubtful fiyle, on

the greatefl Account, affected me nearly, yet

hath not been very painful to me, becaufe

every Birth (of divine Appointment) is at-

tended with prefent Uneafinefs, and in a cer-

tain, and fometimes very heavy manner 5

and the Senfe of the Danger and Difficulty,

tho' fometimes it fwells to a difcouraging de-

gree, yet hath this Effect with the Honeft ;

it improves Fear and Care with earned and

humble Diligence, in walking mindfully,

and breathing the more hungrily after the

Succour and Stay of the invifible Hand,
which delights in doing his Children good,

and feeding yet with feeming Shortnefs of

meafure, and without that Difpatch of the

Work which the Creature would have ; fo

that it requires Time to learn neceffary Pa-

tience, and what it is to live by Faith ;

wherefore, dear Son, as a wife Man hath

exhorted, with all thy getting, get TJnder-

fianding ; I accordingly intreat thee, to feek

principally after Improvement in Acquain-

tance with the fanctifying Hand, and to
1 learn
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learn the Way and the End of its turning ;

and alfo that Stillnefs is required, when we
fee that no Hand but the Lord's can open the

Way, and bring the long'd-for Help ; and

yet that Help and Salvation is to be looked

for reverently and hopingly ; and in fo ap-

plying on our part, the Lord our gracious

God doth, and will delight to regard, and
work fo, that his Arifing may fill the Soul,

and engage it in prefent Gladnefs, and
ftrengthned Faith in his Arm, and renewed

Truft yet to travel on : And thus his gracious

Workings bring forth Praife and holy Ad-
miration, to his great and mighty Name,
wherein alone is that Salvation, and thofe

Riches, that are good for all.

c May the feeling Knowledge hereof, and
an humble Hope and Truft to be guided and
ballanced by the invilible holy One, guard

and ftay thee, thro' the un fettling Struggles

that may attend thee : For betwixt the Con-
verfe and Purfuits of the unmortified World,
however polifh'd by human Endeavours, and
the earthly Nature in ourfelves, with the gild-

ed Appearance of Penetration, Comprehen-
fivenefs of Reafoning and FinefTe, of many
among the more learned part of Mankind,
and the little, low, yet pure and powerful

Seed, which at times makes itfelf known
indifputably, yet hides itfelf again : Creatures

are liable to dangerous Toffings j and good
Beginnings, Ideas, and Defires of God's own

* begetting
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begetting, have unhappily mifcarried, and in-

flead of coming nearer the Experience of

Salvation being as Walls and Bulwarks about

them, in a quiet Habitation ; too many (for

want of carefully looking towards the true

Port) have been gradually, by one Wave after

another, carried off to Sea again, and fhip-

wreck'd in the loofe, unbottomed Concep-

tions and Interefts of this World. Wherefore

cleave clofe, I pray thee, to the immoveable

Rock, the fpiritual Appearance of the Father

and the Son, in whom is all Might, and all

Sufficiency ; and I fully believe he will be

thy God, thy Saviour, thy Shepherd, to lead

and feed thee, thy Shield and exceeding great

Reward. Amen. The bell Love is frefh up-

on me towards thee to my Comfort ; and

hath drawn me thus to make theie Obferva-

tions for thy Caution and Encouragement in

the beft Puriuits.'

As my Mind hath been concerned

in much affectionate Care on thy Account,

and fometimes a lively Hope hath affected

my Soul with Comfort, that thou might

become a Man for God, and fo to walk in

his Fear, that he might be pleafed to ma-
nifeft his gracious Care over thee ; fo I am
under both humble and anxious Defires, that

thou may watch againft the Pollution of the

lying Vanities of this corrupting Age, and

the Spirit of the World ; being well and

thoroughly allured the divine Being requires it

' at
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at our Hands, and is only well pleafed with

thofe who walk uprightly before him, and

are truly afraid of, and therefore fteadily

ftrive againft, leaning to any Thoughts or

Practices which are contrary to the divine

Mind, either in greater or in lerTer matters

;

and they have the eafieft Work of it, who
are the moil; duly refolute in early time, and
firmly ftand and walk according to Under-
ilanding j whereas bending a little here, and

a little there, (for which Excufes will be

ready at hand, but of the evil one's preparing)

and yielding and leaning afide, always weak-
ens and enflaves, and renders that dwarfifh,

which the Lord of all Power would make
ftrong, healthy and found, and able to walk
in his way with Alacrity.'

In the Tear 1736 he made the nece/fary Pre-

parationsfor his third and lafl Vifit to America,

which had been before him a corfiderable Time :

From the (Jjort Minutes he kept of it, we have

tranfcribed the following Narrative, and inter-

fperfed fuch Epijlles as have come to our Hands,

that were wrote in this journey.

SOME Exercife having been upon me fome
Years to vifit the Churches in America

once more, it now became weighty and clear

before me, that the proper Time was come for

the Performance of that Service ; I therefore

prepared myfelf for the Journey, having the

Concurrence and near Unity of my Friends,

aad
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and left my dear Wife and Family the 17th of

the fecond Month 1736, and went to Leeds,

and had feveral Meetings amongft Friends, as

I found it with me, in my way by Manchejler,

Warrington, thro' a part of Che/hire, Staffbrd-

Jhire, and by Coventry, Alejbury, Jordans, and

fo to London. Having many good Meetings, in

the fenfe of the Love and Power of Truth

amongft Friends, in many places.

After fome Weeks ftay with Friends at Lon-

don, in the Labour of the Gofpel, under the

merciful Affiftance of the Power and Love of

God, my Spirit being clear and at Liberty, and

a Ship being ready, I went on board at Gravef-

end, in the Ship called the Jane, bound for

Philadelphia, the 9th of the fourth Month :

We fet fail the next Day, and arrived fafe and

well at Philadelphia the 6th of the fixth Month,

having an eafy, good Pafiage, and more efpe-

cially fo, becaufe of the Favour of the lively

fenfe of the divine Prefence being often renew-

ed, under which my Soul humbly worfhiped

God, who is worthy for ever.

I lodged at Ifrael Pembertons, but ftaid not

long there-away, finding my Mind raoft drawn

to haften towards Maryland and Virginia ; and

fet forward the 14th of the fixth Month, fe-

veral Friends accompanying me to John Rich-

ardfons, near Chriften-creek -, and from hence

to Newcaflle, Cecil, and fo over Chefter and

Choptank Rivers, having feveral profitable Meet-

ings in the way. And not far from the Banks

of this laft River, we had a Meeting in a

Forreft,
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Forreft at one "Jeremiah Jadwins, amongft a

People little acquainted with the Doctrines of

Truth} yet pretty many gathered there, be-

having with Sobriety and Attention, and the

Power ot Truth came into dominion amongft

us, much to our Satisfaction : After Meeting

we lodged with one Richard Cooper, a loving,

generous old Man, and a Perfon of Note in

that part of the Country.

The i ft of the feventh Month I had a Meet-

ing at Little-creek, from whence many Friends

accompanied me to a Meeting at Mother-kill,

which the loving Kindnefsof God very merci-

fully regarded, and gave Friends comfort in his

Prefence, amongft a poor unfaithful People.

On the 4th we had a Meeting at Lewiftown

in the Court-houfe, which was a pretty open,

profitable Seafon. Alfo on the 5th at Coldfpring,

and another in the Evening at Charles Ditigys,

both to good Satisfaction. From hence I fet

out for Virginia, and Notice having been given

in the Country, we had a pretty large Meet-
ing on the 9th near Swanfgut, a little within

the Confines of Virginia, which was to good
Satisfaction in the Affiftance of Truth, though

I had the Ague then upon me.

On the 10th, as foon as I could bear to ride,

Edward Mifflin and I fet forward, and came
that Night to Paul Crippins, a Friend near

Muddy-creek, where formerly a Meeting had

been fettled ; but by gradually mixing with the

Spirit of the World, and fo into Marriages

L 1 with

with others out of the way of Truth, the El-

ders being dead, the Youth turn'd their backs

of Truth, and the Meeting was quite drop'd

:

I had no freedom to appoint a Meeting there,

and fo fet out the next Day towards Nefwad-
dacks, where Notice had been given of our

Intention to have a Meeting there the next

Day, which was the firft of the Week. The
Meeting was held in the Meeting-houfe where
formerly there had been a pretty number of

Friends, but now they are near gone, through

the Love of the World, with its Enjoyments

and Liberties ; fo that a Meeting is hardly kept

there ; but pretty many of the Neighbours ga-

thered, and we had a Meeting, which was
comfortable to me, in my Faithfulnefs to the

Lord j tho' they feem'd to have but little Senfe

of God, or the Operation of Truth j for indeed

a Cloud of carnal IndirTerency appeared to me,

to have overfpread almoft all that part of the

Country in an uncommon manner.

From hence we fet out for the Yearly-meet-

ing on the We/lem-JJjore, but by the Difficulties

we met with in croffing the Bay, one Day of

it was over before we arrived : We had how-
ever two days Meetings with a folid religious

body of Friends there, and a pretty many o-

thers, whofe Behaviour was fober and com-
mendable ; and the Lord our God was pleafed

to bids the Opportunity with his Prefence and

Wifdom, to the Satisfaction of many, and his

holy Name was glorified. We vifited feverai

Friends
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Friends herc-away, and then went towards

Carolina, having Meetings in divers places,

one efpecially near Perquimons-head, which

was large and fatisfactory j and another at a

new Meeting-houfe near Perqidmons-river.

On the 25th I went from hence towards

Pafpitanck-river, and was at a Meeting of

Friends there the 26th, which was made in

good meafure comfortable, to God's honour,

to whom it is due : And tbo' I was exceeding

weak, by reafon of a very fharp Return of the

Ague, which came upon me the Day before,

yet on Third-day following we had a Meeting

up the River at Amos Trueblood's, chiefly con-

lifting of other People, which, in the Lord's

Help, was much to our Satisfaction. I had

likewife a Meeting at Little-river, and another

up the fame River, tho' very weak in body.

The 1 ft of the eighth Month I got to Per-

quimons, where the Yearly-meeting was held

for North-Carolina, and began that Day ; it

was pretty large, but I was fcarcely able to fit

the Meeting, thro' the Violence of my Dif-

order. On the 2d the Meeting was ftill larger,

and I was enabled to declare the Truth, in its

own Ability and Wifdom, to the Help and
Comfort of the Upright : And the Power and
Love of Truth tended much to feafon and fit

Friends to tranfact the Affairs of the Church,

which were that Day brought before them.

The Meeting ended the next Day, but I was
too much indifpofed to attend it.

On the 4th I fet out for Virginia, full of
Peace, tho' very weak, and the next Day had
a comfortable Meeting at Thomas Newby's, with

fome Friends and other neighbouring People.

Alfo the Day following another ztL. Bvff'kin's,

which was pretty large and comfortable. Thro'

the Lord's Goodnefs my Indifpofition now be-

gan to wear off, and I was enabled to travel

with more eafe. On the 7th I had a Meeting

near
c

Jofeph Pleafant's, where through divine

Mercy, which was gracioufly amongft us, we
had "a good Seafon. I (raid here vifiting Friends

in their Families in the Neighbourhood two
Days, and on the 10th, which was Firft-day,

was at a Meeting not far off; and had a mer-

ciful and livingly edifying time that Evening,

with feveral Friends who came to fee me, with

jfojeph Picafan?s Family.

The 1 2th I went over Nancemond-river to

TVeflern-branchy where I expe&ed to have had

a Meeting that Day, but the Notice had fail'd ;

fo I ftaid at Abraham Rixe's till Fifth-day, and

went to the Monthly-meeting for the Church-
affairs, which was large and peaceable. From
hence I went to a Meeting at Rafcoc-ncck, and

came up near Weftem-branch to a Burial. The
17th I was at a General-meeting at Weftern-

branchy which was very large, and thro' divine

Favour a good time, my Spirit being very

much at Liberty , and I was clear'd of that

Part of the Country. I then turned up the

Province to have fome Meetings with a few

Friends
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Friends that were gone to fettle there, and had
one the next Day at Robert Rixe's, another the

Day following at John Denfon's, and another

the 2 i ft at one 'John 'Thorp's, where we had a

blefled Time, thro' divine Help, amongft a

People who were nearly, if not altogether

Strangers to Friends and the Doctrine of Truth,

who neverthelefs behaved with Sobriety and
Attention.

