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THE ORDER

HOW THE PSALTER IS APPOINTED tO BE READ.

HPHE Psalter should be read through once every month, as it is there
•*- appointed, both for Morning and Evening Prayer. But in Februa-
ry it shall be read only to the twenty-eighth or twenty -ninth Day of the
Month.
And whereas January, JMarch, JMay, July, August, October, and De-

cember, have one-and-thirty Days a-piece ; it is ordered, that the same
Psalms shall be read the last Da\ of the said Months which were read
the Day before ; so that the Psalter may begin again the first Day of the

next Month ensuing.

And whereas the 119th Psalm is divided into twenty-two Portions, and
is over-long to be read at one time ; it is so ordered, that at one time
ihall not be read above four or five of the said Portions.

The Minister, instead of reading from the Psalter as divided for Daily
Morning and Evening Prayer, may read one of the Selections set out by
this Church
And on Days of Fasting and Thanksgiving, appointed either by the

Civil or by the Ecclesiastical Authority, the Minister may appoint such
Psalms as he shall think fit in his discretion, unless any shall have been
appointed by the Ecclesiastical Authority, in a Service set out for the
Occasion ; which, in that case,' shall be used, and no other.

THE ORDER

HOW THE REST OF THE HOLY SCRIPTURE IS APPOINTED
TO BE READ.

'T'HE Old Testament is appointed for the First Lessons at Morning*
•^ and Evening Prayer ; so that the most Part thereof will be read
every Year once, as in the Calendar 18 appointed.

The New Testament is appointed for the Second Lessons at Morning
and Evening Prayer.

And to know what Lessons shall be read every Day, look, for the Day
of the Month in the Calendar following", and there ye shall fii.d the

Chapters that shall be read for the Lessons, both at Morning and Eve-
ning Prayer; except only the Moveable Feasts, which are not in the

Calendar ; and the immoveable, where there is a IJlank left in the Column
of Lessons ; the proper Lessons for all which Days are to be found in

the Table of Proper Lessons.
And, on Days of Fasting and Thanksgiving, the same Rule is to ob-

tain as in reading the Psalms.
And the same discretion of choice is allowed, on occasions of Eccle-

siastical Conventions, and those of Charitable Collections.

And J\"ote, That whensoever Proper Psalms or Lessons are appointed,

then the Psalms and Lessons of ordinary course appointed in the

Psalter and Calendar, if they be different, shall be omitted for that

Time.

Note also, That the Collect, Epistle, and Gospel, appointed for the

Sunduy, shall serve all the Week after, where it is not in this Book
otherwise ordered.

By the Bishops, the Clergy, and the Laity of the Protestant

Episcopal Church in the United States of America, in Co?:-

vcniion, this 1 6th Bay of October, in the Year of our Lord

one thousand seven hundred and eighty-nine.

This Convention, having in their present Session set forth

A Book of Common Prayer, and Administration of the Sacra-

ments, and other Rites and Ceremonies of the Church, do hereby

establish the said Book : And they declare it to be the Liturgy

of this Church ; and require, that it be received as such by all

the Members of the same: And this Book shall be in Use

from and after the 1st day of October, in the Year of our Lord.

PREFACE.

IT is a most invaluable part of that Messed liberty -wherewith Christ

hath made us free, that in his worship, different forms and usage*

may without otfence be allowed, provided the substance of the faith be

kept entire ; and that, in every Church, what cannot be clearly deter-

mined to belong to Doctrine must be referred to Discipline ; and there-

fore, by common consent and authority, may be altered, abridged, en-

larged, amended, or otherwise disposi d of, as may seem most conve-

nient for the edification of the people, " according to the various exigen-

cies of times and occasions/'

The Church of England, to which the Protestant Episcopal Church

in these States is indebted, under GOD, for her first foundation and a

long continuance of nursing care and protection, hath, in the Preface of

her Book of Common Prayer, laid it down as a Rule, that " The Par-

ticular Forms of Divine Worship, and the. Rites and Ceremonies ap-

pointed to be used therein, being things in their own nature ind:tterent

and alterable, and so acknowledged, it is but reasonable that, upon
weighty and important considerations, according to the various exigen-

cies of times and occasions, such changes and alterations should be
made therein, as to those who are in places of authority should, from
time to time, seem either necessary or expedient"
The same Church hath not only in her Preface, but likewise in her

