They shall roar like young lions

C^ TN the year that king Uzziah died I saw

with twain he did fly. ^ And '' one cried unto

another, and said.

Holy, holy, holy, is the Lord of hosts

" The whole earth is full of his glory.

^ And the posts of the '^ door moved at the

voice of him that cried, and the house was filled

with smoke. ^ Then said I, Woe is me ! for I

am « undone; because I am a man of unclean

lips, and I dwell in the midst of a people of

unclean lips : for mine eyes have seen the King,

Until the cities be wasted without inhabitant,

And the houses without man.
And the land be ' utterly desolate,

^- And the Lord have removed men far away,
And there he a great forsaking in the midst of

the land.

ye are not stable, h Heb. And the Lord added to speak, i Or, make thy
petition deep.

That a man shall nourish a young cow and
two sheep

;

-'- And it shall come to pass, for the abundance of

milk that they shall give, he shall eat butter:

For butter and honey shall every one eat that

is left '" in the land.

-2 And it shall come to pass in that day,

That every place shall be,

AVhere there were a thousand vines at a thou-

sand silverlings,

It shall even be for briers and thorns.
-^ With arrows and with bows shall men come

thither

;

Because all the land shall become briers and
thorns.
