But there is another pantheon, where the living may repose in
comfort and whose only conditions are that they be representa-
tive of the interest of people now on earth --- and look pleasant. On
these trifling conditions, the boon of immortality is conferred upon
meun by those latter-day Olypians, the caricaturists of the daily press
Little Gods of the Brush and Pencil whose creations shall endure so
long as men prefer to smile rahter than to weep.

This pantheon is a long way removed from the somber dignity
of the Hall of Fame---but it is equally distant from the reproachful
atmosphere of the Rogues’ Gallery. It is made up of those men who
perform their share of the world’s work in such a manner as to bring
then into public notice. Upon these the cartoonists pounce with
rare avidity, and by emphasizing their most prominent characteristics
present them in a proper prospective forthe world to view. No man
who comes within range of the cartoonist’s vision may hope to wrap
himself in a mantle of mystery. The X-ray eye of the caricaturist
penetrate his mask and his soul-secrets as it were, for the benefice of
his contemporaries and posterity.
