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INTRODUCTION.

THE Cartulary of the Augustinian Monastery of St.
Frideswide as preserved at Oxford is mainly contained in
two volumes of transcripts, the property respectively of the
Dean and Chapter of Christ Church and the President and
Fellows of Corpus Christi College ; but among the collection
of Oxfordshire Charters in the Bodleian Library are found
a small number of the original documents, which are most
valuable, both as showing the accuracy with which the tran-
scripts have been made and in helping to fix dates; however, as
this is a matter which will be fully treated later on, it must for
the present give place to a Description of the MSS., in which the
first point to be noted is that for the sake of uniformity they
are in this work distinguished as A. and C., as in Mr. Parker’s
Early History of Oxford (Oxf. Hist. Soc., vol. iii ), and the
original Oxfordshire Charters are designated O. C.

Of the two MSS. C. is the older, but as A. is by far the
more comprehensive, and thus plays the more important part,
especially in the coming vol. ii, it shall have first place. It
dates from about the second quarter of the fifteenth century,
and is contained in a folio volume, measuring externally 16 in.
X 11% in., of 512 pages, of which pp. 7-502 are occupied by
what may be termed the Cartulary proper, a few pages, which
will be found noted in the text, being usually left blank
between the Charters of the different parishes; and at the
beginning and end, on pages originally unused, are found
a few Charters of later date, together with some receipts
and notes of rentals, which have been thrown into the
Appendix in company with certain other documents which
did not come to hand in time to be inserted in the body of
the work. It is written throughout in one hand (with the
exception of about half a dozen Charters, all belonging to
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about the same period) and in double columns, the second of
which is for convenience of reference distinguished in the
text by having the letter b affixed to it. The arrangement is
most orderly throughout, the Charters relating to each parish
being placed together, and the only alteration that has been
made in their order consists in the attempt, how far successful
critics must say, to put those of each section into more
accurate chronological order, while at the same time keeping -
those relating to the same property together. This, in the
case of ordinary Parish Charters, can make but little difference ;
but as regards those styled herein General Charters, it involves
an entire re-modelling of the plan adopted in A., in which, as
will be seen from the subjoined extract from the table of
contents given on p. I, p. 2 being blank, they are arranged
according to the subject-matter, each section being entirely
independent of the others. The index is as follows :—

Following on these come the Country Parish Charters, then
those relating to Lady Elizabeth Montacute’s gift of Stockwell
Mead, which together will furnish the contents of vol. ii, and
finally the City Parishes in the same order as in the text.
On the page, which is unnumbered, succeeding p. 512, at the
left-hand top corner are the following words, written apparently
from the top, i.e. upside down as compared with the MS.
itself :—Borrowed of y* D & Can this book with those of
Ensham & y* of Oseney, Octob: MDCLIX & againe in Aug:
MDCLXV: A. Wood.

C. is a quarto volume measuring 12 in. x 8% in. and
containing 330 pages. It is written in several different hands,
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all of about the same date, c. 1310-20, with the exception of
the Charter of Ethelred on p. 217, which dates from about
the end of the previous century. The early part of the volume,
as far as p. 269, which is all written by the same hand, is very
orderly, as will be seen by the subjoined table of contents ;
after that point, or rather after the Charter of Ethelred, we
come to other handwriting and find the various documents
copied apparently as they came to hand, several duplicates
being introduced, as might be expected from this portion
having been the work of another scribe, while the last ten
pages are occupied entirely by repetitions of Charters given
in the earlier part of the work. On the fly-leaf facing p. 1 is

Plan of the work. The fiat of the Oxford Historical
Society having gone forth that bulk must be kept down, it
was necessary to consider in what way this could be best
accomplished so as to impair as little as possible the complete-
ness of the work, and after some deliberation it was decided
to abbreviate the introductory clause in each Charter, and to
leave out, with . . . [&c.] as an indication of omission, those
sentences which recur constantly in almost the same words,
giving here the form of each which is most generally used.
Thus :—

In Papal Charters, Episcopus . . . [&c.]=Episcopus, seruus
seruorum Dei ; Salutem ... [&c.] = Salutem & apostolicam
benediccionem, and the minatory clause generally runs thus :—
Nulli ergo omnino hominum liceat hanc paginam nostre con-
firmacionis infringere vel ei ausu temerario contraire. Si quis
autem hoc attemptare presumserit, indignacionem omnipotentis
Dei & beatorum Petri & Pauli Apostolorum eius se nouerit
incursurum.

The sealing clauses vary much, but it must suffice to give
a couple, as types of the most ordinary form. Etvthec...
[&c.] = Et vt hec mea donacio, concessio, sometimes where
applicable quieta clamacio, & carte mee confirmacio rata, or
inconcussa, imperpetuum permaneant, huic scripto sigillum
meum apposui. In cuius rei. .. [&c.]=In cuius rei testimonium
huic presenti scripto sigillum meum apposui, or hanc presentem
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cartam sigilli mei impressione, or munimine, corroboraui, or
roborare curaui.

It would of course be easy to find almost endless variations
from the forms given above, but to do so would be to run the
risk of increasing bulk.

