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PREFACE
This catalog comprises about 3,500 titles of books commonly found in the

children's departments of public libraries. It is issued also in two other editions

including approximately 1,000 and 2,000 titles respectively.

Like the first edition, this new Catalog is based on carefully selected library

lists of best books, in the belief that a selection based on the cumulated judgment
of experienced librarians has a value beyond that of any single list based on the

judgment of one person, however wise. The 1909 Catalog was based on 24
selected lists. For the second edition of the Catalog, published 1916-1917, in

addition to these, the A. L. A. Catalog Supplement of 191 1, the A. L. A. Booklist

and some 28 other library bulletins and juvenile lists were clipped and mounted
as a further basis of selection. Copies of all notes made on current juvenile books
during the past year and a half have also been received from the New York State

Library, as well as a number of valuable notes from the Cleveland Public Library.

The editor has been fortunate in securing the advice and cooperation of Miss
Agnes Cowing, of the Pratt Institute Free Library; Miss Alice I. Hazeltine, of

the St. Louis Public Library; Miss Hatch, of the Cleveland Public Library, and
of the staff of the Carnegie Library of Pittsburgh. These collaborators, with the

exception of Miss Hatch, have checked up the Catalog of 1909, and some 1,600

additional titles (author entries and notes for which were sent in galley proof),

suggesting omissions and additions, and giving advice as to which titles should

be included in the three lists of 1,000, 2,000, and 3,500. Miss Hatch checked the

titles in such a w^ay as to show (a) books in the Cleveland Public Library, (b)

books no longer used there, (c) books which meet school demand only, (d) books
previously used by reason of school demand and no longer useful, and (e) books
which are in the adult collection but used with certain children.

The final decision as to the inclusion or, .exiclujsjon' of any title has nect ,sarily

been made by the editor in accordance with theiveight of evidence. Inasmuch as

the selectio^i has been made in this .j;nH'3ri,er, vh^ei cooperators should not be held

individually responsible for the result.-, ,Nc/ tit.U'tp which any serious objection has
been made has been included unless jtbere ha3'l>p€?n a strongly preponderating
weight of evidence in its favor. : : ;
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The 3,500-title list includes a few books in French and German; also a few
19 16 books published too late for inclusion in the 2,000-title list.

The books are entered under author, title and subject, arranged in one alpha-

bet, with connecting references. Authors' names have been entered in the form
presumably most familiar to the child. The subject headings have been carefully

compared with Miss Mann's "Subject Headings for Juvenile Catalogs," to which
they in the main conform. The editor has, however, thought best to keep under
United States—History, and its subheads, the material usually entered there in

adult catalogs.

Five hundred volumes were analyzed, some of them fully, others partially, for

the Catalog of 1909. For the second edition, 212 volumes have been analyzed for

the 1,000-title list, 447 volumes for the 2,000-title list and 700 volumes for the

3,500-title list. A special attempt has been made to bring out Boy Scout material,

material on how to make and do things and material on other topics for which
frequent demands are made on children's librarians today. Comparatively little

analytical work has been done on fairy tales, myths and legends, as these have
been covered by Miss M. H. Eastman's "Index to Fairy Tales, Myths and Leg-
ends," published by the Boston Book Company in 191 5.

Dates have been given in most cases, except for fiction and mythology. The
latest copyright date, when readily ascertainable, has been the one chosen. Pub-
lishers and prices have also been added to the author entries and a list of pub-
lishers, with addresses, appended. The prices are in most cases taken from the



latest catalogs of the publishers and the 1916 Publishers' Trade List Annual. A
few out of print books have been included and the fact that they are out of print

noted. • 1 1 A i

The numbers in parentheses after titles indicate approximately the grades_ tor

which the books are suitable, and have been taken for the most part from various

library lists. Two of the collaborators also made suggestions as to grading.

When there has been considerable discrepancy in the grading, an average has been

taken. The impossibilitv of accurate grading is fully recognized by the editor,

and grades have been given only because of the practically unanimous demand for

them by the children's librarians questioned on the subject.
_

Most of the titles are annotated. The annotations are chiefly descriptive,

occasionally evaluative and comparative, and have been taken in the main from

the lists and bulletins used as a basis for selection.

Notes will usually be found under the author entry only, but m editions of

certain classics, such as the Arabian nights" entertainments, edited by F. J. Olcott,

notes have been repeated under the name of the editor.

Many editions of such classics as Andersen, Grimm, Arabian Nights' Enter-

tainments, etc., have been given.

Short lists are appended entitled: Aids to story-telling; Books about chil-

dren's reading; Magazines for children. Books and magazines on these lists are

not entered in the main alphabet.

The St. Nicholas material included in the 1909 Catalog has been omitted, as

the majority of children's librarians consulted prefer the material in separate form.

A complete index to St. Nicholas, covering volume one to date, will be issued in

the near future.

Publishers have generously given for editorial use copies of juveniles, new
and old, which after being entered in the Catalog, have been shelved in our Stand-

ard library of books run, or to be run, in our Standard Catalog series.

Thanks are due to the many children's librarians who answered the first

questionnaires about the Children's Catalog, and to those who have since answered

questions on special points connected with it. The editor also wishes to acknowl-

edge here the excellent work of her assistants. Gladys M. Pardoe and Nanon B.

Cole, who assembled materialj typed copy and verified prices; and Henrietta M.
Blasl, to whom much credit'-iS'^^.due'ift'f the careful editorial reading of galley and
page proofs.

The Catalog will, it is hoped, prcVe iis^ftil as an aid in the selection of the

best books for boys and girls, to pJ-reiit-s^ teachers, and booksellers, as well as to

children's librarians. The inclnsdoii o,f prices^ ;and publishers will make it valuable

as a buying list. Teachers will alsQ'fijndi il 'Useful in looking up information not
contained in the ordinary text-books.

It is hoped by the publishers that all librarians who are kept busy in trying to

answer children's questions, or to look up material on school subjects for teachers,

will find this Catalog an indispensable help, because of the amount of analytical

work that has been done, bringing out under author, title or subject heading parts
of books that are of special value. For example, 27 analytical entries have been
made for Beard's American Boy's Handy-book, 36 for the American Girl's Handy-
book, 134 for Bellamy and Goodwin's Open Sesame, and 398 for Norton's Heart
of Oak Books.

It has seemed wise to analyze many books widely approved by children's libra-

rians in this thoro manner, because of a growing belief that the printed page is

not only more economical, but is more easily used than the card catalog.
The New Jersey Public Library Commission has placed in the hands of New

Jersey teachers and librarians, under the title One thousand good books for
children, a New Jersey edition of the Children's Catalog, with a special preface.
