this brief work, "History of the Eby Family," no attempt is

made to give a detailed history of the whole Family, but a mere out-

line is given of their origin, their primitive faith, their emigration

from Italy to Switzerland, thence to the "Palatinate" or Pfaltz, thence to

Pennsylvania, United States, and later on their forming settlements in

different parts of other States and the Dominion of Canada.

The Ebys belong to the Celts, an ancient race of people of Asiatic

origin, who formerly inhabited southern, central and western Europe.

During the early ages they lived in the northern part of Italy, where they

were brought from heathendom to the worshipping of the true and living

God through the labors of the Vaudois (Waldenses), with whom they

came in contact at a very early date. They soon became strict adherents

of the Vaudois faith. While the Church of Rome was gaining power and

extending her influence over western and northern Europe, these Vaudois,

in their mountainous homes, were for some time left unmolested. From

the eighth to the eleventh centuries these primitive worshipping and God-

fearing people (Vaudois) became very numerous, and were becoming

quite a power to resist the influence of the Church of Rome. In order

to gain full sway over civilized Europe, the Church of Rome adopted

means whereby these Vaudois were to be either subdued or expelled from

their homes. But these people (Vaudois) were not so easily subdued or

brought under the sway of Rome. The ministry, known as the Inquisi-

tors, were first sent out to bring these people over from their faith to that

of the Roman Catholic. This was as early as 1308. The Vaudois would

not yield to the Inquisitors, and the result was, that in 1453 the whole

Valley of Luzerna and all the country of North Italy and Savoy were laid

under an interdict. Between the years 1400 and 1500 the Vaudois were

most bitterly persecuted by their enemies, for not renouncing their primi-

tive faith. History tells us that in 1487 Innocent XIII. fulminated

against these Vaudois a Bill of Extermination. In 1560 the persecutions

became so fierce, that quite a number fled from their homes and went to

the northern parts of Switzerland, where they led a wandering life for some

time. They finally settled in Cantons Bern, Luzerne, Zurich and Schwyz.

Among those Vaudois who thus settled in these Cantons we find the name
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Eby, then spelled Ebee. Here they led a God-fearing life, and were rigid

in the keeping of their primitive faith and forms of worship.

During the Reformation they were subjected to the same persecu-

tions as other Protestants in northern Europe. After the founding of the

Mennonite Church in A. D. 1537 by one of the early Reformers named
Menno Simon, a native of Holland, these Swiss Vaudois, or Swiss Pro-

testants, as they were then called, united with the Menno Simon party,

now known as Mennonites. Among the parties who thus joined the

M^nnonites we find the names of Herr, Graaf, Mylin, Shank, Witmer,

Landis, Eby and others. Some of these names are of Teutonic origin,

which proves that the Vaudois had accessions from that source after their

arrival in Switzerland.

As early as 1683 we find in some old records that Jacob Eby was

ordained a Bishop of the Mennonite Church in Canton Zurich. The
State party again getting the ruling power into their hands, laid the Men-

nonites open to persecution, and not wishing to resist the authority of

State, a number of these Mennonites left Switzerland and went to the

"Palatinate" or Pfaltz, an old German division, now discarded on maps.

The chief towns in which they settled were Manheim, Zweibruecken and

Heidelberg. Here they resided for but a few years, when they were

again troubled by their enemies for not conforming to the laws and church

of the State. The laws of the State were not so much violated by these

parties, only they would not take up arms, nor would they speak in favor

of war, but took a decided stand against all manner of war, hence their

frequent abuses by the State parties.

When William Penn, by his agents, offered free homes to persons of

all religious denominations, quite a number of the Mennonites from Switz-

erland, Pfaltz and Holland, moved to America and settled in Pennsylvania.

They had this assurance, that if once in Pennsylvania they could worship

God according to the teachings of the Bible and the dictates of their own
consciences, which they considered more than a recompense compared

with their losses and privations in forsaking their native land.

Among the numerous parties thus coming to America were our

Ancestors Theodorus Eby (son of Bishop Jacob Eby, ordained in

1683*), whocame in 17 15, Peter Eby, nephew of Theodorus, who came

in 1720, and Nicholas Eby, a descendant of the same family, whocame
more than a century thereafter.

We shall take up, first, the descendants of Theodorus, second, those

of Peter and third, those of Nicholas.

Theodorus Eby', son of Bishop Jacob Eby, was born in Canton,

Zurich, Switzerland, on the 25th April, 1663.* He, being a strict

Mennonite in faith, left his native country about the year 1704 on account

of the religious persecutions. From 1704 till 17 15 he resided in the

"Palatinate" or Pfaltz, (Germany. Finding persecutions here equally severe

as in the country just left, he, in company with other co-religionists, left

for Philadelphia in the Sjjring of 1715. Some time in August of the same

year he settled on what is now called Mill Creek, at a place now known as

Roland's Mill, situated south of New Holland and near the line of Earl

and Leacock Townships, in Lancaster County, Pennsylvania.! Here he

resided until his death and enjoyed the privileges and freedom of religion

for which he had to suffer persecutions and trials in Europe. Some time

during September, 1737, he died. His end was peace.*

Theodorus' family consisted of five sons and one daughter. Their

names were Peter^, Hannes^, Jacob^, Christian^ and David^, and the

daughter's name was Elizabeth^; she was married to a man named Hannes

Baehr.* These sons were all skilled in the various mechanical arts, so

that with their assistance the old ancestor Theodorus built a mill and

erected such other buildings as were needed, without employing persons

outside of the family, except for the purpose of burning charcoal to supply

the smith forge, which process they themselves did not sufficiently under-

stand.!

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Christian Eby^ and his Descendants.

The fourth son of of Theodorus Euy', named Christian Ebyj, was

born in Switzerland, T'ebriiary 12, 1698. He was married to Elizabeth

Mayer, a member of one of the families that immigrated with Theodorus',

Christian* and his wife settled on Hammer Creek, in Elizabeth Town-

ship, Lancaster County, Pennsylvania, about three miles north of Eititz.

Here he died about the 15th day of September, 1756, and his wife died

on the 1 2th day of December, 1787. They had a family of ten children.

