INTRODUCTION:

CONTAIJfllfG

Some Observations upon the Excellency and
Use of the Promises, a7id Directions for the

right Application of them.

Besides the many other evidences the holy
ecripture carries in it, of a divine orig-inal,

there are especially remarkable the sublimi-

ty, excellency and reasonableness of tl\e doc-
trines it teaches; the wisdom, holiness, and
perfection of the rules of life it lays down;
and the streng-th and efficacy of those sanc-

tions with which it enforces its precepts.

As the Threafenings have the greatest ten-

dency to strike an awe upon the mind, and to

lay a powerful restraint upon every irreg--

ular inclination; so the Promises are of such
a nature, as most strong'ly to excite to, and
give the gi'eatest encourag'ement in a course
of piety and universal holiness. It is there-

fore with the hig-hest reason the apostle says

of them, That, there are given iinfo iis exceed-

ing great and precious promises, that by these

toe might be partakers of the divine nature^
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having escaped the corruption that is in the

world through lust, 2 Peter, i. 4. They are

great and excellent; whether we consider the

nature and variety of the blessing's contained

in them, the manner in which they are ex-

pressed, the certainty witli which we may
depend upon them, or their happy influence

upon the mind.
They contain blessing-s of all sorts, of the

most excellent nature, and suited to every

circumstance. As man is made up of body,
as well as spirit, and the necessities of this

present life must be provided for, as well as

his happiness secured in the next; in the

Promises abundant care is taken of both, and
provision is made for the peace, comfort, and
welfare of the Christian, both in this, and in

the other world. He Is assured of the several

necessaries and conveniences of this life, in

such a measure as Infinite AVisdom sees best

for him. And since we are exposed to vari

ous troubles and calamities, there are man\
Promises made with relation to them; eithej

that we shall be preserved from those afl^ic-

tious, or, if it be necessary we should be ex
ercised with them, that we shall be power
fully supported under them, and in the best

time and way, delivered from them, after

that they have been made to answer the most
excellent ends upon us. Nor is it easy to say,

what a vast variety of consolations are pro-

vided for our relief in those trials. But. how-
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ever valuable, considering- the circumstances

of our present state, the Promises relating"

to temporal enjo} ments and afflictions, may
be, they are not to be compared with the

excellency and g-lory of those spiritual and
eternal blessing-s, with w^hich we are blessed

in Christ Jesus, and of which we have the

most clear, full, and express Promises in the

g-ospel. Therein, how great, how particu-

lar a reg-ard is had to the condition of fal-

len, sinful man! What care is taken to ease

the conscience under the burden of g"uilt, and
the apprehensions of divine wratli, by the

most gracious promises of pardon and mercy!
What assurances g-iven of reconciliation and
acceptance with God, throug"h the blood and
intercession of the Redeemer! To what g-lo-

rious privilcg-es and hig-h honoiu's is the Chris-

tian advanced! Such as the adoption of chil-

dren, a kind reg"urd to all ".is prayers, the

ministry of ang-cls, and aii mterest in the

grace, love and fellowship of God the Fa-

ther, and of his eternal Son and Spirit. In

the Promises is contained all that grace which
is requisite to refine and ennoble our na-

tui-es, to enlig-hten our understanding-s, to reg"-

ulate our wills, and purify our afftctions; to

preserve us from sin, and all the contrivances

and snares of the devil and the world, and to

exalt us to the hig-hest perfection of hohnesF
and happiness.

The manner in which tliese blessinars are
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promised, still further adds to their value.

They are not expressed in g-eneral or ambig"-

uous terms, but with the greatest clearness

and perspicuity. God would not leave his

people at an uncertainty, concerning" hisi kind
intentions towards them. If the meaning- of
tlie promise seems doubtfvd in one place,

it is abundantly cleared up in several others.

Nor is it only here and there in some few
passag-es, or in a cold and reserved manner,
that God has sig-nified his good will; but, up-

on the account of our dullness and slowness

to believe what God has promised; he has

both made use of the strong-est words and
phrases that language could furnish out, and
has over and over, in gi-eat vaiiety of expres-

sion, often repeated the assurances of his fa-

vour. He has contrived his Promises so, as to

meet with all our objections, and remove all

our doubts and fears: and herein he has been
pleased to show an affection, tenderness, and
condescension, which could not be expected
from an earthly prince to his subjects; much
less from the great and glorious majesty of

heaven and earth, to sinful dust and ashes.

But what doth in tlie hig-hest degree en-

hance the worth and excellency of the Prom-
ises^ is, the evidences we have, that they shall

certainly be made good; since, as the Apostle
argues, Heb. vi. 17, 1 '^- \ve have for them
both the word and oait. of that God that can-

not lie, that so we mig^ht have strong consola-
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tion, who have Jledfor refuge, to lay hold upon

the hope set before us. And of the covenant
thus confirmed, Christ the Son of God is

made the Surety, Heb. vii. 22; having- ratified

it by his own blood. And that all the ever

blessed Trinity might concur in establishing"

our faith upon the strongest foundation, the

Holy Spirit of God witnesses to the truth of

the Promises, by his miraculous operations,

when first poured forth upon the Apostles,

and by his sanctifying" influences upon the

hearts of all true Christians, both then, and
ever since. Hereby he inspires into them a

lively hope, and furnishes them with well

gi'ounded evidences of their interest in the

Promises,' and their hope makes them vot

ashamed, because the love of God is shed abroad
in their hearts by the Holy Ghost, which is

given unto them, Rom. v. 5.

