Under this date of i68o there exist two editions

corresponding page for page, and almost line

for line. The first and handsomest may be

recognised by the long z used in many mar-
ginal notes. It is to this edition that the

Puttana Errante belongs. This is not the

general opinion, but any one who takes the

trouble to compare the type used in the

latter with the notice to the reader (pp.

9-12), will see that this must be so. Besides,

the pages have each 31 lines, and the paper is

absolutely identical. Renouard thought the

Puttana in 38 pp. was the original, and Berard,

Brunet, Pieters, and others have followed

him. Millot, however, and more especially

Willems, have pointed out the above conclu-

sive reasons for believing that the Puttana

of 38 pages belongs to the second edition of

the Regionamem't, whilst the Puttana in 54
pages belongs to the first edition. Probably

the reason one sometimes finds the 38 page

Puttana bound up with the first edition of the

Ragionatnenti is that the latter was issued alone,

and many purchasers, afterwards unable to

secure the first edition of the Puttana, added to

it the second. The first edition was evidently

printed by Jean Elzevier ; the second by

Daniel in 1668. (See catalogue of 1674).

The question as to the bookseller for whom
the Elzeviers printed the Ragionamenti seems to
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be solved by a manuscript addition to the

Catalogus Uhrorum officina Jcatmis Blaeu, 1659,
in the library at Brussels. The work is there

designated as : Ragknamenti d't Aret'tno, Puttana

Errante, %'vo, Amsterdam, y. V. R. Now
these initials stand for John Van Ravesteyn,

the well-known bookseller of Amsterdam.
