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PREFACE.

Bibliography is the handmaid of history and in this capacity,

it is hoped, the present publication will be of some service.

Attention may be called particularly to the books and pamphlets,

linked in some way with the German churches and sects of Penn-

sylvania and adjoining states. Nor are political events and party

struggles without their bibliographical echo in German. Further-

more it is evident, that the successive planting of the printing

press in new localities is a significant fact, marking an advance

in the pioneer life of the spreading populatipn and, hence, not to

be overlooked by the historian. The kind of printing matter

demanded by the people will also throw some light upon their

spiritual needs and leanings, but it must be born in mind, that, in

addition to the domestic supply, imported books were, even- at an

early period, to be had, as we see by the published lists and

catalogues of Christopher Saur, Henry Miller, Franz Hasenclever,

Andrew Geyer, Jacob Lahn, Christian J. Hiitter and others.

An attempt at a bibliographical survey of German books,

printed in America during the last century, was made by the

writer in a series of articles, contributed in 1876—1878 to the

Deutsche Pionier, a German Monthly published in Cincinnati.

Newspapers and almanacs were not included, but separately

treated in later publications. The present record has been ex-

tended to 1830, thus rounding a full century. New material

which has since turned up could be embodied ; the German

papers, periodicals and almanacs have been duly registered. The

latter have, without an exception, the quarto form favored by

the Germans, run from 36 to 48 pages and contain reading

material both instructive and entertaining. Nearly all of them

have on the coverleaf a woodcut or copperplate print, representing

a scene or scenery which combines realistic and emblematical

elements.



Some features • of the German book record are invested witft

special interest- As in the history of immigration, so in the

history of printing- the sects take the lead. Devotees to mystic

transcendentalism, Inspirationists and Dunkers were the first to

avail themselves of Gutenberg's art. The Ephrata pablications

will always belong to the curiosities of literature, but it is not

generally known, that even before the founding of the Ephrata

convent mystic utterances of Conrad Beissel and his friends

were brought out in print by Benjamin Franklin and Andrew

Bradford. Mysticism seems to have hovered over Ephrata like a

genius loci, for, long after the cloister press had become silent,

Joseph Bauman continued with the publication of theosophic and

other abstruse writings.

A good deal of mystic leaven pervades also the Kleine

Davidische Psalterspiel, which was the favorite hymnbook" of the

"Inspired" in Germany. In Pennsylvania it was reprinted up

to 1830 at least ten times (1744, 1760, 1764; 1777, 1781, 1795,

1797, 1817, 1830) and in Baltimore once (1797), showing how
popular it was with the sects. Many of its hymns were admitted

in the Weyrauchshicgel of 1739, which was compiled for the

Ephrata brethren and is the first American book printed in

German type-

Quite notable among the German publications are the three

Germantown editions of the Bible, respectively of 1743, 1763 and

1776, all of quarto size and well printed on good Rittenhouse

paper- The first English Bible printed in America, appeared in

Philadelphia 1782 and was a duodecimo edition. The German
Somerset Bible of 181 3 is the first Bible printed west of the

AUeghanies and the folio edition, published by J. Bar in Lancaster

1817, was the largest book printed in Pennsylvania up to that

time-

Another famous book, of which the German edition preceded

the English on American soil, is Bunyan's Pilgrim's Progress.

Christopher Saur printed it in 1754.

It is, also, worthy of notice that the first religious magazine
pf Pennsylvania was the Geistliche Mkgazien, published by C.

Saur in 1764 and the following years.

For the difierent religious denominations and sects different

hymnbooks and catechisms were required. Notes accompanying
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the titles show for what religious bodies they were intended.

Perhaps the most curious of all is the Ausbund (1742, 1751, 1767,

1785 and 18 15) with its historical hymns in praise of persecuted

Christians, mostly Baptists of Switzerland and Germany. It was
in great favor with the Mennonites.

The I^utherans used in their churches a reprint of the Mar-
burger Gesangbuch (1759, 1762, 1770, 1774, 1777), till in 1786 an

authorized collection adapted to American churches was published.

The Reformed congregations did the same, reprints of German
collections appeared in 1752, 1753, 1763 and 1772 ; they were

superseded by an American hymnbook {Neu Eingerichtetes Gesang-

buch'), of which the first edition came out in 1797. A fusion

hymnbook for Lutherans and Reformed does not seem to have

been in use till 1827.

Some years have their distinctive literature responsive to the

complexion of the times. In 1742 a turbulent wave of religious

controversy arose around the towering figure of Count Zinzendorf.

