Before the Dictionary was

published, the tracing of an edition was the work of two or three hours, and, when
found, it would doubtless prove of little service, as nearly all library catalogues lack tw(

most important features, /. e. exact title and collation. I have used the Dictionary

nearly every day since the appearance of the first number, I have examined every item

in the work, from the first volume to the last published, at least four times, and can

bear witness to its faithfulness in recording titles. As a guide to the local or special

bibliiigra|)her it is, in my judgment, invaluable ; there is no work in English that

covers a tenth part ot the ground. I have often tested its accuracy in collations and
sizes, and have uniformly found it correct. That the Dictionary has its faults no
one will deny, but wlien it is remembered from what a vast territory and from what
sources the titles liave been gathered, the wonder is that the errors are not more
numerous. To nie, personally, it has been of great service in my searches for books,
ell., relating lo Maryland— I have found many titles recorded that would have escaped
nir.

In crediting this very early collection of voyages to Montalboddo, I have followed

the illustrious footsteps of Brunet, Graesse, Harrisse, Tiraboschi, and other bibliogra-

phers. I am aware that Count Baldelli and others have ascribed it to Alessandro Zorzi,

who probably did add some notes to a later edition. The subject of the authorship is

discussed at length, and with much ability, in [Harrisse] "Bib. Am. Vet.," No. 109.

312. Unlike most modern works, its contents exceed the promise of its title. It

commences with the celebrated voyage of Alovise da Ca da Mosto in Ethiopia, etc.,

which appeared for the first time in this volume, followed by the voyage of de Cintra

in 1462, of Vasco da Gama, 1497-1 500, of Cabral in I 500-1 501, of Columbus, 1492-

1498, of Alonso Negro and the Penzons, of Vespucci, third voyage, 1 501-1502, of

Cortereal, 1500-1501, etc. Its great value to us, however, consists in its containing

the voyages of Columbus and Vesputius. It has been frequently reprinted and trans-

lated, and serves to this day, in the Latin repertory of Huttich, as a trustworthy and

interesting source of information. This first edition is particularly valuable, from the

changes which were made in those which followed, and which are referred to by Mr.

Biddle, in his " Life of Cabot." Ternaux, No. 1 1, refers to an edition, Vicen-za, 1508,

so also Brunet— probably an error as to date.

This book is of

excessive rarity. Bolton Corney's copy sold for £137. It is a Latin translation of

the " Paesi nouamente," by Archangelo Madrignano, a Milanese monk. The map of

Africa is the earliest known in which that continent is represented as surrounded by

the ocean. After Columbus' letters, this is the most important contribution to the

early history of American discovery. The two leaves of Index give an analysis of the

contents together with the names of the discoverers, while the text ot the book runs

on from chapter to chapter without distinction. The narratives of Columbus, Pinzon,

and Vespucci, concerning America, begin on leaf 52 and end on 75. Quaritch's

cataloguer remarks :
" The eighth preliminary leaf ends with a metrical eulogium upon

Madrignano by guintianus Stoa. These verses close with a semicolon at the bottom

of the reverse page, so that many persons have been led to think there ought to be

some further preliminary matter in continuation of the iambics. But the semicolon is

simply intended for a mark of interrogation, set at the end of a question in which the

verses are brought to a conclusion and a climax thus :

A book of such rarity that Mr. Frederik MuUer, the eminent bookseller of Amster-

dam, remarks : "Although this book is printed in my native place, Amsterdam, 1 have
never seen nor heard of it here." It is interspersed with poems by various authors,

including one by Ben Jonson not published in his works. Its author, who appears to

have possessed a jovial, and somewhat roystering temperament, found himself ill associ-

ated with the puritanical founders of New England. There is more than a little biblio-

graphical uncertainty about this book. In the first place, the catalogue of the so-called

