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Quite a number of fully verified additions and corrections

have been made. These records extend from an early

period in the history of the village, to a short time after

the incorporation of the city of Syracuse, and embrace the

names of very many of the pioneers of this place. It is

believed that they constitute a collection of genealogical

and historical facts of considerable value.
