Communication

Genetics is the science of an organism's

heredity and characteristics. It involves the

transfer of biological information from cell

to cell, parents to offspring, and generation

to generation, from the simplest single cell

organism to the most complex human. What
better person to fit the mold of college pro-

fessor than the geneticist, one who is fasci-

nated by interactions and communication?
Dr. Steven Krawiec is the prime example of
how these two interests combine so effec-

tively.

Undergraduate Years

Dr. Krawiec shared his interest in biology

with a fascination with philosophy during

his undergraduate years at Brown Universi-

ty. Although he recognized biology as his

forte, received his BA from Brown in biolo-

gy, and chose this as his field of graduate
study, his philosophical side was never ex-

tinguished and remains evident in his char-

acter and teaching techniques.

Lehigh's mix of research and
teaching is in good balance.

Recognizing he Desired to Teach
As his graduate work toward a PHD at

Yale progressed, Krawiec realized his pro-

fessional calling — teaching. He admires

intelligent people who have the ability to

share their knowledge; he feels that this

combination leads to a ' 'great human char-

acter." According to Krawiec, teaching

professionals must "acquire a large body of
information, evaluate it critically, and be

prepared to let new information replace old.

They, therefore, have to be alert and honest,

truthful to self." He explains that this "re-

quires a practiced intellect" and "serves

you as a human being because you are using

your mind in a very active, self-conscious,

self-aware fashion. Thus, it is guaranteed

that you will develop a full human potential

— because you have to."

Sharing his Knowledge

Sharing his learning gives much satisfac-

tion to Krawiec, but he strives for even

more. He adds, "To master and share is

worthwhile, but if you can also genuinely

increase the body ofknowledge, and hand it

back in an expanded fashion, then this is a

major achievement and contribution." It

seems as if Krawiec lives by his words of
wisdom

.

In September of 1970 Krawiec began
teaching an all-male Lehigh as assistant

professor of biology. In 1976 he was pro-

moted to associate professor, and was ten-

ured to a full professor in 1982. His only

block of time off in this 12 year progression

was a sabbatical in 1978-79. He spent this as

a Senior International Fellow with the Na-
tional Institutes ofHealth at the University

of Madrid in Spain.

A Good Balance at Lehigh

Krawiec is "extremely satisfied" with his

job and thinks "Lehigh and its students are

great.
'

' Although his first love is the class-

room, he enjoys the Lehigh mix ofresearch ,

and teaching, and believes it is in "good^

balance.
'

' He feels that ' 'Lehigh allows per-

sonal and intellectual freedom . . . latitude

— you can be who you want to be, you
needn't conform." Lehigh and Steve Kra-

wiec seem to he a perfect match.

The Fall 1985 semester will begin a two-

year appointmentfor Krawiec as the Associ-

ate Dean of the Arts and Science College.

He sees this as a "period ofservice" to the

University and "an opportunity to contri-

bute to the character of the institution."

Krawiec has enjoyed Lehigh, and looks for-

ward to using his enthusiasm in his term as

Dean to make what he hopes will be "a

significant contribution.
'

' After this time, hi

will return home to the biology department.

Future Plans

1990 marks a milestone for Krawiec —
after 20 years at Lehigh he will step back,

evaluate his progress and potential, and try
\

to find the path for his next 20 years. Ht\

anticipates, however, that he will remain ir.,

the academic world. When asked to describt

himself in a few words Krawiec chost

"hopelessly academic."



Annie-Laurie Wheat
A Professor and her Sheep

"Baaa ... " This is the sound Annie-

Laurie Wheat wakes up to every morning at

6:00 am. A. Lehigh assistant professor of
theater, Wheat does more than teach

classes and direct plays. She raises sheep.

How it began

Two springs ago. Wheat saw a "lambsfor
sale" sign at a neighbor's house. She de-

cided she was ' 'tired ofmowing the lawn
'

' so

she bought one lamb. Now, she says proud-

ly, she has eight sheep named after T.S.

