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PREFACE.

This Harmony has been drawn up after careful

examination of the latest works of the same kind. It

would be impossible to give here the reasons for

adopting any particular order in disputed cases. Those

reasons often arise from internal rather than external

evidences. It will perhaps be sufficient to say that

a study of the usual authorities and the more or

less known works of Tischendorf, Witseler, Zumpt,

Weizsacker, Holtzmann, and Keim—bearing some di-

rectly, some indirectly upon these cases—have secured

for each debated point the fullest consideration.

The text is taken from the Oxford Edition of the

Authorized Version. The quotations from the Old Testa-

ment are printed in spaced type. The texts in brackets

at the end of paragraphs (for example, in the Sermon

on the Mount) are printed in full in their proper place.

2B And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God unto a city of

Galilee, named Nazareth, 27 to a virgin espoused to a man whose name was Joseph,
of the house of David ; and the virgin's name was Mary. 28 And the angel came in

unto her, and said, Hail, thou that art highly favoured, the Lord is with thee : blessed

art thou among women. 29 And when she saw him, she was troubled at his saying,

and cast in her mind what manner of salutation this should be. 30 And the angel
said unto her, Fear not, Mary : for thou hast found favour with God. 31 And,
behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his

name JESUS. 32 He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest

:

and the Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his father David :

34 Then said Mary unto the angel, How shall this be, seeing I know not a man ?

38 And Mary said, Behold the handmaid of the Lord ; be it unto me according to thy
word. And the angel departed from her.

5. The Prophecies of Elisabeth and Mary.

St. Luke i. 39—56.

39 And Mary arose in those days, and went into the hill country with haste,

into a city of Juda ;
40 and entered into the house of Zacharias, and saluted Elisabeth.

41 And it came to pass, that, when Elisabeth heard the salutation of Mary, the babe
leaped in her womb ; and Elisabeth was filled with the Holy Ghost :

henceforth all generations shall call me blessed.
49 For he that is mighty hath done to me great things ; and holy is his name.
50 And his mercy is on them that fear him from generation to generation.
51 He hath shewed strength with his ann ; he hath scattered the proud in the

imagination of their hearts.
52 He hath put down the mighty from their seats, and exalted them of low degree.

Fifth year before the common dale called A.D. 1.

St. Luke i. 57—66.

57 Now Elisabeth's full time came that she should be delivered ; and she brought
forth a son. 58 And her neighbours and her cousins heard how the Lord had shewed
great mercy upon her; and they rejoiced with her. 59 And it came to pass, that on
the eighth day they came to circumcise the child ; and they called him Zacharias,
after the name of his father. 60 And his mother answered and said, Not so; but he
shall be called John. 61 And they said unto her, There is none of thy kindred that
is called by this name. 62 And they made signs to his father, how he would have
him called. 63 And he asked for a writing table, and wrote, saying, His name is John.
And they marvelled all. 64 And his mouth was opened immediately, and his tongue
loosed, and he spake, and praised God. 65 And fear came on all that dwelt round
about them : and all these sayings were noised abroad throughout all the hill country
of Judasa. 66 And all they that heard them laid them up in their hearts, saying, What
manner of child shall this be !

67 And his father Zacharias was filled with the Holy Ghost, and prophesied,

70 as he spake by the mouth of his holy prophets, which have been since the world
began

:

71 that we should be saved from our enemies, and from the hand of all that hate us

73 to perform the mercy promised to our fathers, and to remember his holy co-
venant

;

73 the oath which he sware to our father Abraham,
74 that he would grant unto us, that we being delivered out of the hand of our

enemies might serve him without fear,
75 in holiness and righteousness before him, all the days of our life.
76 And thou, child, shalt be called the prophet of the Highest : for thou shalt go

before the face of the Lord to prepare his ways

visited us,
79 to give light to them that sit in darkness and in the shadow of death, to guide

our feet into the way of peace.
80 And the child grew, and waxed strong in spirit, and was in the deserts till the

day of his shewing unto Israel.

8. The Birth of Jesus Christ.

00 St. Matt. i. 18-25.

(a) 18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ was on this wise : When as his mother Mary
was espoused to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child of the
Holy Ghost. ]9 Then Joseph her husband, being a just man, and not willing to make
her a publick example, was minded to put her away privily. -" But while he thought

on these tilings, behold, the angel of the Lord appeared unto him in a dream, say-
ing, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take unto thee Mary thy wife : for that
which is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost.

and thou shalt call his name JESUS : for he shall save his people from their sins.
22 Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by
the prophet, saying, 23 Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring
forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being inter-

preted is, God with us. 24 Then Joseph being raised from sleep did as the angel of

the Lord had bidden him, and took unto him his wife :
25 and knew her not till she

had brought forth her first-born son : and he called his name JESUS.

Fourth year before the common date called A. D. 1.

{b) St. Luke 11. 1—7.

(b) And it came to pass in those clays, that there went out a decree from Cajsar

Augustus, that all the world should be taxed. 2 (A nd this taxing was first made
when Cyrenius was governor of Syria.) 3 And all went to be taxed, every one into

his own city. 4 And Joseph also went up from Galilee, out of the city of Nazareth,

into Judrea, unto the city of David, which is called Bethlehem
;

(because he was of

the house and lineage of David:) 5 to be taxed with Mary his espoused wife, being

great with child. 6 And so it was, that, while they were there, the days were ac-

complished that she should be delivered. 7 And she brought forth her firstborn son,

and wrapped him in swaddling clothes, and laid him in a manger ; because there

was no room for them in the inn.

8 And there were in the same country shepherds abiding in the field, keeping
watch over their flock by night. 9 And, lo, the angel of the Lord came upon them,
and the glory of the Lord shone round about them : and they were sore afraid. 10 And
the angel said unto them, Fear not : for, behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy,

which shall be to -all people. '
' For unto you is born this day in the city of David

a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord. 12 And this shall be a sign unto you ; Ye shall

find the babe wrapped in swaddling clothes, lying in a manger. 13 And suddenly there

was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host praising God, and saying, 14 Glory
to God in the highest, and on earth peace, good will toward men.

15 And it came to pass, as the angels were gone away from them into heaven,
the shepherds said one to another, Let us now go even unto Bethlehem, and see this

thing which is come to pass, which the Lord hath made known unto us. 16And they
came with haste, and found Mary, and Joseph, and the babe, lying in a manger. 17 And
when they had seen it, they made known abroad the saying which was told them
concerning this child. l8 And all they that heard it wondered at those things which
were told them by the shepherds. lu But Mary kept all these things, and pondered
them in her heart. 2"And the shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God for all

the things that they had heard and seen, as it was told unto them.
21 And when eight days were accomplished for the circumcising of the child, his

name was called JESUS, which was so named of the angel before he was conceived

in the womb.

10. The Presentation in the Temple.
Fourth to the third year before the common date called A.D. 1.

St. Luke ii. 22—38.

22 And when the days of her purification according to the law of Moses were
accomplished, they brought him to Jerusalem, to present him to the Lord ;

23 (as it

is written in the law of the Lord, Every male that openeth the womb shall
be called holy to the Lord;) 24 and to offer a sacrifice according to that which
is said in the law of the Lord, A pair of turtledoves, or two young pigeons.

25 And, behold, there was a man in Jerusalem, whose name was Simeon ; and the

same man was just and devout, waiting for the consolation of Israel : and the Holy
Ghost was upon him. 26 And it was revealed unto him by the Holy Ghost, that he
should not see death, before he had seen the Lord's Christ. 27 And he came by the Spirit

into the temple : and when the parents brought in the child Jesus, to do for him after

the custom of the law, 28 then took he him up in his arms, and blessed God, and said,

29 Lord, now lettest thou thy servant depart in peace, according to thy word

:

30 for mine eyes have seen thy salvation,
31 which thou hast prepared before the face of all people

;

32 a light to lighten the Gentiles, and the glory of thy people Israel.

33 And Joseph and his mother marvelled at those things whicli were spoken of

him. 34 And Simeon blessed them, and said unto Mary his mother, Behold, this child

is set for the fall and rising again of many in Israel ; and for a sign which shall be
spoken against ;

35 (yea, a sword shall pierce through thy own soul also,) that the
thoughts of many hearts may be revealed.

36 And there was one Anna, a prophetess, the daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe

of Aser : she was of a great age, and had lived with an husband seven years from
her virginity ;

37 and she was a widow of about fourscore and four years, which de-

parted not from the temple, but served God with fastiugs and prayers night and day.
38 And she coming in that instant gave thanks likewise unto the Lord, and spake of

him to all them that looked for redemption in Jerusalem.

11. The Visit of the Wise Men from the East.

St. Matt. ii. 1—12.'

Now when Jesus was bom in Bethlehem of Judfea in the clays of Herod the
king, behold, there came wise men from the east to Jerusalem, 2 saying, Where is he
that is born King of the Jews ? for we have seen his star in the east, and are come
to worship him. 3 When Herod the king had heard these things, he was troubled,
and all Jerusalem with him. 4 And when he had gathered all the chief priests and
scribes of the people together, he demanded of them where Christ should be born.
5 And they said unto him, In Bethlehem of Judnea : for thus it is written by the
prophet, 6And thou Bethlehem, in the land of Juda, art not the least
among the princes of Juda: for out of thee shall come a Governor,
that shall rule my people Israel. 7 Then Herod, when he had privily called

the wise men, enquired of them diligently what time the star appeared. 8 And he
sent them to Bethlehem, anil said, Go and search diligently for the young child

;

ami when ye have found him, bring me word again, that I may come and worship
him also. 'When they had heard the kins, they departed; and, lo, the star, which
they saw in the east, went before them, till it came and stood over where the young
child was. lu When they saw the star, they rejoiced with exceeding great joy. ''And
when they were come into the house, they saw the young child with Mary his mother,
and fell down, and worshipped him : and when they had opened their treasures, they
presented unto him gifts; gold, and frankincense, and myrrh. 12 And being warned
of God in a dream that they should not return to Herod, they departed into their
own country another way.

