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HISTORICAL SKETCH.

ALEXANDER
McALLISTER came from

Loup, I slay, off Argyleshire, Scotland, to

Wilmington, N. C, U. S. A., in the year 1736,
and stopped at Wilmington for some years, keep-

ing a tavern there, as boarding houses were then

called. This appears from a letter addressed to

him from a McAllister and a McRae from the old

country, inquiring as to Hector, son of Margaret
Johnston McNeill and Laughlin McNeill, who
had come to America with him the year before.

This letter was not dated by the writers, but was
dated on the back by Alexander M-cAllister, as

was his custom with all his letters on receipt of

them, and the date is 1737.
He returned to Scotland in 1739 or 1740, and

there married Mary McNeill, who died, and was
buried at sea, on the return voyage to America.
His third wife (to be), Jane or Jean Colvin, was
born on the same voyage over, as her parents were

coming, too, to this country. The date of her

birth is September 20, 1740.
It is one of the stories of the time that Mr.

McAllister, annoyed by the crying of the baby,
said to the mother, "Spank the little b ," and
received the sharp reply, ''Never mind, sir, she'll

be the wife of ye yet," and so she was
; they were
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married July 14, 1763. She was then aged

twenty-three years.

On his return to North CaroHna he settled in

Cumberland county
—till 1754, Upper Bladen—

on the east side of the Cape Fear River^ about

twelve miles from Fayetteville, and about two
miles from the Bluff Church. He married for his

second wife Flora McNeill, whose mother was
Grissella Campbell, aunt of Farquhar Campbell,
and whose father was the far-famed Scotch pio-

neer, Neill McNeill, called "Black Neill," on

account of his dark, swarthy complexion, and as

a distinction from the bahn, or fair-skinned,

McNeills.

He reared two families of children in the home
there erected. His eldest son, Alexander McAl-

lister, reared his children there. His eldest grand-
son, Alexander McAllister, reared his children

there, the eldest being in his eighteenth year, and
the youngest in his thirteenth year, when the

death of the father, 13th July, 1857, broke up the

home. The old home, in good condition, passed
into the hands of strangers, but was burned about

1863, during the war between the States. The

origin of the fire was never known, as the house
was unoccupied at the time.

The Bluff Church was organized in 1758, and
he was one of the original elders

;
his eldest son,

Alexander, succeeded him, and was, in turn, suc-

ceeded by his eldest son, Alexander. Now, 1900,
his great-grandson, Alexander McAllister, is a

ruling elder in the same church, while many of

his descendants fill the same office elsewhere.
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He attained a position of honorable prominence,
and filled a nnmber of important offices in the

State and in the service of the colonies during
the war of the revolution.

Of his own family there came with him to this

country his brother Hector, who returned to Scot-

land, and was lost to view
;

his sisters, Mary,
Grissclla and Isabella. Hector McAllister sold his
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estates to his brother Alexander before leaving.
Grissella McAllister died unmarried, but the reap-

pearance of her beautiful name from time to time

among the generations of her relations shows that

her memory was precious. Isabella McAllister
married Farquhard Campbell, who came to this

country as the ward of her brother, Alexander;
or at least in his care. She married against the

wishes of her brother, but the ground of his oppo-
sition is not clearly known. Some have thought it

due to difference of political views, and that Mr.

Campbell was a Tory, while Alexander McAllister
was a Whig, as were most of the Scotch who
came over before the disaster of Culloden, April
1 6, 1746, which led to their being bound by iron-

clad oaths of loyalty to thcBritish crown. His-
torians are divided as to the politics of Mr. Camp-
bell, and the descendants of both men, unmindful
of past differences, walk together ^s friends and

relations, filling honorable stations in many of

the Southern States.

