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PREFACE.

The new system, introduced in this issue of the American Newspaper Direc-

tory, for rating newspapers as to their circulation hy a graduated scale indicated

by letters is sufficiently explained in the "
key," and will, it is hoped, work more

entirely to the satisfaction of all persons interested, than that formerly adopted.
In 1870, when it was first decided to give information on this subject, the editor

applied to proprietors of newspapers for statements, and inserted before the

figures so obtained the word "claims." After a time objections were urged

against this word, and to avoid its use, publishers oflTered to prove reports, by
affidavits and otherwise. Many, however, were satisfied with the word as used,

and arguing that one claira was as good as another, set up pretentions which could

not be substantiated. It became evident that if the book was to become an

authority the " claimed " circulations would have to be excluded. Thenceforth,
those newspapers whose proprietors offered proof had their circulation figures

given positively, without any preliminary word ; in all other cases the figures

were followed by the word " estimated."

In the course of a year or two the word " estimated " became as objectiona-

ble as the other, and newspaper publishers frequently asked that it be omitted.

To this request, the response was uniformly made that the word could only be

omitted in those cases where an offer to prove correctness accompanied the cir-

cvilation statement when given.
This position gave offence to many. It was a system introduced for the pro-

tection of honest publishers against their more unscrupulous neighbors. It

seemed a good one when it was adopted. It doubtless answered an excellent

purpose in its time, but it finally gave rise to so much dissatisfaction that it was
abandoned. ,

A statement, in detail, of the number issued is now all that is required, and
this may be made in any form which suits the convenience of the publisher fur-

nishing it. If notoriously false, it is likely to be disregarded, and, in any event,

is liable to receive the critical scrutiny of rivals capable of bringing to bear
much positive knowledge on the subject.

The publishers of the Directory take this occasion to express thanks for the

assistance rendered in hundreds of communications from newspaper publishers
of the United States and Canada, who have taken pains to revise advance sheets,

report suspensions, new establishments, and to correct reports which did

injustice to neighbors—often rivals.

Since January, 1878, the work has been subject to a Daily Revision, and cor-

rected editions have appeared, and will continue to appear, four times a year.

Every publisher is specially requested to send in a statement by which the cir-

culation ratings may be revised whenever the existing quotation is found to be

unjust. Such statements always have the attention which their truthful import
warrants.

What is Done with the Newspapers?

Messrs GJeo. P. Rowell & Co. receive nearly one hundred and fifty thousand newspapers
every three months, more than seventeen hundred every day. On occasions In the winter,

when the snows Interfere with the regular running of the mails, as soon as the blockade la

removed It not uufrequently happens that as many as twenty -five bushels come in of a

single morning, counting possibly as many as ten thousand papers in one mail delivery.

What becomes of

all the papers ? What
do you do with them?
are questions which
are ofte^ asked. The

papers come from

every quarter, and
are assorted
throughout the day
and night by the

Post-ofHce employes.
Those addressed to

Geo. P. Rowell & Go's

Newspaper Advertis-

ing Bureau are
thrown into large
mail bags, arranged

on a rack or frame
made to support
them, with the
mouth held open,
and these, when
filled, are tied at the

top and set aside to

wait until called for.

The bags are brought
to the o fa c e eeich

morning, after
which the papers are

taken out and

heaped upon a table.

Then the wrappers
are taken off and the

papei-s smoothed
out, uniformly folded and arranged by States, after which the various piles are handed
over to those who have in charge the business of examining each separate paper to make
sure that advertisements ordered from the Agency are inserted according to specifications
of contract.

The country is divided into sections and apportioned out. One person attends to papers
issued in the city of New York; another checks those in States near by one has Canada,
one the South, and another the Territories and Pacific Coast.

With his book spread open before him the work of examination and checking proceeds.

Every paper in which an advertisement is running is opened out and the advertise-

ments, one or more, are marked with a crayon so as to be easily found or seen at a glano«
when the advertiser comes to make his examination before paying his bill.
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The checking books are arranged to show the actual

number of insertions which every advertisement is to re-

ceive. Special marks are used to designate special things,

and the checking clerk, guided by instructions, produces a

page which will show the advertiser at a glance whether hia

insertions have been truly and correctly rendered, or other-

wise.

