From the History of Buft'-'do and Erie Co., by H. Perry Smith.—" His

early Hfc (Mr. Jewett's) was passed upon his father's farm, engaged in such

work as he could do to assist in the support of a large family. For three

or four 3ears after he became ten years of age, he attended tjie district

school in winter. * * * * Hq appreciated the lack of opportunity in

Moravia, and, favored by the suggestions of relatives, he intended to work

for his uncle, Isaac Watts Skinner, who owned a small foundry in Buffalo

and was a manufacturer of plows, mill castings and mill machinery. He
left Moravia in company with a man who was taking a load of produce to

market; consequently he walked nearly all the way to the Eric ("anal at

Jordon. There taking passage on a packet-boat, he arrived in Buffalo on

the 3d of May, 1834. * * * Qn reaching Buffalo he commenced work

in his uncle's foundry, painting plows and cleaning castings.

" In the winter of 1834-35 he attended Silas Kingsley's high school.

Afterwards for several months he applied himself to learning the moulder's

trade; then acting as a clerk in the warehouse, taking the time of the men

and other similar work, until Mr. Skinner was burned out. On Sept. 1st,

1836, a copartnership was formed consisting of Franklin Day, Francis H.

Root and Sherman S. Jewett, under the firm name of Day, Root & Co. In

a few months Mr. Day withdrew and ]\Ir. Skinner took his place, changing

the style of the firm to Skinner, Root & Co. In a few years Mr. Skinner and

Mr. Root "withdrew and a new firm was organized, composed of Thomas J.

Dudley and Sherman S. Jewett, under the style of Dudley & Jewett. After

two years of existence this firm was dissolved by Mr. Dudley selling his

interest to Mr. Jewett, after which the business was continued by him alone

until 1843, when Sherman S. Jewett and Francis H. Root established the

firm of Jewett & Root, who continued to manufacture stoves. Business

increased with them as rapidly as they could secure means with which to

handle it. In 1854 the Chicago branch was opened in order to retain and

increase their hold upon the trade of the growing West. In 1875 Josiah

Jewett was admitted to the fimi of Jewett & Root. In 1878 Mr. Root parted

with his interest in the firm, thus dissolving a partnership of thirty-five years

of prosperity. Then the firm of Sherman S. Jewett & Co. was formed, com-

posed of Sherman S. Jewett, Henry C. Jewett, and Josiah Jewett. The

house now having flourishing brandies in Detroit, Chicago, Milwaukee, and

San Francisco. Mr. .Jewett has always been very energetic in the manage-

ment of his business, and is still actively at the head of the firm in every

sense of the word; (1884) ; is earlv at work and nearly the last to leave.

He is never known to speculate, and is ronuirkable also for his keen insight

into matters of finance and his intuitive knowledge of circumstances af-
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fecting future calculations. To all these is to be attributed his success in

business, from which he has realized a handsome fortune, which he not only

enjoys himself, but uses to increase the comfort of those connected with him,

and to benefit many others with whom he has associated in other business

enterprises and in various relations. His only amusement is fishing on the

Niagara river, where he uses his elegant steam yacht, ' Titania,' and devotes

Ijimself with passionate energy to the destruction of perch, black bass and

niuscalonge.

" Mr. Jewett was elected to the Common Council in 1845, and served

during 1845, 1846 and 1849. He was elected Mayor pro tern, two or three

times, and served as such during the Mayor's absence. At this time oc-

curred the Ohio Basin and Erie Basin fight in the Common Council, the

advocates of each making every exertion to kill off the other. Mr. Jewett

took a positive position that the city needed both, and the Council adopted

this course, which has proved the most beneficial to the city of Buffalo.

" In 1878 Mr. Jewett received without any previous knowledge the nomi-

nation for Representative in Congress at the hands of the Republican party.

Owing to his poor health he felt compelled to decline this unanimous and un-

solicited nomination. In 1880 he was elected upon the Republican ticket as

a Presidential Elector and cast his vote in the Electoral College for James
A. Garfield and Chester A. Arthur.

" A meeting of citizens was held Aug. 5, 1868, at his home, to con-

sider the subject of a public park. As a sequence the Park became an es-

tablished fact in 1871. Mr. Jewett has been a Commissioner since the or-

ganization of the Board of Park Commissioners, and its President since 1879.

Mr. Jewett was one of the founders of the Buffalo Club in 1867, a director

during the first nine years of its existence, and its President in 1874.
" During the war of the Rebellion Mr. Jewett served on various com-

mittees, was a member of the Buffalo branch of the Christian Commission,
and joined in every movement to aid and perpetuate the Federal Union.
At all times he was among the foremost to aid in strengthening the power
of the Government by his counsel, his personal labor and the use of his

private means.

" His name also appears as one of the originators of the Falconwood
Co., in 1869, and as its first President, holding the office until 1877. His
relations with the Young Men's Association have been at times of a peculiar

and impressive importance. In the year 1863, a meeting of nine gentlemen
occurred at the old American Hall parlors, to discuss a project about buy-
ing St. James Hall and St. James Hotel, to improve the facilities of the

Association. After several hours' discussion without any definite results,

all mutually agreed to follow whoever led off in subscribing, and do the

same. Mr. Jewett, as such leader, promptly solved the delicate problem by
subscribing .$3,000, and thus contributed to the success of the effort. In
1883, when a further scheme was suggested, looking toward the erection of
a fire-proof building upon the property bounded by Washington, Clinton
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and Ellicott streets and Broadway, the first meeting of citizens was held

at Mr. Jewett's house, at which time it was his privilege to again head the

list of subscribers, which was completed so triumphantly, with universal ap-

proval. He was President of the Association in 1865.
" The Bank of Buffalo owes its origin to the efforts of Mr. Jcwett and

his friends. He has always been its President and is largely entitled to the

credit of its success, which is without a parallel in the history of Buffalo

Banks. The Manufacturers and Traders Bank of Buffalo also claims him

as one of its originators and a director ever since. He was also one of the

originators and a director of the Clinton Bank, during its entire existence.

When it withdrew from business ever}' stockholder was paid in full. Mr.
Jewett has been a director of the Marine Bank since 1869 and is now a

stockholder in several other banks.

