INTRODUCTION.

JoHN DE Garlande (or Gaiiandie, for the Latinized form woiild

seem to point to tlie latter as liis true name), the author of the

following poem, has been among English and foreign literary his-

torians the subject of much confusion, with regard both to his age

and to his country. The more important errors arose chiefly

from confoimding our poet with the mathematician Gerlandus,

who flourished in France in the eleventli century, and who was best

known by his treatise on the Comjmtm, or Compntus. Thc mistake

is, however, the less excusable, as our John de Garlande not

unfreqnently speaks of himself in his writings, especially in the one

now printed for the first time.

Thus, he tells us expressly that he w*as an Englishman.' We
have no means of ascertaining the exact date of his birtli, but it no

doubt took place at some period in the latter half of tlie twelfth

century. He tells us that when a youth he studied at Oxford, and

that he attended there the lectures of John of London, of whom he

gives a short but interesting account.^ Erom this it appears that

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VI INTRODUCTION.

John of Lonclon lectured on natural pliilosophy. Like niany of

his contemporaries, John de Garlande, in his eagerness for know-

ledge, left his native country to settle in Paris, and in the uni-

versity thcrc he attended among others the teaching of Alanus de

Insulis, of whom also he relates an anecdote which was not, I

think, lcnown hefore.' From another poem hy John de Garlande,

it appears that he was in the university of Paris as early as the

year 1204.- France had now become his adopted country ; and he

speaks of it with feelings of attachment which he acknowledges to

have bcen as great if not greater than those he entertained for his

native country.^ We learn from another of his works, a sort of

Latin vocabulary entitled Dictionarius, that he was present at the

siege of Toulouse in 1218, when Simon de Montford was slain (on

the 25th of June of that year).^ What may have been the occasion

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of Ms visit at tkis time we do not know ; but, as he speaks in tlie

following poem of the arguments he had used against the heretics,'

he was probably employed hi sonie way or other in the criisade

against the Albigeois. A fcTv vears afterwards, on the final submis-

sion of count Kayniond of Toulou.se by the treaty of April 1229, the

Uniyersity of Toulouse was foimded under the auspices of the legate

Romanus de Sancto Angelo. John de Garlande was one of the pro-

fessors selected by the legate from the University of Paris to be sent

tliither to assist in its formation, and he gives us an accoimt of their

journey in company with Elie abbot of Grandselve, one of the

negociators of the treaty, with a rather ciu-ious and iaterestiiig notice

of the first beginnin;? of the southem universitv.^ He tells us in

another passage that, in the same year, finding that the people (the

clergy) of Toulouse were at fault m. their reckoning of the time for

celebrating Easter, he gave them rides for that purpose.^

He further hiforms us that he remaiaed tlu-ee years in the Uni-

versity of Toulouse, and gives us an account of the studies pm^sued

there; that he wrote and revised there his Epithalamium BeatcB

Mari(B Virginis, a poem contaiaed m the same Manuscript from

which we print the poem De Tritimphis EcclesitB, and which he

says he presented to the legate at Beziers ;
* and that, during his

stay at Toulouse, an Itahan scholar of great learning, named

Eoland, came to Toulouse and confuted a heretical teacher named

Gauvaine, causing either him or his ^vritings to be bumt.^ We
know that the legate Eomanus went to Toidouse in the Xo-

vember of 1229, to hold a coimcil there, at which the power of

the Inquisition was established throughout Languedoc. At length,

John de Garlande tells us, after the death of the sanguiaary

bishop of Toulouse, Folquet de Marseilles (which occui'red at the

Christmas of 1231), the university hegan to decline, the pro-

fessors no longer received the irregular salaries assm'ed to them

by the treaty of 1229, and tlie "crowd" of students gradually

dispersed.' The principal cause of this change appears to have

been the unsettled state of the country, for the violence of the

Prench governors and the atrocities comniitted by tlie inquisitors

had produced everywhere a spirit of resistance, and tlie more reso-

lute of the old national party, taking refuge in the woods and other

hiding places, and in some of the castles and stronghokls, where

they were probably joiaed by many who only sought the oppor-

tunity of plundering and living riotously, prowled over the country,

plundering their enemies and revenging tliemselves on all the papal

agents and French who fell into their power. The University

of Toulouse was notoriously founded as a grand agency of the papal

power, not only to overcome the heresy of the Albigeois, but to

suppress the national spmt of the South, and the masters and

students were naturally to the outlaws objects of the bitterest

hostility. It is clear from the allusions of our poet that the neigh-

bourliood of Toulouse was no longer safe for them, and tliat the

general dcsertion of the University of Toulouse was the cousequence.

John de Garlande, according to his own confession, was one of the

first to fly ; and, to escape the dangers of the land, he embarked

in a boat on the Garonne ; but, as the terms he uses seem to imply,

the boatmen themselves betrayed theu* passengers to a party of the

ovitlaws, who had established themselves in the strong fortress of

Castel-Sarrasin, in the neighbourhood of Moissac, whitlier tliey were

carrying them as prisoners. Some extraordinary appearance in the

heavens, however, arrested the attention of their captors, and before

tliey could land at Moissac a party of pilgrims arrived opportunely

to theh' rescue [peregrini, meaning probably the Frencli sokliers

who had assumed the cross in the crusade against tlie Albigeois).

Tliis appears to have occurred at night, for we arc told that at,

daybreak [crastina lux oritur) the outlaws landed and plundered

and burnt the houses (of Moissac?), and then, as it aijpears,

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retreatecl to their stronghold. After escaping other dangers, and

going through many difficulties, John de Garlande and his com

panions at length reached Paris in safety.'

This seeras to be all we know relating to the personal history of

John de Garlande. His scholarship appears to have been held in

high repute, and his lectures drew together some of the most dis-

tinguished students of the Parisian university. Among these was

the famous E/Oger Bacon, who, in one of the great scientific works

which have immortalized his name, speaks with respect of his

former teacher.^ From the time of his return from Toulouse, which

must be placed in 1232 or 1233, he probably remained in the

University of Paris, where we know that he was residing in 1245,

and that he was engaged in the composition of the poem now

printed.

Liigdunum venit quo sanctus tempore papa,

Hoc mea Parisius musa traliebat opus.

Mille ducentenis conjungo decem quater annos,

Virginis a partu, tresque duosque Hgo.'

At the close of his work, he speaks of king Louis IX. as being in

Syria, occupied with the interests of the Christians, and annoimces

that the king of Spain was preparing to carry an army to liis

assistance.

Ecclesise vires auget rex Anglicus, et rex

Hyspanus, robur undique turma novat.*

The king of Spain was Ferdinand III. of CastUle, who was, as

we know, on the point of leading an army into the East, when his

design was interrupted by his death on the 30th of May, 1252

:

it must, therefore, have been just before that event {i. e. early in

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the Spx'ing of 1252) tliat Jolm de Garlande completed tliis poem.

If he were really establislied in Paris so early as tlie year 1204, he

must at this time have been far advanced in years, and he probably

did not long siu'vive it. Indeed he speaks of himself, in the lines

immediately folloA^dng those last quoted, as though conscious that

he vras not likely to Uve to see the result of the expected expe-

dition to the East of Ferdinand of CastiUe and Henry of England.

Deposcunt alios illorum gesta poetas,

Qui quando tempus venerit illa canant.

John de Garlande had lived through an age of great events. His

early youth had probably witnessed the crusade of Richard CcEur

de Lion. He had been contemporary with the troubled reign of

king John of England, and had contemplated, apparently with

great interest, the expedition of prince Louis to his native country.

He had witnessed the dreadful crusade against the Albigeois from

its commencement to its close, and scems to have been personaUy

engaged in it. He had shared in the terrors excited by the approach

of the Tartars, and in the anxieties caused by the misfortunes of

king Loms's expedition to Egypt ; and during nearly aU this

period the not less sanguinary struggle between the emperor

Erederic II. and the popes raged with flerce violence. As he con-

templated aU these wars and revolutions toward the close of Ms

days, he appears to have conceived the project of employing aU his

skiU in metrical composition to commemorate what he had seen

and hand down his sentiments and impressions to future ages.

