FOBT SCOTT, KAN.
This enterprising town was first located as a United States Fort with

the usual traders, trappers, hunters and Indians, who, with troops

stationed here, formed the inhabitants from 1842 to i860, when a town

was organized, and for a year prospered but little, when the War

Department found it again necessary to re-occupy the almost

abandoned town and fort ; and during the four years following it was

an important military post, being a base of supplies for the Federal

army, and hence the town grew in population as a war necessity until

the close of the war, when an enterprising class of men began rapidly

settling up the rich and productive country around it, which has

steadily increased ever since, until it is now surrounded by a rich and

prosperous agricultural people, who are each year increasing in numbers

and wealth, and whose necessities have given a permanent growth to

the town equaled by few towns in the Southwest, and which has

become enhanced by the growth and necessities of smaller surround-

ing towns, whose trade centers here. The natural location is a good

one, being on rising ground, surrounded by rolling prairies and fine

belts of timber, with unlimited beds of coal ; and in this latter,

although mined but very little, exists a mine of wealth, as this coal is

clear of sulphur, and is a good steam coal. It can be supplied at a

very low figure, in large quantities, hence here is the permanent

foundation as well as a large home consumption for many articles of

manufacture, and foreign capital will do well to look in this direction

for investments, as this town now has a population of 6,500, with a

healthy increase, and is likely to be the commercial distributing center

for Western Missouri, Southern Kansas and the Indian Territory,

comprising an immense scope of country, now only partially settled,

but rapidly filling up with honest and industrious people from the

THOMPSONS STATIOX, TEXAS.
A way station for supplying trains with fuel and water, with a few

enterprising inhabitants; surrounded by fair country.

GUM ISLAND, TEXAS,
Is true to its name; is 12 miles north of Houston, with some good

timber and a few inhabitants ; draws it supplies from Houston.

EUREKA, TEXAS.
A passing station, 5 miles from Houston, with good country around

it, but has not as yet gained as much popularity for railroad accidents

as "Eureka," in Missouri.

HOUSTON, TEXAS.
Houston, the second city in the State in population and trade,

ranks as first in manufactures, in public buildings, in enterprise and in

wealth. Situated upon Buffalo Bayou, at the head of navigation,

and centrally to the whole State, she always enjoyed a large trade and

a large influence with the interior. Before the era of railroads, when

the interior commerce was carried on by ox-wagons, this was the

grand centre to which it all tended. From 1837 t° ^^57 the streets

of Houston were always, during the busy season, thronged by these

"prairie schooners," and out of this trade many fortunes were built.

In 1857 the railroads built the previous year began to change this

feature. At the beginning of that year, there were twenty-five miles

of the Central road completed and seven of the Houston Tap, con-

necting with the Harrisburg and Richmond road, then only completed

to the Brazos timber. Still, short as were these roads, they extended

over the worst part of the much dreaded Houston prairie, and enabled

the wagoners to save a long and boggy pull to market. From that

Great

as these are, there is abundant room for more, and almost every week

finds new enterprises of this kind inaugurated.

But trade, for some time subsequent to the war overdone, and con-

sequently languishing, has of late experienced a remarkable revival,

and to-day there is no city in the South whose streets show more

animation, whose counting houses more business satisfaction, than this.

Her merchants command a correspondence almost co-extensive with

the State. From the western counties of DeWitt, Gonzales, Refugio

to the Northern counties of Grayson Collin, Denton, and Lamar,

there is not a town or a cross road that has not some business at this

centre. As the railroads from month to month open up new distances,

this trade is bound to spread until it reaches every section of this vast

commonwealth.

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Houston has of late years shown great enterprise and good taste in

her public buildings She has the finest educational edifice, the

largest and finest hotel, the best courthouse, and her Masonic Temple,

is the finest building of any kind in Texas.

In the matter of enterprise and public spirit, Houston may safely

challenge the State for an equal, or the whole country for a superior.

Her very foundations were laid in enterprise that disdained all natural

advantages, and delighted in bend ing nature to its will. By all the rules of

experience, Houston should have been laid out where Harrisburg now
stands. But the projectors of the city could more easily make naviga-

tion and build railroads than they could persuade the owners of land,

by "nature designed for a city," to yield to their enterprise, and

Houston, as Dr. Moore well said in 1837, was located " at the very crown

of the head of navigation," and to this day it would be difficult for a

good sized skiff to go a thousand yards above the turning point for the

largest steamboats. She has not only made the narrow and tortuous

bayou navigable, but, following the projects of the far-seeing men who
founded the city, she has built railroads, till now their great iron arms

bid fair in a year or two more to embrace the whole State in their

grasp. It is a curious fact, that when the city of Houston was laid

out in 1837, one of the streets was named Railroad street, the very

street on which, near 20 years after, the first rails were laid, and on

which the great Central still enters the city.

