Nobel Prize In Chemistry and Physics Arbitrary-Could Be Awarded to Almost anyone who has worked in the fields

Dear Nobel Prize Committee,
There is an arbitrariness to many awards such as the Templeton Prize, Fields Medal and Nobel Prize. Even though each year’s recipients are appropriate and deserving, many other worthy recipients, scientists, activists, researchers are always left out. For example, the identification of the HIV virus could have gone to Dr. Robert Gallo too and those who study other aspects of AIDS. HIV is only part of the story; Magic Johnson survives while Arthur Ashe dies based on factors separate from the HIV virus. Many can acquire an immunity problem, with HIV or AIDS like symptoms, even without having HIV. I am not saying the recipients each year do not deserve the award; just that many people make contributions that go unrecognized.
Many people have long lists of contributions to physics like me. See some of my contributions to physics-
1. Article on Physics of Everyday Life (currently considered by resources like Nature, Science,Phys Rev A etc)
From abstract-
Newton's Third Law of Motion can be used to have some comprehension of everyday phenomena and law. We commonly have persons apply physics to baseball, airplanes, solid state, circuits, electronics, mechanics or astronomy. When some phenomena in another aspect of life does not make sense, physics laws might assist persons in understanding what might be happening. Newton’s Third Law assists me in understanding some of what is happening in my interactions with Cook County ( I get pushed from buildings or threatened with jail for rights requests such as visiting or phoning parent, having her avoid second hand smoke, knowing chemicals put into her or getting caregiving bills reimbursed) other legal, sociological and human interactions. 
Just as a Nobel Prize was awarded for discovery of some viruses today, some day a Nobel Prize in Physics or Peace could be awarded for "an understanding of physics applied to daily interactions and law."

8. Thank you letters from NASA about space junk on reentry, looking for asteroids, shuttle redesign, grant application about putting a shield between space shuttle and external fuel tank or putting shuttle above fuel tank or internalizing some foam
9. Analyzing space crystals above the atmosphere for crystal purity (NASA grant application)
10. Book "Observations Supporting Limiting the CMBR and Big Bang Connection-Observations Questioning the CMBR and Big Bang Connection" which questions the CMBR and Big Bang association of the Nobel Prize of 2006 and Penzias and Wilson
11. Contributed to EPOX-1, reuse of old mission program, through interaction with NASA facilities such as JPL and headquarters
12. Published "Einstein's Equation" in Chicago Tribune placing limits on when e=mc2 should be used. Not proven in cases of dark energy or dark matter (2000 December 10th)

14. Conference Proceeding Presentation at American Society for Civil Engineers at Earth and Space 2008 raising questions about connection between perihelion and earthquakes
15. Raising concern about radiation risks and many locations which have airplanes which can deliver nuclear warheads. Many of these airplanes outside of control of anyone. Many people possibly killed.
16. Raised questions about instability of Sun even with observed stability (email letter to President Clinton and grant application to NASA)
17. Published in Roosevelt Torch on Teaching Common Things including astronomy
18. Published letter to the editor in Chicago Sun Times about difficulty of evacuating tall buildings in case of earthquakes, floods or fires
19. Author of Astronomical Trilobyte Tooth toy to think about astronomy and gingival recession. 
20. Express concern with LHC only finding particles at certain energies and not at all energies. Particles at certain energies are discovered not absolute particles which exist in some absolute way.
21. Risk of building collapse as many buildings in cities put pressure on ground
Many people have long lists of contributions. Many people's contributions in astronomy and physics go on for several pages or even for books. The work, toil, depression, debt, family break ups, distance from family and friends is not recognized when the award is given to one or two people. The vast majority of Nobel Prizes in Physics go to one or two people; hundreds of persons work each year goes unnoticed and unrecognized.
There is truly an arbitrariness to the award with doctors or physicists who are in jail, in debt, out of work not being recognized each year. The unemployed, out of work physicist or doctor deserves recognition as much as the physicist with a long list of contributions.
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Nobel Prize in Chemistry Could Be Awarded to Many People

