FHILADELPHIA &c.

H E city of Philadelphia, capital of the flatc of

Pciinfy'vania, and feat of government of the United
Slates I f Norih America, lies in Lat. 39° 56 North and
Long, is'^ Well from the meridian of London, upon
the Weifern b^nk of the river Delaware, which is here

about a mile in breadth, aixl about one hundred and
twenty miles from the Atlantic Ocean, by the courfe of

the bay and river, and about fifty -live miles from the

fea, in a South-Ealhvard diredi.ion. The Delaware is

navigable Irom the fea to the falls of Trenton, about

llilrfy miles above the ciiy, by vcflels of confiderable

burthen ; and by boats of twenty and thirty tons, ia

the time of frelhes, near two hundred miles into the

rtate or New York.
it was laid out by William Penn, the firft' proprie-

tary and founder of the province, in the year 1683, and
fsiiled by a colony from England, which arrived in that

The plnin is I'o

nearly level, except upon the bank of the Delawni e. that

art and labour vvcre neceli'ary lo dig common fev. ers and

water courfes in rriany places to drain the {Ir^eis, In

thebe^nning of this fettlenicnt it was expeftrd that

and Southward of the original plot, upon the Delaware

front, and now occupies a fpace near three miles in

length. North and South, while the buildings in the

middle where they are moft extended do not reach a

mile from the Delaware.
The city has been twice incorporated, and the li-

mits thereof reftrained to the oblong, originally bid out

by "William Penn without including the Northern or

Southern fuburbs. This plot is interfered by a num-
ber of ftreets at right angles with each other, nine of

which run Eaft and Weft froin Delaware to Schuylkill,

and twenty-three North and South croffing the firll at

right angles, forming one hundred and eighty four

fquares of lots for buildings. The ftreets rtinniug Enft

and Weft are named (except High ftreet near the n.';d-

d!e of the city) from the trees found in th.e count ry
on the arrival of the colony: Vine, Saftafras. Molbeiry
High, Chefnut, Walnut, Spruce, Pine, and Cedar ftreets,

and thofe running North and South from their numeral

order, Front, Second, Third, Fourth &.c. 10 Broad
Street, which is midway between the two rivers. In

deeds and other defcriptive writings which require ex-

aftnefs, thefe ftreets have the Delaware or S^:Fitl^kill

prefixed to theirnumer^l names, todiftinguifl) to which
they belong ; as Delaware Second Street, &c. hut ns

Delaware front unlefs Scuylkill is added.

Of thefe High Street is ico feei. Broad Street 113,
Mulberry 60, and all tlie others 50 feet wide. Within
the improved parts of the ciiy the) are paved, in the

middle wiih pebble ftones for carts and carriages which
ufually contain three fifths of the whole breadth, and
on eacli fide with bricks for foot pafl'engefs. Between the
brick and Hone pavemeiiis are gutters paved with brick
to carry of the water, and the foot-ways are defcMded
from the approach of carriages, by rows of polls plac-

ed without the gutters, at the diflance of 10 or 12 feet,

from each other.

Befides the forementioned main ftreets, there are ma-
ny others not originally laid down in the plot ; the mcL
public of which are Water Street and Dock Stree||i

Water Street is abo it 30 feet wide, running below the

bank, at the diflance of about 40 feet Eaftward from the

parallel to Front Street, extending from the North line

of the city Southward, to the bridge over '^lie dock,

which was formerly a draw bridge, and retains thac

name in common ufc, altho' it was converted into a

ftone arch above thirty years fince. From the bridge it

is 40 feet wide in a right line to Pine Street, asdleaves
a row of houfes without yards, on the bank, in its whole
length, between it and Front Street.

Southward of Pine Street there is an offset of about

80 feet Eaftward, and the ftrcet from thence to Cedar
Street is 45 feet wide and called Penn Street. This
ftreet in the original plan was intended only for a cart

way to accommodate the wharves and (lores to be erec-

ted under the bank, and not to rife more than four ieet

above it, fo as to leave the river open to the view from
the Weft fide of Front Street : but the inhabitants were
foon convinced that the ground on both ftreets was too

valuable to be kept unimproved, in any degree, merely
for the fake of a profpsdt, and now it is clofe built with
lofty houfes (except a very few vacancies here and there)

throughout the whole front on both fides, and commo-
dious wharves are extended in-to the river, that the l.-iv

geft fliips that ufe the port, can lie in fafety to dircharn;e

and receive their cargoes, and are defended from ilic

ice in the winter by the piers, made of log<;, extendino;

into the river, funk with (tone and filled with earth fo

as to be equallv firm with the main land. This Strcf.

hasl-een called in different parts King Street and PluniS

Street, bat thofe names are row dif«fed, and the whole
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ftreet is called Water Street, except that part called

Penn Street between Pine & Cedar Sifeets.

Dock Street is the only crooked Itreet in the city ;

beginnino; at the bridge in Front Street and extending
North-Weftward in a ferpeatine track, through two
fquares acrofs Second and \V'alnut Streets, and termina-
ting at Third Street. Another branch of it extends

South-Weltward acrofs Spruce Street, and terminates at

Second Street, The ground occupied by this Street and
by an open fpace between it and Spruce Street, below the

bridge \yas formerly a f.vamp, and was given by Willi-

am Penn to the corporation idf the ufe of the city. It

was intended as a place to dig a bafon and docks to fhel-

ter the fliipping, but experience proved that Ihips could

be defended from the ice by the piers extended into the
river, and that the dock could not be kept clean bnt at an
expence far beyond its utility, it was therefore neglected

till it became a nuifance offenfive to the fmell and injuri-

ous to the health ofthe inhabitants and v»'as by a(Ll ofAf-

fembly ordered to be arched over and covered with earth

whereby the city has acquired a beautiful ftreet more
than ICO feet in breadth towards the water, and not lefs

than go in the narroweft part.

The number of the ftreets, lanes and alleys, laid out

by the owners of the lots before they were built on, is

too great to be enumerated here, there being fcarcg a
fquare that is not interfecled by one or more of them,
fome of them continued in a right line through .feveral

fquares and fo fpaciousas to be eafily miftaken for main
llreets, others) only through one fquare .

This city was firll incorporated by charter under the

great feal of the province, intlieyear 1701 : before which
period it was called the town of Philadelphia. By this

charter William Penn nominated the firft mayor, recor-

der, aldermen and common councilmen, and granted
them, amongft other privileges and franchifcs that of
elofting others to fupply vacancies, and even to increafe

their own number at pleafure. The public grounds
were granted to them by the name of the mayor and
commonalty of the city of Philadelphia, but the cora-

fuonalty had no fliare in the government or eftate of the
city, the whole body being felf-eledlive, and not ac-

countable to the citizens in any refpedl. It would be
difficult to account for fo extraordinary a charter from
the wifdom of William Penn did^not tradition inform us

that among the firft fettlers,were a confiderable number
from the city of BriftoHn England, whofe charter, gran-
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ted at an early period before the rights of the commoiir-
alty were well undeiftood, had been familiarized by ha-
bit, which, induced them to requeft a fimilar one. A co-

py of the Brillol charter was accordingly procured, and
with little variations adopted. It was not long how-
ever before the commonalty began to be diflatisfied with
it, and ro make frequent complaints to the afiembly, of
the abufes tliat were praftifed under it; many appear
upon the minutes of the houfe. At an early period af-

ter the charter, the legiilative powers of this corpora-
tion were very limited. They could not levy a flailling

by taxe.'-^ for any ufe whatever, and could employ the in-

come of the ciry eftates only for the ufe and embellifh-

nient ofche city, here vve fee few monuments rai-

fed to preferve the memory of that corporation. Al-
though men highly difi:inguifhed for integrity and abili-

ties were elected into the office of the body politic, yet
iuch is the nature of unlimited power, not accountable
to the people, that it will divert the bed men from
purpoCes, which before they were invefted with that
power, they would have highly approved. The jealou-

fy which the citizens entertained of the corporation,

pervaded the general aliembly oi the province, and when
the lighting, watcliingand paving the city, became a de-

firable objed;, the reprefentatives of the freemen would
nqt entiuit the corporation alone with the power of rai-

fing or expending the money necefl'ary for thefe purpofes.

They could not however call: fuch a reflection on the re.

fpe&able chavafters of which that body was compofed,

as wholly to veft thefe powers with odiers : they pur-

fued a middle line, and conftituted two feperate bodies

by the names of the city wardens and rtreet commiffio-

ners, to the former of whom the lighting and watching,

and to the latter the paving of the (heets was commit-
ted. The mayor or recorder and four of the aldermen
concurring with each body, in laying the taxes and pre-

fcrihing the mode of expending them ; and vbus the ci-

ty legiflaiion for thefe purpofes became compounded of

two branches. The wardens and commiflioncrs im-

iTiediately elefted by the people in the fame manner as

their reprefentatives in alTembly, conftituted the do-

tnocratic, and the mayor and aldermen the ariftocratic

branch. Thefe bodies, thus compounded, conduced
the buiinefs committed to them, with great harmony,

nor is there the lead: recollection of any difagreement

'h'-tween them. The taxes were laid with equality, coJ-

c6ted With modevatibn, and expended for the real
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ufe and iraproveraent of the city. One complaint only,

had foundation whicb arofe from the nature rather than

from an) abufe of power ; the number of wardens and

ftreet commiffioners was fo great, as at very moderate

wages, to render tiiofe boards too expenfive.

