The qualification of electors is the occupation of premises within the
respective wards assessed under the Act, and valued at not less than £5 of
yearly rent. The Commissioners are chosen from the electors occupying
premises within the limits of this Act, of the yearly value of not less than
£15.

there are two Post Towns of the same name, the county must be given.

The Lerwick Mail is despatched from Aberdeen every Friday, by
Steamer (wind and weather permitting), arriving at Lerwick 24 hours after
departure. Leaves Lerwick on Monday, arriving at Aberdeen on Wednesday.

On Saturday only, there are two despatches to Rhynie, Mossat, Lums-
den, and Strathdon, viz., at 7.20 a.m., and 4 p.m.

On Sundays the Office is open for the delivery and registration of
letters, and for the sale of postage stamps, from 9 to 10 a.m., and from 1.10

to 2 p.m. ; and on Sacramental Fasts from 9 to 10 a.m., and from 4.30 to
5.30 p.m.

Inland Postage Regulations.
LETTER POSTAGE.

The rate of postage on all inland letters is regulated by weight, irrespec-

tive of distance, and (with the exceptions afterwards mentioned) is as fol-

lows, if paid in advance.

Letters not weighing above \ oz. ... ... ... ... Id
„ weighing above \ oz., but not exceeding 1 oz. ... 2d

and so on, one penny being charged for every additional half-ounce.

As a general rule, the postage, if not paid in advance, is double the fore-

going ; and, if the payment in advance be insufficient, double the deficiency

is charged.
No letter or packet must exceed 24 inches in length, or one foot in

breadth and depth. The only exceptions to these regulations are in the case
of—1. Addresses to Her Majesty ; 2. Petitions to either House of Parliament,
forwarded to any member of such House without cover, or in covers open at
the ends j 3. Printed Parliamentary proceedings ; 4. Letters or packets to
or from public departments or public officers in Her Majesty's Service ; 5.

Letters, &c, to or from certain places abroad.
If the Stamps affixed to letters are mutilated or defaced, the letters will

be liable to the unpaid rates.

An unobliterated, embossed, or other postage Stamp, which has been cut
from an envelope and affixed to a letter, entitles it to pass free of charge.

Re-directed letters are charged an additional postage for each re-direction,

according to the prepaid scale.

All persons sending letters by the post unpaid, which, from any cause
whatever, cannot be delivered to the parties to whom they are addressed, are
liable to pay the postage charged thereon, which may be recovered, with
costs, by summary proceedings before a magistrate.

By the Act 1st Victoria, cap. 36, sec. 2, any person illegally conveying
Letters, incurs a penalty of £5 for every letter, and £100 for every week the
practice is continued. The sender also incurs a penalty of £5 for every letter,

with full costs of suit.
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PERIODICAL PUBLICATIONS, INCLUDING NEWSPAPERS.
Periodical Publications, including Newspapers, published in the United

Kingdom, at intervals not exceeding thirty-one days, and which bear an im-
pressed stamp or stamps denoting the stamp duty (of the kind formerly con-
fined chiefly to Newspapers), may be transmitted or re-transmitted through
the post within the United Kingdom, free of postage, under the following
regulations, viz.:

—

They are subject to the same restrictions, with regard to the number of
sheets and superficial extent, as were lately applicable only to Newspapers,
properly so called. These restrictions are shown in the following table :—

The impressed stamp on each publication must be at least of the value
of one penny.

The title and date must be printed at the top of every page.
The publication must be folded so that the whole of the stamp or stamps:

denoting the full duty shall be exposed to view; and when, in the same
cover, there are more than two, it will be sufficient if they are so arranged
as readily to admit of examination.

The publication must not be printed on pasteboard or cardboard, or on
two or more thicknesses of paper pasted together ; nor must any pasteboard,
cardboard, or such pasted paper be sent with it as a back or cover thereto,
or otherwise.

It must be posted within fifteen days from the date of publication.
It must either have no cover, or a cover open at the ends.
It must contain no enclosure.
No mark or writing is allowed but the name and address of the person

to whom it is sent, nor anything on the cover but such name and address,
the printed title of the publication, and printed name and address of the
publisher or vendor who sends it. For any breach of this rule 2d is charged.

