ALMANAC AND TIDE TABLE.

FROM JUNE 1857, TILL JUNE, 1858.

The daily rising and falling of the waters of the ocean are, in general, denominated Tides. The rising

is called the Flood, or Flux ; and when it ceases to rise, High Water. The falling is called the Ebb, or

Eeiiux ; and when it ceases to fall, it is said to be Low Water. The interval between the times of High
and Low Water is called a Tide.

The Tides are produced by the attraction of the sun and moon, principally that of the latter object.

The cohesion of fluids being much less than that of solid bodies, they more easily yield to the power of

gravity ; in consequence of which the waters immediately below the moon are drawn up in a protuberance,

producing a full tide, or what is commonly called High Water, at the spot where it happens. According

to this theory, you would imagine that we should have full tide only once in twenty-four hours, that is,

every time that we were below the moon ; while we find that we have two tides in the course of twenty-

four hours, and that it is High Water with us and with our antipodes at the same time.

This opposite tide is rather more difficult to explain than that which is drawn up beneath the moon.
In order to render the question more simple, let us suppose the earth to be everywhere covered by the

ocean, as in the following figure

:

M is the moon, A B C D the earth. Now, the waters
on the surface of the earth about A being more attracted

than in any other part, will be elevated, the attraction of

the moon at B and C being less; but still it will be
greater there than at D, which is the part most distant

from the moon.
The body of the earth will therefore be drawn away

from the waters at D, leaving a protuberance similar to

that at A: so that the tide, A, is produced by the waters
receding from the earth, and the tide, D, by the earth
receding from the waters.

The influence of the sun on the tides is less than that of the moon ; for, observe, that the tides rise in

consequence of the moon attracting one part of the waters more forcibly than another part. It is this

inequality of attraction which produces full and ebb ti(^es. Now the distance of the sun is so great, that

the whole globe of the earth is comparatively but as a point ; and the difference of its attraction for that

part of the waters most under its influence, and that part least subject to it, is but trifling. No part of the

waters will be much elevated above, or much depressed below, their general surface by its action. The
sun has, however, a considerale effect on the tides ; and increases or diminishes them as it acts in conjunc-

tion with, or in opposition to, the moon.

According to the calculations Of the celebrated La Place, in his Mecanique Celeste the mean force of the

sun in raising the tides is to the mean force of the moon as 1 to 1J ; and Emerson, in page 423, second

edition of his Treatise on Fluxions, calculates the height of the solar tide to be 1-63 feet, and the height by
thel moon's influence to be 7'28 feet; consequently the height of their joint force to be 8-91 feet. The
height here calculated is supposed to be at such places where the sun and moon are vertical, and also in

the equinoctial. In places at a distance from the equator, the height will be less as the latitude is greater.

Further, their height will also be less according to the sun and moon's declination from the equator.

From what has already been remarked regarding the tides, it is obvious that, when the moon is in

Perigee, or at her nearest distance from the earth, she attracts strongest, and therefore raises the tides

most. The contrary happens when she is in Apogee, or at her greatest distance from the earth, because of

her weaker attraction. At new moon, when she is in conjunction with the sun, and at full moon, when
thej"^ are in opposition, the tides are raised by the joint attraction of both luminaries, and therefore will

produce the highest, or what are called Spring Tides. And Neap Tides are produced by the ditference of

their force when in quadrature. The Spring Tides take place about two days after full moon, and the

Neap Tides about two days after the first and last quarter.

In consequence of the sun being nearer the earth at the beginning of the year than at any other time,

his attraction will then be most powerful on the tides, and should the moon happen to be in IPerigee, their

joint effects will produce the greatest Spring Tides.

The mean duration of the ebb and flow is about 12 h. 25 M., that is, half the lunar day of 24 h. 50 si.,

the period elapsing between successive returns of the moon to the same point of the meridian. Thus the

sea in every place undergoes a flux and reflux as often as the moon passes the meridian, whether superior

or inferior of the place; that is to say, twice in 24 H. 50 M.

The following Tide Table is constructed on strict scientific principles, from the very accurate Tide

Tables of J. W. Lublock, Esq., London (the Tide Table in the Nautical Almanac for 1857 is also calculated

from the same Tables), and will be found to be as correct as the position of our river, with regard to its

locality, the influence of the winds, and other diversified circumstances, either hasten or retard its natural

current. Hence the time of the Tide by observation may not at all times correspond precisely with th*"

time found in the Table.

These tables are calculated for mean time, or the time shown by a well-regulated clock, reckoning from'

doon of each, day. The Moon's phases are calculated to civil time. The civil day begins at midnight.

The times of High Water at full and change of the moon, from which the following equations are calcu-

lated, are reckoned from apparent noon. They represent the actual times of High Water when the moon
passes the meridian at the same time as the sun, or the intervals between the times of transit of the moon
and the times of High Water on full and change days. With which, and the equation of time, the times

of High Water at all the Ports here given will be obtained by addition, as here annexed.

In the year 1858 there will be two Eclipses of the Sun and two of the Moon.
I.—A partial Eclipse of the Moon, February 27, 1858, visible at Greenwich.

II.—An angular Eclipse of the Sun, March"l4-15, 1858, visible as a partial cone at Greenwich. Begins

on the earth generally, March 15, 31 minutes past 9 a.m., mean time at Greenwich, in longitude 50° 47'

west of Greenwich, and latitude 4° 26'. General eclipse begins March 15, 42 minutes past 10 a.m., in

longitude 67° 50' west of Greenwich, and latitude 11° 19' north. Central eclipse at noon, March 15, 44

minutes past noon, longitude 8° 45' west, latitude 45° 44' north. Central eclipse ends generally, March

15, 28 minutes past 1 p.m., in longitude 64° 40' east of Greenwich, and latitude G9° 19' north. Ends on

the earth generally, March 15, 39 minutes past 2 p.m., in longitude 49° 44' east of Greenwich, and lati-

tude 53° 46' north. At Greenwich a partial eclipse is visible, and begins March 15, 41 minutes past 11 a.m.

Greatest phases March 15, at I o'clock p.m. Ends March 15, 17 minutes past 2 p.m. At Cambridge a

partial eclipse is visible, and begins March 15, 43 minutes past 11 a.m.; ends March 15, 18 minutes past

2 p.m. At Oxford a partial eclipse is visible, and begins March 15, 35 minutes past 11 A.m. ; ends at 11

minutes past 2 p.m. At Edinburgh a partial eclipse is visible; begins March 15, 30 minutes past 11 a.m.

Greatest phases 47 minutes past noon. Ends at 2 minutes past 2 p.m. At Dublin a partial eclipse is

visible, and begins March 15, 11 minutes past 11 a.m. Greatest phases 29 minutes past noon. Ends at

46 minutes pa^t 1 p.m.

III.—A partial Eclipse of the Moon, August 23-24, 1858, visible at Greenwich.

IV.—^A total Eclipse of the Sun, September 6-7, 1858, visible at Greenwich. Begins on the earth

generall}-, September 7, 33 minutes past 1 1 A.M. Ends on the earth generally September 7, 44 minutes

past 4 P.M. At the Cape of Good Hope a partial eclipse is visible, September 7, 27 minutes past. 4 p.m.

Ends 41 minutes past 5 p.m.

N.B.—The duties on Foreign Bills, drawn out of

the United Kingdom, are to be denoted by adhe-

sive stamps.

The Board
of Inland Revenue recommend that the cancella-

tion should be on one of the parts, and the other

left legible.

If a Foreign Bill paj'able abroad, and as to which
the provision " drawn in sets of three or more "

apply, shall be drawn in a single bill, the duty will

be the same as on an Inland Bill, and if in a set

of two, the dutj' on each will be the same as on an
Inland Bill. This is in accordance with the opi-

nion of the Board of Inland Revenue (see North
British Daily Mail, 3d November, 1854). But the

Board have given an opinion that a Foreijjn Bill

drawn abroad and payable in this country in du-
plicate or triplicate only represents one transac-

tion, and is liable to the duty on one Inland Bill

of the same amount,—that is, if one of the parts

have the full duty, the others raaj- be unstamped
(see Times, 6th November, 1854). The schedule

of the act does not provide for such a Bill being

drawn in sets. Bills bearing to be drawn out of

the United Kingdom are to be deemed Foreign

Bills so drawn, although they may in reality be

drawn in the United Kingdom, 17 and 18 Vict.

e. 83, § 4. A person in the United Kingdom
drawing and issuing a bill payable out of the

United Kingdom in a set, must draw the whole
set, and a person transferring or negotiating such

bill must transfer and deliver, stamped, the whole
number of the set.

Any note, memorandum, or writing whatever, given

upon the payment of money, whether signed or

not, shall be a receipt if it shall import or signify

that an}' sum of money, debt, or demand, or any

part thereof amounting to £2 or upwards has

been paid or settled; and like documents given

upon payment by bills, drafts, promissory notes,

or other securities for money, are also receipts.

According to decisions, a simple acknowledgment

of a sum of money in loan, or of tlie correctness

of a debt, or of a deposit of money, is not liable to

stamp duty, either as a receipt or promissory note.

The judges held it essential to render a receipt

liable to duty that something formerly due had

been discharged. On this principle a receipt for

a sum of money as a donation to a religious or

charitable purpose, not being anything formerly

due, would not be liable. The Board of Inland

Kevenue have intimated that they are to regard

such receipts as exempted.

Among the exemptionsfrom receipt duty are—
Eeceijjts written on promissory notes, bills, drafts, or

orders for the payment of money, duly stamped.

Letters by the general post acknowledging the safe

arrival of any bills of exchanye, promissory notes,

or other securities for money, 'ibis exemption is

repealed by 17 and 18 Vict. c. 83, § 13. The
eftect of the repeal is, that letters by the general

post are put on the same footing as letters de-

livered or sent otherwise. If they amount to ac-

knowledgments of the statutory description (that

is, whereby any sum of money, debt, or demand,

or any part thereof, amounting to £2 or upwards,

shall be expressed to have been paid, settled,

balanced, or otherwise discharged or satisfied, or

which shall import or signify such),—given for or

upon payments made by or with bills of ex-

change, drafts, promissory notes, or other securi-

ties for money,—they will be liable to the receipt

duty.

Receipts written on any bond, mortgage, or other se-

curity, or any conveyance, deed, or instrument lohat-

ever, duly stamped, acknowledging the receipt of the

consideration money therein expressed, or the re-

ceipt of any principal money, interest, or annuity

thereby secured.

