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Preface.

I~ the Parliamentary Returns of the answers respecting Parish Registers,
made in the eleventh year of George IV., and ordered to be printed .
14 February 1834, the following books of Registers are described as then
existing at Chislet:
Chislett | No. I. Baptisms 1562-1656 ; Burials 1562-1647 ; Marriages
Vicarage. } 1562-1645.

No. IL.-IV. Baptisms and Burials 1653-1765; Marriages

1653-1659, 1662, 1667, 1702, 1707, 1753.

No. V., VI. Baptisms and Burials 1766-1812.

No. VII., VIII. Marriages 1754-1812.
But a more careful search among the various documents remaining in
the parish chest brought.to light recently an earlier book of the Registers
of this parish; another of the rare instances of the preservation of the
original paper Registers, commenced under the injunction of the Vicar-
General Cromwell in the 80th year of King Henry VIII. This interesting
little volume still retains one-half of its original vellum cover; the other
half, and with it unfortunately a few of the last leaves, disappeared under
the neglect of past generations. It now comprises forty-one leaves and
fragments of leaves, thirty-seven of which are 8} inches by 6 inches, two
of them mutilated, and there is evidence of several others having been cut
out. To these have been added some nine or ten leaves of paper of a
larger size, about 11 inches by 74 inches, of inferior quality, which have
suffered more than the earlier portions of the book ; several of these larger
leaves have been cut out, two only remaining the full size, and those much
dilapidated, the last two being fragments only.

This, the First Register of Chislet, contains the Baptisms from
October 4, 1538, to March 18, 1562 or 1561, the year of the last entry
being uncertain ; the Burials from October 1538, ending with fragments
of entries in 1561 ; and the Marriages from October 8, 1538, to 1563, the
later Marriages being re-entered in the first vellum book. In each of the
three sections the later years are imperfect in consequence of the bad
condition of the leaves. In transcribing this first book for the press no
attempt has been made to classify the entries, the print being so far as
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legible a literal reproduction of the original, and in the same order in
which they there occur.

The first parchment book, being that described in the above-mentioned
Parliamentary Return as No. 1., is a limp vellum-bound book of fifty-six
parchment leaves, 13} inches by 9% inches, bearing evidence that some of
the original leaves have been cut out, not necessarily interfering with the
continuity of the Register. Although headed ¢ A Register of the names
of such as have bene baptised in the parrish Church of Chislett from the
xixtt day of Aprill 1562, as followeth, vntill the xij" of November 1598, it
contains Baptisms from (April 19 ?) 1562 to July 12, 1647 or 1648, the
year of the last two entries being uncertain, and in addition is recorded
on one of the pages the Birth and Baptism of eleven children in the
years 1647-1656 inclusive; the Marriages commence with an entry
April 22, 1562, ending January 17, 1646, the year of the last entry
doubtful; the Burials commence April 15, 1562, ending March 3, 1647.
As no entry exists in either of the three sections agreeing with the
12th November 1598, the date of termination in the heading of the book,
and as the writing changes at this period, it is probably the day on which
the transcriber completed his task of copying from an earlier paper book
into this parchment Register. Up to the year 1598 each page is verified
at the foot by the signatures of Robert Hemming, the Vicar, William
Knowler and Thomas Henshaw, the Churchwardens; but it must not be
assumed that they were Vicar and Churchwardens during all the years
covered by their signatures; they simply attested the accuracy of the
transcript from an-earlier book. The death of a Vicar, James Peerce,
will be found recorded, 26 March 1583, on page 78; and in 1591 the
burials of two daughters of Mr. John White, Minister. Neither Peerce
nor White are given by Hasted in his list of Vicars of Chislet.

At the upper right-hand corner of the first page of Baptisms, adjoining
the heading, is a sentence in very faded ink, part of which, with the
corners of several of the earlier pages, has been eaten away, and the
remaining portion of the sentence is too indistinct to be read. The date
of the first entry in the Baptisms has also been eaten away, but has been
supplied in brackets in accordance with the heading.

