Preface.

FoRTUNATELY for genealogists and antiquaries, the Register Book of the Parish
of St Nicholas Acons did not, in the Great Fire of London, share the fate of
the edifice to which it belonged. How preserved at that time we know not, but
in the custody of the successive Rectors of S! Edmund the King and Martyr, in
Lombard Street (to which parish that of S* Nicholas Acons was subsequently
united), the volume continued to be used for entries of baptisms and burials
until the early part of this century. The volume contains no record of the
marriages subsequent to 1664-5, and as regards these, it may be surmised that
they were entered in the S' Edmund’s Registers, but inasmuch as the earliest
extant marriage register of the last named parish commences with 1673, it is
not possible to put this theory to the test. There are many entries in the St
Edmund’s Registers relating to families whose names occur in the following
pages, e.g. Torriano, Glover, Van Bezler, and there is little doubt that one register
is to a great extent complementary to the other.

St Nicholas Acons Register was closed finally in 1812, and (omitting only
superfluous words) is now given to the public in its entirety.

Attention may be briefly called to the many Dutch names which occur in
the Register and which, without much trouble, may be recognised in their foreign
form in the printed Registers of the Dutch Church in Austin Friars, edited by
Mr. Moens.

A thorough annotation of the Register has not been attempted, as it would
have indefinitely delayed the publication of the work, but a few foot-notes,
containing references to the Dutch Registers, and explanations of difficulties in
the text, etc., have been added, for many of which notes I am indebted to my
kind friend, Mr. J. C. C. Smith, of the Probate Registry, Somerset House.

I wish further to acknowledge my indebtedness to Mr. Smith for collating
my transeript throughout with the original Register, by which means the
advantage of his skilled opinion has been obtained in the interpretation of the
many entries which are scarcely decipherable.

It only remains to express my best thanks to the Rev. Canon Benham,
Rector of the United Parishes of S* Edmund the King and S¢ Nicholas Acons,
for his kindness and courtesy in allowing me to make this transcript.
