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Headmaster's  Prize  Day  Address

The  cycle  of  the  seasons  has  brought  us  to  the  chmax  of  another 
academic  year.  For  those  who  toil  here,  day  by  day,  this  is  the 
annual  harvest  of  our  labours:  for  you  who  are  parents,  it 
represents  a  goal  achieved  and  the  challenge  of  a  new  relationship 
with  your  children. 

Mr.  Chairman,  Honourable  Mr.  Forde,  members  of  the  Board 
of  Governors,  distinguished  guests,  parents,  friends,  masters  and 

students  of  St,  Andrew's  College; 

As  iny  first  year  as  Headmaster  comes  to  a  close,  I  am  filled  with 

deep  gratitude  towards  all  members  of  the  St.  Andrew's  com- 
munity. Please  allow  me  to  thank  them  publicly. 

The  support  received  from  the  Chairman  of  the  Board,  the 
Governors,  ihc  Association,  which  includes  both  Old  Boys  and 

parents,  the  Ladies'  Guild,  the  masters  and  the  students  have  all 
contributed  to  a  most  rewarding  year. 

You  know,  of  course,  that  a  school's  academic  programme  is 
only  as  strong  as  its  major  component,  the  masters.  Providing 
them  with  the  proper  setting,  adequate  resources,  a  climate  free 
from  undue  stress,  and  a  classroom  of  contented  and  interested 
young  men  is  the  challenging  role  of  the  Headmaster.  This  I  have 
attempted  to  provide.  In  turn,  the  masters  have  initiate 
pursued  programmes  which  have  stretched  our  potentialj 
fullest. 

May  1  mention  Expansion  Week,  our  Cadet  Corps,  the  New1 
Weekend,  the  resident  Canadian  Author,  an  Old  Boy,  Timothy 

Findley,  the  McLaughlin  Lecture,  our  cultural  events  which  in- 
cluded the  world  famous  pianist,  Janusz  Stechley  and  The  Brass 

Connection,  Parents'  Nights,  Careers'  Nights  and  so  on. 
Similarly,  our  athletic  programme  catered  to  every  interest,  from 
the  usual  football  and  hockey  to  the  unusual  cycling  and  kayaking. 
There  were  in  all  42  representative  teams  who  competed  in  375 
games.  This  is  quite  apart  from  our  intramural  programme.  No 



matter  how  many  activities  were  initiated,  there  was  always  a 
master  ready  and  wiUing  to  provide  leadership.  This,  surely,  is  the 
sign  of  a  dedicated  and  an  involved  staff. 
Among  the  major  emphasis  of  the  past  year,  may  I  mention  in 

particular  a  renewal  in  debating.  40  debates  were  held  on  both 
interschool  and  intramural  levels  and  150  students  debated  or 
officiated.  Drama,  also,  received  new  impetus.  We  were  privileged 
to  enjoy  a  total  of  7  productions.  Many  of  you  viewed  GUYS  & 
DOLLS,  which  was  a  delightful  success. 

A  special  achievement  worthy  of  note,  was  the  winning  of  the 
All-Ontario  Championship  by  our  First  Hockey  Team.  This  is  the 
first  time  that  any  Independent  School  team  has  ever  won  this 
championship.  Not  only  was  their  on-ice  play  superb  but  all  ac- 

counts indicated  that  they  presented  an  exemplary  image  of  our 
school. 

Regrettably,  lime  means  changes  and  changes  invariably  touch 

our  teaching  and  support  staffs.  St.  .Andrew's  is  blessed  with 
dedicated  people  on  every  front.  May  1  first  pay  tribute  to  the  17 
years  of  competent  and  concerned  craftmanship  of  Mr.  John 
Nelson  who  now  goes  to  a  richly  deserved  retirement,  and  whose 
skill  and  loyally  merit  far  more  than  mere  words  can  express. 

On  the  academic  front,  we  bid  a  fond  and  grateful  farewell  to 
Mr.  Joseph  Lunn  who,  in  5  years,  has  broadened  our  outdoor 
education  programme,  enriched  our  skiing  programme,  and  been 
the  guiding  light  for  the  four  students  who  this  year  completed  an 
official  26.2  mile  marathon.  All  this,  he  did  in  addition  to  heading 
our  Computer  Science  Department.  Joe,  we  shall  truly  miss  you. 

