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PREFACE.

I HAVE pleasure in completing the second section of the Register
of the University of Oxford by the issue of the Index for the period
1571-1622. Great care has been taken to verify these references ;
but as the Index covers some 30,000 names and perhaps double that
number of references, I must ask indulgence for such errors as must
have escaped my notice.

In compiling this Index I have to acknowledge valued assistance
received from Mr. George Parker, Senior Assistant in the Bodleian
Library, and various members of his family.

My especial thanks are due to the Rev. Fraser H. Penny, M.A,,
of S. John’s College, Oxford, who has with great kindness discharged
for me many duties which would otherwise have engrossed my atten-
tion, and so have seriously delayed the completion of this Index.

Since the publication of the earlier parts of this section of the
Register, I have been favoured by numerous correspondents with
notes, corrections, and suggestions. I desire also most heartily
to thank those of them who have subjected the book to searching,
if friendly, criticism. Several of their censures have been most
valuable, and will tend to improvement in the next section of the
Register.

That section will extend from 1622 to the Restoration. A good
beginning has been made with it ; and, after a short interval, it will
be pressed forward with all speed.

In arranging the names in this Index I have followed a different
principle from that which guided me in the body of the work.
There I tried to set down the names as they actually occurred in
the documents ; here I have set aside minor differences, and brought
the names together in such groups as seemed best to suggest
analogies, and to make further inquiry possible.

INDEX IX.

OF NAMES AND SURNAMES.

THE list of names given in Index X is probably (for the years over which
it extends) more representative of English names than any list yet pub-
lished. Thus, it is representative in point of time, the matriculations adding
steadily some hundred or two hundred fresh names every year from 1571 to
1621. It is representative also as regards the different grades of English
society, the matriculations (as may be seen from the table in Part II, p. 414)
embracing every social status, while names of peers, citizens of Oxford,
tradesmen, and servants of the University and Colleges and individual
scholars have been added from Part I. It is representative also as regards
the area from which it is drawn, all the English counties being represented
and most of them in each year; see the table in Part II, pp. 415-420.
Further, the list is almost exclusively made up of names from England and
Wales, very few Scotsmen, Irishmen, or foreigners entering the University
at this period, and these few being easily separated from the other names.

A large and representative list of this kind offers exceptional facilities for
noting the comparative incidence of English names and surnames.

A. Table of Christian Names.

I have added below an alphabetical list of Christian names occurring in
Index X, between the dates 1560 and 1621. To each name is appended in
square brackets the number of times it occurs within the period. ~After which
are given the years in which it occurs, the figures in brackets after a year
indicating the number of times it occurs in that year. The names which
occur most frequently are given in a table below.

It has to be remembered that the more common names occur more fre-
quently than they ought to do, from the tendency to confuse less common
names with them. For example, a person called ‘ Edmund,’ if he is fre-
quently mentioned in the Register, is almost certain to be somewhere quoted
as ‘Edward,” ‘Gregory’ as ‘George, ‘Randall’ or ‘Raphael’ as ‘Ralph,
¢ Gilbert’ as ¢ William,’ and so on.

A table of this kind does not merely minister to the natural curiosity to
know what Christian names were actually in use in England ; it may also
prove of service to history. In the period which will be covered by the next
volume there are various lists of names whose authenticity has been
questioned ; this table and a similar table in the next volume will supply
an indirect test of their probability or improbability.

Some further points of interest may also be developed. For instance, the
occurrence of ‘ Erasmus’ as a Christian name is an indirect testimony to the
reputation acquired by that scholar in England; compare ‘Calvin’ The
table will help to dispel some misconceptions, arising from Royalist wits, as to
the baptismal names in use among the Puritans. It is to be noted that there
are few exceptional names (‘ Accepted,’ ‘ Deliverance,’ ‘ Renewed ’), so far as
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the table yet goes, but as we approach the Puritan epoch Biblical names begin

to be more frequent, e. g. Emanuel, Joseph, Nathaniel, Samuel.

There seems

then to arise a preference for Old Testament names and for those New
Testament names which had not become associated with ¢Saints’ days’ or
Services, such as Caleb, Ephraim, Israel, Jonathan, Cornelius, Silas, etc.
But this point will be further elucidated in the next volume.

THE principal object of this Index is to bring together the names of all
members of the University who occur in the three preceding parts of this
volume. To facilitate identification, the first year! in which the person
is mentioned is added, and the College or Hall to which he is ascertained to
have belonged. Where no College has been discovered, the person is marked
fschol.’ (i. e. for ‘scholaris’) in all cases where he certainly or probably was
a student, and not a servant.

Further, all English names have been brought into this Index. The
absence of any entry except that of first year of mention indicates that they
are not students, or at least not Oxford students, and are classified in the
preceding indexes.

Except in a few rare cases where they matriculated or graduated, foreigners
are omitted in this Index. They have been indexed already in Part I,
PD- 433-453, and in the present Part, pp. 30, 35.

The names which are given in italics are references, not to real persons,
but to errors of the registrars and scribes.

The references i, ii, iii are to Parts i, ii, iii of the present volume. The
most convenient way of citing the Register and its different volumes and
parts is to quote Mr. Boase’s volume as Reg.
