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Hospital History

For some years the Lutheran people in I'lirl \\'ayne reahzed the need of a

Lutheran Hospital in their city, a place where their people could be cared for

in times of illness. Thus it came about that finally in the year igo2 a number
of delegates from the various Lutheran churches of h'ort Wayne and vicinity

met for the purpose of organizing a husiiitnl association and named it "The
Evangelical Lutheran Hospital Association" of I-'ort \Va}ne and vicinit\'. This
association was incorporated in the State of Indiana on the nth day of November,
1903, and immediately looked about for a hospital site. In July, 1904, the associ-

ation purchased the old Judge Ninde Homestead on Fairfield avenue, and at once
began remodeling the large residence which had twenty-one rooms. A number
of ladies from the various Lutheran churches organized a society in October,

1904. naming it "The Hospital Ladies' .\id Society", and at once began sewing
the linens necessary to equip all rooms. J\Irs. Herman Hiibrock, now deceased,

was the first president of this society.

The Hospital was dedicated on Thanksgiving Day iii 1904. On December 26,

1904, twenty-six patients were being accommodated. A training school for nurses
in connection with the liosjiital with a three-year course was organized at the

same time. The first pupil nurse entered the school December i. 1904. All these

above mentioned dates remind us of great things which the Lord has done and
they call for words and deeds of thanks anrl praise.

It soon became evident that the Hospital was too small and could not accom-
modate the increasing amount of patients and it was decided to build a new and
larger hospital and the ground was broken for the same on May 23, 1905. The
cornerstone was laid on July 28, 1905. The work was now hastened and in the

following year, on Aug. 5, 1906, the new building was dedicated in the presence

of a large audience.

The old hospital building was now used as a residence for the nurses. The
increasing amount of patients also demanded more nurses and as the new hospital

was crowded, the association, after due deliberation, decided in 1913 to purchase

the Judge Alden Homestead, a large modern residence adjoining the Hospital

to the north, for a nurses" home, and again used the first hospital for patients.

In 1914, an addition of eighteen rooms was built to the nurses' home and in 1918

the association was requested by the Government to train more nurses for Govern-

ment service and build another addition to the Nurses' Home. The home now
has accommodation for seventy-eight nurses. The first class from the training

school, seven in number, graduated in November, 1907. An Alumnae Association

composed of graduates from the school was organized Nov. 10. 1910, and lueet^

every month in the Nurses' Home.

JMiss Lena Schneider, the first surgical nurse, left in Kp/. Miss Anna
Holtman was surgical luu-se from Nov. i, 1911, until August. 1916. She was
succeeded by ]\liss Lucy Lauman Oct. i, 1916. Miss Minnie Walker, the first

principal, remained until November, 1908. She was succeeded on Dec. i, 1908,

by Miss Mary B. Lucly. wlin veniained until fall of '1911. Miss Anna Holtman
was principal pro tcin fnr sexeral months until Miss Anna Lauman assumed her

duties in August, 1912, and remained till July i, 1919.

l'"rom a small beginning, the hospital has grown to its present size and equip-

ment. The number of pupils is steadily increasing. Today it is one of the largest

and best known schools for nurses in the city and state. The school is accredited

and recognized by the State Board of Nurse Examiners. It has enlarged its

curriculum, elevated its standard, broadened its scope to meet each new demand
fi-ir a more complete and well rounded education for nurses.

The hospital now has sixty-one private rooms, ten semi-private rooms, four

small wards, and four large wards.

During the past years, one hundred seventy-three nurses have graduated
from the nurses' training school. Forty-five graduates served their country

during the World War. At present there are sixty-five nurses in training.

The Hospital Ladies' Aid Society meets once every month in the luu-ses'

home, and sews for the hospital.—.K. M. H.

We find it hard to depart from our Hospital and especially to sever

connections with those who have been so kind, so helpful, and so patient with us

during our three years of training.

However, in our second year a better school spirit was created.

During the summer and early autumn many wiener and corn roasts were
enjoyed at Foster Park, the partaking of breakfasts by the night girls at the Park
were also marked attractions.

Our Hallowe'en Party given Oct. 25. 1919, was the first class party. P^or

this purpose the attic of our home was used. The costumes furnished much of

the amusement. The "spookiness" of Hallowe'en was made very grewsome by
the presence of ghosts and a h'ortune Teller.

So successful was the party that another one was planned by the entire

training school on Oct. 30. lyiy. This was held in our Parlor and Library.

The Hallowe'en Spirit prevailed at this time as before.

For our last Hallowe'en Party Dr. Carey kindly offered us the use of his

office building which was under construction. However, due to the absence of

windows and the cold weather, it was impossible for us to accept his oft'er.

Therefore, we spent our afternoon decorating the basement of our home. It was
such a successful masquerade that even our Superintendent and Interne could not

be recognized.

On April 21, ii;20, the Juniors gave a Banquet in honor oi the Seniors at

the Wolf & Dessauer .Auditorium. The hospital colors, blue and white, predom-
inated throughout the decorations, and the tables were decorated prettily with

tlie Senior and Junior class flowers. After the dinner the evening was spent in

various forms of entertainment. This was the first social event given in honor

of the graduating class.

In order to obtain funds for lawn and porch furniture for our Nurses' Home
a Lawn Social was given on July 22, 1920. The days preceding the social were
marked by the enormous sale of tickets. Dhe weather favored us and the eatables

were disposed of in a short time. The result was that Two Hundrd Fifty-two

Dollars was cleared. The training school wishes to thank everyone for his hearty

co-operation and donations.

Even though we could not spend our Christmas at home, the spirit of the

season was not lacking clue to the thoughtfulness of our Principal and her assist-

ants. In the center of our Reception Hall stood our tree underneath which our

gifts were placed. Pesides this we also received a goodly share of candy, nuts,

and fruits. This last year we added to our usual amusement—each class furnish-

ing an original entertainment.

On March 16, 1921, the entire Senior class attended the musical comedy,

"Irene". For this rare privilege we are greatly indebted to the Alumns Associ-

ation. Our joys for the week were not ended by this event, for a few nights

later the Class of 1920 pleasantly entertained us at a banquet, which was one of

the most enjoyable evenings we have spent during our three years of training.

We hope that in the coming years the school spirit will progress and that

more social events will be enjoyed by students and Faculty.
