2d.—For seed purposes I put away only well developed heads, such as will 

plainly indicate the type. 

3d.—Parties having a special type and furnishing their own stock seed will 

have it grown with the greatest possible care, and everything will be 

thrown out that is not true to type. 

4th.—But one variety is grown by the same party, and not near enough to 

any other sort to endanger its purity from cross-fertilization. 

TERMS :—Acceptance, with invoice, 6 months from December list. A 

discount of 5 per cent. allowed on all bills if paid within twenty days from 

date of invoice. 

For seeds ordered after January Ist payments are due June Ist following.
