To cultivate the strawberry 
for family use, we recommend 
planting in beds four feet wide, 
with an alley two feet wide be- 
tween the beds. These beds 
will accommodate three rows of 
plants, which may stand fifteen 
inches apart each way, and the 
outside row nine inches from 
the alley. The beds can be 
kept clean easier and the fruit 
gathered without setting feet 
upon them. The ground should 
be well prepared by digging or 
plowing at least ten or twelve 
inches deep, and be enriched 
with well rotted manure, 
ground bone, wood ashes, or 
any other good fertilizer.
