We now grow all our Grape Vines entirely out of doors from cuttings 

about 74 to 12 inches long. Many years of experience have demonstrated 

to us that Grape Vines grown from short cuttings or partly grown in green- 

house are not as valuable for vineyard or garden as from long cuttings all 

grown in open air.
