To grow Mushrooms does not necessarily require any special 
house, as a cellar, shed or even under greenhouse benches will an- 
swer the purpose. Of course, conditions must be such that an even 
temperature of 50 to 65 degrees can be maintained. Secure some 
fresh horse manure, not too coarse, and also a quantity of good rich 
soil. To one part of soil add two or three of manure and when thor- 
oughly mixed form into beds three feet wide, and from 10 to 12 inch- 
es deep, pounding it together as you proceed. ‘The bed wi!l soon be- 
come very hot and not until temperature recedes to 80 or 90 degrees 
is it ready for the spawn. Make holes 8 to 10 inches apart and large 
enough to admit the spawn, which is broken into pieces about the 
size of a hen’s egg and covered one and a halfinches. After remain- 
ing in this condition from 8 to 10 days cover the bed with 2 inches of 
fresh soil and after firming with the back of a spade cover with 4 in. 
ches of salt hay or straw. It takes about 2 months before the first 
mushrooms appear. When watering, the water should be 95 degrees.
