ation that. no. doubtful seeds should be 

sent out and that there should be no sub- 

stitution. 

I have held to this policy and expect to 

continue it. My buvers have learned from 

experience that my seeds are just as pure 

and true to name as if they were grown 

under their own immediate personal super- 

vision. 

For the purpose of securing stock seeds 

of the most desirable type and characteris- 

tics I maintain a Stock Seed Department 

which is doing careful and systematic 

work. 

After determining the exact type for each 

vafiety, we select, the: first year, a single 

plant. The seed from the best fruit from 

this single select plant is used the second

year to produce a select plant. A selection 

from the best vines and best fruit from this 

select plat furnishes seed for the stock plat 

of the third year. Whtts each year weslndare 

the ‘single select vine, the select plaweand 

the stock plat, all selected after the most 

careful inspection and comparison. 

The records show marked changes in all 

desirable characteristics, the improvement 

in size, form and regularity of fruit being 

clearly apparent even to a non-professional.

In order to insure purity 1 grow each 

Vaiiety im a, locality, by dtseli) @ iihemiipe 



tomatoes of each variety are delivered to a 

central and convenient point for that par- 

ticular sort, where, after careful inspection 

ani the final rejection of undesirable types, 

all the seeding, curing and cleaning are 

done by my own experienced men, who 

have nothing to do with any sort other 

than their own. : 

Buildings, tools, machines and drying 

frames are separate and distinct for each 

sort. 

It can be seen that each process from the 

selection and growing of the stock seeds 

to the final bagging is done according to a 

carefully managed system. Mistakes are 

next to impossible. Jf one occurs cr if 

there is a doubt even, the lot of seeds in- 

volved is immediately destroyed. 

By my method seeds are harvested from 

the first and best of the crop. I do not 

save or seed the small fruits or the late 

green ones. 

The small lot of seeds you secure from a 

so-called “Grower,” which have been re- 

contracted to the farmer may be, and 

usually is, washed with the same tools just 
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employed for an entirely different lot and 

sort, -Ihe two sorts may be dried sar ahe 

same time and side by side. 

The methods outlined have been devel- 

oped during nearly a quarter century of 

successful growing of tomato seeds. 

The results have been a constant growth, 

and a widening circle of good friends and 

satisfied customers.
