MUSHROOMS 
Mushrooms can be grown in any dark room or cellar where the 

temperature can be maintained at 50 to 60 degrees. From old pas- 
tures procure the soil and store it away. To one bushel of this soil 
add two bushels of fresh horse manure. Of this well-mixed com- 
pound prepare a bed, say 4 feet wide. Put down a thin layer and 
pound it down hard, and go on until you have a bed 8 inches thick. 
It will soon become pretty hot, but let the heat recede until it is 
only 85 or 90 degrees. Then make holes, say a foot apart, and put 
in the spawn, two or three pieces as large as a walnut in each hole. 
Cover the holes and press the soil solid and smooth. Let the bed 

remain in this condition about twelve days; then cover it with 2 
inches of fresh loam, and over this place 4 or five inches of hay or 
straw, and the work is done. If the temperature is right, in six 
or eight weeks you may expect Mushrooms. The bed will continue 
bearing from 20 to 30 days. After the first crop is gathered, spread 
over the bed an inch of fresh soil, moisten with warm water, cov- 
eune with hay as before. One pound of spawn is enough for a bed 
3x6 feet.

Sow the seed early in April or as soon 

as the ground can be worked. One ounce 
will sow 100 feet of drill.

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POTATO CULTURE 
Every eye on a potato would develop rootlets, even though it be on a 

scrap or peeling. Experiments have shown that the yield is much smaller 
from small seed because it does not contain sufficient starch to feed the 
growing plant until it puts out leaves to nourish it by the aid of heat and 
sunlight. Cut potatoes for planting lengthwise, distributing the eyes 
equally on cut pieces. The size of the piece planted is of more importance 
than the number of eyes. Potatoes having sprouted in cellars or pits, 
sending out long, colorless shoots, should not be selected for seed. The 
tubers have been robbed of considerable stored food and the shoots broken 
off would send out several weaker sprouts that would not produce results 
equal to the main branch. If the eyes have formed little bud knobs be 
careful to not rub them off in planting. Spring frosts are not injurious to 
crops; therefore plant as early as the soil will permit; last of February to 
first of March. If planted by March Ist potatoes would be ready for 
use June 1st, and a crop of:late potatoes could follow on the same plot of 
ground, making two crops per year in this latitude. The average yield of 
potatoes in the United States is between 90 and 100 bushels per acre, but 
there are a number of records of 400 to 500 bushels per acre. The annual 
value of the crop exceeds $100,000,000.

In order to sow the same amount of good seed from these samples, it 
would be necessary to sow 514 pounds of the poor sample to 1 pound of the 
other. Every time 150 weed seeds were sown with the good sample, 733,567 
of weed seeds would be sown with the poor one. : 

The above is not an unreasonable example although most cases are not 
as bad as that.
