WITH GENERAL DIRECTIONS FOR CULTIVATION 

A rich, sandy loam is the best for most flowering plants. The soil of a good garden should be deep, 
well pulverized and if fertilizers are used they should be thoroughly mixed with the soil. 

It is best in practically all instances except hardy annuals to start the seed in boxes, preferably a box 
about 18x24 inches and 4 inches deep, using very sandy soil with leaf-mould that will not bake, and 
provide for drainage by boring some holes in the bottom of the box. It is best not to put any fertilizer 
in the seed-box, since it is only necessary to bring the plants to the third or fourth leaf, when they should 
be pricked out and reset in another box, in which the soil should be loam mixed with leaf-mould. It 
is important that the plant be of good size, strong and sturdy, when finally transplanted in the garden. 

If the seed be sown directly in the garden, it should be sown in the spring after the soil is well worked and 
fertilized. A slight depression should be made with a stick, the seed sown, and then covered about twice 
the depth of the diameter of the seed. 

When up, the plants must be thinned from two to twelve inches, depending on the variety, otherwise 
they will be weak and spindling. It is a common mistake in the garden to leave plants altogether too 
thick. Always keep the weeds out. 

A common mistake in sowing flower, as well as other seeds is covering too deep. As a general] rule, cover 
only to the depth of the thickness of the seeds; or, with medium-sized seeds, like Balsams, Zinnias, etc., 
half an inch or less is the proper depth. Such fine seeds as Portulacas, Nicotina, etc., need only to be 
pressed into the soil with a piece of board or palm of the hand. Always press the earth down firmly after 
sowing all flower seeds, else there is danger of their drying up before the roots can get firm hold of the 
soil. Seeds of the hardier annuals may be sown where they are to grow; but, as a rule, it is preferable to 
transplant, as the plants are generally stronger and stand the drought better. During very dry weather, 
and when the seedlings are first set out, they should be watered frequently. Provide some support for all 
such annuals as require it. 

The weeds should be kept down and the ground loosened often, so that the plants will receive the full 
benefit of the rains and dews, which they will not if the ground is allowed to become hard and baked.
