The best fertilizers are those of a 
dry or absorbent nature, as plaster, lime, 
superphosphate of lime and bone dust. 
For wet soils these are particularly bene- 
ficial, as they not only promote growth, 
but prevent disease. Plant as early in 
spring as the ground can be had in fair 
working order, in hills or ridges about 3 
feet apart, covering in light, warm soils 
about 4 inches deep, but in cold, wet sit- 
uations 21%4 or 3 inches will be sufficient.
