Dear Sir—After a five-year trial with the early Green Soy bean. 1 am surely convinced

On soil that has been cropped with beans before, we
find great masses of nodules on the roots of the beans, some as large as the ripe bean itself.

When it first

showed through the ground it had roots four

inches long. About the middle of August I

pulled up some of the average plants, and the

roots were nine inches long. The first of Octo-

ber I pulled up some more of the plants and the

roots were 18 inches long. I think a good many
farmers fail to get a start of Alfalfa, berause

first they do not sow enough seed to the acre,

How to Raise Onions for the Market
THE SOIE.—We prefer a soft, dark sandy loam, not too fine. This is much better if it

has been cultivated with hoed crops, kept clean from weeds and well manured for two years
previous, because if a sufficient quantity of manure to raise an ordinary son to a proper
degree of fertility is applied at once, it is likely to make the onions soft. The same result
will follow if we sow on rank mucky ground or on that which is too wet, and it is impossible
to raise either a large or profitable crop on stiff clay, very light sand or gravel.

PREPARATION.—Onions respond well to very liberal manuring. As much as forty loads
of stock manure well composted or one ton of high grade commercial fertilizer per acre
needed will vary with the soil, the seed used and the kind of onions desired. Thin seeding
gives much larger onions than thick seeding. Four or five pounds per acre is the usual
quantity needed to grow large onions. We prefer a drill that sows a very close row.

CULTIVATION.—As soon as the young plants can be seen in the rows give a shallow
working either with rake or some other tool that pulverizes well the whole top soil.
