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Where can be found its equal? The easiest

flower to grow and lasts by far the longest when
cut. Covering an unequaled range of color, from

delicate tints of white, pink, yellow, and lavender

to the brightest blood-red scarlets, deep purple,

and richest dark crimson shades, in hundreds of

distinct varieties, the cream of the giant-flowering

sorts.

To gaze upon a group of these regal flowers is

to admire them. They compel attention. The
intense, glowing hues of the more brilliant varieties

dazzle the eye, while others in the paler tints rest

the vision and delight the senses of the beholder.

This flower is rightly called the people’s orchid,

as no other can outrival the surpassing beauty of

its bloom. Your favorite color can here be found,

embodied in floral loveliness, as nearly every shade

has its representation in gladioli. Long ago, the

gladiolus occupied a humble place in our grand-

mothers’ gardens, and its color and shape were

very ordinary
;
but gradually, by improved meth-

ods of hybridizing, it has rapidly advanced to claim

recognition as the queen of all our summer flowers.

Cross-fertilized by many eminent horticulturists,

clearer and brighter colors, larger blooms, and
wider opened flowers have been produced, making
in all a result of wondrous perfection.

Cut when the first flower expands, and placed

in water, they continue blooming along the stem to

the very topmost bud, lasting at least a week and
holding their beauty throughout. From four to

eight blossoms are opened at a time, and as the

lowest fade they are easily detached, thus keeping

the bouquet as fresh appearing as when first placed

in the vase.



The bulbs that produce these magnificent

flowers are to be obtained at prices which allow

them to grace the humblest garden as well as the

most elaborate. Anyone, however inexperienced,

can grow gladioli successfully, as the bulbs I fur-

nish are most vigorous and the culture is very

simple.

Visitors are cordially invited to inspect my col-

lection, one of the most valuable in the United

States, at any time during the blooming season.

The process of cross-fertilizing in producing new
varieties is very interesting and new seedlings are

constantly blooming here for the first time. I

have many new and rare varieties, native South

African sorts, also import yearly the latest Euro-

pean novelties, which are usually of great beauty.

Bulbs of different varieties differ in size. Many
of the choicest varieties do not produce a large

bulb. However, I send out only strong blooming

sizes which are carefully inspected and sure to

bloom even under adverse circumstances.

Try this collection in your own garden.
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Gladioli are the easiest of all summer-flowering

bulbs to grow, and their culture is very simple,

anyone being able to produce fine results with a

little care and a small amount of work.

May is the best time to plant, although they may
be planted the first half of June to good advantage.

The blooming period extends from the end of July

until frost. For best results a sunny location is

best and a rather light soil.

Plant four or five inches deep and the plants will

not require staking, also they will resist dryness

better as the roots will be cooler. Well rotted

manure, good potato fertilizer, or sheep manure, if

well mixed with the soil will produce good results.

Loosen surface of soil occasionally and keep free

from weeds.

After flowering, when the foliage looks yellowish,

usually about the first of October, dig the bulbs,

cut the stems quite closely, and store in a cool dry

place. A cellar where potatoes keep well will suit

the bulbs
;
but as a rule, they are easily wintered

in any ordinary cellar where frost does not enter

and the atmosphere is not too drying.

Our business is to grow gladiolus bulbs with such

painstaking care and attention to detail that the

vigor and blooming quality is so concentrated in

the bulb that it is certain to blossom with only

ordinary care, although the gladiolus responds

quickly to extra treatment.

I do not list the cheaper mixtures, a low grade

bulb will produce only a poor flower.

Cultural Directions will be included with each

order if requested.

If gladioli are wanted by mail, add 5c per dozen

for postage. Single bulbs mailed without addi-

tional charge.

When possible, it is better to have your order

shipped by express, as larger bulbs, also extra, are

included to help pay the transportation.

Also we have a special rate on bulbs much lower

than ordinary merchandise.

Remittances may be made by post office order,

express order, or postage stamps.

Bulbs are usually shipped about April 1st, but

may be sent at any time desired.
