If the first

blossoms do get killed by frost they

will immediately throw up a new lot

of blossom stems, and will continue

to bear a good crop of fruit until

frost kills the blossoms in the fall,

pro^N^ided you keep the ground very

rich, at which time the bed should

be covered with either hay or straw.

Slough hay makes the best covering,

as it is free from weed seeds. Cover

the entire bed so that the plants are

not visible. As soon as the frost is

out in the spring remove the

covering, dig all the extra plants,

leaving the row only abdut six inches

wide. Cultivate between the rows to

loosen the ground; apply two inches

of stable manure between the rows,

covering the same with the hay or

straw that was taken oif the plants.



Your bed is now in shape to carry

a continuous cro^p all through the

summer, regardless of drouth. This

is very essential to enable the plants

to carry a continuous crop. The
Progressive, the Superb, and the

1017 are the leading varieties of the

Everbearing Strawberry.
