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Flowering Shrubs
Each year flowering shrubs become more important in the plan for home-ground decoration. In formal plantings

it is sometimes necessary to limit the quantity, but to obtain the pleasing style of planting most desired, that which
simulates the work of nature, shrubs should be used in abundance. It is very simple to arrange them. Although
many have their preferences of soil and sunlight, the majority will furnish abundant bloom and hold their
foliage under almost any conditions.

Naturally, the blooming season of a shrub is in most cases not prolonged, but many of the varieties in our
list have beautiful foliage all through the summer, then change to delightful tones of yellow and scarlet in the fall.

This is an advantage which must not be overlooked. Many people plan harmonious autumn tones with as much
care as they arrange the shrubs for the summer blooming season. It is a sensible view, inasmuch as it greatly
extends the decorative value of the planting.

To obtain the best effects, plant from three to five shrubs of one kind together. By doing so you gain masses
of bloom that are far more effective than if single shrubs should stand forth alone. A little experimenting will

soon teach you the value of this precept; in fact, a little rearrangement from one year to the next is always to be
desired, as it never permits the plantings to become monotonous. Occasional changes serve to keep alive your
own interest and likewise keep the beauty of the grounds up to a high standard.
