D. unless a 20%
remittance comes with the order. Remit by money order, check or stamps.

Always state how you want your order shipped, whether by mail, freight, or

express.

PARCEL POST is cheaper on orders weighing 20 lbs. or less and about the

same on 40 or 50 lbs. and the package is brought right to your mail box if

on a route. If within 300 miles of Gainesville, add 5 to the number of pounds

your order will weigh to get the amount of postage in cents; viz.: if your order

amounts to 10 lbs., add 5 and it gives you 15c; if 19 lbs., add 5 and it gives 24c,

and so on. This applies on any weight. For quarts, 6c for first quart and 2c for

each additional quart; peck 20c.

February.—All the above, and add Beans, Cucumbers, Sweet Corn, Field Corn,

Millet, Sorghum, Watermelon, Cantaloupe, Squash.

March.

—

Pole Beans, and Bush Beans of all kinds, Velvet Beans, Cantaloupes,

Chicken Corn, Chufas,, Egg Plant, Pepper, Sweet Corn, Field Corn, Pop Corn,

Cotton, Cucumbers, Goobers, Irish Potatoes, Radish, Millet, Okra, Peanuts, Pump-
