Planted between the rows of trees in a young Orchard they will pay all

the expenses of bringing the Orchard into profitable bearing and yield a handsome
profit besides.

CARE OF PLANTS ON RECEIPT—Our plants are packed in moss specially

adapted for this purpose. The small orders

are in packages with water proof paper, the

larger Express orders we ship in crates. The
plants are fresh dug for each order and are

guaranteed to reach you in best growing con-

dition. Set immediately if soil and weather
conditions are right. If not the shipment
left as it is can be placed in a cool dry place

for two or three days. If rains continue and
other causes make it impossible to plant after

this time, then the bundles must be opened
and dip the roots in water and open each
bundle of plants (they are packed 25 in

bundle) and spread out thinly in an open
trench and then firm the dirt well up about
the roots just leaving the crowns out. In
this way plants will be in splendid condition

for several weeks. It is alright occasionally
to sprinkle water over them. NEVER WET
OR POUR WATER OVER PLANTS IN
THE CRATES.

SETTING OUT—Use care here also.

Don’t expose plants a long time to the wind
and sun. If day’ is cloudy plants can be
dropped on the ground ahead of the setters

for quite a distance, but if sun is bright and
hot we always place several bundles of plants
in a shallow pan or basket and cover them
over entirely with the damp moss and just

open a bundle at a time and remove a single

plant at a time from the pan and set it.

PREPARATION OF GROUND AND
CULTIVATION—The same rules apply as
if you were handling another garden crop.

Cultivate frequently and keep soil mellow
and free of weeds. The new runner plants
develop through July and soon extend out
and make you nicely matted rows.

SOIL—Any ground that raises corn or
oats will produce big paying crops of Straw-
berries. However remember that there are
only’ a few varieties that succeed on several
different textures of soil. Many sorts require
a particular type of ground to yield paying
crops. Read our descriptions of varieties
