ROCK'S ANNUAL FLOWER SEEDS
The Annuals are of very easy culture, flowering only the first year from seed. Among the annuals are flowers of every color and

description, suitable for any location you may wish to plant.

Directions for Growing Annual Flowers. The seed bed must be thoroughly dug or plowed, it is best to turn under the top-soil
of the previous year. A light application of well-rotted manure, turned under in plowing, will prove very beneficial. Pulverize with a
rake or harrow, removing all clods, stones, etc.

Most Annuals should be planted from April 15th to May 15th, providing the weather permits; for early flowering, some may be started
inside in early March and transplanted to the open the latter part of April.

In sowing the seed be sure you do not cover deeper than 4 times the thickness of the seed. Water lightly; this should be
done with a sprinkling can or very fine spray in order that the seed may not be washed out. The seed bed should be watered at least
once a day. Do not allow the ground to become hard and dry. When plants are well started, a thorough watering once every two days
should be sufficient. Cultivate with a hoe regularly in order that the soil about the plants will not become packed.

ABRONIA
Umbellata Gran diflora (Sand Verbena). A handsome trailing plant,

with clusters of sweet-scented flowers resembling Verbenas in shape,
but of smaller size; color rose, with white eye. Admirably adapted
for rockwork.

Thorough watering
during dry weather is very beneficial. Keep flowers cut off to en-
courage a continuous bloom.

Among the Perennials we find some of our most gorgeous flowers, every type and color may be had and most of them being so hardy

that they do not even require covering during the winter. Their superb qualities of furnishing excellent cut flowers together with their

most wonderful bedding and border effects make them indeed very popular.

HOW TO GROW PERENNIAL FLOWERS FROM SEED
Many of these will bloom the first year from seed if planted early

indoors; February or March is best suited. We have noted the

varieties which will produce flowers the first year from seed. For

early planting sow the seed in earthenware pots or low boxes,

filling one inch of the bottom with broken pots, coal ashes or some
like material that will furnish drainage. Over this place about

two inches of good, rich, well pulverized soil, mixed with about

34 sand and if possible the same proportion of either leaf mold

or well rotted manure. Press the soil down firmly and water;

this should be done at least 12 to 18 hours before sowing. Sow
the seed thinly over the top and cover with about one-eighth inch

of fine soil. Press this covering lightly and water very carefully

in order that the seed will not be washed out. It is advisable to

place a glass and a few thicknesses of newspaper over the top to

prevent too rapid evaporation. A temperature of 65 to 75 degrees

will be suitable. A regular watering is also very necessary, if one

watering is omitted with some varieties the seeds will be a total

loss. The soil should always be kept moist, but not soaking.

When the seeds are up remove the glass and newspaper and place

as near the light and air as possible. If this is not done the young
plants are likely to “Damp off.”

On approach of settled weather the young seedlings should be

transplanted to the open ground, planting in well pulverized

soil and watering immediately after planting.

The planting of Perennial seed outdoors may be done any time

from the first of May to the first of August, the earlier the better.

Select a situation that may be watered regularly and may be

artificially shaded. A small cold frame will be of the most helpful

use in germinating seed but if you do not possess one, just sow the

seed thinly in shallow drills in well pulverized soil. The presence

of stones, clods, etc., are very detrimental in securing an even

germination. Cover the seed about one-fourth inch and press

this soil lightly. Water lightly, thoroughly and regularly until

young plants are well established. When of size enough to handle

safely they should be transplanted to the position desired. Water

thoroughly after transplanting.

HOW TO GROW PERENNIAL PLANTS
We recommend both spring and fall planting, but the latter has

a few advantages, for example—when planted in September or

October the plants adapt themselves to the new soil before the

ground freezes, and also produce new roots; this alone affords not

only more flowers, but somewhat earlier. Plants should be set

slightly deeper than originally planted in good well pulverized soil.

A slight covering during the winter of straw or leaves will be very

beneficial.

HOW TO GROW ROSES

SITUATION. Select an open situation with full exposure to
the sun and away from outspreading roots of trees, shrubs, etc.

The south side of a house or building would be advisable as this

would afford better winter protection.

