BEANS 
POLE OR RUNNING 

Pole beans are even more sensitive to cold and wet, as well as 
to droughts and hot winds, than the dwarf varieties, but are 
of superior quality and productiveness. After settled warm 
weather, set poles 4 to 8 feet long in rows 4 feet apart and 
extending north and south, the poles being 3 feet part in the 
row. Let the poles slant slightly toward the north. Set in 
this way the vines climb better, and the pods are straighter 
and more easily seen. Around each stake plant 5 to 8 beans 
1% to 2 inches deep. When well started, thin to 4 plants, 
and see that they all climb around the pole in the same way, 
for they will not grow if tied up in the opposite direction. 
Another plan is to plant in rows thickly enough so that there 
will be one plant to 8 or 10 inches. Set posts 5 feet high firmly 
at each end of the rows and drive stakes made of 2x2 lumber at 
intervals of about 16 feet along the rows. Stretch a wire, size 
number 10 or 12, between the posts along each row, and fasten 
it to the tops of the stakes with wire staples. Hun a lighter 
wire or twine along the bottom about 6 inches from the ground 
and fasten to the posts and stakes with wire staples. Between 
these two stretch a wire or twine wherever there is a plant. 
The vines will run up these until they reach the top wire, 
when they will care for themselves. Another way is to omit 
the bottom wire and stick small stakes 2 to 6 inches in the 
soil and fasten to top wire. 

CELESTIAL OK YARD LONG—A good table bean as well as 
a curiosity.

ANNUALS bloom and ripen seed the first year and then 
perish. 

BIENNIALS do not generally flower the first season and are 
In perfection only one year. 

PERENNIALS continue to flower for several years in suc¬ 
cession. Many of them bloom the first year if sown early. 

GREENHOUSE PLANTS. Start Inside and cultivate in pots, 
or else transplant outside when danger of frost is over. 

STOVE PLANTS. To be grown inside all the year round for 
pots only. 

CLIMBING PLANTS. Plants which vine or climb. 
HARDY ANNUALS, BIENNIALS AND PERENNIALS can be 

sown in the open ground early in the spring If desired, and 
Biennials and Perennials will not require any protection in the 
winter. 

HALF HARDY ANNUALS, BIENNIALS AND PERENNIALS 
should not be sown in open ground until settled warm weather, 
though they can be sown in the house, if desired, early and 
afterward transplanted. The two latter need to be protected In 
the winter, or carried over until spring in cold frames or green¬ 
houses. 

Annual Flower Seeds 
GENERAL DIRECTIONS FOR CULTIVATION 

Most flowering plants will live in almost any soil, but to give them a fair chance to develop, some care should be taken 
to make the ground suited to their needs. The soil best adapted for flowering plants generally is a light, friable loam, 
containing a sufficient amount of sand to render it porous. Many flowers are better if produced on plants of vigorous 
growth, hence a portion of the garden should be prepared by deep digging, thorough pulverization and liberal enriching 
with large quantities of well-rotted manure. Since some other varieties produce the largest and finest colored flowers 
when grown on rather light, poor soil, a portion of the garden should not be enriched. 

Make the surface of the soil as fine, smooth and level as possible; do not plant when the ground is wet; cover each 
lot of seeds to a uniform depth, which should not be more than 4 to 6 times the diameter of the seed; press the soil 
firmly over the seed; plant in rows so that the starting plants can be easily seen; thin out the young plants to prevent 
crowding and keep entirely free from weeds. 

Very small seeds, such as Portulacca, Canterbury Bell, Fox glove, Petunia, etc., should be merely sprinkled on the 
surface of the ground, after making it quite smooth with the back of the spade, and barely covered with fine sifted, 
light, mellow soil and afterwards protected from the scorching sun and heavy rains by a cloth, mat or some green 
branches stuck around them. If the weather, after sowing, should be dry, it will be necessary to water the places, where 
the seeds are sown, with a fine spray, regularly but slightly, every evening, as it is essential that the seeds, during 
the process of germination, should be kept constantly moist. From a neglect or oversight of this arise most of the failures, 
as the process of germination is shorter or longer in the different kinds of seeds, the patience of the cultivator is often 
sorely tried with the seeds of a slowly germinating character.

HOW TO GROW SWEET PEAS—The soil for Sweet Peas 

should be rich and deep. A good rich loam, with plenty of 
well rotted manure in it, is the ideal soil that will produce 
plenty of good blooms of good substance. They should be in 
a position fully exposed to the sunlight and air on both sides 
of the row. 

Much depends upon the state of the weather as to when the 
seed may be sown out of doors; but they should be sown as 
early in the season as the ground can be worked, which is 
usually between the middle of February and the middle of 
March. It is best to make a trench or furrow about 6 inches 
deep, in the bottom of which sow the seed. Cover with about 
an inch of soil, pressing it down firmly. As soon as they are 
above ground, thin out to 2 to 4 inches apart; when planted 
too close, they do not attain their full development. They should 
be staked up either with branches of brush or stout stakes 
on which wire netting has been fastened. These should be 
at least 4 feet high, and 5 feet would be better. It is just as 
well to do the staking at the time of sowing. 

During the dry weather they should be watered thoroughly 
and frequently. The flowers should be cut as often as possible, 
to prevent the plants from running to seed, which would stop 
them from continuing in bloom.

five short paragraphs, viz.; 
First—Inoculated legumes take nitrogen from the air to 

supply the plant, resulting in faster growth, earlier ma¬ 
turity and larger crops. 

Second—Inoculated legumes take up more nitrogen than 
the plant itself requires, the surplus remaining to the 
benefit of future crops. 

Third—Inoculated legumes develop larger root systems 
than when not inoculated and therefore reach the im¬ 

mense store of potash and phosphorus in the sub-soil, 
bringing them up to supply the plant. When the roots 
and stubble decay these elements are also returned to 
the soil in a form available for future crops. 

Fourth—Inoculated, le^tmes, by taking their nitrogen 
from the air, save the soil. When not inoculated they 
drain the soil of its nitrogen just the same as wheat or 
timothy or other non-leguminous plants. 

Fifth—Inoculated legumes contain more protein matter 
than when not inoculated, greatly increasing their feed¬ 
ing value. 

Summary—Inoculation hastens maturity, increases the 
crop, improves its quality, enriches the soil and saves 

fertilizer bills. 

ALFALFA 
GRIMM ALFALFA

ALSIKE, OR SWEDISH CLOVER—This Is one of the hardiest varieties known. 
It is perennial and does not winter kill. It will do better on moist land than any 
other variety of Clover, and is suitable for either hay or pasture.

the grasses for pastures, meadows, ball grounds, golf links, 
lawns, polo grounds and all school and public grounds, the 
Kentucky Blue Grass ranks first; it is the Great American 
Grass.

Johnson Grass, but differs from the latter in that it Is entirely free from 
the persistent underground root system which makes Johnson grass sod so 
difficult to eradicate. Sudan Grass, being an annual and having fiberous 
roots similar to wheat or cats is as easily controlled and eradicated as 
millet at the close of the growing season. 

This grass is even more thrifty in growth than Johnson grass, reaching 
from 4 to 7 feet in height, producing medium small stems and an abundance 
of broad linear leaves.
