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LONG SPURRED COLUMBINE SEED - $1.00 THE PACKET 
We have arranged with Miss Mabel S. Creighton, of Jonesmere Farm, near Salem, grower of some 

of the finest specimens of super long spurred Columbines (Acquilegia) we have ever seen, to handle 
her seed crop. Columbine seeds may be planted late as mid-July or in frames in August for the suc¬ 
ceeding year’s blooming. Or may be planted in the spring to grow on into larger plants to set out in 
the fall. Out of one of Miss Creighton’s large packets of this seed should be obtained a heavy per¬ 
centage of wonderful long spurred varieties. Remember, like all plants. Columbines will repay you 
for the care you give them. These seed are $1.00 a packet. Miss Creighton’s farm is annually 
vi.sited when the Columbines are in bloom by large numbers of flower lovers who come great distances 
to see her plants.
