Put them in a rich soil, 
use care in the transplanting, 
water them well, spray them regu¬ 
larly once a week with Bordeaux 
mixture and arsenate of lead and 
weed them when they need it. 

Weeding and watering can be cut 
down if one uses a mulch and if 
straw isn't available, use the paper 
mulches so widely advertised now.

“Work in developing improved strains of Primula 

malacoides has brought considerable renown to Ernst 

E. Eriksson, a pot plant grower at Riverside, Ill., dur- 

ing recent years. At this time when, through the ef¬ 

forts of the American Bulb Co., he has been prevailed 

upon to disseminate these primulas to the trade, Mr. 

Eriksson offers the following description of the new 

kinds and their origin: 

“I became interested in Primula malacoides in the 

year 1915, when I grew some fine plants from seeds of 

my own selected seed carriers, and I made up my mind 

that I was through with Primula obconica after I had 

a hard time with poisoning from obconica. But as the 

malacoides did not have an appearance at all like ob- 

conica at that time, I kept my eyes open for an im¬ 

provement in the direction of larger flowers, stiffer 

stems and a good, showy pink color, as nearly red as 

possible, with a distinctive eye. 

“I have found that malacoides improves slowly. It 

took three to four years to get a plant with a strong 

stem to build on. This stem, which makes my mala- 

coides outstanding, was successfully developed from a 

plant that had two stems in one, being a freak with 

double stems and double-sized flowers. Out of this I 

got a number of freaks with double stems. Some with 

only one stem to a plant had blooms as large as those 

of a Dutch hyacinth. This, of course, was not prac¬ 

tical, but, by careful selection, I got some wonderful seed car¬ 

riers and have ever since been on the lookout for the best plants 

for my selection. I have pollinated back and forth for a num¬ 

ber of years to get the color and size of the flower and to keep 

the strain from going back to that freakish beginning of too 

much of the double stem. 

“I then made a selection and have succeeded in keeping three 

definite varieties. These I have named Wonder Baby, pink; 

Baby Rose, deepest pink, and New Baby, near lavender pink. 

“These will make selling plants that will come up to any 

obconica and will not poison the most delicate skin. No 

malacoides have ever hurt me, and I am extremely sensitive to 

obconica poisoning. 

“I have grown these malacoides for fifteen years and every 

year I have tried to get them better. I grew 25,000 plants in 

1929, of which I sold 5,000 small plants and finished 20,000 

myself. Half of these were sold in 5, 6, and 7-inch pots and 

the other half were used mostly for 3]/2 to 4-inch for combina¬ 

tions. I do not know of any plant that can be grown from 

seed that will make up better for a filler in a combination 

basket or box together with cyclamens and other plants, and 

also as a specimen plant at a low price. 

“This plant is taking the place of Primula obconica where 

there is an objection against the primrose poison, and it can be 

grown in a short season. It is not so well adapted for Christmas, 

but it is fine from January 1 to March 1 in and around Chicago

CULTURE FOR TUBEROUS BEGONIAS AND GLOXINIAS 

“For early flowering you plant the bulbs; or rather tubers, about 
January, in flats or sandy soil, barely covering the tops. Place on a 
propagating bench with a good bottom heat, or on the return pipes, 
and keep fairly moist—not soaking wet. As soon as growth appears, 
pot them up in 3j/2-inch pots and place in a 5? degree house on a 
sunny bench. Such early started ones may flower for Easter, even if 
that day does comes in April, and beautiful, attractive pans can be 
made up by using three or five plants to an 8-inch pan.

THE CULTURE OF THE DAHLIA 

The Dahlia thrives in an open, sunny location, though 
they will succeed in partial shade in some instances. 
They will grow in any kind of soil, but a rich, sandy 
loam is the best. To enrich poor ground in the fall 
spade in welLrotted manure or decayed vegetation. Use 
bone meal at planting time, working it well into the 
soil. Spade the soil thoroughly as deep as possible 
before the tuber is planted. 

Watering. Use very little water until flowering budj 
appear, after which plants can be thoroughly watered 
about once a week. Soak the ground until moist at 
least six inches deep. Rake over the surface the follow' 
ing day. This conserves moisture and lets in air and 
sunshine. 

To Preserve Cut Flowers. Flowers should be cut late 
in the afternoon or early in the morning. Place tips 
of the stems in water for about twenty seconds while 
boiling on the stove and immediately plunge the tips 
deep into cold water. If blooms droop prematurely 
place stems in hot water and allow them to remain 
until the water cools. This will usually revive them. 
A pinch of salt in the water helps.