From hence I travelled forward, and had
Meetings near "James-river, Appamattack-

river, and other places : And the ift of the

ninth Month had a Meeting at JVyke Hunni-
cutt's, amongft his Neighbours and fome
Friends, to good Satisfaction. And the next

Day had a precious eftabliming time toward

Friends, thro' the Lord's Mercy, and to his

Glory, at a xMeeting at William Lead's, near

Wynoke. Alfo at Curies, Black-creek, and
Swamp, and turn'd back the 6th to fee Friends

at a Monthly-meeting, where I took leave of

many Friends of that Part of the Country in

much Love and comfortable Nearnefs. Next
Day I went to Cedar-creek Meeting, where the

Truth much comforted me, and opened blef-

fedly relieving and eftablifhing Doctrine to the

People ; and we had fome good Service among
pretty many Friends whom we went to vifit.

The Day following we had a Meeting at John
Cheadlers, to which a pretty many People

gathered from a confiderable diftance, and we
had a good Meeting ; as alfo another good

open
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open Meeting, where none that I heard of had

been before, at one 'Thomas Warrens, who was

under fome Search after Truth, and a fober

Man.
On the nth I fet forward thro* the Wilder-

nefs, in order to vifit a new fettled Country, far

up in the Mountains, and that Night got

Lodgings at a friendly Man's Houfe in the

Fork of Rappahannock-river, and rode the next

Day over fome high and frony Mountains, a

Man being with me as a Guide, who was a

Stranger to the Way as much as myfelf, yet

thro' the good Care of our God we got over

Sbaiiadore-river to one Chefier**, who was very

courteous to us, his poor Circumftances con-

fidered, which was alfo the more acceptable,

as I expected nothing but to lodge in the open

Woods that Night.

The 1 3th we went to Abraham Holling-

wortb's, a Friend, near Opeck^ and the next

Day, being Firft-day, I was at a Meeting with

fome Friends and divers others, at the Meet-

ing-houfe near Alexander Roffe's. The 15 th

I came back to Abraham Hol/ingworth's, in

order to be at Meeting the Day following near

Sbanadore-river, which was held at Robert

Mackafs the younger, and was pretty open

and comfortable. On the 17th we had a Meet-

ing at Ifaac Perkin\ to which came the great-

eft part of Friends of that new fettled Country,

wherein the Love and Wifdom of Truth ap-

peared much to my Eafe, and their Eftablifh-

ment
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ment in Religion. The next Day I had a good

open little Meeting at Richard Bee/on' s ; and

on the following, another with fome Friends

and divers others at John Smith's. On the

20th we crofs'd Potomack-river, and travelled

over that high Ridge called the Blue-mountainsy
and having mifs'd our Way, with great diffi-

culty we got to John Bailees at Mannockacy,

and was at the Meeting there the 21ft, and

took leave of Friends there-away. From hence

we fet out towards the Head of Patuxen-river

in Maryland, and in two Days hard riding we
came to Samuel Plummers, and travelled down
towards Patuxen-mouth, and had a Meeting

with a few Friends there on the 26th, to our

Comfort. This is the lowefh Meeting in the

Province.

The 1 ft of the tenth Month we had a Meet-

ing at Herring-creek, and another the next

Day at Weft-river, where Truth opened me in

a very clofe-dealing and warning manner to

fome loofe People, as well as truly comfortable

to the Upright in Heart. On the 3d we had a

a Meeting near the upper part of Patuxen,

and went that Night to Gerrard Hopkins's the

younger, where I had fome Service for Truth ;

in {hewing how the Youth were in divers re-

fpedts departed from it into the Spirit and Ways
of the World, and the unhappy Confequences

thereof in divers Inflances. We had a Meet-

ing next Day at Elkridge, which was of good

Service, and another the Day following at a

Friend's
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Friend's Houfe at Patapfcoe. From hence I

went to Bufh-rher, and had a Meeting with

Friends there-away, and another at Deer-creek,

to fome good Satfsfaclion.

We got over Sufquehannah-river on the i ith,

tho' with fome Difficulty, by reafon of the Ice

driving down upon us, and went that Night to

Henry Reynold's in Weft-Nottingham, and on

the 1 2th was at Friends Meeting there, which

was large and folid, and had a precious Oppor-

tunity amongft them. After this I went for-

ward towards Philadelphia, having Meetings at

feveral places, as at Eafi- Nottingham, London-

Grove, New-Garden, Kennet, Newark^ and Chi-

chejler, which lafl was pretty large, many
Friends being there from divers places ; from

whence I went home with John Salkeld, and

on the 22d got to Philadelphia, and the Day
following was at Friends Week-day Meeting,

where we were gracioufly favoured with hea-

venly Help, much to our Comfort. I ftaid there-

about till theFirft-day following,when the Lord

was pleafed to blefs us by his Power and Love,

much to our Humiliation in his Prefence, in

three publick Meetings.

The 27th I fet out again into the Country,

and had a Meeting that Day at Plymouth, and

a large one the Day following at North-Wales,

(it being their Monthly-meeting for Bufinefs)

wherein we were comforted together 5 and

alfo the next Day at Perquiomin, which thro*

heavenly Help was a trulv good Seafon. The

3 ift
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3 ifl I had a comfortable Meeting at Maiden-

creek, and the 2d of the eleventh Month ano-

ther at Oley with Friends there-away, which
was much to my Eafe, and the Comfort of the

Upright-hearted. I had Meetings likewife at

the Furnace near Manatania, and at the Great-

Swamp, which Truth made a truly good time

to many j alfo at a place called Plumfledy
and

a large one at Friends Meeting- houfe near Buck-

ingham -, and from thence I went to Wright''s-

town and Falls, at which Place I had a large

and truly edifying Meeting. I had likewife

Meetings at Trefit-town, Burlington and Brijiol,

to which Friends came from feveral diftant

places.

The 1 6th I was at Ni/Jjaminy Meeting, which
the Lord of Mercy and all Power gloriouily

I then took paffage for Barbadoes, in com-
pany with a Native of Berytus in Syria, (about

O o 2 fixty
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fixty Miles north of Jerufalem) who being op-

prefTed by the Turks, and ftripped of his Pof-

feffions, had been obliged to feveral European

Princes for indulging him to afk the Benevo-
lence of their Subje&s. I had fome fatisfactory

Converfation with him, which induced him to

be very affectionately courteous to me, and was
I believe of fome fervice to him in a religious

Senfe, tho' we could converfe very little but by
an Interpreter. We had a fafe Paffage, thro*

fome very ftormy Weather, and landed in Bar-
badoes the 9th of the eleventh Month 1737.

From Barbadoes he wrote thefollowing Epiflle

to Friends on the Eaftern-Jhore in Maryland.

c Dear Friends,

IN the Extendings of the Love of Chrifr,

the great and bleffed Shepherd of the

Lord's Flock every where, am I concerned

to remember you, and ftirred up to write

a little to you, as a tender and brotherly

Salutation ; and I earneftly intreat you all,

carefully and weightily to cOnfider, that the

moft neceffary Concern and Work of our

Day here, certainly is to feek for experimen-

tal Knowledge of Reconciliation to God the

Father, thro' the Obedience of living Faith

in the Name of Chrift, and the renewing of

the holy Spirit -, and fo to live, walk, and la-

bour in and with our heavenly Talent or

Gift, that we mew forth and promote the
' Righteoufnefs
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* Righteoufnefs and Purity of the bleiTed Gof-

pel-day, as Lights to the World, but moft
immediately and directly fo, to thofe of the

fame Profeffion with us.

4 And I am fully fatisfied, that the gracious

Regard of almighty Goodnefs is a frefh ex-

tending towards you, in order to help you,

both to wait and to live more comfortably in

the Dominion of Truth in yourfelves ; and
to enable you, in the Life and Wifdom of

Truth, to be more ferviceable in your Fami-
lies, in the Society profeffing to be of you,

(fo lamentably decaying in your parts) and

alfo to the Neighbourhood : For if the

redeeming Power, and fanctifying Life of

Chrift, the one true and blefled Head and
Shepherd, did but mew itfelf and its hea-

venly Effects fuitably, thro' the more know-
ing and more active, or chief part of the

Society, it is indifputable with me, that the

Lord's Work of gathering many to be living

Stones, and building People up a fpiritual

Houfe, in Order and godlike Beauty, would
profper, and recover Strength and Luftre

among you : For you would be helped to

fpeak in one Life, one Zeal, and one Lan-
guage of Wifdom, to the Joy and Comfort
of the honeftly-minded, who fome of them,

tho' they may be at a diifance in divers re-

fpects, yet are at times looking for Zion,

but cannot fee fuch Beauty amongft her pro-

« feffed
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fefTed Chiefs, where they have expe&ed it to

appear, as to convince them, this is fie.
* And fome others who are lamed in part,

and depraved in fenfe, yet are not quite dead,

but are now and then awakened to fee and

feel fomething of their own dark and bewil-

dred Condition ; who if they had proper

light ihewn them, and were ftirred up to

look wherein they have turned alide,

(which is but your and all our Intereft and

Duty to be devotedly concerned for) fome

fuch I believe would yet be gathered nearer,

would be reftored in themfelves, and would

add Help and Beauty to the Lord's Family

:

And the Mouths of thole who mock and

contemn the Repairers, would, in the Lord's

Counfel, be flopped, or turn to their own
Shame and Sorrow ; and the feeming Strength

of theArm of fuch uncircumcifed, would ap-

pear to be mere Weaknefs, and like Briars and

Thorns in the Way of the Lord of Holts.

* So, dear Friends, Brethren and Sifters', be

rouzed up into upright Inwardnefs of Appli-

cation in Soul, to have your own Hearts

fearched by the Finger or Power of God ;

and that its Love and Virtue may help and

lead you in faithfulnefs to labour in the Work
of the Lord, that you may be fully clear of the

Blood of all : And I fully believe the blefled

Matter-builder and great Hufbandman, will

yet add a Bleffing to your fincere Application,

both inwardly for your own Help, and to

' others ;

others ; for his Eye is towards you for good,

and towards the Work he hath begun in your

parts.
1 And I beg it may ever be remembred,

particularly by the more active for Religion,

either as Minifters, or other Helps in the

Government of the Church, that Exhorta-

tion, Advice, or propofing the beft of Rules

for neceilary Practice, are not like to produce

much good Effects, if the Tincture and Sa-

vour of the Spirit of Religion and Gofpel-

power do not accompany fuch Labour, and

fhew itfelf in the Life of fuch Perfons ; for

that leads into, and gives Dominion over our

own Spirits and Tempers, and waflieth from

the defiling Love and Spirit of this World,

with its corrupting Friendships and felfifh

Views, which have hurt many inwardly, if

not (lain and laid wafte Multitudes.