Articles and Homilies, declared the necessity and expediency of occa-

sional alterations and amendments in her Forms of Public Worship ;

and we find accordingly, that, seeking to " keep the happy mean be-

tween too much stiffness in refusing, and too much easiness in admit-

ting variatiens in things once advisedly established, she hath, in the

reign of several Princes, since the first compiling of her Liturgy in the

lime of Edward the Sixth, upon just aad weighty considerations her
thereunto moving, yielded to make such alterations in some particulars,

as in their respective times were thought convenient ; yet so as that the

main body and essential parts of the same (as well in the chiefest ma-
terials, as in the frame and order thereof) have still been continued firm
and unshaken."
Her general aim in these different Reviews and Alterations hath been,

as she further declares in her said Preface, " to do that which, accord-
ing to her best understanding, might most tend to the preservation of
peace and unity in the Church } the procuring of reverence, and the ex-
citing of piety and devotion in the worship of God; and, finally, the
cutting off occasion, from them that seek occasion, of cavil or quarrel
against her Liturgy." And although, according to her judgment, there
be not " any thing in it contrary to the Word of God, or to sound doc-
trine, cr which a godly man may not with a good conscience use and
submit unto, or which is not fairly defensible^ if allowed such just and
favourable construction, as, in common equity, ought to be allowed to
all human writings ;" yet upon the principles "already laid down,' it can-
not but be supposed, that further alteration would in time be found ex-
pedient. Accordingly, a commission for a review was issued in the year
163?-: But this great and giood work miscarried at that time ; aad the

Civil Authority has not since thought proper to revive it by any new
Commission.

The attention of this Church Was, in the first place, drawn to those
alterations in die liturgy which became necessary in the Prayers for our
Civil Rulers, in consequence of the Revolution. And the principal care
herein was to make them conformable to what ought to be the proper
end of all such prayers, namely, that " Rulers ma ace, wis-

dom, and understanding to execute justice, and to maintain truth ;" and
thai the People " may lead quiet and peaceable lives, in all godliness
and honesty.

But while these alterations were in review before the Convention, they
could not but, with gratitude to Cod, embrace the happy occasion
which was offered to them (uninfluenced and unrestrained by any world-
ly authority whatsoever) to take a further review of the Public Service,

and to establish such other alterations and amendments therein as m
be deemed expedient.

Tt seems unnecessary to enumerate all the- different alterations and
amendments. They will appear, and it is to be hoped, the reasons of
them also, upon a comparison of this with the Book of Common Prayer
of the Church of England. In which it will also appear, that this

Church is far from intending to depart from the Church of England in

any essential point of doctrine, discipline, or worship ; or further than

local circumstances require.

And now, this import.nt work being brought to a conclusion, it is

hoped the whole will be received and examined by e\cry true Member
of our Church, and every sincere Christian, with a meek, candid, and
charitable frame of mind ; without prejudice or prepossessions ; serious-

ly considering what Christianity is, and what the truths of the Gospel

are ; and earnestly beseeching Almighty God to accompany with his

blessing every endeavour for promulgating them to mankind in the

est, plainest, most affecting and majestic manner,, for the sake of

Christ, our blessed Lord and Saviour.

tween, unless upon a great and reasonable Cause.

<R And also they shall warn them, that, without like great cause and
necessity, they procure not their Children to he baptized at home in

their houses. Rut when need shall compel them so to do, then Bap-
tism shall be administered as followeth.

THE COMMUNION OF THE SICK.

f Forasmuch as all mortal men are subject to many sudden peri's,

diseases, and sicknesses, and ever uncertain what time they shall de-

part out of this life ; therefore, to the intent they may be always in

readiness to die, whensoever it shall please Almighty God to call them,
the Ministers shall diligently from time to time (but especially in the
time of pestilence, or other infectious sickness) exhort their Parish-

ioners to the often receiving of the Holy Communion of the Cody and
Blood of our Saviour Christ, when it shall be publicly administered
in the Church ; that so doing, they may, in case of sudden visitation,

have the less cause to be disquieted for lack of the same. But if the
sick Person he not able to come to the Church, and yet is desirous to

receive the Communion in his house ; then he must give timely notice

to the Minister, signifying also how many there are to communicate
with him (which shall be two at the least ;) and all things necessary
being prepared, the Minister shall there celebrate the Holy Commun-
ion, beginning with the Collect, Epistle, and Gospel, here following :

ARTICLES OF RELIGION,

As established by the Bishops, the Clergy, and Laity of the Protestant;

Episcopal Church in the United States of America, in Convention, on
the twelfth Day of September, in the Year of our Lord 1801.