It should be added that all sums of money and dates,
whether given in the MSS. in letters or in figures, are
expressed in the text by Roman numerals.

The other verbal abbreviations adopted in this volume, such
as pert. for pertinencijs, scilt. for scilicet, &c., need no expla-
nation, but it must be stated that in the notes D. B. stands
for Dugdale’s Baronage, D. M. for Dugdale’s Monasticon, and
K. P. A. for Kennett’s Parockial Antiquities.

It should also be noted that where A. is available, the
transcript is invariably made therefrom unless it be otherwise
stated in the notes, and that when two copies only of a Charter
have to be dealt with, it has been deemed unnecessary in
giving the various readings to make special reference to the
second.

Again, it may be observed that there are certain divergencies
of spelling in the two Cartularies which should not be over-
looked, e.g. in A. the double i is invariably written ij, in C.
usually ii, and the Latin forms of the proper names Ralph and
Matilda are, when written at length, usually given in the
former as Radulphus and Matildis, in the latter as Radulfus
and Matilda.

Dating. The task of assigning dates to the numerous
undated Charters, while being unquestionably one of the most
interesting parts of the work, has also proved to be decidedly
the- most difficult, and it will be little matter for surprise should
errors be found. At the same time it must here be stated
that every effort has been made to secure accuracy, and it is
believed that the dates given will be found to be approximately
correct. Those found in the different works of Anthony Wood
have been freely adopted, because, where it has been possible
to test them, they have proved to be trustworthy, and with
this assistance and the occurrence now and again of a single
dated Charter it has been in many instances comparatively

easy to fix the period of perhaps a long string of documents,
but where no such aid was forthcoming the task was one of
excessive difficulty, and perhaps too much has been attempted.

The Illustrations might almost be left to speak forthemselves,
but it may be observed that the fragments of the seal given
on the frontispiece are of such a nature that it is easy to
construct from them a very perfect idea of the whole, and
that the seal of Charter No. 582 (No. 3 frontispiece) has been
turned in the plate of the Charter so as to show that of Prior
Robert [of Olney].

The Index attached to this volume is of course anything
but exhaustive, but it is hoped that it will prove sufficient for
ordinary purposes.

It has been suggested that a short description of the changes
which occurred in early days in the constitution of the
Monastery, before it finally assumed the form in which it came
down to the Reformation, might be with advantage inserted
here, but it seems questionable whether such a treatise is
required in a work dealing solely with the Cartulary of the
Institution. The matter shall however have due consideration,
and shall, if anything can be done towards piecing together
the fragments of its history, be noticed in the preface to vol. ii.
Meanwhile the reader is referred to Parker’s Early History of
Oxford, pp. 9o et seq. and pp. 261-264, and to Wood’s ity of
Oxford, ed. Clark, ii. 122 ¢f seq.

Now, to drop the descriptive and assume the personal vein,
I have to record my thanks, which I do most sincerely, to
those who have assisted me in the preparation of this work
for the press; and here I have to acknowledge the courtesy
which I have invariably experienced from every member of
the staff of the Bodleian Library, from the Librarian down-
wards, but specially have I to thank Mr. Hurst for his map, and
Mr. Macray and Mr. Madan for their help, which hasat all times
been so willingly accorded that it has been a pleasure to me to
seek their aid when I have been in any difficulty.

[The retention of old forms proves, in my opinion, that the Charter
is derived (possibly with intermediate links) from a pre-Conquest
original.

The scribe does not as a rule distinguish between z (for which he
still uses the old sign p) and p. In his original the two signs were
evidently used correctly, as is shown by the fact that our scribe (who,
although he obviously did not understand the two signs, still copied
his original carefully), in the case of the p (= w), makes the upstroke
project but little (frequently not at all) above the line, whereas the
upstroke of the p generally projects higher. But he clearly did not
understand the signs, for in many cases it is only possible to tell from
the context or external evidence, which sign was meant.

The y has quite a distinct form, but sometimes the scribe has mis-
copied a y of his original as p or . One form of the g is very like
one form of the s. The original evidently had the sign &, which our
scribe, not understanding, renders by d’ 3,

! Both the date and the genuineness of this Charter having been questioned (see
Parker’s Early History of Oxford, p. 285, note 1, and p. 292), it becomes necessary
to state briefly the evidence in its favour. The date, it will be seen, is expressly
stated in the preceding Charter, and although that may be characterized as a monkish
legend, it is so fully confirmed by other evidence both internal and external that it
is difficalt to entertain any doubt as to its correctness. ‘That the Charter is one of
Henry I is proved by the initial clause Henricus Rex Angllorum], and the witness
R. Cancellarius can only be Rainulf, who died in 1123. It is true that Matthew
Paris (Chronica Majora, sub anno) states that the property was given by Roger
Bp. of Salisbury in 1111, but the probability, as suggested by Anthony Wood
(Annals, i. 138), seems to be that, though acquired by Gwymundus in the earlier
year, it was not nntil the latter that it was confirmed to him by the King. The
story of the manner in which the moiety of the Church of St. Aldate was obtained
comes under the same category as that alluded to above, and there being no evidence
to support it can only be taken for what it is worth.