Their names, together with dates of birth, death, etc., are as follows:
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shared ihe same fate. During the winter in which the American Army

was encamped at Valley Forge a number of disabled soldiers were (juartered

in the old Lutheran Church near Brickerville, and were supplied weekly

with milk and other necessaries of life from his and neighboring farms.

As already stated, he died on the 14th day of September in the year

1807, and lies buried in the family grave yard on toj) of the hill opposite

the buildings of the said place. His wife Catherine, who is said to have

been an amiable and greatly esteemed person, survived him several years.

Record of the Family of Bishop Peter Eby*.

Peter Eby4, the second son of Christian B. Eby3 and his wife Catha-

rine Bricker was born on the old homestead on the 14th day of October,

1765. His younger days were spent on his father's farm and in the mills.

In July 1788 he was married to Margarette Hess, who was born

October 7, 1764, and died February 14, 1846.

Soon after marriage they moved to Salisbury Township, Lancaster
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County, about one mile west of the Gap, on the Pennsylvania Rail Road,

at a place called Eby's Curve. This was in 1791. Here he followed

farming very diligently until 1800, when he was ordained minister of the

Mennonite body. Soon after he was ordained Bishop. Up to 1814 he

preached in private houses, then a school-house was erected, and after-

wards a meeting-house for that special purpose.

This member of the family deserves more than a passing notice.*

His fame as a preacher was widely known, and served to fill the houses to

their utmost capacity wherever it was known that he was to officiate. The

ministers of the Mennonite Church are not educated for the pulpit, nor

have they adopted the ministry as a profession. Their ministers are

chosen by lot, whenever a position is to be filled, from a small number of

the considered most worthy. Several ministers usually reside convenient

to a particular meeting-house, where they are expected to officiate upon

all ordinar}' occasions. On communion days and other special occasions,

a Bishop is required to be present. The Bishops have also certain dis-

tricts allotted to each, and the privilege of presiding amongst them is

generally accorded to the senior in office, or the most eminent in abilities.

This position Peter held for many years, up to the time of his death, and

his authority also extended over the Church in Canada, until he was suc-

ceeded by his younger brother Benjamin.

To form some idea of his power as an orator, it is necessary to state

that the principal sermon in the Mennonite Churches was always prefaced

by an introductory discourse by one of the younger ministers present; and

that on communion day the subject invariably used to be Bible history

from Adam down bringing out the prominent events and prophecies

pointing to the new dispensation. The introductory sermon generally

brought it down to the time of Noah, Abraham or Moses, when it would

be taken up by the Bishop and continued to the birth of Christ, His

ministry on earth and His final suffering and death. Old as the story had

become, the audience never tired listening to it from the eloquent lips of

Peter. When he slowly arose, all noise subsided into an almost painful

expectation; then he would brake the silence with a kind and fatherly

greeting to his hearers, and glide fervently into the course marked out for

himself, proceeding step by step, describing,, explaining, illustrating and

sustaining his points as he went along, with copious quotations from the

Scriptures, for all of which he drew upon his extraordinary memory. He
would gradually warm up in his theme, and when under full sway, his

discourse moved along like a deep stream rolling oceanward, without a

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break or ripple, grand, majestic and irresistible. His powers, however,

were brought out more fully when he came to portray the acts and suffer-

ings of his Master during His last few days on earth: The scene in

Gethsemane, the sleeping disciples, the noise and tumult breaking upon

the stillness of the night when the armed men came to take him, the

doings before the Jewish and Roman tribunals, the embarrassment of

Pontius Pilate and his fruitless device to save Jesus, the message sent him

by his wife, his last resort, when he permitted the Jews to choose between

Jesus and Barabbas, and the cries of the infuriated multitude that pro-

nounced his condemnation; then the sorrowful train moving up to Calvary,

the preparation to carry the fearful sentence into execution, and lastly the

finishing act in the sublime drama, the Saviour of Man nailed between

Heaven and earth, with parched lips, in the agonies of death, crying to

the Father to forgive; the darkening of the heavens, the quaking of the

earth and the elements bear witness, in thunders and lightnings, to the

divinity of Him that was suffering.

All this he would portray in a manner so vivid that the speaker would

be forgotten in the subject. Then his voice, suppressed by emotion, and

sinking into silence, would allow the attention of his hearers to return to

the speaker; he would stand before them, tears streaming down his cheeks,

his countenance glowing, and with his hands raised directed the penitent

sinner, as it were, to the foot of a visible cross. His preaching was alto-

gether extemporaneous and its effect upon an audience great; and yet he

was not a sensational preacher ; he addressed the judgement as well as

the feelings, and his discourses abounded in arguments and reasonings

that were listened to with admiration by the most polemical or logical.

So much was this the case that it frequently happened that strangers,

hearing him for the first time, although otherwise informed, would not be

convinced that he was not a person regularly educated and trained for the

ministry. His personal appearance also was greatly in his favor, being

somewhai above medium height, well proportioned and fleshy, with a

high, square, even forehead, a finely formed face, that had it not indicated

quite as much force, might have been classic. His deportment was easy,

grave and dignified. An acquaintance of his who had heard some of the

most noted orators of the State and Nation, in and out of the pulpit, gave

it as his opinion, that for none of them, it seemed, had nature done so

much towards making the Orator as for this grand old servant of the

Lord and his church.

In the councils over which he presided as Bishop his voice was

equally potent. His clear intellect enabled him to probe difficulties to
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the bottom, and his impartial decisions, pronounced without fear or favor,

were acknowledged to be just and rarely appealed from.

He died on the 6th of April, 1843, in the 78th year of his age. His

family consisted of nine children who arrived to adult age. The names

Record of the Family of Joiin Eby4.

John Eby4 (generally called "Hannes") was the third son of Christian

Ebys and his wife Catharine Bricker. He was born on the 23rd day of

October, 1767, on the old home place on Hammar Creek, then in War-

wick, now in Elisabeth Township, Lancaster County. He lived at the

mill his father built for him in 1790, on the west side of the Creek. He
died May 25th 1845, and is buried in the family grave yard on the old

home place (where he was born), on the east side of the Creek.

The farm he possessed is now separated from the mill property, and

Henry E. Brubacher, a son of Maria Eby, and nephew of John Eby, owns

the most of the land, including the mansion house and farm buildings.