The Promises therefore of the gospel be-

ing" of so excellent a nature, and confirmed
to us by such authority and evidence, can-

not but have very great and happy influences

upon the mind, when seriously attended to,

and ppplied with faith; especially as they are

the means by which the Spirit of God car-

ries on his work upon the soul. They are

the strongest arguments to persuade the sin-

ner to turn to God, the gi-eatest encourage-
ments to an humble, believing dependence
upon the grace of Christ in the gospel, aiid

the most powerful motives to sincere anc uni-
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versal obedience; since by them we are as-

sured, that every penitent sinner shall find

the most gi'acious acceptance; that from the

gi-ace of Christ we shall derive sufficient

strength and capacity for every duty; and that

m keeping- God's commands there is great

reward. So that would we but duly consider

the several Promises made to every exercise

of grace, and every performance of duty,

what a spur would this be to quicken our
slow pace in the ways of holiness! AVhat an
encourag-ementto be steadfast and immoveable,

always abounding in the work ofthe Lord, for-

asmuch as we know that our labour is not in

vain in the Lord, 1 Cor. xv. 58.

A fixed, constant attention to the Prom-
ises, and a firm belief of them, would pre-

vent solicitude and anxiety about tlie con-

cerns of this hfe. It would keep the mind
quiet and composed in every chang-e, and
support and keep up our sinking- spirits un-

der the several troubles of life. In the multi'

tilde of my thoughts ivithin me, thy comforts

delight ?ny soul, Ps. xciv. 19. Christians de-

prive themselves of their most solid comforts

by their unbehef, and forg-etfulness of God's

Promises. For there is no extremity so gi-eat,

but there are Promises suitable to it, and
abundantly sufficient for our relief in it.

A thoroug-h acquaintance with the Prom-
ises would be of the g-reatest advantag-e in

prayer. With what comfort may the Chris-

tian address himself to God in Christ, when
he considers the repeated assurances that his

prayer shall be heard? With how much sat-

isfaction may he offer up the several desires

of his heart, when he reflects upon the texts

wherein those very mercies are promised?

—

And with what fer\'our of spirit, and strenglli

of faith, may he enforce his prayers, by plead-

ing- the several gi-acious Promises, which are

expressly to his case?

Further: Great assistance and encourag-e-

ment may the Christian derive in his spirit-

ual warfare, when he takes a view of the

many Promises of g-race and streng-th, to mor-
tify sin, and to resist the devil: of success,

and a final victory in his conflicts with the

enemies of his salvation; and of an incoiTupti-

ble crown of g-lory, to be g-iven liim as the re-

ward of his firmness, constancy and perseve-
rance. A g-reat deal more may be said, but
that I would not too much enlarg-e this Intro-

duction, to siiow of what excellent use the

Promises would be, if duly attended to, to

promote all the exercises of the divine life,

and to inspire into a g-ood man comfort and
joy in every state of life.

That the Christian mig-ht have before him,

in one view, the many great and precious

Promises scattered up and down In scripture,

and in such a metb.od as easily to find what
is suitable to his case, I have di-awn up the fol-

lowing Collection.
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The Blessings promised, are either of a
temporal or of a spiritual and eternal na-

ture: it may be necessary to lay down some
rules, to direct the serious Christian in the
rig-lit application of these different sorts of
Promises.

As to the Promises of temporal blessing's,

and tliose that relate to temporal evils, it is

acknowledg-ed by all, they are not to be un-
derstood absolutely or universally, but with
the limitation, as far as may be for God's glo-

ry, and our g-ood; both which are, in effect,

one. Nor will these limitations lessen their

value, with any thinking- serious person.

—

For all outward thing-s are of such a nature,

as to be capable of being- either g-ood or evil

to us, as circumstances vary. Riches, thoug-h

in some circumstances they may be very use-

ful and valuable, in which case God will be-

stow them according- to the tenor of his Pro-
mises,- yet in others they may be, and often

prove, very pernicious: no wise man, in that

case, would desire them. Thus afflictions

in some instances, may be of the greatest ad-

vantag-e to us. Then they are mercies, the

inflicting- them is a token of favour, and the

preventing- them would be a judg-ment, in-

stead of fulftlling- a promise. Now it must be
allowed that of all these circumstances, the

infinitely wise and g-ood God is the best judg-e;

since he has before him in one view, the

whole compass of every case, in all its cir-



nrrHOPFCTiojj.

cumstances, and is more concerned and
watchful for our g'ood, than we can be our-

selves. Tlie Promises therefore relating to

these thing-s, should not lie by neg-lected; but
we should fix our faith upon them for the
mercies we want, with a firm depenaence
upon the power and faithfulness of God,
thoug-h with an entire submission to his supe-
rior wisdom, to choose what is best for us.

—

I verily believe, Christians often deprive
themselves even of temporal favours from
God, for want of a more frequent steadfast

exercise of faith upon the Promises relating

to these things. They either ask not, or not

in faith, and therefore receive nothing from
God, Jam. i. 6, 7. Or they desire and ask,

but not for right ends (to take notice of ano-

ther limitation hinted at by the same apostle,

Jam. iv. 3.) not for God's honour, but to con-

sume it upon their lusts; and so they ask amiss,

and therefore receive not. Tliis collection

therefore will give great assistance to the faith

of Cliristians, when they observe how full and
express the Promises are, and how suitable to

their several exigencies, even in things con-
cerning this life-

It may be objected to many of the texts,

that they are taken out of the Old Testa-

ment, and were Promises made to the Jews
under a dispensation wherein a greater stress

is laid upon temporal blessings, than under
the gospel; and consequently, that Cluns*
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tians cannot expect so much from those Prtf
mises.