In 1748 and still more in 1764 political dissensions led to an

animated pamphlet warfare, in which the Germans heartily

participated. The Revolution, also, is reflected in several German
publications, the most important of which is the pamphlet of

1775, authorized by the German churches and the German

Society, in favor of armed resistance.

It will be readily observed that the period after the revolution

had different characteristics from that preceding it. As German

printing began to spread over a larger area, its vitality appears

to have receded from the old centres, Philadelphia, Germantown

and Ephrata ; the successors of Saur, Miller, Steiner, Cist and the

Ephrata Brotherhood were small men, who did not rise to distinc-

tion. In Philadelphia the German newspaper, which in the last

century, had attained a vigorous growth, shriveled away; no

trace of it can bp discovered between 181 5 and 1825. On the

other hand, lyancaster, Reading, Allentown, Lebanon and many

other towns became quite active in German printing and several

of them supported more than one paper. Lancaster could in 18 17

boast of the largest book till then printed in Pennsylvania, the

splendid folio edition of the German bible, published by Johann

Bar, just as the Blutige Schauplatz, printed at Ephrata in 1748,

had been the largest book of the colonial period.



The reason why German printing in Philadelphia declined is

easily accounted for. German immigration received a^ check

through the American Revolution and remained sluggish till the

end of the Napoleonic era. The fiill effect of this shortage

became the more apparent in Philadelphia as the old immigrant

element gradually died away without being replaced by a sufiS-

ciency of fresh recruits. This accounts also for the difficulty of

keeping up the German language in the I,utheran and Reformed

churches. In the country the conditions were different. The
German language had there gained a firm foothold and become

hereditary from generation to generation. The German press

was not exclusively dependent on the continuance of immigration.

It is, perhaps, not useless to remark that the German country

papers were not written in Pennsylvania dialect.

The whole number of places where German printing was
carried on during the first century of its existence amounts to 47.

Of these 31 are in Pennsylvania, 3 in Maryland, 4 in Ohio, 5 in

Virginia, i in Massachusetts, i in New York, i in New Jersey,

I in Nova Scotia. But the proportion in favor of Pennsylvania

will be much greater, in fact, overwhelmingly greater, if the

number of publishers or publications be counted. Outside of

Pennsylvania only Maryland and, perhaps, Ohio and Virginia can

fairly claim a German printing press prior to 1830. The only

German publication of New Jersey is a Testament printed from

plates that were made in Philadelphia, the only one in Massa-

chusetts a German Reader to be used in Harvard College, and
New York is represented only by a futile attempt to establish in

1 8 19 a German paper in the city of New York. Strange as it

may appear, the launch of the New York Staatszeiiung on Dec.

24, 1834 was also the starting point of German printing in New
York, an event not beyond the reach of memory of persons yet

living.

Of the sources which have been drawn upon for the following

compilation, collections of the books themselves were the principal

ones, as they are the most satisfactory. Philadelphia harbors

three of considerable extent, that of the Historical Society consist-

ing chiefly of the Cassel Library of German Americana, that of

the German Society and that of Judge Pennypacker. In addition

to these, some other libraries in Philadelphia, the State Library



in Harrisburg, the Lenox Library in New York and the very fine

Collection of Mr. H. Heilmah in Lebanon have been consulted.

Many titles were obtained from old German newspapers, such as

Saur's Germantown paper, (Hist. Soc. of Penna.); Miller's Staats-

bote, (Hist. Soc, Phila. Library, German Soc); Steiner's Cor-

respondenz, (Hist. Soc); Lancaster Zeitung, Americanischer

Staatsbote and Lancaster Correspondent, (Mechanics Library in

Lancaster); Volksfreund, (Baer's Publishing House in Lancaster);

Reading Adler, (Adler Office in Reading); Morgenrothe, (State

Library in Harrisburg). Circumstances prevented the examin-

ation of the Friedensbote, of which there is a complete file in

AUentown, beginning with the year 1812. Some titles, not found

elsewhere have been copied from sales catalogues, e. g. those of

Mr. Zahm in Lancaster. For information on newspapers, county

histories were in some instances found quite useful, in others

disappointing and unreliable. Of very much service has been the
'

excellent work of Mr. Charles R. Hildeburn, The Issues of the

Press of Pennsylvania, from 1685—1784., Philadelphia 1886, and

this indebtedness has been increased by the author's kindness in

furnishing some titles of books since discovered, Correspondence

with several gentlemen outside of Philadelphia has, likewise,

resulted in useful information.

In spite of these efibrts to make the record as complete as

possible, the writer is quite aware that there must be gaps and

inaccuracies. This is particularly felt to be the case in the period

from 1800—1830 in consequence of two adverse circumstances.