Mondidier collection gives the imprint. Printed b\- W. &. Stansby for Rob. Blount, 1 625,
while Peter Force's reprint gives the imprint. Printed by Charles Green, 1632; whereas
tlie book itself relates events sequent to that date (1632) ; and never having met the

book except with the Amsterdam imprint, I content myself with the remark that I

suppose that the otlier titles are erroneous, and a careful examination of the work
inclines me to coincide with Mr. Duyckinck, in his remark, " that although the book
professes to have been printed at Amsterdam, it was probably executed in London."
Peter Force has probably copied White Kennett's catalogue, and the Mondidier copy

had a ms. title, which may have been incoriectly copied. Allen remarks that Morton
"fell into great licentiousness, and became the lord of misrule;" he supplied the

Indians with arms, that they might hunt for him, and was by this means, perhaps, an
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instrument in endangering the safety of the colonists. On the occasion of giving to

Pasonagessit the name of Maremont, under his auspices, a pine-tree eighty feet in height,

with buck's horns at the top, was planted in the ground, around which the company
danced with such hilarity, as the good cheer they had not failed to provide inspired

;

much to the dissatisfaction of the stricter colonists, by whom he was for this offense sent

out of the colony as a prisoner. The following is the sentence of the Court of Massa-

chusetts, 7th of September, I 630: "It is ordered by this Court that Thomas Morton

at Mount Wollaston should presently be sett into the bilbowes & after sent prisoner unto

England by the ship called the Gift now returning thither, that all his goods shall be

seized upon to defray the charges of his transportation, payment of his debts, or to give

satisfaction to the Indians for a canoe he unjustly took away from them, and that his

house, after the goods are taken out, shall be burnt down to the ground." Morton

returned to the colonies after the publication of this book and was imprisoned in Boston

for a year, ostensibly on account of the libel it promulgated against the colonies. For

a reprint, see Force's "Tracts," 11.

The history of this patron saint is a most important part of the history of Mexico.

It has been believed that the Virf^in appeared several times to the Indian, Juan Diego,

in 1531, on the barren hill of Tepeyac, with the object of convincing him and the

Archbishop Zumarraga of the reality of her presence, and the necessity of having a

sanctuary built for her worship. She at last prevailed, by sending to the archbishop,

Juan Diego, witii his asatc full of roses, and her own image stamped on this same cloth.

The tenifles and cloister which were built are famous for tlieir immense treasure. But

the historian, Muiioz, declares in this paper that he has had access to a multitude of

letters of Zumarraga, and other documents, from which it is certain that these miracu-

lous appearances were not mentioned imtil a century or two afterwards; although the

image is referred to, but not as having any special merit. Only in 1737 wis this saint

declared [xitrona prindpal of the city of Mexico; and in I 747, of the whole of New
Spain. Munoz begins as follows, which sounds like Martin Luther: "With the death

of the Apostles and Evangelists, the canon of the Sacred Scriptures, and the deposit of

the dogmas of our holy n-ligion was closed. No subsequent deed or doctrine, since this

was not contained nor announced in the divine books, nor in the apostolic traditions,

can ever augment the number of the articles of the Christian faith— of that taith and

belief without which it is impossible to please God." The high reputation of the royal

historian, and his declaration that the miraculous origin of Guadalupe was a pious fraud,

when it was first known in Mexico, in 1818, roused a terrible storm. It first appeared

in the "Academia de la Historia."

The author was one of the most learned geographers, and the very best chart-maker,

of his age (1430-1506). But these, his real and great merits, have not satisfied certain

writers, who, moved by the prejudices of country, or a love of contradiction and para-

dox, insist that Behaim, and not Columbus, was the discoverer of America. Cellarius

and Riccioli both say that he visited the American continent and the Strait of Magel-

haens, but Stuvenius appears to have been the first to give great importance to this

statement; asserting in his treatise, " De vero Novi Orbis Inventore," that Behaim had

accurately traced on his globe preserved at Nurnberg the islands of America, and even

the Strait of Magelhaens. Prof. Tozen combated this assertion as far back as 1761,

and for a quarter of a century the theory was laid aside as untenable.

In regard to

matters connected with the Indian languages, and among them ot the Amaran, the

Chilian, the Brazilian, the Puraguyan, Californian, Quichen, and Yungan tribes, spread

at the time chiefly over South and Western America, from which the German Jesuit

Fathers had just been expelled on the suppression of their Order in 1773 by Pope Gan-

ganelli.