Eliot's "Cats." Sheep are not that affec-

tionate, she comments, but still the same,

she has become attached to herflock. She is

so attached, in fact, that although she loves

to eat lamb, she says, "Never my own!"
Preparation is needed

Wheat lives on eight acres of land in the

country, one ofwhich is not wooded. On this

section is her home and small barn which

had to be totally redone. To preparefor rais-

ing sheep, she read the book. Raising Sheep

the Modern Way. Now she gets up every

morning at six to feed the sheep and clean

the barn. "It takes time," she conceded.

"but the time is worth it."

A learning experience

"I've learned so much I've never dreamed
of about the life cycle and farm animals,"

Wheat continues. She discovered that

sheep, like humans, get colds. Consequent-

ly, she now knows how to administer shots.

She has to separate mothers and their new-
born lambs from the rest of the flock be-

cause the ewe does not always realize the

lamb is hers. "They are stupid animals,"
she admits. Another exciting fact discov-

ered is that lambs double in size two weeks
after birth.

Wheal's special interest in sheep carries

over to her office. Among colorful victorian

costumes draped on the walls are posters of
sheep and lambs of various breeds. She
points to one. the Hampshire, and says,

"This is the breed most similar to mine."
Other interests

In addition to raising the sheep. Wheat
wants to learn to spin wool. She knits but

still has yet to take spinning lessons. She has
gotten the wool by having localpeople shear
her sheep. She also has a spinning wheel
ready for use. ' 7 would like to wear a sweat-

er that I can say resultedfrom the grass and

sheep I grew and which I made," she says

hopefully.

A few Problems

Although having sheep has added joy to

her life, there have been some troublesome

occasions. Two of her sheep have died —
onefrom a hole in the bladder and the other,

a ram. got shippingfever, a type ofpneumo-
nia. Once, she remembers, one sheep got its

head stuck in the fence for a few hours.

Rams can be dangerous as Wheatfound out

when one 200 pounder butted her from be-

hind.

Not only does Wheat have sheep, but she

has a french lob-eared bunny named Mr.

Potter. He runs free, coming to her porch

every morning to eat. She often encounters,

she describes, ' 'four or so ofmy lambs play-

ing with the bunny. They literallyjump over

him. playing 'jump the bunny.' Mr. Potter

thinks he's a sheep."

An active professor

Sheep are good pets. Wheatfeels because
they can mostly take care ofthemselvesfor a

short time. This way. Wheat can leave the

flock for a weekend in the summer to enjoy

another one of her hobbies — sailing her

30-foot sailboat from Oxford, Maryland.

This active Lehigh faculty also has her own
garden to grow vegetables.

When asked if she thinks all these activi-

ties make her a better person and professor,

she answers. ' 7 think the more diversity the

better. These activities help me to be a more
interesting person and teacher. My students

are always thefirst to know when a lamb has

been born."

The Legend Lives On
Aronson, who has been at Lehigh since

1965, has become something of a legend.

His quick wit has made economics lectures

memorable to many freshmen and sopho-

mores in all three colleges.

Some of the lectures are a little offbeat,

Aronson admits. "For instance, in the age

of dogs," he says with a smile, "two dogs
ran into the middle of my lecture on supply

and demand. They jumped up on stage and
started making love.

Aronson smiles when he mentions his

three daughters who have become legends

themselves as anecdotal subjects in many of

his Eco 1 lectures.

In addition to advising in Taylor College,

Aronson is director of the Fairchild-

Martindale Center for the Study of Private

Enterprise in the business college.

The Importance of Research

Aside from all these activities, Aronson
considers research to be the most impor-

tant. "The life ofmost professors is scholar-

ly research. Students should have a better

idea ofthe academic non-class dimension of
what goes on at universities such as this."

"Professors don't tnagically learn their

subjects," he says. "They are constantly

doing research."