12. The Flight into Egypt.—The Murder of the Innocents.

Third year he/ore the common date called A.D. 1.

St. Matt. 11. 13—18.

13 And when they were departed, behold, the angel of the Lord appeareth to Joseph
in a dream, saying, Arise, and take the young child and his mother, and liee into Egypt,
and be thou there until I bring thee word : for Herod will seek the young child to

destroy him. 14 When lie arose, he took the young child and his mother by night,

and departed into Egypt :

15 and was there until the death of Herod : that it might
be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, Out of Egypt
have I called my son.

16 Then Herod, when he saw that he was mocked of the wise men, was exceeding
wroth, and sent forth, and slew all the children that were in Bethlehem, and in all

the coasts thereof, from two years old and under, according to the time which he had
diligently enquired of the wise men. 17 Then was fulfilled that which was spoken by
Jeremy the prophet, saying, 18 In Rama was there a voice heard, lamenta-
tion, and weeping, and great mourning, Rachel weeping for her chil-
dren, and would not be comforted, because they are not.

13. The Return to Nazareth.

St. Matt. ii. 19—23. St. Luke ii. 39, 40.

19 But when Herod was dead, behold, an angel of' the Lord appear-
eth in a dream to Joseph in Egypt, 2" saying, Arise, aud take the young
child and his mother, and go into the land of Israel : for they are
dead which sought the young child's life. 21 And he arose, and took
the young child and his mother, and came into the land of Israel.

--But when he heard that Archelaus did reign in Judaia in the room
of his father Herod, he was afraid to go
thither: notwithstanding, being warned 3<j Ani> when they had performed all

of God in a dream, he turned aside into things according to the law of the Lend,
the parts of Galilee :

23 and he came and they returned into Galilee, to their own
dwelt in a city called Nazareth : that it city Nazareth.

-"But
they, supposing him to have been in the company, went a day's journey ; and they
sought him among their kinsfolk and acquaintance. 45 And when they found him
not, they turned back again to Jerusalem, seeking him. 46 And it came to pass, that
after three days they found him in the temple, sitting in the midst of the doctors,
both hearing them, and asking them questions. 47 And all that heard him were

18. The Answer of John the Baptist to the Priests and
Levites sent from Jerusalem.

St. Juhn i. 15—28.

18 John bare witness of him, and cried, saying, This was he of whom I spake, He
that cometh after me is preferred before me : for he was before me. 16 And of his

fulness have all we received, and grace for grace. 17 For the law was given by Moses,
but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ. ]8 No man hath seen God at any time

;

the only begotten Son, which is in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him.
19 And this is the record of John, when the Jews sent priests and Levites from

Jerusalem to ask him, Who art thou ?
20 And he confessed, and denied not ; but con-

fessed, I am not the Christ. 21 And they asked him, What then ? Art thou Elias ?

And he saith, I am not. Art thou that prophet ? And he answered, No. 22 Then
said they unto him, Who art thou? that we may give an answer to them that sent

us. What sayest thou of thyself? 23 He said, I am the voice of one crying
in the wilderness, Make straight the way of the Lord, as said the prophet
Esaias. 24 And they which were sent were of the Pharisees. 25 And they asked
him, and said unto him, Why baptizest thou then, if thou be not that Christ, nor
Elias, neither that prophet ?

26 John answered them, saying, I baptize with water :

but there standeth one among you, whom ye know not; 27 he it is, who coming
after me is preferred before me, whose shoe's latchet I am not worthy to unloose.
28 These things were done in Bethabara beyond Jordan, where John was baptizing.

19. His Testimony to Jesus.

St. John i. 29—34.

29 The next day John seeth Jesus coming unto him, and saith, Behold the Lamb
of God, which taketh away the sin of the world. 30 This is he of whom I said, After
me cometh a man which is preferred before me: for he was before me. 31 And I

knew him not: but that he should be made manifest to Israel, therefore am I come
baptizing witli water. 32 And John bare record, saying, I saw the Spirit descending
from heaven like a dove, and it abode upon him. 33 And I knew him not : but he
that sent me to baptize with water, the same said unto me, Upon whom thou shalt

see the Spirit descending, and remaining on him, the same is lie which baptizeth with
the Holy Ghost. 34 And I saw, and bare record that this is the Son of God.

20. The Calling of Andrew and Simon Peter.

St. John i. 35—42.

35 Again the next day after John stood, and two of his disciples; 36 and looking
upon Jesus as he walked, he saith, Behold the Lamb of God !

37 And the two dis-

ciples heard him speak, and they followed Jesus. 38 Then Jesus turned, and saw
them following, and saith unto them, What seek ye ? They said unto him, Rabbi,
(which is to say, being interpreted, Master,) where dwellest thou ? 39 He saith unto
them, Come and see. They came and saw where he dwelt, and abode with him that
day: for it was about the tenth hour. 40 0ne of the two which heard John speak,
ami followed him, was Andrew, Simon Peter's brother. 41 He first findeth his own
brother Simon, and saith unto him, We have found the Messias, which is, being in-

terpreted, the Christ. -^And he brought him to Jesus. And when Jesus beheld him,
he said, Thou art Simon the son of Jona : thou shalt be called Cephas, which is by
interpretation, A stone.

21. The Calling of Philip and Nathanael.

St. John i. 43—51.

43 The day following Jesus would go forth into Galilee, and findeth Philip, and

saith unto him, follow me. ** Now Philip was of Bethsaida, the city of Andrew and

Peter. 45 Philip findeth Nathanael, and saith unto him, We have found him, of whom
Moses in the law, and the prophets, did write, Jesus of Nazareth, the son of Joseph.
46 And Nathanael said unto him, Can there any good thing come out of Nazareth?

Philip saith unto him, Come and see. 47 Jesus saw Nathanael coming to him, and

saith of him, Behold an Israelite indeed, in whom is no guile !
^ Nathanael saith

unto him, Whence knowest thou me ? Jesus answered and said unto him, Before that

Philip called thee, when thou wast under the fig tree, I saw thee. 49 Nathanael

answered and saith unto him, Rabbi, thou art the Son of God ; thou art the King

of Israel. 50 Jesus answered and said unto him, Because I said unto thee, I saw thee

under the fig tree, believest thou? thou shalt see greater things than these. 51 And
he saith unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Hereafter ye shall see heaven open,

and the angels of God ascending and descending upon the Son of man.

22. The Marriage Feast at Cana in Galilee.

St. John ii. 1—12.

And the third day there was a marriage in Cana of Galilee ; and the mother of

Jesus was there :
2 and both Jesus was called, and his disciples, to the marriage.

3 And when they wanted wine, the mother of Jesus saith unto him, They have no
wine. 4 Jesus saith unto her, Woman, what have I to do with thee? mine hour is

not yet come. 5 His mother saith unto the servants, Whatsoever he saith unto you,

do it. 6 And there were set there six waterpots of stone, after the manner of the

purifying of the Jews, containing two or three firkins apiece. 7 Jesus saith unto them,

Fill the waterpots with water. And they filled them up to the brim. 8 And he saith

unto them, Draw out now, and bear unto the governor of the feast. And they bare

it. 9 When the ruler of the feast had tasted the water that was made wine, and
knew not whence it was : (but the servants which drew the water knew ;) the governor

of the feast called the bridegroom, 10 and saith unto him, Every man at the begin-

ning doth set forth good wine ; and when men have well drunk, then that which
is worse : but thou hast kept the good wine until now. ]1 This beginning of miracles

did Jesus in Cana of Galilee, and manifested forth his glory ; and his disciples

believed on him.
12 After this he went down to Capernaum, he, and his mother, and his brethren,

and his disciples : and they continued there not many days.

23. Christ purgeth the Temple.

St. John ii. 13—25.

13 And the Jews' passover was at hand, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem, 14 and

found in the temple those that sold oxen and sheep and doves, and the changers of

money sitting :
15 and when he had made a scourge of small cords, he drove them

all out of the temple, and the sheep, and the oxen ; and poured out the changers'

money, and overthrew the tables; 16 and said unto them that sold doves, Take these

things hence; make not my Father's house an house of merchandise. 17 And his

disciples remembered that it was written, The zeal of thine house hath eaten
me up. 18 Then answered the Jews and said unto him, What sign shewest thou unto
us, seeing that thou doest these things ?

19 Jesus answered and said unto them, Destroy
this temple, and in three days I will raise it up. 20 Then said the Jews, Forty and
six years was this temple in building, and wilt thou rear it up in three days ?

21 But
he spake of the temple of his body. a When therefore he was risen from the dead,

his disciples remembered that he had said this unto them ; and they believed the

scripture, and the word which Jesus had said.

23 Now when he was in Jerusalem at the passover, in the feast day, many believed

in his name, when they saw the miracles which he did. 24 But Jesus did not commit
himself unto them, because he knew all men, 25 and needed not that any shoidd tes-

tify of man : for he knew what was in man.

24. Jesus Teacheth Nicodemus.

St. John hi. 1—22.

There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews

:

2 the same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou
art a teacher come from God : for no man can do these miracles that thou doest,

except God be with him. 3 Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say
unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. 4 Nico-
demus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the
second time into his mother's womb, and be born ?

5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily,

I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter

into the kingdom of God. 6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh ; and that which
is born of the Spirit is spirit. 7 Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born
again. 8 The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but
canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth : so is every one that is born
of the Spirit. 9 Nicodemus answered and said unto him, How can these things be ?

10 Jesus answered and said unto him, Art thou a master of Israel, and knowest not
these tilings ?

n Verily, verily, I say unto thee. We speak that we do know, and
testify that we have seen ; and ye receive not our witness. 12 If I have told you
earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall ye believe, if I tell you of heavenly
things? 13 And no man hath ascended up to heaven, but he that came down from
heaven, even the Son of man which is in heaven. 14 And as Moses lifted up the ser-

pent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up: 15 that whosoever
believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life. 16 For God so loved the
world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should
not perish, but have everlasting life. 17 For God sent not his Son into the world to

condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved. ,8 He that
believeth on him is not condemned : but he that believeth not is condemned already,

because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God. 19 And
this is the condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness
rather than light, because their deeds were evil. 20 For every one that doeth evil

hateth the light, neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved. 21 But
he that doeth truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, that
they are wrought in God.