Mary McAllister married Hector McNeill.
The object of this volume is to give as accu-

rately as possible the descendants and marriages
of descendants, etc., of Alexander McAllister,

Mary McAllister and Isabella McAllister, with

any valuable scraps of history that can be profit-

ably inserted. This work I began in July, 1870,
and wrote all the early part of the genealogy at

the home of my venerable Aunt Charity McAllis-

ter, of Wade, N. C, and at her dictation. Then
for twenty-seven years I added scarcely anything
to the book, which I had given to my sister, Mrs.
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McSwain, of Wade, N. C. A few new names
were added by some one, and my venerable uncle

and excellent guardian, Hugh McLean, Esq.,

(1810-1899), Dickinson, N. C, inserted valuable

data, olivine: the dates and also the information

that Colonel McAllister was married three times,

While Aunt Charity McAllister (1802-1889)

reported only the two wives, who had issue. This

difference does not affect the record, as the first

wife left no children, and it gives to our rather

prosy work a flavor of romance, when we think

of the death of the fair young bride at sea, and

reflect upon the influence this early affliction had

upon the robust life of the noble young Scotch-

man.

The renewal of the work upon this book was
in this wise : Two inquiries as to descent and

tracing of kinship came to me from two different

States in the autumn of 1897, and in the effort to

answer them, I sought the old book of 1870, which

I at length found in the hands of a cousin, Ed. R.

MacKethan, of Savannah, Ga. To him I am
indebted for the historical and colonial record

proofs of the offices held by my great-grandfather,
and his great-great-grandfather, Col. Alexander

Mcx^llister. Most valued aid has been given by
Mrs. Mary Shaw Greene, of Lillington, N. C, a

great-great-granddaughter of Earquhard Camp-
bell, and Isabella McAllister; by W. J. Smith,

Godwin, N. C, a great-grandson of Earquhard

Campbell and Isabella McAllister; by Maj. C. A.

Poellnitz, of Greensboro, Ala., a great-great-

grandson of Col. McAllister, and by Mrs. J. H.

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McDuffie, 1302 Third Aveniie, Columbus, Ga., a

great-great-grandclaughter of Col. Alexander

McAllister. To these, and to others who have

aided me in this work, I extend my hearty thanks.

The work has been a labor of love to me,

although there have been many discouragements.
I hope it will be acceptable and profitable to the

hosts of kindred. It claims only to be the best I

could do under the circumstances. I have always
been a busy pastor, and have found it pleasant

recreation to work at the book. I have spent my
whole manhood working for the Master away
from kindred and the associations of youth, and

so I have handled their names with a peculiar

tenderness of affection
;
and across the chasm of

separation I fling the warmest greeting of loyal

kinship to the known and unknown kindred,

trusting, in God's mercy, to meet and greet them

all in the kingdom of glory, if not in the beautiful

world God gives us as a temporary home.

The spelling of the name "McAlester" is a

question of some interest to many persons. Some
write "McAlister," some "McAllister," others

"MacAlister" or "MacAllister" or "MacAlester,"
as pleases the fancy best. In the old Bluff Church

yard, where lies the sacred dust of the Cumber-
land county McAllisters, the tombstones have the

name spelled four ways—McAllister, McAllester,

McAlister, and McAlester; not one has the

MacAllister way of writing the name.

Dr. David McAllister used always to spell the

name AIcAlester, and I, being- named for him,

used that spelling till the death of my father, in

1857. He spelled the name McAllister, and we,

his children, agreed to spell the name as he had

done. Eminent men of the name in our Western

States spell it this way, and it has a most sym-
metrical appearance. But an old letter to Col.

McAllister, dated Jura, August 17, 1770, has the

name spelled McAlester. This seems to harmo-

nize best with the etymology of the name, as

*'Mac" means "son of," and ''Alester" means

''Alexander," and is very much more like Alex-

ander than "Allister" can be.