By the accompanying diagram the plan is made plain,'as

in use for a weekly paper. The name of the advertiser, the

space, position, style, and length of time an advertisement
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After the examination and marking,
the paper is again folded, and receives a

heavy mark on its upper right hand corner

to indicate that it has passed through the

requisite examination, and is ready to be

placed upon file. It is then taken and

placed in the space accorded to it. Every
weekly paper is assigned a pigeon-hole, 8

inches by \0]4 and one foot deep, while to

a daily is accorded three such. These

spaces are all designated by a label, hav-

ing printed upon it the name of the paper
to which the space is accorded.

These being placed in tiers or cases,

back to back, and aet up, form galleries, so

as to permit of the whole being arranged

alphabetically by States, the name of each
State being designated on the cases and

again over the entrance to each separate

gallery.
A stranger Is thus enabled to search out

the depository for his own local paper, or

any other that he may desire to see, with
as much readiness as he finds a word In a

dictionary or a name in a directory.

These galleries being arranged one story

above another and as compactly as possi-

ble, occupying portions of the same rooms

where all the work upon the papers Is per-

formed, leave nothing to be desired In the

way of convenience.

be most effective in each.

When the papers have accumulated
until their allotted spaces assume a crowd- ^
ed appearance, then comes the final solu-"i

tion of the problem of " What do you do
with them ?

"
Boys go through the galle- I

rles, extract the superfluous papers from
each of the spaces (being careful to leave
a complete file for at least three months),
throw them into one great heap; after
which a dealer in paper stock comes and
carts them all away, and in another month
they may be found in the store of the
paper dealer, made Into new bundles, up-
on which may again be printed other pa-
pers to repeat the same round of experi-
ences.

An advertiser whose rule It Is to pay no

bills until he sees all the papers can here be

accommodated, and a business amounting
to $20,000 per annum In cheap country pa-

pers can be looked after (every copy of

every paper examined) bj' the advertiser,

or his representative, who will devote three

days' time to the examination four times a

year.
The time required for examining papers

is malnlv used in looking after the adver-
tisement which is not there. This work has
all been done beforehand, and each adver-
tisement marked plainly with a black cray-
on. If It is so marked the advertiser takes
in Its appearance, style, position, every-
thing in an instant, and if It is not marked
he need go no farther ; it is not there, and
he is entitled to one other insertion or an
allowance.

One advantage of complete files, so con-

veniently arranged, consists in being able
to produce for advertisers samples of all

the papers in which they wish to insert
their announcements, that they may see

There were eight thousand one hundred and twenty-nine newspapers published regularly
in the United States according to the American Newspaper Directory for the centennial

year 1876.

The combined issues of all the other nations of the earth did not then, nor do they now
equal that number. Application was made to Messrs. Geo. P. Rowell & Co., to make an ex-

hibition of the American Press by Gen'l Jos. R. Hawley, President of the United States Cen-
tennial Commission, in the following letter :

Geo. p. Rowell & Co., New York City. Philadelphia, Sept. 17th, 1875.

Gentlemen .'—Some time ago 1 made a memorandum that I must write you concerning an
exhibit of the American newspaper, that wonderful feature in American civilization. It

seems to me that an exhibit of its progress during the century and its present condition
would be exceedingly interesting. Could every exiting American periodical from semi-

annual down to daily be shown ? How and where ? Have you any scheme in mind ? Can
you submit a plan ? Can you come here and talk it over ? Respectfully yoiu-s,

J. R. Hawley, President U. S. C. C.

An exhibition of a sample copy of each of all these thousands of periodicals would hardly
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convey an adequate Idea of the importance of journalism, yet it would do something to-

wards that end ; and believing that it would not be practical to attempt more, Messrs. Geo.

P. Rowell & Co., In response to Qen'l Hawley's letter made the necessary formal applicatioa
for an assignment of space in the Main Building, which was met by the following suggestion
from the Director-General, Mr. A. T. Goshorn :

Qbo. p. Rowkll, Esq.,

Dear Sir /—Your application for space In the International Exhibition for a display of

ample copies of every periodical in the United States has been placed before me for coa-

ilderation. It has been suggested that such an exhibition would be very much more attrac-

tive and interesting if an outside pavilion were provided for that purpose. * * * *

I most cordially commend this suggestion to you, with the hope that the newspaper Inter-

est of the country will join in providing such a pavilion, which would be a distinctive fea-

ture of the Exhibition. * *   Yours very respectfully,

A T. GosHORN, Director-General.