" He was also an originator of the Buffalo Mutual Insurance Co.,

which had a most successful career and gained the entire confidence of all

business circles. Finalh', under the reorganized name of Buffalo Fire and

Marine Insurance Co., it continued to increase in popularity until compelled

to retire from business owing to the terrible losses suffered in the great Chi-

cago fire of 1871. Then the three principal insurance companies of Buffalo

—

The Western, the Buffalo City and the Buffalo Fire and Marine, were all

placed in bankruptcy and by the action of the Chicago creditors Mr. Jewett

was appointed assignee of all. This was one of the most important works

of his life and to it he applied himself with such zeal that in three years he

received his official discharge from the entire work, which he had completed

to the unbounded admiration of all interested parties. * * *

" The Buffalo Fine Arts Academy is proud to include Mr. Jewett as

one of its originators, who in its darkest hour endowed it with a permanent

fund of $10,000, of which the interest could be used for its maintenance.

Inspired by this act, however, the friends of the Academy at once raised

another fund of similar amount to perform that service, and set apart

the original donation as a distinct fund, to be called the Jewett fund, the

interest to be devoted solely to the purchase of works of art for the Academy.

Under the silent influence of this fund already (1884) a valuable collection

of oil paintings now adorn the walls of the Academy and bear testimony to

the thoughtfulness of the donor. Mr. Jewett served as curator of the

Academy for eight years and was its President in 1865. He is a trustee

of Forest Lawn Cemetery, in which he takes a deep interest.

" He was one of the earliest promoters of the construction of the Buf-

falo, New York and Philadelphia Railway and a director from 1867 to 1881.

In 1876 he was called to the presidency. The affairs of the road needed

just the ability which he brought to work. In order to provide feeders for

this road Mr. Jewett and the friends of the enterprise constructed several

narrow gauge roads which paid back to the stockholders more than the en-

tire capital invested in them, and were finally sold at a handsome profit.

At the same time the B. N. Y. & P. Railway had so improved that it was
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sold by Mr. Jewett so as to repay to the stockholders every dollar of the

capital ; thus saving to the city of Buffalo its $700,000 of stock which it

took to encourage the building of the road. This is a record of integrity

to the trust reposed in him, and it is without a parallel in the history of

municipal investments in railroads. In all of the negotiations to effect a

sale of the property, the point proposed by Mr. Jewett and maintained by

him persistently was, that all of the stockholders, including the city, must

share alike and receive full value for their stock. A reference to the daily

journals of Buffalo will show how they tendered praise to him for the ability

and honor displayed by him in the entire transaction. We quote from the

Buffalo Courier of April 19, 1881

:

" ' The sale of the Buffalo, New York and Philadelphia Railroad would,

under the ordinary circumstances which attend the disposition of a railroad,

be in and of itself a matter of ordinary importance in these days of grand

negotiations. But there are some points connected with the transfer of the

Buffalo and Philadelphia, and antecedent to it, that make it a matter of

unusual local interest. When Sherman S. Jewett plays anything like an

important part, he is reticent to the last degree, and a newspaper man might

as well interview the sphinx ; but if he can give any valuable facts about

the successful enterprise of another, or can speak of any brilliant stroke

of diplomacy on the part of a neighbor or a friend, he is not only a free

talker, but an enthusiastic one, and becomes exceedingly interesting. A
personal experience with him during the time that he was working the B. N.

Y. and P., up to a place where it could have recognition, bears us out in

this, for it was next to impossible to get even an admission from him that he

was rescuing the road from the utter ruin that threatened it. Indeed,

Courier reporters gave him up, and almost uniformly reported him to the

office as having nothing of importance to communicate. The interests of

the city, if there were none other, compelled us to watch the attention paid

to the B. N. Y. and P., and we recall some facts in connection with the

liistory of the road which enable us to speak intelligently at this time. It

Avas in the fall of 1876 that Mr. Sherman S. Jewett and Mr. George B. Gates

took charge of the road in question ; and it is no exaggeration to say that

at that time the road was bankrupt and the stock worthless. The first mort-

gage bonds were put upon the market and sold very deliberately in 1876.

We called attention to them at that time, believing them to be a safe invest-

ment under the then administration. They are now worth 110 and will go

to a higher figure. Later in the same year the second mortgage bonds,

drawing 10^ interest, could only find a few purchasers; but Mr. Jewett re-

tired all of these and issued a new series bearing seven per cent in their

place. Within eighteen months all of this issue—a million dollars—has

been placed at par and is now quoted at 110.

"'When Mr. Jewett took the road the floating debt was $1,250,000,

something tremendous, all the facts considered. That debt is now all wiped

out ; and if any better evidence of masterly management can be cited, it
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does not occur to us at the present writing. It was uiulir Mr. .Tewett's

inanageniont that all tlie narrow-gauge roads connecting with the Buffalo and

Philadelphia were built and coal mines opened. By going outside of his

road antl levving legitimate tribute where he could, he extricated the B. N. Y.

and P. from ruin and saved it to the stockholders, of which the tax-payers

of Buffalo are no small number. The saving to Buffalo is nearly three

quarters of a million of dollars or in nnmd numbers, $70(),0()().

" ' Now, anybody who is familiar with the ;il})hal)et of railroading or

the manipulation of stocks, will readily understand that, moved by a less

upright and patriotic motive, Mr. Jewett could have literally frozen out

the city and the smaller stockholders and made himself absolute master of

the situation. He didn't do this even though he could have made a hand-

some fortune out of it, but preferred to carry the whole load on his own

shoulders for the benefit of everybody interested; and these facts and the

resurrection of the road from nothingness, all considered, make the sale one

of the most remarkable in the history of American railroads. We take in-

finite pleasure in placing to the credit of one of our most prominent citizens,

a transaction so rare and so successful in every feature of it. Negotiations

have been pending for the past five months, but had they not succeeded the

propertv had been so thoroughly built up, Mr. Jewett would have paid a

dividend next August.
*'

' The work of Mr. Jewett w ill be better appreciated, when it is re-

membered that his own very extensive business, both as a manufacturer and

a banker, required a great deal of his time and attention, and assuredly these

riave not been neglected.