The Church had triumphed over heresy at home in the Albigeois,

as it had certainly triumphed ovcr the infidels in the third crusade,

and was beUeved by its devotees to have triumphed in the retreat of

the Tartars, and, even in the disastcrs of Egypt, by the number of

its servants who had received the crown of martyrdom ; and, as the

papal power had at this moment gained the upper-hand of the

civil power in most of the countries which held its faith, John de
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Garlancle cliose to consider this liistory as a succession of triiimphs

of the Church ; and he, therefore, selected for its title that of Be
Triumphis lEcclesia;. This title has, to a certain degree, heen un-

favourahle to his fame, for it has led the readers of old manuscripts

to pass his hook over as a mere theological poem, and thus its many
curious illustrations of contemporary history were overlooked.

The style of John de Garlande is ambitious and pedantic, and

displays the schoolman vain of his accomplishments. His language,

though now and then we have a few good lines, is far iiiferior to

that of the scholastic Latin poets of the preceding century, and is

full of grammatical conceits and puns, and plays upon words and

rhymes. Its author affects, above all things, a great facLlity in the

use of all the quaint and fantastical embellishments of Latin metre

which were then practised by the ingenious, and he carries this so

far as to introduce on occasions what were termed in scholastic

language versus retrogradi, or verses which read backwards as well

as forwards.' These defects of style often render the meaning

obscure, while, as a whole, the poem is broken, and confused

by frequent digressions, the principal object of which appears to

have been to make a display of the author's varied knowledge in

theology, in history, in Kterature, and in the sciences, such as

astronomy, mathematics, navigation, natural philosoiihy, and even

medicine.^ He even on one occasion treats us with a page or two

of popular prognostics of the weather. ^ Makiiig allowance for

these defects, the poem is interesting in many points of view ; it is

a remarkable monixment of the lighter scholastic literature of the

age ; it is full of allusions to contemporary events, given in a tone

which conveys to us more of the general sentiment of the tune

than we gain from the chroniclers ; and even the digressions are

sometimes refiections of the popular feeHngs of those for whom
John de Garlande wrote.

John de Garlande was a prolific writer, but the greater number

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of his works were clesigned for purposes of instruction. Such were

the Dictionarius abeady mentioned, the Compendium Grammaticce,

and the Accentuarium, all tlu"ee fouud in a manuscript in Caius

College, Cambridge ; the Synonymorimi ojms, wliich was printed by

PATison ; and the JEqiiivocorum opus, which was also printed by

Pynson. He was the author of several other poems, chiefly of a

religious character ; but he seems to liave considered as his two

most excellent works the Epithalamium B. Marice Virginis, and

the poem now printed, De Triumjjhis Ecclesice. They are both con-

taiiied in a very carefidly written manuscript of the latter part of

the thirteenth centuiy, preserved in the British Museum (MS.

Cotton. Claudius A. x.), from wliich the text in the present volume

is edited. I am not aware that any other manuscript of this poem

is known to exist.

P. 4, 1. 31 Toresmhii. This should no doubt be Coresmim, the Kharcsmians or Seljonk

Turks, who, driven out of Persia by the Mongols, had thrown themselves upou

Syria, taken Jerusalem, and massaored its Christian inhabitants, in the j'ear

1244. The c and t are often interchanged in the MSS.

P. 5, 1. 10. Itacus pectore, dando Titus. Ulysses and the emperor Titus seem to have

heen regarded in the Schools as the classical models of courage and liberality.

P. 6, 1. 5. Corduba. Cordova was captured frora the Spanish Arabs by Alfonso, kina-

of Castille, inl237.

1. 6. Hispalis. Seville (Hispalis) was captured from the Mohammedans by Ferdi-

nand III. of Castille (St. Ferdinand) in 1248. The name Ferdinand was pro-

uounced and written Ferraud, in the langue d'Oil.

1. 7. Ci/p)-is. Louis IX. in his cxpcdition to Egypt in 1248, stopped at Cyprus, and

remained in that island till the foUowiug spring.

P. 7, L 1. Ternariiis impar. The belief in the occult quaUties and meaniugs of numbers

was strongly imprinted on the mathematical science of the middle ages, and is

alluded to more than once iu this poem. It must be remarked, as an erratum, tbat

the comma has slipped out of its place in this liue, which should lie " Est numeri

ratio triplex, ternarius impar.''

1. 9. Vicit Aristotiles. It may be remarked that at this moment, in the medieval

schools, Aristotle had just risou triumphaut out of the struggle in which his

supporters had been engaged with the strict Catholic party, and that in the writ-

iugs of Thomas Aquinas he was taking his place in the acknowledged scholastic

philosophy. His writings had only been made really known in thc West since

the closer communications with the Greeks and the Arabs.

P. 8, 1. 17. Dum rex Arthurus. The treachery of Modred and the death of Gawayne

(Galvanus) are told iu Geoifrey of Monmouth, Ub. x. c. 13, and lib. xi. c. 1.

P. 9, I. 3. Michael. It was considered to be the special duty of St. Michael to separate

the souls of those who were to go to purgatory or hell from those who were

worthy to proceed to paradise, and he is frequently pictured in medieval paintings
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and JlInTninations in the act of performing this office by means of a large pair of

scales, in which the souls are weighed.

P. 9, 1. 34. Laurenti. It is perhaps hardly necessary to remark, in esplanation of these

lines, that St. Laurence siiffered martyrdom on a gridiron (craticula). He held

the office of treasnrer of the chvirch of Rome, and haying distribut^d the wealth

of the church among the poor, he presented these to the pagan emperor who

ordered him to deliver up the treasures.

P. 10, 1. 9. In papa -nocentius. InnocentlV. who occupied the papal chair from the end

of June, 1243, to the Tth of December, 1254. This poetical licence of separating

the word in order to get over the difficulty of introdiicing the name Innocentius in

a Une of dactyls and spondees, is not peculiar to John de Garlande, but is found

in other Latin poets of his age.

1. 11. Ccelestinus. Celestin IV. held the papal see for two or three weeks only,

after the deatli of Gregory EK., which took place in the autumn of 1241, •when, in

the midst of the straggle between the papal and imperial power, the election of a

pope was warmly contested, and the chair remained vacant from August to

October.

P. 11,1. 33. Ptolomae. The works of Ptolemy had now become knovra in the TVest

through the Arabs, and obtained great respect as an authority in geographical and

astronomical science.

P. 12, 1. 23 Lucas Esseria. I cannot discover that this Tiriter, who is mentioned again

as a distinguished mathematician in p. 26, is othei^wise known than by the allu-

sion to him by John de Garlande. He is an addition to the list of earlv worthies

of the connty of Essex.

P. 13, 1. 1. Blanca tamen. Blanche of CastiQe, the queen ot Louis VHI. of France, and

mother of St. Louis (Louis EK.), during a great part of whose reign she ruled

directly or indirectly the kingdom.

1. 29. Anacleti. St. Anaclet is pretended to have been pope from the year 100 to

109, and to have first introduced the tonsure.

P. 15. I. 30. MarcMo. Hugues de Lusignan, known popularly as Hugues-le-Brun, count

of La Marche {Marchio, ITarchius) one of the most turbulent barons of his age, who,

paitly at the instigation of his wife, was the prime instigator of the war between

Henry HI. of England and Louis IX. of France in the year 1242. The count

Hugues accompanied Louis to Egypt, and died at Damietta, soon after that city

had faUen into the hands of the Christians.

P. 16. I. 5. Tsahella. Isabelle of Angouleme, the second wife of king John of England,

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and mother of Henry IIl. Before her marriage with king John she had been

aiEanced to the count of La IMarche,-who married her after John's death.

P. 16, 1. 19. Rex Dachus . .. rex Norvegius. The king of Denmark was Waldemar 11.,

known populaiiy as Waldemar the Victorious, who occupied the throne from 1202

to 1241, a period of great turbvilence in all the Scandinavian states.

1. 33. Marchius Hugo. Hugues, count of La Marche. See before, the note on p. 15.

L 34. Mensiticos should no doubt be Menfiiicos, for Metnphiticos.

P. 18, L 1. Spatio . . . hienni. After the death of Celestin IV., which occurred on the 17th

or 18th of November, 1241, the papal see remained vacant until the 28th ofJune,

1243, when Innocent IV. was elected.

1. 13. Titus. Atque etiam recordatus quondam super coenam, quod nihil cuiquam

toto die prasstitisset, memorabilem illam meritoque laudatam vocem edidit, Amici,

diem perdidi. (Suetonius, lib. viii. in Tito.)

1. 25. Modredus, ^-c. According to the legendary history of Geoffrey of Blon-

mouth, Lot married Anna the sister of king Arthur, and was by her father of

Gawayne and Modred. See G«offrey of Momnouth, Hist. Britonum, lib. viii. c. 21.,

and lib. ix. c. 9.