But enterprise such as this grows with what it feeds upon, and each

new achievement but opens a field and creates an ambition, not to say

a necessity, for still greater. The whole State now offers to pour its

commerce into her lap, and the question is, what is to be done with

it ? A railroad and a bayou, with a fleet of steamers and barges now

counted by the score, prove inadequate to the growing commerce, and

a ship channel to the Gulf has become a necessity. The work is

already under way, and with such success, so far, as to give early

promise of great relief. Not only has the undertaking been proved

feasible, but its advantages are already felt in the trade, and ere long

they will have sea-going vessels loading and discharging in the very

heart of the city. Nor will this enterprise stop here, but another rail-

road to the Island is to be an early necessity, and will not only cer-

tainly be built, but it will be built by Houston enterprise and Houston

capital.

Houston is' growing in population. In 1850, the census showed

2,390. In i860, the population had grown to nearly 5,000; and in

1870, the enumeration showed between 9,000 and 10,000. To-day

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there are fully 20,000 within her limits, and the annual increase is

very nearly equal to the entire population of 1850. This growth is

caused, not only by the ordinary business growth and ordinary

increase of population, but by the extreme healthfulness of the

climate. With this large population, the average mortuary list for the

years 1870 and 1879 ^^.s less than four per week the year round, or

one in 55 annually of the average population. The United States may
safely be challenged to produce a parallel. This good health is the

characteristic of this climate, to which the only exception is the yellow

fever. The cholera has never prevailed here, nor any other fatal

epidemic but the fever. This has visited, in all, nine times, viz:

in 1839, 1847, 1853, 1854, 1855, 1858, 1859, 1864 and 1867, the

latter year proving by far the most fatal ever before known. During

the decade from 1850 to i860 there were five epidemics. From i860

to 1870 there were but two. It is to be hoped that the sanitary meas-

ures now adopted— notably, the establishment of a rigid quarantine,

and the construction of deep underground sewers— will remove

largely the causes for the introduction and spread of this fever, and

that there may be no more of it. It is the only drawback.

Prosperous as are the cities of Galveston and Houston, however,

enterprising as are their citizens, it is doubtful if their prospective

greatness has yet dawned upon them. An empire is behind them to

back them up, and a field for enterprise before them that broadens

and widens in every aspect. They are both destined to become the

abode of populations to be numbered by the hundreds of tliousands,

and to sway influences that shall reach from the Lakes to the Rocky

Mountains.

This city should be the seat of government, in justice, for it will in

a few years be second to none in the *' Lone Star State." See names

GALVESTON, TEXAS.

Galveston, the largest city and principal port of Texas, lies on

Galveston Island, in North latitude 29° 17', and 94° 46' west longi-

tude from Greenwich.

As a cotton exporting port, it stands third in the Annual Statement

of 1 87 1, of exports from the United States to foreign countries.

The favor which the Texas staple is viewed in foreign markets has no

doubt contributed, and will long continue to contribute, to the rapid

growth of the city as a cotton port.

Previous to the civil war Galveston had begun to rank as a

sugar exporting port. The results of the war having prostrated this

industry in the coast counties of the State, and although it is now

beginning to revive, the receipts of sugar and molasses have been so

small, they are not tabulated in the current commercial tables of the

port.

The wool trade of Galveston has developed since the civil war, and

but recently passed into the hands of experts in grading and sorting.

With the extension of tne railroads, now being constructed to the

western counties, this trade bids fair to increase.

Grain. The want of railroad transportation between tide water

and the wheat growing region of Texas, has hitherto kept this staple

out of foreign markets. This connection is now complete to Red

River by the construction of the Central Texas Railroad, and as Gal-

ment of trade in wheat may be looked for. The wheat of Texas

ripens well, is very heavy, and may be expected to hold a high rank

in other markets when exported from a Texan port, as Texas cotton

now does under like circumstances.

As a Coffee market Galveston has developed notably since the war.

Direct importation has been established by several iirms, and it now
has the reputation of being one of the cheapest coffee markets in the

United States. A recent Rio Janerio circular gives the following

statement of exports of coffee to Galveston: 1870, 11,702 bags;

1871, 22,410 bags.

It is said the import of this article, during the present year, will

exceed 40,000 bags.

The renewed activity in the construction of railroads in Texas bears

the promise of a continued growth of trade to Galveston. For years

the contested titles to the flats forming the harbor front, and to the

Galveston & Houston Railroad, which connects it with the railroad

sytem of the State, at Houston, exercised a depressive and injurious

power over the local spirit of enterprise. These have now been finally

settled, and a renewed feeling in favor of public improvements ani-

mates the inhabitants. The railway connections of Galves-

ton on the first of January, 1872, were the following: By G. H, &
H. R. R. to Houston, 50 miles ; From Harrisburg to Columbus, by

Galveston & San Antonio R. R., 129 miles.