The Nobel Prize in Chemistry has an arbitrary character to it. There are unemployed chemists,chemists who died in chemical leaks or explosions, chemists who died in mine accidents, chemists who have contributed hundreds of discoveries and findings over their careers. There are chemists who have over 200 publications at many universities throughout the world. Each chemist probably at most university chemical programs could be described as having contributed something with their PHD dissertations, lectures, publications,journal articles and newsletter work. I took only Organic Chemistry 1 and 2, Chemistry 1, 2, Biochemistry, some quantitative chemistry and related courses in physics in biology, but even people without PHD's have made contributions to the field of chemistry. Last year's recognition of flourescent tracer elements forgets that there is some possible toxic effect of those tracer proteins. Although important that a tracer element was
discovered,
the scientists awarded the 2008 Nobel Prize would probably admit that there is some possible side effect of those tracer proteins.

1. I received thank you note from Wadsworth Publishing in 1990 regarding a problem with one of their Chemistry  texts. I let them know that the reactions they depicted do not happen at all concentrations, temperatures and pressures but only at certain temperatures, pressures and concentrations and that the equations in some textbooks were problematic.

2. I thought of ideas relating chemical reactions, enzymes, substrates, product concentrations, reactant concentrations to international relations, law, sociology and everyday life. Too much discussion of a topic like war crimes can lead to a certain reaction and group of products. Too much concentration on a topic such as rights can lead to a certain reaction and group of products. High concentration of a topic such as the right to control those who have illness or are different can lead to products like confinement and loss of rights of those who are different or have illness. Every reaction in life can be described by a chemical reaction no different than a poem can describe every aspect of life. 

3. I described how e=mc2 only has been proven in certain places not for dark energy or dark matter (Chicago Tribune Einstein's Equation and CERN Preprint called Notes on Mathematical Language-Development Strings, Development Patterns, Conditions Language)

4. I noted the question of teaching certain common concepts about chemistry in school in Roosevelt Torch article on Teaching of Common Things

5. I described how space dust above the atmosphere will appear different than space dust below the atmosphere. Studying space dust above the atmosphere will have different results below the atmosphere. The differences will help understand the atmosphere

6. I asked NASA to do spectroscopy of missions on reentry to see what might be burning to understand the loss of Columbia better

7. I am the author of an abstract Children's Resources on Neutron Stars...children's books can be reviewed to understand what chemical concepts are being taught about neutron stars. this abstract is on the Astrophysics Data System

8. I am the author of some discussion that AIDS like symptoms can occur without the AIDS virus or HIV. Immune deficiencies do not need HIV virus to happen; some people will have AIDS like symptoms without HIV.

9. Argued with Department of Energy that petroleum could be produced by repeating paleontological conditions such as compression of algae, extinct animals, trees, or other materials. (Grant denied by DOE)

10. Applied for grant with NASA  looking for chemicals in space that occur on Earth and attempting to see if Miller Urey can be replicated using some chemicals from a chemistry set. What happens when carbon, sulfur, phosphorus, Nitrogen from chemistry set are placed into a pan and boiled?

11. I am the author of "Observations Questioning the CMBR and Big Bang Connection- Observations Questioning the CMBR and Big Bang Assocation" which includes discussion of how other radiations are isotropic and homogenous not just the CMBR and that the Big Bang Connection is problematic in that way. Other chemical compounds give off isotropic and homogenous radiations and that does not mean they are Big Bang relics.

12. Concern with recycling cans and bottles to avoid train accidents or disturbing trains

13. Nuclear Testing associated with cancer risks

14. There would be unique chemicals associated with America's bombing of North Vietnam. We would still find substances like defoiliants or agent orange in trace amounts due to the fact that bombing was so heavy in North Vietnam. Bombing leaves a chemical trace beyond agent orange 

Even people without PHD's in chemistry have contributed to the field. The difference between me and PHD's in chemistry is that they have hundreds of contributions to my few. There is an arbitrariness to the awarding of the Nobel Prize in Chemistry. The largest contributors are probably the students who take courses, succeed or  fail those courses and provide income for professors. Chemistry students support some of  the industry of chemistry in some way. Buyers of chemical products support some of the industry of chemistry. Animals (dogs, mice, rats, cats, monkeys, apes, etc) used in testing support the industry of chemistry. Each award each year does not recognize the work of hundreds of other contributors even animal contributors who are injured or harmed during testing.