For the honour of the late corporation it ought not to

be omitted, that the mayors court was always filled

with an able lawyer for the recorder, and another for

the proliscution of criminal offences ^ and fuch was the

orderly and upright adminillration of juftice in it, that

no court in the province or perhaps in any other coun-

try exceeded it.

The prejudices under which the old corporation

laboured from its original conftitution, were fo flrong

that upon the revolution, the general afTembly declared

by an aCt parted during their firft fcffion. " That the

powers and jurifdi<Stion hitherto exercifed by the may-
or, recorder and aldermen of the city of Philadelphia,

were not founded on the authority of the people, and
are th/refore become null and void." Wherefore by
that and feveral fubfequent adis, the powers of the cor-

poration v/ere dillributed between the fupreme execu-

tive council, the city magiflrates and the wardens and
ftreet commiffioners, who exercifed them from the year

1777, ^° ^7^9' The prejudices which had no foundati-

on as againft corporations in general, but only againft

the conftitution of the late corporation of the city, were
however fo ftrong, that it was with difficulty the people
could be prevailed on to fubmit to a new incorporation
of the city. The defects in the adminiftration of juftice

and governing the police of the city at length became
fo glaring, that they were feen by all clafles of people,

and their minds prepared for an aft of incorporation.

The general aflembly in the winter feffions of 17S9, fa-

vouring the wifhes of the citizens, pafl'ed an adl iiititled

an ad:!; to incorporate the city of Philadelphia, which
with afupplement pafled in 1790, conftitutes the prefent

city charter. By thefe afts

The raagiftracy confifts of two branches : fifteen al-

dermen are chofen by the freeholders to continue in

affice for feven years; who chufe a recorder from the
citizens at large for feven years, and a mayor from
their own number for one year. Thirty common coun-
cil men are chofen by the citizens at large, enti-

tled to vote for reprefcntativcs in aflembly, to continue
an ofSce for three years ; thefe were intended to form a
balanced government upon the principle, that the
-hoice by freeholders, and for a longer term would
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produce a more felect body of aldermen, and that the

citizens at large would chool'e charafters fitter to repre-
feat and form the popular branch of city government.
Eight a.dermen and fixteen common council men form a
quorum or board to tranfaft bulinefs, at which the may-
or or recorder prefides ; they fit and deliberate together,
but no ad: is legal, unlels, a majority of the aldermen,
a majority of the common council men prefent, and the
mayor or recorder concur.

That the genllcmen who have hitherto reprefented
the citizens agreeably to this charter, have difcharged
their duty with credit to themfclves and advantage to
their contticuents, is not difputed. Their impartial and
expeditious adminiftration of jullice, and the very im-
portant improvements which have fo rapidly taken place
in Philadelphia, refleft upon them the higheft honour ;

and indeed it may perhaps with fafety be afl'erted, that
under their direftion, the police of the city has become
equal, if not fuperior to that of any other on the con-
tinent. Some unealinefs has however, arifen in thp
brealls of many individuals, with refpecl to the mods of
eleifting aldermen, which ,they reprefent, as being fub-

veriive of repablican principles—Every freeman fay they
has the previledge of voting for members of the com-
mon council, reprefentatives intheAflembly and fenate of
the ftate and even for the governor and reprefentatives

in Congrefs ; why then fiiould the right of electing al-

dermen be vefted in the free holders alone ?

How far this reaibning may be juft, it is not for us to

determine. It may however, be added, that on this fub-

jeft a petition was during the laft feiSon prefented to

the legiflature ; and there is no doubt, that when it

(kail finally be difcuffcd, it will be decided in fuch a

manner as to give general fatisfaftion.

A city court is held by the mayor, recorder and al-

dermen four times a year, and holds cognifance of all

crimes and mifdemeanors committed within the city.

A court of aldermen having cognifance of debts above
forty ihiilings, and not exceeding twenty pound*, is

held every week beginning on Monday morning, and
fetting by adjourments until the bufinefs of the week is

finifhed.

Each alderman has feperate cognifance of debts uHder
forty (hillings.

The number of inhabitants including the city and fu-

burbs (including the diftridl of Southwark and the com-
•patW-j built part of the Nothern Liberties, which to e-
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every purpofe but as their governments, are coflfidered

as parts ot" .be city) if foond by the late cenfusto be 42,

400, there was then about 70:0 houfes, ftores and work-
fhops. The number has now increafed to about 9CC0 and
there are at pieCent about 400 building.—Kence if the

nunaber of inhabitants has increafed in the fame ratio

as the houfes, which is at leafl highly probable, the

number of citizens may be eftimated at about 55,000.

The boildings appropriated to public worfhip in the

city and fuburbs are in number 28, and are as follows

viz.

Of the Baptifl: Church one, German Calvinift one, Pro-
teftant Epifcopal Chupch three, friends meeting houfes
five, of the German Lutherans two, Swedifh Lutherans
one, of the Hebrews one, of the Moravians one, of the

Prelbyterians of different denominations fix, of the Ro-
man Catholics three, and of the Univerfalifts one.

There are alfo lately erefted tTvo buildirgs by the

blacks ; the one denominated the African Proteftant
Epifcopal Church ; in which the minlfters of the Epifco-

pal churches occafionally officiate. At other times the

ufual prayers 6c Liturgy are read by one of their elders.

We are however informed that a young black of very

confiderable abilities, who is now finifhing his ftudies

in the State of Marjland, will be foon ordained by the

bifliop of this ftate, and appointed to the care of that

congregation.

The other is called The African Methodift Epifcopal

Church. It may not be improper to mention, that in four

of thefe places of worlhip divine fervice is in the Ger-
maa language, viz. In the German Calvanift Church, in

the two German Lutheran Churches, and in one of the

Catholic Churches.

The city is provided with a number ofpublic and pri-

vate charitable inftitutions ; the principal of which are

The Peanf/lvQnia Hofpital, The houfe of Employment
commonly called the Bettering hcufe ; The Friends
Alms houfe ; Chrifi: Church Kofnital and the dipenfary.

Of thefe vvc (hall now proceed to giva a Ihort account.

PENNSYLVANIA HOSPITAL.

The dcfign of this hofpital was Srft fuggefted by the
late Dr. Thomns Bond, for the pnrpofe orrelieving the
fick poor, Nvhethcr afflifled in body or mind.

D d
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As this benevolent plan was greatly approved of, mi'
ny contributors appeared tofupport it.

In 1752, it was firfl: eftabli£hed, ii was not however
till 1756 that any part of the prefent building was c-

refted.

In 1 775, they received about 12000I. from the unclaim-
ed {hares of the Pennfylvania Land Company in London.
For this aft of the Briii/h Parliament in their favour,
they owe much to the unceafing labours of their great
friends the late Dr. John Foihergill, Sylvanus BavcB
Jacob Hagen, and othrns.

The whale property belonging to th* Hofpital at pre-

fent amounts to iC3i^740-~

Of theabo^CTinentioned fumthe alTembly gave of their

conftituents money about 5,5001. to reimburfe the ex-
pence of the prelent building. The balance being 25,

83CI. are private legacies, grants and donations, the
whole of which would lapfe to the commonwealth if the

contributors failj an event which is at prefent little

dreaded.

Befides the above fum the expence of the hofpital poor
has been paid by the contributors for tbefe laft forty

years.

in addition to the 5,500]. given by the legiflature to
raife the eaftern wing, they at their fefiion in 1 792 have
granted a further lum of ten ihoufand pounds out of a

loan office fund for the purpofe ofenlarging the hofpital

on its original plan, fo a-s to admit a greater number of
lunatics, and to obtain a due reparation ot them irom

;the fick.

The laft aft allows a lying-in and foundling hofpital

to be united, with this inftituiion, whenever a fund is

given to baijd and fupport the fame.

The medical pupils pay for the' privilege of attend-

ing the hofpital praftice and fuch pay is commonly un>.

derftood to be a perquilite to the hofpital phyficians ;

this, however, they have generoufly given for the pur»

pofe of founding a medical library, and to purchafcDr.
Chovet's preper^tions ; by the addition of which to Dr.
Fothergill's valuable prefent, the inftitution without any

expence to its funds, is poflTcfl'ed of the nioft ufeful and
ornamental colleftion that v/as ever feen in America.

The pay of thofepupils exceeds lool. per annom, which

is amply fufficienttofurnifh the library with new books

?.nd to preferve-the anatomical callings, &c.

A great number whole diforders are not proper for

admjmon, have received medicine from the hofpital dil-
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penfary, gratis, and the beft advice from the phyficians.