If addressed to any one within the free delivery of the place where it is

posted, a postage stamp (Id) must be affixed, otherwise it will be charged 2d
on delivery.

Unstamped publications, or stamped publications, which have been
issued more than fifteen days, can be forwarded within the United Kingdom
and to the colonies, under the regulations of the Book Post.

Newspapers and other periodicals, published in the Islands of Guernsey,
Jersey, Alderney, Sark, Isle of Man, will be subject to the same regulations
as those which are published in other parts of the United Kingdom.

REGISTRATION OF LETTERS, &c.

Any packet sent by post may be registered, with a few exceptions. The
fee for registration is fourpence, which, as well as the postage, must be pre-
paid in stamps. The registration of a packet makes its transmission more
secure, by rendering it practicable to trace it from its receipt to its delivery.

All Inland or Colonial letters which contain enclosures of coin are
treated as registered, and if posted without registration are charged on
delivery with a double registration fee of eightpence.

Inland Book Postage is a penny for every quarter of a pound, or fraction
of a quarter of a pound.

No Boole Packet must exceed two feet in length, or one foot in width or depth.

The postage on book packets must be fully prepaid, by means of postage
stamps affixed.

If a book packet be not sufficiently prepaid with stamps, but neverthe-
less bears a stamp of the value of one rate (Id), it is forwarded, charged with.
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the deficient book postage, together with an additional rate of a penny : bnt
any packet which bears no postage stamp is charged wilh double the book
postage.

Every book packet must eithpr have no cover, or a cover open at tha
ends. It may contain any number of separate books or other publications,
prints, or maps, and any quantity of paper, parchment, or vellum, either
printed, written, plain, or any mixture ot the thre^; together with what-
ever is necessary for the safe transmission of literary mntter or usually ap-
pertains thereto, to the exclusion of letters or any enclosure sealed or other-
wise closed against inspection, or any communication of the nature of E letter
written in any )-uch packet, or on its cover. Entries however, merely stat-
ing who sends the book, <fcc, or to whom it is given, are uot regarded as a
letter.

INLAND PATTERN AND SAMPLE POST.
The inland postage on Patterns and Samples, which must be prepaid by

means of postage stamps, is twopence for every quarter of a pound, or frac-
tion of a quarter of a pound.

No packet must exceed two feet in length or one foot in width and depth,
or 24 oz in weight. Packets above that weight are sent to the Keturned
Letter Branch.

If a packet of patterns or samples be posted altogether unpaid, it will be
charged with double postage, and if insufficiently prepaid, it will be charged
with the amount of the deficiency, and an additional rate "of twopence.

Tberemust be no writing or printing, other thin the name of theperson
for whom the packet is iutendei, the address of the sender, a trade mark,
numbers, and the prices of the ariicles.

The patterns must be sent in covers open at the ends. Samples, bowever,
of seeds, drugs, &c, may be enclosed in boxes, or ba^s of linen or other ma-
terials, fastened so as to be readily opened ; or entirelv closed, but trans-
parent. If either of the two rules next above be infringed, the packet ia

treated as a letter.

COLONIAL AND FOREIGN PATTERN AND SAMPLE POST.
Patterns and samples can be sent at the rates inserted in the Table oi

Colonial and Foreign postage to such places as are marked with the letter P.
The conditions in these cases are for tbe most part the same as in the

case of the Inland Pattern and Sample Post, the following bting the only
important exceptions.

A packet of patterns sent to Portugal, Madeira, the Azores, Cape de
Verds, franco, or Turkey: Syria, or Egypt, by Fiench Packet, must not exceed
18 inches in length, width, or depth, and a packet sent to any of the other
countries must not exceed 24 inches in length, or 12 inches in width or depth,
and the weight of packets sent to the first four places named is limited
to one pound.

A packet of Patterns sent to any place via Belgium or via Austria m
not exceed 8 ounces in weight.
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Letters sent to Foreign Countries generally, via Belgium, or to Prussia,
Portugal, Madeira, the Azores, and Cape de Verds, are charged 2d per rate
in addition to the ordinary postage.