Note.—Stamps may be impressed or affixed. Where
adhesive stamps are affixed, the granter is required

to cancel the stamps by writing his name or ini-

tials on them. Penaltj- for omission, £10. Penalty

for removing adhesive stamps, or using them a

second time, or doing any fraudulent act to defraud

of duty, £20.-16 and 17 Vict., c. 59, § 3, 4,

and 5.

Resignation.—Principal or original instrument of

resignation, or service, or cognition of heirs, or

charter, or sasine of any houses, lands, or other

heritable subjects holding burgage ; also instru-

ment of resignation of lands, &c., not held bur-

gage, 5s. Progressive duty, 5s.

Sasise.—Instrument of sasine given on any charter,

precept of dare constat, or precept from Chancer}',

or on any wadset, heritable bond, disposition, ap-

prising, adjudication of any heritable subjects not

of burgage tenure, 5s. Progressive duty, 5s.

Schedule or Inventory or heritage, or moveables,

or containing the terms of any proposed sale, lease,

&c., or regulations for the cultivation and mau-
ageraent of any farm, &c., separate from and re-

ferred to in the lease, bond, deed, agreement, &c.,

chargeable with any stamp duty not exceeding

10s.—The same duty as shall be chargeable on

such lease, bond, agreement, &c., and where re-

ferred to in such, chargeable with a duty exceed-

ing 10s.; 10s. Projrressive duty, 10s.

Scrip Certieicate, after 4th Aug., 1853, that is

to say, any document denoting; or intended to

denote the right or title of the holder thereof, or

any person to any share or shares in any joint-

stock or other company, or proposed or in-

tended company, or any certificate declaring or

entitling the holder thereof, or any person to be

or become the proprietor of any share or shares

of or in any such company, where such certifi-

cate, or the right or title to such share or shares

shall be, or intended to be, transferable by the

delivery of such certificate, or otherwise than by

deed or instrument in writing, Id.—16 and 17

Vict., c. 63.

Settlement.—Any deed or instrument, whether

voluntary or gratuitous, or upon any consideration

other than a bona fide pecuniary consideration,

whereby any definite and certain principal sura or

suras of money, or any definite and certain shares

in any stocks or funds, shall be settled or agreed

to be settled upon or for the benefit of any person

or persons, either in possession or reversion, either

absolutely, or for life or other partial interest, or

in any other manner whatsoever,—if such sum or

sums, or the value of such share or shares, together,

shall not exceed in the whole £100 ; 5s.

All such deeds which contain any settlement of

lands or other property, or any other thing besides

the settlement of such money or stock, shall be

chargeable with such further duty as any separate

deed containing such settlement of lands or other

property, or other thing, would have been charge-

able with, exclusive of the progressive duty.

And where there is more than one such deed charge-

able with any such duty exceeding £1, 16s., one of

them only shall be chargeable with the ad valoren>

duty; and also where any settlement shall be

made in pursuance of any previous articles charge-
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able with, and which shall have paid any such
duty exceeding £1, ISs., it is not chargeable with
the ad valorem duty ; and the deeds not charge-

able with the ad valorem duty shall be charged
with the duty to which thej^ are liable under any
more general description in the stamp schedules

;

and on the whole being produced, duly executed
and stamped, the latter shall also be stamped with

a particular stamp for denoting the payment of

the said ad valorem duty.

Exemptionfrom this ad valorem duty.—Wills, tes-

taments, and testamentary instruments, and dis-

positions mortis causa.

Writ op Acknowledgment by any person infeft

of lands in Scotland, in favour of the heir or dis-

ponee of a creditor fully vested in right of an
heritable security constituted by infeftment, 10s.

—16 and 17 Vict., c. 63, § 6.

INVENTORY DUTY.
The duty is imposed on the inventory of the personal

estate and effects of deceased persons, required to

be recorded in the coramissory courts according to

the rates in the following Table, and is regulated

by the amount of such estate in Scotland. The
same rates of duty are paj-able on probates and
letters of administration in respect of the personal

property situated in England and Ireland :

The inventory duty is paid on the whole personal

property situated in Scotland, and probate or ad-

ministration duty on the whole personal property

situated in England and Ireland without deduction

of debts; but the Act 5 and 6 Vict., c. 79, § 23,

provides for a return being given on proof of the
constitution and payment of the debts. This re-

payment must be claimed within three j'ears ; but
the time will be prolonged on application to the

Board of Inland Revenue. If there be any omis-
sion in the inventory inferring payment of further

duty, an additional inventory of such is required

to be exhibited, by 48 Geo. III., c. 149, § 38

;

and § 40 provides that the same shall also specify

the amount or value of the estate and effects of

the same person comprised in the former inven-

tory. By 16 and 17 Vict, c. 59, § 8, such addi-

tional inventory shall be chargeable only with such

amount ofstamp duty as, together with the stamp
duty charged upon the former dulj' stamped in-

ventory of the estate and effects of the same de-

ceased person, shall mahe tip the full amount of

stamp duty, in respect of the total amount of all

the estate and effects of the deceased specified in

the said additional and any such former inventory.

If the estate shall be over-estimated, or something
improperly included in the inventory, an inven-

tory on a stamp corresponding to the value must
be exhibited, and the original inventory will be
allowed on affidavit as a spoiled stamp, within six

months of the recording of the second inventory.

residue (after deducting debts, funeral expenses,

legacies, and other charges first paj'able thereout)

of the personal or moveable e.?tate, whether the

title to such residue shall accrue by virtue of any
testameutaiy disposition, or upon a partial or total

intestacy : And also for the clear residue of the

moneys to arise from the sale, mortgage, or other

disposition of any real or heritable estate, directed

to he sold, mortgaged, or otherwise disposed of by
any will or testamentary instrument.

Annuities are valued for legacj' duty according to

tables annexed to the Succession Duty Act.

Duty is not exigible on legacies or residues under
£20 ; but if a legatee take two or more legacies

under any testament, which shall together be of

the amount of £20, each shall be charged with
duty, though each or either may be separately

under that amount.

N.B—Printed forms and regulations for paj-ment of

the legacy duties will be obtained gratis, on appli-

cation at the Legacy Duty Oifice, Inland Revenue,

Edinburgh ; and at the ofiices of the distributors

of stamps in the country.
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Succession Duty, 16 and 17 Vict. c. 51.—The
duty commences on the death of persons d3'ing

after the 19th May, 1853, and seems to be imposed

on all property, both heritable and movable, pass-

ing by death, not liable to the duty on legacies

and successions to personal estate upon intestacy

—the duty imposed by the Legacy Duty Acts.

The duty on heritable property is charged on the

annual value, after allowance of the necessary

outgoings (§ 22), as an annuity for the life of the

successor (§ 21), which is to be valued by tables

annexed to the act.

Personal Property is liable to duty according

to the value of the succession ; and money charged

on heritage—heritable securities—is chargeable

as personalty (§ 1).

The following

are also exemptions from the succession duty

:

1. Successions from the same predecessor, passing

on any death, not amounting in principal value

to £100 (§ 18). 2. Any succession of less value

than £20 in the whole (ib.). 3. Legacies and

personal property charged with legacy duty, in

respect of the same acquisition (ib.).

Note.—The collection of the succession duty will

form a branch of the business of the legacy depart-

ment of the Inland Revenue. Forms of the ac-

counts may be obtained at the Legacy Duty
OtHce, Edinburgh, and at the offices of the distribu-

tors of stamps in the country.

Prepayment of Inland Letters, &c., raust be by
Stamps.

BATES OF POSTAGE.

Inland Letters*

1. The rate of postage on all inland letters is re-

gulated by weight, irrespective of distance, and (with

the exceptions afterwards mentioned) is as follows :

Ifpaid in advance—
Letter weighing not more than ^ oz., Id.

Letter weighing more than ^ oz. but not ex-
ceeding 1 oz., 2d.

Letter weighing more than 1 oz., but not more
than 2 oz., 4d.

Letter weigliing more than 2 oz., but not 3 oz., 6d.

and so on ; twopence being charged for every addi-

tional ounce.

2. As a general rule, the postage, if not paid in

advance, is double the foregoing; and if the paj--

ment in advance be insufficient, double the deficiency

is charged. An inland letter, for example, weigh-
ing more than half an ounce, and not exceeding one
ounce, if bearing a penn}- stamp only, is, on delivery,

charged twopence. The unpaid additional postage
on re-directed letters, however, is not doubled, being
the same as if such postage were prepaid. Unless
three quarters, at least, of the postage of a letter

•weighing more than 4 oz. be prepaid, the le:ter is

not forwarded, but is returned to the writer.

Colonial and Foreign Letters.

3. The rates of postage on letters to foreign coun-
tries and the colonies are entered in the Table of
Colonial and Foreign Postage at page 16.

Addresses to the Queen and Petitions to Parliament.

4. Petitions and addresses to her Majestj', for-

warded direct, are exempt from postage ; and such
jietitions and addresses, as also petitions to either

House of Parliament, if sent to a member of either

House, are likewise exempt, provided they do not
weigh more than two pounds, and are without
covers, or are in covers open at the .sides No letter

or other enclosure, however, must be inserted, and if

one be found, such enclosure, unless it bear the pro-
per number of postage stamps, will be charged as an
unpaid letter.

Nctospapevs and other periodical Publications learinij

the Newspaper Stamp.

5. Although provision is made for forwarding
newspapers, books, and money tlirough the post, it

is not compulsory on an}' one to employ this mode
of transmission ; everything except letters may be
sent in any other waj'.

6. All periodical publications, including news-
papers published in the United Kingdom, at inter-

vals not exceeding thiity-one days, and which bear
an impressed stamp or stamps denoting the stamp
duty (of the kind formerly confined chiefly to news-
papers), may be transmitted and re-transmitted
through the post within the United Kingdom free of
postage under the following regulations, viz. :—

* Inland letters are tliose \xli;c!i pass between places
in the United Kingdom, iiicludinc; the Isle of Man the
Orkney, Shetland, SciUv, and Channel Islands.

1st. They are subject to the same restrictions with

regard to the number of sheets and superficial ex-

tent as were lately applicable only to newspapers

properly so called. These restrictions are shown in

the following table :—

2d. No publication, or portion thereof, can pass

through the pott unless tlie impressed stamp which
it bears be a stamp of the value at least of one
penny.

3d. The title and date of the publication must be
printed at the top of every page.

4th. The publication must be folded in such a
manner that the whole of the stamp or stamps, de-

noting the full dutj', shall be exposed to view, and
be distinctly visible on the outside, except that

where there are moie than two publications in the

same cover it will be considered sufficient if the

stamps be so arranged that they can readily be exa-

mined.