The Second Register is a stiff-covered vellum-bound volume, now
containing twenty-six parchment leaves and portions of leaves, 184 inches
by 84 inches, many leaves having been cut out; it appears to have been
the depdt whence sheets of vellum were abstracted when wanted for any
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purpose. The entries commence with a Baptism November 380, 1653,
ending April 8, 1666, those from 1654-1660 being records of Births
only; the Burials from November 1, 1653, to April 8, 1666; and six
Marriages only between 1654 and 1665. The entries in this Second
Register are interrupted by an interesting series of Briefs, upon which
collections were made in the parish ; two of which, dated respectively 1671
and 1695, were probably made from house to house through the parish,
and the names of the donors may be taken as a nearly complete list of
the adult male population at the periods. The earlier of these two Briefs
is the more interesting, as it sets out the various boroughs in the parish in
which the donors dwelt; these sub-divisions are here called Hatch, Earns-
burrough, Bleane-gate, Burrough Craft, and the Burrough of Wisbeech
and Ore, differing somewhat from Hasted, who names them Hatch,
Armsborough, Craft, Blengate, Westbere, and Westbeach. As these
Briefs are more fully set out than usual, they, with a List of the Inhabitants
confirmed at Canterbury, have been printed as an Addenda.

At the end of this volume are rather more than two pages of entries
certifying Burials in Woollen ; these have been compared with the Burials,
and any variations and additions noted in brackets. Certificates of Burials
in Woollen in this parish were sworn before Mr. Ayling, Vicar of Monckton,
Mr. Smelter, Vicar of St. Nicholas, Mr. Foach, Vicar of Hearne, Mr. Griffin,
Vicar of Minster (not named by Hasted in his list of Vicars of that place),
Mr. Revitt, Vicar of Swaycliffe, Mr. Reeve, Vicar of Reculver, Mr. Usburn,
Vicar of ...., Mr. Tucker, Curate of Chistlett, Mr. Green, Vicar of
Reculver, Mr. Sanders, Chaplin of Bifrons (1695), Mr. Newman, Minister
of Westbeer, and Dr. Belke of Canterbury. The entries of the certificates,
sixty-two in number, are recorded between October 22, 1689, and May 12,
1696, but the Burials registered during the same period numbered one
hundred and ten; it is improbable that so large a number as forty-eight
interments took place in linen, for which a pensalty was incurred, nor
indeed is there any record in this Register of any burial in linen having
taken place. The formula is almost identical in each entry, and reads thus:
“Oath made to Mr Ayling, Vicar of Mounton, y® 22¢ of Octob. ’89, that
Sewsan wife of John White was then buryed in woollen only.”

Between the years 1615 and 1624 the entries are sometimes made in
Latin, and in some cases in mixed Latin and English. These entries have
been printed in English, the Latin status of the individual where it
occurs being retained within inverted commas. '

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The Third Register is a stiff-covered vellum-bound book, now con-
taining thirty-one parchment leaves, 143 inches by 7§ inches, bearing
similar evidence as the Second Volume, of hdving been a source of supply
when clean parchment was wanted, many leaves being cut away, but not
interfering with the continuity of the record. The Baptisms in this
volume commence April 8, 1666, ending November 13, 1707, also a solitary
entry dated November 19, 1727; the Marriages April 15, 1666 (the first
leaf containing the entries of that year being mutilated), ending October 6,
1707; and Burials August 19, 1666, ending November 80, 1707. As
is usual, the Register is wanting in continuity during a portion of the
Commonwealth period.

In printing this Register all unnecessary words, such as “was baptized,”
have been omitted, the heading being deemed sufficient; and “son” and
“ daughter” have been respectively denoted by s. and d. 1In all cases the
original spelling and contractions have been adhered to.

I have to express my sincere thanks to the Reverend Dr. HasLEwoob,
Vicar of Chislet, for his permission to print the Registers, as well as for
his courtesy in granting every facility for carrying out the work.

My thanks are also due to JoskpH JacksoN Howarpo, Esq., LL.D.,
F.8.A,, for his valuable assistance in verifying the transcript and proof-
sheets of the earliest volume.