The  school  is  losing  two  of  her  most  distinguished  human 
pillars,  Mr.  L.C.  MacPherson  and  Mr.  J.S.  Macfarlane.  .Ask  any 
Andrean  of  the  past  quarter  century  and  the  name  of  Lloyd 
MacPherson  will  immediately  conjure  up  a  composite  of  a  kilt,  a 
haggis,  a  fine  sense  of  noble  tradition,  a  demanding  Science  class, 
countless  Saturday  morning  tours,  a  racy  convertible  with  top 
down,  of  course,  the  chapel  pulpit,  the  curling  rink,  Scottish 
dancing  and  the  dramatic  fiair  of  an  Alfred  Hitchcock.  Ask  the 
same  Andrean  to  measure  the  contribution  of  the  same  Lloyd 

MacPherson  and  you  give  him  an  impossible  task.  St.  Andrew's  IS 
Lloyd  MacPherson  -  his  home,  his  family  -  his  heritage.  .\nA  thai 
says  it  all.  May  1  ask  Mr.  MacPherson  to  come  forward  and 
receive  from  the  Chairman  of  the  Board  a  token  of  our  deep 

appreciation. 

The  image  of  Mr.  Stan  Macfarlane  is  painted  in  different  hues. 
Here  is  your  bon  vivani,  your  gourmet  par  excellence,  partner  in 
travel  and  crime  with  Dick  Gibb,  an  A.J.  Foyt  in  a  red  jeep,  a 
linguist  of  charm  and  expertise,  lovable  Silver  Fox  and  fearless 
man  of  the  slopes,  warmed  and  welcomed  more  than  any  other 
master  on  this  staff,  soldier  of  fortune  and  fortunate  soldier, 
housemaster  de  jour  and  friend  of  all  in  all  ways.  Since  1946  this 
school  has  been  touched  in  so  many  ways  by  the  gentle  charm  and 
the  unflagging  dedication  of  Stan  Macfarlane.  We  shall  always 
remain  deep  in  his  debt. 
May  I  ask  Mr.  Macfarlane  to  come  forward  now  and  receive 

from  the  Chairman  of  the  Board  a  large  token  of  our  deep  ap- 

preciation. 
And  now,  may  I  turn  to  the  young  men  whose  day  this  truly  is.

As  you  were  led,  may  you  prove  gracious  leaders. 
As  you  were  taught,  may  you  with  patience  teach. 
As  you  were  cared  for,  may  you  also  care. 

As  you  have  received,  may  you  acknowledge  life's  essential 
Law  which  is  to  give  to  others  in  return. 
May  you  in  all  your  learnings  have  grasped  something  of  the 

wonder  and  the  rapture  of  this  life  and  of  the  price  and  promise  of 
its  fulfillment.

LLOYD  C.  MacPHERSON 

When  you  go  to  "The  Mikado"  in  Slratford  this  summer 
you  will  enjoy  Pooh  Bah  who  in  that  Japanese  kingdom  holds 
the  position  of  Lord  High  Everything. 

For  the  past  quarter  century,  Lloyd  MacPherson  has  been 
Lord  High  Everything  at  S.A.C.  It  would  be  difficult  to  find  an 
area  of  the  school  which  does  not  bear  his  mark.  He  has 
counted  spats  in  the  Cadet  store,  beakers  in  the  Science  wing, 
beds  in  Fourth  house,  credits  in  the  office,  spotlights  on  stage, 
and  boys  everywhere.  He  has  revealed  the  history  of  the  school 
to  three  thousand  new  boys  on  Day  One.  He  has  filled  out 
thousands  of  timetables  and  university  applications.  He  has 
curled,  he  has  cheered  on  our  teams.  He  has  been  the  voice  ot 
S.A.C.  on  the  P. A.  system  and  at  Cadet  Inspections.  Head- 

masters may  come  and  go,  but  as  Head  of  Science,  first 
Housemaster  of  Fourth  house.  Member  of  the  Board  of 
Governors,  and  Assistant  Headmaster,  he  is  Mr.  S.A.C. 
From  MacLellan's  Brook,  N.S.,  to  Mount  Allison  and 