PREPARATION OF THE BEDS. While Roses thrive in most
any garden soil they will more than repay good treatment. Dig
out the bed at least two feet deep and provide for drainage if neces-
sary. Fill in the bottom to a depth of 6 to 8 inches with sod, placing
on top of this a mixture of good garden soil and well-rotted cow
manure; this should extend about two inches above the surface.
Allow the soil to settle before planting. The beds should not exceed
five feet in width in order that the blooms may be picked without
stepping in the bed.

PLANTING. We recommend the spring planting of Roses in
April and May. Unless immediate effect is wanted, they are best
not planted closer than two feet; this will allow sufficient space
for their growing in later years. In setting the plants in the ground,
place the crown of the root at least two inches below the surface,
press the soil firmly about the roots and water thoroughly. The
top soil should be cultivated frequently during the summer months.
An application of fresh manure during the growing season placed
over the top of the bed will not only increase the quantity of the
blooms but also the quality.

USE OF INSECTICIDES. A weekly application of Bordeaux-
Arsenate of Lead mixture up to June 30th will be beneficial in
protecting the plants from disease. Apply at the rate of 8 ounces
to 5 gallons of water. A frequent application of Melrosine will be
even better than this solution. In our extensive trials we have
found this to be an invaluable insecticide for nearly every use. We
offer this on our page of insecticides. In case mildew appears on
the leaves, a solution of Sulphide of Potassium at the rate of
ounce to one gallon of water, should be used. In using any spraying
solution be certain that it is applied on the under side of the leaves
as well as the top.

WINTER PROTECTION. The most satisfactory manner of
winter protection in this latitude is to draw up a mound of soil

about 10 inches high around the base of the plant, covering the
entire bed, after the ground begins to freeze, with a covering or
mulch of leaves, straw or mixed manure and straw.

>
More severe

climates require only deeper covering.

PRUNING. All Roses should be pruned during March or
April after the severe frosts. This will not be necessary on the
plants which we send out in the spring, only for later years.

Hybrid Tea Roses. Prune severely, cutting the stronger shoots
back to within 10 or 12 inches of the ground and the weak, thin
wood remove entirely.

Tea Roses. Remove the thin wood and cut back the stronger
shoots to a prominent eye.

Hybrid Perpetual Roses. Cut away all weak growths, and if

quality of bloom is desired, cut back the strong canes to within 9
or 10 inches of the ground, but if quantity of bloom is desired, leave
these canes from two to three feet high, according to their size

Baby Rambler Roses. Pruning is not necessary, simply remove
the past season’s flower stems.

Rugosa Roses require no pruning, merely cut out dead and
superfluous wood.

Climbing Roses. Climbing Roses require no pruning in the
spring beyond the cutting out of very old or dead wood and the
shortening of the laterals and long canes to make the growth con-
form to the space to be covered. A severe pruning in July, directly
after they have finished blooming, is beneficial. At that time, cut
away all old flowering wood. This will not only encourage a vigor-
ous growth but will produce an abundance of flowers the following
season.

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A Planting of Festiva Maxima Peonies

ROCK’S SELECT PEONIES
Peonies, especially the modern introductions, are probably the most beloved of all perennial plants, and are

as welcome to our gardens in the spring as roses during the summer. They afford a grand display of large, beauti-

ful, fragrant blossoms during May, and thrive in either sun or semi-shaded situations. They always produce a

glorious effect whether planted in single clumps or long beds, bordering lawns and drives, or interspersed in beds

of shrubbery and perennials. As a cut flower they are unrivaled, lasting longer in water than most perennials.

Planting and Culture. Their ease of culture is also a valuable asset which has greatly increased their popularity. They may be
planted in either spring or fall; however, September and October are the most satisfactory months, as a planting at this time will produce
flowers the following spring. Plant in rich, well pulverized soil before the ground becomes frozen, covering the crown or eyes with two to

three inches of soil. Avoid planting too deeply as this is often the cause of shy blooming. Keep the soil loose at all times, and free from
grass and weeds. An over-abundance of fresh manure is detrimental to the best growth.

Peony Society. 10 points means perfect; 9 points, nearly perfect; 8 points, extra good; 7 points, good; and 6

points, medium. The sizes are referred to by the letters D, M, and L.