* But oh ! to humble, clean and enlivened

Hearts, the frefh feeling of the Life of Truth

revives Faith under Difficulties and Difcou-

ragements, and gives both Beauty, Authority

and room, and never fails to render Peo-

ple really ufeful, and Helpers to repair and

build up, according to the feveral Talents re-

ceived : Nor can any thing below this hea-

venly Life being felt and yielded unto, make
any effectually ufeful ; but Weaknefs and

Decay in Practice will flill follow and

fpread : For the carnal Mind, and flefhly

Wifdom, tho' there mould appear fome out-

* ward
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ward Strictnefs, will often find Excufes foy

not doing one thing, and for doing another,

as heft fuits prefent Advantage or Pleafure to

the Creature ; and hence have come thofe

numerous Divifions, Enmities, Contentions,

and variety of Practices, Parties, and evil

Liberties into the profeffed Chrifiian Church-
es, and in part amongft us as a People, under

which, you and the Caufe of Chrift in your

Province fufTer.

c However, I am perfuaded the Lord of

Heaven and Earth is gracioufly mindful of

you, of his Caufe, and of many poor, in-

wardly diftempered, and lamed (by their evil

lufts) amongft you, in order to extend Help,

and to make you Helpers one to another,

thro' Holinefs of Life, and wife and living

Zeal -, and therefore, dear Friends, be en-

couraged in labouring to live, to exhort, re-

prove, invite and provoke to love as occafion

may offer, with Chrifiian diligence, and with-

out Partiality : So will Light yet break out

from Darknefs, and the darkning, reafoning

Spirit of this World, will gradually be fi-

lenced, and the Teftimony of Truth, in its

feveral ancient and holy Branches, be again

feen clearly, as they are the Fruits of the

Life and Light of the everlafting Gofpel j

and will be born openly and faithfully for

Chrift's fake : And thus you, as his Children,

will be abundantly more honoured and

owned with his living, glorious, healing

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and fhengthning Prefence : And fo inward

Salvation, outward Fruitfulnefs in Righteouf-

nefs, with frefh Anointing, and railing up of

helpful Inftruments for various Services in

in the Church, and the good of Mankind,

will yet again grow among you, to your Joy
and Honour, and to the Glory and Praife of

the unchangeable, holy Lord God Almighty,

ever worthy to be loved, feared, obediently

trailed in, and magnified for ever. Thus,

dear Friends, my Soul longs for you, and

the Father's Honour, and in his Name fa-

lutes the living.

with you, and not without danger of of-

fending fome, yet know ye, it is from a clear

View that the Lord of Heaven and Earth,

who fees all things and Perfons as they are

in reality, is both willing and defirous to help

and quicken you, and to repair his Work
and Plantation among you in this Province ;

and to water and drefs it, that it may be-

come both more comfortable in itfelf, and

I am now clear, and I befeech that you

may make proper ufe of this and all other

Favours, both in thinking of it carefully,

and fpreading it as may be judged neceflary ;

and I feem rather moved with defire that this,

or a Copy of it, may go to Friends over the

Bay : Tho' at prefent my Hope feems weak
of fome, of their regarding any thing that

may be for their effectual Help. But the un-

changeable God, his holy Truth, and faithful

Labourers in his love and fear, will be clear,

and have Comfort in themfelves from him
whofe Ear grows not heavy, that it cannot

hear in any Land or Age ; Glory and
Thankfgiving be to his Name for ever and
ever/

Barbadoes, the ill of the

twelfth Month 1737.

All the Account that remains of his Vifit to

this IJland, and of his Return, we believe is

contain d in 'the following Letters to one of his

Sons in England, viz.

Bardadoes 27th of the nth Month 1737.

> * I was brought hither well about fixteen

* Days ago, in 32 Days from Philadelphia, yet

* do not find myfelf free to leave the place fo

* foon j and therefore as a VefTel is juft going
c hence
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hence for London, I cannot well omit wri-

ting alittle to inform thee, that I am thus

far on my way, and eafy in the hope and
fenfe of the Father's favour. If this Ship

had ftaid two or three Weeks longer, I mould
have been in hopes, I might have left the

Ifland with Eafe j but I dare not, as it is :

And yet it is questionable, whether another

will fail for England in lefs than two Months,
which is fomewhat hard for me to think of,

both in refpect to the Unpleafantnefs of the

place, from the extreme Heats, the fmall

number of Friends, and the general Remote-
nefs of the Inhabitants from Religion.

Tho' I am eafy in Refignation to all-wile

Difpofal, and full of Thankfulnefs, under

the bending fenfe of gracious and ftrong Ex-
tendings of divine Good-will to many of the

remote j and of fatherly, fuccouring Encou-
ragement to the few fpiritually minded here.

May Rain from Heaven bedew thy

Soul and Understanding j and cherifh and re-

vive the Lord's Heritage every where. •

. brought fafe to my native Land again,

in which I very humbly acknowledge mer-

Power and Mercy, there is no End. I

flrongly intended to have come by way of

From Lancafter he went direBly to his Habi-
tation, which was then in Netherdale, York-
fhire, where he was joyfully received by his

Family and Friends, with humble Gratitude and
Reverence to that holv Power which had through

all preferved him to their Comfort. He fet out

foon after for the Quarterly-meeting at York,

which was large, and attended by divers Friends

fromfeveral parts of the Nation', who were truly

glad
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glad of his Prefence among them on that Occajion,

which indeed was folemn and edifying in many
rejpetfs, in a very eminent manner.

Whilfi he was on this V'tjit in America, he

wrote the following Epijlle to Friends of the

Quarterly-meeting at York.

In the Tear 1739, when the Winter Quarterly-

meeting at York, which he attended, was over,

hefit out for Norfolk -

y which County, part of

Suffolk, and London, had been before him fome

time, yet not fo diJlinB and clear as he mofl loved ;

of which he gave the followi??g inftruffiive Ac-

count in a Letter to one of his Sons, datedfrom
Sutton in Lincolnfhire, the ^d of the eleventh

Month, viz.

c Tho' I have been unufually long

\ without writing to thee, both on account of
c having little material to advife of, and being

' under fome uneafy Uncertainty about my
c

real Duty refpedting this little Journey, which
' hath caufed me more Exercife by Night and

' by
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by Day, than many greater : Not through

my own Unwillingnefs to go any where, if

I may but be thoroughly fatisfied of the Fa-

ther's Pvlind ; but from a Fear, whether

Truth itfelf required, and drew to it, tho' it

4 hath flood almofi conftantlv before me much
of the time iince I faw thee : But I longed

for more clear, living Engagement j that

even after the Time which feem'd to be

pointed out was come, I got not to a full

Conclusion till about three Weeks before I

came away. In this Unfettlednefs I was

backward in writing, and when I c?.me to a

Conclusion, my time was much employ'd in

leaving matters fuitably : And thus I have

been toffing in much fear and littlenefs, yet

under, I think, an honefl Devotednefs ; and

lb have been thus long, in a fort, hid from
thee: Tho' I found not much Neceffity of

writing, except to manifeft my truly tender

and earned longing of Soul ior thee, and for

thy Help in the way of Blefling, which, be

affured, is continued as honellly as I am ca-

pable of. I may farther inform thee, that I

hope to reach Warwick next Firfl-day but

one, that County, and the upper or weftern

part of Suffolk and Effex, having moft place

with me. Meeting-time being come, I

muft bid Farewel, and am thy loving Father,

;

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After having vifited the Counties above-

mention'd, he came up to London the begin-

ning of the Month following, and ilaid therein

vifiting the Meetings of Friends in and about

the City, during feveral Weeks, to the Help
and Encouragement of many, and the faithful

Difcharge of his Duty. He return'd by Ux-
bridge, jfordans and Wkcomb^ at which places

he had pretty large Meetings, and to fome
Advantage, tho' attended with deep labour,

yet with humbly gladening Help : From thefe

parts he went dire&ly home, where he arrived

in Health and Peace.

He attended the Quarterly-meeting at York

in the firft Month following, where his Com-
pany was, as ufual, acceptable ; as his Example
was helpful and edifying, both in Meetings and

out of them.

Tho' under very great Weaknefs as to Health,

he came up to the Yearly-meeting in London in

the Year 1740, and it being the firfl after his

Return from America^ according to the general

practice of Friends, and at the Defire of his

Brethren, he gave a concife and mftructive

Account of his late Vifit to thofe parts, the

State of Friends, the Increafe of the Society in

fome places, and its declining State in others,

with the Caufes which had moif obvioufly con-

tributed thereto. He obferved, that as the

Elders of the People were preferved in Frem-
nefs and Zeal, under a diligent Care for the

Growth of fpiritual Religion, Truth increafed,

good
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good Order was preferred, the Difcipline kept

up, and the Youth in many places tender and
hopeful. On the contrary, where thofe who
were of the firft Rank, both in refpect to Age
and Situation of Life, declined in their religi-

ous CVe ; where the Spirit of this World fup-

pretTed the tender Delires after Riches of a

durable nature ; there Weaknefs, Diforder and

Unfaithfulnefs, was too obvious, and a daily

Decay of real Piety, as well as of Numbers,
prevailed, to the Grief of the honeft-hearted,

and the lofs of thofe who unhappily fuffer'd

this corrupting Spirit to take place. He point-

ed out, in a clear manner, the different parts

where thefe Effects appeared, with that deeply

affecting Sorrow which pierced him, when
amongft thofe whofe Conduct occaiion'd it.

This Summer, being engaged in fome little

domeftick Affairs, he was not much abroad

long together, tho' he attended feveral ditlant

and large Meetings in his own County ; often

remembring his abfent Friends and Children

with true Affection, and manifefting his Care

for their trueft Inteielt ; one ofwhom he writes

to in the following manner. — ' But above all,

4 my longing is for thy fpiritual Accefs, and
' Enlargement in the heavenly Paftures, under
' the leading and putting forth of the one
' heavenly Shepherd, which I ilill hope, as

' well as often humbly breathe for on thy ac-
1 count, being well fatisfied of thy fincere

* Defiresj which if properly retain'd, and
R r 2 * carefully
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c
carefully cherifh'd on thy part, I cannot but

c comfortably hope, heavenly Help will mer-
' cifully regard ; fo be it, Amen!
And in another Letter to the Same, dated

the 27th of the tenth Month 1740, he has

the following memorable Expreffions.
£

I have been, and am, thro' merciful Fa-
c vour preferved in ufual Health, and attended
e with beft Peace and Comfort in our heavenly
£ Father's Goodnefs ; tho' in the manifeft Ap-
c pearance (as I have often looked at it many
c Months) of a fevere threatning time of Dif-
c

frefs, in divers cafes, to this Nation ; and
c

if we be not quickened and excited hereby
c

to diligence, in feeking to lay hold of eternal

* Treafure, the Love and Favour of thebleffed
c

infinite Rock and Fountain of all good, we
1

fhall be more inexcufable than others of
f Mankind who know not fo well, and clearly,
c where and how to feek Happinefs and Re-
f
fuge indeed j which I often . inwardly long

i and breathe in Spirit we may lay fuitably to
c

heart. But after this little hint of what is

c much with me, T mall take notice of fome
c of thy Remarks on thy late Journey, finto

' Holland and Germany) and firft tell thee, thy
' Account of thofe People called Me?tonijls, and
c Moravians (as I fuppofe they call themfelves)

exactly agrees with my fecret and fettled Idea
c of them both 5 lor I believe both, and the

' latter efpecially, have had, in fome meafure,
c their Eyes opened j but they fet Man to

* work
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work to form, and imitate Religion, and
to build, without digging properly to find

the Rock : Yet many from their pious In-

tentions make a Shew for a time, and fome
Good may turn out of it : But it is a matter

to be lamented (as I have very often thought)

that there mould be, as it were, an univerfal

and continued Propenfity prevailing, amongft
the Germans especially, to run away with

Speculation ; and thereby fo many valuable

Springings, and Glimpfes of the heavenly

Day, mould have yet brought forth or pro-

duced no more durable Fruits, in experi-

encing Salvation in reality. But it ever will

be true, no following Cbriji acceptably^ with-

out Submitting to the Crofs -

y which hath al-

ways feem'd to me to be the place, at which
that Country-people in particular, as almoft

all Nations in genera), have mifcarried.