Art. I. Of Faith in the Holy Trinity.

THERE is but one living and true God, everlasting, without body,

parts, or passions ; of infinite power, wisdom and goodness ; the

Maker and Preserver of all things both visible and invisible. And in

unity of this Codhead, there be three persons, of one substance, power,

and "eternity ; the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost.

Art. II. Of the Word, or Son of God, which was made very Man.

The Son, which is the Word of the Father, begotten from everlasting

ef the Father, the very and eternal God, of one substance with the Fa-

ther, took Man's nature in the womb of the blessed Virgin, of her sub-

stance : so that two whole and perfect Natures, that is to say, the God-
hod and Manhood, were joined together in one Person, never to be

divided, whereof is one Christ, very God, and very Man ; who truly-

suffered, was crucified, dead, and buried, to reconcile his Father to us,

and to be a sacrifice, not only for original guilt, but also for actual sins

of men.
Art. HI. Of the going doru?i »f Christ into Hell

As Christ died for us, and was buried ; so also is it to be believed*

that lit went down unto HeiL.
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Art. IV. Of the Resurrection of Christ.

Christ did truly rise again from death, and took again his body, with

flesh, bones, and all things appertaining to the perfection of Man's na-

ture,' wherewith he ascended into Heaven, and there sitteth, until ho

return to judge all men at the last day.

Art. V. Of the Holy Ghost.

The Holv Ghost, proceeding from the Father and the Son, is of one

Substance," Majesty, and Glory, with the Father and the Son, very and

eternal God.

Art. VI. Of the Sufficiency of the Holy Scriptures for Solvation.

Holy Scripture containeth all tilings necessary to salvation : so that

whatsoever is not read therein, ner maybe proved thereby, is not to be
required of any man, that it should be believed as an Article of the

Faith, or be thought requisite or necessary to Salvation. In the name of

the Holy Scripture we do understand those Canonical Books of the Old
and New Testament, of whose Authority was never any doubt in th©

Church.

All the Rooks of the New Testament, as they are commonly received,

we do receive and account them Canonical.

Art. VII. Of the Old Testament.

Tho Old Testament is not contrary to the New ; for both in the Old
and New Testament everlasting life is offered to mankind by Christ, who
is the only Mediator between God and Man, being both God and Man.
Wherefore they are not to be heard, which feign, that the Old Fathers
did look only for transitory Promises. Although the Law given from
God by Moses, as touching Ceremonies and Rites, do not bind Christian
men, nor the Civil Precepts 'hereof ought of necessity to be received in

any Commonwealth ; yet notwithstanding', no Christian man whatsoever
is free from the obedience of the Commandments which are called moral.

Art. VIJL Of the Creeds.

The JYicene Creed, and that which is commonly called the Apostles9

Creed, ought thoroughly to be received and believed : for they may be
proved by most certain warrants of holy Scripture.
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Art IX. Of Original or Birth-Sin.

Original sin standeth not in the following oi* Adam (as the Pelagians
do vainly talk ;) but it is the fault and corruption of the nature of every
man, that naturally is engendered of the offspring of Adam, whereby
man is very far gone from original righteousness, and is of his own na-
ture inclined to evil, so that the flesh lusteth always contrary to the
Spirit ; and therefore in every person born into this world, it deservetli

God's wrath and damnation. And this infection of nature doth remain,
yea, in them that are regenerated ; whereby the lust of the flesh, called

in Greek, Phronema sarkos, which some do expound the Wisdom-,
some Sensuality, some the Affection, some the Desire of the Flesh, is

not subject to "the Law of God. And although there is no condemnation
for them that believe and arc baptized ; yet the Apostle, doth confess,

that concupiscence and lust hath of itself the nature of sin.

Art. X. Of Free- Will.

The condition of man, after the fall of Adam, is such, that he cannot
turn and prepare himself, by his own natural strength and good works,
to faith, and calling upon God : wherefore we have no power to do good
works pleasant and acceptable to God, without the grace of God by
Christ preventing us, that we may have a good will, and working with
us, when we have that good will.

Art. XI. Of the Justification of JJan.