The old mill, devised to his son Elias, which was destroyed by fire

in Elias' time and rebuilt by him in 1849, is now owned, together

with the water power and some of the land adjoining, by a Mr. Snavely,

who is not related to the family.

John ("Hannes") Eby4 was married July i, 1794, to Maria Wittwer,

who survived him 11 years. She was born August 25, 1773, died August

29, 1856. She was raised near the Blue Ball in Earl Township, Lancaster

County. In person John Eby was a man of about 5 feet 8 inches in

height, weighing between 140 and 150 pounds. He had dark hair, dark

brown eyes, wearing his hair cut short across the upper part of his fore-

head and long at the sides and back. His features were fine, regular and

prepossessing, his nose slightly aquiline, and in his general appearance he

and his youngest brother Benjamin resembled each other very much. He
had on his lower lip a dark mole, a mark which most of the older mem-
bers of the Eby family had—and quite a number of the younger members
have it also. In deportment he was modest, grave and dignified, neither

sought to push himself forward, nor yet shrinking in the presence of any

one. Under his grave demeanor he concealed a keen sense of the ludi-

crous, but never betrayed it in any boisterous or unseemly outburts of

laughter; yet the writer often saw his sides shaking with suppressed emo-

tions. He never was what could be called very strong, physically, but

active, a keen sportsman with the gun in his younger days, a patient fisher-

man up to his old age.

He was not a rapid speaker, but his words vvere well chosen, thought-

ful and kindly spoken, so that they drew the attention and commanded the

respect of his hearers. It was he who decided the fate of the Pennsyl-

vania Colony, formed in Waterloo County, Ontario, Canada. As near as

it can be related it was as follows: A number of Mennonites had pur-

chased f» large tract of forest land in what is now called Waterloo Town-

ship in Waterloo County, Ontario, Canada, paid for it, and were beginning

to form settlements thereon ; but soon after the first settlers' arrival, they,

to their great surprise and astonishment, discovered that their land was

under a mortgage which embraced the whole township. The only way

for them was to pay the mortgage, but the difficulty was, where were the

means to be derived from? A committee was appointed and these were

requested to go to Franklin County, Pennsylvania, to their friends and

relatives, and make an effort to raise the required amount to lift the mort-

gage. They failed in their undertaking, and all but two of the committee

returned home. Th : two remaining members went to Lancaster County,

and after making known their errand, a conference of their friends and

co-religionists (Mennonites) was railed to give them a hearing. Among
those present at the conference were John Eby, and his two brothers-in-

law, Jacob Wissler and Jacob Brubacher. After the matter had been fully

discussed, the idea of investing their ruoney in the then far off lands under

the British Sovereignty, did not com n.end itself very favorably to the

brethren and others present. The conference was just about to decide

against it, when old "Hannes" Eby arose >nd idvanced a new idea,

namely, that they ought not to look upon the matter as a mere speculation

to enrich themselves, which in all likelihood it would not do, but rather

as their christian duty, to assist, if possible, their brethren in distress; that

if it yielded them no profit in money, it would be doing their duty, an act

that the Lord might in His own good time perhaps bless in a way neither

of them thought of. The spring following this conference, a delegate was

sent to Canada with authority to buy the land and extinguish the mort-

gage thereon. The land was surveyed and laid out m lots of 448 acres

each and a draft of the township (now Waterloo) showing the lots and

numbers of same was taken to Pennsylvania, and each purchaser selected

his lot. A number of those lots were then purchased by the Ebys, Wiss-

lers, Brubachers and others, and most of them are now possessed by
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descendants of those early purchasers. If the eyes of the members

and others who had assembled at that conference could now behold the

many happy homes in the township of Waterloo; could they see the many

stately farm buildings and the numerous villages and towns that have

sprung up sine? then, they would think that the words of old "Hannes" Eby

have indeed become true, and that the kind and good Lord has blessed

their act done on that "ever-to-be-reinembered" day even better and more

abundantly than they could foresee, or had reason to expect.

John Eby4 acquired habits of in-door life and spent much of his

younger days in reading. He became very fond of study and a lover of

books; even his old days were much taken up in reading. He had quite a

library of both German and English books :—Works on religion, history,

mechanics (such as pertain to the construction of mill-machinery), medi-

cine, and books on other subjects, and he also was a regular reader of both

German and English newspapers. In his day he took an active part in

the improvement and development of the country, was a director in the

Turnpike Company, laid out a number of public roads to open communi-

cation between the town of Manheim and the Ephrata Turnpike, and one

from his place to Brickerville, and built one of the first school-houses in the

neighborhood, on his land, at his own private expense, where the youth of

the neighborhood were educated by teachers procured by him.*

He left a family of eight children, viz

Benjamin Eby4, the sixth son and eleventh member of the family of

Christian Eby3 and his wife Catharine Bricker, was born on the old home-

stead on Hammar Creek, in Warwick Township, Lancaster County, Penn-

sylvania, on the 2nd day of May, 1785.

Benjamin spent his boyhood days on the farm, and in his father's

cooper-shop making barrels for the mills. He received a fair common
school education, and during the long v/inter evenings he continued his

studies. He had free access to his father's books, as well as to his brother

John's library. He was not very strong and it used to be the common
saying among the neighbors : "Aus 'em Bennie gebts ka Bauer, er muss

Schulmaster werre !"—"Bennie will never make a farmer, he must become

a school-teacher."

On the 2 1 St of May, 1804, he was baptized in the Conestogo Menno-

nite Meeting-House, by Bishop Christian Burkholder, and on the same

day he was admitted as a member of that body.

In 1806 he came to Canada for the first time. On the 24th May of

the same year he came to what is now Berlin. Here he remained with

his cousin George Eby, who then resided on the place now known as the

Jacob Y. Shantz farm. He purchased his land (the farm now possessed

by Mr. Moses Betzner), had a small clearing of about two acres made

during August, then made preparations for the erection of a log-house,

which \>jps put up and completed during the following winter, (See cut

of house.) On the 4th of November he, in company with others, set out

for home. The mode of travelling in those days was on horse-back.

.

On the 25th day of February, 1807, he was married to Mary Bru-

bacher, daughter of Jacob and Susannah (Erb) Brubacher.