I answer, That it is true, the g-ospel has a

much g-reater tendency to ch'aw our affections

from, and lessen our reg-ard to our outward
fehcity and prosperity, than the law; since it

has brought in a better hope, and g-ives more
clear discoveries, and more full assurances of

spiritual and eternal blessing's, and recom-
mends these as our main concern; and there-

fore our desires and expectations of temporal
blessing-s, oug-ht to be very moderate, and
bear no proportion with our concern for spi-

ritual. But yet that Christians may take corn-

fort in, and apply to themselves the Promises
of the Old Testament, and in thing's relating

to this life, is evident from that declaration of

the apostle, 1 Tim. iv. 8; Godliness is projiia-

ble unto all thi)igs, having promise of the life

that now is, and of that which is to come.—
Where the apostle affirms, not only that god-
liness is profitable to this, as well as another

life, but that it has Promises relating to both:

by which it is probable he meant those of
the Old Testament, a great part of the New
being not then committed to writing, or no
published among the churches. Besides, as

was observed before, the Promises made in

the Old Testament, the apostle apphes to

Cliristians, and that upon the principle above
mentioned, Rom. xv. 4; an instance of wliicli

we have, among' others, in his pressing obe-
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dience to parents on Christians, Eph. vi. 2,

S , from the temporal Promise annexed to the
fifth commandment, dehvered to the Jews.

—

To which may be added, that there are many
Promises of temporal blessing's to be found in

the g-ospel, as full and as expressive as those

m tne Old Testament, as will appear upon
tlie perusal of this Collection.

Nor do I think the case of good men under
the law so different from tliat of Cliristians,

with relation to outward blessing-s, as some
may apprehend. It is plain, those Promises
were not to them absolute or universal, but
to be understood with the same limitations as

now; and that in those times, as well as since,

tlie rig-hteous were frequently exercised with

severe afflictions, and the wicked had many
times a greater share of outward pros])erity

than e\en the best of men; the want of a due
attention to which, was the reason of the hea-

vy cep.sm-es Job met with from his friends.

As to the Promises of spiritual and eternal

blessing's, they are to be apphed according' to

the tenor of the g-ospel. It is to faith, repent-

ance, love and sincere obedience, that the

Promises in general, are made of pardon,

grace and glory; as appears from a gi-eat m\\\-

titude of texts here collected. And indeed,

without these dispositions, none can justly

lay claim to any of the temporal Promises.—
But because in many cases, a serious pei-son

may be doubtful whether he is converted or
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hot, wlietner tliere be in him that faith, re-

])entance, and holiness, which may be a proof
tliat he is in a state of favom* with God, and
so entitled to the Promises,- I observe, that as

there is a difference between g-race beg-un,

in its first exercises, and when it is arrived to

a confirmed habit; so many of the Promises
ai-e made to the first beginnings and exercises

of grace, in pra}'ing' and seeking- after God,
in the use of appointed means, in turning

from sill, and coming to Christ. Thus the

Promises of a new heart are made to those

who inquire after God, Ezek. xxxvi. 26, 37;
of wisdom to them that search for it, Prov. ii

4, 5; of the spirit to them that ask it, Luke,
xi. 13, and of rest in Christ to them that be-

ing weary and heavy laden, come to him,

Mattli. xi. 28. Which, therefore, every one
who finds in himself those beginnings of

gi-ace, niay apply to himself, a#an encourage-
ment to go on.

It is also to be obsen-ed, that the other

Promises of divine influences, of the increase

of grace, of preservation from sin, of grace to

persevere to the end, &.c. and so of everlast-

ing life and glory; though every sincere

Christian may apply them, and depend upon
them, yet they all suppose the diligent use of

all the means of grace, watchfulness, a con-

stant application to, and dependence upon,

tlie strength of Christ, and the grace of his

holy Spirit, and a sincere regaid to all the
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other duties of the g-ospel; as appeai-s from
Jo'm, XV. 4, 10; and many other passag-es to

be found in this ollection, especially in tiie

lattei- part.

To obtain the comfort of the Promises m
the second part, every one must see that tliey

be in a g-ood deg-ree possessed of the graces,

and that they dilig^ently perform the duties,

t'^ which the Froniises are made; and that

A'om a principle of faith in Christ and love to

God, expressed in an habitual care and endea-

vour to please him. For whatever duty we
do, without a real reg^ard to God therein, de-
pending- upon Christ for acceptance, In whom
all the promises are yea and amen, we can ex-

pect no reward from him. God may justly

reject such a claim, with, Did ye it all to me,

even to me? And for the same reason, the ob-

serving- of some duties, while we knowingly
Allow ourselves in acts of disobedience to

other commands, will not suppoit our claim
to the Promises,- because, if we acted with a

sincere respect to God, we should show the
same reg-ard to all his known laws, Jam. ii.

10, 11.

As a Christian oug-ht to be concerned, not
only for himself, but for the whole church of
God, and the interest of Christ's king-dom
here on earth; I thoug"ht it very necessary
to lay before him, what the scripture aflfords

for the raising- of his hopes, and encourag-ing
h'.s pmyers ifpon those important subjects,

o
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And this is the desig-n of that collection of

texts, in the Appendix.
I am sensible that many of the texts T have

broug"ht, which foretell the ehlarg"ement and
g-lory of the church, have already had, in

some degree, their accomplishment in the

conversion of the Gentiles to the Christian

faith; but upon a thoroug-h consideration of
several of the prophecies, concerning- the

spreading- of the g-ospel throug-hout all na-

tions, the subjection of all king-s to the au-

thority of Christ, and the g-lorious state of the

church in the latter days, as Psal. Ixxxvi. 9.