While the older publications have found a safe refuge in the

libraries of societies and collectors, those of more recent date are

doomed to the waste basket or lost sight of as devoid of value

and interest. And secondly, the diifusion of German printing

over a large number of towns, some of them quite small, increases

the difficulty of tracking prints older than sixty yeab.

A few remarks on particular points may not be amiss. There

was formerly no distinction between the printer and publisher of a,

book or paper, both were combined in the same person. Some

exceptions, however, occur. G. Keating in Baltimore was

presumably only the publisher, and Samuel Saur the printer of

the book noticed under 1796; it is not believed that Jacob D.

Dietrichs of Winchester printed in 1805 the almanac, that bears



his name on the title page, it was a Hagerstown print. A few

other instances of the same kind have been mentioned in the text.

Books printed abroad with the false imprint "Philadelphia",

"Germantown" or "Boston" have been excluded from the

following pages. Emil Weller's book on Falsche und fingirte

Druckorte, Leipzig 1864, can, however, not be considered a safe

guide, so far, at least, as America is concerned. He has put on

his black list a number of German-American books the imprint

of which is, unquestionably, genuine.

Titles in Roman type indicate that the whole book was thus

printed.

The English publications of the older German printers have

been included, as it seemed to be a matter of some interest to

niake a full exhibit of their printing record. It would have been

impracticable to pursue the same plan with those of later times.

In the case of older and rarer books the libraries have been indi-

cated where they may be found. 5ut the mention of one place'

does not imply that it is the only one. H. S. stands for Historical

Society of Pennsylvania, G. S. for German Society and S. W. P.

for the collection of Hon. S. W. Pennypacker. Mr. C. H. Hilde-

burn's name has been placed under the titles taken from his

Issues of the Press of Pennsylvania, and those furnished personally.

The pleasant duty remains to express cordial thanks to all

who in any way have rendered assistance to the writer. In

examining collections of books and files of papers he has been

materially aided by the courtesies of Mr. Frederick D. Stone and

Mri John W. Jordan, Hist.

The Writings of Franz Daniel

Pastorius.

While F. D. Pastorius plied his industrious pen on a great

variety of subjects, only few of his writings were brought out in

print and the couple of German books, of which he is the author,

were published abroad. His literary work, therefore, does not

strictly fall within the lines of a bibliography concerned with the

issues of the German-American press. But considering the emi-

nent place he occupies at the head of German immigration and

the interest taken in all his doings, an exception in his favor may
be allowed, especially as so little is known of his occupation as a

writer.

The manuscripts which Pastorius left have been scattered

and nearly all lost. But a list of their titles in his own hand-

writing is found in the "Beehive," the folio spoken of below and

also in a little manuscript volume, "Res propriae F. D. Pastorii",

in possession of the Historical Society of Pennsylvania.

The book was edited by Melchior Adam Pastorius, the father of the
writer. A new edition without any textual changes or additions appeared
in 1704. There was also an earlier edition, a copy of which is owned by the
Hist. Soc. of Penna., probably printed in 1692, as it is attached to a De-
scription of Windsheim (Pastorius' native city) written by Melchior Adam
Pastorius and printed at Nurnberg in 1692. It fills only 32 pages, the
revised contents of which have been expanded in tlie edition of 1700 to 45
pages and supplemented by new material covering 95 pages.

It is a strange and remarkable fact, tliat German printing in America wa»
ushered in by those religious visionaries, who, headed by Conrad Beissel,

aspired to inaiignrate a new era of Christianity and who,s ubsequently, be-

came noted as the Ephrata brethren. They separated from the Bunkers
on various grounds, Sabbatarianism, preference of celibacy and a system of
mystic theology. Prior to the establishment of the Ephrata cloister (1735)

they dwelled near the Conestoga river in Lancaster County, Beissel occupy-

ing a house on Rudolph Niigely's farm. During this time of preparation,

the leader wrote and published three doctrinal tracts, which are the first

outlines of the ascetic and mystic views which were fully developed in the
Ephrata community.
The only knowledge we have of these books is derived from the Ohronimn

Ephratense (p. 35, English translation p. 43 and 44). It is very probable

that Andrew Bradford in Philadelphia printed them, using Roman type.

On the Biichlein vbm Sabbath the Chronicon remarks: "It led to the public
iidoption of the seventh day for divine service. Before this the meetings of

the brethren had been held on Sunday, and the Sabbath was quietly kept."