Aronson' s research has recently resulted

in his writing a textbook entitled "Public

Finance" , which will be released in Novem-
ber. "It's a basic textbook that deals with

explaining expenditures ofgovernment and
the tax system.

With all of these interests, Aronson
admits that it is a trick to organize his time.

"Basically, I'm a well-organized person.

That's what my wife hates most about me,"
he jokes.

"Seriously," he adds, "I'm happy. I like

what I'm doing."

Mira Baron comes to Lehigh via Israel.

She completed her undergraduate work at

the Hebrew University ofJerusalem, major-

ing in Statistics and Economics.

Past Experience

In between her Masters and Phd degrees

Among them included a Cost

Benefit analysis ofwhere to locate a cement
quarry. This presented a sticky problem for
her team, because the most inexpensive

location was a nature reserve. So, with this

in mind, she developed several alternatives

outlining cost, geological feasibility and
transportation needs. The final outcome
was to maintain the park as a nature re-

serve. Professor Baron points out that her

work was not decision oriented, but only to

statistically acquire thefacts andfiguresfor
others to work from in their decisions.

Teaching at Lehigh

At Lehigh, Mira Baron teaches both sta-

tistics and a graduate course.

A Career Begins

Dr. Phillip's research career began in the

summer ofher high schooljunior year when

she was sponsored by the National Science

Foundation to do research at the Albert Ein-

stein Cancer Research Center in Phi-

ladelphia. She took advantage ofthis oppor-

tunity to evaluate scienctific research as a

career choice, and decided that straight sci-

ence was "not her bag" — there was not

enough mathematical involvement. Her in-

terest shifted to the field of chemical en-

gineering, in which she obtained her BS de-

greefrom Villanova University in 1973. Phil-

lips accepted a full-time chemical engineer-

ing position with Air Products upon her

as an assistant professor. She completed

her doctoral thesis while at Lehigh, and re-

ceived her PhD degree from Penn in May
1982. April 1985 marked an additional mile-

stone for Phillips as she was tenured to

associate professor.

Later Education

After two assignments at Air Products.

Phillipsfound her interests fall in the area of
research and development and realized that

further education would he necessary to

advance as she wished. At the same time she

met Dr. Arthur Humphrey, a consultant for
Air Products and the Dean ofEngineering at

the University of Pennsylvania. In Septem-
ber 1975, Phillips began full-time graduate
study at Penn under Humphrey. She re-

ceived her MS in chemical engineering in

December 1976, and completed her doctoral
research by the summer of 1980.

In August 1980 Phillips returned to Lehigh
tojoin the chemical engineering department

A Position at Letiigh

Although Phillips did not anticipate her

careerfollowing this path, she is very satis-

fied and pleased with her position. She partic-

ularly enjoys that "teaching on this level

provides the opportunity to work with other

people and to learn all the things that there

are to learn— through colleagues, graduate

students, and undergraduate students."

She is sometimes frustrated by the lack of

undergraduate contact with the chemical

engineeringfaculty, as shefeels both parties

reap benefits from this interaction.

Super Mart will be a Super Library
by Deb Pierce

On May 2, J 983 the ground was broken—
a 4 million dollar anonymous donation per-

mitted initiation of the construction of the

infamous "Super Mart." The anonymous
contributors have since been recognized as

the Martindales, for whom the building is

dedicated and named: The E. W. Fairchild-

Martindale Library and Computing Center.

According to Martindale, he gave the sum in

order to ' 'speed up development ofthe facil-

ity" and to "give a shot in the arm to the

construction industry in the Lehigh Valley.

"Super Mart" consumes 80.000 square

feet ofLehigh's lower campus. The comput-

ing center, which houses appro.ximately 50

DEC andCYBER terminals, a micro-

processor lab, and various offices, occupies

20,000 of these square feet, while the other

60,000 are dedicated to library functions.