22 After these things came Jesus and his disciples into the land of Judasa ; and there

he tarried with them, and baptized.

25. The Baptism, Witness, and Doctrine of John concerning

Christ.

St. John hi. 23—36.

23 And John also was baptizing in ^Enon near to Salim, because there was much
water there : and they came, and were baptized. u For John was not yet cast into

prison.
25 Then there arose a question between some of John's disciples and the Jews about

purifying. 26 And they came unto John, and said unto him, Rabbi, he that was with

thee beyond Jordan, to whom thou barest witness, behold, the same baptizeth, and

all men come to him. 27 John answered and said, A man can receive nothing, except

it be given him from heaven. 28 Ye yourselves bear me witness, that I said, I am
not the Christ, but that I am sent before him. 29 He that hath the bride is the bride-

groom : but the friend of the bridegroom, which standeth and heareth him, rejoiceth

greatly because of the bridegroom's voice : this my joy therefore is fulfilled. 30 He
must increase, but I must decrease. 31 He that cometh from above is above all : he

that is of the earth is earthly, and speaketh of the earth : he that cometh from heaven

is above all. 32 And what lie hath seen and heard, that he testifieth ;
and no man

receiveth his testimony. 33 He that hath received his testimony hath set to his seal

that God is true. M For he whom God hath sent speaketh the words of God :
for

God giveth not the Spirit by measure unto him. 3S The Father loveth the Son, and

hath given all things into his hand. 36 He that believeth on the Son hath everlasting

life : "and he that believeth not the Son shall not see life ; but the wrath of God
abideth on him.

26. Christ talketh with a Woman of Samaria.

St. John iv. 1—42.

When therefore the Lord knew how the Pharisees had heard that Jesus made
and baptized more disciples than John, 2 (though Jesus himself baptized not, but his

disciples,) 3 he left Judaja, and departed again into Galilee. 4 And he must needs go

through Samaria. 5 Then cometh he to a city of Samaria, which is called Sychar, near

to the parcel of ground that Jacob gave to his son Joseph. 6 Now Jacob's well was

there. Jesus therefore, being wearied with his journey, sat thus on the well : and
it was about the sixth hour.

7 There cometh a woman of Samaria to draw water : Jesus saith unto her, Give

me to drink. 8 (For his disciples were gone away unto the city to buy meat.) 9 Then
saith the woman of Samaria unto him, How is it that thou, being a Jew, askest drink

of me, which am a woman of Samaria ? for the Jews have no dealings with the Sama-

ritans. 10 Jesus answered and said unto her, If thou knewest the gift of God, and

who it is that saith to thee, Give me to drink ; thou wouldest have asked of him,

and he would have given thee living water. n The woman saith unto him, Sir, thou

hast nothing to draw with, and the well is deep : from whence then hast thou that

living water ? 12 Art thou greater than our father Jacob, which gave us the well, and

drank thereof himself, and his children, and his cattle? "Jesus answered and said

unto her, Whosoever drinketh of this water shall thirst again :

14 but whosoever

drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst ; but the water that

I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life.

16 The woman saith unto him, Sir, give me this water, that I thirst not, neither come

hither to draw. 16 Jesus saith unto her, Go, call thy husband, and come hither. 17 The

woman answered and said, I have no husband. Jesus said unto her, Thou hast well

said, I have no husband: 18 for thou hast had five husbands ; and he whom thou now
hast is not thy husband : in that saidst thou truly. 19 The woman saith unto him,
Sir, I perceive that thou art a prophet. 20 Our fathers worshipped in this mountain

;

and ye say, that in Jerusalem is the place where men ought to worship. 2: Jesus saith

unto her, Woman, believe me, the hour cometh, when ye shall neither in this moun-
tain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father. 22 Ye worship ye know not what

:

we know what we worship : for salvation is of the Jews. 23 But the hour cometh,
and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in Spirit and in

truth : for the Father seeketh such to worship him. 24 God is a Spirit : and they that

worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. 25 The woman saith unto him,

I know that Messias cometh, which is called Christ : when he is come, he will tell

us all things. 26 Jesus saith unto her, I that speak unto thee am he.
27 And upon this came his disciples, and marvelled that he talked with the

woman : yet no man said, What seekest thou ? or, Why talkest thou with her ?

28 The woman then left her waterpot, and went her way into the city, and saith to

the men, 29 Come, see a man, which told me all things that ever I did : is not this

the Christ ?
30 Then they went out of the city, and came unto him.

31 In the mean while his disciples prayed him, saying, Master, eat. 32 But he

said unto them, I have meat to eat that ye know not of. 33 Therefore said the

disciples one to another, Hath any man brought him ought to eat? M Jesus saith

unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to finish his

work. 33 Say not ye, There are yet four months, and then cometh harvest? behold,

I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on the fields; for they are white

already to harvest. 3fi And he that reapeth receiveth wages, and gathereth fruit

unto life eternal : that both he that soweth and he that reapeth may rejoice

together. 37 And herein is that saying true, One soweth, and another reapeth. ®I
sent you to reap that whereon ye bestowed no labour : other men laboured, and ye

are entered into their labours. 39 And many of the Samaritans of that city believed

on him for the saying of the woman, which testified, He told me all that ever I did.
40 So when the Samaritans were come unto him, they besought him that he would
tarry with them : and he abode there two days. 41 And many more believed because

of his own word; 42 and said unto the woman, Now we believe, not because of thy
saying : for we have heard him ourselves, and know that this is indeed the Christ,

the Saviour of the world.

27. Herod imprisoneth John the Baptist.

St. Matt. xiv. 3—5. St. Mark vi. 17—20. St. Luke in. 19—20.

3 [For] Herod [had] laid

hold on John, and bound
him, and put him in prison

for Herodias' sake, his bro-

ther Philip's wife. 4 For
John said unto him, It is

not lawful for thee to have
her. 5 And when he would
have put him to death, he
feared the multitude, be-

cause they counted him as

a prophet.

i 7 [For] Herod [himself

had] sent forth and laid hold
upon John, and bound him
in prison for Herodias' sake,

his brother Philip's wife :

for he had married her.
18 For John had said unto
Herod, It is not lawful for

thee to have thy brother's

wife. 19 Therefore Herodias had a quarrel against
him, and would have killed him ; but she could
not :

20 for Herod feared John, knowing that he was
a just man and an holy, and observed him ; and
when he heard him, he did many things, and heard
him gladly.

19 But Herod the te-

trarch, being reproved by

than having two feet to be cast into hell.

everlasting fire. "And if thine eye offend into the fire that never shall be quenched:
thee, pluck it out, and cast it from thee: 4B where their worm dieth not, and the
it is better for thee to enter into life with fire is not quenched. 47And if thine
one eye, rather than having two eyes to eye offend thee, pluck it out : it is better
be cast into hell fire. for thee to enter into the kingdom of God

with one eye, than having two eyes to be
cast into hell fire : ^ where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not
queuched. 49 For every one shall be salted with fire, and every sacri-

fice shall be salted with salt. 50 Salt is good : but if the salt have lost

his saltness, wherewith will ye season it? Have salt in yourselves, and
have peace one with another.

(d) The lost Sheep.

St. Matt. xvm. 10—14.

10 Take heed that ye despise not one of these little ones ; for I say unto you,
That in heaven their angels do always behold the face of my Father which is in

heaven. n For the Son of man is come to save that which was lost. 12 How think ye ?

if a man have an hundred sheep, and one of them be gone astray, doth he not leave
the ninety and nine, and goeth into the mountains, and seeketh that which is gone
astray? 13 And if so be that he find it, verily I say unto you, he rejoiceth more of
that sheep, than of the ninety and nine which went not astray. 14 Even so it is not
the will of your Father which is in heaven, that one of these little ones should perish.

(St. Ldke xv. 3—7.)

(e) Forgiveness.

St. Matt, xviii. 15—35.

15 Moeeover if thy brother shall trespass against thee, go and tell him his fault
between thee and him alone : if he shall hear thee, thou hast gained thy brother.
16But if he will not hear thee, then take with thee one or two more, that in the mouth
of two or three witnesses every word may be established. 17 And if he shall
neglect to hear them, tell it unto the church : but if he neglect to hear the church, let

him be unto thee as an heathen man and a publican. 18 Verily I say unto you, What-
soever ye shall bind on earth shall be bound in heaven : and whatsoever ye shall loose
on earth shall be loosed in heaven. 19 Again I say unto you, That if two of you
shall agree on earth as touching any thing that they shall ask, it shall be done for
them of my Father which is in heaven. 20 For where two or three arc gathered to-
gether in my name, there am I in the midst of them.

21 Then came Peter to him, and said, Lord, how oft shall my brother sin against
me, and I forgive him ? till seven times ?

22 Jesus saith unto him, I say not unto
thee, Until seven times : but, Until seventy times seven. 23 Therefore is the kingdom
of heaven likened unto a certain king, which would take account of his servants.
24 And when he had begun to reckon, one was brought unto him, which owed him
ten thousand talents. 25 But forasmuch as he had not to pay, his lord commanded
him to be sold, and his wife, and children, and all that he had, and payment to be
made. 26 The servant therefore fell down, and worshipped him, saying, Lord, have
patience with me, and I will pay thee all. 27 Then the lord of that servant was
moved with compassion, and loosed him, and forgave him the debt. 28 But the same
servant went out, and found one of his fellowservants, which owed him an hundred
pence : and he laid hands on him, and took him by the throat, saying, Pay me that
thou owest. 29 And his fellowservant fell down at his feet, and besought him, saying,

Have patience with me, and I will pay thee all. 30 And he would not : but went
and cast him into prison, till he should pay the debt. 31 So when his fellowservants
saw what was done, they were very sorry, and came and told unto their lord all that
was done. 32 Then his lord, after that he had called him, said unto him, thou
wicked servant, I forgave thee all that debt, because thou desiredst me: 33 shouldest
not thou also have had compassion on thy fellowservant, even as I had pity on thee ?