I think the spelling of the Scotch names by

writing all letters on the same line, and especially

making all letters small except the "Mc," is a

modern innovation
; thus, Mclean, Mackay, or

even MacLean and MacKay. A good many plain

people pronounce our name McColistcr, and this

comes from former inability of the non-Scotch

people to say "McArleester," as it is pronounced in

Gaelic. People would not take Scotch pains to

call it right, and they said "McColister," which I

hear even to this day. It seems to me that ancient

usage and custom favor ''McAlester," though one

excellent family of our people in North Carolina

spell the name "McAlister." I do not think posi-
tion of the "Mac" distinguishes the Scotch from
the Irish, for the Irish "Macs" are of Scotch

origm.

Lineage.—McAlester, of the Loup, is de-

scended in a direct line from Alester, or Alexan-

der, eldest son of Angus Mor, Lord of the Isles

and Kintyre, A. D., 1284.

Alexander acquired large additions to his terri-

tories by marriage with Amie, one of the daugh-
ters and co-heiresses of Ewin de Ergadia, but

having espoused the cause of Baliol, in opposition
to the claims of Robert Bruce to the Scottish

throne, he was defeated by that monarch, who

besieged him in his principal stronghold of Castle

Swain
; being forced to surrender, he was im-

prisoned in Dundonald Castle, where he died.

His possessions were bestowed on his younger
brother, Angus Oge, who assumed the lordship
of the Isles, and from whom are descended the

various chieftains of the McDonald tribes
;

but

the McAlesters possessing that jus sanguinis, of

which no forfeiture could deprive them, claim to

represent the ancient Lords of the Isles, as lineal

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descendants and heirs male of .Vlester, eldest son

of Animus Mor, who was the son of Donald, the

son of Reginald, son of Somerled, Lord of the

Isles and Thane of Arg-yll, A. D. 1040, the com-
mon ancestor of the Clan Donald, Clan Dugall and
Clan Alester, known also as the Clan Ean-Dubh.
The sons of Alester, with their adherents, being
driven from the Isles, sought refuge on the main-

land, and obtained possession of several strong-
holds in Knapdale and Kintyre. On the over-

throw o'f the dynasty of the Isles, in the reign of

James IV., A. D. 1493, they became a separate
and independent clan, under their chief, Ean
Dubh, who fixed his residence at Ardpatrick, in

South Knapdale, and for several generations his

descendants retained the patronymic of Vic-Ean-
Dubh. He was succeeded by his son,

Charles, appointed Steward of Kintyre, A. D.

1481, He was succeeded by his son,

Angus Vic-Ean-Dubh, styled also Angus Mc-
Alester, of the Loup. He is mentioned in the

Register of the Privy Seal, A. D. 15 15. He was
succeeded bv his son,

Alexander, mentioned in Pitcairn's Criminal
Trials as having incurred the penalty of forfeit-

ure for treasonably abiding from the army of

Sulloway, but obtained, in 1540, remission of the

sentence for himself and fifteen of the clan. He
left a son.

Hector McAlester, who did not long- survive.

He was succeeded by his son,

Alexander McAlester, who, in 1573, obtained a

charter from Archibald, Earl of Argyll. His
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name appears on the roll as one of those who, by
act of Parliament, were called upon to deliver

hostages, whose lives were to be held responsible

for the obedience of their chiefs. At his death

his son and successor,

Godfrey McAlester, was yet a minor. In 1591,

he obtained a charter from the Earl of Argyll,
and therein is designated Gorrie McEachine Vic-

Alester Vic-Ean-Dubh. At an early age he be-

came the hero of a tragedy still remembered in

the Highlands, the heads of which are given in

Pitcairns Criminal Trials. He took an active

part in most of the feuds and conflicts of the

troubled period in which he lived. He closed his

turbulent career about the beginning of the seven-

teenth century, and was buried at lona, in the

tomb of his ancestors. His statue, in black mar-

ble, was to be seen there within the last century.
He was succeeded by his son.

Hector McAlester, who had charters from the

Earl of Argyll for the lands of Loup and others,

being therein designated Hector McGorry-Vic-
Eachine-Vic-Allister-Vic-Ean-Dubh. He married

nth March, 1620, Margaret, daughter oi Camp-
bell, of Kilberry. His son and successor,

Godfrey McAlester, of Loup, married a daugh-
ter of Sir Robert Montgomerie, of Skelmorlie.