About this time Messrs. Rowell & Co., received a communication from a well knowa
printer, (Peter C. Baker, Esq., of New York), who has devoted much time to the Interests of

the craft. He writes as follows :

" The pamphlet, job and ornamental printers will, I believe, very generally present the

best specimens of their work ; and many of these beautiful productions of typographical
skill wUl show what rapid advances the printer Is making to place himself by the side of the

artist and engraver.
** But what is the Newspaper and Periodical Press doing to show that In this department

eflpecially our country surpasses all other nations of the world? I have not yet learned that

any positive arrangements have been made to give tangible evidence of the immensity
of the newspaper and periodical Interests of our country, and therefore I very respectfully
and earnestly suggest that Immediate steps be taken to take this Important matter In charge,
and prepare a plan by which a copy of every newspaper and periodical published in the

United States be collected and shown at the CentenniaL No feature of the exhibition would
be more effective than this to show the world the general intelligence of our people, and
make plain the secret of the success of our republican experiment."

Other communications of a kindred tenor came from unexpected sources, and applica-

tion to the publishers of a few of the great newspapers of the country revealed such a readi-

ness to aid the enterprise that plans were made and adopted in accordance with the sugges-
tion of the Director-General, and in response to the written promise given to the Centenxdal

Commission in January, 1876, that the exhibition would be made, the President of the Com-
mission wrote :

Geo. p. Roweix, Esq., 41 Park Row, Philadelphia, Jan. 29, 1876.

Dear Sir :—l am right glad you are going ahead with your work. It will be as distinctly*

and Interesting an American exhibit as we shall have on the grounds.     

Yours truly, J. R. Hawley.

It was decided to attempt a much more comprehensive display than had first beea

thought of. Instead of a sample copy of a paper, every publisher was to be allowed to ex-

hibit a file for several weeks or months, and every paper should be made instantly accessi-

ble, and the exhibition thus serve the additional purpose of a reading room and an exchange
for newspaper men.

A prominent position was assigned the Newspaper Pavilion by Director-General Goshoru
on Fountain Avenue.

The following description first appeared in the New York Sun of February 14, 1876 :

" The plan of exhibition is an alphabetical arrangement of partial files of each news-

paper or periodical In such a manner as makes them instantly accessible, the space devoted

to each bearing a label with the name of the publication printed thereon, and further desig-

nated by a number, by means of which a stranger, upon reference to his catalogue, is able

at once to approach the section of the building where the particular journal which he de-

sires to examine or refer to may be found.
" The cases containing these files form alcoves similar to those in public libraries for the

arrangement of books, these alcoves forming long tiers, one on each side of the building,

throughout Its entire length, a portion of the space between being reserved for the accom-
modation of attendants, leaving a passage-way for the public eighteen feet in width, extend-

ing from one end of the structure to the other.
" The second story, approached by four flights of stairs, is devoted to reading rooms foe

the accommodation more especially of newspaper men, and supplied with conveniences for

correspondents."
A better impression of the interior architecture may be obtained from the following

written after an examination of the plans by the accomplished correspondent of the New
York Times, In Its Issue of February 20th :

" The building is of timber and very neat. It has a length of sixty-seven feet with a
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width of forty-six feet, and a total height of thirty-three feet. Fi-om the exterior It appears
to be In two stories, but the centre of the building Is only one story, and Is a very fine cham-

ber, with ample light and
space. The whole is ar-

ranged with that precision
and mastery over details

which have gained for Mr
Rowell his celebrity as a
business man. The alcoves
are fairly lighted by win-
dows which occupy the en-

tire space between them,
so that there is no difficulty

desks are placed. Nothing

been devised. The galleries
are lighted by rows of wln-
d o w s corresponding t o
those In the alcoves below,
and by the large transom
windows at each end. In
the facade this window is

set back from the gable
roof about five feet, and
a very effective ornamen-
tation of radiating. Incised

planking is Introduced,
which relieves very pleasantly the simplicity of the structure. The interior is perfectly
ventilated by a large lantern roof, and therefore the building deserves the pral.se of being
thoroughly lighted, thoroughly ventilated, and of being admirably arranged for the desired

purpose."
How the project was carried out is set forth at length in a letter from the Centennial to

[From Our Special Correspondent.]

Philadelphia, July 10.

I have frequently had occasion to notice the big waj* in which Americans do things, and
I io not know that it would be easy to And an apter illustration of this than that furnished

by the " Centennial Newspaper Building," in the Exhibition grounds. Here you may see any
one, or, if you like, all of the "8,129 newspapers, published regularly in the United States."