" ' Mr. Jewett has one of the best business and diplomatic minds in this

country. He is a thinker; and when he proceeds about negotiations of any

kind he knows preciseh' what he is doing. There is no tricking about him,

and when he puts a thing into the market, the fact that his name is back of

it is ample guarantee that it is worth what he asks for it. This is a good

enough record for any man, but it holds good through all ]\Ir. Jewett's busi-

ness career; and the railroad transaction under consideration is primarily

valuable to us as revealing the fact that we have a modest business gentle-

man in our midst who is capable of dealing with large enterprises in the

best possible style, with reference to the best interests of all concerned.'

" The assistance given to religious enterprises is also worthy of men-

tion. The Washington Street Baptist Church, Prospect Ave. Baptist Church.

Delaware Ave. Baptist Church, Rochester University and similar institutions

elsewhere, some of other denominations can attest his liberality

to them. In IHHH Mr. Jewett erected in Chicago a mercantile building

which ranks amonfir the first in that city of commercial ])alaces. and is vahu-d

at half a million dollars.

" In 1863 S. V. R. Watson was elected President of the Young Men's

Association. The o])position candidate was Sherman S. Jewett, but to

strengthen both tickets the names of six of the most prominent business men
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of the city, including both Messrs, Watson and Jewett, were placed on both

tickets, so tliat wliichcver ticket was elected the president-elect might have

their advice and influence in support of any plan that he might devise for

obtaining a suitable building for the association, and although the heads

of the tickets manifested none but the most friendly feeling, yet it cannot

be denied that among their immediate personal friends no little feeling was
shown. Time rolled on and Mr. Watson succeeded in obtaining a refusal

of what was then known as the St. James property (now occupied by the

Young Men's Association) for $112,000. The question then was, could

an amount be raised by subscription which would render it safe for the

Association to purchase the property.'' After carefully considering the

matter, ]\Ir. Watson invited eight of the most prominent business men of the

city, including five on the ticket, to meet him at the American Hotel. In

addition, some of the younger members of his committee who were on the

building committee, were also invited. The evening arrived and Mr. Watson
laid his plans before the meeting and took his seat. There was a dead pause
for about five minutes. It was by far the largest scheme that had ever been

planned in Buffalo ; we had but few wealthy men. It is safe to say that

there are two here now where there was one then, and of the wealthy men,
of whom those present, were perhaps, the most prominent, it is safe to say

that every one is now worth at least double the amount he was then. I

mention this matter to show the great doubts that existed whether any such
sum could be raised. At last Mr. S. S. Jewett arose. The writer, who was
present as one of the building committee, is frank to confess that his heart

sank within him. A most vivid recollection of the Y. M. A. election passed
through his mind. The election, as before stated, had been an unusually
excited one, and after it was over hot and bitter words passed between the

younger men on the respective tickets. I had then but little personal ac-

quaintance with Mr. Jewett. Would he heartily support a plan originating

with a man who had just defeated him? A look at the anxious face of Mr.
Watson showed me that the same thoughts were passing through his mind.
It was not merely necessary that he should speak favorably of the plan ; it

was absolutely necessary to have the hearty and cordial support of the lead-

ing business men, and if a man of the standing of S. S. Jewett expressed

the slightest doubt about the scheme, the thing was up. Fortunately he came
loyally and nobly to our support. Over twenty years have elapsed, yet I

remember his speech as if I had heard it yesterday. Said he: Mr. Watson
and Gentlemen:—I have listened with great attention and the deepest in-

terest to the details of Mr. Watson's plan. In my judgment there is no
doubt as to what our duty is in the matter. The Young Men's Association

is entitled to our most earnest support. It seems to me that the advantages
of a great public library cannot be sufficiently extolled. It places within the

reach of every family, for a mere trifle, the advantages of such a library as

no private individual, however wealthy, can possess. The question is, what
shall we do in regard to the plan before us? There is but one thing for us
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to do ; we must do all in our power to carry it through. If there is any bet-

ter plan it has not been shown. We have had too much throwing cold water
on any plan that has been brougiit up. I have got thoroughly sick of hear-
ing-—Well, the idea is a pretty good one, but can we not find a better one.?

I tell you, gentlemen, we want a little less seeing and a little more sub-
scribing. Now, I have three propositions to make to you, gentlemen, and
you may take either one of them. I will go in with you eight and purchase
this building and present it to the Young Men's Association ; or I will go
in with you eight and build a fire proof building that will cost not less than
$250,000; or I will give as much as any other man in Buffalo.

" From that moment the success of the project was secured. After
consultation the nine men subscribed each $3000, and with this start the en-

terprise was pushed through to a successful conclusion. Comment is need-
less. In the words of the late Dean Richmond to one of the younger ujen

of Mr. Watson's committee:—Young man, it is seldom you will find a man
who, after he is beaten, will turn around and make an offer that might cost
him $30,000 in order to carry through a project that his successful rival

has originated. The name of S. S. Jewett should always be held dear by
all friends of the Young Men's Association as one to whose loyal and un-
selfish support the institution owes so much of its present prosperity."

After a long and honorable life Mr. Jewett died in Buffalo, Fel). 28,

21 years of age. He then turned his attention to trading in cattle and

farming. At the age of 24 years he had accumulated sufficient means to
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purchase his father's farm. He bought it, but did not work it, preferring

to engage in active mercantile hfe.

In 18-i8 he went to Lowell, Mass., and found employment with Clement

Upluim of Chelmford, Mass., who ran a slaughter house. For three years

he worked in the slaughter house during the winter, returning to the farm

in the sunnner season. For two years he worked for S. C. Parker, Middlesex

Village. In 1851 he entered permanently in the business of slaughtering

beef.

In 1877 he joined with ]Mr. Swift in forming the firm of Jewett and

Swift, dealers in dressed beef. Mr. Jewett was the first man to sell dressed

beef in Lowell. Since that time his success in every business enterprise in

which he was interested was exceptional. This success was due to his tireless

energy and unflinching perseverance, and he occupied a position in the front

rank of the prominent business men of Lowell. The intense concentration

of his mind in business gave character to his countenance, manners and

habits.

In 1863 he entered the arena of public life, as a candidate of the Re-

publican party, serving in the Common Council in 1864-65, Alderman in

1868-69, and Mayor in 1873-74-75.

To instance his popularity, in the campaign of 1873 he had as an oppo-

nent ex-Mayor Hosford, who ran against him as the citizens' candidate. In

this contest ]Mr. Jewett was the only one on the Republican ticket who was

elected, the entire aldermanic ticket of the Citizens being chosen. In 1875

he was nominated by the Citizens, and received a practically unanimous

election. In 1877 and 1879 he was Senator from the Lowell district, and

served as Councillor under Gov. Ames for three years. In 1880 he was

presidential elector, casting his vote for James A. Garfield.