P. 19, 1. 1. Carmentis. Carmentis, the mother of Evander, is said to have fixst given

oracles in verse, which it is pretended was caUed from her iu Latin carmen.

1. 13. Julianus apostata. I have not been able to discover from whence this sin-

gular legend relating to the cause of Julian's apostasy, is taken.

LIBER II.

P. 21, 1. 8. Pictaviw probitas. It is hardly necessary to state, that the insurrection of the

Poitevins under the count of La Marche, with the assistance of king Henry III.

of England, occurred in 1242.

1. 12. Crussanna. I suppose this must be the castle caUed by GuiUaume de

Nangis Crosantum, said to be the modern Crosant, on the river Creuze, at a short

distance from Guiret in Saintonge. It was one of the castles captured by the kino-

on this occasion ; but the historians do not give it the same special importance

which it claims to hold in the verses of John de Garlande.

I. 24. Parisius. This was used in the Latin of the middle ages as an indeclinable

word, and it is never found in any inllected form.

P. 22, I. 7. Sancta corona. The cruwn of thorns, which, with what was said to be a part
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of the real cross and the iron head of the lance with which the side of the Saviour

was pierced, was obtained by Loiiis IX. from the emperor of Constantinople, and

brought to Paris vrith great ceremony in 1240. This purchase, and the solem-

nities attending the arrival of the pretended relics in Paris, seem to have created

a great sensation at the time, and are described at some length by our historian

Matthew Paris, by the French Guillaume de Nangis, and in the Grandes Chro-

niques de St. Denis.

P. 22, 1. 9. yEde sacrata. The Sainte-Chapelle in Paris, which was btult by Louis EX. to be

the repository of these relics.

1. 27. Reges, i. e. Louis IX. and Henry UI. who were at war with each other in con-

sequence of the insurrection in Poitou.

P. 23, 1. 3. Fredericus. The emperor Frederic 11. who was engaged in a furious contest

with the pope.

1. 29. N^eustrica .... domina. Harlette or Arlette, the mother of WUliam the

Conqueror, who dreamt, at the time of his conception, that a tree issued from her

body, which grew up towards heaven, and spread its branches over Normandy.

P. 24, 1. 4. Audax Remundus. Eaymond V. count of Toulouse, the father of the

count Raymond who was involved in the war of the Albigeois, and was so bit-

teriy persecuted by the court of Eome.

1. 9. Anthiochena suus avus. The grandfather of Raymond V., Raymond de St. GUIes

(Eaymond IV.), coimt of Toulouse, was one of the great leaders of the First

Crusade, and distinguished himself especiaUy in the siege of Antioch.

P. 25, 1. 15. Coresminos. The Kharesmians, who were driven from Persia by theMongol

Tartars, and invaded Palestine, where they captured Jerusalem.

1. 23. Constantinus .... Silvestro. St. Sylvester is said to have been elected pope

in 314, two years after the celebrated victory of Constantine the Great over

Maxentius, which led to the conversion of that emperor, and therefore he was the

first bishop of Rome who received the imperial confirmation.

I. 29. Cum Bmtus. The fabulous history of Brutus, and of the foimdation of Trqja

Nova, or London, is the subject of the first book of Geofirey of JIonmouth's

" History," w^ho says, " Regnabat tunc in Judsea Heli sacerdos, et arca testamenti

capta erat a PhUistseis."

P. 26, 1. 17. Nomine Scota. According to the ethnological legends of Ireland, the

Hibemian Scoti took their name from a princess named Scota, who was daughter

of Pharaoh, king of Egypt. See Giraldus Cambrensis, Topog. Hibemiae, Dis-

tinc. iii. c. 7.

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P. 2G, 1. 23. Lucas viathcmaticus. See before, p. 12, and the note.

1. 24. Abel. This is also a name which I have not been able to trace in any of the

literary histories of the middle ages.

1. 33. Lainec. According to the legendary explanation of the fourth chapter of the

book of Geuesis, Lamech was the inventor of archery ; and one day while shooting

he accidentally slew Cain, who was concealed in the bushes, with an arrow.

P. 27, 1. 1. Filius illius. Tubal Cain. See Genesis iv. 22.

1. 5. Ixioii. I do not know on what grounds John de Garlande conferred this honour

upon Ixion. Pliny, Hist. Nat. lib. vii. c. 56, ascribes the invention of riding on

horses to Bcllerophon.

1. 7. Erictonius. The reason why Erichthonius used the chariot is at least more

romantic in the classic story. John de Garlande .appears to have had VirgU in

his mind (Georg. iii. 113):

" Primus Erichthonius currus et quatuor ausus

Jungere equos, rapidisque rotis insistere victor."

1. 10. Jason. Tlie mediaival writers, familiar to a certain degree vpith the story of

the Argouautic expedition, believed that Jason was the inventor of navigation.

1. 11. Yonas. I have uot discovered who is the personage whom John de Garlande

intended to designate by this name. Pliny, Hist. Nat. lib. xxxiii. c. 3, says, the

first inventor of money was unknown.

1. 13. Clcopatra .... Lucano tcsle. The passage referred to by Jbhn de Garlandej

which describes the luxury and ostentation of Cleopatra, will be found in Lucan,

de BeUo CiviU, lib. x. U. 104-168

I. 27. Anglicus .... classe. Hem-y HI. sailed from Portsmouth in the middle of

May 1242, and landed at Royan at the mouth of the Gironde.

P. 28, 1. 17. S^Mros. The sparus was a curved sword, perhaps imitated from the Moors,

and explained in the old glosses by tlie French fauchon. The gceswn, which was

a sort of short pike, is mentioned by the ancient wi'iters as a weapon peculiar to

the Gaids. In his Dictionarius, John de Garlande gives the foUowing account of

the arms peculiar to difFerent nations :
" Cathagesa GaUicorum, sparos Hispa-

norum, catlieias et pugiones in dolonibus Teutoniconim, avelancias AngUcorum,

pila Komanorum, sarissas Macedonum, peltas Amazonum, Tolozanorum arcus."

P. 33, I. 25. Eex cadet in bello. This was a rather celebrated equivocal prediction, said to

have been made by a sorcerer before the battle of Bouvines, in which tlie king of

Franoe, Phihppe-Auguste, was thrown to the ground and narrowly escaped being

kiUed, although in the end he gained the victory ; and Ferrand or Ferdinand
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count of Flanders, was taken prisoner and led in triumpli to Paris. Count Fer-

rand, according to the story, believed the prediction to signify tliat the king would

be slain, and that hc (Ferrand) would enter Paris as the conqueror of France.

P. 33, 1. 29. Rex projure suo. John de Garlande now returns from his rather long

digression to Henry in.'s expedition to Poitou. The anecdote of the Scots men-

tioned here, is not, as far as I know, told by any other writer.

P. 34, 1. 1. Sanctonico portu. Eoyan, where the king of England landed, was in the ter-

ritory of Saintonge.

P. 36, 1. 15. Qucei-ebant animam Dagoherti. Alluding to the popular story of the hermit,

who, at the time of the death of Dagobert, saw in a vision the king's soul dragged

away by demons, from whom it was rescued by the three saints, Dionysius (St.

Denis), Mauritius, and Martin. This legcnd is tokl in the Vita Dagoberti regis,

and is represented in sculpture on the tomb of Dagobert, in tlie churcli of St.

Denis.

1. 19. Sacer o Dionisi. King Dagobert was the founder of the church of St. Denis,

near P.aris, wliich he endowed with immense territorial grants, as well as with

relics and treasiires.

P. 37, 1. 19. Beletici .... scripta Johannis. The only name of a medieval writer I

have met with resembling this, is John Beleth or Bileth, the author of " The

Eationale Divinorum Officiarum," of whom all that is known seems to be, that he

was rector of the imiversity of Paris. Tanner, however, I know not on what

authority, places him at a later date than that of John de Garlande.

P. 38, 1. 8. Mirrceo .... Nicholae. St. Nicholas was bishop of Myra in Lycia, in the

fourth century.

1. 9. Sanctus Honoratus. There were two saints named Honoratus, one archbishop

of Arles in the fourth century, the other bishop of Amiens in the seventh.