The Galveston & San Antonio Railroad has been voted subsidies by

both of the cities named, and it is said will be rapidly extended west-

ward.

Prominent among projected roads from Galveston are the Galveston

and Eastern Texas, to Henderson and Red river; and the Galveston

and Denver Road, to Denver, Colorado Territory.

The facilities for water transportation from Galveston are naturally

good, and with moderate enterprise and expenditure can be largely

extended. Galveston Bay is a broad sheet of water, penetrating

about thirty miles into the interior, and expanding laterally along the

coast to nearly the same extent in each direction. Besides the small

affluents of Galveston, Harris and Chambers counties, it receives

Buffalo Bayou, navigable to Houston, and Trinity river, navigable to

Lockbridge's Landing, 668 miles.

West Bay is connected by canal with the Brazos river, and it is

proposed to extend this work 21 miles further, which will open inland

navigation from Texas, through Matagorda Bay, to the salt deposits

of the Laguna Madre, with a possible "extension through this to

Brownsville and Matamoras on the Rio Grande.

East Bay receives East Bayou, which it is proposed to connect by

canal 20 miles long with Taylor's Bayou, an affluent of Sabine Bay.

This connection would open water transportation from Galveston tot he

Neches river, navigable 260 miles ; the Angelina river, navigable 450

miles ; and the Sabine river, navigable 800 miles at favorable seasons.

When this canal is opened, Galveston will become one of the largest

markets in the South.

The South Channel of Galveston Bay, running between the island

and Pelican Spit and Shoal, which measurably protect shipping, forms

the harbor of Galveston. In this channel and the inner roads thirty

feet of water are found. On the outer bar, twelve feet is the greatest

draft of water that can be carried over safely. The larger vessels

which visit the port lie in the outer roads, where safe anchorage and

good holding ground exist in six fathoms of water.

Between the inner roads and the harbor, a shallow bar had formed

in recent years. This has been removed by a breakwater, (constructed

by the city at a cost of nearly $ioo,oooj extending about 600 yards

from the point of the island. This work, by confining and giving

direction to the current, has so swept the channel, that ships which

cross the outer bar can proceed at once to the wharves. It was the

original design to extend this breakwater about 600 yards farther.

Should this be accomplished, it is believed that not only will the water

on the outer bar be still further deepened, but that by the consequent

union of the South Channel current with that flowing through Bolivar

Channel, ^^ an important effect upon the Cylinder Channel over the

outer bar will be produced.

The outer bar is evidently formed through the deflection and dead-

ening of the outflow from Galveston Bay, by the prevailing current

setting in a S. W. direction along the coast. The Cylinder Channel

is the continuation proper of the Bolivar Channel from the bay, but

the current is deflected from it. It is noticed that the tide at the

flood sets into the bay through this channel, but at the ebb flows out

over the main bar. If this outflow could be to any extent directed

into the Cylinder Channel, it is thought it would be an important

effect in deepening the channel which now has ten feet of water.

This is a work which, from its magnitude and wide influence upon

the general interests of the country, should be undertaken by the

Federal government. Efforts are now being made to this end, and it

s to be hoped they will awaken the attention this important subject

merits.

The present inland navigation is limited to two lines of steamers to

Houston, the most important of which is the Houston Direct Navi-

gation Company ; several steamers running on Trinity river, one

through the canal to the Brazos, and numbers of bay craft which sup-

ply the city with wood, cedar, bricks, charcoal, oysters and vegetables

from the adjacent counties.

Unlike most of the seaport cities of the country, the rise of Gal-

veston has followed, instead of preceding, that of the interior settle-

ments, growing out of their needs for communication with the ocean.

The island was doubtless visited by the survivors of De Soto's ill-fated

expedition, in the retreat from the Mississippi to Mexico (1543), but

the first historical mention of it is by La Salle in 1686.

The city was laid out with a liberal and wise provision for the

future. Broad streets running from the Gulf to the bay, intersected

at right angles by wide avenues, insure a constant circulation of the

sea-breeze, and make it, both in summer and winter, a delightful place

of residence. The orange, the citron, and the lemon thrive in its

gardens throughout the year^ while in summer the refreshing breezes

from the Gulf mitigate the heats which belong to its far southern

latitude.

A great hindrance to the growth of Galveston is the want of an

abundant water supply. Rain caught in cisterns is the source of all

the fresh water used in the city. At no time does this afford the

requisite supply for the Fire Department, or for steam engines and

other mechanical purposes ; while in season of drouth a portion of

the inhabitants experience great privations from the want of water.

A movement is now on foot to supply the city by means of public

water works.

Situated as Galveston is geographically and coast-wise, she has a