The managers are by charter prohibited from fpend-

ing any part of their capital ftock^ the intereft of which
with fuch donations as are not exprelsly given thereto,

is applied for the poor: aud when as many paupers are

firft admitted as will ablorb the faid income, then if

there is room, th« managers may take other patients on
pay, the profits of whofe board alfo go to the poor. Of
luch patients ituy will always have a number until the

faid income, which is at prefent not half equal to the

expences of the houfe, become fufficient to occupy it with
the poor.

The price of pay patients is various, and fometimes
changes. The overfeers of the poor of Pennfylvania <&

all the] focietie!) therein, who fupport the poor by pri-

vate and voluntary fubfcriptions, pay only 8s. 4d, in-

cluding medicines, attendance, and ail other charges, ex-

cept cloathing.

The overfeers ofany other State pay i js. and private

perfons from los. to 335. as they and the managers can

agree. Thcfe may choofe their own phylician, provided
he is one of the hofpital phyHcians, no others being ad-
taitted to praf;ice in the houfe.

All the patients mud fubmit to the orders of the phy-
ficians refpe£ling their cafes, and to the rules of thcma*
nagers refpeding their conduft, or be difcharged. No
amputation of a limb is allowed, without a coofaJtaton
of phyficians, and three at leall maft agree.

The iuftruraents are the moft complete of the kind,
and preferved in excellent order for ufe ; and every
thing convenient for the patient is always provided.
A relident apothecary lives in the houfe ; his duty i«

to receive and Jend out books, to adminifter the prefcrip-

tions., and to fummon the phyficians on every urgent oc-

calion ; each of whom confiders it as his duty immedi-
ately to attend. Two managers icnd phyficians meet at

the hofpital every Fourth-day (Wednefday) and Seventh
day (Saturday), at eleven o'clock in the forenocm, to
receive and difcharge patients, and muck trouble is fa-

vsd ro ihofe who apply at that time.

From the time the hofpital was firft erefted to the
month of May 1 793, 8.608 patients had been admitted
into the hofpital, ot which number 5,435 had been cured,

925 relieved, 412 removed at the requeft of their friends

or fen! to the hoofe of employment, 119 found incurable,

57.5 difcharged or eloped for irregular behaviour, II i^o

died, &5; then remain at the hofpital.
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Frpoi the 27th, of April 1793 to the 27ih. of April 1794

93 poor & 208 pay patients have been admitted ma-
king in all 301, of whom have been difcharged.

patient, are expected to produce a certificate figned by
two magiftrates, certifying that they are in omce, and

that th>i pauper refides in their diftritt^ without which
the applicant is rejefted.

Perfons aiHlded with incurable and infeftious difor-

ders are not admitted ; but any perfon in Penniylvania

receiving by accident a defperate wound, or a fraAured
limb, may be brought to the holpital without an order

provided heisbrouo^hc immediately after the accideuc

iiappens, and fach perfons, whether ftrangers or citi-

zens, will be well taken care of at the contributors ex-

pence.

The name of the corporate body is, The contributors

to the Pennfylvania Hofpical.
<.'' A contributor mud pay at lead lol. for which he re-

tfeives a certificate from the treafurer ; this he cannot

transfer, nor can he receive any benefit irom it, but the

privilege of eletiring and being elc(ii;ed.

If he is choien a manager, phylician or trer:furer, he

muft ferve without fee or reward.
An inditution founded on fuch humane and benevolent

principles, embracing the poor of all delcriptions, has

done great honour to its founders, many of whofe pi-

ous fucceflbrs have been led by a fecret impulfe to endow
it with wtcalionnl legacies and contributions, whereby
the trud is enlarged, and a'greater number of the fick

are relieved: many of whom, for v/antof fuch an afy-

lum, would fuiFer in folirary places, whilft the poor un-

hp.ppy maniac, deprived of his fenfes would be roving

about without knowing a home, at the rifque of his life

or the lives of the people.

The ALMS HOUSE.

The Altns houfe and houfe of employment, is a large

and commodious edifice. This inftitution commenced
ac an early period of the city, but the building now
appropriated for that purpofe, was not erefted till the

year 1766. The various objedts to which this charita-

ble inftitution extends, fufiiciencly indicate its great u-

tility and the relief which it lo liberally affords to the

diilrefled of every defcripiion, retlefts the highelt ho-

nour on the citizens of Fliiladelpliia.

Here the helplefs ftranger finds a comfert^ble reii-

dence, in the hour of licknefs and diftrefs ; the blind

in fome meafure forget the lols of fight, and the old &
emaciated^ who might otherwife find it difficult to pro-

cure a Icaniy fubliltence, are enabled to pafs the evening
of life in tranquility and plenty. Here al(o, the unhap py
woman, who, either from poverty or niifcondud, may b e

deditutc of the means of relief at tloat peri«d when fhs

itands moft in need of it, is amply provided with every

thing requifite for a fafe delivery and an expeditious

•recovery; Of women of this defcription there are ro-

lieved at an average about thirtv annually.

Nor is tl>e humanity of this tftablifhment confined to

the mother. The f^me tender care is likewife extended
ro their helplefs offspring, lb that in this refpedi it may
be confidered both as a lying in and foundling hofpital-

When any of the perfons admitted into this houle are

found capable of contributing to their fupport by their

own labour, they are dailv employed for a certain rea-

fonable number of hours in luch a manner as may be

moft advantageous to the inftitution. The common work
of the houfe is pitking oakum, but raylors, fhoemakers,

weavers, &-c. follow their rerpe(;live occupations. Such
women as are capable are employed in carding, fpin-

ning, knitting, fewing, &c. at the difcretion ofihema-
jjagrs.

To flUure them to a chearful prefermance ofthe talk*
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allotted them, ant! to a regtilar «nd becoming cor,du<ft,

certain Imall rewards are conferred' on thole who -are

tiioft iri^ftrious and orderly ; with refpeft to ihe refac-

rory fuch fatherly and lenient ineafures are pursued as
generally induce them to return to their duty w'nhout
The neceflity of a reccurfe to puuifliment, which, hovf;-

cr, when it is inflic^tcd, exiendsno farther than to pri-

vacion from fome of thtir ufual meals, c-r to coiifinemcnt

to a dark room.
By ihefc wife and falur^ry meaforcs the utmoll regu-

larity and good order is prefcrvcd, a hannony prevails

which could not well {>e ex pefted among people of ib

many various dcfcriptions.

The cleanlinefs and ncainefs cbferved not only In the
tooins, but alfo widi refpeft to the cloathing of indivi-

duals, attraft the notice of all trarellers, wIiq unan:-
woufly declare t]>at in this reJpeft, this inllitution far

exceeds any eftablifiin>cnt cf ihekind in the old world ;

and it may at leal!:, be fafely alTcrted that it is not fur-

pal^'ed by any ih. r.he new.
The number of paupers is djf?V;rent at di^erent fca-

fons. The avcra|re is liowever, about Ojo. But the

charity extcnlive as it is, is not folejy confined to thofe

within the pale of tlie houfc, a number of neceffitous pcr-

fons without likewife, meef with occafional aCiftance

in the hour of calanr.iy

It is divided into a num-
ber of fepcrate houfes and rooms for families or finglc

perfons who have . fallen into decay, mod of whom by
their induQiy contribute to ibelr own fupport, bat are

fupplied with whatever neceflaries their induUry falls

(hort of procuring, by a committe of the fociety ; aix)

thus live more comfortably than many, who, in full

health and unhurt by accident provide for their ewu
(ubfillence.

Is an endowmein for aged women of the Proteftant E

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The society for ALEVIATING the MISERIES

or PUBLIC PRISONS.

Was inftituted in the month of May 17S7. The objeft

of the infliitution may^be Known from I'ae duties of ttie

afting camraittee, as laid down in the yth. article of the

conditution as follows.
^' The afting committee fliall vlfit the public prifons,

or fuch other places of confinement of punifhment as are

ordained by the law^ at leaft oiue every week. They
(hall en<[uire into the cii^^cumRarces of every perfon con-

fined ; they fliall report fuch aoafes as they (hall difco-

ver, to the officers of governmeot who are authorifed

to redrefs them ; and fhall examine the influence of con-
ftnement or imprifonment upon the morals of the per-

foas who are the fobjefts of tUem.
The benefits refulting from this fociety may be com-

prehended under the following heads^ viz.

I. Relief in money and provifion, afforded to fuffer-

ing prifoners ; which the fdciety's committee have
been enabled to accomplifh, to a confiderable extent ;

partly by means of the annual contributions of the mem-
bers, and partly by direfting the diftribution of what i»

occafionally given in money and visuals. Under this head

may lie reckoned the fometimes paying of fmall fees,when
the cafe feertied to deferveir, and when the party would
otherwifc have been drtained for them in confinement.

II. Applications to <he magiitracy for the enlarge-

ment of pcrfons illegally confkied, which has fometimes

happened from theobfcurity and friendlefs conditions of

the parties.