Letters posted wholly unpaid for Algeria and France, or for Austria via
France, are charged 8d per i oz., and those posted wholly unpaid, or paid
less than one rate of postage, for the Canary Islands, Majorca, Minorca, and
Spain are charged double the prepaid rate. Letters for the Canary Islands,
Majorca, Minorca, and Spain insufficiently prepaid are, provided one rate at
least be paid, charged with double the deficiency.

Those for Alexandria, Cairo, and Suez, sent via Marseilles by British
packet, and those for Alexandria, Cairo, and Constantinople, sent by French
packet, are charged with a postage of 9d per 5 oz.

Letters posted unpaid (wholly or in part) for Belgium or Holland, via
Belgium, are charged 3d each in addition to the ordinary postage; those
sent to Holland via France are charged 8d per £ oz., and those for the United
States an additional postage of 5 cents each.

The same rates are chargeable in this country upon letters posted un-
paid wholly or in part from the above places, except from Alexandria, Cairo,
and Suez, via Southampton, China, and Holland via France, which are
charged the prepaid rate only, and from the United States, which are
charged an additional rate of 6d each

.

Letters intended to be sent by Private Ship must be addressed " By
Private Ship ;" and if by a particular vessel, the name of the ship must be
added. The postage of a Letter by a Private Ship to Belgium and the British
West Indies is 3d per £ oz. ; of a letter to the Cape of Good Hope, Natal, St.
Helena, Ascension, 4d per $ oz. ; to France, 4d per 5 oz. ; in all other cases
the postage is 6d per I oz. Letters may be sent unpaid to the following places,
viz. .-—Belgium, British "West Indies, Canada, Cape of Good Hope, Ceylon,
Falkland Islands, France and Algeria, Gold Coast, Holland, Hong Kong,
India. Mauritius, Natal, New Brunswick, Newfoundland, Nova Scotia, Prince
Edward Island, St. Helena, and Sierra Leone ; but to all other places pre-
payment is compulsory. Newspapers by private Ships are charged Id
each.

G.U.—According to the regulations of the German Customs' Union, no
Letter exceeding 50 grammes (a little more than I3 oz.) in weight, and con-
taining any other inclosures than paper, can he allowed to circulate by the
post. Any Letters, then, forwarded in the Mail to Prussia above that
weight, and containing any other inclosures than paper, will be liable, on
their arrival at the Prussian frontier, to be stopped and sent to the Custom
House for delivery as freight.

P Signifies that patterns can be sent at book rates.
B.—Where the letter B is prefixed to the Book Post Rate, no packet

must exceed 3 lbs.

Periodicals not of daily publication, issued in the shape of pamphlets,
may be sent to Holland, the United States, California, and Oregon at the
following rate, which must be prepaid:—Not exceeding 2 oz. Id; 2 oz., and
not exceeding 3 ©z., 6d ; 3 oz., and not exceeding 4 oz., 8d ; with an addition
of 2d for every additional ounce, up to 16 ounces, above which weight the
privilege does not extend. At the same rate of postage, pamphlets, even
though they are not periodicals, may be sent to the United States, Cali-
fornia, and Oregon, if not exceeding 8 oz. This is only the British postage,
a further sum being charged on delivery. Other printed boeks to those
places are liable to Letter Rate of Postage. There must be no writing upon
such pamphlets, except the names and addresses of the persons to whom
they are sent.

Certain Postmasters in England and Wales are permitted, though not
compelled, to purchase postage stamps from the public, provided the stamps
be not soiled or otherwise damaged, at a charge of two and a-half per cent.;
the charge, however, never being less than one halfpenny. Under this ar-

rangement the payments are as follow :

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No separate stamps can be purchased. They must in all cases be pre-

sented in stripes containing at least two stamps adhering to each other.

No application can be entertained for compensation for alleged injury
from the non-payment of a Money Order at the expected time. When a Money
Order is appliedfor, it must be on the clear understanding that no such claim
will be allowed, and that the Post Office is not liable, under any circum-
stances, to more than one payment of a Money Order, even when, notwith-
standing the precautions that are taken, the order has been paid to a person
not entitled to receive the money.

PRINCIPAL RULES OF THE GOVERNMENT INSURANCE AND
ANNUITY OFFICE.