5th. It must not be printed on pasteboard or card-
board, or on two or m.ore thicknesses of paper pasted

together, nor must any pasteboard, cardboard, or

such pasted paper be sent with it as a back or cover
thereto, or otherwise.

6th. It must be posted within fifteen days from
the printed date of issue.

7th. It must have either no cover or a cover open
at the ends.

8th. It must contain no enclosure.

9th. It musthaveno writingorothermarkthereon,
but the name and address of the person to ivhom it

is sent, nor anything on the cover but such name
and address, the printed title of the publication, and
the printed name and address of the publisher or
vendor who sends it.

10th. If the publication he addressed to any per-
scn within the free delivery of the place where it is

posted, it will become liable to a postage of one
penny, which must be prepaid by affixing a postage
stamp. _

11th. When a newspaper, iS,c., is so folded as not
to expose the stamp or stamps, a postage of one
penny is charged in addition to imy other postage to

which tfie publication, if properly folded, would be
liable ; and if the newspaper, &c., be addressed to

any person within the free delivery of the place where
it is posted, and do not bear a pennj- postage label,

it will be charged 2d. In case of any other irregu-
larity the publication is dealt with in accordance
with the regulations of the book post.

12th. It is suggested that ever}- publication should
have a notice to purcha.sffrs conspicuously printed,

pointing out the necessity of exposing the stamp or
stamps to view whenever the publication is sent
through the post,

13th. Unstamped publications, or stamped publi-
cations which have been issued more than fifteen

days, can be forwarded within the United Kingdom
and to most of the colonies imdcr the regulations of
the book post.

7. Newspapers sent abroad are liable to the same
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regulations as newspapers passing (under the news-
paper privilege) between different parts of the United

Kingdom, except that, before going abroad, the name
of the newspaper must have been registered at the

General Post Office, and that, instead of requiring

to have an impressed stamp (by which is meant the

stamp specially used for newspapers), each news-
paper, if sent to a British Colony, is liable to a post-

age of Id. (which must be prepaid by a postage label

or in money*), together with an additional postage

(as shown in the Table of Colonial and Foreign Post-

age) wlien the newspaper has to pass through a

foreign country. In the same table will be found

the postage of newspapers sent to foreign countries.

In all cases of newspapers going abroad the impressed

stamp stands for nothing.

rarliameniari/ Proceedings.

8. Printed proceedings of the Imperial Parlia-

ment, sent without covers, or in covers open at the

ends, may circulate within the United Kingdom at

the following rates of postage •

Weighing not more than 4 oz., Id.

Weighing more than 4 oz., but not exceeding

Weighing more than 8 oz., but not exceeding

12 oz., ."; 3d.

Weighing more than 12 oz., but not exceeding

The words Parliamentary Proceedings must be

written or printed on the cover of the packet, other-

wise it will be liable to the letter-rate of postage.

Prepayment, when the circulation is within the

United Kingdom, is optional ; and if it be made in

part, the simple difi\jrence only is charged.

Printed proceedings of the Imperial Parliament
and of the Colonial Legislatures may be sent to or

from the Colonies at the rates mentioned in the

Table of Colonial and Foreign Postage.

And the books or other
publications, prints, maps,&c., ma}' be either printed,

written, or plain, or anj' mixture of the three. Fur-
ther, all Icgitinr.ate binding, mounting, or covering

of a book, publication, &c., or of a portion thereof,

will be allowed, wbetiier such binding, &c., be loose

or attached ; as also rollers, in the ease of prints or

maps ; markers (whether of paper or otherwise), in

the case of books ; and, in short, whatever i.s neces-

sary for the safe transmis.sion of literary or artistic

matter, or usually appertains thereto.

4th. But if the postage paid be less than 4d., the

packet must consist exclusively of printed matter,

without restriction, however, either as to the number
of publications or separate sheets, or as to whether
the}' are bound or unbound. If any other matter
be included, the packet will be subject to the penally

mentioned in the 9th Condition.

5ih. A book packet, whatever may be the postage

paid thereon, must not contain any v.'ritten letter,

closed or open, or any enclosure sealed or otherwise

closed against inspection ; nor must there be any
letter, nor any communication of the nature of a
letter written in any such packet or in or upon its

cover. Entries, however, merely stating who sends

the book, &c., or to whom it is given, are not re-

garded as a letter, and may therefore be made wlien

any writing is peimitted ; that is, when a postage

of 4d. at least is paid,

6th. No book packet can be received, if it exceeds

two feet in length, width, or depth.

7tli. Any packet which shall not be open at the

ends or sides, or shall have any written letter orany
communication of the nature of a letter written in

it, or upon its cover, will be charged with the "un-
paid'' or double letter postage.

8th. If a packet be found to contain any written

letter, whether closed or open, or any enclosure sealed

orotherwiseclosedagainst inspection, orany otherun-
authorized enclosure, the letter or enclosure will be
taken out and forwarded to the address on the packet,

charged with the full postage, as an unpaid letter,

together with an additional rate of 4d. ; and the re-

mainder of llie packet, if duly prepaid wiih stamps,

will then be forwarded to its address.

9th. If a packet be not sufficiently prepaid with
stamps, but nevertheless bear a stamp of the value
of Id., it is forwarded, charged with the deficient

book-postage, together with an additional rate of

4d. ; but any packet which shall bear no postage
stamp is charged with the " unpaid" or double-letter

postage.

10th. In every case in which the postage charge-

able under these regulations is greater than the

letter rate, the latter postage is substituted.

10. At the following charges, and en the sub-

joined conditions (which inmost respects are similar

to the foregoing), book-packets may be sent by post

to the Colonies specified in the table of Colonial and
Foreign Postage, commencing at page 16 ;

4d. being charged for every addi-

tional 16 oz., or fraction of 16 oz.

The following are the conditions to be observed:

—

1st, The postage must be prepaid in full, by means
of postage stamps aifixed outside the packet or its

cover.

2nd. Every packet must be sent either without a

cover, or in a cover open at the ends or sides ; so as

to admit of the enclosures being removed for exa-

mination.

3rd. The packet may contain any number of

separate books or other publications, prints, or maps,

and any quantity of paper, parchment, or vellum

(to the exclusion, however, of letters, whether sealed

or open); and the books or other publications, prints,

maps, &c., may be either printed, written, or plain,

or any mixture of the three. Further, all legitimate

binding, mounting or covering of a book, publica-

tion, &c., or of a portion thereof, will be allowed,

whether such binding, &c., be loose or attached; as

also rollers iu the case of prints or maps, markers

(whether of paper or otherwise) in the case of books;

and, in short, whatever is necessary for the safe

transmission of literary or artistic matter, or usually

appertains thereto.

4th. The packet must not contain any letter,

closed or open, or any enclosure sealed or otherwise

closed against itispection, nor must there be any let-

ter, or any communication of the nature of a letter,

written or printed iu anj- such packet or on its cover.

Entries, however, merelj- stating who sends thebook,

&c., or to whom it is given, are not regarded as a

letter.

5th. No book-packet can be received, if it exceeds

two feet in length, width, or depth.

6th. Any packet which shall not be open at the

ends or siiies, or shall have any letter, or any com-
munication of the nature of a letter, written or printed

in it or upon its cover, will be charged with letter

postage.

7th. If a packet be found to contain any letter,

whether closed or open, or any enclosure sealed or

otherwise closed against inspection, or any other un-

authorized enclosure, the letter or enclosure will be

taken out and forwarded to the adih-ess on the packet,

charged with full postage as an unpaid letter, to-

gether with an additional book-rate ; that is, witli

the postage chargeable on a book weighincr not more
than half a pound. The remainder of the packet, if

duly prepaid with stamps, will then be forwarJed to

its address.

8th. If a packet be not sufficientlj'' prepaid with

stamps, but nevertheless bear stamps equal to a

single book-rate, it will be forwarded charged with

the deficient book-postage, together with an addi-

tional book-rate ; but any packet -which shall not

bear postage stamps equal to a single book-rate will

be detairied and charged with the letter- postage.

9th. No book-packet weighing more than three

pounds can be sent to the East Indies or to New
South Wales.

10th. The Colonial book-post extends to those

Colonies only which are so marked in the Table of

Colom'al and Foreign Postage.

11 til. In no case can a book-packet be sent to tlie

Colonies (except at the letter- rateof postage) through

a foreign country.

11. The Head Postmaster who first receives a

book-packet is required, whenever he has ground for

suspecting an infringement of any of the above

conditions, and occasicmally, even when there

is no ground for suspicion, to open and examine
the packet; and every book-packet which is not

open at the ends or sides, or which exceeds two feet

in length, width, or depth, or which has any letter,

or any communication of the nature of a letter,

written (or, in the case of a Colonial book-packet,

printed) in it or upon its cover, or which does not

bear postage stamps equal to a single book-rate, is

ordered to be sent up, with as litt.e delay as possible,

to the Returned Letter Branch of the Circulation

OfHce in Loudon, Dublin, or Edinburgh, as the case

may be; but in the case of any other infringement

of the regulations, the packet is dealt with by the

Pos' master himself, in accordance with the above

regulations.

12. To prevent obstacles to the regular transmis-

sion of letters, any Head Postmaster may, when
necessary, delay forwarding a book-packet for a

period not exceeding twentj'-four hours beyond the

ordinary time ; and at Packet Offices* the delay may,

at the option of the Postmaster, be either for that

period, or until the despatch of the mail next after

that by v,hich the book-packet ought otherwise to

be forwarded.

REGISTRATION.

13. By the prepayment of a fee of sixpencef any

letter, book, or other packet en which the postage

has been prepaid in stamps may be registered. This

will make its transmission more secui'e by rendering

it practicable to trace it, when inland, from its re-

ceipt to its delivery; and when colonial, if not to its

delivery, at least to tlic port of despatch. The Post

Oflace does not guarantee the safe delivery of the

letter, &c,, though the officers are of course respon-

sible to the Postmaster-General, who will call to

strict account anj' one neclecling his duty on this

point, and, if his Grace thirds proper, will require

him to make good any loss that may be sustained

thereby.

14. The postage of registered letters must be pro-

paid; and if the letter be inland, it must be prepaid

in stamps.