Cornell,  he  made  tracks  to  Stansted  College,  P.Q.,  where  he 
settled  for  sixteen  years  and  became  Headmaster.  Then  at  the 
age  of  forty  came  the  kind  of  revelation  that  happened  to  St. 
Paul  on  the  road  to  Damascus.  L.C.M.  found  Scotland!  He 
lost  his  hair  under  a  tam;  his  girth  increased  to  fill  a  kilt;  he 
intoned  himself  with  claymore  and  claybeg,  crummock  and 
jabot,  schist  and  schiager.  He  visited  Scotland  a  score  of  times, 
becoming  Chairman  of  the  Clan  MacPherson  and  celebrating 
many  wassails.  And  he  moved  to  S.A.C. 

At  S.A.C,  he  has  embellished  to  Scottish  Fact,  with  claris 

and  pipes  and  drambuie;  epitomized  by  the  new  boy's 
traumatic  indoctrination  to  the  haggis  on  the  annual  St.  \n- 
drew's  Night  dinner.  For  a  moment,  at  least,  we  all  become 
Scots  even  though  our  name  be  Bedard,  Suinaga  or  Germain. 

L.C.M.  is  perhaps  the  last  in  the  tradition  of  great  bachelor 
masters.  He  collects  churches,  glass  and  walking  sticks,  books 
and  convertibles.  With  the  latter,  he  would  drive  boys, 
boisterous  after  lights  out,  a  few  miles  west  of  the  school  and 
drop  them  off  to  find  their  own  way  back  down  the  ghostly  St. 
John's  side  road.  And  anyone  finding  E.R.'s  tough  should  be 
thankful  he  isn't  pushing  a  convertible  round  the  quad,  with 
the  Laird  stabbing  the  brakes  every  now  and  then  to  offer 
resistance. 

.Away  from  the  school,  his  interests  are  wide  and  curious.  He  is  a 
man  of  the  church  in  three  ways;  in  name  (Son  of  the  Parson),  as 
an  Elder  of  the  United  Church,  and  as  the  owner  of  two  residential 
churches.  He  is  a  world  traveller.  He  likes  driving  and  touring. 
Many  a  Southern  sheriff  has  picked  him  up  for  snoozing  beside  the 
highway.  He  loves  dancing,  especially  the  country  Scottish  variety. 
He  plays  the  market  and  values  a  dollar.  He  plays  bridge  to  win. 
He  cooks  a  piquant  salmon.  He  is  a  genial  host. 

The  previous  "Mikado"  reference  is  especially  apt  for  two 
reasons:  firstly,  L.C.M.  has  always  been  interested  in  protocol  and 
ceremony,  ancestry  and  heraldry;  he  knows  all  about  lions 
couchant  and  bars  sinister;  he  has  his  own  family  crest,  and  he  was 
responsible  for  the  school  gaining  its  legitimate  coat  of  arms 
(though  unfortunately  they  appear  in  U.C.C.  blue!).  Secondly, 
one  of  his  delights  has  been  the  stage.  He  has  theatre  hopped  in 
Stratford,  Toronto,  New  York  and  London.  Appearing  in  many 
shows  himself,  he  is  an  expert  in  stagecraft  and  prop  making.  On 

the  school  stage,  he  has  a  string  of  directing  credits,  with  "Billy 
Budd,"  "Rosi,"  and  "Man  For  All  Seasons"  paramount. 

Now  he  retires.  But  he  will  stay  in  these  parts  for  a  year  as  he  has 

been  commissioned  to  write  the  S.A.C.  history.  Then  it's  down 
home,  to  Caribou  River,  N.S.

J.  STANLEY  MacFARLANE 

In  1916  the  battles  of  the  Verdun,  the  Somme,  Ancre  and 
Jutland  were  fought.  Brussilov  attacked  south  of  the  Pripet. 
Roger  Casement  was  executed.  Rasputin  was  assassinated  -  and 
of  course  John  Stanley  Macfarlane,  alias  the  Duke,  alias  Stan 
the  Man,  alias  the  Silver  Fox,  was  born. 