—

May the Plough of God take more effectual

hold amongft them, is my heart's Delire :

And may this Confideration ftrengthen thee

in fearing, and even loathing a fort of living

and delighting in, or being at eafe in

barren Speculation, even of beft Things or

Principles j but be ftill more arud more ani-

mated to feek daily Bread from the ever-

lafting Father's own hand, who will hear

and anfwer in due time the fmcere and pa-

tient, tho' hidden Criers for it ; and thereby

fuch will grow in the living Root, and bear

Fruit in due feafon, to the Father's Praife

* and
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* and Honour. I falute thee with this Breath-
1 ing frefh upon my Soul for thee, which hath
1 been often with me, when by my long Silence
c

I have feem'd almoft to have forgot thee.'—

In the latter part of the Year 1741, he vi-

(ited Friends in fome of the northern Counties,

travelling through the Bifhoprick of Durham,
fome parts of Northumberland\ from thence

into Cumberland and Weflmoreland j of which
Journey, all the Account that remains, is con-

tained in the following Letter to a Relation,

wrote foon after his Return, dated the 6th of

the ninth Month 1741, viz.

c
I cannot lofe Hope, nor almoft full

Expectation, but that the divine Power,

which can do all Things, will one time or

other mercifully help thee, if thou labour in

Watchfulnefs and Patience, to look to him
for Salvation in true Diligence, fincere Re-
fignation, and holy, humble Trull: 5 and that

he will refine thro' various manners of deal-

ing, and diftrefling Difpenfations, his beloved

Sons, whom he would make chofen Veffels

in his Houfe : And with fuch an Eye, I be-

lieve he hath look'd upon thee, fomewhat

like as upon Jacob, when a Stone was his

Pillow j yet the Lord of all Power and Ma-
jefty was in that Place, though Jacob knew it

not. And fo have fome others been made
Witneffes, that he in Mercy and gracious

i Goodnefs,
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Goodnefs, was even working in and near us,

when fometimes the Heavens feem'd like

Brafs, and the Earth like Iron, and Fear and
Sorrow furrounded : Thus he hath, and will

winnow and refine, and will fhew that none
elfe can fave ; and yet that he forfakes not;

thofe, who would have no other God but

him, the ever-living and all-powerful One,
everlaftingly worthy to have all our Hearts,

and to be trufted in, waited for, and prailed

for ever. A Meafure of his glorious Love
and Mercy covers my Heart at this Time,
and bows my Spirit in humble Worship to

his moft worthy Name : But I cannot ex-

prefs like many others, according to my
Views, and muft, therefore leave what I have

hinted for thee to gather the Subftance, as

thou art capable. I am as well in Health,

thro' merciful Support, as I have been many
Years, and was favoured with Help from the

beft Hand, in the little Journey through the

northern Counties, to as much humbling
Gladnefs in the Lord, as I have almoft ever

known ; tho* we met with feveral afflicting

Cafes, befides the common Heavinefs, or want
of proper Hunger, which is more or lefs

almoft. a general Hurt.- 1 fcid we, above,

for I had the Opportunity of the good Com-
: pany of Michael Lightfoot moft of the

Time/—
He
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He continued at home during the Winter,
except attending Quarterly- meeting at

York, which when able, and nor engage i in

other Services, he feldom miffed j but Travel-

ling began now to be very difficult and painful

P* him, from a confrant and fharp Strangury^

*'fie too frequent Companion of advancing

Years, and the Effect of unwearied Diligence

in travelling.

In the Spring of 1742 he found himfelf en-

gaged to pay a Vilit to Friends in Oxfordshire,

and after he had difcharged this Service, he

came «p once more to the Yearly-meeting in

London, wherein, upon divers Occafions, he
manifefled the fame living, holy Zeal, under

the Conduct of Heavenly Wifdom, for the

Profperity of Truth and Righteoufnefs, which
had often been confpicuous in him on thefe

folemn Occafions. In the fame Year he vifited

Friends in Ireland once more : This Concern

had long remained upon him, as he expreffes

it in a Letter, as a Debt to that Nation : He
left no farther Account of this Journey, than

of the Places where, and the Times when he

had Meetings ; it may however be remarked,

that even at this Time of Life, and under

great bodily Infirmity, his Care was as great as

ever, that his Miniftry might be as little burden-

fome to Friends as poffible ; for it appears from

the Account he kept, that he was at upwards of

fixty Meetings in about eleven Weeks, and

travelled in the fame Space of Time above 670
Miles :
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Miles : He intended to have communicated to

a Friend a more particular Account of this

Viiit, and of the State of Friends in that King-
dom, but was prevented by Indifpofition, and
other intervening Services. The following Paf-

fages from fome Letters wrote in this Journey,

will not perhaps be altogether unacceptable.

«
•

i My Hands and Thoughts, (fays he,

in a Letter to a Friend foon after he Jet out)

have been bufy in haftening to diicharge

myfelf of this Debt to Ireland^ and I now
hope for a PafTage thither, the firfl fuitable

Wind. 1 am but in a low and heavy
State of Mind, and mould be very doubtful

of being helped to live and act properly, but

that a Grain of Faith is preferved ; which
hath heretofore often ftaid my Mind in pa-

tient waiting, till merciful Supply of Food,
and Ability to labour again, hath been ex-

perienced from the all-fufhcient and only

rightly relieving Hand ; and here is my cen-

ter in reverent Truft, where, as we endea-

vour lieadily to keep, duly attending for

frefh Help that we may be what we are,

thro' the Grace from on high, I believe we
(hall not be neglected or forgotten of the all-

knowing Fountain of every good Thing.'

—

And in another Letter from Dublin, to one

of his Sons

:

S f « Thro1
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- c Thro' merciful Support, I am as

well, I think, as when we parted, tho' as I

ride in pain, more or lefs, it occafions fome

Fear, but doth not much deject me, becaufe

hitherto I have been helped along thro' Dif-

ficulties, in the Father's Drawings, above

reafonable Expectation ; and I am comfort-

ably encouraged to hope in that fupply-

ing Hand in every refpect. May alfo

know, that as the Time I had thought of

came near, I became fo loaded, that every

domeftick Concern was almoft uneafy to me :

I came by Warrington and Sutton, but was

forced to ftay three Days at Chejier for Wind

;

I had a good and eafy PalTage, and came
hither on Third-day Morning, to part of

Friends Meeting, to my own and fome
others Comfort.'

He ftaid here till after Firft-day, and then

went towards the Southern parts, and to Cork

in about three Weeks ; and fo to Mountrath,

from whence he wrote the following Account.

I have kept clofely ftirring along,

and much employ 'd to anfwer the End of

my coming, as diligently and honeftly as I

know how j which thro' continued merciful

Help and renewed Supply, hath been hitherto

as well, or rather better born as to the Body,

as well as in the chief Refpecl:, than I dared

to hope for : And I am thus far thankfully

' eafy
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* eafy on my own part, tho' thro' deep Labour,
c and at times much Sorrow 3 yet I am glad I
c am here, becaufe of the blerTed favour of
{ Help to pay this Vifit ; and alfo in that I am
* fenfible of the ftrong Extendings of gracious
c Regard to this Nation, and even that the
' Dead may hear, and be made to live.

1
I have been round the Southern parts, and

' am now near the middle, going Northward j

* and hope to be at Dublin at the Halfyear's-

' meeting, and have fome Expectation that I
4 may be clear by that time to return/

And loon after he got home, he wrote to

the fame Perfon, that c he was thankfully eafy
c

for gracious Help, thro' his late Journey, on
* divers Accounts.' And often faid, ' It was
4

like removing a Weight from his Shoulders.'

After his Return, he continued much about

home, vifiting the neighbouring General-

meetings, and attending the Quarterly-meet-

ing, as his Health, which daily grew more
precarious, permitted. The Winter proving

very inclement, it injured his Health ftill

more, and prevented him during great part of

the Spring from going abroad : His Care ne-

verthelefs for the Profperity of Truth, was as

frefh as ever, his own inward Strength being

gracioufly renewed, as he often expreifed with

reverent Thankfulnefs to thofe about him, as

well as occafionally to his abfent Family ; for

whofe Prefervation and Increafe in divine Ex-
S f 2 perience,
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perience, and fteady patient Progrefs in the

Paths of Humility and Dependance, his Soul

Was often moft deeply engaged.

In the fixth Month of this Year he attended

the General-meeting at Pickering in the County

of York, to which he got with fome difficulty ;

but, as he mentioned in a Letter wrote in his

Return home, he was foon fatisfied in the

Meeting in himfelf for the Journey. Thefe

Meetings which are held once a Year, are

commonly very large, and held in an open

place, to which fome thoufands of the neigh-

bouring People refoi t, and at this time many of

them behaved attentively, tho' it is not always,

that fo much can be faid in their Behalf.

He continued very weak during the Winter

of 1743, going but little abroad, and fcarce

being able to converfe much with Friends,

who came to fee him at home, without feeling

great Weaknefs afterwards, but his Fervour of

Mind towards the beiT: Things decayed not,

nor diminifhed in the leaft. About this Time
writing to a Friend, he fays,

c that tho' he

was more than a little afflicted in Body, yet

? he was not forfaken ofthe everlafting Helper.'

And foon after to the fame,, in the following

lively and affecting manner, viz.

* The Chriftian Affection accompanying
* thine, affords me more comfortable Satisfac-

tion than I can defcribe, or thou can well

* conceive ; but it is to be confidered as the

* merciful Operation of the all-knowing, all-

' good
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* good and blefled Power, bringing into a
* Capacity of more helpful Onenefs and Sym-
c pathy than bare Nature can do, and hum-
* blingly strengthens both Fear and Hope in

* his Arm for Help and Prefervation in his

* way, thro' what is yet before us here : In a
€ renewed Consideration, and a degree of the

' fenfe of his manifold Mercies, and Fatherly
* Regard and Succour hitherto, my Heart
' worfhipeth his Name, and greets thee in

* Love and living well-wiming.'

During this Confinement at home, purfuant

to a fecret Inclination of his own, ftrengthen'd

by the Requeft of his Children and divers

Friends, when Health and Opportunity per-

mitted, he wrote that part of the Journal which

the Reader has been acquainted was finiih'd by

himfelf, and continued adding to it by little

and little, till within a few Weeks before his

death. He got with fome Difficulty to the

Quarterly-meeting at York, and was enabled to

bear the fatigue, and long fitting in the Meet-

ings for Bufinefs, beyond his Expectation, as

he intimated to one of his Sons, in a Letter

wrote foon after ; part of which it may not be

improper here to infert, as it is another Indica-

tion of his deep Gratitude to Heaven, and the

holy Awe, which accompanied him in all

things.— ' Thine, fays he, was very acceptable,

? being accompanied with a relifli of religious,

* as well as natural Love and Nearnefs, which
6 both comforts at prefent, and encreafeth

1 reverent
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c reverent Truft in, and Regard to the al-

' mighty Source of all our Good and true
c Help 5 who hath hiddenly, yet mercifully

* cared for us many ways, and requires our
* Consideration as fuch, in order to encourage
' and inftruct, in humble Confidence, yet with
£ Watchfulnefs towards him, that he may be
c our Shepherd, thro' time, and his glorious
4 Name may be renowned here and for ever.
c Bear with me, dear Son, in thus reaching
1 towards thee in the living fenfe of Mercy ;

' the flaying Comfort whereof is highly wor-
' thy of our fecret Notice, and fometimes our
* folid Commemoration.' —

In the Spring, 1744, he found himfelf en-

gaged, tho' very weak in body, to fee Friends

once more at their Yearly-meeting in Lon-

don, being accompanied by our ancient Friend

Bofwell Middleton, for whom he had a lingu-

lar Efteem : He came by Sheffield, Mansfield,

Nottinghajn, Leicefler, and Northampton ; at

which Places he had Meetings with Friends to

Edification. His Weaknefs render'd it difficult

for him to bear the large Meetings for Bufinefs,

neverthelefs he attended them, and under that

exemplary, reverent, watchful Frame of Mind,
which render'd his Company truly acceptable

and ferviceable.

He return'd by Nottingham, where he had a

Meeting on Firft-day with Friends, to his Sa-

tisfaction, expreffing in a Letter, that ' ancient
c holy Help made the Vifit truly eafing to

< him/
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c him.' From hence he went to his Monthly-
meeting, where Friends were glad to fee him,

and home to his Family at Knarejborough, to

which Place he removed this Summer.
Having refted a little at home, he attended

the Midiummer Quarterly-meeting at York,

which in a Letter wrote to a Friend foon after,

he obferves, ' was large of Friends, as well as

many others not fo called ; and more fatis-

faclory and edifying, than fometimes at this

Seafon, the Bufinefs being alfo tranfacted in

a very amicable Manner ; and concludes,

Tho' my Stomach will take but little Food,

nor always keep that little, which weakens

the Body much ;
yet I think, my better Part

is almoft uncommonly fupply'd in divers re-

fpecls, much to my Comfort, and reviving of

my Faith in the heavenly Influence, which
is Strength in Weaknefs, and will be, where
his only worthy Name hath the Praife.'

About this time it came before him to viiit

Friends towards Briftol ; and the circular Yearly

Meeting at Worcejler was particularly in his

view, towards which places he fet out in the

fixth Month by the way of Marfden-height

,

and from thence into Che/hire, where he vifited

feveral Meetings, wherein, as he writes to a

Friend, Truth helped and ftrengthned him to pay

fome Debt , to his comfortable Eafe : From hence

he came to Shrewjbury, where he had two
Meetings, and then paifed into Herefordjhire,

where he vifited Friends pretty generally ; and

concludes
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concludes with obferving, ' that tho' in this
c Journey his natural State was but feeble, and
1 attended with divers Difficulties, yet he was
c not doubtful but he mould be amfted, in
e Mercy and Favour, to difcharge himfelf of
1 the Debt which had feem'd to grow and re-
c main upon him, the way he was going, to
c fuch a degree, as to return in holy Quiet :

* And, fays he, I afk no Queflions farther, but
* to be helped to live to the ever-living Being,
c the little time he may fuffer me to continue
c on this fide the Grave.' He was enabled to

reach Worcejler Yearly-meeting, and therein

to bear a noble Chriftian Teftimony to the All-

fufficiency of that Power which had preferved,

fupported, and guided him in the way that was

right and well-plea fing, in degree, and is like-

wife able to do the fame for all the Children of

Men. From hence he went to Brijiol and

Bath, vifiting the Meetings of Friends in and

near thefe places, and was helped to labour

faithfully, and in much Plainnefs among them,

to his own great Relief and humbling Com-
fort, as he often expreffed in his Letters on

this Journey.