We are accounted righteous before God, only for the Merit of our
Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ by Faith ; and not for our own Works or

Deservings. Wherefore, that we are justified by Faith only, is a most
wholesome doctrine, and very full of comfort, as more largely is ex-

pressed in the Homily of Justification.

Art. XII. Of o-«od Works.

Albeit that good Works, which are the fruits of Faith, and follow af-

ter Justification, cannot put away our sins, and endure the severity of

God's Judgment ; yet are they pleasing and acceptable to God in Christ,

and do spring out necessarily of a true and lively Faith, insomuch that

by them a lively Faith may be as evidently known, as a tree discerned

by the fruit.

Art. XIII. Of Works before Justification.

Works done before the grace of Christ, and the inspiration of his

Spirit, are not pleasant to God, forasmuch as they spring not of faith in

Jesus Christ, neither do they make men meet to receive grace, or (as

the School-Authors say) deserve grace of congruity : yea rather, for

that they are not done as God hath willed and commanded thein to be

done, we doubt not but they have the nature of sin.

Art. XIV. Of Works of Supererogation.

Voluntary Works, besides over and above God's Commandments,
which they r;ili Works of Supererogation, cannot be taught without ar-

rogancy and impiety. For by them men do declare, That they do not

on! v render unto God as much as they are bound to do, but that they do

more Tor his sake than of bounden duty is required : AVhereas Christ

saith plainly, When ye have done all that are commanded to you, say.,

We are unprofitable servants.
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Art. -XV. Of Christ alone without Sin.

Christ in the truth of our nature, was made like unto us in all things,

sin only except, from which he was clearly void, both in his flesh, and

in his spirit. He came to be a Lamb without spot, who by sacrifice of

himself once made, should take away the sins of the world; and sin (as

St. John saithj was not in him. But all we the rest (although baptized

ami born again in Christ) yet offend in many things; and if we say we
have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.

Art XVI. Of Sin after Baptism.

Not every deadly sin, willingly committed after Baptism, is sin against

the Holy Ghost, and unpardonable. Wherefore the grant of repentance

is not to be denied to such as full into sin after Baptism! After we have

received the Holy Ghost, we may depart from grace given, and fall into

sin, and by the grace of God (we may) arise again, and amend our

lives. And therefore they are to be condemned, which say, they can

no more sin as long as they live here, or deny the place of forgiveness

to such as truly repent.

Art XVII. Of Predestination and Election.

Predestination to life is the everlasting purpose of God, whereby (be-

fore the foundations of the world were laid) he hath constantly decreed,

by his counsel, secret to us, to deliver from curse and damnation, those

whom he hath chosen in Christ out of mankind, and to brine: them by
Christ to everlasting; salvation, as vessels made to honour. Wherefore
they, which he endued with so excellent a benefit of God, be called ac-

cording to God's purpose by his Spirit working in due season : they
through grace obey the calling : they be justified freely: they be made
Sons of God by adoption : they be made like the image of his only begot-

ten Son Jesus Christ : they walk religiously in good works; and at

length by God's mercy they attain to everlasting felicitv

As the godly consideration of Predestination, and our Election in Christ,

is full of sweet, pleasant, and unspeakable comfort to godly persons,
and such as feel in themselves the working of the Spirit of Christ, mor-
tifying the works of the flesh and their earthly members, and drawing;

up their mind to high and heavenly things, as well because it doth greaL-

ly establish and confirm their faith of eternal salvation, to be enjoyed
through Christ, as because it doth fervently kindle their love towards
God : so, for curious and carnal persons, lacking the Spirit of Christ, to

have continually before their eyes the sentence of God's Predestination,
is a most dangerous downfall, whereby the Devil doth thrust them either
into desperation, or into wretchlessness of most unclean living, no less

perilous than desperation.

Furthermore, We must receive God's Promises in such wise as they be
generally set forth to us in holy Scripture: And in our doing's, that will

of God is to be followed, which we have expressly declared unto us in

the word of God.

Art. XVIII. Of obtaining Eternal Salvation only by the Name of Christ.

They also are to be had accursed, that presume to say, that everyman
shall be saved by the Law or Sect which he professeth, so that he be dili-

gent to frame his life i-ceording to that LaW, and the light of Nature.
For holy Scripture doth set out unto us only the Name of Jesus Christ,
whereby men must be saved.
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Art. XIX. Of the Church.

The visible Church of Christ is a Congregation of faithful men, in th£
winch the pure Word of God is preached, and the Sacraments be duly
ministered according to Christ's Ordinance, in all those things that of
necessity are requisite to the same.