On the 2 1 St day of June, 1807, the following party arrived at George

Eby's, Berlin, viz. : Benjamin Eby and wife, Joseph Schneider and wife,

David Eby, Daniel Eby, John Eckert, Frederick Vogt, Peter Erb and

wife, Daniel Erb, Samuel Eby and a few others. On the 30th day of the

same month he took possession of his farm.

On the 27th day of November, 1809, he was ordained as a minister

in the Mennonite Church, and on the nth day of October, 1812, he was

ordained as a Bishop in that body. The following is

A Short Biography of the Venerable Old Bishop,

Written by one of his admirers who remembers mostly all the inicdents of

Waterloo County*especially those pertaining to the Menno-
nite body, since the year 1808

:

"

"I do, and must ever acknowledge with thankfulness to our Lord,
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• that it was a great blessing and a merciful disposal of His providence

towards me, that I was e member of a denomination placed under the

guardianship of so excellent a pastor as th^ late Benjamin Eby. Upon
the first beginning of his preaching, which was on the last Sunday in

November, i8og, he made a noble impression upon all his hearers, and

they were convinced that in him was stored more than ordinary ability.

His very first sermon proved that he was gifted with reason and judgment,

qualities which combine to make a successful minister.

"He was a person of unblemished character and conversation, free

from intemperance, covetousness or any other vice whatsoever. He was

• naturally of a sweet disposition, friendly and obliging, and always ready to

serve his friends in any way that he could, by his interest and authority,

. whenever they applied to him ; and this he always did freely and gener-

ously, without having any indirect designs by which to serve himself or to

make himself popular. He was very affable and conversable, not sour,

sullen, proud or haughty, not addicted to anything like moroseness. but

open and free, gentle and easy, pleasant and amiable even to those who
were much his inferiors, and especially to those with whom he was

acquainted as being hor^^pst and good. His common and familiar dis-

' course was witty and facetious, but very inoffensive, not at all biting or

disobliging. Nothing that was vain or trifling, nothing calumniatory or

that reflected on others' reputation, whether absent or present, ever passed

from his lips; and even in his censures of those who differed with him in

religious views he was fair and candid. His more grave discourses were

very weighty. He spoke apothegms, was very serious in giving good

counsel, in resolving doubts or in recommending religion and virtue. He
was wise and prudent in his whole deportment, speaking and acting all

things with great evenness and steadiness, not with blustering or temerity,

or so as to give just offense to any. He understood human nature well,

and knew the effect upon human beings of being slighted or disrespecicd,

, hence he was obliging to all so far as it was possible. His wisdom was so

tempered with uprightness and sincerity, that no one ever had any occa-

sion to accuse him of being in the least crafty or designing. He was

greatly esteemed for his integrity. He was highly esteemed by persons

of all ranks and denominations, so much so that all very much desired

and valued his company and wholesome conversation.

"I could easily add many things more in behalf of this great and

good man, but I shall add but a few ; first, in regard to his preaching

:

He was deservedly considered one of the best, if not rather the very best,

preacher of his age, among the Mennonites. His sermons were full of
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good sense, judicious, close and very intelligible j his language was mas-

culine but not bombastic ; his ideas for the most part were very clear,

lying parallel with the understanding of attentive hearers. All listened to

tiis preathing with delight. Some called him a rational, or moderate,

preacher, which indeed he was in the best sense. He understood human
nature, natural divinity and true morality very well, and hence he could

speak into the hearts and consciences of men not debauched in such a

manner as to move them to give assent and consent to what he spoke, as

being agreeable and also natural, as I may say, to the common reason

and faculties of mankind. His sermons did not consist of mere phrases

or forms of words suited to any particular sect or party, or that had litde

real matter in them. He was a practical preacher. His discourses

generally aimed either to excite in man an awful sense of God and to

enkindle devotion towards Him, or to stir up to a holy, religious and

virtuous conversation, which certainly is the great end of the Christian

religion. Whenever it was known that Ben Eby (as he was generally

called) was to preach, the result was a crowded house of eager listeners.

The audience generally sat with the greatest attention and even waited for

the discourse that was hanging on his lips, and during the delivery of

which there was scarcely a wandering eye among the large audience ; and

when his sermon was ended, the people departed with satisfied minds,

glad hearts and cheerful countenances. He had a great dexterity in

expounding Scripture by Scripture, for, like Apollos of old, he was 'a man
mighty in the Scriptures.' The Bible was his treasury, from whence he

fetched not only the matter and strength of his sermons, but even his

manner of convincing and persuading the thoughts of men to lead God-

fearing and religious lives, that when called upon to leave this house of

clay they may be ready to enter mansions above. The method of his

sermons was generally apt and- easy, and very well fitted both to the under-

standing and memories of intelligent hearers ; and in handling the several

heads into which he divided his subject, his endeavor was to make all

things clear and to bring truth into open light. His arguments of persua-

sion were strong and nervous, and tended to gain the affections by the

understanding ; and those who heard him with attention must either have

been persuaded to become good, or else they must have done violence to

their best faculties and acted contrary to their own reason, so that if under

God his word did not save them, yet it was sure to judge them and leave

them without excuse. I am convinced that, by God's blessing resting

upon his labors, he was an instrument in doing more good in his position

and generation than any one of his co-laborers. Thus I might go on

describing this good old man, but let this suffice.
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"I do not consider this grand old man to have been absolutely

perfect or wholly devoid of faults and blemishes ; nor did he ever think so

himself, for he had the virtue of embellishing and gracing all his other

virtues and perfections by being very humble in his whole deportment.