Isa. Ixvi. 18. Dan. vii. 27. Zech. xiv. 9, &c.,

it appears to me, there is still to be expected
a fuller accomplishment of them than has yet

been. But which have been already fulfilled,

and which still remain to be so, I leave to

every one's judg-ment, upon considering- and
comparing- the texts.

Some of the texts I have applied to the

church in g-eneral, are by some interpreters

understood of the cliurch of the Jews, when
converted to Christ in the latter ag-es of the

world: as Isa. iv. 3, and xxvii. 6, and Ix, and
Ixii. Nor do I deny but it is probable, that

people are more immediately pointed at in

those prophecies. But as the Gentile and
Jewish church w^ill then be one, there will

be a communication of privileg-es and g-loi-\ :

and consequently in whatever measure tlie

Spirit of God is poured out, and the g"lory of
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God maiufested among- the Jews when con-

verted, the Gentile cliurch will enjoy their

share of the benefit: for, // the fall of them

be the riches of the world, and the diinhiishing

of them the riches of the Gentiles, how much
more their fullness? Rom. xi. 12.

Thong-h this Collection has cost me not a

little time and pains, I think it very well be-

stowed not only upon the account of the ad-

vantag-e I have myself received from the study

of the Promises, and the assistance I still ex-

pect, from this book for my private thoug-hts

and composures fol' the pulpit, by having" it

continually before me: but also in hopes it

may be useful to others in several respects,

for promoting- the holiness and com.fort of

Christians. Here they have before them, in

one view, the riches of the covenant of grace;

here are all the strong-est arg-uments to per-

suade to real relig-ion, to recommend every
duty, and to support in every afflicted and
perplexed case. This book may be very use-

ful to assist in prayer, both for the reasons

before mentioned, and also because from
hence, one may be furnished with a variety

of proper matter and expression upon all the

cases we are concerned to represent to God.
And as the study of these Promises would be
to the advantag-e of all sorts of persons, it

mig-ht be a very useful and easy exercise for

children to be employed in learning- some of

the plainest texts under those head« which
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are most proper for them, and to question one
another upon them, being- instructed by their

teacliers in their sense and use. In this way
the directors of the education of childron in

the charity schools, may make this book Si/i - e

g'ood purposes, for the instruction and im-

provement of their children in the knowledt^-e

oi the scriptures. And I know no better way
of enriching" the minds of children with use-

ful and solid knowledg-e, than by making
them well acquainted with the scriptures

themselves, those pure unmixed fomitains of

excellence and divine wisdom, and treasuring

up in their memories a g"reat number of select

scriptures most suited to their capacity and
use.

That we may have the comfort of the Pro-

mises, a steady exercise of faith is, above all

thing's, necessary. For this purpose, we must
impress upon our minds the power, g-oodness,

and faithfulness of God, and the experience

of g'ood men in every ag-e; and by this means,

and by an attentive consideration of the Pro-

mises, suck at those breasts ofconsolation till ive

are satisjied, Isa. Ixvi. 11. But at the same
time our eyes must be fixed upon the Lord
Jesus Christ, as the only foundation of our

hopes, in and throug-h whom alone all the

Promises are made g'ood to us; and upon the

Holy Spirit the Comforter, that thvoug-h his

powerful influences we may rig-htly under-

stand and apply, firmly believe, and cleai-ly
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discover the exce]knc\- of the Promises^ and
80 taste tliat the Lord is graci-ous.

Constiiiitly plead the Promises with God in

prayer. He has thereby bound himself to his

people, as with a note uiider his hand. Go
with it therefore to God, tinnly depending"

upon his faithfvdness; he will acknowledg-e

his own hand-writing-, and answer your de-

mands according"ly. Rest } ourself, therefore,

upon God, and wait patiently for him, being-

assured he will not be unmindful of his pro-

mise: but leave it to his infinite wisdom to

fulfil it, in that way, and at that time he sees

best.

But remember the Promises of God do not
discharg-e from, but encourag-e and oblig-e to,

the dilig-ent use of all proper and lawful

means. Christ has promised food and rai-

ment, but the slothful and careless must not

expect tJie benefit of that Promise. The
same may be said of the spiritual blessings

promised. The soul of the slothful desireth,

rnd hath nothing; but the soul of the diligent

shall be made fat, Prov. xiii. 4.

To conclude: Let the Christian live a life

of faith upon the Promises. A great part of
the riches of the nation at this day, consists

ui the credit that is given to notes, bonds, as-

signments, &c. I am svu'e the riches of the

Christian lie chiefly in the assignments he 1ms

under God's hand, of the most > :' '^le bless-

ings both of this and a better life. Let hira
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then know how to value these as the tniest

riches, and to make use of them upon all oc-

casions; he will find no want of any g^ood

thing-. If he has it not in hand, he has it in

the promise, ready whenever he needs it. So
that he may live entirely free from solicitude

and anxious care, committing- himself, and
all his concerns, to that God who cai*eth fo»

him.

He that followeth after

rig"hteousness and mercy, findeth life, right-

eousness, and honour.

Prov. X. 6. Blessing-s are upon the head of
the just. Ver. 24. The desire of the rig-ht-

eous shall be g-ranted. Ver. 28. The hope
of the rig-hteous shall be g-ladness.