Andrew Bradford, a son of

William IB., the first Pennsylvania printer, established himself in Philadel-

I)hia 171.2, founded the Weekly Mercury and printed a number of books

Michael Wohlfahrt, born atMemel, Prussia, 1684, was associated in early

life with mystic sects, joined Conrad Beissel, 1724 at Swedes Spring,

Lancaster County, and assumed in the Ephrata Cloister the name brother

Agonius. He was one of the hymnwriters. Died 17-41. The above
pamplilet contains the substance of an address delivered in tlie Market at

Philadelphia, September 1734, when, clothed in the garb of a pilgrim and
calling himself the njessenger of the Lord, he denounced the iniquities of

the people and exhorted them to repent. On a previous occasion, October

14, 1729, he forced himself upon a Quaker meeting and entered into a

discussion. The Chronicon Ephralenst (p. 35, transl. p. 43,) remarks of the

incident : The speeches and replies are in print, but too lengthy to reproduce
tliem. Of these ealier publications no copy has hitherto been found.

Saur's almanacs were published with same title, in the same style and
size and with the same wood cut on the front page, representing a landing
scene, for forty years and were then continued by other firms. The Histo-
rical Society of Penna. has a complete set, (part of the Cassel Library); the
German Society and Judge Pennypacker have also many of these almanacs,
though no full sets. Christoph Saur made his almanacs a vehicle for

disseminating religious principles and useful information. He was born at

Laasphe, Westphalia, in 1693, came to Pennsylvania in 1724 and established

his famous printing house in Germantown 1738. He was the first printer
who used German type.

In an interesting letter written by him Nov. 17, 1738, and published
in the Oeistliche Famo; No. 25, p. 85, he mentions his recently founded
establishment. Speaking of his gratitude for all the blessings bestowed
upon him by God and his desire to serve and glorify the Almighty, lie con-



tinues: "Therefore I have been anxious to set up in this country a German
printing press, which N. bought for me and lias forwarded to tliis place.
Now I could find no more convenient device, to make it known throughout
the land than tp print an almanac, the title of which I send herewith,
together with a copy of a translation from the English." By the latter, un-
doubtedly, is meant the following print.

The Weyrauchs Hiigel is a large hymn book, which C. Saur printed for

the Ephrata brethern and the first American book in German type. The
preface is dated : Ephrata, den 14. des 4ten Monats 1739. The work contains

654 hymns in 33 divisions, each inscribed with a heading as fantastic as the

general tiile. After page 744 follows an appendix of 38 hymns with the
separate title : Die ®l)mal« Bcrbortetc, 9Jun aber toicbcr griinenbe unb 8™^*=
bringenbe 3iut{)e %axmi.

The epithet Zionitische was probably suggested by the fact that anew
monastic building was erected for the brethern in 1738 on the hill called

Zion. The Weyrauchs Hiigel includes nearly all hymns contained in the

three Franklin prints of 1730, 1732 and 1736 with a few new ones compo&d
by C. Beissel and his- friends. But the large bulk of the text consists of

material obtained, elsewhere, mainly from the Kleine Davidische Psalterspiel

der Kinder Zions, a collection of hymns used by the "Inspired" in Germany
and for the first time reprinted in America by Christoph Saur in 1744.

The only copy known of this print is in possession of Hon. S. 'W. Penny-
packer.. It furnishes anthentic and interesting details of the quarrel between
Ch. Saur and C. Beissel, of which the Chronicon Ephratense gives some
account. While the ^ionitische Weyrauchshiigel was being printed, Saur's

attention was called by the proof reader to the peculiar style of sonae of the
original hymns, one of which (No. 400) appeared to be a fulsome and
almost idolatrous glorification of Conrad Beissel. Much exercised in mind
he remonstrated with the latter and suggested the omission of the objection-

able hymn. Beissel answered with haughty insolence and Saur's retort was
a dose of sarcasm. These shots of the two saints constitute the main portion
of the pamphlet. For a translation of the incriminated hymn and the spicy
correspondence, by Judge Pennypacker, see Pennsylvania Magazine vol. XII.

Considering that B. Franklin's Philadelphische Zeitung (1732), if published
at all, could have been only of very short duration, Ch. Saur's paper really

marks the beginning of the German newspaper of America. The publisher
at first thought, that it would do to issue a number once every three months,
but the paper appears to have come out once a month (the 16th) at the
outset. From October 1st 1756 it appeared twice a month and from Januajy
1, 1775 every week. At first it was of small 4to. size, about 1752 it became
a folio. All the time the original subscription, 3 shillings a year, remained
the same. In 1745, 1746 and 1768 the name of the paper underwent changes,
it was at last called simply Oeiinavtauner Zeitung. In its flourishing period
it had about 4000 subscribers. Thanks to the efforts of Mr. Abraham H.
Cassel portions of the file liave been saved and are now in possession of the
Historical Society of Penna., viz. from April 16, 1743 to November 1, 1751,
and from January 16, 1754 to December 1761.