The Design

Sharon Siegler, the assistant director for

science and engineering, explains, "Super

Mart was designed and built based on the

ideal that knowledge keeps expanding, but

the form it is presented in will shrink.
'

' Phy-

sically, the library's resources will become
more compact as the influence ofcomputers

continues to grow.

The building has been designed to

accommodate computers in every foresee-

able use. The first obvious application will

be the computerization of the card cata-

logue from any terminal, anywhere on cam-

pus, 24 hours a day. Thus, the panic of the

student who, at 7:45 am cannot recall the

author to cite in the bibliography of his re-

search paper due at 8:00 am, shall become
extinct, as well as the hike down the hill to

only find that the book you need has been

checked out. Looking at the long run, it is

estimated that in approximately 10-15 years

most of the data bases, such as the Hand-
book of Chemistry and Physics, and jour-

nals, which now occupy more than 20% of

the library space, will be on-line and termin-

al-accessible. Overall, the rate of library

growth physically shall be cut in half.

Computer Terminal space available

Computer terminals may be hooked up in

most areas of the library. All of the new
carols are electricallv and mechanical-

ly designed to comfortably accommodate
terminals, as are the counters and tables.

The so-called "thousand dollar paper-

cutter table" in the lobby along side of the

elevator will actually hold 17 terminals

which will directly access the card cata-

logue. In addition, terminals and telephones

will be installed on the upper floors by the

copy machines so that one may access the

"lobby resources
'

' without having to ' 'troop

all the way down the stairs." The stack

areas are also adaptable, allowing the in-

stallation ofequipmentjust about anywhere

as people's needs are understood.

Computer to replace librarians?

One may wonder if eventually people will

not have to go to the library to use its re-

sources, that the huge building will not be

needed, and the knowledge of librarians

may be found on computer discs. Siegler

feels that this will never be the case. Howev-
er, she does foresee a possible shift in the

manner of usage — "people will still go to

the library and need librarians, but they will

spend their time in the library thinking (rather

than simply gathering information}"

.



Super-Mart not complete

The entire library expansion shall be com-

pleted by the beginning of the Fall 1985 se-

mester. At that time. Mart will accommo-

date 700 students, twice that ofOld Mart, as

well as all ofthe science, engineering, social

science, and business literature. In this high

tech era it is necessaryfor people of various

disciplines to be able to effectively interact

— engineers with accountants, scientists

with psychologists — and. Siegler explains.

this is the basis behind the distribution of

literature within the Lehigh system.

Linderman. which will contain strictlx the

humanities collection, will give up halfof its

500.000 volumes to Mart, creating more

space and a more confortable andfunction-
al library. It is projected that Linderman will

become more active for initial undergradu-

ate learning, white Mart will cater to more
advanced undergraduate, graduate, and
professional research. Today. Linderman

caters to 60'y'c of the library users, leaving

the lonely 40^c at Mart. Come next fall, it is

estimated that SO'/c ofthe people on campus
will be using Mart, while Linderman quiets

down to just 209c.

Dedication

The new facility was dedicated on Found-
ers Day and. Siegler emphasizes, is owed
completely to the students. In 1976 the

Forum complained that Mart was over-

crowded and that the students needed more
library space, and the University adminis-

tration responded. Thus, we have been bles-

sed with this immense, modern structure in

which to spend our long hours of learning.

One student was overheard saying, "With
the size of this place, why do we need
Linderman?" To this Siegler replied. "But.

A bolder, bigger front page banner
announced the 1984-85 Brown and White.

This indicated a new look in layouts and
some other reasonable , not radical,

changes to an old, conservative newspaper.

Campus conservatives did not care much
for the new Brown and White— its look or its

style, which was clearly anti-everything.

Critics called it sensationalistic, irresponsi-

ble and unprofessional!

— Senior class officers screamed at the

stance against the gift campaign and dis-

approved of the endorsement of candidates
in class elections.