4 And his lord was wroth, and delivered him to the tormentors, till he should pay
all that was due unto him.

35 So likewise shall my heavenly Father do also unto you, if ye from your hearts
forgive not every one his brother their trespasses.

67. Jesus goeth up to the Feast of Tabernacles

at Jerusalem.

St. John vii. 1—10.

After these things Jesus -walked in Galilee : for he would not walk in Jewry,
because the Jews sought to kill him. 2 Now the Jews' feast of tabernacles was at

hand. 3 His brethren therefore said unto him, Depart hence, and go into Juda;a,

that thy disciples also may see the works that thou doest. 4 For there is no man
that doeth any thing in secret, and he himself seeketh to be known openly. If thou
do these things, shew thyself to the world. 5 For neither did his brethren believe in

him. 6 Then Jesus said unto them, My time is not yet come : but your time is alway
ready. 7 The world cannot hate you; but me it hateth, because I testify of it, that

the works thereof are evil. 8 Go ye up unto this feast : I go not up yet unto this

feast ; for my time is not yet full come. 9 When he had said these words unto them,

he abode still in Galilee. 10 But when his brethren were gone up, then went he also

up unto the feast, not openly, but as it were in secret.

St. Luke ix. 51—56.

51 And it came to pass, when the time was come that he should be received ivp,

he stedfastly set his face to go to Jerusalem, 52 and sent messengers before his face

:

and they went, and entered into a village of the Samaritans, to make ready for him.
53 And they did not receive him, because his face was as though he would go to

Jerusalem. 64 And when his disciples James and John saw this, they said, Lord, wilt

thou that we command fire to come down from heaven, and consume them, even as

Elias did ?
55 But he turned, and rebuked them, and said, Ye know not what manner

of spirit ye are of. 56 For the Son of man is not come to destroy men's lives, but
to save them. And they went to another village.

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69. He sendeth out Seventy Disciples.

St. Luke x. 1—16.

After these things the Lord appointed other seventy also, and sent them two
and two before his face into every city and place, whither he himself would come.
2 Therefore said he unto them, The harvest truly is great, but the labourers are few :

pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest, that he would send forth labourers into
nis harvest. 3 Go your ways : behold, I send you forth as lambs among wolves.
4 Carry neither purse, nor scrip, nor shoes : and salute no man by the way. 5 And
into whatsoever house ye enter, first say, Peace be to this house. 6 And if the son of
peace be there, your peace shall rest upon it : if not, it shall turn to you again. 7And
in the same house remain, eating and drinking such things as they give : for the
labourer is worthy of his hire. Go not from house to house. 8 And into whatsoever
city ye enter, and they receive you, eat such things as are set before you :

9 and heal
the sick that are therein, and say unto them, The kingdom of God is come nigh unto
you. 10 But into whatsoever city ye enter, and they receive you not, go your ways
out into the streets of the same, and say, n Even the very dust of your city, which
cleaveth on us, we do wipe off against you : notwithstanding be ye sure of this, that
the kingdom of God is come nigh unto you. 12 But I say unto you, that it shall be
more tolerable in that day for Sodom, than for that city. 13 Woe unto thee, Choraziu !

woe unto thee, Bethsaida ! for if the mighty works had been done in Tyre and Sidon,
which have been done in you, they had a great while ago repented, sitting in sackcloth
and ashes. 14 But it shall be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon at the judgment,
than for you. 15 And thou, Capernaum, which art exalted to heaven, shalt be thrust
down to hell. 16 He that heareth you heareth me ; and he that despiseth you despiseth
me ; and he that despiseth me despiseth him that sent me.

(St. Matt. xi. 20—24.)

70. The ' Doctrine ' of Jesus.

St. John vii. 11—53.

11 Then the Jews sought him at the feast, and said, Where is he ?
12 And there

was much murmuring among the people concerning him : for some said, He is a good
man : others said, Nay ; but he deceiveth the people. 13 Howbeit no man spake openly
of him for fear of the Jews.

14 Now about the midst of the feast Jesus went up into the temple, and taught.
15 And the Jews marvelled, saying, How knoweth this man letters, having never
learned? 16 Jesus answered them, and said, My doctrine is not mine, but his that
sent me. 17 If any man will do his will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether
it be of God, or whether I speak of myself. 18 He that speaketh of himself seeketh
his own glory : but he that seeketh his glory that sent him, the same is true,
and no unrighteousness is in him. 19 Did not Moses give you the law, and yet
none of you keepeth the law ? Why go ye about to kill me ? 20 The people an-
swered and said, Thou hast a devil: who goeth about to kill thee? 21 Jesus
answered and said unto them, I have done one work, and ye all marvel. ^ Moses
therefore gave unto you circumcision

;
(not because it is of Moses, but of the fathers;)

and ye on the sabbath day circumcise a man. 23 If a man on the sabbath day receive
circumcision, that the law of Moses should not be broken ; are ye angry at me,
because I have made a man every whit whole on the sabbath day? 24 Judge not
according to the appearance, but judge righteous judgment.

25 Then said some of them of Jerusalem, Is not this he, whom they seek to kill ?
2fa But, lo, he speaketh boldly, and they say nothing unto him. Do the rulers know
indeed that this is the very Christ ?

2? Howbeit we know this man whence he is

:

but when Christ cometh, no man knoweth whence he is. 28 Then cried Jesns in the
temple as he taught, saying, Ye both know me, and ye know whence I am : and I
am not come of myself, but he that sent me is true, whom ye know not. 29 But
I know him : for I am from him, and he hath sent me. 30 Then they sought to take
him : but no man laid hands on him, because his hour was not yet come. 31 And
many of the people believed on him, and said, When Christ cometh, will he do more
miracles than these which this man hath done ?

32 The Pharisees heard that the people murmured such things concerning him ; and
the Pharisees and the chief priests sent officers to take him. 33 Then said Jesus unto
them, Yet a little while am I with you, and then I go unto him that sent me.
34Ye shall seek me, and shall not find me: and where I am, thither ye cannot come.
35 Then said the Jews among themselves, Whither will he go, that we shall not find
him ? will he go unto the dispersed among the Gentiles, and teach the Gentiles ?
36 What manner of saying is this that he said, Ye shall seek me, and shall not find
me : and where I am, thither ye cannot come ?

37 In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried, saying, If
any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink. 38 He that believeth on me, as
the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water. 39 (But
this spake he of the Spirit, which they that believe on him should receive : for the
Holy Ghost was not yet given; because that Jesus was not yet glorified.) 4n Many
of the people therefore, when they heard this saying, said, Of a truth this is the
Prophet. 41 Others said, This is the Christ. But some said, Shall Christ come out
of Galilee ?

42 Hath not the scripture said, That Christ cometh of the seed of David,
and out of the town of Bethlehem, where David was'? ^So there was a division
among the people because of him. 44 And some of them would have taken him ; but
no man laid hands on him.

45 Then came the officers to the chief priests and Pharisees ; and they said unto
them, Why have ye not brought him ?

46 The officers answered, Never man spake
like this man. 47 Then answered them the Pharisees, Are ye also deceived? ^Have
any of the rulers or of the Pharisees believed on him ?

49 But this people who
knoweth not the law are cursed. 50 Nicodemus saith unto them, (he that came to
Jesus by night, being one of them,) 51 Doth our law judge any man, before it hear
him, and know what he doeth ?

52 They answered and said unto him, Art thou also
of Galilee ? Search, and look : for out of Galilee ariseth no prophet. 53 And every
man went unto his own house.

71. Christ delivereth the Woman taken in Adultery.

St. John viii. 1—11.

Jesus went unto the mount of Olives. 2 And early in the morning he came again
into the temple, and all the people came unto him ; and he sat down, and taught them.
3 And the scribes and Pharisees brought unto him a woman taken in adultery; and
when they had set her in the midst, 4 they say unto him, Master, this woman was taken
in adultery, in the very act. 6 Now Moses in the law commanded us, that such should
be stoned : but what sayest thou ? 6 This they said, tempting him, that they might have
to accuse him. But Jesus stooped down, and with his finger wrote on the ground, as
though he heard them not. 7 So when they continued asking him, he lifted up himself,

and said unto them, He that is without sin among you, let him first cast a stone at her.
8 And again he stooped down, and wrote on the ground. 9 And they which heard it,

being convicted by their own conscience, went out one by one, beginning at the eldest,

even unto the last : and Jesus was left alone, and the woman standing in the midst.
10 When Jesus had lifted up himself, and saw none but the woman, he said unto her,

Woman, where are those thine accusers? hath no man condemned thee? n She said,

No man, Lord. And Jesus said unto her, Neither do I condemn thee : go, and sin no
more.
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72. Christ ' the Light of the World.'

St. John viii. 12—59.

12 Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world : he that

followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.
13 The

Pharisees therefore said unto him, Thou bearest record of thyself; thy record is

not true. 14 Jesus answered and said unto them, Though I bear record of myself,

yet my record is true : for I know whence I came, and whither I go ; but ye cannot

"tell whence I come, and whither I go. 15 Ye judge after the flesh ; I judge no man.
16 And yet if I judge, my judgment is true : for I am not alone, but I and the Father

that sent me.
'

17 It is also written in your law, that the testimony of two men is

true. 18 I am one that bear witness of myself, and the Father that sent me beareth

witness of me. 19 Then said they unto him, Where is thy Father ? Jesus answered, Ye
neither know me, nor my Father : if ye had known me, ye should have known my
Father also. 20 These words spake Jesus in the treasury, as he taught in the temple :

and no man laid hands on him ; for his hour was not yet come.
21 Then said Jesus again unto them, I go my way, and ye shall seek me, and

shall die in your sins : whither I go, ye cannot come. 22 Then said the Jews, Will

he kill himself? because he saith, Whither I go, ye cannot come. 23 And he said

unto them, Ye are from beneath; I am from above: ye are of this world; I am
not of this world. 24 1 said therefore unto you, that ye shall die in your sins : for

if ye believe not that I am he, ye shall die in your sins. 25 Then said they unto him,

Who art thou? And Jesus saith unto them, Even the same that I said unto you

from the beginning. 26 1 have many things to say and to judge of you : but he

that sent me is true ; and I speak to the world those things which I have heard

of him.
27 They understood not that he spake to them of the Father. 28 Then said Jesus

unto them, When ye have lifted up the Son of man, then shall ye know that I am
he, and that I do nothing of myself ; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak

these things. 29 And he that sent me is with me : the Father hath not left me
alone ; for I do always those things that please him.