His son and successor,

Alexander McAlester, supported the cause of

James VH. to the last, and was engaged at the

battles of Killicrankie and the Boyne. He mar-
ried Jane, daughter of Sir James Campbell, Bart.,

of Auchenbreck, by whom he had a numerous
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family. (The third son, Duncan, settled in Hol-

land, and was father of Gen. Robert McAlester,
who commanded the Scots Brig'ade.) The eldest

son of Alexander,
Hector McAlester, died without issue, and was

succeeded ])y his brother,

Charles McAlester, married Christina, daugh-
ter of Lamont, of Lamont, by whom he had two

sons, Angus, his heir, and Archibald, who for

many years commanded the Thirty-fifth Regi-
ment. He died a lieutenant-general, leaving a

large family. His eldest son, Charles, was
lieutenant-colonel of the Ceylon Rifles.

Angus McAlester, who succeeded his father,

married his cousin Jane, daughter of McDonald
of Ardnacroish, and cousin to the celebrated Flora

McDonald, and was succeeded by his only son,

Charles McAlester, J. P., and D. L., lieutenant-

colonel commandant First Ayrshire Local Mili-

tia, born 13th January, 1765 ;
married 28th

March, 1792, Jessie, daughter and heiress of Wil-

liam Someryille, of Kennox, County Ayr, by his

wife Lilias, daughter and co-heir of Gabriel Por-

terfield, of Hapland, and had issue,

Charles Somerville McAlester, present repre-
sentatiye.

With

property all gone and little to begin life

anew, they were ever hopeful. In April, 1863,

he moved from Helena to a small farm in

Lonoke county, where he was assassinated two

years later at his own doorstep, leaving a wife

and six children. Life for the lonely wife after

this was no easy problem, and oftentime might
have been almost ready to despair had it not been

for her faith in God, and kind friends who came

to her aid. Amongst those who will ever find a

bright place in the memory of her and her family
are Dr. Thomas R. Welsh, and Rev. J. W. Moore.

To Dr. Welsh is due the education of her chil-

dren, and to Rev. Moore his ever ready sympathy
and advice, as well as many other substantial

gifts. Now her work of raising her family is all

done, and well done, and, still in the prime of life

at the age of sixty-six years, she can look back

on her past as a troubled dream. Her home is

Frank Asbury
died at the age of eight months. Thomas, their

second son, died at the age of two years, six

months. After years of patient, loving labor for

her little family, Kate Jeffett died the death of a

child of God, June 26, 1890, at Searcy, Ark.,

leaving a devoted husband and four children.

Much might be said of this lovely woman, many
quotations from expressions of her many friends,

but w^ords are inadequate to express the love and

respect of all who knew her. As a daughter and
sister she was ever kind and true^ a devoted wife,

a faithful, patient mother.

Alexander McAllister was the father of the

author. He was a most genial, lovable man, a

strong man physically and intellectually, a man
full of faith and of the Holy Ghost. He was one

of a noble bench of elders in the Old Bluff Church
in Fayetteville Presbytery. Pie was never known
to be excited or angry in debate, and could not be

provoked into a quarrel. His ready sympathy led

to his being greatly sought as a surety, and in this
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way his fine estate was finally wrecked. Over

thirty thousand dollars' worth of property was

sold after his death. He was killed by lightning

while superintending work on his farm
;
and wore

in death the same sweet smile which was one of

the charms of his noble face. Our pastor, the

Rev. D. D. McBryde, who was with him the day
and night before his decease, reported that in a

conversation between them father said, "I have

not long to live, but I have made my peace with

God, and am ready to go." He never knew what

it was to be afraid. He leaves his children the

legacy of a life of integrity, piety and truth, and

on his tomb might be inscribed the same words

that mark his own father's last resting place :

"Tread softly, stranger ;
this is sacred earth

;

Truth, virtue, magnanimity, and worth

Sleep in silence here."