In England a man thinks it cheap if he is given his choice of a few score of newspapers for

a penny ; and as our penny is here practically represented, as a rule, by a live-cent or even a
ten-cent piece (the smallest shoeblack, for instance, expects ten cents (5d.) for shining your
boots), a man could scarcely grumble if asked, say a quarter of a dollar, or one shilling, for

the run of the 8,000 papers. Need it be said that in the Centennial Building he can see them
one and all for nothing ? He is not only permitted as a favor to see them, but he is Invited,

naj' pressed, to confer the favor of entering the building and calling for what paper he likes.

As he passes the entrance his eye is caught by some such kindly and courteous invitation as
" Come in and see a paper from your home." " Write your name in the register, give your
card to the superindendent, and make yourself at home." The home into which he Is thus

cordially welcomed Is, moreover a very pleasant one. Without any pretensions to imposing
architectural effect, it is simple, elegant, and neat. It is admirably lighted and ventilated

by long rows of windows and a large lantern roof. Open on all sides, it catches every
breath 'of lair that^ventures 'in.'this weather to stir out, and on one side the air is cooled by
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passing over the lake, on the border of which the building is pleasantly situated. It is, in

fact, altogether about as cool and agreeable a place—quite apart from its literary attractions

—as a visitor to the exhibition could wish to be offered a chair in. He may at first Avonder

how among 8,000 papers, among them such mighty sheets as the New York Herald, he is to

get at the small, loved print of his home, thousands of miles away, it may be, over the

Rocky Mountains. But tlie management is so simple that bj^ consulting the catalogue any
one can at once find any paper he wants. They are pigeon-holed on shelves in the alpha-
betical order of their States or Tei*ritories and their towns, the names of which are clearly

labeled on the shelves. Thus the newspapers of Abbeville, in Alabama, would be found on
the first shelf, and those of Laramie City, in Wyoming, on the last

;
but anybody in diffi-

culties has only to apply to one of the eight superintendents, who, "all pineapples of polite-

ness," are ready to execute his orders as if they bodily belonged to him. If he would like

to take notes or write, he has, in two galleries which run round the upper part of the build-

ing, his choice of some thirty desks with pen, ink, and paper, all provided, of course, gratis;

or if he has ladies with him, or friends with whom he wants to have a perfectly private

chat, there are at his disposal two or three private roonis comfortably fitted up. The visitor

is, in fact, so spoiled, that before he has been in the building five minutes, he begins to feel

himself injured because he cannot order at the usual prices of the establishment an iced

"cocktail " and a bath.

It will not, I hope, detract from the merits of this pleasant home and refuge for the

warm aiid weary readers of newspapers to mention that it is an advertisement, since no at-

tempt is made to disguise the fact.

But the proprietors of the Centennial Newspaper Building are avowedly advertising

agents—the largest, I believe, in all America—Messrs. Geo. P. Rowell & Co., of New York.

Their enterprise will cost altogether about $20,000, or £4,000, including the building and the

expenses of "
running

"
it for six months. How much comes out their pockets I cannot say,

as they have been largely subsidized by some of the leading American papers. But they
have the management of the enterprise, and will naturally get the lion's share of the glory.

It will certainly make their names known all over America, in corners which it may never

have reached before. For the Americans are newspaper readers to a man—almost to a

child ; nor indeed does one need to be an American to appreciate the opportunity of resting

in a comfortable room, in order to read the latest news from one's home. I have seen quite

young children in the building conning their papers as steadily and attentively as any of

the adult voters around them. It is possible, I admit, that they were reading one of the

newspapers for children, of which a large number are published in America. The 8,000 and
odd American newspapers are declared to exceed "the combined issues of all the other

nations of the earth." One is somewhat surprised to find that of this number no less than

6,235, or more than three-fourths, are weekly. Some of them belong to classes to which in

England the word "
newspaper

" would scarcely be applied, and to which even Webster's

definition of a newspaper as a "sheet of paper printed and distributed at short intervals

for conveying intelligence of passing events," would not permit it to be applied. Such are

the semi-monthly publications ; the monthly and even the quarterly.

In this democratic country great importance is attached to its periodical publications.