In the many positions of honor and trust which he filled he gave evi-

dence of a determined will, an honest purpose, and sound judgment that

commanded the good will of all classes. His character for moral, physical,

an intellectual vigor was well known, and he possessed qualities of mind rare

in their independent excellence and wonderful in their combination. His

record as mayor is part of the history of municipal administration. It was

the result of his firm convictions, and his reputation rests safely on tiie meas-

ures with which his name is identified. In the ])ublic judgment he was

recognized as a leading citizen, in sympathy with every me.-\surc to pro

mote public welfare, and many of the most useful and important public im-

provements of the period in which he was so cons])icuous in active official

service owe their origin and successful achievement, with all their untold

utility, to his wisdom in preparation and his remarkable executive ability.

He was connected with the following institutions: Director of the

Aver Home for Younij Women and Children, Director of the Wamesit

National Bank from 1868, Senior Vice-President of the Merrimac River

Savings Bank, and Chairman of the Committee on Investment. He was

also Director of the Erie Telegraph and Ti'le])hnne Co., President of the
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Middlesex Odd Fellows Building Association, President of the Proprietors

of Odd Fellows Building, Director in tlic Swift Refrigerator Co., and Fifield

Tool Co.

He was a member of the following fraternal societies: William North

Commandery, Knights Templar. ]VIr. Jewett was a prominent Odd Fellow,

being Past Noble Grand of Oberlin Lodge, which entitled him to a seat in

the Grand Lodge.

I do

not think we have any other quite her equal.

" No more interesting thing can happen to an ordinary mortal

than to be allowed to see her in an Informal way, at the house of

her most intimate friend, Mrs. James T. Fields, on Charles Street,

to talk with her before the glowing grate fire. In the quaint recep-

tion-room, filled with rare curios, so that it even smells foreign ; or

mayhap, if the fates are very propitious, to be invited to lunch in

the fine old dining-room overlooking the Charles River, and waited

on graciously by Miss Jewett and Mrs. Fields themselves. If an

ordinary mortal wants anything more interesting than this to hap-

pen her, let her be set down as a discontented, exacting prig.

"Miss Jewett is a woman of most charming personality. She

has a bright, piquant face, that lights up beautifully as she talks,

and a low, pleasant voice that gives one a sense like quiet at night

and listening to the rustling of aspen leaves, soothing and restful.

Her black hair shows just the faintest tinge of gray, but the color

in her cheek and the sparkle of her eye tell the tale of youth still.

" Miss Jewett's working hours are in the afternoon, and when

she has anything In hand she writes from about one until five. She

writes, on an average, between three and four thousand words a

day, although she has sometimes gone as high as seven, eight, and

even nine thousand words a day. She usually thinks out her stories

quite carefully beforehand, so that when she comes to write them

she can do so easily and without much re-writing, although, of

course, some of her stories she works at quite laboriously.

" There are stories that you write," she says, " and stories that
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write you. And I find that the ones that ' write you ' do not need

much working over the second time.

" She loves her country life with a true devotion that only

a genuine nature worshiper can appreciate. I never feel prouder

or more of the sense of owning and being owned, than when some

old resident near Berwick meets me and says, ' You're one of the

Doctor's girls, ain't ye.'* ' It makes me feel as though that were

really my place in the world.

" Miss Jewett was born in a fine old colonial residence that was

built in T7-iO. It is situated in the village of Berwick, Maine,

not far from Portsmouth, and this mansion is still her home. Her

father, ' The Country Doctor,' died some years since, and her mother

within the last few months. One sister and she still continue to

occupy the old homestead during most of each year. A married

sister lives close by. Miss Jewett has always lived an outdoor life.

She rides, drives, and rows a great deal. When her father was

living she went about with him a great deal, and that was the way

in which, without realizing what the experience was worth to her,

she got her marvelous insight into the life of country people of a

quarter of a century ago. Before Miss Jewett's day no writer

could exactly depict the phases of country life which she treats

without making a burlesque of the attempt. It has taken Miss

Jewett to show the world that the country dialect and country

habits hide some of the noblest hearts and kindest words in the

world.

" ' When I was, perhaps, fifteen,' says she, ' the first " city

boarders " began to make their appearance near Berwick ; and the

way they misconstrued the country people and made game of their

peculiarities fired me with indignation. I determined to teach the

world that country people were not the awkward, ignorant set

those persons seemed to think. I wanted the world to know their

grand, simple lives ; and so far as I had a mission, when I first began

to write, I think that was it. But now, when every village has its

city visitors In the summer and the relations between the city and

country are so much closer than they used to be, there is no need

of my mission.'

" Her first story for the Atlantic was accepted before she

was twenty. She had no literary friends ' at court,' and it was

her own inimitable work which won her the success which has been

so marked. She was always a delicate child and could not endure

confinement of a schoolroom. Her education was, for the most

part, got at home under the wise direction of her father. Miss

Jewett says she misses a certain logical directness that comes only

with trainincT at jjood schools; l)nt she would not have missed the

outdoor life and association with her father for anvthing. Prob-
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ably her own success as a writer was foreshadowed in her father's

advice, constantly repeated, ' Don't try to write about people and

things; tell them just as they are'—a thing she has certainly

done."

The panic of 1873 struck him hard, but his indomitable pluck carried him

through, and he continued in this mill until 1880, when he sold it and bought

the N. O. Mitchell mill. He expended a large amount in repairs and was

doing a fine business when in August, 1882, he saw the results of his labors

reduced to a mass of smoldering ruins. Almost before the smoke had cleared

away, he was making preparations to rebuild, and in four months from that

time he had a new mill in operation and was doing business at the old stand.

Mr. Jewett continued in business until a few years ago, when he retired, and

now enjoys a well deserved rest from business cares. He never could be in-

duced to accept an office of any nature with but one exception.

His professional success was considerable, and in 1856

he was elected State's Attorney by the Democratic party. In 1859 and

again in 1860 he was the Democratic nominee for governor. One day he

m.et an old friend and brother Democrat, a chief justice in one of the courts.