1. 11. Germanus . . . . et Lupus. According to the legend, Germanus bishop of

Auxerre, and Lupus bishop of Troyes, came over to Britain in the first half of

the fifth century, to controvert the heresy of Pelagius ; and took a very active part

in the struggle between the Britons and the Saxons ; but it is evidently a mere fable,

founded, no doubt, upon a confiision by later writers of the Biitons in this island

with the Bretons of Armorica.

1. 19. Gildas historicus. The pretended miracles of St. Germanus in Britain are

told, not by Gildas, but by Nennius ; but the chronicle ascribed to Nennius often

went imder the name of Gddas in the twelfth and thirteenth centuries.

1. 21. Electusfuit Eligius. St. Eligius was by profession a goldsmith, who, while
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young, was introduced to the notice of Clotaire 11. king of the Franks, by his

treastirer Bobo. Clotaire gave biTn a commission to make him a rich chair of

state; and, as was usual, supplied him with the materials, which Eligius tumed to

so much advantage that, in place of keeping the materials which were superfluous,

he brought the king two chairs instead of one. Clotaire was so much pleased

with liis honesty as well as with his skill, that he made him master of his mint;

and Eligius became the confidential minister of Clotaire as well as of his successor

Dagobert.

P. 38, 1. 33. Sanctus Dunstanus. The story of St. Dunstan and the demon is too well

known to need explanation.

P. 39, 1. 3. Martinus. St. Martin of Tours, whose family were pagans, and who himself

served in the Roman army as a soldier, once met with a miserable beggar who

was half-naked and shivering in the cold. As he had already given away all his

money in charity, he took oiT his rich cloak, and, cutting it in two «•ith his sword,

gave one half to the beggar to cover him more warmly, and wrapped the other

round his own body.

1. 5. Gudlaco. The struggles of St. Guthlac with the demons, who strove to expel

him from his residence at Croyland, are told at length in his life by relix of

Croyland.

1. 25. Romanos Ccesar expugnat. The war between the pope and the emperor

Frederic EI. who invaded Italy ; and his successes compeUed the pope to retire to

Lyons at the beginning of the year 1245.

Parthia calcat Jerusalcm. The destruction of the holy city by the Kiare^mians

in 1244.

I. 27. Tartareos Germania. The invasion of Grermany by the Tartars. See fiirther

on, lib. vii.

1. 28. Hispani Lybicos. The wars which at this time the Christian princes in Spain

were carrying on successfully against the Moors.

P. 40, 1. 7. In Frontineium. The poet, after another digression, reverts again to the war

in Poitou. Frontineium, caUed by Matthew Paris Castrum de Frontenay, is caUed

by the French chroniclers, more correctly, Fontenay. It was in fact Fontenay,

near Niort, now caUed Rohan-Eohan. It seems to have been known by both

names of Fontenay and Frontenay ; for it is evident by his pun on the word

(frontem), that John de Garlande, who must have been weU acquainted 'with the

French pronunciation, intended to yrnte it Frontineiiun. The siege of Fontenay

was one of the grand events of this war.
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P. 40, 1. 24. Alfonsus. Alphonse, the brother of Louis IX. who had given him in the pre-

ceding year, on the occasion of his inarriage, the territories of Poitou, Auvergne,

and the Albigeois. Poitou had been but recently recovered from the Plantagenets,

kings of England, and its barons, who had lived in a sort of doubtful inde-

pendence between the two kings, now returned to their allegiance to the king of

England, and foUowed the count Hugues of La Marche in revolting against the

French.

P. 41, 1. 3. Campani. The people 'of Champagne. The celebrated TliibauJ count of

Champagne, the reputed lover of queen Blanche, and now king of Navarre, had

joined secretly in the coalition of the Poitevins and the count of La Marche, bul

he did not openly take part with the confederates.

1. 5. Airebatenses. The people of Arras. Belvacus, Beauvais.

I. 7. Neustria tristatur. The barons of Normandy were anxious to rise against the

French, but no efficient assistance was sent to them.

1. 11. Allohroges. The people of the Dauphind.

1. 12. Bituricm. The men of Berry were celebrated for their war-Iike spirit (fercs).

1. 13. Inclerum .... Aurelianis. The city of Orleans was noted at tliis time for

the sometimes sanguinary frays between the townspeople and the students in its

ancient and celebrated university.
'

P. 42, 1.31. Ad natum trahit illa virum. Isabelle, who naturally leaned to the interests

of her son Henry III. of England, is generally understood to have drawn her hus-

band, the count of La Marche, into this war ; and to have raised by her intrigues

a formidable confederacy of princes, most of whom did not appear when their ser-

vices were needed. This non-appearance led to a quarrel between the English

king and the count Hugues, who in consequence entered immediately into secret

negociations for a reconciliation with the king of France.

P. 43, 1. 31. Brabantina mamts. The Braban^ons or routiers, miUtary adventurers who

served any leader for hire, were the most celebrated military force at this time,

and remarkable for their discipUne and courage.

P. 44, I. 1. Potatrix Anglia. The English had an early reputation for drunkenness, a

vice which according to some they had learned from the Danes, but which accord-

ing to others prevailed in the Anglo-Saxon times.

I. 6. Angolisma. Angouleme was the hereditary territory of queen Isabelle, the

wife of Hugues count of La Marclie.

1. 13. Eeginaldus. Reginald or Reinaud, lord of Pons (whose name is punned upon

in the text), appears to have been one of the first of the barons who deserted
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the cause of the count of La Marche and king Henry after the battle of Saintes.

" Eegnaut le sire de Pons," say the Grandes Chroniques of St. Denis, " fu tout

esporente de la force le roy (Louis) et de la Tictoire que Dieu hiy ot donnee, si

vint a hiy en la ville de Coulombiers, qui siet a un mille de Pons, et fist hommage

au conte de Poitiers devant les barons de France." Gr. Chron. de St. Denis,

tom. iv. p. 271-

LIBER III.

P. 49, 1. 11. Mycenas. This of course means Messana, the modem Messina, in Sicily,

where Philippe-Auguste and Richard Coeur-de-Lion met and passed the -winter of

1190. The events alluded to in the following lines are fally narrated in the Itine-

raritun Eicardi regis of Geoffrey de Vinsauf.

1. 15. Theodoricmn. Theodoric king of the Goths. A hermit, who resided on the

isle of Lipari, told a friend of pope Gregory the Great, that he had seen the soid

of this Gothic king thrown into the crater of the isle of Vxilcano, which was sup-

posed to be one of the mouths of hell. (See Gregor. Magn. Dialog. lib. iv. c. 30.)

Hence this volcano became kno^vn as the Infernus Theodorici.

P. 50, 1. 1. Matagriphum. See G^oifrey de Vinsauf, lib. ii. c. 20.

1. 7. Tholomaida. Acre.

1. 27. Cypri .... tyrannus. The events which occuiTed at Cypras are told by

Geoffi-ey de Vinsauf, lib. ii. cc. 28-40.

P. 51, I. 4. Contra germaTia: fcedera. A treaty had been entered into between Henry H.

of England and Louis VU. of France iu 1169, in accordance with which the

princess Alix, daughter of Louis and sister of Philippe-Auguste, was deUvered up

to Henry of England to be educated at his court, and to be married eventually to

Richard; but it was said that king Henry either seduced or violated her, and on

these grounds Richard refused to marry her. Philippe, at the time when they

entered upon the Cmsade, called upon Richard CcEur-de-Lion to fulfill his engage-

ment toward his sister, but was pacified on the assiu-ance of Richard that he was

ready to bring indubitable testimony of her incontinence with his father ; and the

king of England married the princes Berengaria of Spain.

I. 7. Dromanem. See Geoffrey de Vinsauf, Itin. R. Ric. lib. ii. c. 41.

1. 9. Carvana. It would appear by this, that Richard had encountered two vessels

on his voyage from Cjrprus to the coast of Syria, one of which was sunk and the
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other taken. The chixmiclers seem to speak of but one, but their account is ratliei'

confused.

P. 51, 1. 11. Jopem. Joppa or JaiFa, was in the hands of the Christians.

1. 32. Austricus. The Duke of Austria; the story of this quarrel with kiug Kicliard

about the standards is also told by the chronicier Walter de Hemingford.

P. 52, I. 1. Sed dicunt aliler alii. This expression of opiuion, as to tlie cause of the

quarrel between Eichard aud the duke of Austria, is curious.

1. 16. Eothomagum veniens. Kichard landed at Sandwich, on the 12th of March,

1194, on his return from captivity; and early in May he passed over into Nor-

mandy, to counteract the designs of his brother John aud the king of France.