III. Complaints fuccefsfully made to the proper offi-

cers of ofFences againft law, in the management of the

jail, afpccially the fale offpirituous liquors, occaftoning

the corruption of young offenders, and the hardening of

the old.

IV. Lcgiflative improvements cf the penal law, in

a great meafure is owing to the folicitations of the foci-

ety.

Since the legiflature's giving their attention to the

making fuch improvements, and efpecially fince the

appointment of a board of infpeiJtors with legal powers,

eompofed of members of this fociety, it was thought ex-

pedient to alter the conftitution, limiting the meetings

at once a year; at which time a committee is choi'en, who
meet in the interval to tranfaft all necefTary buftnefs.

As the lociety's exertions have confeflbdly had a con-
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fidefable efFeft in procuring the prefent Improved ftate

of the public prifons, it may be proper to mention the

evidences of improvements in the prohibition of fpiriru-

cus liouors, the feperation of the lexes, and cleanlinefs

of the apartments, r.nd the employing of the prifoners

in ufeful labour. In regard to the lalt article it is wor-
thy ef the public notice, that fome of the prifoners on
the expiration of their terms, have received a balance

due to them from their labours, after deducting for their

maintenance. The puilifliment of refradlory criminals is

tlie fecluding them from fociety, in cells, eievated above
tl^e ground and not having a ground floor j butwithout
loading them with irons.

To aid the influence of thefe regulations, the clergy

of different religious denominations occafionally attend

for the purpofe of public prayer and preaching.

To the benevolent mind, the great and important im-
provements which have lately taken place in our penal
codes in the (late of Fennfylvania, mull afford the high-
eft fatisfa^tion. By a law paffed in the year 1786, the

following were declared to be the only capital crimes,

viz. murder, rape, treafon andarfon. All corporal pu-
nifliments for fmaller offences were abolifhed, as expe-
rience had fufiiciently evinced that no great liopes of
reformation could be rationally ei;tertained from him
who had once been difgraced with the difcipllne of the

oat, or any fuch infamous punifh'ments. The humane
mull be much gratified by the falutary effects which this

aft produced. The number of the criminals were fo

far from being multiplied that they greatly decreafed anc(

many who according to the laws ot any other countries,'

would have been cut off as being unworthy of exiftence a-

inongtl mankind, have been reclaimed from vice and be-
come ufoful members of fociety.

The limits of our plan will not admit of being more
particular on this head. The humane will be pleafed

to learn where they can receive more extenfive infot ma-
tion.

At the laft feflion of the leglflature the penal code
was again amended. The preamble to the aft declares

that the defign ot puniihment is to prevent the commif-
fion of crimes and to repair the injury th^t hath been
done thereby to fociety or the individual. And that it

hath been found by experience that thefe objefts are
b?ticr 0' t:\infd by moderate and certain penalties, than
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by fevere and exceflive punifhments, and that as it is tli<f

duty of every government to endeavour to reform ra-

ther than exterminate offenders, the punifhment of

death ought never to be inflicted where it is not abfo-

lutely neceffary ; therefore that punifhment is abolifhed

iu all cafes except for murder of the firft degree.

Murder which may be perpetrated by means of poi-

fon, by lying in wait, or by any other kind of willful,

deliberate and premeditated killing, which fhall be com-
mitted, in the perpetration or attempt to perpetrate

any arfon, rape, robbery or burglary is declared to be

murder of the firft degree. For all other crimes hard
labour and confinement are the means ufed to reform of-

fenders.

We fhall jufl add that amongfl the humane of every
nation, it has long been a matter ofconcern that the ri-

gour of punifhment was feldom in proportion to the

guilt of the offender ; thus a pett^y fcoundrel is often

condemned to the gallows for a thefr, a forgery of a few
pounds, whereas a more cunning rafcal, after a few
inonths or perhaps weeks confinement, is fet at liberty

with vafl: property, which he has fwindled from thou-

fands and again commences his devaflations on fociety.

In Pennfylvania things of this fort can no longer hap-

pen : life can only be forfeited for life; and it is proba-

ble that the time is not far diflant, when mankind be-

coming more humane, will even in this cafe, not dare

to deprive a fellow creature of that which God alone caa

give.

The humane SOCIETY.

Was inftituted in the year 1780, for' the purpofe ®f

recovering perfons fuppoied to be dead from drowning ;

and confiderable benefit occurred from their laudable

exertions. But either from the objefts being too con«

fined, or from the difficulty of convening the members,

(all of whom were to attend the meeting) or from the

late war, the operations of the fociety were for a long

time fufpcnded ; until the year 1787, when a number of

the members again met, and concluded, that the bufinefs

would be bcfl condufted by twelve managers, chofcn an-

nually by the contributors, and that it would be of

great importance to extend their objefts, not only for

the original purpofe of endeavouring to refVore to life

lliofe who were fuppofed dead from drowning : but alf©

fuch as were in the fame condition from many other

circumftances ; fuch as expofiire to heat or cold, drink-

ing cold water, damps, lightning, fuffocation irom

charcoal. &c- It was accordingly agreed to embrace all

thefe objeds. The managers have therefore not only

publilhed proper rules to be obfcrved in thefe cafes, but

have alfo placed the neceliary aparatus in different

parts near the river, and give premiums to fuch per-

fons as have been inftrumental in faving the lives of

their fellow creatures expofed to accidents of this kind.

It is fmcerely to be wiflied that, in imitation of th«

humane fociety in Bofton, they may be enabled to pi o-

vidc for the relief of fliipwrecked feamen. The prefcnt

funds arife, out of a contribution of one dollar annually

from each of the fubfcribers.

FIRST-DAY OR SUNDAY SCHOOLS.

'^ The fociety for the inftitution and fupport of Flrft-

(day or Sunday Ichools in the city of Philadelphia and
the dillrifts of Southwark and the Northern Liberties,"

was indituted early in the year 1791. The members
then formed a conftitution for their government, by
which the fociety is to meet every three months in eve-

ry year. The affairs of the inftitution in the recefs of

the fociety are conduced by twelve of its members who
are called Fijitors, three of whom form a board to do
bufineis, who meet monthly, have the charge of the

Ichools and expenditure of money, &c.
The fociety is formed of all thofe perfons who fubfcribe

the conftitution, and pay to the treafurer at the time of

fubfcribing and annually afterwards one dollar ; but ten

dollars in one payment conftitutes a member during life,

which fubfcriptions form a fund to delray the expences

of the infti'tution.

Three fchools were opened in March 1791, fmce which
upwards of looo fcholars have been admitted, and have
partaken of its advantages ; and there are at this time

more than joo on the lift of attendance.

One of thefe fchools for girls is under the care of

John Ely, in the rear of Mu'lberry St. meeting: the two
others for bayi, one of which is under the care of John
Poor in Cherry St. The other under Thaddzus Brown,
in Front near Almond Street.

It is a particular rule with the fociety, that the fcho-

lars come clean to the fchools, and attend the places »f

worAip td which they refpe^lvrly belong.
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By this Dcaevolent inftitution the children of many of

the poorer part of the community who would otherwifc
have been rucning through the Itreets habituating them-
felves to mifchiet, are refcued from vice and innured to
habits of virtue and religion : and it is with great plea-
fure that the board of Vifitors have obferved that the
improvement in reading and writing made by the chil-

dren of thefe fchools anfwers their moft fanguine expec-
tations.

The ABOLITION SOCIETY.
Incorporated by charter.

The fociety for promoting the abolition of flavery,
and the relief of free negroes unla\rfully held in bond-
age, was firft inftitutedin the year 1774, and afterwards
enlarged both in its objefts and members on the 25d. of
April 1787. The zeal and aftivity of this fociety have
been crowned with uncommon fuccefs, and has given
rife to many fimilar focieties in the other ftates : and has
alfo been inftrumcntai in fuggelbing to the legiflature

moll: of thofe improvements in the laws which relate to

the compleat abolition of flavery, which have been e-

nacled fince the memorable law of March ift, 1780,
which firft laid the axe to the root of this abominable
evil.

The preamble to this aft fets forth, " That whereas
" the condition of thofe perlons, who have heretofore
*' been denominated negro and mulatto flaves, has been
*' attended with circumilances which not only deprived
*' them of common bleffings to which they were entitled
*' by nature, but has caft them into the deepeft afflicti-

" ons by an unnatural feperation and fale of hufbanel
^' and wife from each other, and from their children :

^^ an injury the greatnefs ofwhich c?n only be conceived
" by fuppofingthat we were in the fame unhappy cafe."

In juftice, therefore, to pcrfons ^o unhappily circum-
ftanced, &:c. it is enacted , That all perfons as well ne-
groes and mulattoes and others who (hall be born with-
in this (late from and after the palling of this acl, fliall

not be confidered as fervants for life, or flaves ; and
tl*at all fervitude for life^ or flavery of children in con-
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foquence of the flavery of their mothers, in the cafe of
all children born within this flare, from and after the
paffing the ad. aforelaid, fhdll be, and hereby is utter-

ly ?rti^« ^w^y, cxtingrnjhed, and abolijhedjor ever.