1. The Postmaster-General is empowered, under the Act 27 & 28 Victoria,
cap. 43, to ensure the lives of persons of either sex, between the ages of 16
and 60, for not less than £20 or more than £100. He is also empowered under
the same Act to grant Immediate or Deferred Annuities of not more than
£50 on the lives of persons of either sex, and of the age of 10 years and up-
wards. The persons whose lives are insured, or to whom annuities are
granted, by the Postmaster-General, have direct Government security for
the payment of the money at the proper time.

2. Certain Post Offices (the names of which may be obtained at any Post
Office) have been opened for the receipt of proposals for the Insurance of
Lives and the purchase of Annuities, and forms of proposal, with lull in-
structions for filling up and delivering these forms, may be obtained at these
Post Offices.

3. Tables of the premiums to be charged for the Insurance of Lives ; for
the grant of Immediate Annuities ; for the grant of Deferred Annuities or
Deferred Monthly Allowances, without return of purchase money, and for
the grant of Deferred Annuities or Deferred Monthly Allowances, with
return of purchase money, have been printed, and may be seen at the Post
Offices which have been opened for the receipt of proposals. These Tables
may also be obtained of Messrs Eye and .^pottiswoode, London. The price
of the Tables for the Insurance of Lives and the grant of Annuities without
return of purchase money is 3§d. The price of the Tables for the grant of
Annuities with return of purchase money is 2d. If sent by post, 5d is charged
in the one case, and 3d in the other.

4. The Premiums to be charged for the Insurance of Lives vary with the
ages of the persons whose lives are to be insured, and with the mode in
which they are to be paid.

The Life of a Man or Woman in his or her 30th year may be insured
for£10J— £ s. d.

By a single payment of 43 3 7

By an annual payment throughout life, of. 2 6 7
or,

By a quarterly payment, throughout life of 13

Smaller sums may be insured by proportionate payments, but no one of the
periodical payments must be of less amount than two shillings.

5. No one life can be insured for less than £20 in the whole ; but when
a life has been insured for £^0, further insurances may be effected on the
same life from time to time, for any amount, until the whole sum for which
it is insured amounts to £100.

6. If, after having duly made his payments for a period of five years, the
insured person shall be unable to continue, or shall desire to discontinue,
such payments, a portion of the premiums paid by him, which portion will

in no case be less than one-third of the whole sum paid by him, will be re-

turned to him.
7. The sums to be charged for the purchase of Immediate Annuities

will vary with the age and sex of the person on whose life the Annuity is to

depend :

with the number of years which are to pass before the commencement of the
Annuity), and with the conditions of the contract as to the mode of pur-

9. The Annuity or Monthly Allowance granted on any one life must not
exceed £50 per annum, or £4 3s 4d per month; but purchasers need not
purchase the whole amount, of such Annuity or Allowance at one time.
They may begin by purchasing such part as they can afford to purchase, and
go on increasing their purchases from time to time as their circumstances
will permit.

10. Husband and Wife may each befnsured to the full amount of £100,
and may each purchase an Annuity of £50, or a Monthly Allowance of
£4 3s 4d. Any two persons may purchase an Annuity on their joint lives,
with or without continuance of the Annuity to the survivor,

11. Persons contracting for the insurance of their Lives, or for the pur-
chase of Annuities or Monthly Allowances, will be allowed to pay their peri-
odical premiums or instalments of purchase money at such of the Post
Offices which have been or may hereafter be opened for the purpose, as will
suit them best.

12. Persons proposing to effect Insurances on their Lives, or to purchase
Deferred Monthly Allowances, must provide at their own cost such certifi-

cates of birth or baptism, or other evidence of age, as shall be required from
them, but will not be required to pay any fee for medical examination, or to
pay the cost of any inquiry which the Postmaster-General may think fit to
make with regard to their health, habits, age, and occupation, or to pay
any fee for the issue of any contracts which may be made in accordance
with their proposals, or to pay any postage for the transmission of their
proposals, or for the transmission of any correspondence arising out of
such proposals between them and the Postmaster-General, inasmuch as
provision for all such costs and charges is included in the premiums
which they will be required to pay, in accordance with the Tables framed
for the purpose, for the Insurance of their Lives or the purchase of De-
ferred Monthly Allowances.