15. Every letter to be registered should be pre-

sented at the window, and a receipt obtained for it,

and must on no account be dropped into, the letter-

box. If, contrary to this rule, a letter marked
" Ecgistered" be dropped into the letter-box, it will

* Packet Offices are those at whichmails are made up
for despatch by packets (as distinguished from private

ships) to places abroad ; such are tlie oiifices of London.
Liverpool, and Plymouth.

t This fee, in the case of a letter addressed to a plac"

abroad, or posted in Loudon, ma}- be paid either in money
or stami)s; but iii all other cases it must be paid iti

stamps.
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be liable to a registration fee of one shilling, instead

of the ordinary fee of sixpence. No Letter Carrier

or Rural Messenger is required to take letters from

the Public for the purpose of registering them.

16. The latest tiiue for posting registered letters

is entered in the Notice exhibited in every Post

Office, such time, unless otlierwise directed by the

Survej'or, being half an hour before the closing of

the box for the mail by which it is to be despatched.

17. Parliamentary notices may be forv/arded

through the post under the following regulutions:

—

1st. The words "Parliamentary Notice" must be

legibly jirinted on the face of the letter ; and in

order to secure the speedy return of any notices

which may be undelivered, the name and address of

the solicitor issuing such parliamentary notice should

also be legibh' printed or written on the face of the

letter ; though this is not imperative.

2nd. These notices miist be posted either at the

General Post OiBce, St. Martin's-le-Grand, in Lon-

don; the General Post Office in Dublin ; the General

Post Office in Edinburgh : or at the chief office at

one or other of the following towns :

—

Aberdeen, Inverness,

Athlone, Leeds,

Belfast, Lincoln,

Birmingham, Liverpool,

Bristol, Manchester,

Cork, Newcastle-upcn-Tyne,

Exeter, Norwich,

Glasgow, Shrewsbury.

3rd. All notices which by the standing orders of

either House of Parliament are lequired to be served

on or before the lolli December, must be posted on

or before the 12lh December, unless the 12th fall on

a Sundaj', when they must be posted not later than

the 11th; but those notices which by the same

orders may be served later than the loth, may be

posted after the l'2th of that month.

4th. The jiostage chargeable on these notices must

be prepaid by stamps; the registration fee of six-

pence on each notice being paid iu the usual manner,

oth. The notices must be posted at the Post Office

window, accompanied with duplicate lists of the ad-

dresses; the notices being arranped, for the conveni-

ence of comparison, in the order of the list. These

lists are examined by the officer in attendance at the

window: and if each list correspond with the ad-

dresses, he will sign and stamp every sheet of each

list. One of the duplicate lists will then be returned

to the person who brought the letters, and the other

forwarded to the Secretary, General Post Office,

London.
18. The hours for receiving both parliamentary

notices and the under-mentioned voting notices are

the same as those for the registry of ordinary letters,

unless the parliam.entary notices be presented at such

a time as to inteifere with the ordinary duties of the

office; in which case the Postmaster may appoint

any other lime within the nest twenty-four hours

for receiving the same
;
provided that, when the

notices are to be served on or before the 15ih Dec,
such arrangement do not delay the posthig beyond

the 12tb.

19. "Whoever sends parliamentary notices should,

if possible, arrange on the day before with the Post-

master as to the most convenient time for posting

, them, and state the probable number.

£0. On prepa3'nient of tiie postage and of a regis-

tration fee of twopence, a notice belonging to any
one of the classes enumerated in the Act 6 Vict. c.

18 (relating to votes for members of Parliament)

can be sent through the post with the securities for

their safe delivery enjoined by law, provided it be

brought duly directed, open and in duplicate, to a

Postmaster of an office wb.erc money-orders are

issued or paid.* On receiving the notice, the Post-

master has to compare it with the duplicate, and if

the two agree the latter will be stamped and re-

turned to the bearer.

21. When a poll-book is presented bj' anj' re-

turning officer to be forwarded bj' post, the Post-

master is required to give to such officer an acknow-
ledgment thereof in writing, stating therein the time

when he received it.

22. No registration fee is dera:mded for poll-

books, and the prepayment of the postage is optional,

without regard to weight.

POSTAGE STAMPS.
27. Every Postmaster is required to have on hand

a sufficient stock of postage labelsand penn}-- stamped
envelopes, and to sell them to the public at the fol-

lowing prices :

28. Every Rural Messenger is authorized and re-

quired to sell postage stamps at the same prices at

which Postmasters are empowered to sell them.

29. Prepayment of inland letters, &e. must be by
stamps.J except at the Chief Post Office, London,
where prepayment of such letters from 10 a.m. to

5 p.m. is permitted in money, provided the amount
be not less than £1. Letters also to the colonies

and foreign countries may be prepaid in money.
Except by soldiers and sailors in Her Majesty's ser-

vice, British postage stamps, however, are not avail-

able for the payment of letters, &c., coming into the

country.

i)0. When adhesive stamps are used; they should

be examined to see that they firmly adhere, since

if they fall off, the letters, &c., will be charged with

postage, which, in the case of inlar.d letters and of

some foreign letters, is double the prepaid rate. The
stamps should be placed cm the front of the letter,

and upon the right-hand corner of the upper side.

31. Arrangements have been made by which
paper and envelopes taken by tbe public to Somerset

House can be impressed v.-itli postage stamps.

* The posting of these notices i.s confined strictly to

Post Oifices where money-order business can be trans-

acted; consequently, whenever such power is suspended
at any office, none of these notices can there he received.

t Every complete dozen, or any larger number, must he
charged at the same rate.

% Payment in stamps must always be made by affixing;

outside the -letter, &c., before it is posted, a number of

stamps equal in value to the amount of postage. ,
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MONEY ORDERS.
32. The public are recommended, when applying

for Money Orders, to use printed " Requisition

Forms," which save time, and afford greater security,

than verbal messages, against mistakes. These Forms
are sold by Postmasters at the rate of ten for one

pennj', or five or any smaller number for a half-

penny.

33. The commission on a Money Order not ex-

ceeding £2 is threepence, and on one above £2 it is

sixpence: no order being granted for more than £5.

34. No order is allowed to contain a fractional

part of a penny.

35. With the subjoined exceptions, no Money
Order can be issued unless the applicant furnish, in

full, the surname and one Christian name, both of

the remitter (the person who sends the order) and
the payee (the person to whom the money is to be

paid), together with the remitter's address ; and if

the name of either party be tendered at greater

length, it must be received and advised accord-

ingly:—
1st. If the particulars be furnished in writing

(whether bj' filling up the blanks in the printed form
IIP wholly in manuscript), it will not be necessary to

give the Christian name in full ; it will be suflicient

if the first letter be given.

'2nd. If the remitter or payee be a peer or a bishop,

his ordinar}' title is sufficient; and if a firm, the

usual designation of such firm ^^ill suffice,* except a

companj' trading under a title which does not con-

sist of the names of the persons composing it, as the
" Carron Company," to which kind of company the

above privilege does not extend.

3rd. When the remitter notifies in writing that the

order is to be paid through a bank, it is left to his

option to give or withhold the name of the payee.

36. When application is made for a i\Ioncy Order

payable in London or any other town where there is

a plurality of Money (jrder Offices, the remitter

should say at which of such offices he wishes it to be

paid, otherwise the order can be cashed at the Chief

Office alone. It is not incumbent on a Postmaster to

supply such information relative to local or pi'ovin-

cial offices, but the nearest Money Order Office to

any street in London may be ascertained by refer-

ring to the Street List.

87. An order once issued cannot be cancelled
;

and should repaj'nient or transfer to a different office

or alteration of name be required, the remitter must
applj' to the Metropolitan Office, as directed in the

44th rule.

38. When an order is presented for payment
(otherwise than through a Bank) the Postmaster
has first to see that the signature of the payee be as

full as the name given in the advice, and be not in

any way inconsistent therewith. He has then to call

on the applicant to give the name of the remitter,

and if the reply be correct, the order will be paid,

unless the Postmaster have good reason for believ-

ing that the applicant for payment is neither the

rightful claimant, nor deputed by him. AVhen an
order is paid through a bank, it is sufficient that it

be receipted (without regard to any discrepancy be-

tween the signature and the name in the advice, or
to whether the receipt is given by the payee himself
or by another person), and that it be presented

* The mere term Messrs;., however, in not sufficient.

(crossed with the name of the receiving bank) by
son)e person known to be in the employment of the

bank.

39. The holder of a Money Order is always at

liberty to direct, by crossing it, that the Order be
paid through a bank, even though its payment was
not originally so restricted ; and when the order is

thus crossed, the question put on the presentation of

an Ordinary Monej' Order is dispensed with.

40. Money Orders do not require a receipt stamp.

4L Payment of an order must be obtained be-
fore the end of the second calendar month after that

in which it was issued (for instance, if issued in Jan-
uary it must be paid before the end of March),
Dtherwise the order becomes lapsed, and a new order

will be necessarj', for which a second commissiori

will be charged. Any person presenting a lapsed

order will be furnished with a copy of a printed

notice headed " Lap.sed Money Orders," containing

directions how to proceed. If the order be not paid

before the end of the twelfth calendar month after

that in which it was issued (for instance, if issued

in January, and not paid before the end of next Jan-
uary), all claim to the money will be lost.

42. No application can be entertained for compen-
sation for alleged injur}' from the nonpayment of a

Money Order at the expected time ; and after once

paying a Money Order, by whomsoever presented, the

Office is not liable to any further claim. The public

are therefore strictly cautioned,—

•

1 St. To guard against the loss of the Monej' Order.

2nd. Never to send the Money Order in the same
letter with the information required on payment
thereof.

3rd. To be careful on applying for a Monej' Order

to state correctly the Christian, as well as the sur-

name, of the person in whose favour it is to be

dravv'n.

4th. To see that the name of the person taking

out the order is correctly known to the person in

whose favour it is drawn.

43. Under no circumstances can payment of an

order be demanded on the day of issue ; and, as re-

spects orders granted at minor offices, time must be

allowed for the advice to pass through the Metropo-

litan Ofnce.

44. In case of the miscarriage or loss of a Money
Order, a duplicate is granted on a written apjilica-

tion (with the necessary particulars) to the Con-
troller of the Money Order Office of the kingdom
where the original order was issued ; and by a simi-

lar application to the same ofiicer, who (except as

regards a temporary power to stop paj'ment) can

alone act in such cases, authority can be obtained

to transfer the payment of an order from one office

to another, or to stop paj'ment, or to correct any
error in the name of the remitter or payee, or to

repay the money to the lemitler. E\ery such ap-

plication, however, must contain, in postage stamps,

a second commission (namely, threepence for an order

not exceeding £2, and sixpence for an order above
that sum;, though one connnission will suflice even
w lien, in the same application, more things than one,

relating to the same order, are asked for ; as both an
alteration in the name of the paj-ee and paj'ment at

another office. Unless a suflicient reason be given

for an exception, the application must be either from

the remitter or payee. Whenever, on complaint being

made, it is found that the necessity for an applica-
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tiou entailing the payment of a fresh commission is

attributable to the Post Office, the stamps transmit-

ted in paj'ment of the commission will be returned
;

and vhen it can be ascertained ^\hfire the blame lies,

the officer in default will be required to pay the ad-

ditional commission.