The  infant  Macfarlane  was  not  outstandingly  bonnie.  In 
fact,  few  but  the  most  perceptive  foresaw  his  development  into 

the  gay,  debonair,  eligible  young  bachelor  of  the  30's.  After 
graduating  from  the  U  of  T,  he  spent  a  most  stimulating  year  at 
the  Ontario  Institute  of  Education  learning  how  to  teach 
French.  He  was  now  ready  to  embark  on  his  career.  Un- 

fortunately, Adolf  Hitler  had  by  this  time  already  embarked  on 
his  ship  of  war.  In  June  1940,  Hitler's  fate  was  sealed  when 
Macfarlane  joined  the  48th  Highlanders  of  Canada  and  was 
immediately  sent  overseas  to  defend  beleaguered  Britain. 

Here,  he  distinguished  himself  by  such  minor  achievements 
as  helping  that  well-loved  Andrean,  Johnnie  Coulson,  to 
swallow  6  live  goldfish  from  the  pool  in  the  lobby  of  the  Park 
Lane  Hotel,  London. 

In  spite  of  a  series  of  such  trivialities,  he  rose  to  the  rank  of 
captain  and,  in  June  1943.  found  himself  on  a  troopship  in  the 
biggest  armada  ever  assembled  throughout  history  to  that  date. 

Stan  landed  on  D.  day  (July  10,  1943)  on  the  beaches  near 
Pachino,  on  the  southern  tip  of  Sicily,  and  thus  was  one  of  the 
first  few  thousand  allied  soldiers  to  regain  a  footing  on  the 
Nazi  fortress,  Europe,  and  to  stay  there  until  the  Nazi  collapse. 
After  the  breaking  of  the  Hitler  line  and  the  advance  up  the 
Lini  valley  to  Rome,  he  was  sent  on  a  staff  course.  On  his 
return  to  the  48th  in  Holland,  the  war  in  Europe  was  close  to  an 
end  and  Macfarlane  was  assigned  a  job  to  which  he  was  totally 
unsuited:  to  select  a  sample  of  French  wines  and  cognacs  and  to 
convey  them  safely  to  the  senior  messes  in  Holland  and  Ger- 

many. For  some  obscure  reason,  a  surprising  number  of  cases 
of  champagne  and  barrels  of  cognac  were  damaged  in  transit 
by  nebulously  defined  accidents,  thus  having  to  be  written  off. 
This  together  with  some  strange  occurrences  in  the  Amsterdam 
diamond  market  resulted  in  one  of  the  most  exciting  courts 
martial  of  the  era,  and  in  the  gaoling  of  several  officers.  But 
the  Silver  Fox,  true  to  form,  glided  guiltily  off  the  scene  despite 
ironic  laughter  in  the  court  when  a  letter  to  Stan,  written  by  the 

mastermmd  in  the  French  black  market  was  read:  "Stan  -  a 
thousand  thanks  for  your  wonderful  cooperation.  Please  accept 

the  small  token  enclosed." 
The  war  ended,  Macfarlane  spent  a  further  year  in  France 

employed  by  Massey  Harris  and  returned  to  Canada  with  a 
charming  wife,  Marie  for  a  temporary  job  at  S.A.C.  Stan  joined 
me  in  1952  on  our  trips  to  Europe,  which  continued  for  more  than 
20  years  and  which  are  now  being  recontinued.  Between  S.A.C. 
and  those  trips  there  are  so  many  stories,  to  us  nostalgic  and 
generally  humourous,  that  it  is  simply  impossible  even  to  mention 
most  of  them  here.  I  must  tell  you  the  story,  which  I  may  already 
have  told  some  of  you  in  class,  of  Stan  bicycling  backwards  .  .  . 
right  into  an  Italian  gaol. 

For  several  years  our  bicycle  route  ended  at  Bellinzona  in  a 
southern  valley  of  the  Alps.  To  celebrate  the  end  of  the  bicycling, 
we  always  had  a  group  dinner  in  a  little  risterante  on  the  outskirts 

of  town  called,  "Le  Grotto."  During  spaghetti,  I  would  casually 
mention  Macfarlane's  amazing  ability  to  bicycle  backwards.  This 
of  course  was  the  perfect  bait  -  and  was  always  met  with  loud  and 
derisive  laughter  as  they  had  all  seen  Stan  having  difficulty  at  limes 
in  bicycling  forwards. 