He left Bath the beginning of the eighth

Month, and travelled homewards by eafy Jour-

neys, having Meetings with Friends as Oppor-

tunity offer'd. He got home by the End of

the Month, but in great Weaknefs, the Wea-
ther having proved unufually wet and cold,

had greatly affected him ; fo that after his Re-
turn
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turn he feldom got abroad, but continued vifibly

declining (and not unperceived to himfelf)

during feveral Weeks, fometimes with fhort

Intervals of Eafe ; in one of which he wrote,

that he thought himfelf fomewhat better,

and that he might put on fome time longer,

and with lefs Mifery than he had endured

the laft two Years ; yet, fays he, I may be

miftaken, as my Recovery is fo flow, that

in a Week it is fcarcely advanced perceptibly/

And then concludes, c As I have no Depen-
dance on human Affillance but from thee,

nor any Correfpondence which affords me
like Comfort and Satisfaction, I jnufl: beg

thy frequent Remembrance, and to hear

from thee as ofcen and freely as Leifure will

permit; and be affured, my hearty careful

Defires for thee, in every true good, not only

is enliven'd by the ftrong Ties of Nature and
Affection, but are more riveted and ftrength.-

ned, by many a gracious Spring of living

Goodnefs, from the almighty Helper of his

People, who have trufted in him and feared

him. Thus, dear So?i, farewel, farewel,

faith thy affectionate Father,

With thefe affecting Expreffions ended a

Correfpondence, which afforded the ftrongeft

Satisfaction that any thing in this life could

yield : The Letter was dated the 1 5th of the

tenth Month, from which time he gradually

T t declined
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declined till the 13 th of the eleventh Month fol-

lowing, when he peaceably expired j leaving

to his Family and Friends the comfortable

AfTurance of his being gone before, to enjoy

that unmixed Happinefs which is the Portion

of thofe who prefer a confcientious Difcharge

of Duty to God, their Families and the World*
though attended with Labour, anxious Care

and Solicitude j to all the falfe, tho' gilded

Purfuits, which the Spirit of Deception throws

in the way of Mortals.

What happen'd in this Interval was commu-
nicated in a Letter, foon after his Deceafe, by
a Perfon who attended him Night and Day,
with the Diligence that filial Duty, and a juft

fenfe of his Worth required, viz,— c From the time he left Bath he
c

felt himfelf gradually declining, and was very
' much indifpofed when he got home ; this he
c
attributed to the Coldnefs of the Weather,

4 and expe&ed, a little Reft and Warmth
e might tend to his Recovery ; but he fen-
c

fibly declin'd ever after he got home, and
* more than he feem'd to be aware of.

* He got to Meetings during fome Weeks
1 after his Return, and his Teftimony was
* as lively and powerful as ever : * He was
* confin'd within doors about fix or {even
c Weeks, and while he could bear to fit fo

* long, the Week-day Meetings were kept in

4 his Houfe. In the laft four or five Weeks
4 his old Complaint, which had at times afflic-

* ted
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ted him extremely, abated very much, and

he could lit or lie four or five Hours without

making; water, and this without much pain.

He feveral times expreffed his Satisfac-

tion and inward Peace, in having performed

his laft. Journey, faying, his Shoulders were

a good deal lightened by it ; and was reconciled

to his Grave, ifhe was now to be taken away ;

but Jhould incline to write fomething more (by

way of Journal) if the Lord Jaw ?neet to raife

him once more. I was very attentive to his

Converfation, being never from him, but

when I could not avoid it : When almoft all

other Expreffion failed, he was obferved to

repeat the following, in a very fervent and

emphatick manner, viz. Heavenly Goodnefs

is near, heavenly Goodnefs is ?tear ; thus ac-

knowledging to the kit. a fenfe of the Lord's

Prefence. The two laft Weeks he flept al-

moft continually, Day and Night, his Me-
mory and Capacity being very much impaired

:

He was quite in a State of Mildnefs, and the

Innocency of a Child j and tho' it was fatis-

factory to fee fo much Sweetnefs about him,

yet it was at the fame time afflicting to obferve

his Strength and Faculties exhaufted : 'Twas

the only Satisfaction I could then enjoy, to

do every thing in my Power to one of the beft

of Parents, and the worthiest of Men, tho'

fometimes the moft cutting Affliction I ever

felt, to fee him languishing, and at the

fame time not able to exprefs his Wants

:

for the Lord, and not for Man. Wherefore,

as I look upon a due and right Concern upon
Friends in this refpeci, to be greatly condu-

cive to the Churches Good, its Peace and

building up in the holy Faith ; it is frefh and
tenderly in my Mind to intreat you all,

carefully to confider, that the wife Mans Eye
is in his Head : And it is an everlafting Cer-

tainty, that the right Wifdom that enables

SOME Days ago, as I was riding alone,

Good of the Caufe of Truth j which Con-
iiderations have made fuch Impreffion on
my Mind, as to prevail upon me to commit
them to writing.

Care to attend with Patience for certain, and
intelligible Requirings, and heavenly Help,

We fhall conclude this Account of the La-

bours and Services of our dear and honoured

Father, with fome Teftimonies concerning

him : The firft is taken from the Account

given to the Quarterly-meeting of Tork, by the

Monthly-meetings of Richmond and Knaref-

borough, to which he fuccellively belonged ;

the Purport whereof is as follows :

THAT
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THAT though he was born of religious

Parents, and religioufly educated, yet he

was made fenfible in his early Years, that nei-

ther Tradition, outward Regularity, nor any

thing mort of real inward Purification of Soul

and Spirit, would render him acceptable in the

Sight of the Lord ; he therefore gave up his

Heart to him, who thro' the effectual Opera-

tion of his divine Grace, baptized and gradu-

ally purified his Spirit, and prepared and fitted

him to be an ufeful Inftrument in God's Hand,

and an able Minifter of the Gofpel of Peace

and Salvation ; to which Service he was called,

when but young, and readily gave up, not fuf-

fering the Things of this World to take up his

Mind and Time, but laboured diligently and

faithfully therein from his young Years, to the

Concluiion of his Days.

And as by the bleffed Teachings of the holy

Spirit, he grew in Experience, both in the

Myfteries of the heavenly Kingdom, as alfo of

the Workings of Satan in Oppofition thereto ;

fo he was qualified, and often had to detect his

Snares, and to point out the Way that leads

fafely to eternal Reft ; which he did with an holy

Zeal and Fervour, becoming one who had a

deep Senfe of the great Value of Souls, and the

Dangers they are environ'd with in this State

of Probation, and of the awful Majefty of the

divine Being.

He travelled much in this Nation in the

Service of the Gofpel, in Scotland likewife, and

:
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Wales : He vifited Ireland feveral times, and
thrice he crofs'd the Seas to America , in the

fame Service, to the Comfort and Edification

of the Church, leaving Seals of his Miniftry

in many places.—He had always a Regard to

the well-approved Practice of duly acquainting

his Friends, and having their Unity and Ap-
probation ; and was careful to perform the

Service required, with as much Expedition as

poffible, choofing rather to furTer Hardships,

than to lofe Time, or be burthenfome to

Friends, even in the latter Part of his Life,

when he was attended with great bodily Afflictions.

His Testimony was awakening, found and
edifying, delivered in the Demonftration of

divine Authority ; for he handled not the

Word deceitfully, nor endeavoured to pleale

itching Ears ; but as he waited to be endued

with Wifdom and Power from on high, fo he

was enabled to fpeak home to the Conditions

of the People : For he who cut Rhahab, and
wounded the Dragon, put ajharp Sword into his

Hand againfi Hypocrify and Wickednefs, and
againftfuch as held the fruth in Unrighteoufnefs ;

yet to the Afflicted, and thofe who were tra-

velling toward Zioni he had often to adminifter

both fuitable Advice and Confolation.

He was zealoufly concerned for good Order

and the Difcipline of the Church, and was re-

markably qualified for the Management of its

Affairs, being of quick Apprehenfion, an ex-

ienfive Capacity and deep Judgment -, and

could
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could exprefs himfelf aptly, copioufly and

flrongly ; and as he diligently attended both

Monthly, Quarterly, Yearly, and General-

meetings, fo he was of very peculiar Service in

them, approving himfelf a wife and able Coun-
fellor, faithful and juft to God and Man.

His Conversion was exemplary j being

humble, fteady and fincere, doing the Work
of an Evangeliir, and making full proof of his

Miniftiy, in Patience^ Temperance
y

Vigilance

and Fortitude, enduring AfBiclions, and ufing

even the NeceiTaries of Life with Moderation.

He was kind and aififting to his Friends, plea-

fant and helpful to his Neighbours, fkilful and

induilrious in managing his temporal Affairs

for the Benefit of his Family, over whom he

had a true Paternal Care : Being a loving Huf-
band, an affectionate Father, as well as a faith-

ful Friend, and a living Minifter, and acceptable

to all forts of People.

He departed this Life at Knarejborough in

Tork/kire, the 13th of the Eleventh Month
1744, and was honourably buried in Friends

Burying- ground at Scotten near the faid Town,
the 15th of the fame Month, aged 69 Years,

having been a Minifter near 50 Years.

The clofe and affectionate Friendship that

had fubfifted between him and our worthy

Friend John Hayward, during great part of
their Lives, has engaged the latter to give the

following Teftimony to his Memory.

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A Testimony concerning our dear

Friend John Fothergill.

AS the Memory of goodMen mould live, we
find ourfelves fometimes engaged to hand

down to Pofterity our Knowledge of them.

And I have to fay concerning our deceafed

Friend, that in his publick Miniftry he was a

StrengthandComfort to tnySoui in my early Days,

as well as at many times lince -, and I doubt not

but that many others have the fame Teftimony

in themfelves to give concerning him. And my
Judgment is, that he was a living Minilter,

a Man fhunning Applaufe, and always endea-

vouring to keep down Self in all its Appear-

ances j an inward Seeker after divine Manifefta-

tion, a conftant Reprover of forward Spirits,

but a true Helper of the Faithful and Sincere,

however weak or fearful. A Man of a ftrong

and clear Judgment, both in fpiritual and tem-

poral Affairs, Heady in his own Conduct, as

well as in the Difcipline of the Church $ zea-

lous in maintaining the Chriftian Teflimonies

profeft by us, and induftrious in his out-

ward Affairs, when not engaged in the Service

of the Gofpel : And I doubt not in the leaft,

but that he is gone to everlajling Reft.

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The Perufal of the preceding Sheets will

doubtlefs inform the intelligent Reader, what
manner of Perfon he was, whofe Memoirs they

contain, and render any additional Teftimony
the lefs needful. His Children neverthelefs find

themfelves engaged, in Juftice to the Memory
of fo worthy a Parent, to mention,

THAT it is well remembred by ieveral

of them, with what Earneftnefs he en-

deavoured, in the yearning of Compamon, to

imprefs upon their tender Minds, a Regard to

the divine Witnefs in their own Breafts, often

gathering them about him, placing fome upon
his Knees, the reft ftanding before him, whilft

he minifter'd Counfel to them, according to

their Capacities, the Tears defcending from his

Eyes : Which Seafons have often been re-

vived in fome of their Remembrance, on vari-

ous Occafions to their Profit.

And as he had no greater Joy than that his

Children fiould walk i?i the Truth, fo it was his

Care to be exemplary to them therein, in all

Plainnefs, Temperance, and Godlinefs, encoura-

ging every Appearance of good, difcouraging

the contrary, and admoniming and reftraining,

as occafion required ; watching over their tender

Years with true Paternal Care and Solicitude

for their prefent Welfare and future Happinefs,

to the utmoft of his Power.