As tiie Church of IReriualem, Alexandria and Antioch have trred; so
also the Church of Rome hath erred, not only in their living and manner
of Ceremonies, but also in matters of Faith.

Art XX. Of the Authority of the Church.

The Church hath power to decree Rites or Ceremonies, and Authority
in Controw rsi< b of Faith i And yet it is not lawful for the Church to or-
dain any thing that is contrary to God's Word written ; neither may it so
expound one place of Scripture, that it be repugnant to another. Where-
fore, although the Church be a Witness and a Keeper of Holy Writ, yet
as it ought not to decree any thing against the some, so besides the
same ou:rht it not to enforce any thing to be believed for necessity of sal-

vation.

Art. XXI. Of the Authority of General Councils*

Art. XXII. Of Purgatory

The Romish doctrine concerning Purgatory, Pardons, Worshipping
and Adoration, as well of Images, as ofReliques, and also Invocation of

Saints, is a fond thing vainly invented, and grounded upon no warranty
of Scripture, but rather repugnant to the word of God.

Art. XXIII. Of J\ fillistering in the Congregation.

It is not lawful for any man to take upon him the office of publiG

Preaching, or Ministering the Sacraments in the Congregation, before

he be lawfully called, and sent to execute the same. And those we ought
to judge lawfully called and sent, which be chosen and called to this

Work by men who have public Authority given unto them in the Con-
gregation, to call and send Ministers into the Lord's Vineyard.

Art. XXIV. Of Speaking in the Congregation in such a Tongue as the

People understandeth.

It is a thing plainly repugnant to the Word of God, and the Custom
of the Primitive Church, to have Public Prayer in the Church, or to

Minister the Sacraments in a Tongue not understanded of the people.

Art. XXV. Of the Sacraments.

Sacraments ordained of Christ be not only badges or tokens of Chris-

tian men's Profession; but rather they be certain sure witnesses, and

effectual signs of grace, and God's good will towards us, by the which

he doth work invisibly in us, and doth not only quicken, but also

strengthen and confirm our faith in him. 1

There are two Sacraments ordained of Christ our Lord in the Gospel,

that is to say. Baptism, and the Supper of the Lord.

Those five commonly called Sacraments, that is to say, Confirmation,

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Penance, Orders, Matrimony, and extreme Unction, are not to be count-

ed for Sacraments of the Gospel, being- such as have grown, partly of the

corrupt following- of the Apostles, partly are states of life allowed by the

Scriptures, but yet have not like nature of Sacraments with Baptism and
the Lord's Supper, for that they have not any visible Sign or Ceremony
ordained of God.
The Sacraments were not ordained of Christ to be gazed upon, or to

be carried about, but that we should duly use them. And in such only

as worthily receive the same, they have a wholesome effector operation :

but they that receive them unworthily, purchase to themselves damna-
tion, as St. Paul saith.

Art. XXVI. Of the Univorthine -is of the J\finistersf -which hinders not the

Effect of the Sacraments.

Although in the visible Church the evil be ever mingled with the good,
and sometime the evil have chief authority in the ministration of the
Word and Sacraments : yet, forasmuch as they do not the same in their

own name, but in Christ's, and do minister by his Commission and Au-
thority, we may use their Ministry, both in hearing the Word of God,
and in receiving the Sacraments. Neither is the effect of Christ's Ordi-

i nance taken away by their wickedness, nor the grace of God's gifts di-

minished from such, as by faith, Mid rightly, do receive the Sacraments
ministered unto them, which be effectual, because of Christ's institution

and promise, although they be ministered by evil men.

Nevertheless, it appertaineth to the Discipline of the Church, that in-

quiry be made of evil Ministers, and that they be accused by those that

have knowledge of their offences : and finally being found guilty, by just
judgment, be deposed.

Art. XXVII. Of Baptism.

Baptism is not only a sign of Profession, and mark of Difference,

whereby Christian men are discerned from others that be not christened :

but it is also a sign of Regeneration, or new Birth, whereby, as by an
instrument, they that receive Baptism rightly are grafted into the

Church : the promises of the forgiveness of sin, and ofour adoption to be
the sons of God by the Holy Ghost, are visibly signed and sealed : faith

is confirmed, and grace increased by virtue of Prayer unto God. The
Baptism of young children is in any wise to be retained in the Church as,

most agreeable with the institution of Christ.