He had hothing of pride, so far as ever appeared to me in my strictest

observation of him. He did not magnify or boast of himself, or try to

lift up himself above his brethren He was very contrite before God—
a mourner in secret for his own and others' sins, he was meek and lowly

in heart. I will yet add in conclusion, that after a very serious review of

what has come under my own personal observation, and what I have heard

from worthy and credible persons, of either his temper or conversation, or

his management of affairs pertaining to his position in the church, I have

never seen or heard that he made a false step or did anything that proved

him to be insincere or that was scandalous or of ill report, but on the con-

trary very laudable and worthy of imitation. What secret defects he may
have had were known to God and himself."*

No sooner was Benjamin Eby ordained as minister than he advocated

strongly the building of meeting-houses. His idea was to have houses of

worship built in which to hold regular services. Private houses, he said,

answered the purpose very well as long as the membership was small, but

since we have had such a large increase in membership it has become

necessary for us to have churches. He found strong opposition at first,

but the Erbs, Schneiders, Brubachers, Ebys and a few others, agreed with

him on this point, and the result was that a log church was erected in

1813. (See cut.) In this church Bishop Eby taught school during the

winter months. The first regularly organized school in this section was

held in a little log house situated near "Indian" Sam Eby's residence, now

known as "Jacob Fry's old place," on the south side of the road leading

from the "Two Bridges" to Mill Creek, near the former residence of Jacob

Y. Shantz. This building, containing but one room, was erected for a

private house, but the party ordering its erection failed to make his ap-

pearance, hence it was turned into a school house and utilized as such

until the church was built in 18 13. The school was first opened some

time in October, 1809, by Mr. John Beatty, a native of Ireland, who came

to the Eby Settlement, as Berlin was then called, some time during the

summer of the same year. After being convinced that Mr. Beatty had a

fair English education, the following parties, viz., Benjamin Eby, Joseph

Schneider, George Eby, Samuel Eby ("Indian Sam"), Jacob Erb and

•Contributed by A. E. Y.
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Others, engaged him as their teacher for the winter months. School was

generally closed the week before Easter. Among the first pupils \vho

attended this the first school opened in Ebytown we find Davjd Erb,

George Eby, Catharine E. Schneider, Jacob E. Schneider, Elizabeth E.

Schneider, Nancy Eby, John Eby, Peter Eby and others. Mr. Beatty was

re-engaged as their teacher in the fall of 1810, and according to the state-

ments given me by some of the old pupils, he must have taught there

three or four years in succession. After the erection of the Mennonite

i!' !
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church in 1813 the school was moved to that place, where Bishop Eby
taught for many winters in succession. In 1833 it was thought advisable

to erect a new church, owing to the fact that the log church was too small

to accommodate the large congregations that assembled here to worship.

In 1834 the large church still standing was erected. (See cut.) This

church is still known as Eby's Meeting-House, or, " 's Eby's Versamm-

lungshaus."

Isaac £by5, the eldest son of Benjamin £by4, was born in the small

log house on the 30th of July, 1808. He spent his single days at home

on his father's farm. On the 30th day of October, 1831, he was married

to Veronica Shoemaker, daughter of John and Mary (Shantz) Shoemaker,

who was born February 2, 1815. In November of the same year of their

marriage they moved on their farm, situated two and one-half miles east

of Berlin, being the north-west part of Lot No. 1 20 of the German Com-

pany Tract, in the Township and County of Waterloo, containing by

admeasurement 188 acres. The farm was, with the exception of a few

acres where their first house and log stables stood, heavily timbered

with all kinds of hard wood. Wolves, bears and deer were quite

numerous then, and the howling of wolves was their evening band. Here

they lived for nearly forty-three years. A few months before his death he

disposed of his farm to Mr. Moses Betzner. Of the numerous assistants

they have had on their farm George Schmidt, afterwards a minister of the

Gospel in the Mennonite Church, James Potter, now residing in Berlin,

Jacob Becker, Barbara Rudy, now Mrs. Valentine Knechtel and mother

of Rev. S. R. Knechtel, and Martha AUardyce, now of Toronto, were their

favorites.

Christian Ebys, the fifth soh and eighth member of Bishop Benjamin

EbyV family, was born June 19, 1821.

The congregation

soon found him to be a man of more than ordinary talents. Having his

mind well stored with biblical and other knowledge, besides being endued

with grace and unction from on high, he was fully qualified for the work

of the ministry. He ranked with the best ministers of the church in his

day, and was by all considered sound in the doctrine of their famous

founder, Menno Simon. He did not, like some, try to build the house

of God, the Lord's temple, with wood, hay and stubble, but with gold,

silver and precious stones. His sermons were generally well prepared for

the various occasions, full of logic, adapted to the wants of the hearers and

attended with divine influence and power, hence deep and lasting impres-

sions were made upon his large congregations. The writer heard him

preach telling sermons even within the first years of his ministry, and many

times afterwards. He was very punctual in attending to his appointments

and faithful in visiting the poor and all members of the church placed

under his charge. He had words of cheer and comfort for all, always

directing them to Him who died for all. During the year 1857 it was

noticed that his health was failing, and, to the great loss of the church, he,

on the 5th day of November, 1859, passed out of this vale of tears to

mansions above, where all is peace and joy.

She was well read in the Scriptures and the old German Hymn
Book—"Unpartheiisches Gesangbuch"—the standard singing book of the

Old Mennonite Church. Many a troubled soul who came to her for

comfort went away rejoicing, feeling thankful to God for the wholesome

and refreshing words of cheer imparted by such a venerable old lady.

She died on the 16th of April, 1864, aged 76 years, 6 months and 4 days.

He is a very sociable man and has

numerous friends, which are scattered over his entire field of labor. He
is a kind and indulgent husband and a very affectionate father. He is

very punctual in his ministerial duties, is always at his post and never

(through his fault), behind time. Whatever his defects and faults may
be (and who is without them?) no one who is acquainted with him doubts

his christian character. He is firm and decided and never ashamed to

confess his Saviour. He is a highly esteemed and beloved minister of the

Gospel, and nearly everybody (if not all) loves to hear him preach. His

sermons are simple, full of life and power, and they generally make deep

and lasting impressions. His fine voice and pleasing manners, and also

the fact of his preaching only short sermons, gain for him the reputation

of being a masterly preacher. He preaches with great earnestness and his

pulpit efforts are often very powerful and resistless and crowned with

glorious success; sinners are awakened and converted, and believers are

edified and strengthened in the work of grace. He is held in high esteem

beyond his own church connection, being often requested by members of

other Christian denominations to preach funeral sermons, for which he is

specially adapted, since he is capable of preaching in both the English

and German languages. He has a great talent for music and spends

much time in singing. To him it is a most delightful exercise, and no

doubt a source of much enjoyment. I imagine still hearing him sing the

favorite old hymns, "J'^sus, lover of my soul" and "Rock of Ages," and a

few German hymns, which he sang for the writer and his wife while paying

him a visit in September, 1876. May all his efforts put forth in the win-

ning of souls for Jesus be crowned with a glorious success, and may the
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Lord spare his useful life for many years to come, is the writer's wish and

prayer.