Prov. xi. 18. To him to that soweth rig-ht-

eousness shall be a sure reward. Ver. 19.

atrice den. Ver. 9. They shall not hurt nor

destroy in all my holy mountain. Ver. 13.

The envy also of Ephraim shall depart, and
die adversaries of Judah shall be cut off:

Ephraim shall not envy Judah, and Judah
shall not vex Ephraim.

Ps. Ixxii. 3. The mountains shall bring

peace to the people, and the little hills by
righteousness. Ver. 7. In his days shall the

rig-hteous flourish; and abundance of peace,

so long" as the moon endureth.

John, xvii. 20. Neither pray I for these

alone, but for them also which shall believe

on me throug-h their word: Ver. 21. That
they all may be one, as thou. Father, art in

me, and I in thee; that they also may be one
in us, that the world may believe thou hast

sent me. Ver. 22. And the glory which thou
guvest me, I have given them, that they may
be one, even as we are one. Ver. 23. I in

them, and thou in me, that they may be made
perfect in one, and that the world may know
that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them,
as thou hast loved me.

Eph. iv. 16. From whom [Christ] the

whole body fitly joined together, and com-
pacted by that which every joint supplieth,

according to the effectual working in the

measure of every part, maketh increase of the

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VI. Promises of the Submission and the De-
struction of the Enemies of the Church.

Ps. ex. 2. The Lord shall send the rod of
thy strength out of Zion: Rule thou in the
midst of thy enemies. Ver. 5. The Lord at

thy rig'ht hand shall strike through kings, in

the day of his wrath. Ver. 6. He shall

judge among the heathen: he shall fill the

places with dead bodies: he shall wound the

heads over many countries.

Is. xi. 4. He shall smite the earth with the

rod of his mouth; and with the breath of his

lips shall he slay the wicked.
Is. xli. 11. Behold, all they that were in-

censed against thee, shall be ashamed and
confounded; they shall be as nothing: and
they that strive with thee shall perish. Ver.
12. Thou shalt seek them, and shalt not find

them, even them that contended with thee:

they that war against thee shall be as nothing,

and as a thing of nought. See Ver. 15, 16.

Is. xlix. 24. Shall the prey be taken from
the mighty, or the lawful captive delivered?

Ver. 25. But thus saith the Lord, Even the

captive of the mighty shall be taken away,
and the prey of the terrible shall be deliver*

ed; for I will contend with him that con*

tendeth with thee, and I will save tliy chil«

dren. Ver. 26. And I will feed them that op-

press thee with their own flesh, and they shall

be drunken with their own blood, as with
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sweet wine ; and all flesh shall know that I the

Lord am thy Saviour, and thy Redeemer, the

mighty one of Jacob.

Is. lix. 19. When the enemy shall come in

like a flood, the Spirit of the Lord shall lift

up a standard against him.

Is. Ix. 14. The sons also of them that afiiicted

thee, shall come bending unto thee ; and all

they that despised thee, shall bow themselves

down at the soles of thy feet; and they shall

call thee. The City of the Lord, the Zion of

the Holy One of Israel.

The Destruction of Antichrist, and of Baby-
lon, ^c.—2 Thess. ii. 8. Then shall the wicked
be revealed, whom the Lord shall consume
with the Spirit of his mouth, and destroy

with the brightness of his coming. See Dan.
vii. 24, 25, 26.

Rev. xiv. 9. If any man worship the beast

and his image, and receive his mark in his

forehead, or in his hand ; Ver, 10. The same
shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God,

which is poured out without mixture, into the

cup of his indignation.

Rev. xviii. 2. Babylon the great is fallen,

is fallen, and has become the habitation of

devils, and the hold of every foul spirit, and
the cage of every unclean and hateful bird.

&ee to the end of the chapter.

Rev. xix. 19. And I saw the beast, and the

kings of the earth, and their armies gathered

together, to make war against him that sat on

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the horse, and ag-ainst his arm}'. Ver. 20. And
the beast was taken, and with him the false

prophet that wroug-l\t miracles before iiim,

with wiiich he deceived them tliat had receiv-

ed the mark of the beast, and them that wor-
shipped hisimag-e: these both were cast ahve
into a lake of fire, burning- with brimstone.

Is. xhx. 7. Thus saith the Lord, the Re-
deemer of Israel, and his Holy One, to him
whom men despiseth, to him whom the na-

tions abhon-eth, to a servant of rulers, king-s

shall see and arise, princes also shall worship,
because of the Lord tliat is faitliful, and the
Holy One of Israel, and he shall choose thee.

Ver. 23. And king-s shall be thy nursing- fa-

thers, and the queens thy nursing- mothers;
they shall bow down to thee with their faces

toward the earth, and lick up the dust of thy
feet, and thou shalt know that [ am the Lord;
for they shall not be ashamed that wait for me.

Is. lii. 15. So shall he sprinkle many na-

tions; the king's shall shut their mouths at him;
for that which had not been told them, shall

they see; and that which they had not heai'd,

shall they consider.

Is. Ix. 3. And the g-entiles shall come to thy
lig-lit, and king's to the brig-htness of thy ris-

ing. Ver. 10. And tlie sons of strang-ers shall

build up thy walls, and then- kings shall mift.
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ister unto thee; for in my wrath I smote thee,

but in my favour have 1 had mercy on thee.