Johann Adam Gruber was the son of Eberhard Lndwig Gruber (1665

—

1728), a learned clergyman, who for his leaning to mysticism was dismissed

from the pulpit and became the leader of the Inspiration- Separatists in

Southwestern Germany. The son joined and worked for the same sect but

in 1726 emigrated with some fellow believers (Mackinet, Gleim) to Penn-
sylvania and settled in Germantown. He was a ready writer in prose and

ryhme, using the pseudonym Ein Oeringer. He resisted the solicitations of

Count Zinzendorf and probably wrote for Fresenius Nachrichten, vol. Ill,

Frankfurt and Leipzig 1748, the adverse account on Moravian affairs in

Pennsylvania, accompanied by an extensive array of documentary material.

The bibliographical record for the year 1742 owes its fullness

and interest chiefly to the presence of Count Zinzendorf in Penn-
sylvania. Soon after his arrival in Philadelphia (Nov. 24, 1741)
he arranged a series of conferences with the object of drawing the
godly-minded of all German denominations and sects into a
spiritual brotherhood without destroying their allegiance to their

several creeds. In this "he failed. The delegates from other
religious bodies withdrew and left the field to the Moravians.
Zinzendorf made, however, an impression on a number of Lutheran
and Reformed congregations and induced them to accept ministers
ordained by him or his coadjutors. The result was dissension
and bitter controversy, which was spread before the public in
print. Zinzendorf and his friends had their printing done mainly
by B. Franklin. In the following list of the Franklin prints the
reports on the Conferences are placed first. They have separate
titles but continuous paging.

publication was interrupted by sickness but resumed in November, after

the printing office had been removed from Market Street to Arch Street, next
door to the sign of the Blue Bells. How long the paper kept afloat we do
not know. In November 1743 Crellius gave notice that he would open a
German evening school. In 1746 he kept a store in Second Street and
translated Benj. Franklin's Plain Truth. In the same year he returned to

This work, Beissel's great effort in mystic theology and full of abstruse

oddities, consists of two parts, viz. 37 Meditations and 73 Theosophic
Epistles. The latter have a separate title: MyHigche und JSrfahrungsvoHe

Episleln, in sich enthaltend, wie man zum Geistlichen Leben und dessen Voll-

kmimenheit gelanyen moge. An earlier edition of the book published in the

same year (1745) had different titles and another preface. They were re-

moved and burned by order of Beissel, as they had been written by Israel

Echerlin, against whom Beissel conceived a dislike. The new edition contains

also six Epistles more than the first one. The original title, upon which
Beissel is designated as "Irenieus Theodicaens," i. e.

We have no Ephrata prints of older date than 1745. It is likely, however,
that the strained relations between Conrad Beissel and Christoph Saur
which existed since 1739, led to the establishment of a printing press in

Ephrata, somewhat earlier than 17-15. The Chronieon, after discussing the
events of 1742, continues

" Soon after a printing

press was put up in the settlement." An advertisement in Saur's pajper,

( Nov. 1743.) shows that a bindery was at that time in operation in the
cloister, hence it is likely that printing also was done.

in Ephrata, among whom Ludwig Hooker, Peter Miller and Michael

The Quakers and tlie Gei-man non-resistant sects (Mennon-
ites, Dunkers etc.) deprecated resort to arms and hence arose an animated
controversy in which the Germans took an active part. The following
passage, which occurs in Plain Truth p. 20, gives Franklin's opinion on the
Germans

:

"Nor are there wanting, amongst us, Thousands of that Warlike Nation,

whose sons have ever since the time of Caesar maintained the character he
gave their fathers, of joining the most obstinate courage to all the other

military virtues. I mean the brave and steady Germans. Numbers of whom
have actually borne arms in the service of their respective princes ; and
if they fought well for these tyrants and oppressors, would they refuse to

unite with us in defence of their newly acquired and most precious Liberty

and property?"

There

can hardly be any doubt that Gotthard Armbriister, formerly an apprentice

and journeyman' of Chr. Saur, printed its first issue. He located in Phila-
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delpJiia as a printer about the time when Crellius left and perhaps took the

same office in Arch Street, which the latter had occupied.

brethren in Holland in 1745 to have Tieleman van Braght's great work,

translated into German, but were not gratified. The Ephrata brethren
undertook the laborious task, making the translation, manufacturing the
paper and doing the printing and binding. Fifteen men were kept at work
on it during three years, though not without interruption, as the supply of
paper sometimes gave out. The copperplate for the print facing the title,

representing the army of martyrs marching towards heaven, was probably
e.xecuted in Holland.