— SAC also disapproved of the SAMMY
connection coverage.

— SAMMY complained all year of unfair

news play, and several times tried to influ-

ence the paper through the business staff,

which also received some bad news by the

end of the semester.

— IFC paranoia raged every time Greek
letters appeared on the front page.
— Administrators sweated the disclosure

of their salaries.

— Faculty fumed over the Discipline

Committee coverage concerning the case

officer role.

— The gays cried sensationalism during

the reporting of the formation of their

counseling group and the investigation of
gay issues.

— A controversial Clown and Gripe
caused all conservatives to cringe.

— Brown and White advisers Robert Sulli-

van, Journalism Chairman, and Professor

Walter Trimble, also endured the unwanted
abuse, personal letters and irate phone calls

from disgruntled students, faculty, adminis-

trators, and even trustees.

The 1984-85 Brown and White editors

offer a quote form Walter Lippmann in de-

fense: "Responsiblejournalism is responsi-

ble in the last analysis to the editor's own
conviction of what, whether interesting or

only important, is in the public interest."

Andsome ofthe interesting and important
stories in the public interest this year in-

cluded a new social policy, a discipline pre-

cedent that banned alcoholfrom Pi lambda
Phi, the formation of a gay counseling

group, the first-time offering of no-need

scholarships, the basketball team gaining

Lehigh's first-ever NCAA tournament hid,

and Delta Dig Fraternity's dissolution for

three years for hazing.

Another big story this year was the pa-

per's transition from pencils and paper to

computers and typesetting, as students be-

came 'pioneers' with Peerless Printers on

Polk Street succumbing to technology. Ber-

nie's bitching, the Rev's rantings and Tom-
my's tantrums will be sorely missed as stu-

dents will endure the aggravating paste-up

process themselves next year. Self-

sufficient student production will add e.xtra

hours to an already over-extended work

load.

Few readers realize the time spent on the

paper, as the editorial staffers spend be-

tween 15 and30 hours a week, with the edito-

rial board clocking 30 to 40 hours per week,

and the editor pulling two all-nighters in a 60

hour week. Grades, sleep and socializing

suffers as well as the paper when things

come down to the wire. However those who
work on the paper, balancing academic and

newspaper deadlines, find the same satisfic-

tion that Lee lacocca discovered: "In addi-

tion to my studies, I got involved in lots of

extra-curricular activities, by far the most

interesting was the time I spent on the

school paper. The Brown and White."

Lehigh students are taking a large step

toward their own destiny. Indeed they have

been delegated the authority to design and

implement new rules and standards regard-

ing social policy on campus.

by the Board of Trustees. Try to picture

Lehigh without fraternities or sororities.

Even though it may appear ludicrous and
downright absurd to even contemplate

Lehigh's campus going dry, it is a reality at

many other schools. In the wake of this, it

seems a bit odd that our Board of Trustees

should do the unthinkable: loosen the reigns

on social regulation.

The New Social Policy

// might help to understand what exactly

the students have done with this new power.

To begin, the revised social policy has give

standards and three goals. For instance,

parties must be ofa reasonable size, the host

is responsible for the safety and behavior of
all guests, etc.

It must be understood, too, that none of
the standards or goals is written in stone. As
changes occur on campus, changes, as war-

ranted, will occur in the social policy.

This situation may sound ideal, but it is

not, by any means, a permanent resolution.

The Boards of Trustees still maintain the

power to rescind the authority given to the

students.

A Few Problems

At present, with the exception of a few

mishaps, the new social policy is working

quite well. Actually, the few "mishaps"

were in reality failures of the social policy

(i.e. several pledges ending up in the hospi-

tal after being allowed to return home
drunk), but were quickly reconciled with

proper punishment instituted.

Fraternities abolished at Amherst College by the Board of Trustees.