30 As he spake these words, many believed on him. 31 Then said Jesus to those

Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my dis-

ciples indeed; 33 and ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.

33 They answered him, We be Abraham's seed, and were never in bondage to

any man : how sayest thou, Ye shall be made free ? 34 Jesus answered them, Verily,

verily, I say unto you, Whosoever committeth sin is the servant of sin.
35 And

the servant abideth not in the house for ever: but the Son abideth ever. 36 If the

Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free indeed. 37 I know that ye are

Abraham's seed ; but ye seek to kill me, because my word hath no place in you.
38 1 speak that which I have seen with my Father : and ye do that which ye have

seen with your father. 39 They answered and said unto him, Abraham is our father.

Jesus saith unto them, If ye were Abraham's children, ye would do the works

of Abraham. 40 But now ye seek to kill me, a man that hath told you the truth,

which I have heard of God : this did not Abraham. 41 Ye do the deeds of your

father. Then said they to him, We be not born of fornication ; we have one Father,

even God. fi Jesus said unto them, If God were your Father, ye would love me :

for I proceeded forth and came from God ; neither came I of myself, but he sent

me. ^Why do ye not understand my speech? even because ye cannot hear my
word. -"Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do.

He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there

is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own : for he is a

liar, and the father of it. ^And because I tell you the truth, ye believe me not.
46 Which of you convinceth me of sin ? And if I say the truth, why do ye not believe

me \
47 He that is of God heareth God's words : ye therefore hear them not, because

ye are not of God. ** Then answered the Jews, and said unto him, Say we not well

St. John viii. 12—59.

that thou art a Samaritan, and hast a devil ? 49 Jesus answered, I have not a devil

;

but I honour my Father, and ye do dishonour me. 50 And I seek not mine own glory

:

there is one that seeketh and judgeth. 51 Verily, verily, I say unto you, If a man
keep my saying, he shall never see death. 52 Then said the Jews unto him, Now
we know that thou hast a devil. Abraham is dead, and the prophets ; and thou
sayest, If a man keep my saying, he shall never taste of death. 5;J Art thou greater
than our father Abraham, which is dead ? and the prophets are dead : whom makest
thou thyself? 54 Jesus answered, If I honour myself, my honour is nothing: it is

my Father that honoureth me ; of whom ye say, that he is your God :
55 yet ye have

not known him ; but I know him : and if I should say, I know him not, I shall be
a liar like unto you : but I know him, and keep his saying. 56 Your father Abraham
rejoiced to see my day : and he saw it, and was glad. 57 Then said the Jews unto
him, Thou art not yet fifty years old, and hast thou seen Abraham ? 58 Jesus said
unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham was, I am. 59 Then took
they up stones to cast at him : but Jesus hid himself, and went out of the temple,
going through the midst of them, and so passed by.

73. The Man born blind.

St. John ix. 1—41.

And as Jesus passed by, he saw a man which was blind from his birth. - And
his disciples asked him, saying, Master, who did sin, this man, or his parents, that

he was born blind? 3 Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his parents:
but that the works of God should be made manifest in him. 4 1 must work the

works of him that sent me, while it is day : the night cometh, when no man can
work. 5 As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the world. c When he
had thus spoken, he spat on the ground, and made clay of the spittle, and he
anointed the eyes of the blind man with the clay, 7 and said unto him, Go, wash in

the pool of Siloam, (which is by interpretation, Sent.) He went his way therefore,

and washed, and came seeing.
8 The neighbours therefore, and they which before had seen him that he was

blind, said, Is not this he that sat and begged ? 9 Some said, This is he : others

said, He is like him : but he said, I am he. l0 Therefore said they unto him, How
were thine eyes opened ? n He answered and said, A man that is called Jesus made
clay, and anointed mine eyes, and said unto me, Go to the pool of Siloam, and
wash : and I went and washed, and I received sight. 12 Then said they unto him,
Where is he ? He said, I know not.

13 They brought to the Pharisees him that aforetime was blind. 14 And it was
the sabbath day when Jesus made the clay, and opened his eyes. 15 Then again

the Pharisees also asked him how he had received his sight. He said unto them,
He put clay upon mine eyes, and I washed, and do see. 16 Therefore said some
of the Pharisees, This man is not of God, because he keepeth not the sabbath day.

Others said, How can a man that is a sinner do such miracles ? And there was a
division among them. 17 They say unto the blind man again, What sayest thou of

him, that he hath opened thine eyes? He said, He is a prophet. 18 But the Jews
did not believe concerning him, that he had been blind, and received his sight, until

they called the parents of him that had received his sight. 19 And they asked them,

saying, Is this your son, who ye say was born blind ? how then doth he now see ?

20 His parents answered them and said, We know that this is our son, and that

he was born blind :
21 but by what means he now seeth, we know not ; or who hath

opened his eyes, we know not : he is of age ; ask him : he shall speak for himself.
22 These words spake his parents, because they feared the Jews : for the Jews had
agreed already, that if any man did confess that he was Christ, he should be put
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St. John ix. 1—41.

out of the synagogue. 23 Therefore said his parents, He is of age ; ask him. 24 Then
again called they the man that was blind, and said unto him, Give God the praise :

we know that this man is a sinner. 25 He answered and said, Whether he be a sinner

or no, I know not : one thing I know, that, whereas I was blind, now I see. 26 Then
said they to him again, What did he to thee ? how opened he thine eyes ? 27 He
answered them, I have told you already, and ye did not hear : wherefore would
ye hear it again ? will ye also be his disciples ? 28 Then they reviled him, and said,

Thou art his disciple ; but we are Moses' disciples. 29 We know that God spake
unto Moses : as for this fellow, we know not from whence he is.

30 The man answered
and said unto them, Why herein is a marvellous thing, that ye know not from whence
he is, and yet he hath opened mine eyes. 31 Now we know that God heareth not

sinners : but if any man be a worshipper of God, and doeth his will, him he heareth.
32 Since the world began was it not heard that any man opened the eyes of one that

was born blind. 33 If this man were not of God, he could do nothing. 34 They
answered and said unto him, Thou wast altogether born in sins, and dost thou

teach us? And they cast him out. 35 Jesus heard that they had cast him out ; and
when he had found him, he said unto him, Dost thou believe on the Son of God ?

36 He answered and said, Who is he, Lord, that I might believe on him ? 37 And
Jesus said unto him, Thou hast both seen him, and it is he that talketh with thee.
38 And he said, Lord, I believe. And he worshipped him.

39 And Jesus said, For judgment I am come into this world, that they which see

not might see ; and that they which see might be made blind. 40 And some of the

Pharisees which were with him heard these words, and said unto him, Are we
blind also ?

41 Jesus said unto them, If ye were blind, ye should have no sin : but
now ye say, We see ; therefore your sin remaineth.

74. Christ the 'Door' and 'the good Shepherd.'

St. John x. 1—21.

Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that entereth not by the door into the sheep-

fold, but climbeth up some other way, the same is a thief and a robber. 2 But he

that entereth in by the door is the shepherd of the sheep. 3 To him the porter

openeth ; and the sheep hear his voice : and he calleth his own sheep by name, and
leadeth them out. 4 And when he putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth before them,

and the sheep follow him : for they know his voice. 5 And a stranger will they

not follow, but will flee from him : for they know not the voice of strangers. 6 This

parable spake Jesus unto them : but they understood not what things they were
which he spake unto them.

7 Then said Jesus unto them again, Verily, verily, I say unto you, I am the

door of the sheep. 8 A11 that ever came before me are thieves and robbers: but

the sheep did not hear them. 9 1 am the door : by me if any man enter in, he

shall be saved, and shall go in and out, and find pasture. 10 The thief cometh
not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy : I am come that they might have
life, and that they might have it more abundantly. n I am the good shepherd :

the good shepherd giveth his life for the sheep. ,a But he that is an hireling,

and not the shepherd, whose own the sheep are not, seeth the wolf coming, and
leaveth the sheep, and fleeth : and the wolf catcheth them, and scattereth the

sheep. 13 The hireling fleeth, because he is an hireling, and careth not for the sheep.
14 I am the good shepherd, and know my sheep, and am known of mine. 15 As the

Father knoweth me, even so know I the Father : and I lay down my life for the

sheep. 1(i And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold : them also I must
bring, and they shall hear my voice ; and there shall be one fold, and one shepherd.
17 Therefore doth my Father love me, because I lay down my life, that I might
take it again. 18 No man taketh it from me, but I lay it down of myself. I have
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St. John x. 1—21.

power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This commandment have
I received of my Father.

19 There was a division therefore again among the Jews for these sayings. 20 And
many of them said, He hath a devil, and is mad ; why hear ye him ? 21 Others said,

These are not the words of him that hath a devil. Can a devil open the eyes of the
blind ?

75. The Return of the Seventy Disciples.

St. Luke x. 17—24.

17 And the seventy returned again with joy, saying, Lord, even the devils are
subject unto us through thy name. ]8 And he said unto them, I beheld Satan as
lightning fall from heaven. 19 Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents
and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy : and nothing shall by any
means hurt you. 20 Notwithstanding in this rejoice not, that the spirits are subject

unto you; but rather rejoice, because your names are written in heaven.
21 In that hour Jesus rejoiced in spirit, and said, I thank thee, O Father, Lord of

heaven and earth, that thou hast hid these things from the wise and prudent, and
hast revealed them unto babes : even so, Father ; for so it seemed good in thy sight.
22 All things are delivered to me of my Father : and no man knoweth who the Son
is, but the Father; and who the Father is, but the Son, and he to whom the

Son will reveal him. 2S And he turned him unto his disciples, and said privately,

Blessed are the eyes which see the things that ye see: 24 for I tell you, that many
prophets and kings have desired to see those things which ye see, and have not seen
them; and to hear those things which ye hear, and have not heard them.