Gen. Charles Augustus Poellnitz was born Sep-
tember T, 1807, in Marlboro District, S. C, grad-
uated at South Carolina College, studied law with

Hon. William C. Preston, removed to Linden,

Marengo county, Ala., in 1835. He was for more
than fifty years a ruling elder in Montpelier
Church. He gave the land and contributed lib-

erally to the building of the church. He died

January 25, 1891. Of ten children, one son and
two daughters survived him in 1898.
The following concerning Gen. Charles Augus-

tus Poellnitz was written by the Rev. A. J. With-

erspoon, D. D., which will be read with interest :

''General Poellnitz was born in Marlboro Dis-

trict, S. C, September i, 1807, and his love for his

native State knew no decline. After leaving
South Carolina College, where he was graduated
with distinction, and where he was closely asso-

ciated with James H. Thornwell, whom he greatly

admired, Mr. Poellnitz studied law under Col.

William C. Preston at Columbia. He practiced
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in the courts of South CaroHna, and for a short

time at Linden, Ala., but finahy a1)andoned law

to devote himself to planting-.

"Before leaving- South Carolina he married the

beautiful Miss ]\Iary Peay, of Fairfield, a lovely

woman of much culture; a true Christian, known

by her good deeds and kind words. This de-

voted wife filled his life with sunshine for more

tlian fifty-seven years, and died but a short time

before him.

"After conversion under the preaching of the

Rev. Thomas S. Withcrspoon, he joined the Pres-

byterian Church, and was for upwards of fifty

years a ruling elder in Montpelier Church. Giv-

ing the ground—a lovely spot
—and largely con-

tril)uting to the building, General and Mrs. Poell-

nitz in a great measure supported this church.

His end was peace. Writing to a beloved daugh-
ter, a few days before his death, he said, T am

quietly waiting for the Master's call to heaven,

sweet heaven.'

"General Poellnitz removed to Marengo county,

Ala., in 1835, and was ever afterwards one of its

most distinguished citizens. He had great en-

ergy, and was a large and successful j^lanter. In

a handsome home, adorned with wealth and with

taste, where the most refined hospitality ever

reigned, General and Mrs. Poellnitz brought up
their large family O'f ten cliildren, educating them

carefully, and giving them all other advantages.
Seven beautiful daughters grew to womanhood

;

four of these daughters, Major Charles A. Poell-

nitz, his only son, and many grandchildren and
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great-grandchildren survive him. His children,

all members of the Presbyterian Church, are use-

ful and influential members of society.

"General Poellnitz was the grandson of Baron

Poellnitz, one of the distinguished foreigners who
tendered their services to General Washington,
and to whom Congress granted a tract of land,

then outside, but now in the heart of New York

City. This land Baron Poellnitz exchanged with

Captain Randall for a plantation in South Caro-

lina. The New York property was left by Cap-
tain Randall to found a home for seamen, and the

proceeds have established the famous home at

Snug Harbor.

"The writer was at one time General Pocllnitz's

pastor, and for long years enjoyed his friendship.

He was always a friend to the minister and his

family."
He died at his home, in Marengo county, Ala.,

January 25, 1891, aged eighty-three years, four

months and twenty-four days.

What is my nature or descent, my character and

desert that I should speak of this, and desire that

I should be a party in a covenant when thou the

King (of kings) and Lord of lords art the other.

I blush and am confounded even to mention it

before thee, but, O Lord ! great is thy majesty, so

also is thy mercy. If thou wilt hold converse with

any of thy creatures, thy superlatively exalted

nature must infinitely love. And I know that in

and through Jesus, the Son of thy love, thou con-

descendest to visit sinful mortals and to allow

their approach to thee and their covenant inter-

course with thee. Nay, I know that scheme and

plan are thine own, and thou hast graciously sent
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to propose thcni to us, as none untaui^ht by thee

would be able to form them when aetually pro-

posed.