To exhibit them there has been erected a veritable palace which is not one of the least of

the curiosities of the great exhibition, and which is a perfect Pantheon of the American

press. It is under the management of Messrs. Rowell & Co.—a large New York advertising

agency. It would be well if this example were followed by us at our next International

Exposition in 1878
;
not solely in an historical and general point of view, but as a study of

comparative typography. We think this idea merits further consideration.

The Newspaper Pavilion, says our letter, is to-day the refuge of all newspaper men.
This Pavilion is in charge of Mr. Geo. P. Rowell, who enjoys the reputation of being the

most extensive Advertising Agent in the United States. By good management and with
much labor this gentleman succeeded in placing on file all the publications in the American
Union.

Mr. Rowell has accomplished the very difficult task of making the exhibition what it

should be, everything being in excellent taste. One here finds a perfect reading room, with-

out a single object to distract his attention ; and when the immense number of publications

dally received here are beheld, it seems almost incredible that the work can be done in such
a quiet, systematic manner.

There are about a dozen emploj'ees in the building, and anyone who visits the Pavilion,
be he foreigner or American, will meet with every possible attention ; and, what is still

more rare, will find that intelligent men are employed who speak all the principal European
latiguages, and that it is not necessary to understand English in order to acquire all desira-

ble information.
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IFrom a Hungarian Newspaper.']

If a Hungarian . editor were to enter the " Newspaper Pavilion of Rowell " while I am
writing these lines he would certainly envy my faie. My desk Is placed In a pleasant bay-

window on the second floor, whence I have a magiilticent view over the romantic lake of the

Exhibition, in the centre of which the crystal water rises in 260 spouts, sparkling and glisten-

ing in the warm sun, and forming a gigantic diamond crown, with its jets falling upon one

another.

Gteorge P. Rowell & Co., are the greatest and first Newspaper Advertising Agents in the

United States. They ereected a magnificent building on the Centennial grounds, the lower

part of which contains all American Newspapers on exhibition, while the second floor is put

at the disposal of the Centennial correspondents. The whole has been arranged so comfort-

ably and practically, that, not only we Europeans, but even American correspondents who
are more familiar with such things, are perfectly surprised.

On the first floor there is a table about thirty feet long, on which are laid the newspapers

having the widest circulation, for the use of the correspondents and of the public. The

newspapers of the different States are placed in pigeon-holes on both sides of the hall. The

number of these reaches almost 8,500. Each pigeon-hole is provided with a label, stating

the name of the State and the number of newspapers published in the same. An inscription

over the entrance, "Come In and see a newspaper from home," tells every one who enters

that any American newspaper is at his disposal. Eight clerks wait upon the public, and

hand you in a few minutes the latest number of the newspaper which you may desire.

A glass shelf on the left hand side contains two of the most interesting articles on ex-

hibition, viz.: two lists of the newspapers published in America, one in 1776 and the other in

1876. The first is a book in miniature, not larger than our pocket-book almanacs, and con-

tains the list of the thirty-one newspapers published in 1776, their size, price, name of the

editor and printer, which fill only sixteen pages. Near tliis pamphlet there is a thick gilt

volume,
" The American Newspaper Directory of 1S76," a book in octavo, containing in the

1,032 pages the names of the 8,600 American newspapers published at the present time. These

two products of the press, placed near each other, would alone be sufficient to show us the

progress made by the " Young Country." No other country in the world shows such an im-

mense increase of newspapers and such success in the line of public Instruction. These

alone ought to induce us to take off our hats before a nation which, no doubt, has a great

future.

Four stalrcases.covered with carpets, lead to the second story.the 'Sanctuary' of the mem-
bers of the Press, which is not usually open to the public, and strangers can pass these halls

only as guests. This floor is built in the style of a gallery, so as to allow a free view of the

lower floor. The upper floor may be divided into two large halls, at the ends of which there

are four small neatly furnished rooms. The floor of the larger halls is covered with carpets,

and here forty desks are placed, in four rows, so that forty correspondents can find accom
modation at the same time.

Such is the building erected by Rowell & Co., and all its accommodations and advant-

ages are accessible to all Members of the Press, without discrimination, whether they are

Americans or foreigners.

AMERICAN JOURNALISM AND THE CENTENNIAL EXHIBITION.

Our American cousins do everything on a "
big

" scale. Whatever they undertake, they
seem to lay down their plans in proportions which astonish the more cautious, vacillating

and tentative Englishman. Sometimes their projects result in success, sometimes in fall

ure ; but the failure or the success is always enormous. It is to the thorough, complete

whole-hearted, enthusiastic natui-e of the American that he owes his wonderful progress.