The judge jocosely asked if Mr. Saxe expected to be governor. " Yes," he

answered, " I expect to govern myself under the misfortune of defeat, that

is all." " Ah! " said the judge, " it is a great man who is governor of him-

self." " True," rephed Mr. Saxe, " but he is still greater who is judge of

himself." For several years he edited the Burhngton Sentinel, and subse-

quently devoted himself wholly to literature and lecturing. In the palmy

days of the old lyceum system he attracted brilliant and overflowing audiences,

and was very popular everywhere. But it is chiefly as a poet that Mr. Saxe

will be known by posterity, and more especially as a comic poet, though his

serious eff"orts are very graceful and elegant. He was one of the most suc-

cessful comic poets this country ever produced, resembling Holmes in the

finish of his verse, but having the advantage over him in his faculty of

punning. He has often been styled the Tom Hood of America, whom he

greatly resembled in his poetic eff*usions and whom he considered his great

model. Mr. Saxe's wit was spontaneous, not forced, and his more serious

effusions are touching and pathetic. " The Briefless Barrister " and the

" Cold Water Man " are among the best specimens of his punning facility.

The former poem was the first he ever published and took immensely, being

quoted in newspapers all over the country, and many times after its pubhca-

tion it was revived and went the rounds again. Among his longer poems

are " Progress," " The Times " and " The Money King." Among his minor

pieces the " Rhyme of the Rail " is a great favorite, both here and in Eng-

land. It was first published in the Knickerbocker Magazine in 1843. It is

a very good specimen of his style—light, playful, humorous and witty.

" The Proud Miss MacBride " is a much longer poem, exceedingly humorous

and full of satire upon the follies and pretensions of would-be aristocrats

in this country. At the suggestion of James T. Fields, the late publisher

of Boston, Mr. Saxe's poems were first collected and published in one volume
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in 1850, which went through many editions, the new poems of the author

being added in each edition. " Clever Stories of Many Nations," rendered

in rhyme, which first appeared in December, 1864, is among the poet's best

productions. They are twenty in number—Itahan, Persian, Arabian, Nor-

wegian, German and of other nations—are admirably told. " The Tartar

who Caught a Tartar," " The Blind Men and the Elephant " and " Ho-Ho
of the Golden Belt " are in a marked degree characteristic of their author's

genius. The work, like many other of Mr. Saxe's, was published with unique

illustrations. " The Masquerade and other Poems," " Fables and Legends

of Many Countries " and " Leisure Day Rhymes " are among his produc-

tions. Besides these poems, destined to be handed down to posterity, Mr.

Saxe contributed a great number of minor pieces to newspapers and maga-

zines, among them the Knickerbocker Magazine, the Atlantic Monthly and

Harper's Magazine. Among the more serious poems of Mr. Saxe may be

named "Jerry, the Miller," "I'm Growing Old," "The Church Bell,"

" Treasures in Heaven " and " Bo^'hood." Mr. Saxe was an extremely

genial man and was alwaj'S popular in society. He was a man of great

affections, and his best love poems were addressed to his wife.

Mr. Saxe died at the home of his son in Albany, N. Y., in 1887. For

twelve years he had been an invalid. In 1874 he met with a railroad accident

while on a lecturing tour in Virginia, and barely escaped with his life. The
shock thus caused to a naturally delicate and nervous temperament, was the

first cause of his illness. Soon following this he lost his wife and three

daughters and his eldest son. These afflictions brought on fits of melancholy,

which became worse as he increased in age. He was buried in the family lot

in Greenwood, Brookh'n. Below are given two of his humorous poems

Mr. Jewett was educated in Weybridge and the Middlebury, Vt., Acad-

emy, and later graduated at Racine, Wis., College, in 1858, to which point

his father and family had removed. In the spring of 1859, he started to

Pike's Peak, with an ox-team, accompanied by his brother Solomon. They
reached St. Joseph, Mo., and after proceeding about 300 miles westward,

they met wagon trains of Pike's Peak emigrants, who were disappointed with

the prospects there, and were on their return eastward. These unfavorable

reports determined the Jewett brothers to change the course of their journey,

and they proceeded overland on foot, and reached California in September,

that year, having walked the entire distance across the plains from the Mis-

souri river, and consuming about five months' time. The last day of their

travel they covered about thirty-five miles, and arrived at Hangtown, now
Placerville. The following spring Mr. Jewett returned to Carson valley to

get cattle which they had left there the year before. He spent about sixteen

months in teaming in and about Virginia City, and then returned to Cali-

fornia. He and his brother embarked in the stock business near the Tejon

reservation, now the Beale ranch, in the fall of I860, and located the " Rio

Bravo " ranch, remaining there until the fall of 1874, when they sold the

ranch and a portion of their sheep for $42,000. They then removed to

their farm adjoining the town of Bakersfield, having previously purchased

about 2,000 acres of choice land.
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In company with the late Julius Chester they erected the first store in

Bakersfield, the second building in town. In 1874 he was one of the incor-

porators of the Kern Valley Bank. In 1865 these enterprising pioneers raised

the first crop of cotton ever planted in Kern Co., on 120 acres of soil. The
prosecution of this enterprise required the importation of Chinamen for labor

from San Francisco. A fine crop of cotton was produced, but before the

crop was gathered the war closed, and cotton fell from $1.00 to 25 cents per

pound. That and the high price of labor made the venture an unprofitable

one, and cotton-raising was abandoned.

In 1885 Mr. Jewett removed with his family to San Francisco, where

he owned, with his brother-in-law, Mr. John P'arnham, the celebrated Crystal

Baths, the largest and most complete salt water baths in the world, which

are located at North Beach.

He was a member of the California Chapter of Royal Arch Masons of

San Francisco and of California Commandery No. 1, K. T. ; he also was a

member of the Islam Temple of the Nobles of the Mystic Shrine and the

socialistic order of the Native Sons of Vermont of San Francisco. He died

Feb. 5, 1902, and in accordance with his wishes during his life his remains

were cremated.

" In the death of Philo

D. Jewett in San Francisco, Wednesday night last, Bakersfield and Kern Co.

suffered the loss of one of her very best and most highly respected citizens.

» * * Few men live lives so worthy of emulation as his. Weakness is

said to be the conmion heritage of mankind and all men seem to have their

faults, but his was a character upon which no blemish could be seen. Honest,

fearless, generous, charitable, he was the embodiment of all that makes a

good, true and faithful citizen and a most valuable member of society.