See Roger de Hoveden.

1. 21. Arthuro .... Eomm. Iving Arthur's pretended exjjedition against the Romaus,

and the exploits of Gawayne, in Italy, are the subject of the uinth book of GeofFrey

of Moiunouth's " History."

1. 29. jVomine Cathualadrus. See Geoffrey of Monmouth,Hist. Brit. lib. xii. cc. 17, 18.

P. 53, 1. 5. In arce Caluchi. The castle of Chalus-Chabrol, the ruins of which still exist,

near the little town of Chalus, in the Limousin.

1. 9. Basilius. Eoger of Wendover caUs the. man who shot kmg Richard witli liis

arbalest Peter Basilii; and he is followed by other chrouiclers. According to

Roger de Hoveden, his uame was Bertram de Gurdun (Bertraud de Goiu-don), and

his account appears to be adopted by the French historians geuerally.

1. 17. Mirabel. Mirebeau, in Poitou.

i. 19. Arthurus. Yoimg Arthur of Britany, with the barons of Poitou and Aqui-

taiue, had surprised queen AJianor, and were besiegiug her in the donjon of the

castle, when they in their turn were surprised and besieged by the troops of king

John, so that it was one siege within another. Arthur and his friends were under

the necessity of surrendering; and the young prince was soon .al^erwards murdcred

by his uncle.

1.21. Mons Albanus. The castle of Montauban in Poitou was takeu by kiug John

and his Gascon troops, on the Ist of August, 1206.

1. 23. Nemm-a .... Hybernica. John's expedition to Ireland took place in 1210.

1. 24. Ad stygis introitus. The celebrated place of mediajval and even of modern

superstition, St. Patrick's Piugatory.

1. 33. De Londoniis .... Johannes. On John of Londou, see the introduction to

the present volume.
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P. 54, 1. 21. Coram Pandulpho. King Jobn's submission to the pope took place in the

middle of tbe montli of May, 1213.

]. 27. Stephanus primas. Stephen Langton, tbe elected arcbbisbop of Canterbury,

wbo was the cause of the quarrel vnth tbe pope.

1. 29. Ludovicus adest. Prince Louis landed at Sandmch on the 30th of May, 1216.

P. 55, 1. 1. Nycolam, Lincolnia. The Normans appear not tohave been able to pronoimce

the name Lincohi, and they called it Nichol.

1. 3. Tincta veneno pessica. Poisoned peaches, which, according to Roger de Wen-

dover and otber chronicles, were the immediate cause of king John's death.

1. 15. Fnlco. Faukes, latinised by the prose chroniclers more usuaUy by Falcasius,

was ono of the most formidable loaders of John's foreign mercenaries.

1. 16. Comes Willehmis. WiUiam earl ofPenibroke, marshal of England.

1. 2G. Quw Ludovicus habet. St. Louis, who at tbe time tbis poem was written still

bcld the continental provinces of whicli tbe Pbmtagenets had been deprivod by

Philijipe-Auguste, aud which the English had made a fruitless attempt to recover

in 1225.

1. 28. Avinionis honor. Avignon was taken in 1226 by Louis "Vlll. of France, the

same wbo wben a prince bad come to England at the invitation of tbe barons, and

who died of disease contracted duriug tbe siege.

P. 56, I. 1. Regis Ricardi .... sorores. Henry II. of England had three daughters, of

whom the eldest, Maude, married Henry tlie Lion, duke of Saxony, and was by

bim the mother of tbe emperor Otho; the second, Eleanor, was married to

Alfonso VIII. king of CastiUe, and was the motber of Bhnjcbe queen of Loiiis VIH.

of France, and mother of St. Louis ; and the third, Joane, married first to WiUiam

king of SicUy, and, secondly, to Raymond V. couut of Toulouse, by wbom sbe was

the mother of Raymond count of Toulouse, whose name has been immortaUsed by

bis sufferiugs in the war of tbe AUiigeois.

1. 13. 3furus. lu the year 1211, PhiUppe-Auguste surrounded the southern part of

Paris with a waU of such extent tliat it inclosed fields and vineyards, upon

which lie ordered houses to be built. It is not clear bowever that be did tbis out

of fear of tbe emperor Otho, althougli tbe latter had threatened to reduce liis king-

dom to the three towns of Paris, Orleans, and Etampes.

1. 15. /h Gallos agitat gladios. An aUusion to tlio campaign of 1214, and tbe battle

of Bouvines in that year, in whicb the emperor Otho distinguished himself greatly.

]. 19. Fredericns. Otbo, after tlie Ijattle of Bouvines, retired aUnost from tlie world,
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aiid left tlie advantage to his rival, Frederio of Hohenstauften, king of Sicily, wlio

suoceeded to the empire.

P. 56, 1. 33. Sanctonica . . . . in urhe. John de Garlande returns again to the war in Poitoii.

The king of England aud his allies marched from Saintes {urbs Sanctonica), towards

Tailleboiirg. (^Calabvrgis shoidd be Talahurgis).

P. 57,1. 1. nHscampis. John de Garlande alludes to the legend in the book of thc

Pseudo-Tiu'pin, which is thus translated in the Grandes Chroniques of St. Denis

:

" Puis vint Agoidant et sa geut jiisques a la cite de Xaintes, qui estoit el com-

mandement des SaiTasins. Charlegiaines ala apres, et luy manda qu'il luy rendist

la terre et la cite. Mais Agoulant remanda qu'il ne la rendroit pomt; mais s'il

vouilloit bataille, il rauroit par tel convent que la cite feust a celuy qui vaincroit.

D'ambedeux pars fii la bataille octroyee. Mais le jour devant que les eschieles

des Chrestiens feussent rangiees et ordonn^es devant les heberges, pour combatre,

avint un emerveilleuse chose es pres qui sont entre la cite' et un chastel qui a nom

Tuillebourc. La ficherent aucuns leiirs lances en terre devant les tentes; lende-

niain les trouvereut reprises et pleines d'escorces et de feuilles ceTis tant seullement

qiu pour Famour de Jhesu-Crist devoient mourir et reoevoir martire en celle bataiUe.

[CeUuy meisme miracle estoit ja avenu en une bataiHe si oonime Fistoire Ta dessus

racompte.] Ceulx qui leurs lances virent foiUues et reprises furent moult lies de

ce miracle ; maintenant les couperent pres de terre, tous ensemble se mistrent en

une eschiele et se ferirent les premiers en la bataUle; moidt de Sarrasins occis-

treut, mais a la parfin momairent-ils en bataUle, martirs pour Famour de nostre

Seigneur; si furent oeids qui fiu-ent occis environ quatre mille. En ceUe bataille

fu Charles a si grant meschief que son cheval fu soubs luy occis, et fti-U moult

empresse par la force des paiens. Son ouer et sa force reprist, avec sa gent a pie

safeiit en eux par grant vertu, et en fist moult grant oocision; et a la parfin les

Sarrasius ne peiu-eut endvu'er sa foroe, aius guerpirent la bataiUe et s'enfouirent en

la cit6; et Charlemaines les suivit et assegia la cite de toutes pars fors pardevers

le fleuve. Lendemain, ainsi comme apres mieniut, se mist Agoulant a la fiiite,

par devers le flcuve qui a nom Charente. Grandes Chrontques de St. Denis

tom. ii. p. 224.

1. 20. Magdalena. It was on Sunday, the feast of St. JNIary Magdalene (July 22),

that the French crossed the bridge of Taillebourg, and fii'st came in contact with

the army of the confederates.

P. 59, I. 13. Willelmum. GuUIaume des Barres was one of the most heroic chiefs of

the third crasade.

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P. 59, 1. 32. Radulphus. Ralph Firz-Nicholas, oue of king Henry's favourite couiisellors.

P. 60, 1. 13. Clarensem comitem. Kicbard de Clare, earl of Hertford and Glouccster,

oue of the niost distinguished of tlie barons of Henry IH. It was he who subse-

quently went as amljassador to convey Iieury's fornial surrender of Normandy to

the French king.

1. 23. Symon de Monteforti. This of course was the Simon de Montfort celebrated in

English history, the second sou of the hero of the cnisade against the Albigeois. He

commanded the forces of Gascony under Henry HI. ; and had been restored to the

earldom of Leicester, which had been formerly held by his family.

1. 25. Rogerus Bigoth. Roger Bigod, earl of Norfolk.

1. 27. Gidllelmus. William de Longue-espee ; the same brave baron •«•ho was slairi

at Mansoura duriug St. Louis's crusade in Egypt.