And it is farther enafted. That all fuch perfons as

before the pafling of the aft, would have been flaves for

life, fliall onl) be fabjected to fervirude till they fhall

have attained the age of twenty eight years: in the

fame manner and conditions, whereon fervants bocind

by indenture for four years, are or may be retained or
holden.

This fociety has alfo been the happy means of procu-
ring the emancipation of feveral thouiand blacks, who
were detained in bondage contrary to the laws of the
llate, and have even in many inflances bv legal procel's

and otherwife, procured the reflitutinn of thofe who hsd
been villainoufly kidnapped from feveral parts of the
United States, and fent to the Wefl: Indies.

From a very exienfive and regular ccrrefpondence,
kept up betv.een this fociety and thofe founded on fimi-

iar principles, not only in America, but alfo in Europe,
the friends to this opprefled race of men are daily en-
creafiing :—the French convention have declared liberty

to all men without exception. Long debates have taken
place on the fubjeft in the Britidi parliament, and the
Friends of humanity may exult in the profpect, that the
period is not far diftant, when mankind will wonder
that their forefathers ihould ever have tolerated an
enormity offo great a magnitude, as the flavery of their
fellow creatures.

The dated meetings of the fociety are on the firft

Mondays ofJanuary, April, July, and October. Thefc
meetings are generally large, and ccmpoCed of perfons
of all the different religious feels in this city. The
bufinefs iscondufted with great order and harmony. The
great Dr. Franklin was prefidcnt of this fociety for fe-

veral years before his death, and took great pleafurein
difcharging all the duties of that (tation. Each mem-
ber pays los. a year towards the expcnces of the focie-

ty. This money is employed chiefly in defraying the
coft and other charges which are incurred by the eman-
cipation of negroes unlawfully held in bondage. The
fociety confills of refident and correfponding members.

Of MUTUAL-BENEFIT SOCIETIES.

There are a number of focieiies inllituted within thefe

few years, which are here called Mutual Benefit'.

The objeft of thefc JnRitutions, Is no doubt, highly
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laudable. The member.s contribute fome fmall fum at

entrance, and a certain additional trifle either monthly
or quarterly. Hence, without the fmalleft difficulty to

the individuals compofing the focieties, a fund is raifed

which is appropriated to the fole purpofe of aflifting

each other in ficknels ; and of making a provilion for

the widows and orphans of the dcceafed, and thus, like

the fociety of Friends, they fupport each other-

Of NATIONAL SOCIETIES.

The propriety of thefe inftitutions is obvious. When
people fall into misfortunes in any part of the world,
remote from the place oftheir nativity, it is natural for

them to make their diftrefs firft known to thofe who
were originally from the fame country. The prefump'
tion is, that the love of the native foil, which is infe-

parable from every human breaft, will make their coun-

trymen more ready than others, to adminifter to tJieir

relief: and that polfibly fome may be found among them,
with whom they are connefted by blood, who may have
known fome of their relatives, or, at leaft who may have
better opportuuities of being aflured from local circum-

ftances, that they are not impoftors. No greater proof
can be given of the utility of thefe inftitutions, than
that many have been relieved by their charity, who muft

otherwife have confiderably fuiFered in a place wherein
they were ftrangers.—The national focieties in this

city are, the St. Andrews, the German incorporated,

the St. George's, and the Hibernian.
To thefe we may add, a fociety which has been late-

ly eftablifhed ; which, when we confidcr the vaft emi-

grations, which, from the prefent convulfed (late of Eu-

rope, are likely to happen, there is every rcafon to be-

lieve will be found of the greateft utility:—this is

The SOCIETY for the INFORMATION and ASSIST-
ANCE of EMIGRANTS.

To tliofe in afHuent circumflances, the members of
this fociety can only offer their friendihip as individu-
als, congratulate them on their fafe arrival, and wifli

them fuccefs and happinefs.
To thofe in middling circumftances, who may wifhfor

information, the fociety refers to its committee, which
will always be ready to fhew them every poffible atten-
tion.

But, to the Tick, the friendlefs, and the needy, the
fociety addrefles iifelf in a peculiar manner ; requells
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them not to foffer their fpirits to droop, and aflures

them, that upon application to any of their committees,

their cafes will be taken under immediate coniideration.

Each member of this fociety upon admifiion, pays the

fum of one dollar, and the further fum of one dollar an-

nually. We are likewife informed, that feveral public

fpirited individuals, have fubfcribed confiderable fums
for the benefit of the fociety ; and without doubt, the
wealthy and liberal minded citizens of Philadelphia,

will readily join in fupport of an inftitution, which,
whilft it is remarkabry calculated to affid the diftrelTed,

may likewife be highly beneficial to the infant manufac-
tures of America.

HEALTH OFFICE.

Among the many inftitutious of which Philadelphia

has to boaft, that are calculated for the prefervation and
well-being of the citizens, that of a Health OfBce is

among the firft. This has been for many years eftablifh-

ed by law ; and, until the laft year, was deemed fully

requifite for every purpofe intended to be executed by
fuch inftitutions. The melancholy fcene, however,
which was afted in the city during the laft autumn, in

confequenceof the prevalence of an epidemic, refembling
in many of its fymptoms, the well known ye/Iow fever
of the Weft Indies ; from which it was by many fuppo.
fed to have been imported,* have induced the legiflature

to alter and confiderably amend the laws for guarding
the city from the introduftion of contagious difeafes,

which we-e before very defeftive.

They have accordingly, at their laft feflion, pafled a
law, ordering the public hofpital, or peft houfe, (as it

has hitherto been called) fituated upon State Ifland, five

miles below the city, on the river Delaware, to be put
in complete repair for the accommodation of the pati-
ents that may be admitted ; and a refident phylician,
toniulting phyfician, and health officer, to be appoint.

*The phyficians, and thoje too of the firft ftayid'n-.rr in
their prc/sjion, contendedfor the origination of the late

fiver in the city
^ from a quantity of putrid coffee landed

upon one of the wharvety lehere it "tuas pervittted to be
fxpofed to the aBion of the open air and fun, for fovie
•weeks y aided by the effefls of a very warm and dry fun
vier. This opinion was firfl ftated by Dr. V^ciii, and as
fully defended in his tlahrate treatifc $u the lats epihmjc,
juft puiti/hed.
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cd by the Governor, the former of whom is to live con-

ftantly at the hofpital or liealth office, (as it is now call-

ed) ia a houfe to be erected tor the purpofe ; and the

latter are to live in the ciry, but occaiionally to alfift in

the buflnefs of the inftitution. Every veflel that arrives

(coafters from this (late excepted) is ordered to be an-

chored oppofite to the health office, in the ftream of the

Delaware, until fhe is vilited bj the reiiJent phyfician;

who examines every pi>rt of the velfcl and makes every

neceflary enquiry into the (tate of the crews health ; that

of the port or place from which the veflel comes; the

number of lick or deaths during the voyage; the ftatc

of the cargo, wheLher infected or not, &ic. And if he
fees no caufe of detaining the veilel from the prefence of

ficknefs, or the cargo being infecled with any contagi-

ous difeafe, (the fmall pox or niei»{lcs excepted) he is to

give a bill of health, certifying the fame to the captain,

who delivers it to the health officer in the city ; but

fhould he find any fick on board, or apprehends danger

from filtering the vefTcl to proceed to the city, he re-

moves fuchfick to the hofpital, and there attends them ;

and alfo detains the vcflel until he thinks it fafe for her

to proceed, and has taken fiich meafurer? to purify her,

and the cargo fuppofed to be iufeded, as he thinks pro-

per.

No vefTel is fuffcred to come nenrcr the city than the

health office, nor no perfon or goods fuffered to be land-

ed in any port or place within the Delaware, v.'ith a

view of being conveyed into tlie itate, before the exami-

nation of the refident phyfician, under very heavy pe-

nalties upon the pilot and m.ifier of the vcfiel, and per-

fon oS'endiug, and alfo upon any attempts to conceal

ficknet's.

The duty of the ca.-fulting phyficinji is to affift the re-

fident phyfician, in the attendance of the lick landed at

the hofpital ; to vifit any veflcls detained by the refi.

dfr-nt phyfician, on accQunt of ficknefs or infection on

board ; to remand any veHll back to the health office

after her arrival at the city, in cafe of any difcovcry of

ficknefs, and to fuperintend with the refident phyfician

the fmoking or purifying any goods fuppofed to be in-

fecied, and landed at the health office.

The health officer is to keep his office open every day,

for the reception of the bills of health granted by the

refident phyfician, to captains ofveflels; to attend at

the liealth office on State Ifiand, when requefted by the

refident phyficicn ; and with the confulling phyfician >
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to vifit fuch veflels as may be detained or put in quaran-

tine; as alio to affift in the ihioking and purifying In-

jcded goods.