Persons proposing to purchase Immediate or Deferred Annuities, pay-
able half-yearly, must provide, at their own cost, such certificates of birth
or baptism, or other evidence of age as shall be required of them ; and inas-
much as the premiums fixed by the Tables framed for the grant of such An-
nuities do not include any provision for costs and charges, must pay, at the
time of purchase, a fee of Is for every £1 of Annuity purchased.

PRINCIPAL RULES OF THE POST OFFICE SAVINGS BANE.
A. Post Office Savings Banks are established at all Money Order Offices

in the United Kingdom, and are open for the receipt and payment of money
daily during the hours appointed for Money Order business.

At these Banks deposits of One Shilling, or any number of Shillings, will
be received; but no one may deposit more than £30 in one year, or more
than £150 in the whole, exclusive of interest.

Interest at the rate of £2 10s per cent, per annum (which is at the rate
of Sixpence in the Pound for each year, or at the rate of One Halfpenny on
each complete Pound for each month, reckoning from the first day of the
Calendar month next following the day on which a complete Pound has been
deposited, up to the last day of the Calendar month preceding the day on
which the money is withdrawn) is allowed until the Sum due to a Depositor
amounts to £200, when interest ceases to be allowed. The interest due to
each Depositor is added to the principal due to him on the 31st December in
each year.

B. Every deposit in a Post Office Savings Bank must be immediately
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entered by the Postmaster, or other person receiving it, in a book, which
book is to be kept by the Depositor, and the Postmaster or other person re-

ceiving the deposit should affix his signature and the stamp of his office to
each entry. Depositors should carefully exiimine their books before leaving
the offices at which they make their deposits, and ascertain that they have
obtained correct receipts for the sums deposited by them.

In addition to the receipts which the Depositors will thus obtain in their

deposit books, they will receive for each deposit an acknowledgment by post
from the Savings Bank Department in London. This acknowledgment
should reach the Depositor within three days from the day on which he
makes his deposit, if the deposit be made in England or Wales. If the de-
posit be made in Ireland or Scotland, the acknowledgment should reach the
Depositor within five days. The acknowledgment should be quite free from
erasure, and should state the exact amount of the deposit, and the day on
which the deposit was made. If the acknowledgment does not reach the
Depositor in proper time, or if, when it reaches him, it shows any signs of
erasure, or does not agree with the entry in the Depositor's book, the Depo-
sitor should immediately apply to the Postmaster-General by letter, and
should renew his application again and again until he obtains a satisfactory
reply.

C. Once in each year, on the anniversary of the day on which the first

deposit was made by him, the Depositor should forward his deposit book to
the Controller of the Post Office Savings Bank Department in London, in order
that it may be compared with the books of that department, and in order
that the interest due to the previous 31st December may be inserted in it.

D. When a Depositor wishes to withdraw the whole or any part of the
sum due to him, he must make application for the same to the Postmaster-
General on a printed form called a Notice of Withdrawal, which he can obtain
at any Post Office Savings Bank. When he has properly filled up this form,
he must fold it and secure it, and forward it by post as if it were an ordinary
letter. In return for it he will receive, probably by return of post, a warrant
for the amount required by him, payable at the Post Office Bank named by
him in the Notice of Withdrawal.

E. A Depositor in any Post Office Savings Bank may add to his deposits
at that or any other Post Office Savings Bank, and may withdraw the whole
or any part of them from that or any other Post Office Savings Bank, without
change of deposit book. For instance, if he makes his first deposit at the
Post Office Bank at Aberdeen, he may make further deposits at, or withdraw
his money from the Post Office Bank at Aberdeen, or Leeds, Manchester,
Birmingham, Edinburgh, Dublin, or any other place which may be convenient
to him.

F. No charge will be made to Depositors for the books first supplied to
them, or for the renewal of those books ; but if any depositor shall lose his
book, and shall desire a new book, he must make application to the Post-
master-General for the game, and must enclose in his application Postage
Stamps to the value of Is. to pay for the new book. If a Depositor loses his
book, he should immediately give notice of the loss to the Postmaster-General.

G. No charge for Postage will be made on the Depositor for any letter
passing bet ween him and the Savings Bank Department with regard to his
deposits, or with regard to the withdrawal of the same, or for the transmis-
sion of his deposit book between him and the Savings Bank Department.

H. The Postmasters and other officers of the Postmaster-General em-