45. A Postmaster i-> required to give information

how to apph- for a duplicate order, &c., and must
furnish the applicant with the prescribed form of

application. Moreover, if paj-ment of an order be

refused in consequence of the replies to the questions

respecting the lemitter not corresponding witli the

entries in the advice, or of a diffeience in the name
in the receipt, the Postmaster should advise the ap-

plicant for pa3'ment to communicate with the re-

mitter, and request him to apply to the Controller

of the Metropolitan Mono}' Order Office of the king-

dom in which the order was issued, enclosing in his

ajfplicatiiin the additional commission (in postage

stamps) chargeable for the alterations required.

46. No Letter Carrier or otlu-r servant of the Post

Office is bound to procure a Money Order for any
person, or to obtain payment for one, but such ser-

vices are not forbidden.

47. No Money Order business is transacted on the

Sunday; neither, in England, Scotland, or Ireland,

is any transacted on Christmas Day or Good Friday
;

nor, in Scotland, on the Sacramental Fast Dav's;

but for tlie convenience of the labouring classes the

provincial offices are kept open on the Saturday night

till 8 o'clock (or as near that hour as the despatch

of the mail will allov/), except where the Surveyor
of the district considers such an arrangement unne-
cessary.

48. Money Orders are issued and paid at the

Chief Offices in London, Dublin, and Edinburgh
daily, between the hours of 10 a.m. and 4 pm.,
except on Saturdays, when tiie hours of business are

from 10 a.m. till 1 p m. Orders are issued and paid

at most provincial (iffices from 9 in the morning till

t3 in the evening, and the time is never less than from

10 till 4. A Postmaster, however, is in some cases

allowed to suspend the business during the time he

is making up his letter bags, &c., provided a notice

of the intervals he placarded at his office.

49. The agents of the Post Office in Malta and

Gibraltar authorized to issue RIoney Orders on the

several Money Order Offices in the United Kingdom,
which orders the Postmasters in this country are

required to pay ; but no orders can be drawn upon the

above-mentioned places.

MISCELLANEOUS EULES.

50. "With the following exceptions, no letter, &c.

can be forwarded by the post which is more than two

feet in length, breadth, or depth, nor any unpaid

packet which weighs more than four ounces, unless

three quarters of the postage have been paid. The
exceptions are :

—

Ist. Packets to or from places abroad.

2nd. Packets to or from any of the Government
Offices or departments, or Public Officers.

Srd. Petitions or addresses to the Queen, whether

directed to Her Majesty, or forv.-arded to any mem-
ber of either House of Parliament.

4th. Petitions to either House of Parliament, for-

warded to any member of either House.

5th. Piinted Parliametitary proceeding.?.

51. No information can be given respecting let-

ters which pass through a Post Office* except to the

persons to whom they are addressed ; and in no other

way is official information of a private character

allowed to be made public.

52. Postmasters are not allowed to return any let-

ter, &c. to the writer or sender, or to any one else, or

to delay forwarding it to its destination according to

the address, even though a request to such effect be

written thereon ; as every letter, &c. must be deli-

vered to the person to .whom it is directed, and to

him alone.

53. Late letters, &.c.f are received till within five

minutes of the despatch ofthe mails, except in those

large towns where the Surveyor niaj' deem an inter-

val of ten minutes necessary-, and excepting that no

office is to be kept open merely for this purpose after

ten o'clock at night.

54. No late letters, &c., are forwarded by the

mail preparing for despatch unless prepaid, and that

in stamps, so as to include both the ordinary postage

and the late-letter fee.

55. With the subjoined exceptions, ever}' re-

directed letter or other postal packet will be liable

to an additional postage (at the prepaid rate) unless

the re-direction be not only made by an Officer of

the Post Office, but be to a place within the district

belonging to the same Head Office. Thus, on a

paid or un-paid letter re-directed by an Officer of

the Post Office to any other postal district in the

United Kingdom, and weighing not more than half

an ounce, an additional postage is levied of one

penny ; or, if the weight be more than half an

ounce but does not exceed an ounce, of twopence

;

and so on. Upon a book thus re-directed to any
other postal district in the United Kingdom, and

weighing above half a pound but not more than a

pound, an additional postage of fourpence is levied,

or, if the book weigh more than one pound but not

exceeding two pounds, an additional postage of

eightpence ; and so on. A registered letter when
re-directed is not subject to a greater additional

charge than an ordinary letter. Letters which have

once been posted addressed to commissioned officers

in the armj-, navy, or ordnance emploj'ed on actual

service in any of Her Majesty's colonies, or on any

foreign station, or who, before receiving the letters

may have started on their return home or to another

station, may be re-directed to such officers when re-

moved vpon service, and will be delivered to them
for the same postage that would have been charge-

able had the letters been delivered at their originat

address. The same privilege extends to the letters

of soldiers and seamen (see page 11), except as

regards foreign postage, which must be paid. No
such privilege, however, is allowed « itb regard to-

lettei-s for a commissioned officer when such officer

is in the United Kingdom, and was so when tlie

letters were posted.

' The term " I'ost Office" applies to all Post Offices,

whether Head Office, Sub-Office, or Receiving Office. A
" Head Olfice" is an office subordinate only to a Metropo-
litan Office. Botli Sub-Offices and Receiving Offices are

under Head-Offices ; but at Receiving Offices letters are

received only, not delivered.

t The terra " Letters, &c.," is meant to include every-
thing sent by the jjost; whether letters, newspapers, par-

liamentary proceedings, books, or aiiglit else. " Late
letters" are such as are posted after the ordinary time,

and which cannot therefoi-e be sent forward by the mail
then in preparation, unless extra pavmcnt be made.

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56. Every Postmaster is required to have a notice

conspicuous]}' placarded, giving information res-

pecting tlie hours of attendance, the despatch and

deliver}' of letters, &c.

57. During the time the ofBce is open on Sunday

(viz. from 8 to 9 ) the public are allowed to prepay

foreign or colonial letters, to purchase postage stamps,

and to have letters registered ; and all other duties

are performed as usual, except the issue and pay-

ment of Money Orders, -which, on that day, are

wholly .suspended.

58. At no office is there more than one delivery

on the Sunday, Christmas Day, or Good Friday,

nor, in Scotland, on the Sacramental Fast Days.

59. No Postmaster is bound to give change, or is

authorized to demand change ; and when money is

paid at the Post Office, whether as change or other-

wise, no question as to its right amount, goodness,

or weight can be entertained after it has been

removed from the counter.

60. Except as regards foreign and colonial letters

about to be prepaid in money, a Postmaster is not

bound to weigh any letters or other packets for the

public, though he may do so if his duty be not

thereby impeded.

61. Postmasters are instructed not to receive any

letter, &c. which there is good reason to believe

contains anything likely to injure the contents of

the mail bag or the person of ai;y officer of the Post

Office. If such' a letter, &c, be posted without the

Postmaster's kr.owledge, or if at any time before its

despatch he should discover any letter, &c. of the

above description, he is directed not to forward it,

but to report the case, with the address of the letter,

&c., to the Secretary. The following are examples

of the articles referred to

:

A glass bottle, or glass in any form: razors, scis-

sors, needles, knives, forks, or other sharp instru-

ments; leeches, game, fish, meat, fruit, or vegetables,

bladders or other vessels containing liquids; gun-

powder, lucifer matclies, or anything which is

explosive or combustible.-

65. P>y the Act 1st Victoria, cap. 36, see. 2, any

person conveying otherwise than by the Post a letter

not exempted from the exclusive privilege of the

Postmaster General incurs a Penalty of £5 for every

letter, and £100 for every week the practice is con-

tinued. The Serider also incurs a Penalty of £5
for every letter, with full costs of Suit.

66. The following are the Exceptions granted by

'the Act 1st Victoria, cap. 34, from the exclusive

Privilege of the Post Office, in the Conveyance of

.Letters :

—

1st. Letters sent by a private friend, so as such

letters be delivered by such friend to the party to

whom they shall be directed.

2nd. Letters sent by a messenger on- purpose, con-

cerning the private aftairs of the sender or receiver

thereof; commissions or returns thereof, and affi-

davits and writs, process or proceedings or returns

thereof, i.ssuing out of a Court of Justice :

3rd. Letters sent out of the United Kingdom by a

,
private vessel (not being a packet boat) :

4th. Letters of merchants, owners of vessels of

merchandize, or the cargo or loading therein, sent

by such vessels of merchaiidize, or by any perton

employed by such owners for the carriage of such

letter^, according to their respective directions, and

delivered to the respective persons to whom tbey

shall be directed, without paying or receiving re-

ward or profit for the same in anywise :

5th. Letters concerning goods or merchandize

sent by common carrisrs, to be delivered with the

goods which such letters concern, without hire or

other advantage for receiving or delivering such

letters.

6th. Xo person is authorized to make a collection

of such excepted letters for the purpose of sending

them in the manner above described.

67. The following persons are expressly forbidden

to carry a letter, or to receive or collect or deliver a

letter, even though they shall not receive hire or

reward for the same :

1st. Common known carriers, their servants or

agents, except a letter concerning goods in their

carts or waggons, or on their pack liorses ; and

owners, drivers, or guards of stage coaches:

2nd. Owners, masters or commanders of ships,

vessels, steam boats, or boats called or being passage

or packet boats, sailing or p.issing coastwise, or

otherwise between places within Great Britain or

Ireland, or between, to, or from ports within Her
JTajesty's dominions or territories out of the United

Kingdom, or their servants or agents, except in

respect of letters of merchants, owners of ships, or

goods on board :

3rd. Passengers or other persons on board any

such ships, vessels, steam boat, passage or packet

boat

:

4th. The owners of or sailors or others on board

a ship or boat passing on a river or navigable canal

within the United Kingdom or other Her Majesty's

dominions.