Eventually  Macfarlane  would  challenge  the  assembled  group: 

"Alright,  not  one  of  you  believes  me  -  so  I'll  bet  any  one  or  all  of 
you  that  I'll  beat  him  or  her  in  bicycling  backwards,  from  here  to 
the  piazza  in  the  town  centre,  around  the  fountain  in  the  centre  to 

the  finish  line."  I  held  the  bets,  all  against  Macfarlane  (In  20  years 
not  one  person  supported  him).  In  fact,  he  can  bicycle  very  well. 
Each  year  we  cleaned  up  except  this  year  when  he  started  to  circle 
the  fountain,  lost  control  and  crashed  into  the  fountain.  The  local 
carabineri  were  stationed  on  the  Piazza  and,  as  it  was  well  after 
midnight,  they  dragged  Macfarlane  from  the  fountain,  charged 

him  with  disorderly  conduct  and  "creating  a  mischief"  and  locked him  up. 

Having  one  of  the  leaders  in  irons  presented  something  of  a 
problem,  but  once  again  the  Silver  Fox  slipped  the  trap.  Two  of 
the  most  charming  girls,  Sandy  Sharpe  and  Joanie  Carneqie, 
entered  the  police  station  to  plead  his  cause.  Fifteen  minutes  later 
out  they  walked  with  the  gendarmes  arm  around  them,  and  Stan 
bringing  up  the  rear. 
We  had  fun.  He  is  a  wonderful  person  to  travel  with.  At  St. 

Andrews  of  course,  he  was  lucky  not  to  have  been  arrested  and 
convicted  for  "The  Murder  on  the  Lower  Field"  ■  and  that  I 
believe  was  in  the  days  before  the  abolition  of  capital  punishment. 
You  will  recall  the  facts:  a  body  on  the  lower  field;  body  as 
deduced  from  depth  of  grass  and  twig  impressions  has  been 
dropped  from  2  or  3  feet;  body  is  female;  distinct  tracks  within  2 
feet  of  body;  tire  tracks  continue  across  lower  field  and  up  Chapel 

steps.  Tire  tracks  undeniably  made  by  Macfarlane's  jeep.  Stan  and 
Don  Huntley  were  both  grilled  by  the  Homicide  Division.  Don 
Huntley  was  cleared  of  all  suspicion.  It  is  sad  for  us  other  staff 
members  to  see  the  older  ones  go,  especially  when  one  realizes  that 
each  of  us,  in  the  distant  future  though  it  may  be,  will  have  to  go 
the  same  route. 

I  have  said  little  of  his  achievement,  devotion  to  duty  and  all 
that  kind  of  stuff,  in  surviving  so  many  boys  and  headmasters  so 
long.  You  know  the  facts,  the  fun,  the  stresses  and  strains.  He  has 
been  a  good  friend  to  his  country,  to  S.A.C,  to  boys  and  staff  past 
and  present  and  a  very  good  friend  to  me.  We  have  had  our  dif- 

ferences but  friendship  as  it  should  has  been  strong  enough  to  heal them. 

I  know  we  will  see  him  around  for  a  while  -  providing  he  takes 

things  quietly  and  easily.  It's  just  another  corner  on  the  track.  So  1 have  no  further  need  to  introduce  you  to  John  Stanley  Macfarlane, 
alias  the  Duke,  alias  Stan  the  Man,  alias  the  Silver  Fox.

Magic,  that  entertaining  art  of  deception,  does  not  end 
or  even  begin  with  the  unexpected  tug  of  a  furry  rabbit 

from  an  antique  top  hat;  this  word  is  quahtative,  ex- 
pressing emotion  in  a  jubilant  and  individual  way.  Into 

these  feelings  and  ideas  of  "Magic"  I  will  delve. 
The  azure  sky  has  just  descended  from  its  almighty 

zenith  as  night  begins  to  inch  upwards  in  the  east.  The  sun 
is  sending  rays  of  diminishing  strength  horizontally  across 
an  inlet  of  glassy  calm.

Soaring  ever  higher,  a 
bald  eagle  searches  for  a  small  rodent,  his  dinner  before 
returning  effortlessly  to  his  rocky  cathedral  in  the  sky,  his 
bloodstained  feathers  now  dry  from  his  last  kill.  A  road, 

precariously  positioned  on  the  side  of  the  inlet,  is  deathly 
still  except  for  one  car,  pulled  off  to  the  side,  by  which  a 
family  of  four  stands  and  experiences  the  Magic  of  nature, 
its  power  and  beauty. 