As he thus difcharged his Duty towards

them, fteadily and faithfully, (o his Conduct

reached
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reached the Witnefs in their Minds, and con-

vinced them early, that nothing could fo effec-

tually endear them to him, nor entitle them
to his peculiar Regard, as a ftrict Conformity

to his Precepts and Example, not only in re-

flect to Plainnefs and Sobriety, but alfo in

coming up in a truly religious Life and Conver-

fation : And that his impartial. Regard to

Truth in the inward Parts, would lead him
to treat thofe who fuffered themfelves to be

mifled by the Deceiveablenefs of Unrighteouf-

nefs, with Difregard and juft Reproof : So
that they have had at times to acknowledge

with Gratitude to the Mori High, the Happi-

nefs of their Lot, inafmuch as a diligent Appli-

cation of Heart to feek and fear the Lord,

whom he ferved continually, was the fure

Way to a beloved Father's Affection.

And tho' his principal Endeavours were,

that his Offspring might be made Partakers of

that Blernng which makes truly rich, the Pof-

fcffion of Truth in themfelves, as the moff

excellent Inheritance 5 yet he was not unmind-

ful of their temporal Good, but provided for

them liberally, according to his Circumftances,

placing them in fuch Stations in Life, wherein,

by Induftry and Care, they might be render'd

eafy to themfelves, and ufeful to others.

And tho' for a Time he had not the Satis-

faction to fee the Travail of his Soul for all his

Children fully anfwer'd, and no fmall Affliction

attended him on that Account, yet he faithfully

laboured
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laboured in bowels of Compaffion, and pa-

ternal Tendernefs, for the Help and Recovery'

of fuch of his Family, from whofe Conduct
his Anxiety arofe ; endeavouring by the moll:

pathetick Application to awake to a Change
and Reformation of Heart ; feeking by In-

treaties, by Reproof, by Tears, and every

Method a Heart replenifh'd with divine and
fatherly Affection could fuggeft, the Recovery

of fuch as had ftray'd from the Father's

Fold. After a feries of painful Labour, in-

effectually beftow'd, he was enabled to caft his

Care upon the Lord, who releas'd his burden'd

Soul from the Weight he had long borne ; and
we doubt not heard and beheld his' ilrong Cries,

his Tears, and humble Interceffions, and an-

fwer'd beyond his Expectation, renewing his

Vifitation to them afrefh, and by his mighty

Hand brought into a State of Acceptance.

This, they think it their Duty to acknow-
ledge, in order to ftir up other Parents to the

like Care fo to live, as to anfwer the Wifnefs

of God in their Children, and having their

own Minds feafon'd with the Savour of the

Gofpel, they may fay in Word and Deed,

follow me as Ifollow Chrift : And mould their

Offspring turn aiide from the way of Purity,

thefe Parents will be helped to labour for the

Recovery of their Children j and if not fuc-

cefsfully, yet it will be to their own Eafe, in a

holy Confcioufnefs of Difcharge of Duty.

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In all the Stations of Life his Teflimony

was confirmed and embellifhed by a Conduct

becoming a Minifter of Chrift, whom he fer-

ved faithfully, and with great diligence, and
by a daily inward dwelling with the Spring of

Wifdom, and Light, his Mind was often

open'd, and his Spirit fuftained, to fecret Wor-
fliip. When his Hand was upon his Labour,

his Delight was in the Law of his God, to

meditate therein Day and Night, and to talk

of his Statutes, in his Houfe to his Family,

and thofe with whom he convers'd ; and many
times, by a Transition from earthly to heavenly

things, inflructed and edify'd the Minds of

thofe prefent.

In his publick Teflimony awful and weigh-

ty, being endued with true Wifdom, ftrong

and immoveably bent againff. all Unrighteouf-

nefs, quick in difcerning, and powerful in de-

tecting the Myfteries of Antichrift, who has

{ought to flupify the People with the golden

Cup, and thereby to fpread the Power, and

enlarge the Borders of the Kingdom of Death.

As a Flame of Fire was he to the Rebel-

lious and Stubborn , but refrefhing as the Dew
on Hermen to the honeft Traveller, miniftring

Counfel and Comfort to the drooping Soul, being

not only an Inftructor, but a Father to many :

Zealous and wife, in the Support of theDifcipline

eftablifhed amongfl us, impartially and honeftly

executing Judgment and Juftice ; no Family

Connections (not even his own) could byas

him

him from laying the Line upon Offenders, and

from a fteady Endeavour to keep clean the

Camp of God ; in which Labour he was often

fuccefsful, being made a Terror to evil Doers,

and a Praife to them that did well.

Thus conducted, in every Station of Life,

he became honourable amongft Men, and

greatly efteemed by thofe of fuperior Rank
who knew him; being adorned with that Dig-
nity which Truth confers on its faithful Fol-

lowers : One of his Acquaintance, a worthy
Magiftrate, in a Letter to one of his Sons, foon

after his Deceafe thus fpeaks of him.— (
I

1 mufb own my Weaknefs ; I could not refrain

* paying fome Tears to the Memory of my
1 departed Friend : At firft I thought it a
' mournful, but after a mort Recollection , a
* pleafing Tribute ; for tho' Death be the Wages
* of Sin, yet it opens to the Reward of a well
* fpent Life ; I therefore ought not to mourn $

* but to rejoice at his receiving his Reward,
* that inexprejjible, happy, and eternal Reward
* prepared for him.'

To conclude. The mighty. God, who wilted

him in his Youth with the Difcovery of his

faving Power, who thereby cleanfed him
from Unrighteoufnefs, and fanctified him to

himfelf a chofen VefTel, fupported him in

all his faithful Labours by Sea and Land,
covered his Head in all Conflicts, and by
whom his Bow abode in Strength, became
his Evening-fong and Stay in the Decline of

Life,
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Life ; that heavenly Goodnefs he had ever

prized as his chiefeil Joy, remained as a Seal

upon his Spirit, that he had pleafed God, and

was accepted of him. In this, after having ferved

God in his Generation, he fell afleep, and was,

we doubt not, gathered to the ArTembly of the

Juft, to continue that glorious Employ, which

was his principal Delight on Earth, to worfhip,

adore and magnify the Lord God and the Lamb
for ever.

It does not appear at what time the follow-

ing Paper was wrote ; nor whether it was ever

••it. Therefore, dear Brethren^ keep near tto the

Lord,
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Lord, with whom is everlafting Strength, and

he will fill you with heavenly Wifdom, which

is firft pure , then peaceable, gentle, and eafy to

be intreated to that which is good ; and will

make your Labours and Exercifes effectual to

his Honour, the Peoples Comfort, and the

Good of his Church, which he is bringing up

out of the Wildernefs, and has many to add

to her, who are yet unwilling to come in ;

and for whofe Sake the Lord has long fpared

this Nation, and hovered over it with an Eye
good.

And now to you who make Profeffion of

this pure holy Principle of Truth, which God
in his great Love hath revealed in you, and
convinced you of, fo that you have profeffed to

believe, that as it is obeyed and followed, it

will lead to God, and yet do not fhew your

Faith by your Works, nor bring forth Fruits

of Righteoufnefs, which are always the Fruits

of true Faith ; I am earned; with you to con-

lider weightily, wherein true Religion con-

fifts : Is it in a bare Profeffion of the Truth ; a
giving up the Name to God I, Or is it in well-

doing ? In obeying this pure Principle of Truth
we profefs, fo as to come to be faved by it, and
redeemed out of the crooked Ways and bye

Paths of this finful World ? Remember Cain

of old ; he offered an Offering, as well as Abel;

but Abel's Offering was accepted ; Cains re-

jected : And what was the Reafon ? The Lord
himfelf declares it, in fpeaking to Cain : If

thou
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thou dofl well, /halt thou not be accepted f And
if thou doft not we/I, Sin lies at thy Door.

Thus we may fee plainly, that true Religion

doth con fill: in well-doing ; falfe, in evil-doing :

No matter what the ProfeiTion hath been, or

is ; for it is not the Hearer of the Law, but

the Doer of it, who is juftified before God.

And tho' many may be ready to fay, they have

but little Knowledge, and can but do a little -,

and others, that they are concerned in the World,

and cannot well avoid it ; or be fo circumfpecl as

they would be, or as they fee they fiould be j

and fo lofe their Buftnefs, and bring Shame
uf3on themfelves, their Families, and the So-

ciety. And here the Enemy works all manner

of ways to keep his Hold in the Heart of

Man, the Place where God mould predomi-

nate. But unto fiich as may reafon on this

wile, I would fay in the Words of our blelfed

Lord ; to him that hath but little, if he be

faithful, more will be added -, but he who is not

faithful in a little, is not like to be faithful in

much ; and therefore is unfit to have it. And
if the Lord in his Mercy hath brought any

to the Knowledge of Good and Evil, and

by the Light of his holy Spirit hath taught

them what is Righteoufnefs, and what is Un-
righteoufnefs, as blelfed be his honourable

Name for ever, he has done to many, they will

be inexcufable : And he hath promifed unto

thofe who feek the Kingdom of Heaven, and

his Righteoufnefs, that all other ThingsJhall be

added,

added, as he fees meet : Now thofe who know
what is Righteoufnefs, and do not purfue it,

how can they expecl: the additional Bleffing in

this World? Or what juft Foundation of Hope
have they, to enjoy that glorious Habitation

which God the Lord has prepared for the

Righteous only, when this World to them is

at an End ? Which if they are deprived of, the

Lofs is difmal indeed, and which all the Riches

a Man can poffibly acquire, can never make
up. To all therefore, who are in any meafiire

fenfible of the Requiring of God., through the

Spirit of his Son, by whom he fpeaks to his

People, according to the Author of the He-

brews , methinks a Warning, in the pure

Love of God, founds aloud thro' my Heart

to come away and meet the Lord, who hath

long hovered over you ; and be rouzed up

to Zeal and \ Circumfpection, while time is

offer'd unto you ; and it runs thro' my Soul in

great Dread and Fear towards God, and Love

to the whole Univerfe, to fay on this wife, that

as Jure as ever Chriji wept over Jerufalem in

ancient Days, hecaufe he would have gathered

them together, as a Hen gathereth her Chickens

wider her Wings, but they would not -, fofurely he

mourns over the Inhabitants of this Nation, at

this Day ; whom, in his tender Love, he hath

brought in fome degree to be acquainted with

the Spirit of his Son, even the Spirit of Truth,

which as it is followed, leads into all Truth,

and out of all Error and Untruth. Thus
Catherine
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gathering Peoples Minds into Covenant with

their Maker, and into one Spirit, whereby thev

become Sheep of one Pafture, Children of one

Father, and often are fed as at one Table
j

which the good Shepherd is daily fpreading for

thofe who follow him with all their Hearts, as

well as in Profeffion : A fenfe of his Goodnefs

to his faithful Followers, at this Time affects

my Heart in fo ftrong a manner, as that Praifes

fpring in my Soul to him, the divine and inex-

hauftible Ocean.

But ftill, my Friends, methinks I would

expoftulate a little with you farther on this

Subject ; I mean concerning Jerufalem, whofe

Inhabitants our Saviour fo often would have

gathered : It does not appear, but that as they

were a People of one City, fo they were of

one Profeffion, and yet wanted to be gathered ;

let us ferioufly confider what was the Reafon of

it : Their Minds, their Affections, wanted to

be gathered into Covenant with God, and into

Obedience to his holy Spirit, whereby they

might have been led thro' the outward Cere-

monies, into that which was within the Veil >

and for want of a Willingnefs to be thus ga-

thered, they came to a miferable Difappoint-

ment 5 the things that belonged to their Peace,

'were hidfrom their Eyes. Now, in the Fear of

God, I defire all you who are making Pro-

feffion of the precious Truth, ferioufly to con-

fider, how far your Minds are gathered by it,

and whether your Wills are fubjected thereby

unto

unto the Will of God, and brought into Cove-

nant with him ; or you are gathered in Name
only, and your Minds are at liberty to wander

in the World, and after the Things thereof, in

an inordinate manner ; which the Lord takes

Notice of, and beholds with a dreadful Coun-

tenance ; the Senfe whereof doth make many
poor exercifed Souls to lay themfelves as in the

Dull:, before the Lord, on the Behalf of fuch,

being fatisfied that the Day of God is flattening

on apace, wherein all Coverings will be found

too narrow, that are not of the Spirit of Truth.