Art. XXVIII. Ofthe Lord's Supper.

The Supper of the Lord is not only a sign of the Love that Christians

ought to have among themselves one to another ; but rather it is a Sa-

crament of our Redemption by Christ's death : Insomuch that to such

as rightly, worthily, and with faith receive the same, the Bread which
we break is a partaking of the Body of Christ ; and likewise the Cup of

Blessing is a partaking of the Blood of Christ.

Transubstantiation (or the change of the Substance of Bread and Wine)
in the Supper*of the Lord, cannot be proved by Holy Writ ; but it is re-

pugnant to the plain words of Scripture, overthroweth the nature of a

(Sacrament, and hath given occasion to many Superstitions.

The Body of Christ is given, taken, and eaten in the Supper, only aftt*>
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an heavenly and spiritual manner. And the mean whereby the body of
Christ is received and eaten in the Supper, is Faith.

The Sacrament of the Lord's Supper was not by Christ's Ordinance
reserved, earned about) lifted up, or worshipped.

Sign or Sacrament of so great a thing.

Art. XXX. Of both Kinds.

The cup of the Lord is not to be denied to the Lay-People : for both
the parts of the Lord's Sacrament by Christ's Ordinance and Command-
ment, ought to be ministered to all Christian men alike.

Art. XXXL Of the one Oblation of Christ finished upon the Cross.

The offering of Christ once made, is that perfect redemption, propitia-

tion, and satisfaction for all the sins of the whole world, both original

and actual ; and there is none other satisfaction for sin, but that alone.

Wherefore the Sacrifice of Masses, in which it Was. commonly said, that

the Priest did offer Christ for the quick and the dead, to have remission
of pain or guilt, were blasphemous fables, and dangerous deceits.

Ast. XXXII. Of the Marriage of Priests.

Bishops, Priests, and Deacons, are not commanded by God's Law,
either to vow the estate of single life, or to abstain from Marriage :

therefore it is lawful for them, as for all other Christian men, to marry
at their own discretion, as they shall judge the same to serve better to

godliness.

Art. XXXIII. Of excommunicate Persons, hov> they are to be avoided.

That person which by open denunciation of the Church, is rightly

cut off from the Unity of the Church, and excommunicated, ought tO-be

taken of the whole multitude of the faithful, as an Heathen and Publi-

can, until he he openly reconciled by Penance, and received into the

Chinch by a Judge that hath authority thereunto.

Art. XXXIV. Of the Traditions of the Church.

It is not necessary that Traditions and Ceremonies be in all places one,

or utterly alike ; fur at all times the} have been divei s, and may be chaog-

ed according to the diversity of countries, times, and men's manners,

so that nothing be ordained against God's word. Whosoever through
his private judgment, willingly and purposely doth openly break the

Traditions and Ceremonies of the Church, which be not repugnant to

the word of God, and be ordained and approved by common Authority,

ought to be rebuked openly (that other may fear to do the like") as he
that offendeth against the common order of the Church, and hurteth

the Authority of the Magistrate, and woundeth the Consciences of the

weak Brethren.

THE PREFACE.

It is evident unto all men, diligently reading holy Scripture and ancient

Authots, that from the Apostles' time there have been these Orders of

Ministers in Christ's Church, Bishops, Priests, and Deacons. Which
Offices were evermore had in such reverend estimation, that no man
might presume to execute any of them, except he were first called,

tried, examined, and known to have such qualities as are requisite for

the same ; and also by public Prayer, with Imposition of Hands, were
approved and admitted thereunto by lawful Authority. And therefore,

to the intent that these Orders may be continued, and reverently used
and esteemed in this Church, no man shall be accounted or taken to

be a lawful Bishop, Priest, or Deacon, in this Church, or suffered to

execute any of the said Functions, except he be called, tried, exam-
ined, and admitted thereunto, according to the Form hereafter follow-

ing, or hath had Episcopal Consecration or Ordination.

And none shall be admitted a Deacon, Priest, or Bishop, except he be of
the age which the Canon in that case provided may require.

And the Bishop, knowing, either by himself, or by sufficient testimony,

any Person to be a man of virtuous conversation, and without crime
;

and, after examination and trial, finding him sufficiently instructed in
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the holy Scripture, and otherwise learned as the Canons require, may,
at the times appointed, or else, on urgent occasion, upon some other