The Descendants of David Eby^.

David Eby^, youngest son of old Theodorus Eby' (see page 5), was

born in May, 1701. He was a lad of sixteen years of age when he came

with his father to America. He learned the carpenter trade in his young

days, but in after years he followed that of blacksmithing and farming.

—

He was married to an English girl (of Quaker descent) by the name of

Maggie Davis.* They had a family of five children, two sons and three

daughters. Two of the daughters died in infancy and the other was mar-

ried to a Mr. Clemson, an Englishman. Of the two sons, Samuel Davis

Ebya and David Davis Eby3, we have a record of but David Davis3.

—

Samuel Davis3 left home and went West in 1763.* A year thereafter his

parents received a letter from him in which he stated that he was well

contented where he was and that he shall never return home again.

David Davis Eby^ and his Descendants.

David Davis Eby3 was born at Roland's Mills, near New Holland,

and near the present line of Earl and Leacock Townships, in Lancaster

•From Bishop Benjamin Eby's Records.
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County, Pennsylvania, in the year 1742.* When but a young man he

left home and went to Virginia, where he sojourned until the commence-

ment of the Revolutionary War, in which he enlisted and remained a

soldier until the war closed and the Independence of the Thirteen Colonies

was established. After the close of the war he settled in Virginia. To
whom he was married was not ascertained, but it is known that in the

year 1 807 two of his sons settled in Stark County, Ohio, to which place

he followed them a few years later. He settled down near his sons and

resided there until his death, which took place in 1823. This famous

champion of Independence attained unto the advanced age of 81 years.

t

He had a family of six sons, namely : John4, I)avid4, Peter*, Henry*,

Thomas* and Joseph4. We have trace of some of the descendants of

John*, David* and Peter*, but no record can be found of the others. We
shall now take them in order according to their birth.

The Family of John Eby*.

John Eby*, the eldest son of David Davis Ebya, settled near Canton,

Ohio, in 1807, several years ahead of his father. He was one of the

pioneer school masters of that section. He was married a second time

and had a family of seventeen children, whose names were as follows:

David Eby4, second son of David Davis Eby3, was born in Virginia

in the year 1783. In 1807 h^ in company with his elder brother John4,

went to Stark County, Ohio, wht-.e he took up a piece of land upon which

he erected a log cabin. Early in the year 1808 he married to Catharine

Leezer, when they commenced house-keeping in the log cabin erected the

previous year. Their home was situated on the Harrisburg Road, five

miles north-east of Canton. Their nearest neighbors, for the first few

years, were nearly three miles distant, one on what is now the Menegay

and the other on what is now the Harmon farm. Old David Eby4 spent

his life on the farm he cleared up. He died in 1861 respected by all who

knew him. They had a family of seven children, six of whom lived to

adult age, and three are still living. Their names are as follows : Levis,

Reubens, Pet<r5, Delilahs, Rhodas and Rachels. Their descendants are

as follows: - ..

The Family of Levi Ebis.

Levi Ebis, the eldest son of David Eby4, was born April 21, 1809.

He was married to Susan Koontz about A. D., 1832. To them were born

five sons and four daughters, four of which lived to adult age. This

family began to write their name Ebi instead of Eby. They lived happily

together on a farm six miles north of Canton, Ohio, where they (the

parents) both died in April, 1850. Their children were, Sarah Ann^

I. Sarah Ann'^, the eldest daughter of Levi Ebis, was married to E.

H. Shider, and moved with him to Indiana, locating near Elkhart. They

subsequently removed to California, where the wife, Sarah Ann Ebi^ died.

E. H. Shider, the husband, died a few years later. Four of their children

are still living.
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2. Rachel^ second daughter of Levi Ebis, was married to Benjamin

Shidler. They settled near Goshen, Indiana, where the husband died.

The widow and five children, four sons and one daughter, are still living.

3. Edward^ the eldest son of Levi Ebis, was born near Canton, Ohio,

in 1837. He attended college at Mt. Union, Ohio, where he graduated

in i860. A few years later he studied dentistry, and in 1865 located in

Cedar Rapids, Iowa, where he still practises. "•••- "

4. Monroee, the youngest son of Levi Ebis, was born in Canton,

Ohio, in the year 1842. At the age of eight years he was left an orphan.

Mr. Henry Hoover was appointed his guardian, with whom he made his

home, after living a few years with relatives. He was sent to the college

at Mt. Union, Ohio, for a few terms. In i860 he began work as a sales-

man in the dry goods store of John R. Bucher, Canton, Ohio. He en-

gaged himself for a term of three years, but in the Autumn of 1861, as

the Civil War began to rage, his patriotism for the Union caused him to

resign his position and enter the army. He enlisted in Company I of the

19th Ohio Volunteer Infantry for three years' service. A few months after

entering the army he was made a corporal and afterwards 5th sergeant of

the company. April 6th and 7th, 1862, his company participated in their

first battle at Shiloh, Tennessee. Some time after this he was ordered

home by Secretary Stanton on a recruiting service, where he remained

until February, 1863, when he rejoined his regiment at Murfreesboro,

Tenn., and was made ist sergeant. During this year they were engaged

in several hard battlec : At Lee and Gordan's Mills (Georgia), Orchard

Knob and Missionary Ridge (Tenn.); at Chattanooga they suffered a seige

for nearly seventy days and hrid to live on very short rations. January i,

1864, Mr. Ebi enlisted for another term of three years. From the loth

of May, 1864, his regiment was under almost continuous fire for over one

hundred days in what was called the Atlanta Campaign. In the battle

fought at Love Joy Station, September 2, 1864, he was severely wounded,

a ball entering his right shoulder and passing down through the right side,

fracturing two ribs, crossing through the small of the back and finally

lodging on left hip bone. He was left on the field until the next day

when he was taken to the field hospital and the day following to Atlanta,

a distance of thirty-six miles. Here he lay on a hard floor, no bed being

offered him, nor was one to be had, for several days, when he was sent on

to Chattanooga, where he arrived early on the morning of the 9th of Sep-

tember and had his wound dressed for the first time. January i, 1865,

he went home on a furlough and rejoined his regiment February 28, 1865,

when he was mustered as 2nd lieutenant. On the 29th day of March he
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was commissioned ist lieutenant and transferred to Company F, and on

the ist day of June he was transferred to Company I, his old company,

which he commanded until ordered to Texas, when he resigned his com-

mand and returned home, having rendered three years and nine months

of as faithful service as could be given by any U. S. volunteer. He re-

ceived honorable mention by both his Colonel and the General Com-
mandery, and was voted a bronze medal by his native State, Ohio. Mr.