Ver. 11. Therefore thy g-ates shall be open
continually; they shall not be shut day nor

nig-ht, that men may bring" unto thee the

forces of the gentiles, and that their kings

may be brouglit. Ver. 16. Thou shalt sucic

the milk of the gentiles, and shalt suck the

breast of kings; and shalt know, that 1 the

Lord am thy Saviour and thy Redeemer, tlie

Mighty One of Jacob.

VIII. Promises of the Security, Tranquillity,

and Prosperity of the Church.

Is. iv. 5. And the Lord will create upon
every dwelling place of Mount Zion, and upon
her assemblies, a cloud, and smoke by day,

and the shining of a flaming fire by night: for

upon all the glory shall be a defence. Ver. 6.

And there shall be a tabernacle for a shadow
in the day-time from the heat, and for a place

of refuge, and for a covert from storm and
from rain.

Is. liv. 14. In righteousness shalt thou be
established: Thou shalt be far from oppres-

sion, for thou shalt not fear: and from terror,

for it shall not come near thee. Ver. 15. Be-

hold, they shall surely gather together, but

not by me: whosoever shall gather together

against thee, shall fall for thy sake. Ver. 17.

No weapon that is formed against thee, shall

prosper, and every tongue that shall rise
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aguinst thee in judgment, thou shalt condemn.
This is the heritage of the servants of the
Lord, and tlieir rig-hteousness is of me, saith

tlie Lord
Is. Ixv. 18. Be ye g'lad, and rejoice for ever

in that which I create Jerusalem a rejoicing,

and her people a joy. Ver. 19. And I will re-

joice in Jerusalem, and joy in my people; and
the voice of weeping shall be no more heard
in her, nor the voice of crying.

Is. li. 3. The Lord will comfort Zion; he
will comfort all her waste places, and he will

make herwilderness like Eden, and her desert

like the garden ofthe Lord; joy and g^ladness

shall be found, tlie sin thanksgiving- and the

voice ofmelody.
Ps. cii. 13. Thou shalt arise, and have mer-

cy upon Zion; for the time to favour her, yea,

the set time is come : Ver. 14. For thy servants

take pleasure in her stones, and favour the

dust thereof Ver. 16, When the Lord shall

build up Zion, he shall appear in his glory.

Is. Ixvi. 10. Rejoice ye witli Jerusalem,

and be g"lad with her, all ye that love her;

rejoice for her with joy, all ye that mourn
for her. Ver. 11. That ye may suck and b«

satisfied with the breasts of her consolation

that ye may milk out and be delighted witt

the abundance of her glory. Ver. 12. Foi
thus saith the Lord, Behold, I will extend
peace to her like a river, and the glory of the

gentiles like a flowing stream; then shall ye
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suck, yo shall be borne upon her sides, and
be dandled upon her knees. See Ver. 13, 14.

Jer. xxxiil. 6. In his days Judah shall be
saved., and Israel shall dwell safely.

Matt. xvi. 13. Upon this rock will I build

nriy church, and the g-ates of hell shall not
prevail against it.

Dan. vii. 27. And the kingdom and do-
minion, and the greatness of the king'dom
under the whole heaven, shall be g-iven to the
people of the saints of the Most Hig-h, whose
king'dom is an everlasting kingdom, and all

dominions shall serve him day and night.

IX. Promises of the Perpetual Continuance

of the Church.

Is. lix. 21. As for me, this is my covenant
with them, saith the Lord, my spirit that is

upon thee, and my words which I have put
into thy mouth, shall not depart out of thy
mouth, nor out of the mouth of thy seed, nor
out of the mouth of thy seed's seed, saith

the Lord, from henceforth and for ever.

Is. xlvi. 22. For as the new heavens and
the new earth which I will make, shall remain
before me, saith the Lord, so shall your seed
and your name remain.

Jer. xxxi. 35. Thus saith the Lord, which
giveth the sun for a light by day, and the or-

dinances of the moon and of the stars for a

light by right, which divideth the sea, when
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the waves thereof roar; the Lord of Hosts is

his name. Ver. 36. If those ordii^ances de])art

from before me, saith the Lord, then the seed
of Israel also shall cease fi-om being* a nation

before me for ever. Ver- 37. Thus saith the

Loi-d, if heaven above can be measured, and
tlie foundations of the earth searched out be-

3ieath; I will also cast off the seed of Israel,

for all that they have done, saith the Lord.
See Chap, xxxiii. 20, 21, 22, 25, 26.

Dan. vii. 14. His dominion is an everlasting

dominion, which shall not pass away, and his

king-dom that which shall not be destroyed.

Matt, xxviii. 20. Lo, I am with you alway,

even unto the end of the world.

X. Promises of the Conversion and Restora

tion of the Jews.

Jer. XXX. 9. They shall serve the Lord
their God, and David their king-, whom I will

raise up unto them. Ver. 10. Therefore fear

thou not, O my scn-ant Jacob, saith the Lord,
neither be thou dismayed, O Israel; for lo, I

will save thee from afar, and thy seed from
the land of their captivity; and Jacob shall

return, and shall be in rest and quiet, and
none shall make him afraid. See to the end
uf the Chapter.

Jer. XXvi. 1. At the same time, saith the

Lord, will I be the God of all the families of
Israel, and they shall be my people. Ver. 4.
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Ag^m I will build thee, and thou shalt be
built, O virgin of Israel; thou shalt ag-ain be
adorned with thy tabrets, and shalt go forth

in the danc*^ of them that make merry. Ver.
10. Hear the word of the Lord, O nations,

and declare it in the isles afar off, and say,

lie that scattereth, Israel will g-ather him, and
keep him, as a shepherd doth his flock.