Not a single number of this paper has come to light and its title is not
known. G. Armbruster advertised in the Pennsylvania Gazette of February
2, 1748 that he was publishing a German Newspaper once a fortnight.

Christopher Saur remarks in his Berichte of May 16, tiiat Armbruster's paper
would, after May, 29. appear every week. He closes with the request, that

dishonest subscribers who had never paid him would not play the same
trick on Armbruster. It is not likely that the paper outlived its first year.

1749 and the two follciwing years. From the Hallische Nachrichten (p. 384,

new ed. p. 526) we learn that Franklin bought the ouifit of a German
printing establishment and with the help of a German foreman printed

Luther's small catechism.

This paper was one of the publications of the "Society for propagating
Christian knowledge among the Germans in Pennsylvania", which was
subsidized iDy wealthy Englishmen and managed in Pennsylvania by a Board
of Trustees, consisting of James Hamilton, William Allen, Richard Peters,

Benjamin Franklin, Conrad Weiser and Rev. Wm. Smith, D. D. The
latter was the most active promoter of the enterprise. The same society

established a number of German free schools in German settlements of

Pennsylvania. An avowed purpose of the Society was to counteract the
influence of Christopher Sower. In 1754 the Trustees resolved to set up a

German press and to print a paper, almanacs and other popular publications,

Benjamin Franklin's offer to sell them his German printing establishment
for a sum 25 pounds under its ascertained value, was accepted.

The editorship of the Philadelphische Zeitung was offered to Rev. H. M.
Muhlenberg, who declined and proposed his colleague, the Rev. Johann
Friederich Handshuh for the place. The latter accepted and edited the

paper probably as long as it existed.

The connection of Anthony ArmbrUster with Benjamin Franklin came
to an end in 1759 and the German printing ofBce passed into the hands of

Peter Miller and Ludwig Weiss, conveyancers. Armbriister continued in

their employ as compositor.

Peter Miller, born at Neu-Saarwerden, Rhenish Palatinate, was a scrivener,

notary public and justice of the peace in Philadelphia. From 1764 till

1772, he was Vice-President and from 1787— 1789 Attorney of the German
Society. He died in 1794. Ludwig Weiss, his partner, was born in Berlin

1717 and educated in the Moravian Seminary at Lindheim. He studied

law, emigrated in 1755 and settled in Philadelphia as conveyancer and
lawyer. Weiss took a very active interest in public life. In 1764 he took
the side of the proprietaries against B. Franklin, in 1776 he was a staunch
supporter of the revolutionary party, in 1782 he bravely denounced the
massacre of Indians at the Muskingam as a fiendish outrage. He was one
of the founders of the German Society, its first attorney (1764— 1777),
vice-president in 1781 and president in 1782. His death occurred in 1796.

Henrich Miller born 1702 at Ehoden in the Principality of Waldeck,
was a professional printer almost from boyhood. He was a passionate

traveller, and in course of time worked as printer in Zurich, Leipzig, Altona,

London, Hamburg, Amsterdam, Rotterdam, Antwerp, Brussels, Paris,

Philadelphia, (in 1742), Marienburg where he established a business, again
in England, Scotland, Philadelphia (1751, employed by Benjamin Franklin).

Went back to Germany, set up in London a press of his own and in 1760
reached Philadelphia for the third time. He printed many German and
English books, retired from business in 1779 and died in Bethlehem, March

The year 1764 was one of great stir and strife and its literary

record reflects the boisterous tide of events. The principal cause

of contention was the unsettled Indian problem. Hostile Indians
continued their outrages in the frontier districts and the Assembly
was severely censured for its apathy. There was a small Indian
settlement on the Conestoga, numbering about twenty heads,

inclusive of women, children and old men. They are said to

have been peaceful ; but some young people of Paxton Township
(Dauphin County) and Donegal Township (Lancaster County)
thinking otherwise, deliberately killed six on the Conestoga,
Dec. 14, 1763, and the rest who had meantime found shelter in

the Lancaster Workhouse, in this place of refuge, not sparing
women, children nor age. These were the "Paxton boys", so

much written on in 1764. They were Irish Presbyterians, a fact

brought out prominently in some of the pamphlets. Other
Indians, christianized by the Moravians, were taken to Philadel-

phia for better protection and lodged in the barracks. The Pax-
ton Boys, mounted and armed, set out for Philadelphia and
halted in Germantown, Feb. 5, 1764. The excitement in Phila-
delphia was immense, even Quakers joined the militia called out
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to resist the invaders. The difficulty was peaceably settled by a
conference of influential citizens of Philadelphia with the leaders