Lehigh students shouldfeel proud that in

the wake ofother universities cracking down
on social regulations the Board of Trustees

felt them to be responsible and mature

enough to go against the tide.

So, this is not a time to sit back and relax,

but a time to be aware and alert ofourfellow

students so a few do not spoil it for the

whole.

How long will these regulations be con-

trolled by Lehigh students? Hopefully for-

ever, since it is these rules and standards that

have a direct impact on the students lives.

In addi-

tion, that year he was named to the First

Team All-Philadelphia and Second Team
Pennyslvania by the Mid-Atlantic Sports

Service.

Choosing the right school

As high school graduation neared, Dar-
ren narrowed down his choice ofcolleges to

Lehigh and rival Lafayette. He remarks,

"The deciding factor was that Coach Snyd-
er stressed academics and the Lafayette
coach didn't." Thus, he and his family de-

cided that Lehigh would be the better

choice.

Adjusting to Lehigh's team
Adjustment to college basketball at

Lehigh was not that easy for Darren. Used
to playing before 1 ,000fans, he was natural-

ly disappointed that Lehigh games drew
only 100 in the early season. Moreover, he
entered a program that was in the rebuilding

stages from a championship team.

Once the season got underway, however,
Darrenfelt right at home.

Hofstra in the semi-finals only to meet up
against Bucknell, the tournament number
one seeded team. Even though they had lost

twice to them during regular season, Lehigh

was to pull out a 76-74 overtime victory to

clinch the ECC Championship.

This win signified Lehigh's first trip to the

NCAA tournament. With their poor record,

however, they drew nationally ranked #7
Georgetown as their first round game.

Ewing was a dream come true for Darren.

He noted,

and see Lehigh's name."
"The media was more intimidating than

actually playing against Georgetown,"
Darren commented. He was assigned Pat-

rick Ewing and noted his domination almost
immediately.

Georgetown quickly took the lead, but in

the end Lehigh only lost by a score of68-43,

beating the 30 point spread. In the Second
half, however, Lehigh did manage to out-

score Georgetown 32-29 with all their first

string players in the game.

Our Year in Review

Fall — 1984

Marking the start of a new Lehigh year,

the Delta Tan Delta fraternity returned to

campus after a three year suspension. Plans

for it's re-colonization began early in thefall

and possible pledges were being sought.

Later that month, Lehigh went against

top seeded Georgetown in the NCS.AA
tournament. Although bowing to the Hoyas
68-43, the school was able to gain regogni-

tion and respect by outplaying Georgetown
in the first half of the game.

Spring — 1985

Hopping over to student government.

Forum eliminated the all-night study

Lounge in Neville Auditorium due to van-

dalism. Many late night studiers bemoaned
the decision and went in search of other

possible hide outs.

Beer drinking in the classrooms and sun-

rise cocktails heralded in another Greek

Week at Lehigh. More aspersions were cast

on the Greek community, however, as Pi

Lambda Phi's Greek Week banner was con-

sidered offensive and racist.

Early in May. Delta Sigma Phi fraternity

was found guilty of hazing charges. IFC

recommended the dissolution of the frater-

nity and the decision was made to ban them

from the Hill for three years.

In women's sports, Lehigh's women's

tennis team finished the year at 19-2, to cap-

ture the ECC championship. In the mean-

time, Lehigh University's women's lacrosse

team captured its first ECC championship

by defeating Delaware 21-7. They finished

the season with a 13-3 record and ranked 7lh

in the nation.

Robert Cohen, Associate Dean ofStudents,

announced he will resign effective July I.

1986. Registrar James Wagner announced

that he will take early retirement after 36

years of service to the University. Provost

Arthur Humphrey announced his resigna-

tion: however, he will stay on as a full Pro-

fessor of Engineering.

Finally, in June, best selling novelist.

John Irving, delivered the 1 1 7th commence-

ment address to graduating seniors. Among
his works include Setting Free the Bear and

The World According to Garp.