76. The Parable of the good Samaritan.

came and looked on him, and passed by on the other side. 33 But a certain Samaritan,
as he journeyed, came where he was : and when he saw him, he had compassion
on him, ^and went to him, and bound up his wounds, pouring in oil and wine,
and set him on his own beast, and brought him to an inn, and took care of him.
35 And on the morrow when he departed, he took out two pence, and gave them
to the host, and said unto him, Take care of him ; and whatsoever thou spendest
more, when I come again, I will repay thee.

Jesus unto him, Go, and do thou likewise.

and a certain woman named Martha received him into her house. 39 And she had

a sister called Mary, which also sat at Jesus' feet, and heard his word. 4"But
Martha was cumbered about much serving, and came to him, and said, Lord, dost

thou not care that my sister hath left me to serve alone ? bid her therefore that

she help me. 41 And Jesus answered and said unto her, Martha, Martha, thou

art careful and troubled about many things :
** but one thing is needful : and Mary

hath chosen that good part, which shall not be taken away from her.

And it came to pass, that, as he was praying in a certain place, when he ceased,

one of his disciples said unto him, Lord, teach us to pray, as John also taught his

disciples.

42 But woe
unto you, Pharisees ! for ye tithe mint and rue and all manner of herbs, and pass

over judgment and the love of God : these ought ye to have done, and not to leave

the other undone. 43 Woe unto you, Pharisees ! for ye love the uppermost seats in

the synagogues, and greetings in the markets. ^Woe unto you, scribes and Phari-

sees, hypocrites ! for ye are as graves which appear not, and the men that walk
over them are not aware of them.

45 Then answered one of the lawyers, and said unto him, Master, thus saying thou

reproachest us also. 4,i And he said, Woe unto you also, ye lawyers ! for ye lade

men with burdens grievous to be borne, and ye yourselves touch not the burdens

with one of your fingers. 47 Woe unto you ! for ye build the sepulchres of the pro-

phets, and your fathers killed them. 4S Truly ye bear witness that ye allow the

deeds of your fathers : for they indeed killed them, and ye build their sepulchres.
49 Therefore also said the wisdom of God, I will send them prophets and apostles,
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St. Luke xi. 37— 54.

and some of them they shall slay and persecute: 50 that the blood of all the pro-

phets, which was shed from the foundation of the world, may be required of this

generation ;
51 from the blood of Abel unto the blood of Zacharias, which perished

between the altar and the temple : verily I say unto you, It shall be required of

this generation. 52 Woe unto you, lawyers ! for ye have taken away the key of

knowledge : ye entered not in yourselves, and them that were entering in ye
hindered.

53 And as he said these things unto them, the scribes and the Pharisees began to

urge him vehemently, and to provoke him to speak of many things :
54 laying wait

for him, and seeking to catch something out of his mouth, that they might accuse

him.

(b) Christ preacheth to His Disciples to avoid Hypocrisy

and Fearfulness in publishing His Doctrine.

St. Luke xti. 1—12.

In the mean time, when there were gathered together an innumerable multitude

of people, insomuch that they trode one upon another, he began to say unto his

disciples first of all, Beware ye of the leaven of the Pharisees, which is hypocrisy.
2 For there is nothing covered, that shall not be revealed ; neither hid, that shall

not be known. 3 Therefore whatsoever ye have spoken in darkness shall be heard

in the light ; and that which ye have spoken in the ear in closets shall be proclaimed

upon the housetops.
4 And I say unto you my friends, Be not afraid of them that kill the body, and

after that have no more that they can do. 5 But I will forewarn you whom ye shall

fear : Fear him, which after he hath killed hath power to cast into hell
;

yea, I

say unto you, Fear him. 6 Are not five sparrows sold for two farthings, and not

one of them is forgotten before God ?
7 But even the very hairs of your head are

all numbered. Fear not therefore : ye are of more value than many sparrows.
8 Also I say unto you, Whosoever shall confess me before men, him shall the Son
of man also confess before the angels of God :

9 but he that denieth me before men
shall be denied before the angels of God. 10 And whosoever shall speak a word
against the Son of man, it shall be forgiven him : but unto him that blasphemeth
against the Holy Ghost it shall not be forgiven. u And when they bring you unto
the synagogues, and unto magistrates, and powers, take ye no thought how or

what thing ye shall answer, or what ye shall say :
12 for the Holy Ghost shall teach

you in the same hour what ye ought to say.

15 And he said unto them, Take heed, and beware
of covetousness : for a man's life consisteth not in the abundance of the things which
he possesseth. 18 And he spake a parable unto them, saying, The ground of a certain

shall I do, because I have no room where to bestow my fruits ? 18 And he said, This
will I do : I will pull down my barns, and build greater ; and there will I bestow
all my fruits and my goods. 19 And I will say to my soul, Soul, thou hast much goods
laid up for many years ; take thine ease, eat, drink, and be merry. 2" But God said

unto him, Thou fool, this night thy soul shall be required of thee : then whose shall

those things be, which thou hast provided? 21 So is he that layeth np treasure for

himself, and is not rich toward God.

(d) Over-carefulness about worldly Things.

St. Luke xii. 22—32.

22 And he said unto his disciples, Therefore I say unto you, Take no thought for

your life, what ye shall eat ; neither for the body, what ye" shall put on. 23 The life

is more than meat, and the body is more than raiment. 24 Consider the ravens : for
they neither sow nor reap ; which neither have storehouse nor barn ; and God feedeth
them : how much more are ye better than the fowls ?

25 And which of you with taking
thought can add to his stature one cubit ? 26 If ye then be not able to do that thing
which is least, why take ye thought for the rest ? 27 Consider the lilies how they grow

:

they toil not, they spin not ; and yet I say unto you, that Solomon in all his glory
was not arrayed like one of these. 28 If then God so clothe the grass, which is to
day in the field, and to morrow is cast into the oven ; how much more will he clothe
you, O ye of little faith ? 29 And seek not ye what ye shall eat, or what ye shall
drink, neither be ye of doubtful mind. 30 For all these things do the nations of the
world seek after : and your Father knoweth that ye have need of these things.
31 But rather seek ye the kingdom of God ; and all these things shall be added
unto you. 32 Fear not, little flock ; for it is your Father's good pleasure to give
vou the kingdom.

37 Blessed
are those servants, whom the lord when he cometh shall find watching: verily I

say unto you, that he shall gird himself, and make them to sit down to meat, and
will come forth and serve them. 38 And if he shall come in the second watch, or

come .in the third watch, and find them so, blessed are those servants. 39 And this

know, that if the goodman of the house had known what hour the thief would come,
he would have watched, and not have suffered his house to be broken through. 40 Be
ye therefore ready also : for the Son of man cometh at an hour when ye think not.

41 Then Peter said unto him, Lord, speakest thou this parable unto us, or even
to all? 42 And the Lord said, Who then is that faithful and wise steward, whom
his lord shall make ruler over his household, to give them their portion of meat in

due season? 43 Blessed is that servant, whom his lord when he cometh shall find

so doing. ** Of a truth I say unto you, that he will make him ruler over all that
he hath. ^ But and if that servant say in his heart, My lord delayeth his coming

;

and shall begin to beat the menservants and maidens, and to eat and drink, and
to be drunken ;

46 the lord of that servant will come in a day when he looketh not
for him, and at an hour when he is not aware, and will cut him in sunder, and will

appoint him his portion with the unbelievers.
47 And that servant, which knew his lord's will, and prepared not himself, neither

did according to his will, shall be beaten with many stripes. & But he that knew
not, and did commit things worthy of stripes, shall be beaten with few stripes. For
unto whomsoever much is given, of him shall be much required : and to whom men
have committed much, of him they will ask the more.

(St. Matt. xxiv. 43—51.)

(g) The Signs of the Times.

St. Luke xii. 49—53.

49 1 am come to send fire on the earth ; and what will I, if it be already kindled ?

50 But I have a baptism to be baptized with ; and how am I straitened till it be

down.

82. (a) Christ healeth an infirm Woman.

St. Luke xiti. 10—17.

10 And he was teaching in one of the synagogues on the sabbath. n And, behold,
there was a woman which had a spirit of infirmity eighteen years, and was bowed
together, and could in no wise lift up herself. V2 And when Jesus saw her, he called
her to him, and said unto her, Woman, thou art loosed from thine infirmity. 13 And
he laid his hands on her : and immediately she was made straight, and glorified

God. 14 And the ruler of the synagogue answered with indignation, because that
Jesus had healed on the sabbath day, and said unto the people, There are six days
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in which men ought to work : in them therefore come and be healed, and not on
the sabbath day. 15 The Lord then answered him, and said, Thou hypocrite, doth
not each one of you on the sabbath loose his ox or his ass from the stall, and lead
him away to watering? lfi And ought not this woman, being a daughter of Abraham,
whom Satan hath bound, lo, these eighteen years, be loosed from this bond on
the sabbath day? 17 And when he had said these things, all his adversaries were
ashamed : and all the people rejoiced for all the glorious things that were done by
him.

St. Luke xiii. 18—21.

18 Then said he, Unto what is the kingdom of God like? and whereunto shall
I resemble it ? 19 It is like a grain of mustard seed, which a man took, and cast into

his garden ; and it grew, and waxed a great tree ; and the fowls of the air lodged
in the branches of it.

2n And again he said, Whereunto shall I liken the kingdom
of God ?

21 It is like leaven, which a woman took and hid in three measures of
meal, till the whole was leavened.

83. The Feast of the Dedication at Jerusalem ; the Flight

beyond Jordan.

St. John x. 22—42.

22 And it was at Jerusalem the feast of the dedication., and it was winter. 23 And
Jesus walked in the temple in Solomon's porch.