If he means to do a thing he "goes straight at it," to use his own phrase, and heeds very

slightly the difficulties that are in the way, or the danger he runs of never accomplishing it.

If he fails, therefore, he falls not for want of courage and directness ; and if he wins, his

success only serves him as the momentum to go at something more ambitious still.

Among the sights of the great Centennial Exhibition at Piiiladelphia assuredly there was
none more suggestive, more characteristic, or more instructive than the great

" Newspaper
Pavilion." It is a large temporary building, of elegant exterior, and furnished with suitable

comfort within, containing files of all the journals published in the United States. The

enormous task of collecting, classifying, arranging, and exhibiting these journals was un-

dertaken by the firm who also erected the building and provided for its administration-

Messrs. G. P. Rowell & Co., of New York, the largest advertising agency in the world.

Advertising is not a new practice among Englishmen, and there are those amongst us

who have elevated It almost to the rank of a science. Nor are advertising agencies unkown
here—agencies which relieve the advertiser of the labor of negotiating with each individual

newspaper proprietor, and examining eaeh^individual journal to ascertain whether their
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announcements are inserted. Some of ovir advertising agencies here also issue newspaper
directories, as the taslc of compiling such works is naturally best accomplished by those
in daily communication with the sources of the information contained in them. Our oldest

directory of this kind is Mitchell's, a small quarto of 200 pages ; and the next in reput« is

May's, an octovo of some fifty pages less. Messrs. Rowell also publish a directory, and the

Brobdignagian scale it is upon may be judged from the fact that it consists of 1,032 pages, in

small type. It is well printed, hot-pressed throughout, and bound in cloth—altogether a
handsome as well as useful book. The advertisements of the different journals alone make
730 pages ! The book itself is published annually.

Messrs. Rowell are not content with giving the name, the politics, the date of establish-

ment, and the intervals of publication of the different journals, but they give their size, and
what is more, their circulation. We need not point out the value to advertisers of informa-
tion of this kind, if it be only authentic. It is not possible, however, to obtain any complete
official data upon the subject. The only mode of getting the desiderated particulars is by
application to the respective newspaper proprietors. Here the difficulty begins. It is not

likely that the owner of a moribund journal with a few hundred circulation will acknow-
ledge the fact, and it is only reasonable that he will endeavor, in the absence of a respecta-
ble circulation, to assume or to claim one. It would never answer, therefore, to insert such

statements, so Messrs. Rowell take the liberty to use their own discretion, and estiviate in

many cases, from their own experience or the representations of their correspondents, the
extent of the circulation of different journals.

Returning, however, to the "
Newspaper Pavilion," which, as already stated, owed its

origin to the intelligence and the enterprise of this advertising agency, it may be remarked
that such an opportunity of investigating the progress and the characteristics of Trans-
Atlantic journalism was certainly never before presented ; and it should not be allowed to

pass by without being carefully utilized, not only by politicians, educators, and those who
have to study the moral and religious condition of society, but by those who are interested

in journalism as a profession, and to whom the causes which lead to newspaper prosperity
and the tendencies which act adversely upon it, become matter of serious practical im-

portance.
Messrs. Rowell & Co., have not only erected this fine building, and arranged and classi-

fied its contents, but they have issued a valuable annotated Catalogue of those contents, and
one which contains word-sketches of many of the principal papers of the United States. To
It are appended some pages of original remarks on newspapers furnished by the long ex-

perience of the firm itself. These latter are terse, acute, often highly suggestive, and deserv-

ing of being canvassed among all who, like ourselves, have to do with the press.
In conclusion, we may add the following particulars concerning the operations of Messrs.

Rowell's agency. It was established only in 1865, yet it is said to control the largest amount
of advertising patronage ever secured by any association of the kind. It receives more than
one hundred and forty thousand different newspapers every three months, or more than
seventeen hundred every day. Every one of these papers Is carefully examined, the adver"
tisements recorded, and then filed for the satisfaction of advertisers. A great number of
clerks are engaged in these operations, yet aU are performed with regularity and precise-

ness, so that a half-dollar announcement is as expeditiously and accurately published in one
of the most remote territories as would be one which amounted to a thousand doUars. Such
a concern is characteristic of the stupendoius dimenBlong of the country in which it

flourishes.