" Some men have negative or rather passive lives and they have no

enemies because they do nothing to make them, but the life of Philo Jewett

was decidedly an affirmative one. He was an active, enterprising man, con-

ducting business of more than ordinary magnitude, yet he had those inesti-

mable qualities that enabled him to deal with his fellow men in a manner so

just and magnanimous, that no man could but honor and respect him."

This regiment after-

wards became a part of the famous " Iron Brigade." He enlisted as what

was known as a three months man, but at the expiration of that period he

re-enlisted for the war. He was in the first battle of Bull Run and was one

of the last to leave the field; then, with a helping comrade, he carried a

wounded friend to a place of safety. In this battle he received a slight

wound, as he also did in the Second Bull Run fight. He was in the battles of

South Mountain, Antietam, Fredericksburg, crossing the Rappahannock
below Fredericksburg, Chancellorsville, and Gettysburg, where he received a

severe wound in the right thigh and was in the hospital nearly a year and

from which he never fully recovered. He was commissioned 1st Lieutenant

of Co. F, 39th Wisconsin Volunteers, May 17, 1864, and was discharged

with his regiment. He then entered the Regular Army and was commissioned

2d Lieutenant of the 10th U. S. Infantry, Feb. 23, 1866; was commissioned

1st Lieutenant Jul}' 28, 1866, and resigned April 25, 1877, Brevet rank,

Brevet Captain, ]\Iarch 2, 1867, for gallant and meritorious service in the

battle of Gettj'sburg.

A story is related illustrative of the esteem in which Gen. Sherman held

him. During ^Ir. Jewett's service in the army after the war, he applied for

six months' leave of absence, stating in his application that he intended to

resign and enter business at the end of that period. This was refused on

account of the intention to resign being considered an improper statement

in an application for leave of absence, and the Adjutant General said that

" nothing but his gallantry and high standing prevented a revocation of his

detail on recruiting service," which he held at that time. A relative went to

Washington to see the President (Grant) in his behalf. The President said

the request should be granted and subsequently while this relative and a

Congressman were in the Adjutant General's office, Gen. Sherman came in

and said that any member of the " Iron Brigade " could have any reason-

able request granted—" 3'es, whether it was reasonable or not, b\' God," and

directed the Adjutant General to use the telegraph to forward the business.

In 1876, on account of ill health, he was granted a year's leave of ab-

sence, and went to Kern Co., California. He purchased a ranch on Mt.

Brecken ridge, and, having resigned from the army, lived there for three

3'ears. In 1880 he became a resident of Bakersfield, Cal., and soon afterward

accepted the position of assistant cashier of the Kern Valley Bank, in which

lie continued to the time of his death.

He was granted a small pension, but after drawing it for a year or two

he wrote the authorities at Washington that he thought his country owed

him nothing more, and stated that no further amounts would be received, at

the same time retuminrr the last draft tliat had been sent him.
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He was a benefactor to many, a friend to the weak and helpless, and was

always foremost in all that was for the good of the country and its people.

His main, his leading characteristics were charity and good will. These

qualities were never better shown than when he refused to become a member

of the Grand Army for the reason that the war was over, and that he believed

that the dead past should bury its dead, and the reunited country live in the

present with malice towards none, charity to all, and forgetting that brother

had ever been arrayed against brother.

He was a devoted Episcopalian and was Senior Warden and Treasurer

of St. Paul's Church. He was ever ready to help, and the Sunday night

before his death, by reason of the minister's illness, he read the service, and

by what seems a strange coincidence, selected an eloquent sermon upon death,

closing with the words, " So live that ye may ever be prepared for death."

He was drowned in the Kern river. May 30, 1892, in the heroic, yet

vain attempt, to save the lives of two small children who had fallen into the

rapids. The Iron Cross of the Iron Brigade, which he was entitled to wear,

was found upon his body when it was cast up by the waters. He married

in Racine, Wis., Jan. 19, 1869, May H. Knight, daughter of Albert G. and

Delia (Gazley) Knight.

By Emma Stark Hampton: " Seldom do

we meet, in public or private life, so rare a character as that embodied in

that faithful friend and co-worker of many eventful years, Mary Jewett

Telford. In her the attributes that stand for all that is best and purest in

womanhood were fully developed and wonderfully combined; no doubt a

creation wrought out by the Master Hand, to produce a medium whereby to

solve some great problem in life, or propel the motor power of some upHft-

ing influence toward the betterment of the human race.

" Rare mental endowments were her heritage, a legacy from heaven. A
silvery tongue gave voice to heaven-born thoughts in speech so clear, so con-

vincing, so true, that, like the reverberations of the great canyons in which

her heart took delight, the echoes scintillated and came back again and again

with such telling force as to stamp her words forever on the minds of those

who heard.
" The humblest pen became a magic wand at the touch of her fingers

and was instantly infused with thrilling gems of thought, transmitted swiftly

from a heart that knew no guile, but overflowed with great, passionate

throbs of sympathy and pity for the weak, the world-weary, the wicked, the

wayward. The touch of her hand, the sound of her voice, the mere knowl-

edge of her presence, gave one strength and inspiration. With her help-

ing hand, dreaded burdens rolled away and anticipated mountains, hard to

climb, melted before one's vision into pleasing undulations, easy to surmount.

* * Early in life she showed great mental ability. Was educated in

district school and State Normal at Ypsilanti, Mich., and began teaching

at fourteen years of age. Later, taught instrumental and vocal music and

French in a young ladies' seminary in Kentucky. At sixteen she began

writing for publication. The family removed to Lima, Mich., prior to the

Civil War, and in State history are mentioned prominently. When Fort

Sumter was fired upon and troops were called out, patriotism so burned in her

breast she was impelled to in some way serve her country, and determined to

go to the front as nurse. To-day to carry out such determination would

hardly create comment, but in those days the Evangelines and the Florence

Nightingales were almost single in number, and to enlist in service such as

theirs demanded the spirit of a heroine and martyr.

" She naturally met strong opposition, but after many seasons of prayer

and debate and persuasion, she closed her school and, armed with a govern-

ment order, supplemented by a permit from Governor Blair, the famous

war Governor of Michigan and a personal friend of her father. Dr. Lester

Jewett accompanied her to the afterward famous Mason and Dixon's line.