P. Gl, 1. 4. Scotia ciirta togas. This is a curious aUusion, as it seems to show that the

short garments of the Highlanders are as old as the thirteenth century.

I. 17. Bolonius comes. Alphonse couut of Boulogne (afterwards king of Portugal),

who had married Maude countess of Boulogne in 1238. The valour displayed by

the coimt of Boulogne in this battle is celebrated in the Grandes Chroniqucs of

8t. Denis.

]. 19. Virihus Hispani. Alpihonse of Boulogne was the brother of Sancho king of

Portugal; and, like all people on the soutli of the Pvrenees, appears to have been

considered as a Spaniard.

I. 25. Bairensem .... Johannem. Accortling to Matthew Paris, John de Barres was

taken prisoner in the battle, with six other kniglits, by WiUiam de Say, and after-

wards liberated by exchange.

1.33. Gebenna;. The people of the Gevennes.

P. 62, 1. 1. Essexia. Essex appears at this time to have been celebrated for its archers.

I. 3. Pontisara. Pontoise.

1. 7. Guillehnus Sai/us. William de Say, who was made by Henrj' III. governor of

Rochester Castle.

1. 9. JDu.v Burgundus. Hugues IV. duke of Burgundy, who afterwards accompanied

St. Louis to Egypt.

I. 29. Marchio. The coimt of la jNIarche submitted, and made his peace with the

king of France, after the defeat of the combined forces.

P. C3, 1. 6. Nati duo. The two sons of Hugh count of la Marche were Guy de Ltisignan

and Hugues, called, like his father, le Brun.

1. 7. Ricardus. Richard earl of Coruwall, brother of Henry III.

P. 63, 1. 9. Robertus. Robert coimt of Aitois, the brother of Louis IX.

1. 33. Lazarus. According to the French legend, St. M<ary Magdalen, St. Martha,

and St. Lazarus, being driven out of Palestine by the Jews, iled by sea and

reached Marseilles, where they founded the church of which Lazarus became tbe

first bishop. The cave in which Mary Magdalen is pretendtd to have lived,

among the moimtains near St. Maxence, is called the Ste. Baume. The town of

Avalon is in Burgimdy (in the Auxois).

P. 64, 1. 13. In Tarascona. The relics of St. Martha were preteuded to have beeu found at

Tarascon in the thirteeuth century.

1. 31. Chirinta. The river Charente.

P. 65, 1. 13. Cwritur ad portas. The engagement ia the suburbs of Saintes is spoken

of here as if it followed inmiediately upon that of Taillebourg, whereas it really

occuiTed on tlie next day.

1. 21. Henricus quidam. Matthew Paris calls him Henry de Hastings.

I. 24. Burdegalas. Heniy III. fled to Bordeaux, which belonged to the English

crowu.

P. 66, 1. 13. Rupella. 1. 17. Bolorua. EoclieUe, Boulogne, and the other coast towns,

were exposed to the attacks of tlie navy of the cinque ports during the war.

1. 19. Hugo Jit Franeus. The count ofLa Marche now transferred his homage to

the king of France.

I. 25. Blavia sylva. The disgraceful flight of the English king to Blaye is related

by Matthew Paris.

I. 27. Anglicus hic gladius. This must refer to the engagement at Saiutes, as in the

flight to Blaye the lo.ss was altogether on the side of the English, multitudes of

whom died of fatigue and exhaustion.

1. 33. Subitanea pesiis. This account of the plague, which broke out in the French

army and saved Gascony from invasion, may be compared with that given by Mat-

thew Paris.

LIBER IV.

Page 68, 1. 1. Biterrensis urbs. Beziers. John de Garlande now proceeds to describe

the war against the Albigeois.

1. 21. Rogerus. Raymond-Eoger viscount of Beziers. I am not aware that this

story of the seduction of Eaymond-Rogers mfe by the bishop of Albi, and the
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viscount's revenge, is told by any other writeras the origin oi'the extreme liostihty

of the court of Rome towards him.

P. G9, 1. 25. TholoscB comitem. Raymond VI. count of Toulouse. John de Garlande

describes correctly tlie weakness of this imfortunate prince, who ueither interfered

to protect the viscoimt of Beziers, who was his nephew as well as his vassal, nor

did he attempt by taking an active part against him to obtain tlie lavour of the

churcli and avert the terrible blow which was in reality aimed at the count.

P. 70, 1. 7. Nomiiie vir Fetrus. Pierre de Castelnau or Chateauneuf, the pope's legate,

who was assassinated, not as it appears to be intimated here, in the midst of the

meeting at which he quarreled with the count of Toulouse, but when he was leav-

ing his territory and prepaiing to cross the Rhone.

I. 17. Abbas Cisterciensis. Arnaud-Amaury abbot of Citeux, the pope'.s legate, and

the chief preacher and director of the crusade against the Albigeois. Dux Bur-

gundus. Eudes III. duke of Burgundy.

II. 29, 30. Conies Fuxensis. Eayniond-Roger count of Foix. Convenarum comes.

Bernard IV. count of Comminges. These were the two friends of the coimt of Tou-

louse who chiefly showed an inclination to join with the viscQUut of Beziers in

resistingthe crusade.

P. 72, 1. 3. lAicius. I. 10. Vortigerni tempore. For the legeuds here aUuded to, the

reader may refer to Geoffrey of Monmouth and Bede.

1. 23. Hic rexit Gothos. Toulouse was the capital of the kingdom of the Visigoths,

whose king, Alaric II. was conquered by Clovis. The Goths were Arialis ; and

Clovis himself, only recently converted from paganisra, made their hcretical opi-

iiions a principal cause of his hostihty.

P. 73, I. 7. Pars Saturnini sancti. St. Saturniuus was bishop of Toulouse in the third

century, and suffered martyrdom there. The cathedral of Toidouse was dedicated

to him.

I. 15. Eogerus ab urbe exit. AIIudLug to the base treachery of the Roman legate, by

which the viscount of Beziers was drawu out of Carcassonne, and made a prisoner.

According to the visual accounts, all, or nearly all, the citizens of Carcassonne

escaped ; and we might almost suppose that in what foUows John de Garlande had

confounded it with Beziers.

1. 31. Leycestrius. This is a mistake oi' John de Garlande; for the Simon de Mont-

fort, who was leader of the cmsade against the Albigeois, was never earl of Lei-

cester, as that title was afterwards conferred on his son.

P. 74, 1. 11. Flandria quem genuit vates studiosus Alanus. Alanus de Insuhs, so well
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known as a Latin poet and as one of tbe most learned teacbers in tlie University Qf

Paris, where he was spoken ofby the title of tbe doctor universalis. The notice of

liim liere is very curious, and is an addition to our previous knowledge relating

to liim.

P. 74, I. 25. Rex Constantinus. Jobii de Garlande again digresses to tell the legendary

.stories of Constantine the Great, pope Sylvester, and tbe empress Helena, wbich

require no illustration. The same may be said of the miracles of tbe saints wbicb

foUow, most of wliicb are well known.

P. 79, 1. 31. Enoc et Hebjas. According to the legend, Enocb and EUas, wbo were car-

ried to beaven without death, are to return to tbe eartb to oppose Anticbrist, and

to be slain by bim.

P. 80, I. 19. Castro Murelli. The battle of Muret or Murel, in wbicb Pedi-o kiug of

Aragon was slain, is told bere ratber differently from the accounts of other miters.

P. 82, 1. 3. Qniformidavii. Pedro of Ai-agon bad gained great celebrity by bis wars

against tbe Moors.

I. 11. Majorica. Majurca was takon from the Saracens by Jayme I. the successor of

Pedro, in 1229.

I. 23. Bis Ludovicus. Loids bad made a fruitless attempt upon Tovdouse in 1219,

during tbe life of his fatber PluUppe-Auguste ; be again showed himseU" before"'tbat

city in 1226, after tbe capture of Avignon, but his entei^prise was cut short by the

discase of whicb be died in tbe course of a few days.

I. 25. MaulfBO .... Savaricus. Savari de Mauleon was one of the great chiefs of

Poitou, who acted rather a prominent part in the wars of his tinie, sei-ving alter-

nately diiferent sovereigns. He was subsequently senescbal of Aquitaine under

Henry ni. of England.

P. 83, L 13. Postquam Remundo Remundus. Kaymond VI. and Raymond VII., tbe latter

of whom was spoken of as the young count during tbe life of bis fatber, wbo did

not cUe tiU 1222.