Twenty.four 'uijpsciors of the health office, are to be

annually appointed by the mayor and corporation of

the city ; and lix juftiies of the Northern and Southern

Liberties, out of the city and county, who are to divide

themfelves into four clafles, each conhlting of fix in-

fpeftors, who are to ferve monthly, and are vetted with

all the powers of the health offiiie ; to regulate the ma-
nagement of the heavth office, atid the condudl ef the

fteward, matron, nurfes, and other officers appointed

by them : and are to make a report, with the rcfident

phyfician, every month to the Governor,— of the num-
ber and difeaie^ of the patients admitted into the hofpi-

tal. They are likewife to have the care of the health

of the city, and do every thing that may tend to the

prefervation of fo invaluable a bleffing. A new hofpi-

tal is likewife to be erefted over the river Schuylkill,

to be under their direftion ; for the purpofe of removing
all perfons thereto, who may be hereafter aftefted with
any contagious difeafe in the city.

This is a fhort abliraft of a very lengthy and excel-

lent law, as far as it goes, for the regulation of the
health office: but it is yet imperfedt in feveral particu-

lars, which will, no doubt, be amended at the next fef^

lion of the legillatnre: the moft beneficial confeG[uences

have however refniied from it.

The law took place the beginning of laft May, and is

now in an adive ftate of operation ; and it is, no doubt,
owing to it, that the city enjoys its prefent uncommon
healthinefs.

When mention'ng the regulations adopted by the le-

giflature for the purpjfe of preventing infeftious difor-

ders, it may not be improper to obferve that the city

within a few years p:<ft. has experienced a very remark-
able revolution, \?( refped to the health of its inhrtbi-

tants. The bill of mortality in every vear (excepting
the year 179^, when the yellow fexer fpread depnpnla-
tion amenoft us) proves that the number of deaths has
tonfiderably decrealed during the lalt ten ) ears, not-
withftanding the great increafeof population.

This change in favour of 1 ft is afcribed by the phy-
fieians to the cooperation of the following caufes,

I. The arching of the docks, whereby a very noxi"
pus and ofifenfiive nwifance was removed.

II. The cultivation of the lots adjoining and partly
Ff
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furrounding the city, whereby another extenfive fuurce

of putrid exhalations is dried up.

III. An increafed care in cleaning the ftreets.

IV. An iHcreafe of horticulture, and confequently

of vegetable aliments.

V. The inftitution of the difpenfary, which has ex-

tended medical aid to many hundreds in a year, who
either periflied for the want of it, or were facrificcd by
quacks.

VI. The more impfoved ftate of phyfic, wliencp fe-

veral difeafes formerly fatal are in molt inftances bst-

ter underftood and t/)erefore more gcneraly cured : and,

VII. From a general diffufion of knowlede among all

claff'es of people, from our libraries, our numerous fo-

cieries and daily publications; whence the people at

large are better acquainted than formerly with tlie

means of preferving their health.

It is whh pledfure we give this information from the

htil authority, and it is to be hoped that the fame or

other proximate caufes will continue this valuable bief-

fing an incrcafe ofhealth to the inhabitants of Phila-

delphia.

Oi THE Y E L L O W F £ V E R.

Ilavjncr mentioned this diforder to have occafioned

great dcvallation in the yenr 179s, a fiiort account of
it may be acceptable to feveral of our readers, who,
perhaps, have not had an opportunity of pt ruling the

volumes wliich have been written on the fubjecl:.

This oliibrdcr made its firft appearance towards the

latter end of July, in a lodging houfe in >Jorth Water
direct : and for a few -weeks leemed entirely confined

to that vicinity. Kence it was generally fuppoied to

have been Impurted and not generated in the citv-

Tuis y,'a3 the opinion of Doclors Currie, Cathrall and
•r:ar.y othcrfi. It was however combated by Dr. JBen-

J3min Fv.uflj, who aliens that the contagion was genera-
ted from the !Lnch of a cargo of damaged coU'ee, which
had been landed nearil'.e fame place, where it firll made
its appearance, on a fuppcfition that vegetable putri-

facSrion iM-.glu produca iuch a diforder. For this opinion

he has given his rcafons at large, in a volume of which
he is now pubiifliing the fecond edition.

At the mo!t eminent phvficians have differed on this

f*lb}edi:, we ihail not offend by hazarding an opinion.
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To thofe who wifli for particelar inforxnation we refer

10 their refjicCnve wriiings.

But from whatever fountain we trace this poifoned

Ilream, it has deUro^ed the lives of many thofandi -

and many of thofe of the mcft diltinguiCied worth. Its

characterillicor leading fyinpton;s, were fudden debili-

ty in the voluntary powers, cppreffive pain, giddinefs,

fenfe of fullnefs and diltenricn in the veflels ot the fore

part of the head and an cppreffive wcighi about the

heart and lungs, accompanied with grea: anguifh, and
reftlcfsncfs. During the month of Auguft the funerals

amounted to upwards of three hundred. The difeafe

had then reached the central ftreets of ihe city and be-

gan to ipread on all l:dcs with the greaieft rapidity.

In September its malignance increafed amazingly. Fear

pervaded the ftouteft heart : flight became general, and

terror was depicted 6n every counteuance. In this

month 1400 more were added to the lilt of mortality.

The contagion was ftiil progrefiive and towards the end
of the month 90 &: ico died daily. Until the the middle

of Orober the mighty deftrojer went on with in-

creafing havoc. From the lit. to the 17th. upwards
of i/jco fell as vicflims to the tremendous malady. From
the 17th. to the :oth the mortality gradually decreafed.

In the whole month, however, the dead amounted to

upwards of 2Coc— a dreadful number, if we conGder
that at this time near one half of the Inhabitants had fled.

Before the diforder became fo terrible, the appearance

of Philadelphia mull to a ftranger kave feemed very ex«

traordinary. The garlic, which many chewed as a

preventative could be fmelled at feveral yards diftance,

whilft other hoped to avoid infeftion by a recourfe to

fmelling bottles, handkerchiefs dipped in vinegar, cam-
phor bags. Sec. fo that few individaals could be feea

in the Itreets without one or other of thefe applied to

his noftrils.

Ar laft, however, experience had proved that thefe

were inefficacious. A reliance on divine providence

fucceeded, and in the moft terrible ftage of the diforder

the citizens difcovered the moft decent fortitude and the

greatell refignation. Thefe imaginary preventatives

were therefore thrown afide.

From the ift. to the 7th. of November, the mortali-

ty gradually decreafed. On the 9th, the burials which
had hitherto been fo exceedingly numerous were redu-

ced to iix. The fugitive citizens now began to return,

and the ftreeis refumed their wanted life and aftivity.
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During this aweful calamity, as lias been already
obferved, terror and dil'may generally pervaded ihe ci-

tizens. Some were found, however, who at the riique
of their own lives, were highly inltromemal in faving
the lives of their fellow creatures. An hofpitiil was
ereftcd at Buftiill at the diftance of about one mile from
the inhabited part of the city. Thither tlie ii.fecred

were fent in great ntimbers, but from a want of clean-
linefs and good order^ the holnitai and the grave were
nearly the fame thing.

A committee had been appointed to afiift the guardi-
ans of the poor in the legal dilcharge of their duty. It

was one of the firft objects of their care to remedy this

evil. To fearch into the horrors of this difnial recep-
tacle required the fortitude of a Howard. Men, how-
ever, ftepped forth, end voluntarily undertook the ar-

duous talk. Stephen Cirard, a native of France, a
wealthy merchant of this city, and Peter Hehn, a native

of Philadelphia, both members of the committe offered

their affiftance. Thanks to Heaven ! their invaluable
lives were preferved and their generous labours crown
ed with fuccefs. The poor now no longer confiderrd

Bufhhill as the anti chamber of the grave ; but as a hu-
mane provifion for t^e necelfitous and fick : and now ma-
ny recovered.

So great a mortality of courfe left a great number ot

orphans in very dcftitute circumllances. Here again

was a large field of labour opened for the benevolent.

The children were to be provided with nurfes, provifi-

ons and other accommodations. The committee, howe-
ver, to their former burthens undertook this, and pro-
cured the Loganian library, which was fitted up as an
orphan houfe, where about tvi'o hundred children were
admitted, 60 of whom were infants.

The accumulating expences of this inftitution, with
that of BuJhhill and many others, obvioufly required

confiderable turns of money. Liberal contributions

were fent from different quarters amounting in the

whole to 29,0^5 dollars.

During this melamholy period the city loft ten of

her moft valuable phyruiatis, and moft ofthe others were
fick at different times. The number of deaths in all, a-

mounted to 4041. TO thnfe who wifb for particular in-

formation on this fiibjei^^. we would recommend C^riy*;

From a perufal of the foregoing pages, the impartial

reader will be fatisfied that in the eity of Philadelphia,
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\ihe tneaas of relief are amply provided for the afHidted

ofevery det'cription. it will alio appear from what
follows, that literary inftituiions are not wanting.

• UNIVERSITY OK PENNSYLVANIA.