68. Loc il Postal Guides, price one penny, con-

taining information special to the locality, are issued

in England at the Post Offices at Birmingham,

Bristol, Leeds, Liverpool, Manchester, and Sheffield;

in Ireland, at Dublin, Cork, and Belfast ; and, in

Scotland, at Edinburgh and Glasgow.:

Optional or Compulsory Frepayment.

70. * The asterisk prefi.Ked to a division (as that

of Letters or Newspapers) indicates thai in such case
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Trepayment is compulsory. In other cases Prepay-
ment is not compulsory unless the Letter be regis-

tered. When a Letter or Newspaper, addressed to

go by a route that requires Prepayment, is posted
unpaid, and there issnme other route wheie Prepay-
ment is not required, it is sent by that route; but if

there be none, it is sent to the Dead Letter Office,

to be returned to the writer.

Distance to which the Postar/e carries the Letter, <.fc.

71. D. The letter d prefixed to any division (as

that of Letters or Newspapers) shows that the pos-

tage there entered carries the Letter, &c., from the
place where it is posted in the United Kingdom to

its place of dostiriation. In all other cases the pos-
tage carries it only part of the way. The word
" Free," as applied in certain cases to Newspapers,
&c., simph' means that no charge is made upon them
in this Countr3%

LettersJbr Non-commissioned Officers, Soldiers, and
Seamen in Her Majesty's Service.

72. S. Subject to the subjoined regulations non-
commissioned officers, private soldiers, or seamen,
whether serving on board Her Majesty's Ships or

Transports, on sea or hiud (in Foreign Parts), as
also enrolled pensioners in Canada, can send and
receive letters by direct Packet, Vessel of War, or
Transpo)t for a postage of Id.

1st. The person claiming the privilege must at'

the time be actually emploj-ed in the service of Her
Majesty, or of the East India Company, and must
not te either a commissioned or warrant officer, mid-
rshipinan, or master's mate, the privilege not extend-
ing to these officers.

2nd. If the Letter be posted within the United
Kingdom, the pennj' inust be prepaid, as must any
foreign postage that may be chargeable ; and if sent
by a private ship the gratuity of one penny or two-
pence, as the case may be, to the captain must also

be prepaid. If posted abroad, prepayment is not
compulsory, but if the letter be seat unpaid, it is on
delivery charged twopence, together witli anj- foreign

postage or gratuity to a sea captain that may be
<lue.

. ord. The Letter must not weigh more than half
an ounce.

4th. It must relate entirelj- to the private con-
cerns of the soldier or seaman. I

6th. The name of the soldier or seaman, with his
class or description, must appear in the direction,

and the officer having the command must sign his

name, and specify the ship or regiment, corps, or
|

detachment to which the soldier or seaman belongs; i

the name of the ship or regiment being entered in i

full. The foregoing particulars must be given in ;

73. If either of the foregoing regulations be vio-
lated, the letter is charged with the full Letter
Bate.

Letters weighing more than 2 oz.

7-1. The Postage of a Letter weighing any number
of ounces, with any fraction of an ounce, may bo
reckoned by first seeing what it would be if the
Letter weighed only one ounce, witli the same
fraction ; and then adding the charge for the addi-
tional ounces. Thus, to find the postage on a Letter
to France weighing between 3 oz. and 3^ oz., take
Is. 8d. (the charge for a Letter between I oz. and
l\ oz.), and add thereto 2s. Sd., the charge for the

additional two ounces; giving a total of ^s. 4d. For
a Letter between 3;^ oz. and 3| oz., take 2s. 4d.

(the charge for a Letter between 1-J oz. and If oz.),

and add thereto 2s. 8d., the charge for the two ad-
ditional ounces, giving a total of 6s. Whenever it

appears by tlie Table that the postage to a British

Colony of a Letter not exceeding J oz. in weight is

Cd., the postage of a Letter of any greater weight
may be found by multiplying the prepaid Inland
rate by six. Thus, the postage of a Letter between
4 oz. and 5 oz. in weight to Jamaica is as., being
six times lOd., the prepaid Inland rate of a Letter

of that weiglit.

Routes.

75. When tlie route by which a Letter, &c. is to

go is not marked on it, it will, under ordinary cir-

cn;n.stances, be sent by the route immediately fol-

lowing the name of the place. Thus, a Letter or

Newspaper directed to India, with no route marked
on it, will be sent via Marseilles, and charged the
higher postage attendant thereon.

16. For information respecting Foreign rate of

postage, as distinguished from the combined British

and Foreign rate (which will be found in the above
Table), application should be made to the Secretary

of the Post Office. No Foreign postage is charge-

able on letters to or from India via Southampton.

The term "printed papers" includes Parliamentary

Proceedings, Books of every kind, whether printed,

engraved, or lithographed. Sheets of Music, Prints,

and printed or engraved Maps, with any binding,

mounting or covering (whether loose or attached),

belonging to any Book, &c., and an}' cases or rollers

of prints, or of printed or engraved Maps, together

with Bookmarkers, Pencils, Pens, or other articles

nsually api)crtaining to any such Book, &c., or neces-

sary for its safe transmission. But no such Book,

&c'., must contain any wa-iting or manuscript mark

of any sort, and no packet must exceed 18 inches in

length, width, or depth.

78. To all parts of France, and to some countries

to which letters, &c., are sent through France, the

above rates cany the packet to destination, no charge

being there made on deliver}'. At the? same rates

packets of Registered Newspapers and other printed

papers may be sent to those countries not mentioned

in paragraph 77, the correspondence for which is

forwarded as a rule by way of France, as well as to

other countries via France, wJie7i so addressed. The

packets so forwarded, which do not consist of Reyis-

tered Newspapers, may contain Gazettes, Periodical

Works, stitched or bound Books, Pamphlets, Sheets

of Music, Catalogues, Prospectuses, announcements

and notices of various kinds, and in fact anj' kind of

printed paper, whether the same be lithographed,

engraved, or in type.

79. Periodicals not of daily publication, issued in

the shape of pamphlets, may be sent to Biemen,

Hamburg, Prussia, and the United States, as well

as to Belgium and ILdland (to which latter countries

Parliamentary Proceedings may also be sent), at the

following rates : not exceeding 2 oz., Id. ; 2 oz. and

not exceeding 3 oz., Gd ; 3 oz. and not exceeding 4

oz., 8d. ; with an addition of 2d. for every additional

ounce up to 1 6 ounces, above whicli weight the pri-

vilege does not extend ; and at the same rate of

postage, any pamphlet not weighing more than 8

oz. (even though it be not a periodical publication)

may be sent to the United States. The periodicals

or pamphlets must always be sent in a cover open

at the ends (not more than one being sent in a single

cover,) and the postage must be prepaid.

80. Newspapers from Belgium are charged t\d.

each
i
and Newspapers from Canada (when they

pass through the United States) Id. each.

81. The Foreign rates of postage on Newspapers

to parts of Turkey, t&c, via Belgium, specified in

the Table, as exceptional rates, is as follows :—Not

exceeding ^ oz., l^d. ; h, oz. and not exceeding 1 oz.,

.Id.; 1 oz. and not exceeding I^ oz., 4^d.; 1^ oz.,

and not exceeding 2 oz , Gd.; 2 oz. and not exceed-

ing 2^ oz., 7^d.; and so on, IW being charged for

every succeeding i (Z. or fraction of J oz. Besides

this" Foreign postage there is a British post of Id.

for each Newspaper. Both rates must be prepaid.

82. B. The Privilege of the Book Post to aulfrom

India and New South Wales is limited to Packages

not exceeding 3 pounds in weight. Any package

weighing more than 3 pounds is liable to the Letter

Rate of Postage.

83. G.U. According to the regulations of the Ger-

man Customs Union, noLetter exceeding 50 grammes
(a little more than lioz.) in weight, and containing

any other enclosure than paper, can be allowed to

circulate by the post. Any Letters, therefore, for-

warded in the Jlail to Prussia above that weight,

and containing any other enclosure than paper, will

be liable, on their arrival at the Prussian frontier,

to be stopped, and sent to the Custom House fo^r

delivery as freight.

Foreign Newspapei-s.

84. With the following exceptions. Foreign News-
papers must be printed in the language of the coun-

try from which they are sent:—" Argentine News,''

published at Rio de Janeiro ;
" The Bruxelles Her-

ald," published at Brussels ; and all Newspapers and

other printed papers coming from France or through

France.

Registration of Letters.

85. By the prepayment of the risual British re-

gistration fee of Gd., Letters can be registered be-

tween this country and the Briiish West Indies,

United States, Malta, Gibraltar, and Ceylon ; and

by the prepayment of the British registration fee

and the additional prepayment of a Foreign regis-

tration fee, Letters can be registered between this

country and France, and those countries through

France to which the postage can be paid to destination,

to Prussia and to countries through Prussia. More-

over, by the prepayment of the Briii.-h registration

fees Letters can be registered between this country

and Belgium and Holland, and countries through

Belgium and Holland. Again, by the prepayment

of the British registration fee, a Letter addressed to

any other place can be registered to the port of

despatch, and entered separately in the Letter Bill

;

it being in these cases left to tlie postal authorities

of the Colony or Foreign Country to carry on the

registration or not, as tliey may choose. The British

and Foreign registration fee on a Letter to France,

or to a country through France, is exactly as much
again as the Postage, both Briiish and Foreign, what-

ever that may amount to. 'Ihus, the joint British

and Foreign postage on a Letter to France weighing

not more than \ oz. being 4d., the Registration Fee

on such a Letter would also be 4d. ; and if the postage

amount to 8d., the fee is 8d. also.

8G. The Foreign Registration Fee on a Letter to

or through Prussia (except to Russia) is 3d., with-

out regard to weight ; making a total fee, British

and Prussian, of 9d., in addition lo the ordinary

postage. The fee on a registered Letter to Russia,

via Prussia, is greater by a sum equal to the Rus-

sian postage, which, on a letter not exceeding i} oz.,

is 3^d. The whole charge for a registered Letter to

Russia, via Prussia, or, as marked in the Table, via

Belgium (which latter country the Letter first passes

through), is entered in the Table.

Letters by Private Ships.

87. To most of the places entered in this Table,

Letters may, if so marked, be sent Ijy Private Ship,

even when there is no entry to that effect in the

Table. Letters may be sent by Private Ship, also,

to many other places; the Table of Colonial and
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Foreign Postage being chiefly limited to those with

whicli there is postal Cummunication b}' regular

Packets. To insure any letter, &c., being sent by
Private Ship, the words " By Private Ship," or " By
Ship," should be distinctly written above the ad-

dress. Excei>t where otherwise specified in the

Table, the postage on a Letter by a Private Ship is

eight times the Inland prepaid rate ; consequently,

on a Letter not exceeding ^ oz. it is 8d., whicli

postage must be prepaid.—Newspapers by Private

Ships (except those for Bremen^ Ilainbwg, Luhech,

Oldenburgh, and Prussia, ichich are sent free,) are

charged Id. each.