It  is  four  in  the  morning,  the  old  blind  man,  who  sells 
pencils  on  the  corner,  has  been  wheeled  out  of  surgery  to 
his  waiting  room  where  he  had  been  lying  merely  three 
hours  previously.  He  lies  motionless  in  a  drugged  stupor  as 
postoperative  procedures  and  treatments  are  carried  out. 

He  has  no  family;  his  only  son  to  whom  he  was  once  so 
close  was  lost  in  Vietnam  after  an  aerial  attack. 

Days  go  by;  the  bandages  around  his  head  are  changed 
but  the  positive  outcome  he  hoped  for  by  this  retinal 
surgery  is  still  unsure.  The  Guild  and  Veterans  Foundation 
has  paid  for  his  operation  for  which  he  is  grateful; 
however,  the  old  man  is  doubtful  his  sight  can  ever  be 

regained. 
The  day  for  the  bandage  removal  comes  and  with  it 

scores  of  hospital  staff  to  his  room.  Within  minutes  his 
eyes  are  exposed,  but  to  a  dark  room  to  let  them  grow 
accustomed  to  a  very  small  amount  of  light.  He  can  see 
nothing.  He  sleeps.  The  morning  comes  and  with  it  the 
sounds  of  the  city.  He  opens  his  eyes  slowly  and  can  see! 

Only  shapes  and  forms,  but  he  can  see;  no  longer  will  he 
sell  pencils  but  he  will  get  a  job  and  be  useful  to  society.  He 
will  now  be  able  to  live  and  hopefully  to  cope  in  his  world 
merely  because  some  people  noted  his  problems  and  have 
cared.  The  magic  of  light  and  life  has  been  found  and  has 
been  given  to  a  person  just  when  he  needs  it  the  most. 

The  first  step  of  a  paraplegic,  the  last  seizure  of  an 
epileptic,  the  survival  of  a  prematurely  born  child,  and  the 
feeling  of  achievement,  making  the  world  a  better  place  to 
live  in;  these  are  the  magic  our  lives  need  today,  bringing 
emotional  uplift  and  spiritual  serenity. 

Life  as  we  know  it  can  do  without  sleight  of  hand  and 
card  tricks,  but  we  cannot  do  without  the  magic  of  life,  of 
nature  and  of  love.  We  need  this  deeper  magic.

Acid  rain  is  "killing"  Canada's  lakes  and  the  life  which 
inhabits  these  lakes.  This  rain  is  the  result  of  the  combining 
of  rainwater  and  sulphur  dioxide  which  produces 
sulphurus  acid.  Factories  pump  many  tons  of  sulphur 
dioxide  into  the  air  every  year.  These  factories  are  located 
primarily  in  the  United  States  but  also  in  Canada.  We  must 
place  stricter  controls  on  our  industries  to  limit  this 

pollution  because  the  U.S.  will  not  limit  their  industries  in 
order  to  save  our  lakes. 

Still  other  industries  pump  mercury  into  our  waters. 
This  mercury  passes  through  the  food  chain  becoming 
more  and  more  concentrated  as  it  accumulates  until  we 

finally  consume  these  now  poisonous  members  of  the  food 
chain,  the  fish.  This  is  a  problem  we  have  created  and  one 
we  must  solve  so  Canada  remains  a  fit  place  to  live. 

Acid  rain  and  mercury  poisoning  are  difficult  for  us  to 

detect  but  many  problems  such  as  "tailings"  from  strip 
mining  can  be  easily  seen.  The  land,  after  being  strip 

mined,  erodes  very  quickly  and  tailings  and  other  sub- 
stances flow  into  streams  and  lakes  causing  water 

pollution.  Because  of  strip  mining's  obvious  effects, 
regulations  now  force  miners  to  regenerate  the  land  which 
they  use,  but  we  must  continue  to  enforce  these 
regulations. 