Haften therefore to come under its Govern-

ment, all you who are making Profeffion of

it j that fo in this mattering Day which is ap-

proaching, you may be of thofe who have a

Right to fly to the Name of the Lord, which

was, and is, and ever will be, a Place of Re-

fuge to the Righteous. For methinks I hear,

as it were, the Noife of a Day near at hand,

wherein it will be faid to the Righteous, be

righteous ftill; and to the Filthy, befilthy /fill

:

Let all therefore be rouzed up to the Work of

Sanctification, thro' the Operation of the Power
of Truth, while it is called To-day ; this my
Soul and Spirit doth deeply travel for, my
Heart being filled with true Love and good

Will unto all Men, defiring nothing in this

my prefent Exercife, but that God's Will may
be done by me ; and that his Love may be

embraced by all, in laying Things rightly to

Heart, and turning from the Spirit of this

Y y intangling
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intangling World, which is in danger to hinder

you, if tampered with, from coming up in>

that Zeal, and Courage, and Boldnefs, that God
would furnifh you with, as you give up freely

to his Work. And indeed, Friends, here is

great need of Faithfulnefs, and Zeal in Prac-

tice, and clofe Difcipline, in maintaining and

managing the holy and good Order, which
God in his great Wifdom hath inftrumentally

eftablifhed amongft us ; and that in the Autho-

rity and Wifdom, which the Lord is endowing

his waiting People with, whofe fecret Labour

it is, that Zion may become the Glory of Na-
tions, Jerufalem the Praife of the whole Earth.

And dear Brethren andfaithful Sifters, whofe

Exercife none know but the Lord alone, tho'

you can in meafure fympathize one with ano-

ther, and you mourn fometimes becaufe the

Work is heavy, and but few who are willing

faithfully to join, and put their Shoulders to it,

yet be not difmayed nor difcouraged ; the Lord

is able, and alfo willing, in his own Time, to

fend forth more Labourers into his Harveft,

and he will blefs your Exercifes to you, and

grant you to fee the Fruits of your Labours, to

your unfpeakable Joy ; this is my Faith, and

herein is my Soul often born up above clofe

Exercifes, believing the great and powerful

God is defirous, that his Camp fhouldbe cleanfed:

For it feems to me, that there are abundance

of People who are not of our Society, who
will confefs to the Truth in Words, and have

their
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their Eyes very ftrictly upon us, to fee if our

Actions agree with our Principles, and our

Conduct aniweis the Profeffion we make.
Therefore, dear Friends^ join Hand in Hand,
and fet Shoulder to Shoulder, and go on in the

Name and Fear of the living God j his Power
will be with you, and his Angel will be your

holy Companion : And as you thus keep in

the gentle and meek Wifdom of God, that

which would feem to obftruct and withftand

the Work of Truth, will be made to fly before

you : So will the Mountain of the Lord be efla-

blified above all other Mountains^ and his Hill

be exalted above every Hill j many fiall fock
unto it j and the Name of the Lord jhall become

more and more famous in the Earth ; which
that it may be, the Souls of a little Remnant
deiire more earneftly, than to fee the lncreafe

of any vifible Thing,

UPON the 24th Day of the eleventh Month

1699, as I was walking folitarily to our

Week-day Meeting, and pondering in my
Spirit, as at many other times, upon the things

that belong to the Welfare of the Church of

God, there fell a weighty Concern upon me
to
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to vifit Friends with this following Epiftle

;

and finding a Neceffity to remain upon me,

in the conftraining Love of our heavenly Fa-

ther, I do hereby falute you all, who in any

meafure are come to tafre of the good Word
of Life, (which is even fo near as in the Mouth
and in the Heart) and of the Powers of the

World to come.

Dear Friends and Brethren,

DWELL, 1 befeech you, in a fenfe of the

great need you daily have of renewing of

this Tafte, and in the Remembrance of God's

inexpreffible Love to your Souls, in difcovering

unto you the way of Life ; even unto you who
fate in Darknefs, and under the Region and

Shadow of Death, now is Light fprung up,

according to Scripture-teftimony ; and as you
have walked in this Light, the Light of the

glorious Son of God, which has mined as from

on high into your Souls, you have come to be-

hold the Baits and Snares of your Souls Ene-

my, fo that many have been made to pour

forth their Souls to God, in a fenfe of the need

they were in of a Saviour, and of his having

heard them in an acceptable time, granting

them Ability to efcape the Evils they had been

overcome with, and giving them Victory over

thatwhich had been Matter over them ; and thus

many have been made Conquerors, and more
than Conquerors, thro' him who hath loved

them ; thro' whom, not only inward, but

even
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even outward Enemies, have been in a great

degree fubdued, and made willing to be at

peace with them. This hath been the Lord's

doing, and indeed it is marvellous in the Eyes

of many to this day ; and I have Faith to be-

lieve, it will neVer be forgotten by them : But

it is their chiefeft Concern how to demean
themfelves fo, as that they may anfwer the

great Love of God to their Souls, not in the

lead doubting, but as they thus live, all things

in this Life will be added, as the Lord fees

convenient.

from him; confidering, that of yourfelves,

and without him, you can do nothing that

will further the great Work which he hath

called you to be engaged in.

And thus as we all keep in Self-denial, and

under the daily Crofs, the Crofs of Chrift,

which the Apoftle faid, was to them that were

faved, the Power of God, i Cor. i. 18. we mall

dwell under his Power, and the Operation of

the Spirit of Truth in ourfelves, and be made
inftrumental in the Hand of the Lord, in our

refpective Places and Offices in the Church,

every
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every one confidering, what his Duty and

Station in the Body is: For if we are Members
of the Church, we have each one fome Service

in it, either greater or lefs ; and that all who
profefs themfelves to be of her, may be ftirred

up to confider what this is. and to be diligently

engaged in performing it, to work while it is

called To-day, before the Night comes, where-

in none can labour, am I at this time con-

cerned : That fo the End, for which the Lord
reached unto us, and viiited our Souls, may be

anfwered by all to his Honour and our Com-
fort. And I cannot but earneftly defire, that

all may be rouzed up faithfully to purfue after

this point, in this time of Peace and outward
Quiet, (if it pleafe the Lord to lengthen it out

to us yet a little longer) that when we are called

to account, we may fo have numbered the Fa-
vours and Mercies of God to us, as to be able

to give up our Accounts with Chearfulnefs.

And oh ! what mall I lay or write that may
prevail upon you, whom God hath been pleakd
to call by his Grace, and to reveal his faving

Truth in you; how {hall I prevail upon you,

to fhake ycurfelves from the Dud: of the

Earth, and come away in Faithfulnefs and
Obedience to your Call, in Zeal and Boldnefs

for your heavenly Captain ; and no longer to

confer with Flefh and Blood, nor reafon with
the Spirit of the World, which hinders your
Growth, and makes you dwainib, fo that

there is but very little Fruit on fome of you,

uj.cn
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upon whom the Lord hath beftowed much
Labour. And altho' fome of you, as to Age,

might have been Teachers of others, yet have

you need that others fhould teach you, tho'

you may not be very willing to hear of it, but

be ready to fay, in order to excufe or cover

yourfelves, that you have known the Truth many

Tears, and have openly profejfed it : But let me
tell you, in the Fear and Dread of the power-

ful God, That a Knowledge of the Truth, or

a Profeffion thereof, is not fufHcient j nay, al-

tho' it has been fo obey'd, as that you have come

out of the open Prophanenels of the World,

which may well be called the open Streets of

Babylon ; yet if you do not obey its Requirings,

fo as to bring forth Fruits meet for him who
hath given you fo many refreshing Showers of

his pure Love, and come out of the fecret

Chambers of Babylon alfo, you will be in dan-

ger of fuffering great Lofs, more ways than

one : For God is determined to lay her wafte,

to make her a Heap of Ruins j and Woe will

be to all thofe who have been delighting to

drink in the Cup of her Fornications, what-

ever their Profeffion or Appearance have been ;

and the Day of her Sorrow is haftening with

Speed.

Therefore, my Brethren and Sifters in Pro-

feffion, my Heart being full of Goodwill, I

am led, in the conftraining Love of God, to

warn you all to beware of the Merchandizes

of Babylon, efpecially the Pleafures of this

fading
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fading World, and to have a care that they do

not prevail upon the Minds of any, fo as to

get between you and the Lord, or feparateyou

from the Love of God, manifefted unto you
thro' his dear Son, and the Light of his holy

Spirit 5 but that all who have come to believe

in the Light of Chrift, may fo live, as that

they may fhew their Faith by Obedience unto

Righteoufnefs, which is always the Fruit of

true Faith : For as the Body is dead without the

Spirit
, fo is Faith without Works dead alfo.

James ii. 26.

And as you come up in Obedience to him
in whom you profefs to believe, he will lead

and guide you into all Truth, in the way of

Holinefs, which is the only way to Reft and

Peace : Thus you will be Jfraelites of God in

Heart as well as in Profeffion, and your Eafe will

be to dwell alone ; no more to be numbered
among the Nations, neither in their Worfhip,

which is in the Alienation from God ; nor in

the polluted Ways and Cuftoms of the World,

which is what my Soul defires, and is the End
of my prefent Exercife ; and that it may never

happen to any whom God has vifited in this

Day, as it did to fome of the Ifraelites formerly,

who lived to fee a Time, wherein they were

ready to lament that the Summer was over, the

Harveft ended, and they ungatherd: Which
State, my Soul earneftly breathes to God may
never happen to be any of ours, to whom he

has gracioufly given a Summer-feafon unto ; but

Z z that
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that we may embrace his tender Love, which
is extended towards us ; for which, and his

rmmberlefs Tokens of Mercy and Favour

vouchfafed to us ever iince we were a People,

my Soul in Reverence (with many more) doth

bow unto the living Fountain ; and feeling his

pure Love to fill my Soul at this time, I am
made to fmg Praifes to God who dwells on
high, and is alone worthy, worthy, World
without end.

And as you, my elder Brethren, who have

known the Truth many Years, I cannot but

fay (in Humility of Soul before the Lord, and
with a true Efteem for faithful Elders, as the

Words ran thro' my Heart when this Exercife

came upon me) lift up your Eyes and fee how
white the Fields are unto Harveft j do not

you fee how many there be who do not yet

profefs with us, but are fo far convinced as to

confefs, that it is the Truth which is held forth

amongflus: And now their Eyes are atten-

tively upon us, to fee how we come up in the

practical Part of our Religion, in Care, in Zeal

and Circumfpection in all our Undertakings

:

,So that I have fometimes faid, That in many
Places verbal Teftimonies are not fo much
wanting, as a Care in anfwering our Teftimo-

ny and Principles, in all our Behaviour and

Deportment amongft the Sons of Men : The
want whereof doth often hinder Truth from

prevailing, and ftands in the way of thofe who
are not yet of this Fold, yet whom the Lord waits

to
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to gather into it : For the fake of fuch he hath

ftaid his Hand, which hath long been ftretched

out over this poor Nation : Wherefore let all

be ftirred up to fee, if nothing lies at any of

your doors, or remains undone on your parts ;

but that you come up in a holy Zealand Bold-

nefs for God and his Caufe upon Earth, that

fo the Beauty and Glory of the everlafting

Truth may mine forth to the World thro' you

all. Let your Lightsfo Jhine in the Worlds that

they who fee your good Works, and holy Care,

may glorify your heavenly Father : This doth

my Soul earneftly intreat for you all. .

For it would be a difmal thing indeed, if

any whom God has fet to be as Way-marks to

others to walk by, to be as the Salt of the

Earth, as the primitive Chriflians were, and

the true Chriflians are , mould thro' Negligence

or Indifference rather, be Hinderers of others,

until the time of Gathering be over: Would
not fuch be in danger of being guilty of the

Blood of others ? In the Fear and Love of God
therefore, let all lay thefe things to heart, turn

to the Light of Chrift in your own Bofoms, and

confider of your ways, and fee by it, how the

matter ftands between God and your Souls ;

whether you have not refifted, as Jerufalem

did, until they were left in Darknefs, and

could not difcern the things that belonged to

their Peace ? Whether you have anfwer'd the

Call of the Lord in Obedience unto Righte-

oufnefs, and thereby brought Honour to God ?