Ebi'5, on returning to private life, spent a few months at Canton, Ohio, his

old home, then took a trip west, through Indiana, Illinois, Iowa and Mis-

souri, and finally, January i, 1866, he settled at Eddyville, Iowa, where he

went into business in the sale of agricultural implements. Here he re-

mained until September, 1867, when he removed to Cedar Rapids, Iowa,

and formed a partnership with J. D. Firestone in the hat and cap business,

in which he continued two years. He then located at Davenport, Iowa,

and for three years he travelled for Raff, Cock & Co. selling implements.

In 1873 he, with two others, entered into the seed commission business,

which continued only a few months. In 1874 a partnership was formed

with George F. Newman, under the firm name of Ebi & Newman, as

founders and machinists, which still continues with a fair degree of success.

Mr. Ebi^ was married on the 25th of December, 1866, to Frances

Maria Raff, who was born in Canton, Ohio, in 1843. They have been

blessed with two children, namely: Helen Elizabeth, born May 9, 1869,

and Albert Raff, born October 20, 1870. Mr. Ebi and family still reside

in the city of Davenport, Iowa. / :, \, , ,,

I. The Rev. John Eby Bowers'^, the first member of the above

family, was born October 18, 1839, in Waterloo County, Ontario (then

called Upper Canada). He lived on the "old farm," two miles south-west

of Berlin, until he was eighteen years of age, and then went "to town"

and became a shop-boy, or clerk, in a general store. In the year i860 he

named the home of his boyhood, "Sweet Briar Farm," and the place has

been known by this name ever since. He was engaged in the mercantile

business for. about six years, part of the time in the village of Bridgeport,

afterwards in Berlin, and in the year 1867 closed up his affairs and moved

to the West. He resided with ii's family in the State of Missouri for

about three years; and also in the State of Kansas for the same length of

time, where he followed the avocation of a book-keeper. During two

years he held the position of clerk in office of the United States District
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Court, for the Western District of Missouri, located at Jefferson City, the

capital of the State. But finding that sedentary employment did not agree

with his health, he retired from his position, and began to prepare himself

to enter the ministry. At the age of twenty-one years Mr. Bowers had

become a member of the Church of the New Jerusalem, commonly known

as "Swedenborgirn," being baptized into that faith by the pastor of that

Church at Berlin, namely, the Rev. F. W. Tuerk. In the year 1870 he

was licensed to preach, and he continued his preparations by close appli-

cation to the study ot the doctrine of his Church, according to the Word
of God, under the direction of the late Rev. J. P. Stuart, the President of

the Missouri Association of the New Jerusalem. And on the nth of

May, 1873, he was ordained into the ministry by the person just mentioned,

at Jefferson City, Missouri. In the month of June, 1873, he returned to

Canada. In August of the same year he went to Pennsylvania, spent a

few weeks at Allentown, in that State, and arrived in the city of Phila-

delphia on the first day of SejJtember, 1873. He accepted a call from the

Frankford Society of the New Church, in Philadelphia, and at once entered

ui)on his duties as pastor, in which capacity he served for the space of

about four years. His relations were pleasant, and he enjoyed his resi-

dence with the kind and hospitable people of the "city of brotherly love."

Circumstances, however, brought about a change; and, under the guidance

of the Divine Providence, the subject of this sketch was led to go to

Toronto, Ontario, where he received a call to become the pastor of the

New Church Society, and began his ministry in the month of October,

1877. He filled this position for two years; and then in October, 1879,

began his labors as a General Missionary, and has continued as such up

to the time of the present writing. For five years he travelled most of the

time in the United States, devoting most of his labors to the State of

Pennsylvania. He has, however, also visited many places in all the

Northern States, as far south as Maryland and Virginia in the east, and as

far west as Illinois and Minnesota. He has preached and lectured in no

less than one hundred and twenty-five different places; that is, in thirteen

States of the American Union and in Canada. He has sold many thou-

sands of volumes of books, and has distributed vast numbers of religious

tracts, all of vvhi':h contained the heavenly doctrines of the Chui:h of the

New Jerusalem; for the spreading abroad of the edifying literature of

the Church, is a legitiiuate part of the uses perfermed by a missionary.

In the course of his labors, this missionary h-^.c tiuvcll'^d an aggregate

distance equal to three tours around our globe. There are few who are

personally acquainted with as many different people in as many different

localities. During the past six years Mr. Bowers has been employed as
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the missionary of the Canada Association of the New Church. He is

still filling his post : and in connection with his work he visits a number of

places in Michigan, spending a few weeks or a month in that Sta; ery

Fall and Spring. His experiences in life have been of a varied ch er,

and well adapted to expand the thoughts and affections of the mind, to

cultivate and deepen the sympathies toward all mankind, and esjjerially

toward those who are of the household of a true and living faith in (Jod.