Ver. 17. There is hope in thine end, that thy

children shall come ag-ain to their own bor-

der. Ver. 31. Behold, the day is come, saith

the Lord, that I will make a new covenant
with the house of Israel, and with the house
of Judah: Ver. 32. Not according- to the cov-

enant that I made with her fathers, &c. Ver.
03. But this shall be the covenant that I will

make with the house of Israel. After those

days, saith the Lord, I will put my law in her
inward parts, and write it in their hearts, and
I will be their God, and they shall be my peo-
ple. Ver. 38. Behold the day is come, saith

the Lord, that the city shall be built to the

Lord, from the tower Hananiel, unto the g-ate

of the corner. See the whole Chapter.

Jer. xxxii. 41. Yea, I will rejoice over them,
to do them g-ood, and I will plant them in this

land assuredly, with my whole heart, with my
whole soul. See from verse S7, to the end.

Jer. xxxiii. 7. And I will cause the capti-

vity of Judah and the captivity of Israel to

return, and will build them as at the first

Vei. 8. And I will cleanse tliem from all theii
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iniquities, &c. Ver 9. And it shall be to

me a name of joy, a praise and an honour
before all the nations of the earth, which
shall hear all the good tliat I do unto them,
Sec. Ver. 15. In those days, and at that time,

will I cause the branch of rig-hteousness to

grow up unto David, and he shall execute
judgment and justice in the land. Ver. 16.

In those days shall Judah be saved, and Je-

rusalem shall dwell safely; and this is the

name wherewith she shall be called, the Lord
our righteousness. Ver. 24. Considerestthou

not v/hat this people have spoken, saymg, the

two families which the Lord hath chosen, he
will even cast them off, &c. Ver. 25. Thus
saith the Lord, if my covenant be not with

day and night, and if I have not appointed
the ordinances of heaven and earth: Ver. 26.

Then will I cast away the seed of Jacob, and
David my servant, so that I will not take any
of his seed to be rulers over the seed of

Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob: for 1 will cause

their captivity to return, and have mercy on
them. To the same purpose, see the whole
Chapter. See also Chapter 1, 4, 5, 19, 20.

Ezek. XX. 34. I will bring you out from
the people, and will gather you out of the

countries wherein ye are scattered, with a

mighty hand. Ver. 55. And 1 will bring you
Into the wilderness of the people, and there

will I plead with you face to face. Ver. 37.

And I will cause you to pass under the rod.
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and I will bring" you into the bond of the co-

venant. Ver. 38. And I will purg-e out from
among" you the rebels, and them that trans-

g-ress ag-ainst me. Ver. 40. In my holy moun-
tain, in the mountain of the heig-ht of Israel,

saith the Lord God, there shall all the house
of Israel, all of them in the land, serve me,
and there will I accept them, and there will

I require your offerings, and the first fruits

of your oblations, with all yo'ar holy tiling's.

See also verse 41, 44.

Ezek. xxxiv. 23. And I will set one shep-

herd over them, and he shall feed them,
even my servant David: he shall feed them,

and be their shepherd. Ver. 24. And 1 the

Lord will be their God, and my servant Da-
vid a prince among" them: I the Lord have
spoken it. Ver. 28. And they shall no more
be a prey among- the heatlien, neither shall

the beasts of the laud devour theni; but they

shall dwell safely, and none shall make them
afraid. Ver. 29. And I will raise up for them
a plant of renown. See also verse 11, 16,

and from verse 21, to the end of the chapter.

Ezek. xxxvi. 11. I will multiply upon you
[the mountains of Israel] man and beast, and
they shall increase and bring- fruit: and will

settle you after your old estates, and I will

do better unto you than at your beg"inning"s,

and ye shall know that I am tlie Lord. Ver.

24. I will take you from among- the heathen,

d gadier you out of all countries, and will

bring you into your own land. Ver. 25.

Then will 1 sprinkle clean water upon you,

and ye shall be clean: from all your filthi-

ness and from all your idols, will I cleanse

you. Ver 26. A new heart also will I g"ive

you, &.C. Ver. 33. In the days that I shall

have cleansed you from all your iniquities, I

will also cause you to dwell in the cities, and
the wastes shall be builded. See the whole
chapter; as also chapter 37.

Ezek. xxxvii. 25. And they shall dwell in

the land that I have g-iven unto Jacob my
servant, wherein your fathers have dwelt; and
they shall dwell therein, even they, and their

children, and their children's children, for

ever, and my servant David shall be their

prince for ever.

Hos. i. 10. Yet the number of the cliildren

of Israel shall be as the sand of the sea, which
cannot be measured nor numbered; and it

shall come to pass, that in the place where it

was said unto them, ye are not my people,

there it shall be said unto them, ye are the

sons of the living- God. Ver. 11. Then shall

the children of Judah and the children of

Israel be g-athered tog-ether, and appoint

themselves one head, and they shall come up
out of the land: gi-eat shall be the day of
Jezreel.

Hos. iii. 4. The children of Israel shall

abide many days without a king, and without
?i prince, and without a sacrifice, and without
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an image, and without an ephod, and witli-

out a seraphim. Ver. 5. Afterward shall the

children of Israel return, and seek the Lord
their God, and David their king", and shall

fear the Lord and his g-oodness in the lattei

days.

Joel, iii. 1. Behold in those days, and in

that time when I shall bring- ag-ain the capti-

vity of Judah and of Jerusalem. Ver. 2. I

will also g-ather all nations, and will bring

them down into the valley of Jehoshaphat,

and will plead with them for my people, &c.