of the Paxton boys. The old quarrel between the Assembly and
the Proprietaries culminated in 1764 in a petition of the Assembly
to the King, requesting him to abolish the Proprietary system
and vest the appointment of Governors directly in the Crown.
A number of speeches and pamphlets on both sides of the question

were published. In the fall of the year Assembly men for Phila-

delphia City and County had to be elected and that was another
occasion for a flood of political pamphlets. Be'njamin Franklin
who had been member of the Assembly for fourteen years was
defeated, strong appeals having been made to the Germans, not

to vote for him. His appointment as agent of the Assembly, to

plead before Parliament for the abolition of proprietary govern-
ment led to the publication of protests and these were met with
repartees.—When Benjamin Franklin reached England quite

another unexpected issue loomed up, the Stamp Act, which
became the great sensation of 1765.

This is the last and most extensive collection of Ephrata hymns, number-
ing 725, of which not a few are of considerable length. Most of them had
been printed before in the Franklin hymnbooks (1730— 1736) and in the
Turtdtavbe. The preface, probably written by Peter Miller, touches upon
the salient points of the Ephrata religion, the organization and peculiar

features of the community and the merits of Conrad Beissel. The Wunder-
spiel itself has four divisions, the first, Beissel's own, contains 441 hymns
all written by him, the 72 hymns of the second division were contributed

by the brethren, except a few taken from Fr. Kock's and G. Tersteegen's

writings; the third, which has the fragrant heading: Ein angenehnur Geruch
der LUien und Bosen, is the poetical offering of 100 hymns by the sisters, and
the last, numbering 111 hymns, came from the wider circle of devotees who
were connected with the Ephrata establishment.

Altogether there were about thirty-five men and twenty-five women who
felt inspired by the sacred muse, a^fact to which an edition of the Turldtavie
with names printed under the text gives the clue. For fine texture of
thought and neat versification brother Jaebez, (Peter Miller) surpasses all

others.

A different book was the Lectiones, of which the Chronicon Ephratense
remarks as follows : "At this time (about 1735) the Lectiones were first

instituted in the Settlement; namely, the Vorsteher (Conrad Beissel) ordered
that weekly, on the evening of the sixth day, every one should examine his

heart before God, in his own cell, and then hand in to the Vorsteher a
written statement of his spiritual condition, which he read at the meeting
of the congregation on the following Sabbath. These confessional papers
were called Lectiones and several hundred of them were afterwards published
in printed form" (Transl. of the Chronicon p. 81.)

It is not unlikely that the publication alluded to in this remark is the
Theosophishe Lectionen, printed in 1752, in which case the contents of that
book should not be credited, as has been done, to Conrad Beissel, but to his

disciples.

Already in 1776 Steiner and Cist, then located in the house, formerly

occupied by Ludwig Sprogel in Second Street above Arch, proposed to

publish a German paper if 500 subscribers could be obtained in advance.

There is no indication that they printed a paper at that time, Henry
Miller's Staatsbote closed its career May 26th, and Dunlap's German paper
must have e_xpired soon after, for we are advised in the "Address to the

German Putlic", printed in the first number of the Staatsregister, that at

that time not a single German paper existed in Philadelphia.

There are a few numbers of the Staatsi-eyister in the library of the

Philosophical Society. It did not live long and was followed in 1781 by
Steiner and Cist's Philadelphische Correspondene.

The first German settlement in Nova Scotia dates back to 1749 ; it con-

sisted mainly of soldiers, whose term of service had expired. A few years

later (about 1752) the eiforts of the Royal Commissioners to attract

German settlers by offer of land grants and other advantages, stimulated

German emigration to Novia Scotia to such a degree, that the promises
had to be revoked. In 1761 a German Lutheran church was built in

Halifax, of which Rev. B. M. Hausiehl became pastor in 1783. A copy of

the 9lcu»@ii^pttlanbtf(|c Salenber for 1791 is in the collection of the German
Society; we have no information, how lon<; it was continued and what
German books, if any, were printed at Halifax.

The Neue, Unparlheywche Lancaster Zeitung was the first paper in Lancaster,

that lived beyond the experimental stage. It was the third German
newspaper then published in Pennsylvania. Its first number appeared
August .7, 1787. Mr. Anton Stiemer died April 18, 1788, after which time
the paper was published by Albrecht and Lahn till 1790, when the firm
changed, to Albrecht & Comp. Jacob Lahn, a man of considerable literary

equipment, was born in Frankfurt on the Main and had been a teacher of
"languages and sciences" in Philadelphia before he went to Lancaster.
He kept a bookstore ; on his shelves he had, according to advertisement,

about 800 volumes of the "newest and best German works" imported by
him. John Albrecht was born at Bethlehem, Pa. in 1745, learned of Chr.
Saur the art of printing and came to Lancaster in 1787. When he died in

1805 his business was continued by his sons.