24 Then came the Jews round about him, and said unto him, How long dost thou
make us to doubt? If thou be the Christ, tell us plainly. 25 Jesus answered them,
I told you, and ye believed not : the works that I do in my Father's name, they bear
witness of me. 26 But ye believe not, because ye are not of my sheep, as I said unto
you. 27 My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me :

28 and I

give unto them eternal life ; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man
pluck them out of my hand. 29 My Father, which gave them me, is greater than
all ; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand. 30 I and my Father
are one. 31 Then the Jews took up stones again to stone him. 32 Jesus answered
them, Many good works have I shewed you from my Father ; for which of those
works do ye stone me ?

33 The Jews answered him, saying, For a good work we
stone thee not ; but for blasphemy ; and because that thou, being a man, makest
thyself God. 34 Jesus answered them, Is it not written in your law, I said, Ye
are gods? 35 If he called them gods, unto whom the word of God came, and the
scripture cannot be broken ;

36 say ye of him, whom the Father hath sanctified, and
sent into the world, Thou blasphemest ; because I said, I am the Son of God ?
37 If I do not the works of my Father, believe me not. ^ But if I do, though ye
believe not me, believe the works : that ye may know, and believe, that the Father
it in me, and I in him.

39 Therefore they sought again to take him : but he escaped out of their hand,
40 and went away again beyond Jordan into the place where John at first baptized ;

and there he abode. 41 And many resorted unto him, and said, John did no miracle:
but all things that John spake of this man were true. ^ And many believed on him
there.

enter in, and shall not be able. 2B When once the master of the house is risen up,
and hath shut to the door, and ye begin to stand without, and to knock at the door,

saying, Lord, Lord, open unto us ; and he shall answer and say unto you, I know
you not whence ye are :

26 then shall ye begin to say, We have eaten and chunk in

thy presence, and thou hast taught in our streets. 27 But he shall say, I tell you, I

know you not whence ye are ; depart from me, all ye workers of iniquity. 28 There
shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth, when ye shall see Abraham, and Isaac, and
Jacob, and all the prophets, in the kingdom of God, and you yourselves thrust out.
29 And they shall come from the east, and from the west, and from the north, and
from the south, and shall sit down in the kingdom of God. 30 And, behold, there are

last which shall be first, and there are first which shall be last.

85. Christ reproveth Herod and Jerusalem.

St. Luke xiii. 31—35.

31 The same day there came certain of the Pharisees, saying unto him, Get thee
out, and depart hence: for Herod will kill thee. 32 And he said unto them, Go ye,
and tell that fox, Behold, I cast out devils, and I do cures to day and to morrow,
and the third day I shall be perfected. S3 Nevertheless I must walk to day, and to
morrow, and the day following : for it cannot be that a prophet perish out of Jeru-
salem. M Jerusalem, Jerusalem, which killest the prophets, and stonest them that
are sent unto thee ; how often would I have gathered thy children together, as a hen
doth gather her brood under her wings, and ye would not !

35 Behold, your house is

left unto you desolate : and verily I say unto you, Ye shall not see me, until the time
come when ye shall say, Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord.

(St. Matt, xxiii. 37—39.)
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86. Christ healeth the Man with the Dropsy.

St. Luke xiv. 1—6.

And it came to pass, as he went into the house of one of the chief Pharisees to

eat bread on the sabbath day, that they watched him. 2 And, behold, there was a

certain man before him which had the dropsy. 3 And Jesus answering spake unto
the lawyers and Pharisees, saying, Is it lawful to heal on the sabbath day? 4 And
they held their peace. And he took him, and healed him, and let him go; 5 and
answered them, saying, Which of you shall have an ass or an ox fallen into a pit,

and will not straightway pull him out on the sabbath day? 6 And they could not

answer him again to these things.

87. (a) He teacheth Humility.

St. Luke xiv. 7—11.

7 And he put forth a parable to those which were bidden, when he marked how
they chose out the chief rooms ; saying unto them, 8 When thou art bidden of any
man to a wedding, sit not down in the highest room ; lest a more honourable man
than thou be biddeu of him ;

9 and he that bade thee and him come and say to thee,

Give this man place ; and thou begin with shame to take the lowest room. 10 But
when thou art bidden, go and sit down in the lowest room ; that when he that bade
thee cometh, he may say unto thee, Friend, go up higher : then shalt thou have
worship in the presence of them that sit at meat with thee. n For whosoever exalt-

eth himself shall be abased ; and he that humbleth himself shall be exalted.

(b) The great Supper.

St. Luke xrv. 12—24.

12 Then said he also to him that bade him, When thou makest a dinner or a
supper, call not thy friends, nor thy brethren, neither thy kinsmen, nor thy rich
neighbours ; lest they also bid thee again, and a recompence be made thee. 13 But
when thou makest a feast, call the poor, the maimed, the lame, the blind :

14 and
thou shalt be blessed ; for they cannot recompense thee : for thou shalt be recom-
pensed at the resurrection of the just.

15 And when one of them that sat at meat with him heard these things, he said
unto him, Blessed is he that shall eat bread in the kingdom of God. 16 Theu said
he unto him, A certain man made a great supper, and bade many :

17 and sent his

servant at supper time to say to them that were bidden, Come ; for all things are
now ready. 18 And they all with one consent began to make excuse. The first said
unto him, I have bought a piece of ground, and I must needs go and see it : I pray
thee have me excused. 19 And another said, I have bought five yoke of oxen, and I

go to prove them: I pray thee have me excused. 20And another said, I have mar-
ried a wife, and therefore I cannot come. 21 So that servant came, and shewed his

lord these things. Then the master of the house beiug angry said to his servant, Go
out quickly into the streets and lanes of the city, and bring in hither the poor, and
the maimed, and the halt, and the blind. 22 And the servant said, Lord, it is done
as thou hast commanded, and yet there is room. 23 And the lord said uuto the ser-

vant, Go out into the highways aud hedges, and compel them to come in, that my
house may be filled. 24 For I say unto you, That none of those men which were
bidden shall taste of my supper.
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88. Christ's Disciples.

St. Luke xiv. 25—35.

25 And there went great multitudes with him : and he turned, and said unto them,
26 If any man come to me, and hate not his father, and mother, and wife, and chil-

dren, and brethren, and sisters, yea, and his own life also, he cannot be my disciple.
27 And whosoever doth not bear his cross, and come after me, cannot be my disciple.

28 For which of you, intending to build a tower, sitteth not down first, and couut-

eth the cost, whether he have sufficient to finish it? 29 Lest haply, after he hath
laid the foundation, and is not able to finish it, all that behold it begin to mock
him, 30 saying, This man began to build, and was not able to finish. 31 Or what king,

going to make war against another king, sitteth not down first, and consulteth whether
he be able with ten thousand to meet him that cometh against him with twenty thou-

sand ? 32 Or else, while the other is yet a great way off, he sendeth an ambassage,
and desireth conditions of peace. 33 So likewise, whosoever he be of you that forsaketh
not all that he hath, he cannot be my disciple.

34 Salt is good : but if the salt have lost his savour, wherewith shall it be seasoned ?
35 It is neither fit for the land, nor yet for the dunghill ; but men cast it out. He that
hath ears to hear, let him hear.

more than over ninety and nine just persons, which need no repentance.

Rejoice with me ; for I have found the piece which I had lost.
lu Likewise, I say unto you, there is joy in the presence of the angels of God

over one sinner that repenteth.

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(c) The Parable of the prodigal Son.

St. Luke xv. 11—32.

11 And he said, A certain man had two sons: 12 and the younger of them said to
his father, Father, give me the portion of goods that falleth to me. And he divided
unto them his living.

13 And not many days after the younger son gathered all together, and took his
journey into a far country, and there wasted his substance with riotous living.
14 And when he had spent all, there arose a mighty famine in that land ; and he
began to be in want. 15 And he went and joined himself to a citizen of that country

;

and he sent him into his fields to feed swine. 16 And he would fain have filled his
belly with the husks that the swine did eat : and no man gave unto him. 17 And
when he came to himself, he said, How many hired servants of my father's have
bread enough and to spare, and I perish with hunger !

18 1 will arise and go to my
father, and will say unto him, Father, I have sinned against heaven, and before
thee, 19 and am no more worthy to be called thy son : make rne as one of thy hired
servants. 20 And he arose, and came to his father. But when he was yet a great
way off, his father saw him, and had compassion, and ran, and fell on his neck, and
kissed him. 21 And the son said unto him, Father, I have sinned against heaven,
and in thy sight, and am no more worthy to be called thy son. 22 But the father said
to his servants, Bring forth the best robe, and put it on him ; and put a ring on his
hand, and shoes on his feet :

23 and bring hither the fatted calf, and kill it ; and let
us eat, and be merry :

24 for this my son was dead, and is alive again ; he was lost,

and is found. And they began to be merry.
25 Now his elder son was in the field : and as he came and drew nigh to the house,

he heard musick and dancing. 26 And he called one of the servants, and asked what
these things meant. a And he said unto him, Thy brother is come ; and thy father
hath killed the fatted calf, because he hath received him safe and sound. 28 And
he was angry, and would not go in : therefore came his father out, and intreated
him. 29 And he answering said to his father, Lo, these many years do I serve thee,
neither transgressed I at any time thy commandment: and yet thou never gavest
me a kid, that I might make merry with my friends :

30 but as soon as this thy son
was come, which hath devoured thy living with harlots, thou hast killed for him the
fatted calf. 31 And he said unto him, Son, thou art ever with me, and all that I have
is thine. 32 It was meet that we should make merry, and be glad : for this thy
brother was dead, and is alive again ; and was lost, and is found.

(d) The Parable of the unjust Steward.

St. Luke xvi. 1— 13.

And he said also unto his disciples, There was a certain rich man, which had
a steward ; and the same was accused unto him that he had wasted his goods.
2 And he called him, and said unto him, How is it that I hear this of thee? give

an account of thy stewardship ; for thou mayest be no longer steward. 3 Then
the steward said within himself, What shall I do? for my lord taketh away from
me the stewardship : I cannot dig ; to beg I am ashamed. 4 1 am resolved what
to do, that, when I am put out of the stewardship, they may receive me into their

houses. 5 So he called every one of his lord's debtors unto him, and said unto the
first, How much owest thou unto my lord 'I

6 And he said, An hundred measures
of oil. And he said unto him, Take thy bill, and sit down quickly, and write fifty.
7 Then said he to another, And how much owest thou? And he said, An hundred
measures of wheat. And he said unto him, Take thy bill, and write fourscore.
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St. Luke xvi. 1—13.