She was detailed to Nashville, Tenn., the only woman in a hospital where

there were six hundred mefi. Then came the struggles, the hardships, the

times that tried the souls of men and women, the victories over self and home-

sickness, the labors that day by day made up a history and a record for Mary
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Jewett over which the angels well niight sing and weep,—weep in sympathy

as she l)ent day and night over forms so soon to return to mother dust, or

sing for joy when her skilled hand had nursed back to life and hope some

despairing boy in bhic.

" Well do I remember an incident of 1891, the year of the Grand Army
Encampment in Detroit. It was my privilege to entertain Mrs. Telford.

One day, on reaching home toward evening, I found licr sitting close beside

a comrade in the library. Marks of tears and glow of smiles were on their

faces. She at once introduced him as a patient in one of the long-ago hos-

pitals, and quickly he added: 'And, dear madam, I want to say that this

blessed woman, whom I've always called * my angel,' snatched me from the

grave down in Tennessee and saved my life; sick and discouraged and home-

sick, she made me live and get well. I've longed to see her if yet alive, and

accidentally seeing in the National Tribune she would be here, I came all

the way from Louisiana to hunt her out, to clasp her hand and look again

into the face of my Evangeline.'

" Volumes might be filled with such unwritten records earned by this

gnxnd woman, and the half not be told.

" On receiving her discharge as army nurse, she returned home,

broken in health, which she never fully recovered. By special act of Con-
gress in 1892, she was granted a pension. (She was the first woman to

receive a pension from the U. S. Government.) Her army experience greatly

strengthened her desire to elevate and better mankind, and thereafter her

life was zealously devoted to all things good. She espoused the temperance

cause, and her persuasive voice sounded its praises from a hundred platforms.
" In 186-5, at her home in Michigan, she married Jacob Telford, a Civil

War veteran, whom she knew in childhood, and to the day of his death, little

more than a year ago, they were still ardent lovers. He lies buried in the

National Cemetery at Murfreesboro, Tenn., where he received severe wounds
from which he always suffered. The only wish of this unselfish woman who
devoted her whole life and all her earnings to others, was that her poor, tired

body might at last rest beside the one she loved. In her last days she said

with a sigh, ' I may be selfish in wanting to lie beside dear Jacob, so never

mind ; I shall soon slip away and be with him around the bend of the river.'

" This dear woman died in Hinsdale Sanitarium, 111., Aug. 5, 1906,
subsequent to a critical operation, and, like a soldier in the field, lies buried

where she fell.

" When the call was made in 1883 at Denver for a National Woman's
Relief Corps organization, Mrs. Telford was instantly interested. Well she

knew the needs of the boys in blue. Living then in Denver, she became one
of the twenty-three charter members, joining from Colorado. Her ability

was recognized, and she was made first Corresponding Secretary. Colorado
soon became a Department, and she was elected its second Department Presi-

dent. During the two years she served, the Department came prominently

to the front through the great work accomplished, and her bright, business-
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like General Orders. Having gained a wide national reputation as a plat-

form speaker and a brilliant writer, her influence was far-reaching.* * *

" At a critical time, when the National Home was in the throes of un-

certainty, her clear brain and wise pen did good service. She was always

ready to help in emergencies, but nothing would induce her to be a candidate

for the National office, not even the desire of her greatest admirers to have

her name enrolled in the list of Past National Presidents.

" Going from Iowa to Colorado in 1873 in search of health, Mrs. Tel-

ford became editor of the Colorado Farmer; founded the Challenge, the

organ of the State Prohibition Party and of the W. C. T. U., in 1884 and

was its editor for five years. She identified herself with the white ribbon

organization after meeting Miss Willard on the latter's first visit to Colorado.

Mrs. Telford was a candidate for Lieut.-Governor on the Prohibition

ticket.

" She was President of the Central Union of Denver in the early '80s,

and much of the good work accomplished by that union was begun during

her administration. A Rest and Rescue Home in the slum district, a Day
Nursery and the Woman's Exchange, were among the enterprises that en-

listed her special interest, and later the Cottage Rescue Home work claimed

her unfailing efforts for its advancement.
" Four months before her death she became associate editor of The

Union Signal."

In 1882, having invented and patented a number of

devices for reapers, he was engaged by the Piano Mfg. Co. of Piano, 111., as

head of their pattern department.

In 1887 he went into business in Chicago, manufacturing Venetian

window blinds—his own invention—^but the great strikes among the building

unions in 1888 cut all such business to the ground. He then devoted much

of his time to lecturing for the temperance cause. All of his life he was a

strong advocate of temperance and right laws, taking an active part in a

number of presidential elections, representing the Prohibition party in

active campaigns through the States of Illinois, Indiana, and Ohio. He
was always a loyal citizen, a faithful friend, and a noble and loving father.

Col. Jewett was of varied acquirements and brilliant parts and had
the advantages of an excellent education. While he was a student at the

Ohio Wesleyan University, at Delaware, Ohio, the Civil War broke out and
he enlisted in the 3d Ohio Infantry. On Jul}- 23, 1861, he was commissioned

1st Lieutenant and transferred to the 23d O. V. I. He was detailed for duty

on the staff of Gen. Rosecrans and arrived at the scene of war in Virffinia

July 27, 1861. Here he was badly wounded, but upon recovery immedi-

ately applied for active service, and was transferred on Nov. 1, 1861, to

the 78th O. V. I., as Acting Regimental Adjutant. Shortly after he was
detailed for staff duty under Gen. Leggett, with whom he served in the cam-

paign of Pittsburg Landing, Corinth, and Vicksburg, under Gen. Grant.

He was with Gen. Sherman in the South during the early part of his famous
March to the Sea, commanding an advance guard of 250 picked mounted
men as far as Atlanta, when he was taken sick and sent home to recruit.

He next conveyed a detachment of Prisoners of War to Chicago. At this

time he received a commission as Captain in the regular army and was as-

signed to duty on Gen. McDowell's staff as additional Aide de Camp. At
the battle of Fredericksburg his horse was shot under him but he escaped

injury.

He was in the battle of the Wilderness and other decisive enffas-ements.

On March 12, 1865, he was appointed Lieutenant Colonel of the 193d
O. V. I., and in this rank was in command of the post at Winchester, Va.,

at the close of the war. It is said that he was the youngest officer in

the Union Army in command of a regiment, being then only 24 years of

age. His last active service was in the Shenandoah Valley campaign.