1. 15. Balcaria. It was thetown of Beaucaire wbich in 1216 was first gained by young

Eaymond of Toidouse (Raymond VII.), wben be retumed to attempt tbe recovery

of bis fatber's dominions.
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LIBER V.

P. 85, 1. 19. JSffundunt funda: lapides. In tlii,^ Dictionarius, John de Garlandu, eminie-

rating thc differcnt implements of war, says, " lu civitate Tbolosa? nondum sedato

tumultu belli, vidi ante muralia, licias super fossata profiinda, turres et propug-

nacnJa tabulata, et craticula ex cratibus erecta, cestus, clipeos, tarsias, brachiola,

et peralia sive tormenta, quamm una pessuradedit Simonem comitem Montifortis,

mangonalia, ftistibula et trabuceta, arietes, sues, vineas, et catos versatiles, qua>

sunt machina; beUice."

P. 86, I. 31. Amalricus. Amaury, theeldestson of Simon de Montfort, who succeedeil to

his possessions and titles on his death.

Laceyus Hngo. Hugh de Lacey vvas the constaut companion of Simon de Montfort

in this war; and remainded witli him during the winter of 1211, after the other

leaders had left.

P. 88, 1. 23. Alano. Alanus de Insulis. See before, p. 74, and note.

P. 90,1. 1. Pipinns .... Karolus. Pepin and his son Charles (Cliarlemagne) ; Pepiu

went to Italy to assist the pope against the Lombards in 755 ; Charlemagne was,

as itis well knowu, engaged in several campaigns in Italy.

1. 5. Twpini. The legcndary history of Cliai'lemagne, pubhshed tmder the name of

Turpin, fumishes most of the incidents alluded to in the lines which follow,

1. 13. Adrianus. Adriau I. pope ft-om 772 to 795.

1. 19. Papa Leo. Leo III. who succeeded Adriau in 795.

I. 23. Agolandum. One of the lieroes of the pretended histoiy by Turpin. See

before, jj. 57.

1. 25. Ferracutum. Ferragu or Fernagu, was the name of a Saraeenic giant, slain

after a desperate combat by Eoland.

1. 27. Marsirii munus. Marsirius, or Marsilius, was thc pretended Saracen king of

Saragossa, who, under cover of a treacherous peace with Charlemagne, sent a quan-

tity of rich presents, among which were a number of women intended to seduce

and corrupt his army.

1. 31. Rodda-vallis. The vaUey of Roucevaux, the scene of Roland's disastrous co7u-

bat and death.

P. 91, 1. 1. Ganaloni. Ganelou was the name of the traitor who, accordiug to the

romances, betrayed Eoland and his army to the Saracens; and was so notorious

that it became used as an ordinary namc for any traitor.
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P. 92, 1. 13. Avinone tamen. The capture of Avignon by Loiiis VIII. atter a long siege,

in liis expedition against Toulouse in 1226.

1. 15. Ludovico rex Ludoviciis. Louis IX. or St. Louis, succoedccl liis father

Loiiis VIII. on the tlu-one of France in the latter end of the year 1220.

1. 19. Quod comitis natam. By treaty with Louis IX. on tho 12th of April, 1229,

count Eaymond VII. agreed that his daughter and only child should be man-ied

to one of the king's brothers ; and that Toulouse and its territories should descend

to her and her husband, to the exclusion of all other heirs. The princess was

eventuaUy married to Alphonse count of Poitiers, the king's second brother.

1. 27. Inqviri Bugaros. The name Bougres {Bulgari) was applied to all heretics

at this period, and long subsequently, because Bulgaria and the neighbonring

coimtries seem to have been the cradle of the sects who causod so mucli uneasiness

in the West.

1. 32. Fulco praesul. The too-celebrated Folquet de Marseilles, bisliop of Toulouse,

born in the former city sometime between the years 1160 and 1170.

I. 33. Joculator. Folquet was in his youth one of the most distinguished trobadors

of his age ; and was in great favoiu- with Kichard Coeiu'-de-Lion, witli the kings of

Ai'agon and Castile, and with Kaymond V. count of Toidouse. John de Garlande

perhaps wished to debase the character of the trobadors, in applying to him the not

very appropriate title oi jocxdator.

P. 93,1. 1. Caenobium Toroneti. The Cistercian monastery of Toronet in Provence, where

Folquet became a mouk, and of which he was chosen abbot in 1220. *^

I. 3. Prcssul et inde. Folquet was promoted from the abbey of Toronet to the epis-

copal see of Toulouse ia 1205, and he held it tiU his death in 1231. His odious

and sangulnary conduct in the coru-se of the dreadiul events which foUowed,

obtained for him aniong the people of Languedoc the title of " The bishop of

devils.''

I. 9. Novo studio. The university founded at Toulouse, after the Albigensian war.

I. 10. Romamis. The pope's legate, Romanus de Sancto Angelo.

1. 11. Grandis-silvce pius ahbas .... Helyas. Elie abbot of Grandselve, who nego-

tiated the treaty of 1229; and appears to have been entrusted with the direction

of the establishment of the imiversity of Toulouse.

I. 12. Sub duce legato. The pope's legate, Romanus de Sancto Angelo, the favomite

ad^dser of queen Blanche during the youug king's minority; it was iindor his

auspices that the university of Toulouse was founded.

1. 15. Rupis-Amatoris clivosa sede. Rocamadour, to the north of Cahors.

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P. 94, 1. 5. Sanctus Amator. St. Amator was bisliop ol' Auxerre at the begiuniug of tlie

fiftli centiiry.

P' 97, 1. 3. Omnis honos. Tliese lines are taken from Statius, Achilleid. ii. I. 124.

LIBER VI.

P. 99, 1. 3. Sanguine Parisius. Tlie great tumults wliich happened in tlie university of

Paris iu the year 1229, and whicli led to its temporary dissolution, are described

at length by Matthew Paris.

L 5. Andegavis studium. The university of Angers was fouuded by St. Louis, at the

desire of his brother Charles count of Anjou.

1. 9. Trecensis ruit. Tlie clmrch of St. Etienne at Troyes was tlirowu down by a

violent tempest of wind in 1227.

1. 17. De Pasclia fuit ignorantia. It is hardly uecessary to reniark, that at various

periods the question of the right time of celebrating Easter was a subject of consi-

derable dispute. John de Garlande seems to intimate that some error of this kiud

prevailed in the south df Gaul at tliis time.

P. 101, 1. 7. Magister Rolandus. 1. 9. Vana Galvani. I have not been able to tind any

further account of the incident or persons here alluded to.

P. 104, 1. 33. Hic Jacobitani. The Jacobins or Dominicans were established in Toulouse

by St. Dominic himself, and their house became the Inquisition, of which they were

the agents. They afterwards, in 1233, built themselves a new and large convent,

and the old one was devoted entirely to the Inqtdsition.

P. 105, \. 3. Frater Remundus. Kaymond, prior provincial of the Jacobins, was elected

bishop of Toulouse after the deatli of Foulquet of Marseilles.

1. 11. Saracenum castrum. Castel Sarrasiu, a stroug fortress in the neighbourhood

of Moissac.

1. 21. Prope porium Moysiaci. Moissac, on the Garoune.

P. 1<J7, 1. 10. Frederice. Tlic emperor Frederic II. Innocent IV. was elected pope in

June, 1243, after tlie see of Rome had beeu vacaut thi'ee years. A uumber of

Freuch and other bishops, who were ou their way to Italy to attend a council, had

fallen into the hands of Frederic iu 1241, and been held prisoners for a short time.

1. 20. Lugdunum. The popc retired to Lyons at the beginning of 1245.

1. 28. Tartaream gentem. The Tartars, who at this moment had reaclied tlie fron-

tiers of Germany, and were filling all westem Europe witli teri'or.
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LIBER VII.

P. 110, 1. 2. De monstris. The account given in tlie following pages of the atrocities com-

mitted by the Tartars is in strict accordance with the letters and otlier documents

preserved in Matthew Paris, which wHl form the best illustration of our text.

P. 112,1.6. Cumani. On the conquest of, and alliaiice with, the Cumanians \<y the

Tartars, see Matthew Paris, suh an. 1241.

P. 114, 1. 33. Rex lUiricus. See Matthew Paris, ih.

P. 115, 1. 3. Damiata. Jolm de CTarkinde returns now rather abruptly to St. Louis's cru-

sade to EgyjJt. Damietta was taken by the Christians on the 5th of June, 1249.