The hiftory of this Seminary neceilarily involves in

it rile hiftory of two other feminanes , now generally

diltinguifhed by the names ot the Old College and the

old Univerli y.
The O! J College confifted of three ptirts ; the charita-

ble fchools, the acaddmy, and the college, itrictly fo

called. The Ch<irttdbli fchooia, which were two in

number were intended ; the one lor the iccepii( n
ot thirty girls, to be taught reading, writing and
fewing ; the other for the recept'ion of iixty bovs,
who were to be in{lru£ted in reding, writing and
arithmetic. The Acadsmy comprehended three fthools ;

'

an Englifh fchool, a fchool for arithmetic and the prac-
tical branches of the mathematics, and a Latin and
Greek fchool. " The- Coiieg: was divided into two
fchools ; one, for teaching the philofophy of the body,
(i. e. phyfics or natural philofop'iy) in conjunftion with
tiie higher branches of the mathematics ; another, for
the philofophy of the mind or fpirit, (i. e. natural the-
ology, plychology or the philolophy ot the human mind
moral philofophy, and logic,) iu conjuction with the
higher claflics.

Thefe feveral parts were not all inftituteclat the fame
time. The Charitable Schools and Academy were open-
ed in the year 1750 ; under the diredlion of a board of
truftees, confift'ing of twenty four members, who howe-
ver were not incorporat-ed until! the year 1753. Thefe
being well condufted and continuing to flourifli, the
truftees were encouraged to extend their deligns ftill

further; and, in 1754, opened the philofopliical fchools.

And as this addition to the plan rendered the charter
which had been already granted them inadequate, they
folicited, and in the following year obtained, a new
one; which put all the feveral parts abovementioned
under the fame direftion, and gave to the whole the
ftyle of * The College, Academy and Charitable SchooJ*
of the city of Philadelphia in Pennfylvania.'
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After this, in the year 1765, were added the medical
fchools: confifting of four profeilorfhips : one of the
Theory and praflice of phyfic ; another of anatomy ; a-

nother of botany and materia medica; and another of
chemiftry.

Such was the origin of this indliution. Though intend-
ed for the benefit oithe public in general, and though it

coQld not be carried on batata very confidcrableexpence,
it was altogether the work of a few private cirrzens of

Philadelphia ; but among thefe was Dr. Franklin ; by
whom the defign was originally projefted, and the

propofals for carrying it into execution drawn up and
publifhed.

Soon after the revolution, however, in the year 1779
there pafled an aft of the legiftature entitled, " An aft

to confirm the eftates and interefts of the College, Aca-
demy and Charitable Schosls of the city ofPhiladelphia :

and to amend and alter the charter thereof, conform-
ably to the revolution, and to the conllitution and go.
vernment of this commonwealth ; and to ereft the fame
into an univerfity."

*

By virtue of this aft the Seminary was placed under
the direftion of a new board of truftees, a few of whom
had been members of the old board ; the ftyle of it was
changed from that of The College, Ac^idemy and Cha-
lirable fchools, &c. to that of The Univerfity of the

ftate of Pennfylvania : and the executive council au-

thorized to fet apart, for its afe, fo many of the con-

fifcated eftates as would produce an additional income
of fifteen hundred pounds a year.

But the trustees of the old college and their Provofk,

petitioning, that their charter, and theproperty which
shey had formerly held, »"'gl^t be reftored to them ; and
the legifiature in the year 1789, thinking fit to comply ;

there began at length to exift, what in the beginning
had not been centemplated^ two diftinft feminaries :

The Univerfity ot the ftate of Pcnfylvania, and, at the

fame time The College, Academy and charitable fchook
of the city of Philadelphia.

Neither of thefe feminaries, however, being poflefled

of funds fufRcient to defray the expenfe of condufting it

;

and it not being likely that the legifiature would be pre-

vailed on to grant tbe money of their conftituents, for

the farther endowment of two feminaries of general

learning in the fame city, where, confefledly, but one
of them was wanting; each party became ilill more and

more convinc«d'bf the neceffity of an anion. Conferca-
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CCS for this purpofe began lo be held. And in the end

k was muiually agreed, that the two boards, fhould

each of them, prefer to the legiflature afimilar petition;

praying, that, on certain conditions to be therein fpecifi-

ed, both leminaries Ihould be conforidated into one. Thefe
conditions were, that each board fliould feleft twelve

of its members to conftitute a new board ; of which the

governor of the flate for the time being fhould be pre-

fident : and that, whatever might be the number of

profeffors which this new board fhould think fit to efta-

blifli, fach prcfeffbrs {hocld be chofcn equally out of the

two faculties, belonging, the one to the old college, and
the other to the old univerfity ; unlefs the number to be

thus eftablifhed fhould be an odd number: in which cafe

the odd number, fhould be taken from either of the fc-

culties indifcriminately. .

' Thefe petitions were prefented ; the legiflature appro-
ved of the propofal ; and accordingly, in the year 1791,
an acl was pafTed, entitled, " An Act to unite the Uni-
verfity of the ftate of Pennfylvania, and the College, A-
cademy, and Charitable fchools of Philadelphia, in the

commonwealth of Pennfylvania,"

And thus was, in the end, erefted the feminary, novr

called. The Univerfity of Pennfylvania ; flill confiding of
the fame fchools of which the old college confifted.*

EPISCOPAL ACADEMY.
The academy of tlie jiroteftanc Epifcopal church was

jnflituted on the firllday of January 17S5 ; a fubfcription

having been opened for the purpoT^ in the end of the pre-

ceding year. The fundamental laws of the inftitution

were enacf^ed on the faid day, at a general meeting ol the

fiibfcribers, and are Itil! its conftitution, being recognif-

ed and confirmed in the aft of incorporation granted by

the legiflatnre, about two years after the cfiiablifliment

of the feminary. ^

• The truftees at a late meeting, elcftcd the celebrated Dr. Priestly
to fill the chemical chair. From the well known abilities of that gen-

tleman, it is to be wifhed that he will accept of rhe apj. ointmeut.
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Thi« Inftituiion, befides the free fchooli, had three ©•

thers ; one, for the Latin and Greek language! ; another,

for arithmetic and the practical mathematici ; and the

third, for the Englifh language. Thefe have been for

fome time fufpended ; and the only fchoolf now open are

the free Ichools ; confiding of about 80 boys and 40 girl* :

but the truftees have lately, by advertifement, lignificd

their intention of re-opening the other fchools, as foon as

a fatisfadory mafter can be procured.

Of THE AFRICAN SCHOOLS.
While ilie lociety of Friends, and the abolition focie-

ty have been exerting themfelves, with fuccefs, to ame-
liorate the fituation ot the unfortunate Africans, they have
alfo extended their benevolence to their children, for

Tvhofe education they have made ample provifion. About
the year i 770, a fchool was inflituted by private fubfcrip-

tion of the Friends, with a view to prepare that degrad-
ed race for a better fituation in civil life : but by the will

of Anthony Benezet, of benevolent memery, a confider-

able donation from the lociety of Friends in England,
and fome other charitable devices have provided fundc

nearly adequate to its future fupport ; fo that in a ihert

time it will no longer be burthenfome to individuals.

The fchool is kept in Willing's alley. The boys are

taught by Daniel Britt, and the girls by his wife. The
fchool is vlfited once a month by a committee appointed
by the three monthly meetings of Philadelphia : and it is

pleafing to obfcrve that the progrefs of the pupils hat
hitherto anfwered the mod fanguinc expedtation of its

humane inftitutors.

There is alfo a fchool for the blacks fupportcd by the

abolition fociety, in Cherry St. kept by Helena Harris,

a black woman of confiderable parts, who had been for

feveral years employed as a teacher of white children in

England.

Of PUBLIC LIBRARIES.
Fifth, between Chefnut and Walnut Streets.

The foundation df the prefent library was laid in th^

year 1731, a period when Philadelphia afforded little af-

fiftancc to the enquiries of the ftudious. A number of
gentlemen having raifed the fum of one hundred pounds
by fubfcription, a fmall library was formed upon prin-

ciples the bed calculated to difTeminate knowledge : the

books were not, as in many of the public libraries of Eu-
rope, conHned to the apartments, but the fubfcribers were
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allowed to Cdrry diem home for a rea.ft/Oible fpace of
time.

The plan Coon became popuar; accelSans to ihe num- .

her of m^n'b^rs tock place, ana the ftock of books was
annual!)' encrtiiiccl by pufc'hales at the Coinbany's es-
pfiice, -Mi^ liberal donations from perfons both at home
aijti abroad.
The then proprietaries of Pennfylvania appear to have

taken a patriotic pleafurc in the encouragement of the
plan. Belides reveralvaluable donations, they granted
a charter of incorpuralion in the year 1742.
A fpirit of literary improvenient nu-,de its wgy. among

all ciaMes' of people, and the philanthroj)hy of the great
and amiable charaiTter * who fuggefted the plan, w^s
gratified by tracing the boolis as well into the hands of
the opn'eiit, with whom literature is ronietime3 no more
than one of the ornamenis of civil life, as amouor thole to
whoul it renders a more fubftaniial benefit. Letters,
while they employ the IciOjrc of the anift, reconcile him
to his labour ; by removing grcflt-r rela:;ations they pro-
mote his health, while they e;ilarge his mind ; and pro-
long his life, while they t«;v-h him to enjoy it,

1 r.e refpe('ilai)le and intelligeiit (;hara<^tcr of the latter

ciafs of people in Philadelphia and its environs, cannot
be referred to a more probable caide, than the habits of
reading pronioied by liiis inlluuiion.