Warm Climates.

88. The practice of Sealing Letters passing to and
from the East and West Indies, and other warm
Climates, with Wax (except such as is specially

prepared) is attended with much inccmveuience, and

frequently with serious injury to the Letters, in con-

sequence of the Melting of the Wax and Adhesion
of the Letters to each other.

89. In the case of Mails received from India, con-

siderable delay is occasioned; and, notwithstanding

the greatest care is taken in separating the Letters,

which, owing to the cause already mentioned, adhere

closely together, many are much damaged and torn;

the public are therefore recommended in all cases to

use Wafers in preference to Wax in securing their

Letters sent to India or other warm Climates, and
also to advise their Correspondents in those Countries

to pursue the same course.

Prejxii/iyieni.

90. Letters addressed to places abroad may be

prepaid in this country either in mi)ney or stamps at

the option of the sender, but such payment must
either be wholly in stamps or wholly in monej\
Book-packets must always be prepaid, arid icith

stumps. Newspapers for places abroad when subject

to postage must always be prepaid, by means, how-
ever, of stamps or money at the option of the sender.

The only admitted evidence of the prepayment of a

letter, &c., inwards, is the mark agreed upon with

the particular foreign country or colony; except that

naval otlicers and seamen serving abroad are allowed

to prepay such of their letters as are conveyed in

their ship's bag, with English postage stamps.

When prepayment is optional, any outward Letter

(that is, a letter posted within the United King-
dom, and addressed to some place out of it) posted

•with an insufficient number of stamps is charged

witli the dehcient postage in addition ; unless the

letter have to go to Belgium, or to a country through

France, Holland, or the United States, in which
case it is treated as wholly unpaid, the postal con-

ventions with the latter countries not allowing the

recognition of partial prepayment. When prepay-

ment, however, is compidsory, a letter or aught else

posted with an insufficient number of stamps is sent

(by tiie lirst post) to the Returned Letter Branch of

the Circulation Office. Unpaid letters addressed to

or received from places in Turke}', Egypt, and Syria,

at which France maintains Post Offices, will be

charged a rate of 9d. per \ oz. upon delivery, instead

of Cd., the prepaid rate.

SUGGESTIOBTS TO THE PUBLIC, ETC.

92. Facility would be given to the Post Office in

the discharge of its daily duties, and conse(iuently

benefit to the public, by a more careful and general

attention to the following points :

—

1st. To post all letters and newspapers as early as

practicable.

2ud. When several letters are sent by the same
person for registration thev should be accompanied
with a list in duplicate of the addresses ; one list to

be retained at the Post Office, and the other, when
signed, to be returned by the bearer. This practice

(which is adopted by many bankers) saves time both

to the public and to the department.

3rd. To make the address legiole* and complete,

giving the name of the post town, and if there be

more than one town in the kingdom of that name
(but not otherwise) adding that of the county.

Letters posted in one part of the United Kingdom
and intended for another part (as, for example, letters

posted in England and intended for Scotland) should

have the name of the country to which they are

sent added to the other part of the address. The
number of the house too, if in a street, is a great

assistance. It must not be supposed that because a

letter will eventually reach its destination witliouta

number, the omission is not a cause of hesitation and
delay in the process of sorting for delivery; and
when such small delays occur again and again they

tend greatly to retard the general distribution. la

the case of letters for places abroad the name of the

country as well as the town or city should be given.

Attention to this latter precaution will often assist

in deciphering the name of the town or city, and
will prevent the letter from being mis-sent when
there are towns of the same name in diflTerent coun-

tries : For example :—a letter intended for London
in Western Canada, North America, but simply

addressed " London, C. W.," would be forwarded to

the West Central District of the Metropolis in Eng-
land, and thus be delayed.

4th. Every letter, newspaper, or other packet sent

by post should be securely folded and sealed.f It

should be remembered that every such packet has to

be several times handled, and that even when in the

mail bag it is exposed to pressure and friction.

Unless, therefore, the article be light and pliant it

should be enclosed in strong paper, linen, parclirnent,

or some other material which will not readily tear or

break. Owing to neglect of these precautions many
postal packets burst open, causing much trouble to

the department and risk to the owners, it being some-

times impossible to determine to what packet a par-

ticular article belongs.

5th. To prevent Newspapers from slipping out of

their covers care should be taken to fasten the covers

firnilj-. When, for additional security, the address

is written on the newspaper itself, such address must,

in case of re-transmission, be cut off; otherwise the

newspaper will become subject to letter postai^e. It

is not sufficient that the old address be obliterated.

* As an instance of miscarriage owing to the want of
legibility, it may be mentioned that badly directed letters

intended for BeUjravia have not unfrequently been sent to

Belgrade.

t The most secure mods of sealing, in the opinion of the
practical officers of the Department, is first to wafer the
letter and then to seal it with wax.
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as the rules forbid wriiing or marks of any kind in

addition to the true address.

6th. Wlien money or any other article of value is

to be transmitled through the post, it should be sent

either by means of a monej' order or in a registered

letter. An}' person who sends money or jewellery in

tin unregistered letter, not only runs a risk of losing

fais propert}^, but exposes to temptation every one
through whose hands his letter passes, and may be
the m.eans of ultimately bringing some clerk or let-

ter-carrier to moral ruin. Every letter which con-

tains money or other valuable article, even when re-

gistered, ought to be secnrel}' sealed.

7th. To provide a letter-box, except where the

outer door is kept open.

8th. In case of removal, to leave at the residence

vacated the particulars of the new address.

9th. When complaint is made of letters or news-
papers lost, miscarried, or delayed, to furnish infor-

mation as precise as possible in regard to all the facts

of the case, and to enclose whatever documents may
throw light upon it. The da}' and hour at which
the letter or newspaper was posted, as well as the

office at whicli and the person by wlu>m this was
•done, should always he stsited ; and when possible,

the cover or wrapper in an entire state should be

sent, in order that the place of delay may be ascer-

tained by an examination of the stamps. Cases fre-

quently occur in wliich complaint is made against

the Post Office, and redress expected, although little

or no means of tracing the error, and of guarding

against a repetition of it, is supplied by tbose who
alone are able to do so.

10th. Every letter to contain the full address of

the writer, in order to ensure the return of the letter

if the person to whom it is directed cannot be found.

93. Whilst trouble and loss are loo often caused by
the carelessness or dishonesty of some of the twenty-

one thousand servants of the Post Office, yet the

instances are not few in which it has been shown to

the satisfaction even of the complainarit tbat the

fault attributed at tirst sight to the Post Office rested

really in other quarters.

9i. The publisher of one of the London papers com-
plained of the repeated loss in the Post Office of

copies of his journal, addressed to persons abroad.

An investigation showed that the abstraction was
made by the publisher's c'erk ; his object apparently

being to appropriate the stamps required to defray

the foreign postage. In another case a general com-
plaint having arisen as to the loss of newspapers

sent to the Chief Office in St. Martin's-le-Grand, the

investigation led to the discovery of a regular mart
held near the oifice. and supplied with newspapers

by the private messengers employed to convey them
to the post. Again, very recently a man was de-

tected in robbing a newsverider's cart by volunteer-

ing on its arrival at the entrance of this Office to

assist the driver in posting the newspapers ; instead

of doing so, he walked through the hall with those

intrusted to him, and upon his being stopped, three

• quires of a weekly paper were found in his pos-

session.

95. Depredation so impudent and systematic is

not likely, whoever the perpetrator may be, to re-

main long undiscovered ; but isolated cases of theft

by private hands are often brought to light, although
necessarily very difficult of proof on the part of the

Past Office, upon which no doubt the blame for a

time rests ; and it is greatly to be desired that those

who have suffered loss should in the first instance,

and whilst the circumstances are fresh, endeavour to

ascertain with tlie utmost precision all particulars

respecting the despatch or receipt of the letters or

papers in question, and communicate that informa-

tion to^this Department. Indeed, generally speakinir,

it is only by careful inquiry into minute details that

the offender can be detected, whether he be a servant

of the Post Office or not.

9G. The Post Ofiice is a department which ad-
mits of constant Improvement and expansion ; and
the public by sending to the Post Office clear and
correct information respecting faulty arrangements
may greatly aid in the accomplishment of tliese ob-
jects. It is not, however, always borne in mind
that changes in niacliinery so extensive and in-

tricate as that of the Post Office must be made
cautiously, and with much previous consideration.

97. The arrangements of the service, even in dis-

tricts widely separated, are so directly dependent
upon each other, and economy of time (one of the

first objects in all postal organization) requires that

they should be so nicely adjusted, that no alteration

can safely be made without a close examination of

all its consequences, and the utmost completeness of

preparation
; for as on the oie hand experience

proves that almost every improvement made shows
the way to further amendment, so, on the other, it

will be found that an ill-considered chance, though
it may give a partial advantage in one quarter, will

almost invariably lead to dislocation and confusion

in others.

98. This, of course, involves a reference to every

district or community which may be affected, often

distant from the metropolis ; and entails the neces-

sity of reports from various quarters, v.iiich must be

considered, compared, and in many instances tested

by experiment Ijefore a safe decision can be arrived

at. Even then negotiations with railway companies
or coach proprietors m.ay have to be entered into,

tenders invited, new confracis made, and old con-

tracts, requiring notice of termination, got rid of,

before the decision can take effect.

99. The proper execution of a great portion of

these duties not only requires high ability, diligence,

and precision on the part of the officers intrusted

vvi'th them, but is also (and it is this which more
immediately concerns the public) a work of time.

Hence it has frequently happened that the necessity

for a change has been recognized in this Office, that

investigation has been set on foot, and meiisures of

improvement have been taken before any public de-

mand lias arisen : such demand even having been

suggested by these very proceedinps.

100. It is often assumed that a Mail conveyance,

passing by or through a place, however small, ouglit

as a rnatter of course to deposit the letters directed

thereto; the practice being that until the mail

arrives at the head post office of the district the

letters in question are not separated from the other

letters of the distiict. A slight consideration of the

nature and objects of the Postal Service will show
that such separation cannot be cftected in an}' other

way, unless, indeed, the Mail conveyance, even sn;i-

posing it to be but a mail cart, were converted into

a travelling post office, and furnished with clerks of

unlimited local knowledge (which is pl.iinly im-
possible), or unless every town and village in the
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kingdom having any correspondence with the place

in question were to make up a bag for ibat place;

in which case its Blail would contain nearly as many
bags as letters.