This  very  paper  I  am  writing  on  has  caused  pollution. 
Pulp  and  Paper  companies  pollute  our  water  with  tons  of 
chemicals  used  in  their  production  processes.  We  must 
realize  that  Pulp  and  Paper  is  not  a  small  industry  in 
Canada.  Think  of  how  many  newspapers  and  magazines 
and  letters  and  other  papers  you  would  have  if  you  saved 
all  of  these  items  for  one  year.  Now  multiply  that  by 
several  million  to  determine  the  amount  collected  by  all 
Canadians.  That  would  make  an  extremely  large  pile!  This 

doesn't  even  consider  the  vast  amounts  of  paper  used  by 
businesses.  This  huge  amount  of  paper  was  all  produced  in 
one  year  and  the  majority  of  it  in  Canada.  The  pulp  and 
paper  mills  must  obviously  use  huge  quantities  of 
chemicals  to  produce  this  paper  and  some  of  this  is 
dumped  into  our  lakes  and  streams.  We  must  help  limit  the 
pollution  of  our  lakes. 

Not  many  people  would  think  Canadians  can  'stand  on 

guard'  against  noise,  but  it  too  is  a  form  of  pollution. 
People  who  live  in  the  country  and  then  visit  a  large  city 
usually  sleep  very  little  for  a  few  nights  because  of  the 
noise.  Noise  dulls  the  consciousness  so  we  miss  sounds 

which  perhaps  we  should  have  heard.  Silence  is  golden  so 
Canada  should  be  a  rich  country. 

Perhaps  the  easiest  way  we  can  fight  pollution  is  not  to 
drop  that  chocolate  bar  wrapper  on  the  sidewalk  and  not 
to  throw  cans  along  the  sides  of  roads.  A  little  con- 

sideration is  all  it  takes. 

The  word  "we"  has  been  used  a  lot  in  this  essay  to 
emphasize  a  point.  We  are  responsible  for  our  country.  No 
one  else  will  do  what  is  expected  of  us.  If  everyone  makes  a 

contribution,  then  we  can  "Stand  on  Guard  for  Canada."

Factor 
number  one  was  the  official  stimulus  provided  by  our 
headmaster,  Mr.  Bedard.  In  each  term  two  days  were  set 

aside  to  include  internal  debating  activities  in  that  day's 
timetable.  This  was  a  logical  opportunity  for  clan  com- 

petition, both  at  the  grade  7  and  8  and  at  the  grade  9  level. 
Over  the  year  Bruce  emerged  narrowly  as  the  victors 
because  of  their  undefeated  record  at  the  lower  level.  In 
addition  there  were  more  debates  than  ever  before  as  part 
of  our  academic  courses.

senior  executive  member.  Homer  Frank.  He  generously 
organized  a  series  of  debates  in  the  spring  term  between 
members  of  our  grade  seven  class  and  the  young  ladies  of 
Havergal  and  Trafalgar  Castle.  Better  than  a  third  of  the 
class  took  part  both  having  fun  and  gaining  valuable 
experience.  On  Prize  Day  the  distinction  of  receiving  the 
Brian  Mitchell  Award  went  to  Stephen  Pitel  of  our  grade 
nine  class  for  his  outstanding  work  on  several  occasions. 
Looking  back  across  the  year  there  are  so  many  individuals 
who  helped:  Mr.  Meagher  at  the  grade  nine  level,  various 
senior  club  members  who  shared  their  experience  and  the 
wisdom  from  their  speeches,  and  over  and  over  again,  Mr.

What  can  one  say  about  a  season  in  which  we  were 
capable  of  winning  games,  in  which  we  were  close  to 
doing  so  on  more  than  one  occasion,  but  in  which  we 
never  quite  pulled  it  off?

The  Cycling  Club  has  been  active  at  St.  Andrew's  for 
two  years.  Since  it  is  still  in  its  infancy  the  activities 
change  from  year  to  year,  in  an  attempt  to  better  reflect 
the  needs  of  its  members. 

This  year  the  emphasis  was  on  fitness;  improving 
cardiovascular  conditioning  and  developing  strength 
and  stamina.  Conditioning  begins  early  in  the  third  term 
with  stretching,  running  and  riding  the  rollers.  The 
rollers  are  particularly  beneficial  in  developing  spinning 
and  cadence,  and  they  also  do  wonders  for  balance.  As 
the  weather  improves  we  take  the  bikes  outside.  Tools 
are  available  for  maintenance  and  tune-ups. 