Z z 2 Or
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Or have otherwife by Negligence, or Liberty

taken to fulfil the Lufts of the Flefh, caufed

the way of Truth to be evil-fpoken of? If it

hath thus been with any who profefs the bleffed

Truth, methinks the Trumpet of the Lord
founds very loud to fuch ; and with yearning

Bowels of true Goodwill, I cannot but warn
fuch, to feek the Lord with your whole hearts,

if happily he may yet be found of you : And
altho' it be in the way of his righteous Judg-
ments, (which is the alone way to Redempti-

on, and is for the prcfent not joyous but grie-

vous) yet embrace it, and be willing to bear

his Chaftifements, while he condefcends to

mix them with Mercy : For this I muft fay,

that thofe who will not bow under the Judg-
ments which God almighty is offering in love,

they muft bear his Indignation, when the door

of Mercy is fhut upon them in the Day that is

approaching ; when the Sinners, altho' ixxZion,

{hall be afraid, and Fear will furprize the Hy-
pocrite, even all fuch who profefs themfelves

to be what they are not in reality. Oh ! how
fhall I write, or what fhall I fay, to clear my
felf, and eafe my Spirit of that Weight of Ex-
ercife which refts upon me in true Love to all ?

Let me fay unto all, who make mention of the

Name of the Lord, depart ye from Iniquity 5

and in the Words of our blefTed Lord, fpeaking

to the Jews that had believed on him, If ye

abide in my Word, then are ye my Difciples in-

'deed\ andyefiall know the Truth, and the Truth

jhall
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Jhall fet you free. They then alledged, they

were Abraham's Children, and confequently

free : But our Saviour replied, that if they were

Abraham'* Children, they would do the Works of
Abraham ; but he tells them plainly, they were

of their Father the Devil, and his Lujts would

they do. You therefore who are the Child: n
of believing Parents, have a caie I intreat you,

of trufting to this Plea of the Jews j it is a

Covering that will prove too narrow ; an Ex-
cufe that will do your Souls no good ; and if

you ?re not following your Father's Steps in

the Way of Regeneration, and working the

the Works of Righieoufnefs, you will ftand

condemned as the Jews were, and your Pro-

fefTion will be of no avail.

Therefore, as you believe in the Light, fee

that you walk in it, while it mines upon you,

that lb ye may become the Children of the

Light and of the Day, Children of God, Heirs

and Coheirs with Chrifl in the Kingdom of

his Father's Glory, which will be of more
Value in a dying Hour, than all the Pleafures

of the World, were it poffible for a Man to

obtain them. Let me therefore recommend
you to the ingrafted Word, which, as it is

obeyed and followed, is able to fave the Soul

:

It is not far from any, but nigh at hand, even

in the Mouth and in the Heart, that it may be

both heard and done. Thus as all come up in

Obedience unto the Word of Truth, you will

draw down the Favour of God upon you, and

the

the Lord will be as a King to defend you, a

Rock of Refuge in the Shattering Day that is

near at Hand, when the Lord will hide his

faithful Children as in the hollow of his Hand.
Remember, dear Friends, how the Lord's

Love was manifefted over thofe exercifed Ones,

who were in pain lor the Welfare of Jerufa-

lem -, on thefe he fet his Mark for their Safety,

whilft thofe who beheld the Abominations

with Eafe and Unconcernednefs, perifhed with

thofe who worked them, tho' they might not

be found with them in open Profanenefs ; but

they had all one fare. Thefe Things have been

left for our Inftruction, and my Soul defires

that we may thoroughly confider them ; then

I believe a Concern would be begot in many
Hearts who are now at Eafe, that we might

grow rich towards God, and bring forth Fruits

to his Honour ; and not to feek ourfelves, or

the Favour or Friendship of the World. For

thofe who do fo, and are more concerned

herein, than in confidering how they may be-

have, fo as to be worthy Receivers of the

many Bleffings, both fpiritual and -terrmpral,

which he hath favoured us with, may be af-

fured, that the all-feeing Eye of God is over

them, and he fees them with Difpleafure, tho'

they may think themfelves fafe and rich, and

may create to themfelves Peace, and deck

themfelves with God's Jewels, yet their Peace

may be broken when they have the greater!:

Need of true Peace, and their Riches be-

come
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come Poverty and Want ; which I heartily

defire may never be the State of any whom
God hath vifited with his glorious Truth.

And this Word lives in my Heart to you all,

whether old or young, rich or poor, whom the

Lord hath concerned to labour for the Good of

his Church, whether in a publick Teftimony,

or in a more private manner ; oh ! fee that you
come up in your proper Office, in the Do-
minion and Authority of the pure Truth, and
keep clofe under the Government of your

heavenly Captaia, who hath engaged you in

his Warfare againft the Enemy ot Souls ; and
beware of confulting with Flefh and Blood,

or giving way to the reafoning part j for this

weakens your Hands as it gets room, and is

the Work of the Enemy, who feeing himfelf

dethron'd in you, and the Lord concerning

you to help to overturn his power in others, I

know great are his Endeavours to hinder fuch

in their Progrefs, and many are the Snares he

is making Ufe of : Therefore, dear Frie?ids
t

keep true to your Leader, whether it be little

or more that the Lord requireth of you j let

your Eye be fmgly to him, your Faith fixed in

his Power, and the Enemy with all his Agents
will be put to flight : And as you abide in the

Word of his Patience, you fhali grow ftrong

in the Lord, and in the Power of his Might.
And notwithstanding fome may be ready to

think, that tho' they get one ftep forward one
Day, yet they lofe it another; and fo are ready

to
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to faint in their Minds, and let in Difcourage-

ments ; let me caution you, my tender Friends,

againft admitting thefe things to have too

much place in your Thoughts ; for God, who
hath begun the Work, if you abide in his

Counfel, will carry it on, and perfect it in his

own time, to his Praife and your Comfort. Be'
faithful therefore in your feveral Conditions,

and think not God's time long, but wait rv
it : Remember David, and how long it was
e'er he came to rule in Ifrael, after he was
anointed King by the Prophet, and how many
Trials and deep Exercifes he underwent, info-

much that he feared he fhould one Day fall

by the Hand of thofe who fought his Life :

And certain it is, that many whom the Lord
has Service for, he is pleafed to try with various

Exercifes, in order that they may be experi-

mental WitnefTes for him, of his great Power.

Neither let any defpife the Day offmall

things, but be faithful in the little ; if the Lord
fee meet he can add more : But thofe who are

not faithful in little, how are they like to be

faithful in much ? and therefore are unfit to

have it. See therefore, my Friends, that you
quit yourfelves like Men and Women for God,
in your feveral Services, whether in publick

Teftimony, or in Affairs relating to Difcipline

and the good Order of the Church ; that fo

nothing may be wanting on your parts ; that

how foon foever the Lord may come to take a

View of his Vineyard, in order to clear it of

the
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the fruitleis Branches, which he hath long

beheld with a fparing Eye, and plentifully

watered them with the Showers of his Love,

you may be clear of the Blood of fuch, having

difcharged your Duty every way towards them j

and methinks, Friends, I find it to reft upon

me to fay, this Day draws on apace ; a Day
wherein he will make it plain, who are on his

Side, and are following him faithfully ; and

who they are, who profefs to follow him, and

yet live to themfelves, and in the Liberty of

their own carnal Hearts: My Soul isindeepHea-

vineis many times for fuch, tho' they are often

the mofl: unwilling to confider Things aright

;

and fometimes the mod forward to judge

hardly of the Servants of the Lord, who are

made willing to fpend and be fpent . for the

Glory of God, and the Good of his People ;

and of whofe Labour and Travel, both in Body
and Spirit^ the Lord takes notice, and they

(hall not go unrewarded, as they continue

faithful unto God ; unto whom they look in

all they take in hand, and dare not fpare, nei-

ther for Favour, Affection, nor any Thing that

is here below, when the Lord opens their Un-
derftandings ; and thefe fiall reft from their

Labour, in endlefs Happinefs, and their Works

fiallfollow them.

And unto you who have kept your Integrity,

and are as Fathers and Mothers in lfrael, for

whom I have a reverent Efteem in the Lord ;

unto you a Word dwells upon my Spirit, in the

pure Love of God : May you ever remember the

Days of your Touth, and how tenderly the Lord
A a a dealt
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dealt with you -, how he led you even onjlep by ftep,

and often pqfed by the Infirmities and Weaknefjes

that attendedyou : And when you were in danger

of miffing your Way, you, whofe Defires weregood,

did not he condefcend \.o informyour Underjland-
ings, lead you as by the Hand, and help you into

the Way again ¥ Thus did your heavenly Father

\ with you, in his tender Love and Mer-
cy : And as you keep thefe Things in Re-
membrance, they will engage your Minds to

be watchful over, and very tender towards thofe

who are but as Children, (as you once were)

in whom the Lord is at work, and forming

them for his Service, to promote the Good of

Zion, and the Welfare of ferafalem ; for which
many of you have faithfully laboured in your

Day. And now the Lord is ftirring up many,
whom he will make valiant for him, and his

Truth upon Earth, as they ftand faithful unto

him, when many of you are gone to your Reft.

And therefore, dear Friends, receive the Word
of Exhortation j and wherever you fee any

tender breathing Babe, that hath its Father's

Stamp upon it, altho' it appear weak, and in a

flammering manner, if you can difcern that

its Longing and Defire is for the Profperity of

Truth, and of the glorious Work of God, how
can you but be glad thereof ? And if it happens

that fuch an one fhould at any time mifs its

way, either on the right hand or on the left, how
ready mould the wife in Heart be to inform,

and extend a Hand of Help in the fame Love

wherein God dealt with you in your Child-

hood : And as you are thus preferved in the

pure
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pure meek Spirit of Jeius, your heavenly Head,
it will abundantly add to your Authority, and
beget the more Care in thofe you are thus con-

cerned for, to anfwer your Advice, and to keep

clofe to the Requirings of God ; and it will alfo

give you the greater Weight with iuch as are

juftly blameable. Thus will the Government of

Chrift, the Power and Authority of the Gofpel,

more and more prevail over that which is of the

Flefh and ilefhly Will, thro' your keeping in the

Dominion and Dignity of Truth : And thus will

the Church of God be adorned with her own
Robe, with the holy Spirit of the living Lord ;

and her Members will love and cherim one

another, every one acting in its own Place and
Station, be it never fo fmall or low j the Cir-

culation of heavenly Life will then be witnefTed,

and all will go on to the Glory and Honour of
the great God, who is worthy for ever.

And be fure, my Brethren, as much as in

you lies, keep in the meek, gentle, condefcend-

ing Spirit of Love one towards another ; fo that

nothing may ever get place amongft you, that

may grow to Hardnefs, or caufe Grudgings to

arife in any of your Minds one towards ano-

ther, for this will infenfibly eat as a Canker, to

the weakening of your Strength and Authority

unawares ; but lb give way to one another, in

the Liberty of Truth, that you may grow up in

the bleifed Fellowfhip of the glorious Gofpel,

as that all who behold your Chriftian Behaviour

one towards another, may have Caufe to fay,

you are the People of God, and taught by his holy

Spirit : And thus you will be a good Example
to
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to the very hindermoft of thofe amongft whom
you are concern'd, which will be a Means to

fatten and fet home your feveral Services upon
all you are engaged with : You will alfo be
kept near and dear one unto another, in the

Unity of the one Spirit, the Bond of lafting

Peace ; which, as you abide in, the Enemy,
with all his twiftings and twinings, will never

be able to break, nor deprive you of. There-
fore, my Brethren, join Hand in Hand, and fet

Shoulder to Shoulder in this weighty Work, the

Promotion of God's blefTed Truth, and go on
in the Name and Fear of the Lord, in Self-

denial, (which reaches a great way, if truly

considered) and under a Senfe of the daily

Need you have of his Affiftance : This doth

my Soul earneftly intreat of you all, being

filled with a Senfe of the Goodnefs of God, at

this very Moment, and drawn forth therein

much more than I did expect. But having now
eafed my bowed Spirit of that which has re-

mained as an Exercife upon me, I fhall now
conclude, earneftly wifhing the Welfare of you

all ; and the Lord, faith my Soul, multiply his

Mercies and the Vifitations of his pure Love,

with the Peace of his holy Spirit, upon his

whole Flock and Family. To God the Father,

through Jefus Chrift, be everlafting Glory,

Honour and Praife, who is worthy, worthy,

now and for ever. T ~