Mr. Bowers has also accomplished something as an author. Many of his

written sermons, in l)oth the English and Ccrman languages, have been

published in the Church periodicals; and in January, 1889, there aus

published, as the product of his i)en, a neat volume of 185 pages, entitled ;

" Missionary Talks on Subjects of New Church Doctrine." The book lias

been well received and is being widely circulated in England, the L'nited

States and Canada. He is also devoting his leisure to the preparation of

another work for publication, which will probably appear some time in the

beginning of next year.—Mr. liowers is married to Mary Seiler, and has a

family of four children, namely : Alice S., Almina E., Alberta L., Eaton J,

Joseph Eby4, the second son of John Ebys, born December 13, 1777,

came to Canada, from Pennsylvania, in 18 18. He spent most of his time

with his cousin. Bishop Benjamin Eby, and Christian Burkholder (who

resided one mile of the north of the Town of Waterloo, on the place now-

known as Buck's Hill). When at Christian Burkholder's, "Josey" (or

"derkla Joe Avy," as he was called), spent his leisure time in making

shoes for the primitive settlers. The shoes were made without the use of

a last, and when done had more the resemblance of a leather bag than of

a shoe. He used no pegs, the shoe being made complete by sewing. He
lived a very conscientious life, was strongly opposed to the use of intoxi-

cating liquors and obscene language, and card playing and all kinds of

gambling, so common in those days. Joseph was never married, and in

the latter years of his life was much troubled with a severe cough. He
died in the year 1855 at the residence of Lemuel Eby (his nephew), in

Bridgeport, Ontario, and is buried in the old Eby Burying Ground, Berlin.

Of Sophia Eby4 and her sister, Elizabeth Eby*, two daughters of John

Eby3, the writer could not gain any information. It is not known whether

they were married. It may be they died in infancy.

Samuel ("Saddler Sam") Eby^ and his Descendants.

Samuel ("Saddler Sam") Eby*, the youngest son of John Eby3, was

born in Lancaster County, Pennsylvania, June 27, 1790. He was one of

the original settlers of Waterloo County, Ontario, Canada. In the year

1817 he, with other relatives and frierids from his native State, settled in

Berlin, near the present site of the Waterloo County Court House. He
soon afterwards made his home on a farm near Preston, Ontario, where he

remained until 1844, when he returned to Berlin and worked at his trade

of harness-making. In 1850 he moved to Colborne, Huron County,

Ontario, where he occupied a farm until 1856, and then moved to

Conestogo, Ontario, where his wife died in 1862. By this time he was

getting along in years, and soon after went to live with his eldest son, Jonas,

in Elora, Ontario, where he remained until 1 865, when he went to live

with his third son, John, at Wyandot, Ontario. Here he remained until

the time of his death, which occurred August 8, 1878. He attained to

the mature age of 88 years. On July 27, 18 13, he married Elizabeth

Brigel, in Lancaster County, Pennsylvania. They had a family of eight

Following is a biographical sketch of the above named Dr. Eby, who

is a missionary of the Canada Methodist Church, at Tokio, Japan :

—

Charles S. Eby, fourth son of the late Jonas Eby, was born at

Goderich, Ontario, November 3, 1845. The t rly years of his boyhood

were spent in Elora, where his parents moved before he had completed

his second year. When only eleven years of age he was converted to God,

while attending a camp meeting on the old Peel circuit. He soon after

joined the Wesleyan Methodist Church, and has always remained loyal and

true to God and the church of his choice. When about fifteen years old,

he was apprenticed to a saddle and harness maker in Guelph, but his heart

was not in the work : he took more interest in his Latin grammar, which

he kept tacked before him while at work at the bench. He remained there

nearly two years ; then thought there was no use spending any more time

in a harness-maker's shop, as the ambition of his life was to study for the
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ministry, to which he felt called. He taught school for some time, a few

miles from Guelph, and at the age of eighteen began to preach. The late

Rev. Dr. Carroll, then Chairman of the Guelph District, recommended

him to the Conference, and he spent one year (the first year of his pro-

bation), on the Peel circuit. In the fall of 1865 he went to Victoria

University, Cobourg, with the determination to go through a College course,

and to work his own way along. Something seemed to draw him to the

German work, and when he had been two years at Cobourg, Providence

opened up a way for him to go to Germany to perfect himself in the

German language. He attended the Theological University at Halle, and

spent two years and a-half there and in other parts of Europe. He made

good use of the time in preparing himself for the mission work that lay

before him. Before leaving Europe he preached in both German and

French. In the latter part of 1870 he returned to Canada, much stronger

in body and enjoying far better health than ever before. He again went

to Cobourg to continue his studies, and the following May graduated with

honors, and received the degree of B. A. In June he was ordained and

received into full connection by the Conference. The same month he was

married to Miss Nellie Keppel, of Brooklyn, N. Y., and settled down at

Preston, Ontario, as superintendent of the German Mission in connection

with the Methodist Church. He spent five years in the German work,

—

three at Preston and two at Hamilton, Ontario. Then came a change.

God had other work for him, and a great future lay before him in a far

distant land. Just at this time (in 1876), a call came for two more men
for the foreign mission—Japan. Consecrated, whole-hearted men were

wanted. Bro. Eby was one of the men the Conference chose for that

important work. Always ready to obey the Saviour's command, and

willing to go anywhere for Christ, he at once responded to the call. Pre-

parations for the journey were immediately made, and in August of the

same year he bade a long good-bye to friends, home and native land, and

with his wife and two little children sailed for the distant Islands of Japan.

He threw his whole soul into his new work. It was not easy work. The

Japanese language had to be learned, and many other difficulties overcome.

His powers for learning languages are wonderful, and it was not long before

he had mastered the Japanese, and could preach in that language as freely

as in English. For several years he remained, doing a noble work for

God ; then his health failed, and he was obliged to leave for a time and

return to Canada. Early in the spring of 1885 he left Japan, and did not

return for nearly two years. He and his family were welcomed by their

many friends in Canada and the United States. His visit, and the change,

were of great benefit to him and, through the blessing of God, he soon
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regained his health. During his stay here the degree of D. D. was bestowed

upon him by the Victoria Universjty, Cobourg. He lectured and gave

missionary addresses from one end of the Dominion to the other, and in

some places in the United States, He was ready when the time came for

him to return to Japan, and was anxious to get once more at the work he

loved so well. Since his return his heart has been more than ever in the

work. God is crowning his labors with success, and he is looking forward

to a long term of usefulness in the Empire of Japan. He is a minister of

superior ability, with strong mental powers and decided convictions. He
is master of his subject, and he pours out his heart with fervent eloquence,

holding his audience with intense and absorbing interest. His rhetorical

ability and literary skill will obtain him a hearing anywhere. He possesses

a master mind, and his hearers feel that more than an ordinary man is

addressing them. He has chosen a field where his superior powers will

find ample scope in delivering and enforcing that gospel which has done

so much for himself.

6. Sarah Eby'^, second daughter of Jonas Ebys, married William