Ver. 17. So shall ye know that I am the

Lord your God, dwelling- in Zion, my holy

mountain: then sliall Jerusalem be holy, and

:here shall no more strang-ers pass throug-h

her any more. Ver. 20. Judah shall dwell

for ever, and Jerusalem from generation to

g-eneratlon. See also verse 7, 14, 16, 18, 21.

Amos, ix. 14. And 1 will bring again the

captivity of my people Israel, and they shall

build the waste cities, and inhabit them. Ver.

16. And I will plant them upon their land,

and they shall no more be pulled up out of

their land, which I have given them, saith the

Lord thy God.
Obad. ver. 17. Upon mount Zion shall be

vleliverance, and there shall be holiness, and
the house of Jacob shall possess their posses

sions. Ver. 21.

Mich. ii. 12. I will surely assemble, O Ja-

cob, all of thee? I will surely gather th«
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remnant of Israel, I will put them tog-ether

as tlie sheep of Bozrah, as the flock in the
midst of their fold: they shall make great

noise, by reason of the multitude of men.
Ver. 13. The breaker is come up before
them; they have broken up, and have passed
throug-h the gate, and are gone on by it; and
tlieir king shall pass before them, and the

Lord on the head of them.
Mich. V. 3. Therefore will he give them

up, until the time that she which travaileth,

hath brought forth; then the remnant of his

brethren shall return unto the children of
Israel. Ver. 4. And he shall stand and feed

in the strengtli of the Lord his God, and they
shall abide, for now shall he be great imto
the ends of the earth. Ver. 7. And the rem-
nant of Jacob shall be in the midst of many
people, as a dew from the Lord, as the show-
ers upon the grass that tarrieth not for man,
nor waiteth for the sons of men. Ver. 13.

Thy graven images also will I cut ofl", and
thy standing images out of the midst of thee,

and thou shalt no more worship the work of

thine hand. See the whole chapter, and
chapter iv. and chapter vii. 14, 17. See aiso,

Zeph. iii. 9. to the end.

Zech. ii. 10. Sing and rejoice, O daughters
of Zion; for lo, I come, I will dwell in the midst
of thee, saith the Lord. Ver. 12. And the

Lord shall inherit Judah, his portion in the

rioly land, and shall choose Jerusalem again.
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Zech. X. 6. And I will strengthen the house
of Jiidali, and I will save the house ofJoseph,
and I will bring- them ag-ain to place them;
For I have mercy upon them, and they shall

be as thoug-h I had not cast them off; for I am
the Lord their God, and will hear them.

Zech. xii. 6. In that day will I make the g^o-

vernors of Judah like a hearth of fire amonij
the wood, and like a torch of fire in a sheaf;

and they shall devour all tlie people round
about, on the rig-ht hand, and on the left; and
Jerusalem shall be inhabited again, in her own
place, even in Jerusalem. Ver. 10. And I will

pour upon the house of David, and upon tlie

inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace
and supplications; and they shall look upon
me, whom they have pierced, &c. See the
v/hole chapter.

Zech. xiv. 11. And men shall dwell in it,

[i. e. all the land] and there shall be no more
utter destruction; but Jerusalem shall be safe-

ly inhabited. See the whole chapter.

Luke, xxi. 24 Jerusalem shall be trodden
down of the g-entiles. until the times of the
entiles be fulfilled.

2 Cor. iii. 15. Even unto this day, when
Moses is read, the veil is upon their heart. Ver.
16. Nevertheless, when it shall turn to the
Lord, the veil shall be taken away.
Kom. xi. 2. God hath not cast away his peo-

ple, which he foreknew. Ver. 12. If the fall

uf tliem be the riches of the world, and the
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dmiinishing of them the riches of the gentiles^

how much more their fulness? Ver. 15. For
if the casting" away of thembe thereconciUng
of the world, what shall the receiving- of tliem
be, but hfe from the dead? Ver. 23. And they
also, if they abide not still in unbelief, shall be
grafted in; for God is able to graft them in

ag-ain. Ver. 24. How much more shall these,

which be the natural branches, be grafted in

their own olive tree? Ver. 25. For I would
not, brethren, that ye should be ignorant of
this mystery (lest ye should be wise in youi
own conceit) that blindnesj; in part is happen-
ed unto Israel, until the fulness of the gentiles

be come in. Ver. 26. Then all Israel shall be
saved: as it is written, There shall come out

of Zion the deliverer, and shall turn away the

ungodliness from Jacob. Ver. 27. For this is

my covenant unto them, when I shall take

away their sins. Ver. 28. As concerning the

Gospel, they are enemies for your sakes; but

as touching the election, they are beloved fop

the Father's sake. Vei*. 29. For the gifts and
calling of God are without repentance. See
also ver. 30. 31. Ver. 32. God hath conclud-

ed them all m unbelief, that he might liavc

mercy upon all. Ver. 33. O the depth of the

riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of

God! How unsearchable are his judgments,

and his ways past finding

90. Thy faithfulness is unto all generations.
Ver. 160. Thy word is true from the begin-
ning.
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Is. XXV. 1. Thy counsels of old are faitliful-

ness and truth. Is. xlvi. 11. I have spoken it,

I will also bring- it to pass: I have proposed il,

I will also do it.

Heb. vi. 18. That by two immutable thing-s,

in which it was impossible for God to lie, we
mig-ht have sti-ong consolation, who have fled

for refuge, to lay hold upon the hope set be-

fore us. Heb. X. 23. He is faithful that pro-

mised.