The charter of Franklin College in Lancaster was granted by the General
Assembly of Pennsylvania on the 16th of March 1787, at the earnest
solicitation of the Rev. Drs. Helmuth, Weiberg, Hendel and H. E. Muhlen-
berg, the former two of Philadelphia, the latter of Lancaster. Franklin
College was established with a view of giving to German speaking youths
the advantages of higher education. The German department of the
University of Pennsylvania, opened in 1780 through the eflforts of Rev.
J. C. Kunze, had the same object. As it was given up in 1786 or soon
after, it looks as If Franklin college was called into life to assume the task

abandoned by the University. Dr. Helmuth, of Zions church, was a leading

man in both projects.

proved no success. The following information is kindly furnished by Mr.
Kattermann, Cincinnati. Edward SchafTer, a nephew of the Eev. P. D.
Hchaflfer in Philadelphia, was born in Frankfurt on the Main, where he
became a printer. In 1817 or 1818 he emigrated to America with a complete
outfit for his business and after a short stay in Philadelphia went to New
York. Of the Deutsche Freumd only a few numbers appeared. Schaffer then
proceeded to Western Pennsylvania and soon to Ohio. In 1821 he founded
in Canton Der Westliche Beobachter ; in 1826 he removed to Germantown, Ohio,
where he continued his paper for a short time and then returned to Penn-
sylvania. See also Der Deutsche Pionier, vol. 16, p. 218.

There appears to be some error in the dates, as already in 1816 there
appeared in Canton, Ohio, a book with E. Schaffer's imprint.

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Henry Sangmeister (he called himself brother Ezechiel upon entering the
Ephrata cloister) was born in Hornberg, Prussia, 1724 and came to America
in 1743. After sowing his wild oats he felt conscience-stricken and was
induced to join the Ephrata brethren in 1748. Much disgusted with his

experience he secretly left his refuge in company of his friend Antoij H61-
lenthal and settled in the Shenandoah valley, where other non-descripts of

both sexes associated with him. He revisited Ephrata several times and
finally came back to stay in 1764. He died about 1785 and left concealed

behind the wainscoting of his room an autobiography which was accidentally

discovered in 1825. About one half of it was printed by J. Bauman in four

parts, published in 1825— 1827. The rest Bauman offered to print if a
sufficient number of subscribers were found to cover him against loss. The
book is very scarce. It has been said that nearly all copies were designedly
destroyed on account of the scandalous charges made against Conrad Beissel

and other inmates of the cloister.

Johann Georg Ritter was born 1772 in Schwabish Gmiind, Wiirtemberg.
At the death of his father, a bookseller and printer, in 1795, he undertook
the management of the inherited business, which he pushed with much
energy. He published a large number of books, al.so artistic works and a

periodical {National Chronik der Deutichen) which was suppressed by Napoleon.
After 33 years of active life in business, dissatisfaction with the political

condition of Germany induced him to emigrate to America. In 1825 he
arrived in Philadelphia with a complete printer's outfit and large stock of

books. He established himself 263 (O. N.) N. Second Street, as printer,

bookseller and importer of books. He died April 26, 1840. An interesting
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sketch of his life by Mr. H. A. Kattermann will be found in the Deutsche
Pioniei; xiv, p. 468— 474.

ginning ediled by Dr. Wm. Schmidt and subsequently by Mr. J. C. Gossler.

II, p. Ill, for he visited Economy in May 1826, while the Harmonische
Oeaangbuch did not appear till 1827. What the Duke says of the offensive

features of some of tlie. hymns applies also to those published in the later

ADDENDA.

p. 6. The second title on p. 6 was taken from the Chronicon
Epkratense, p. 35, which appears to assign the publication of the
book to the year 1728. After a part of the present volume had
gone through the press, the writer discovered a copy (the only
one so far known to exist) in the collection of Mr Henry Heilman
in I^ebanon. The book turns out to be a Franklin print of 1730,
similar in appearance to the G'ditliche Liebes und Lobesgethone of
the same year. Its correct title is as follows

:

Mystische und sehr geheyrae Sprueche, welche in der Himlischen
schule des heiligen geistes erlernet. Und dan folgens, einige

Poetische Gedichte. Auffgesetzt den liebhabern und schiilern

The collection of Mr. Heilman also contains a set of small

paste board cards with lines of religious poetry printed on one
side. They fit in a case after the manner of Der Frommen Lotterie,

first issued by Christopher Saur in 1 744, but are smaller than the

latter. The import and tone of the poetry leave no doubt that

they are of Ephrata origin.