"And the lord commended the unjust steward, because he had done wisely: for

the children of this world are in their generation wiser than the children of light.

9 And I say unto you, Make to yourselves friends of the mammon of unrighteous-

ness; that, when ye fail, they may receive you into everlasting habitations. u'He
that is faithful in that which is least is faithful also in much : and he that is unjust

in the least is unjust also in much. u If therefore ye have not been faithful in the

unrighteous mammon, who will commit to your trust the true riches? r2 And if ye

have not been faithful in that which is another man's, who shall give you that which

is your own ? 13 No servant can serve two masters : for either he will hate the one,

and love the other ; or else he will hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye
cannot serve God and mammon.

(e) Christ reproveth the Pharisees.

St. Luke xvi. 14—18.

14 And the Pharisees also, who were covetous, heard all these things: and they

derided him. 1S And he said unto them, Ye are they which justify yourselves before

men ; but God knoweth your hearts : for that which is highly esteemed among men is

abomination in the sight of God. 16 The law and the prophets were until John :

since that time the kingdom of God is preached, and every man presseth into it.

17 And it is easier for heaven and earth to pass, than one tittle of the law to fail.

18 Whosoever putteth away his wife, and marrieth another, committeth adultery:

and whosoever marrieth her that is put away from her husband committeth adultery.

which fell from the rich man's table : moreover the dogs came and licked his sores.
22 And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels into

Abraham's bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried; 23 and in hell he lift

up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his

bosom. ^And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send
Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue ; for

I am tormented in this flame. 25 But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou in

thy lifetime receivedst thy good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things : but now
he is comforted, and thou art tormented. 26 And beside all this, between us and
you there is a great gulf fixed : so that they which would pass from hence to you
cannot ; neither can they pass to us, that u-oidd come from thence. 27 Then he said,

I pray thee therefore, father, that thou wouldest send him to my father's house

:

28 for I have five brethren ; that he may testify unto them, lest they also come into

this place of torment. 29 Abraham saith unto him, They have Moses and the prophets ;

let them hear them. 30 And he said, Nay, father Abraham: but if one went unto
them from the dead, they will repent. 31 And he said unto him, If they hear not

Moses and the prophets, neither will they be persuaded, though one rose from
the dead-
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(g) Offences.

St. Luke xvii. 1—4.

Then said he unto the disciples, It is impossible but that offences will come :

but woe unto him, through whom they come! 2 It were better for him that a mill-

stone were hanged about his neck, and he cast into the sea, than that he should
offend one of these little ones. 3 Take heed to yourselves : If thy brother trespass

against thee, rebuke him ; and if he repent, forgive him. 4 And if he trespass against
thee seven times in a day, and seven times in a day turn again to thee, saying, I

repent ; thou shalt forgive him.

(h) Faith and Duty.

St. Luke xvii. 5— 10.

5 And the apostles said unto the Lord, Increase our faith. B And the Lord said,

Be thou plucked up by the root, and be thou planted in the sea ; and it should obey
you. 7 But which of you, having a servant plowing or feeding cattle, will say unto
him by and by, when he is come from the field, Go and sit down to meat? 8 And
will not rather say unto him, Make ready wherewith I may sup, and gird thyself,

and serve me, till I have eaten and drunken ; and afterward thou shalt eat and
drink? 9 Doth he thank that servant because he did the things that were commanded
him? I trow not. 10 So likewise ye, when ye shall have done all those things
which are commanded you, say, We are unprofitable servants : we have done that

which was our duty to do.

90. The Raising of Lazarus.

St. John xi. 1—45.

Now a certain man was sick, named Lazarus, of Bethany, the town of Mary
and her sister Martha. " (It was that Mary which anointed the Lord with ointment,
and wiped his feet with her hair, whose brother Lazarus was sick.) 3 Therefore
his sisters sent unto him, saying, Lord, behold, he whom thou lovest is sick. 4 When
Jesus heard that, he said, This sickness is not unto death, but for the glory of God,
that the Son of God might be glorified thereby.

5 Now Jesus loved Martha, and her sister, and Lazarus. 6 When he had heard
therefore that he was sick, he abode two days still in the same place where he was.
7 Then after that saith he to his disciples, Let us go into Judaea again. 8 His disciples

say unto him, Master, the Jews of late sought to stone thee ; and goest thou thither

again ? 9 Jesus answered, Are there not twelve hours in the day ? If any man walk
in the day, he stumbleth not, because he seeth the light of this world. in But if a man
walk in the night, he stumbleth, because there is no light in him. n These things

said he : and after that he saith unto them, Our friend Lazarus sleepeth ; but I go,

that I may awake him out of sleep. 12 Then said his disciples, Lord, if he sleep, he
shall do well. 13 Howbeit Jesus spake of his death: but they thought that he had
spoken of taking of rest in sleep. u Then said Jesus unto them plainly, Lazarus is

dead. 1B And I am glad for your sakes that I was not there, to the intent ye may
believe ; nevertheless let us go unto him. 16 Then said Thomas, which is called

Didymus, unto his fellowdisciples, Let us also go, that we may die with him.
17 Then when Jesus came, he found that he had lain in the grave four days already.

18 Now Bethany was nigh unto Jerusalem, about fifteen furlongs off: 19 and many of
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St. John xi. 1—45.

the Jews came to Martha and Mary, to comfort them concerning their brother.
2n Then Martha, as soon as she heard that Jesus was coming, went and met him

:

but Mary sat still in the house. 21 Then said Martha unto Jesus, Lord, if thou hadst

been here, my brother had not died. 22 But I know, that even now, whatsoever thou
wilt ask of God, God will give it thee. 23 Jesus saith unto her, Thy brother shall

rise again. 24 Martha saith unto him, I know that he shall rise again in the resur-

rection at the last day. 2S Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life :

he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live :
26 and whosoever

liveth and believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou this ? 27 She saith unto
him, Yea, Lord : I believe that thou art the Christ, the Son of God, which should
come into the world. 28 And when she had so said, she went her way, and called

Mary her sister secretly, saying, The Master is come, and calleth for thee. 29 As
soon as she heard that, she arose quickly, and came unto him.

30 Now Jesus was not yet come into the town, but was in that place where
Martha met him. 31 The Jews then which were with her in the house, and com-
forted her, when they saw Mary, that she rose up hastily and went out, followed
her, saying, She goeth unto the grave to weep there. 32 Then when Mary was come
where Jesus was, and saw him, she fell down at his feet, saying unto him, Lord,
if thou hadst been here, my brother had not died. 33 When Jesus therefore saw
her weeping, and the Jews also weeping which came with her, he groaned in

the spirit, and was troubled, M and said, Where have ye laid him ? They said

unto him, Lord, come and see. 35 Jesus wept. 36 Then said the Jews, Behold
how he loved him !

37 And some of them said, Could not this man, which opened
the eyes of the blind, have caused that even this man should not have died ?

38 Jesus therefore again groaning in himself cometh to the grave. It was a cave,
and a stone lay upon it. 39 Jesus said, Take ye away the stone. Martha, the sister

of him that was dead, saith unto him, Lord, by this time he stinketh : for he hath
been dead four days. 40 Jesus saith unto her, Said I not unto thee, that, if thou
wouldest believe, thou shouldest see the glory of God ? 41 Then they took away
the stone from the place where the dead was laid. And Jesus lifted up his eyes,

and said, Father, I thank thee that thou hast heard me. ffl And I knew that thou
hearest me always : but because of the people which stand by I said it, that they
may believe that thou hast sent me. 43 And when he thus had spoken, he cried

with a loud voice, Lazarus, come forth. 44 And he that was dead came forth,

bound hand and foot with graveclothes : and his face was bound about with a napkin.
Jesus saith unto them, Loose him, and let him go.

45 Then many of the Jews which came to Mary, and had seen the things which
Jesus did, believed on him.

91. The Gathering of a Council against Christ.

St. John xi. 46—54.

40 But some of them went their ways to the Pharisees, and told them what
things Jesus had done.

47 Then gathered the chief priests and the Pharisees a council, and said, What
do we ? for this man doeth many miracles. ^ If we let him thus alone, all men
will believe on him : and the Romans shall come and take away both our place and
nation. 49 And one of them, named Caiaphas, being the high priest that same year,
said unto them, Ye know nothing at all, 59 nor consider that it is expedient for us,

that one man should die for the people, and that the whole nation perish not.
81 And this spake he not of himself : but being high priest that year, he prophesied
that Jesus should die for that nation ;

52 and not for that nation only, but that also
he should gather together in one the children of God that were scattered abroad.
63 Then from that day forth they took counsel together for to put him to death.

54 Jesus therefore walked no more openly among the Jews ; but went thence unto
a country near to the wilderness, into a city called Ephraim, and there continued
with his disciples.

12 And as he entered into a certain village, there met him ten men that were
lepers, which stood afar off: 13 and they lifted up their voices, and said, Jesus,
Master, have mercy on us. 14 And when he saw them, he said unto them, Go shew
yourselves unto the priests. And it came to pass, that, as they went, they were
cleansed. :5 And one of them, when he saw that he was healed, turned back, and
with a loud voice glorified God, 16 and fell down on his face at his feet, giving him
thanks : and he was a Samaritan. 17 And Jesus answering said, Were there not
ten cleansed ? but where are the nine ? 18 There are not found that returned to give
glory to God, save this stranger. 19 And he said unto him, Arise, go thy way : thy
faith hath made thee whole.

94. Discourse upon the Coming of the Kingdom of God
and of the Son of Man.

St. Luke xvii. 20—37-

20 And when he was demanded of the Pharisees, when the kingdom of God should

come, he answered them and said, The kingdom of God cometh not with observation ;