His military career was very active and won the admiration of all who
were associated with him. He seemed to be a born soldier and the require-

ments of that life presented no difficulties to him. At the end of the war
he was offered a commission in the regular army, which he declined in order

to study law. He was admitted to the bar in Baltimore, then went to Kansas
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City, where he practiced in the Kansas and Missouri Courts. He removed

to Lawrence, Kan., in 1881, where he died Oct. 13, 1895; buried in Law-

rence. He was a member of Masonic Lodge, No. 6; of Washington Post,

Mr. Jewett was educated at the Pennsylvania Military Academy at

Chester. Pa., and at the U. S. IMilitary Academy at West Point. A physical

disability from which he had suffered since childhood made it impossible

for him to undergo the severities of the routine and discipline at the latter

place, so he resigned before completing the course—in his graduating year.

He married in 1868 and went to Reno, Kan., to acquire a practical

knowledge of farming on a ranch belonging to his father. Two years later,

returning to Zanesville, Ohio, he established the " Fair Oaks " Stock Farm,

and acquired a national reputation as a breeder of trotting horses and Jersey

cattle. He became prominent in Ohio politics ; and although he never held

office, his judgment was valued in counsel and he was constantly busied with

problems of party management and organization, as Committeeman and

Delegate to conventions, including the National Conventions. In 1886 he

abandoned his stock breeding enterprises and removed to Maryland, to be

near his father, who had just retired from the Presidency of the Erie Rail-

road and was striving to renew life and youth amid the surroiuidings of his

boyhood, at " Lansdowne," Md.

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It may be noted here that Mr. Hoadly, who received the Democratic

nomination alluded to, was elected Governor, making Mr. Jewett's sacrifice

notable in these latter days where filial impiety is the rule.

His political qualifications were not unrecognized in his new surround-

ings, for in 1896 he was the Democratic nominee for Congress in the 2d

Maryland District—honorably following in his father's footsteps, a leader

of forlorn hopes in a party crisis.

In 1890 his hearing became affected, and this affliction, increasing yearly,

proved a great handicap to one who had been engaged in so many different

fields:—an organizer of business and railroad enterprises, a promoter of

mining and industrial development, a student of politics and sociology. His

library is to him a constant solace since his enforced withdrawal from the

activities of life, and divides his attention with the various agricultural prob-

lems arising upon the old family estate, " Lansdowne," where with his family

he resides the greater part of every year.

Jewett (1). There was without doubt some relationship between them.

Abraham Jewett resided in Rowley and his home was the estate sold

April 8, 1737, by his grandchild, Anne Swett, to David Dresser.

10994 DR. MATHEW WINFREE JEWETT (Thomas"''^'), was
born in Midlothian, Va., Feb. 26, 1849. He married in Danville, Va., July
30, 1871, Alice Gertrude Motley, daufrhter of Jordon D. and Mary E.
(Waddill) Motley. Dr. Jewett entered school when nine years of age and
continued to attend until he was thirteen years old, when he enlisted as a
private in the 59th Virginia Inft., and served in North and South Carolina,
Georgia and Florida ; returning to Virginia with his command when Peters-
burg was threatened in the early part of 1864, and was in close proximity
to the " Crater " in July, 1864, when that mine was exploded. He served
through the War and surrendered at Appomattox, being then sixteen years
of age. He then entered the United States Navy, in 1866, where he became
ship Corporal, and was discharged in 1869. He returned to Midlothian
and entered a store as a clerk, but soon obtained a position in a wholesale
house in Richmond, Va., where he remained a short time, and in Jan., 1871,
engaged in the general merchandise business in Danville, Va., but the con-
finement of this vocation soon broke his health and he sold his store and
engaged in the leaf tobacco business, which he conducted for a year, when

in Middletown, Conn., Feb. 16, 1836. He died in Hartford, Conn., Jan. 7,

1821. Mr. Jewitt sailed from Hull in 1802 and settled in Middletown,

Conn., about 1813. He was author of a book well known years ago,

" Narrative of the Adventures and Sufferings of John R. Jewitt ; only Sur-

vivor of the Crew of the ship Boston; During a Captivity of Nearly Three

Years Among the Savages of Nootka Sound ; With an Account of the Man-
ners, Mode of Living and Religious Opinions of the Natives." Mr. Jewitt

was the second son of Edward Jewitt, blacksmith, of Boston, England. His

mother died when he was three years old, leaving an infant daughter and an

elder brother. He was intended for a profession, and at the age of twelve

years was placed in the then well-known school of Mr. Moses, at Donnington,

where he remained some years. After leaving school he was apprenticed to

Dr. Mason, an eminent surgeon, of Reasby. The calling was not to his

liking, however, and he soon induced his father to cancel the indenture,

and he returned home and took his place in his father's shop, where he soon

developed great skill and ingenuity in the business. The family moved to

Hull, Eng., toward the latter part of the century, where his father engaged

in ship-building and repairing. In 1802 the ship Boston, Capt. John Salter,

of Boston, Mass., owned by F. &. T. Amory, of Boston, was at Hull, taking

in a cargo of goods for a trading voyage to the northwest coast of America.

Mr. Jewitt shipped as armourer. The ship left the Downs Sept. 3, 1802,

stopped first at the Island of St, Catharines ; passed Cape Horn Dec. 25,

and on March 12, 1803, made Woody Point in Nootka Sound, and proceeded

about five miles up the sound to Friendly Cove, where she anchored. On

March 22d the Indians induced a number of the crew to go Avith them salmon

fishing, and treacherously murdered them, and, returning to the ship, killed

those remaining there, with the exception of Mr. Jewett, who was badly

wounded, and John Thompson, the sailmaker, who was below when the at-

tack was made, and secreted himself. His life was spared at the request of

Mr. Jewitt, whom the chief had resolved to keep a prisoner on account of

his skill as an iron worker. They remained in captivity until July 19, 1805,

when they were rescued by Capt. Hall, of the brig Lydia of Boston. As

the brig was bound for China, he sailed for Canton, which he reached in

Jan., 1807. He left there in February, 1807, and reached Boston, Mass.,

after a voyage of 114 days. In this book the name is spelled both Jewitt

and Jewett. There is little if any doubt that he was of the Yorkshire family.