1 7. Jerusalem rex .... Johannes. Jean de Brienne, crowned king of Jerusalem

in 1210. He died in 1237.

I. 15. Amalricus. Amaury count of Moutfort accompanicd king Louis to Egypt,

and was one of those made prisoners by the Saracens.

1. 19. Navarrensis rex. Thiliaud kiug of Navarre and coimt of Cliampagne.

1.20. Ricardus. Richard earl of Cornwall, brother of king Henry IU., who joined

St. Louis in Egypt with a body of English crusaders.

1. 27. Edmundi praisulis. St. Edmund, who was an Englishman, was made arch-

bishop of Canterbury iu 1234. Disgusted with the papal simony as then exer-

cised in England, he subsequently retired to France, aud took up his residence in

the Cistercian abbey of Pontigny in Champagne, whence he is usually known as

St. Edmund of Pontigny. He died iu November, 1242.

P. IIG, 1. 25. Flandrensis coiuitis. Baudouin IX. count of Flanders, crowned emperor of

Constantinojile in 1204, and died soon after. In 1225, an impostor, whose real

name was Bertrand de Eains, set up in Flanders as the real Baudouin, pretending

to have returned from the East after many romantic adventures. The imposture

was soon exposed.

P. 117, 1. 27. Trojanus .... dux Francus. According to the ethnological legend of the

old French chronicles, the Franks were descended from Francio, who was pre-

tended to have been the son of Hector thc Trojan. See the commcncement of

the Grandes Chroniques of St. Denis.

P. 118,1. 11. Gallicvs in comitem. The expedition against Toulouse in 1242, on Ray-

inond's revolt, who, however, submitted, and war was thus avoided.

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P. 118,1. 15. Inquisitores. The massacre of tlie inquisitors at Avignonnet, on the 28th of

May, 1242.

]. 25. Est dura depositus. The emperor Frederie II. was foraially deposed by tlie

pope, Linocent IV., in the council of Lyons, at the end of June, 1245.

1. 27. Si Sarracenos Fredericus convocat. The emperor had encouraged the Saracens

to settle in considerable uumbers in his territories in Italy, aud they formed a por-

tion of the anuy Tvith wMch he made war upon the pope.

P. 12t>, 1. 21. Quid muliehre scelus. See Geoifrey of Monmouth, lib. xi. c. 1.

P. 121, 1. 19. Fomiina potus. A refereuce to the weU-known story of Vortigeru and

Eowena.

P. 122, 1. 16. Bahylon. Babylouwas the medJEeval name for Old Cairo iu Egypt.

1. 31. Quatuor armantur fratres. The great taking of the cross occurred at Paris in

October, 1245. Thcking's three brothcrs, Eobert count of Artois, Alphonse count

ofPoitou, and Charles count of Anjou, who was now also count of Provence, fol-

lowed the example of Louis.

P. 123, 1. 1. Remnndum comitem. Count Raymond died on the 27th September, 1249.

1. 2. Hugonis. Hugues count of La !Marche accompanied Louis to the crusade, and

dicd at Damietta.

1. 3. Dux Burgundorum. Hugues IV., duke of Burgundy.

1. 4. Guillermi .... Flandria. William the heir of the county of Flanders.

1. 21. Juliamis apostata. This is another legend relating to Julian, of the source of

which I am ignorant.

P. 124, 1. 17. De consilio generali. The genei-al council at Lyons in Jiuic, 1245, at which

the emperor Frederic was deposed.

1. 21. Astronomus. The emperor Frederic was a great patrou of science in aU its

branches; and he was himself highly accomplished. John de Garlande means

probably to speak ironically of this quality of the enemy of papal despotism.

P. 126, 1. 23. Urhs Acronensis. Acre was now the chief place in the posscssion of the

Christians.

P. 127, 1. 21. Prcesul Guillelmus. GuiUaume d'Auvergne was bishop of Paris from 1228

to 1248.

1. 27. Urbs Parmce. lu 1248 thc citizens of Parma attacked the ImperiaUsts who
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were besieging them, and conipelled them to raise the siege; a victory which caiiseJ

great joy to the papal party.

P. 128, 1. 1. Mortua portus aqua. The port of Aigues-Mortes, froni whence St Louis

sailed on liis expedition to Egypt.

1. 32. Bustim Omdii. " Ovidius poeta in exilio diem obiit, et ju.xta oppidum Tomos

sepelitur." Eusebii Chronicon D. Hieronymo interprete.

P. 131, 1. 25. Ad urhem Alcxandri. The crasaders intended to make the port of Alex-

andria, but the disastrous storms they encountered di-ove them out of their course.

P. 133, 1. 9. In Casios conversa duces. John de Garlande is here seeking not very intel-

ligible mctaphors from tlie game of chess.

P. 134, 1. 17. Fratrihus Alphonsus. Alphonse count of Poitou followed the king with

reinforcements.

1. 19 Ghtillelmus Longus-ensis. William Longue-espee led into Egypt a body of

Enghsh crusaders. He was slain at Mansoura.

]. 29. In quinqiiageno. Louis IX. became a captive among the Mohammedans on tlie

6th of April, 1250.

P. 135, 1. 21. Itobertus. Robert count of Artois was slain with the EngHsh William

Longue-espee, in tlie streets of Mansoura.

1. 25. Oliverus de Termis. The exploits of Olivier de Termes are told by .Joinville,

and the other writers.

1". 137, 1. 5. Massoram .... Thaneos. Mansoura, on the banks of the Niie. The

Ashmoiin branch of the Nile, the Taniticum Ostium of the ancients, was usually

called by the Franks of this poriod the river Tanis or Thanis. The allusions

which follow vd]l be best understood by a reference to Joinville.

1. 9. Eex Soldanus ohit. The sultan, Malek-Saleh-Negmeddin, was on lus death-bed

at the time the crusaders lauded in Egj-pt, and he died at the beginning of Sep-

tember, 1249. He was succecded by his son Almoadani Touran-schah. who was

at this time in Mesopotamia.

1. 11. Uohertiis. Robert count of Ai'tois, the king's brother.

1. 19. MassorcB periit. The van-guard of the army, which was destroyed in the town

of Mansoura through the rashness of the count of Artois, and in spite of the

counsels of the grand master of the Templars. The count of Artois himself, and

the Enghsh baron WiUiam Longue-espee, were among the slain.

I. 28. Soldanus propria gente. The new sultan, Almoadam, was massacred V)y the

IMamlouk chiefs, on the 3rd of I\Iay, 1250.

I. 29. Admirati. Emirs.
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P. 138, I. 25. Christicolcc pereuni Damiatce. The sick wlio were left iii Damietta when it

was evacuted l)y the crasaders were massacred by the Saracens, in defiance of the

stipulations of ijie treaty.

1. 27. Haleiipensis soldamts. After the murder of Almoadan, the moslem of Syria

refiised to submit to the usurpation of the Mamlouks; and Nasser, sultan of

Aleppo, having obtained possession of Damascus, proclaimed his intention of

marching with an army to chastise the rebels of Egypt. He even sent an embassy

to king Louis, who was in Acre, ofFering to enter into a treaty witli liim, on con-

dition that ho sliould assist him against the Egyptians.

P. 139, 1. 25. Eex Angliciis. When Louis had escaped from his captivity, he wrote to

Henry IH. of England to urge him to assist in revenging the losses of the Chris-

tians, and Henry talked of a new crusade.

1. 26. Hyspanus. Ferdinand IIL, king of Castille, had taken the cross, and was on

the point of embarking for the East, when his expedition was cut short by his

death on the 30th of May, 1252.

1. 34. Ccesaream. Tlie fortifications of Cesarea were repaired and strengthened by

St. Louis, during his stay in Syria.

P. 140, 1. 11. Tartarei perimunt se. The western empire of the Tartars was at this time

breaking up through mutual contentions.

1. 15. Persolvit morti Fredericus. The emperor Frederic H. died on the 13th of

December, 1250.

1. 17. Cum duce Francorum. AUuding to the negotiations of Louis with the different

Mohammedan priuces, morc tlian one of whom sought his alhance against liis

opponents.

P. 141,1. 23. Hceres Alphonsus Ferrandi. In fact Alphonso IV. of Castille succeeded

Ferdinand UI. in 1252.

P. 143. 1. 29. The colophon is written in Greek capital letters in the MS. as liere printed.