The great utility and fuccefs of this meafure, occafion-

ed r!je formation of other libraries upon iimilar princi-

ples. But as it appeared moie conducive to the interells

of litcra-tiire, to be pollillcd of one large, than otleve-
rril iinaller col Iccl ions oi books, coalitions gradually
took i)lace among them, till thcAnvicable, the AlTbcia-

lion, and rhe UniuJi Companies wer.? blended with the

Library Company of Philudclphia, the title confeircd by
the ch-irter.

Since this event, whicli took place in the year I 769,
t!)c niembers and the property of the company have coil

tinned to encreafe ; the former being now between five

a;;d ii.t hundred in number. The number of volumes, at

prc{'enr, amounts to nineihoufand, the fcledrion ofwhich,
hiiS ii: general been calculated to promote the more ini-

portaiu iiucrefts of fociety. And the (lock of books ii

continually encrcafed by occafional donations, annual
i'.iipurtacions, and purchafes of every American produc-
tion of merit,..

S jme valuable rnach!:ie%^ an '-np^ratus for the purpofcs
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ofnatnt-al philofophy, Sec. ar,d a variety of corions arti-

ficial and natural produftions alfo belong to the com-

panv, and i^re depofited in tlieir apjrtments. In the

catalogue heretofore publiflied, particuiars have not been

iiiierred, but lifts are in the poflcftion of the librarian,

Nvlio attends to fliow them osi Saturday mornings, from

ten to twelve o'clock. And the direftors, on proper oc-

cafions, perniit the inftruraents to be made ufe of,

Be(ides the collection, the ptrfonal property confills of

fonie monies at intereft ; the falcs of fhares, which iince

Augiift, 1793. ha\ e been fixed at fifteen pounds, and the

annual payment often fhillings from each member.
A houfe and lot of ground, which belonged to the U-

nion Company ; two lots of ground (one the generous

donation of the late Thomas Penn,) and fevera! ground
rent? conilitute the real eRate.

The members hold the property as tenants in common,
and difpofc of their fljares by will or deed : bat the aflent

of the director'?, as well in fucii cafes as in cafe of an
original purchafe, is previoufly necefiary— a reftritlion

early adopted, i'l order, as much as pofllble. to prevent
improper perfons from having accefs to a colleclion of a

na'.ure fo liable to irjury.

LOGAN IAN LIBRARY.

Was inftituted by the late James Log-jn, a gentleman
of confummate literature, who in the courfe of a long
Jife had collected a number of the moft rare and curious

book* in almoll all the ancient languages. He builr a

hi>ufe fo^• their reception and by deed executed in his life

time, vefted the houfe and lot, together with the books
and fome yearly rents for fupporting a librarian, and oc-

cafionally encrcahog the catalogue, in truflees for the ufe

of the public forever, under certain rules and re"ulations
mntained in thefe inftrumenis. Sometime afterwards he
cancelled this deed, and prepared another, which he did
not live to execute; this unfinilhed inflrument varied the
regulations in fome refpefts, and the funds for the purpafe
of the inditutlon, but tlie ufes were the fame as in the
firft. After his death, his children and reiiduary devifees,

executed a deed conformable to that which had been
prepared by him, veftin* in thte fame truftces the whole
etlate intended by the founder, and the books were re-
moved to a room prepared tor them ; arranged in neat or-
der, and a catalogue printed.

By the conftitution, William Logan (the founder's el-

deft fou) was the firft librarian, and the office was made
hereditary in his family, with power to execute it by a
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deputy. The funds appointed for a librarian, &c. were
originally fmall, but iliued from a very innproving eftate ;

they were fo referved as to encreafe at itated periods, \o

as to afford a very handfome income. Till one oftlielc

periods arrived they were not fufficient for the regular
fuppsrt of a librarian, wherefore he attended a conlider-
able time to the duty in perfon. To this inrtitution

William Logan by his will, devifcd a very handfome li-

brary, collefted partly by hiuifelf, and partly by
his uncle, the late Doctor VVilliara Logan of Briftol

in England, amounting to about one thoufand vol-

umes. After his death, which happened in 1776, the
library was Eint for feveral years, owing to the death
or abfence of the truflees. In 1791, James Logan,
the laft furviving truftee named in the grant, have
had feveral previous confultations with Dr. Frank-
lin, the lateft decedent of them ; and with a num-
ber of his fellow citizens, prefentcd a memorial to the

legiftature, wherein heftated the then prefent fituation

of the inftitution, aud prayed for their aid to put it in-

to a way of anfvvering the end of his father, the found-
er. Whereupon, an aft was palled, whereby the Libra-
ry Company of Philadelphia, their fucceflbrs, &.c. for

the time being, together with J^nies Logan, or his heir

and two truftees, whom he or his heir (hall appoint (a

majority of the whole of whom fhall be a quorum) fhall

be truftees of the faid Loganian library, it is, howe-
ver, provided, that the faid baoks and other property
belonging to this inflitution, together with fuch other

property as may hereafter be acquired, fhall be forever

kept feperate from the books belonging to the Library
Company of Philadelphia -, and that the faid library

fliall be known by the name of the The Loganian Libra-

ry^ agreeably to the intention of the donor. A large

and commodious room has lately been built adjoining
the Philadelphia Library, for the purpol'e of keeping the

books of the Loganian Library ; and it was opened for

the benefit of the citizens, in May lall.

SCIENTIFIC SOCIETIES.

Ainorican Philojophical Society

.

The American Philofophical Society, for promoting
ufeful knowledge, was formed in the year 1769, by the

union of two Societies, which had been iuftiruted with

limilar views; viz, the advancement of ufeful know-
ledge.
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One of thefc, ftiled " The American Philofophical

Society," was inllituted in the year 1743, ^^-^ ^^ '^''^

time ot their union confiftcd of 127 members : the other,

ftyled, " The American Society for promoting ahd
propogating ufeful knowledge, held in Philadelphia;"
was inltituted in the year 1 766, and at the time ot their

union confilted of 78 fellows, and 69 correfponding
members.
By an aft of the legiflature of Pennfylvania, paflcd in

the month of March, i ySo, the fociety was incorpora-
ted ; and the prehdent of the executive council, (now
governor of the commonwealth) made patron of the

Society.

In the year i 7S7, M. John Hyacinth de Magellan of

I-ondon, prcfented to the fociety, a donation of 200
guineas , to be by them veiled in a fccure and perma-
nent fund, to the end, that the interefl: arlfing ihere-

from, lliould be annually difpofed of in premiums, to

be adjudged by the fociety, to the author of the beli

dilcovery, or moll ufeful invention relating to navigati-

on, allronomy, or natural philofopliy :—the premium
to conlid of an oval plate of folid ftandard gold, of the

value of ten guineas, with fuitable devices engraved
thereon.

Three of thefe premiums, have, fince the eflablifli-

ment of this fund, been awarded by the fociety, viz.

one in the year 1790, and two in the year 1792.
The fociety have now publiCied three volumes of their

tranfadtions. The firfl volume was publifhed in the year
I'ljf, the fecond in the year 1786, and the third in the

year I7;:;.

Aided by the liberal donations of a number of friends

and patrons of philofophy, both in America and Europe,
and efpecialiy by the legiflature of Pennfylvania, the

focietv have been enabled to ereft, on part of the ftate-

houfe fqiiare, in Fifth between Chefnut aud Walnut Sts,

a commodious, and not inelegant building, where they

now hold their dated meetings.

College of Phyficiam of Philadelphia.

In the year 1737, the pbyficians of this city aflociated

themfelves under this title, for the purpofe of extending
medical knowledge, and of promoting harmony aad uni-

formity in the praftice of phylic.

In 1787, they obtained a charter of incorporation from
the legiflature.

They hold ftated meetings on the firft Tuefday ofevery

month, for the purpofes of their inftitution, and htve late-

ly publilhed the firll volume oftheir tranfaftions. A foun-
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.lation for a medical librarv is already hegiin, which is

conilaiu!}' iucreafiiig. The coli^-ge confifts of tellows (or

rcfideiic ixicnibers) asd afTociates.

Tlie mod remarkable of the fiil-jes, and the tr.r.n. beau-

tiful and curious of the tribe of infers and worms, form
a very iriierefting part of this extcnfive colleftion.

With riTpec't to the foffile kingdom, conliderahle pro-

grcfs has been made in procurirg various earths, mine-
rals, and other foffile matter ; which include, alfo, pe-

trefacftions.