101. It happens from time to time that, owing
to the stream of postal communication having been

diverted from the old mail road to a line of railway,

or from other causes of like nature, it becomes de-

sirable to reduce the post office of a town from the

condition of a principal office to that of a sub-office.

This step not unfrequently gives rise to complaints

;

the inhabitants being under the impression that thej'

will not in future be so well served. Tliis is a mis-

conception. Tlie change is not made when it will

subject the correspondence to delaj- ; nor does it

cause any withdrawal of accommodation in respect

to Money Orders. It is, in fact, simply a depart-

mental arrangement, which consists in carrying on

the soning of the letters for the new sub-office at

some intermediate office, instead of sending them in

direct bags.

102. A frequent error is to assume that th.e Post-

master General has some control over the deliver}',

charge, and other postal arrangements in all the

Colonies, and even in foreign countries ; whereas

in most of the former, imd in all tlie latter, the

British Post Office is as powerless as the Foreign

or Colonial Post Otfices are here.*

10.3. Another misconception, which occasionally
causes trouble and disappointment, consists in as-
suming that a discretionary power can be intrusted

to subordinate officers to remit penalties or over-
charges in special circumstances. Cases will un-
doubtedly occur in which strict observance of a
general rule ma}' inflict more or less injustice upon
individuals, and where a dispensing power imme-
diately at hand might furnish a remedj' ; but in an
establishment as large and as widely spread as the
Post Office there will alwa3's be many subordvnate
officers, some of them carrying on their duties be-
yond the easy reach of any supervising authority,
who are not fit depositories of such a power, affect-

ing, as it would to a great degree, the public revenue.
It therefore becomes necessary to lay down definite

and precise rules from which no departure can be
allowed, except under sanction of the Postmaster
General ; and in the few instances in v.liich these
rules press hardly, appeal must be made to the
General Office. It must be added, that in many
instances even such appeal is necessarily fruitless,

the Postmaster General being bound to a particular
course by positive law.

104. In regard to the expense of railway con-
veyance, the public naturally supposes as such con-
veyance is the cheapest for ordinary purposes, and
as the charges made for the carriage of the Mails
are subject to arbitration, that it must be the cheap-
est for postal purposes also, and, indeed, so cheap
as to warrant the free use of the railways either as
substitutes for other conveyance or for the multi-
plication of Mails. The fact, however, is very
different. Except in certain instances where com-
panies have entered into arrangements securing to

the Post Office the use of their trains on moderate,
though still highly remunerative terms, railway
conveyance, wilh all its acknowledged advantages,
has proved much more expensive than that which
it has superseded.

105. In truth, under any modification of the law
that could be made without injustice to the railway-

companies, the especial establishment of trains at

hours unsuited to ordinarj' traffic, a measure often

pressed upon the Postmaster Gener.d, must remain
a source of very heavy expense, such as can be
justified only by commensurate advantage to the
public.

The Defenders are cited before this

Court on an inducia3 of six days : warrants to

arrest on the dependence are issued : the decree may
be extracted, and arrestments used upon it instantly'

;

and it may be enforced, in all cases, by poinding,

sale, and imprisonment, v^hen above £8. 6s. 8d. of

the debtor's effects, ten free days after its date. In
case of the debtor removing to a different county,

the decree may be enforced against him there, on
being endorsed by the Sheriff-Clerk of the county
to which he removes.

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FOEM OF PROCEEDING IN THE RECOVEHY
OF SMALL DEBTS.

Debts may be recovered in a summary mariner

before the Justice of I'eace Court, to tlie extent of

£d ; and before the Sheriff Courts, to the extent of

£12.

The first step is set foi th in a complaint or libel,

agreeably to a prescribed form, (the Clerks of Court

will provide the necessary forms,) the origin of the

debt, or ground of iiction ; and to cause the same,

uith a copy of the account, if any, to be served on

the defender.

A warrant will, at the same time, be obtained to

cite witnesses.

The parties may appear either by themselves or

by membeis of their families, or others whom the

Court may auihorize; but in no case by persons

practising the ])rofession of the law, or by Officers of

Court, without special leave of the Court or cause

iliown.

If the defender fail to appear after being cited, he
uill be held as confessed, and judgment will be given

against him.

But when decree is given in absence against tlie

defender, he may, liefore the expiry of tlie charge,

apply for a rehearing, on consigning the sums de-

cerned for in cases before Justices, and in cases be-

fore Sheriff' by consiginng lUs. of expenses, on

applying within three iiiontlis from date of charge.

If decree in absence be given against the pursuer,

he may, within one month, obtain a ryheMring on

consigning 2s. 6d., if the case be before the Justices;

and the expense decerned for, with .'js. to meet fur-

ther expenses, if the case be before the Sheriff.

The case will be adjourned upon tlie pursuer or

defender offering a suitable excuse, or if any witness

be absent.

If decree be given against the defender, diligence

may proceed against him by arrestment instantly.

and by poinding, sale, and imprisonment, if above
£8. 6s. 8d., at the end of ten days before the Sheriff;

and by poinding and sale instantlj-, before the Jus-

tices.
"

-

If decree be given against the defender in his

absence, poinding and sale, as above, can only follow

after a charge of ten daj-s.

The defender, on showing cause, may be allowed

to pay the sums decerned for by instalments.

The decrees of the Sheriff and of the Justices may
be executed in an}' county, on the same being in-

dorsed by the Clerk of such county.

Ain- arrestment used in cases before the Sheriff

must be used within sixty daj's after the warrant is

obtained, and renewed every three months ; and
such arrestments may be loosed, on offering sufficienfe

caution, or on showing evidence of absolvitor or pay-

ment, or ou consigning the sums demanded, if before

decree.

The above forms will apply to any action of forth-

coming whatever, before the Sheriff, for making
efi'ectual arrestments ; but in such actions both the

defender and arrestee must be cited to appear in

Court on the same day.

Decrees, pronounced in this summary form by the

Sheriff, will only be reviewable by the next Circuit

Court of Justiciar}' ; or, if there be no Circuit Court,

by the High Court of Justiciary at Edinburgh, on

the ground of corruption, or malice, or oppression

on tlie part of the Judge.

Such decrees, when pronounced by the Justices,

will onl\' be reviewable, by a reduction before the

Court of Session, on the ground of malice and op-

pression on the part of the Justices, and such reduc-

tion will only be competent for one year, and finding

caution for costs.

No person is exempt from the jurisdiction of Jus-

tices or Sheriffs in such cases, b}' reason of privilege

as a member of the College of Justice.

2. The regular quarterly terms are—1st January.

3. Patients have no claim for remuneration for

their labour.

4. Every patient must be provided with proper

apparel. An accurate list of every article brought

with the patient must, on admission, be delivered lo

the steward, or principal attendant, to the superin-

tendent of the ladies, or the matron, according to the

house in which the patient is placed, and the name
must be fully marked on each article. If any ne-

cessarj' part of dress, should not be duly supplied,

after eight days' intimation has been given that it is

wanted, it will be furnished by the house, and tlie

cost of it charged against the patient.

On applying to the physician, the patient will be

carefully and expeditiously convej'ed to the asylum,

the necessary expenses being paid to the steward bj^

the applicant.

The Coffee Plant, " Coffea Arabica," of Linnseus, is an evergreen, and, as may be inferred from its sci-

entific name, is a native of Arabia. It produces a pulpy berry about the size of a small cherry, enclosing two

seeds, which, separated from their pulpy envelope, form the well-known Coffee Beans of commerce. It may
be remarked, as a singular fact in reference to Coffee, that while all of the vegetable kingdom that have been

taken under the care of man have been improved, it alone asserts its independence ; fir although cultivation

may greatly enlarge the crop, it as coi tainly, at the tame time, deteriorates the flavour, and the produce of the

wild plant still maintains the highest figure in the market. It is well known that Coffee would be of no real

value were it not properly roasted— a process which, as it requires much skill, is only to be acquired by expe-

rience. How man became acquainted with the fact, that the tasteless seeds of a berry, when roasted, ground,,

and infused, would form a grateful beverage, .will most probably remain a secret till the end of time. That
the development of its useful properties depends wholly upon the roasting, is evident. About two hundred

years ago, Coffee was first introduced into England, since which its consumption has steadily- increased, and
deservedly so, when its Medicinal properties are considered, it having been found useful in headaches arising

from a particular state of the stomach, and much benefit having been derived from its exhibition in cases of

Asthma.
A French scientific gentleman, who has directed his attention to this subject, says:—"I have found that

Coffee is better roasted, and more of the aroma retained, when a double cylinder is used—the air between the

interior and exterior cylinders acting as a non-conductor of beat. It is done more uniforndy, while the essen-

tial oil on which the aroma depends is less liable to be dispersed, than when exposed to the fierce heat of a fire

in a single cylinder."

In the double rotatoiy globular method of roasting, as practised at Mr. Minto's Works, 29 M'Pherson

Street, off High Street, Glasgow, the above principle is acted upon, inasmuch as the globe (which has super-

seded the cylinder since the application of steam-power to this branch) revolves in a medium of heated air,

which, experience has shown, best prevents the dispersion of the essential oil, or aroma.

The fabrication of coal-gas is an admirable example of the good conferred by Chemistry. Through
its introduction, morality was improved and crime lessened, owing to the brilliant lighting of our
streets making every passer-by a detective policeman. Without Chemical Science, Arts and Manu-
factures would soon become stationary in our country. The result of the Exhibition was one, says
Dr. Playfair, that England may well be startled at. Wherever—and that implies in nearly every
instance— Science or Art was inwrapped as an element of progress, it was seen as an inevitable law,

that the nation which most cultivated it was in the ascendant—France, the birthplace of a Lavoisier

and of a Dumas. Another savant writes :—Let us glance at those countries where Chemistry has
been studied, and its assistance wooed, we find them workshops for the world, wherein excellence has
been produced, and wealth flows in continuous and willing tributaries from the ends of the earth, to

purchase and reward it. In this respect the magnificent display of artistic and scientific skill presented

in the Great Exhibition of the Industry of all Nations, unfolded revelations which, trumpet-tongued,

proclaim this truthful warning, that the country which aspires to hold a place in the world's career,

dares no longer remain indifferent to the culture of practical science.