Those  who  do  cycling  seriously  recognize  it  as  a 
gruesome  sport.  The  physical  demands  are  enormous. 
Strain  and  pain  are  the  name  of  the  game.  But  that  is 
also  the  reason  why  it  is  one  of  the  safest  and  most 
effective  methods  of  achieving  physical  fitness.  The 
efforts  are  very  rewarding.  In  the  beginning  a  5  mile  ride 
is  a  killer.  By  the  end  of  May,  we  ride  35  miles  in  less 
than  2  hours. 

For  next  year  we  hope  to  include  racing  in  our 
programme.  Cycling  is  growing  in  popularity  in  other 
schools  as  well  and  is  an  activity  which  lends  itself 
naturally  to  competition.  We  would  be  willing  to  host

This  year  the  St.  Andrew's  College  Drama  Society 
presented  a  play  called,  "The  Summoning  of 
Everyman";  a  modern  version  of  the  medieval 
morality  play  written  by  Herbert  W.  Paine. 
Everyman  is  the  first  and  in  some  ways  the  greatest 

of  the  allegories  written  in  the  English  language.  Its 

great  rival  is  John  Bunyan's  Pilgrim's  Progress, 
another  allegory  about  spiritual  salvation.  Of  the  two 
works,  Everyman  has  remained  more  popular  in 
modern  times. 

Although  closely  related  to  other  story  types  such 
as  the  parable  and  the  fable,  the  allegory  is  more 
lengthy  and  intricate.  In  literature  it  is  a  symbolic 
story  that  represents  deeper  meanings  than  appear  on 
the  surface  of  things.  The  characters  often  embody 
the  moral  qualities  of  others  and  develop  no  per- 

sonalities of  their  own.  When  Everyman  is  sum- 
moned by  Death,  he  can  persuade  none  of  his  friends 

-  Fellowship,  Worldly  Goods,  or  Strength  to  go  with 
him  to  the  grave  except  Good  Deeds.

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Before  I  even  came  to  St.  Andrew's,  seven  years  ago,  I 
had  heard  of  its  Cadet  Corps  and  the  fine  performance 
record  which  it  held.  When,  in  grade  seven,  I  became  a 

part  of  that  Corps.  I  was  enthusiastic  about  it.  That  en- 
thusiasm remained  with  me,  and  when  Major  IngUs  of- 

fered me  the  command  of  the  Corps  last  fall,  I  was  proud 
to  accept.  I  was  taking  over  a  Corps  which  had  behind  it  a 
legacy  of  success.  My  two  predecessors  had  proven  the 

S.A.C.  Highland  Cadet  Corps  to  be  the  "Best  Closed 
Cadet  Corps  in  Central  Ontario"  and  the  task  of  main- 

taining that  calibre  of  excellence  would  not  be  an  easy  one. 
My  job  this  year  would  have  been  next  to  impossible  had 

it  not  been  for  Majors  Dana  Omstead  (D.C.O.)  and  Chris 
Ives  (Adj.)  who  worked  beside  me  from  the  outset  to  put 
the  Corps  together.  When  the  year  began,  we  had  an 
extremely  large  number  of  new  cadets  to  train,  and  our 
first  impressions  were  bleak.  Throughout  phase  one  of  this 

year's  program  these  boys  received  basic  training  in  drill 
and  general  military  knowledge,  while  the  more  seasoned 

veterans  partook  in  activities  which  ranged  from  elec- 
tronics to  archery  to  social  aid.  During  this  period,  a  large 

number  of  Grades  12  and  13  students  also  participated  in 
the  Officer/N.C.O.,  training  program.  Of  these,  close  to 
1/3,  formed  up  in  early  November  to  remember  the  war 
dead  in  the  annual  Remembrance  Day  Parade.  By  the  end 
of  phase  one,  though  there  still  remained  a  lot  to  be 
learned  especially  by  the  new  recruits,  one  thing  had 

become  evident  -  the  spirit  and  desire  needed  to  have  an 
excellent  corps  was  clearly  present. 

Phase  two  commenced  immediately  upon  return  from 
the  March  break.  Never  before  had  there  been  so  little  time 

to  prepare  for  the  final  inspection  -  19  days.  The  officers 

and  N.C.O.'s  had  been  newly  chosen,  and  they  had  to 
settle  in  and  take  full  control  over  their  companies  and 

platoons  quickly,  and  this  they  did.  What  had  looked  to  be
